For instance RMI
have just released a DOUBLE album version (thuk Weiads of additional music) of their legendary amaedibly rare October
Gallery CD via Music Zeit only and have more exalasalbums to come via this method. Plus Jim Kirkdi@robably would never
have bothered releasing another album if it hadntne@aly doing so on CD but Music Zeit seems to hagpired him to frenzied
activity in working on new albums as well as retngnand completing previously unfinished proje@$.our total album sales we
now sell three by download to every one by CD oRCBee later in this magazine for more Music Zeivs.
