What a pleasant surprise this CD was! | have known and
enjoyed Bjorn's music for some time, he was around even
before we started Neu Harmony. The only reason we
haven't stocked his stuff in the past is that even though it
was highly electronic it tended to lean a little too much in
the direction of progressive rock for the “typical' SMD
customer. Here however the balance has switched much
more in the direction of EM.

This is evident right from the early moments of the opener
"Messages'. A wonderful exciting sequence emerges out of
solar winds and soft pads. Then wham! In comes a
crunching rhythm. The lead line is real air keyboard stuff.
Other superb melodic elements will keep your head
nodding as yet more stunning lead lines come one after
another. Electronic Music really doesn't get much better
than this. Its powerful, infectious and exciting all at the
same time. Whether you are into Pickford, Shreeve, T
Bass UK etc etc you just have to have this track in your
collection. We ride into "Endless Possibilities' on the back
of moody electric guitar. More excellent lead lines come in
accompanied by a high hat rhythm as we start to rock. The
drums thunder forward and electronic pulsations simply
spew from the speakers. The pace is slowed from time to
time just to be picked up again with some axe man guitar.
Prog Elements do come through on this piece but the
electronic elements are so strong. Think of Eloy meeting
Scott Mosher (without the AOR element).

'Hyperdrive Simuli' again surges forward with a no
nonsense rhythmic backing, SciFi "War of the Worlds'
type bleeps and whooshes giving it an other worldly feel.
You can just imagine hurtling through space faster than the
speed of light. Again the guitar work is fairly heavy heaping
excitement on excitement. There is a very peaceful start to
“No Looking Back' it then develops into a mid tempo
chugger. The melodies are fantastic, beautiful even,
reminding me very much of Andy Pickford. "Ruins of an
Alien Civilization' is a quirky gently rhythmic little number
which slows the pace further and leads us into the
magnificent "Mind of the Visionary'. It has a real epic feel to
it. The melodies are again immense. Sure, slight prog
touches return from time to time but its the way the lead
line keeps exploding from the speakers which grabbed me
most. From the half way mark it develops real attitude and
oomph particularly in the bass department.

“Ypsilon' is another short track, this time rather delicate and
almost orchestral. "Neuralnet' surges into life with a tinkling

sequence / rhythm combination. A lead line with an almost
echoing vocoded quality to it takes us forward. Another
excellent sequence takes over for “Faces of Fatality'. Yet
more superb leads comes in, the prog elements however
are probably more obvious on this track than any other but
they work so well with flashing electric guitar really doing
the business.

“Crystal Vista' returns us to pure delicate EM, a lovely little
sequence bouncing in the background as another rather
gentle Pickfordesque lead line floats over the top. "One
Step to Paradise' is a rather optimistic number with many
lead flourishes and in the second half some belting electric
guitar combing well with a melodic sequence. Mention
must also be made of the outstanding artwork containing
some of the best images | have ever seen in a CD
package. Cosmic scenes, spacecraft and alien planets-
they are all there easily eclipsing Chris Frank's Babylon 5
pictures. (DL)

Described on the sleeve as "a combination of the
synthesiser music of the 700s and the 80©s", this album will,
unsurprisingly, appeal to Tangerine Dream fans of that era.
Well, perhaps more so the 80©s because the main feature
of this album is the melodic accessibility. This is not
expansive, sequenced mood music - this is a collection of a
dozen highly thematic tracks woven together to form a
seamless concept. And it©s not only TD fans which will find
something to appeal on this disc, Jarre and Vangelis traits
can also be heard.

Of the dozen tracks, roughly half seem to be short
atmospheric preludes to the longer pieces which vary
between 4 and 7 minutes. ©Dawn®©s Mist© effectively
introduces the 7 minute ©Lonely Wolf©. Some may initially
find this a bit lightweight but it is a grower and is nothing
less than enjoyable - there is much more to come however.
©Northern Lights© is an effective short pastiche which gives

On the opener “Galaxies- Peace Meditation' some short
introductory vocal samples float out of lovely deep
reverberating cosmic pads.

This must be one of the most truly “different’ CDs | have
heard in quite some time. The sounds are like nothing |
have heard before, at a guess the use of pre-sets is
avoided at all costs. Every track is in a constant state of
shift detail being added here and removed there whilst
fascinating lead lines just make their presence felt without
intruding. Rhythmically its also inventive but really its often
very difficult to separate each individual element in the
mesmerising heady brew.

“The Beginning of all Things' starts with humming and other
swirling sounds as well as insect noises which form an
interesting backdrop to a delicate lead line. Its not that
melodic and remains firmly in the middle of the mix forming
just one element to the fascinating tapestry of sound. There
is also a simple loop / sequence but again this is only one
small part of quite a complex picture. Further gloops,
bleeps and cosmic effects are added as well as an organ
lead. Some elements are rather cosmic but then others are
completely unclassifiable. The title track is next. Faint
growling / machine sounds are heard low in the mix and a
rhythmic loop enters. A really nice fat, but of course, unique
lead slowly rises and falls as the rhythm becomes
increasingly train like.

“Echoes from Stone Part 1' has a slow dripping type
sequence emerging out of an undulating drone. More
drones / pad sounds are added then a percussive rhythmic
line appears out of the hazy backing. It made my mind think
of swirling psychedelic colours- no need for iffy substances
here just let the music do it all for you. Wow what a trip!
“Excursion’ begins with odd windy sounds and waves
breaking. A tinkling melodic loop starts up. Many other
sound effects are liberally thrown in some of them sounding
like rummaging around in a scrap yard whilst robots
maintain the rhythmic backing.

The last track was a little challenging but so is "Ancient
Island'. The beat is ever so slightly tribal. Around it are a
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liberally sprinkled a number of sounds. Its hard to work out
how exactly they relate to each other. These die away in
the fourth minute as the track regroups. Its still hard to
follow any particular thread however, maybe that's the
point. It could be that we are being treated to something of
a new experience in sound. "Truth and Waiting' is a much
easier track to get on with. A lovely melodic loop appears
out of a shimmering background. Its as if we are in a
beautiful garden, the sun causing rainbows through a
fountain. A relaxing rhythm starts up getting the head to
nod slightly. A more upfront lead comes in giving it that little
extra oomph, I'm still chilled though. Could it be that after a
couple of more difficult numbers the mind is now being
given time to relax?

A deep throb like the sound of some vast engine gets "A
Language for Shadows' underway. An echoing pulse as if
someone is hammering from the depths of the Earth
becomes a focus of attention. This is quite a dark track
which gets more intense as additional sounds and effects
are added. Its like being in some nightmare unable to get
out. With three minutes to go however the mood
unexpectedly lightens as a bright loop enters and takes us
to the end. Another percussive train rhythm and fast
drumming give the first few moments of ‘Echoes from
Stone Part 2' an energetic feel. Then suddenly all
descends to tranquil pads through which are faintly recited
a few lines of poetry. Its all extremely effective and as with
the first part of this track | really liked it.

"Reverse Alchemy' is an atmospheric closer. There is
rhythm in it but it tends to come in flourishes adding detail
here and there. Its rather pleasant but also fascinating at
the same time. | have played this album a number of times
and still don't know if | actually enjoy it or not, I'm still trying
to get my mind in tune with a completely new listening
experience. | certainly don't dislike it however and have a
great deal of respect for the musician taking his own path
and coming up with something that is to these ears
genuinely new and fresh. (DL)

This sampler is the first release by the Databloem label. It
seems that they have something of an agenda, shaking the
Electronic Music world up a little maybe. The first track
“Aperture' is by The Circular Ruins. A CD by them / him
"Realm of Possibility' is the second release on the label
(see review elsewhere). This piece is not on that CD. A



deep vibrating drone hovers in the air like some huge
insect then a lovely deep sequence enters forming a
hypnotic groove. Some very faint vocal samples can just be
heard though | can't make out what they are saying. In the
fourth minute another simple slow rhythm is added. From
time to time it has a slight irregularity to it. This skipping of
the beat is fascinating and adds extra interest to an already
excellent number. There is a brooding atmosphere which
only subsides in the eighth minute as all syncopation
disappears and we are left with some lovely textures which
decay beautifully as others come to replace them. A minute
later the sequences return.

A Borrowed Skin' by Mutagene is a gorgeous track. In
some ways its very simple consisting mainly of a
background drone with slow repeated melodic pads over
the top but really its so much better than that description
makes it sound. The melody itself is superb but so are the
sounds chosen with just the right amount of other detail
here and there. Even the way the pads distort near the end
and disappear into a windy tone which gradually increases
in intensity then goes back down through the sound
spectrum again is extremely effective. There is a dark
cosmic start to “Spheroid' by Imbedded Neptune. Extremely
deep bass laden drones shake the floor. Things become
somewhat more tranquil in the fourth minute as a plucked
string lead line weaves around appropriately spacey
effects. These disappear to reprise from time to time as we
drift along on soft drones and whooshing sounds-
absolutely first rate space music but as with seemingly
everything on this album / label the sounds chosen are a
revelation.

“Kwookyworld' by Kwook begins with the sound of what
could be some accelerating vehicle. A mean sequence
starts to emerge, rising and falling in the mix. This is
underpinned by another light sequence / shimmer which
stays fairly constant in the middle of the mix. | found it very
relaxing and just let my mind float on the back of the gentle
pulsations. In the ninth minute we get a calmer passage
made up of soft ambient effects. A short vocal sample as
well as the occasional nature sound made me think of a
beautiful alien landscape, ethereal pads adding to the
tranquil feeling still further. "Encounter' by the Civilized
Electrons starts extremely quietly, soft tones being allowed
to just hang in the air. In the third minute in comes the most
beautiful dreamy melody which goes through a number of
mutations in both structure as well as the sound chosen. It
just gets better and better.

A four note loop works its way into your consciousness, it
had probably been there slowly intensifying for some time
before | actually noticed it. Gradually it becomes more like
a pulse or soft throb. The repeated melody has something
of a hypnotic quality but is never boring. An additional lead
line is added in the tenth minute eventually replacing its
predecessor, another slow delicate melody complimenting
it wonderfully lower in the mix. Its all so delicate. A
wonderful track to finish a very impressive album. (DL)

Jim Kirkwood / Blood and Feathers

Well what a surprise, Jim has released something in his
own name! Its many years since he has done that having
favoured the Lucifaere and Ancient Technology Cult
pseudonyms amongst others. Steve Smith or Trevor
Newman might know better than me but | think the opening
title track is the longest one Jim has ever done clocking in
at over 40 minutes. Dark drones and mournful pads mingle
with a lovely optimistic melody low in the mix. Guttural
demonic utterances herald crashing drums then in
complete contrast we get wordless angelic vocals as the
melody returns. These are all banished as more drums
crash forward. Calm descends then a lively thick sequence
starts up. Its joined by a high register one whilst little
melodic motifs skim over the pulsations. Fans of Jim will
already be in heaven.

So much has happened already in the first few minutes. It
is obvious that Jim is on the very top of his form. We get a
breather of sorts in the seventh minute as all rhythmic and
melodic elements depart leaving us to float on dark
ominous pads. Things become increasingly spooky and
spectre sounding. The mood lightens slightly though is still
rather sorrowful. Ethereal vocal colouring comes in along
with a bright sequence. A couple of minutes later an
exquisite though unobtrusive rhythm starts up, rather
unique but spot on. A scything lead line enters, my head
nods and fingers move in time to the melody. Its superb
stuff , both powerful yet delicate and restrained at the same
time. A bell chimes out and we begin another short
atmospheric section. An incredibly mean sequence begins,
each note is so intense- what a sound! Sequence after
sequence (I lost count of how many) are layered over the
top of each other- pure bliss!

With twelve minutes to go we are given another breather
but with Jim these moments are as equally impressive as
his maelstroms. He can compose some of the most “visual'
music | have ever heard. Its now as if we are in a peaceful
garden. A slightly Eastern sounding sequence is
accompanied by appropriate wordless vocal colouring.
Much meaner pulsations change the mood as we start
another avalanche of multi layered sequences. More lead
lines set fire to the air. Its incredibly exciting, how the hell
does he do it? Over the last four minutes we go through
many more changes of pace, exciting section being
replaced by exciting section. The power of Hell fire
contrasting with angelic tenderness. Never has 40 minutes
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passed so quickly. “Joy of the Cold Earth' begins with
jungle type sounds then we get a deep almost growling
demonic spoken couple of sentences. A bass and high
register double sequence combination slowly weave their
magic. A rhythm starts up, slow and mean accompanied by
various crashing sounds. A mournful melody ploughs its
sad furrow. Another lead line is introduced, the sound
chosen being a little like the main melody from Edgar
Froese's "Detroit Snackbar Dreamer'. This disappears in
the eighth minute (to return near the end) as yet another
sad melody comes in.

The pace quickens as a whole host of sequencer lines
create an exciting energetic pulsating brew. We return to
dark realms at the beginning of "Bloodstream' but with less
than two minutes in one of the best sequences on the
whole album sets the track alight. Rhythmically its also a
delight. Slow moody melodies are juxtapositioned against
bright exciting ones, some exploding in crashing flourishes
as yet another storm is whipped up. To Jim's ever growing
fan base there is no substitute, nothing quite like his music
or the feelings it manages to stir. This will certainly delight
the faithful. Roll on Vol 2. (DL)

We begin with the longest track on the album “Canton
View'. A steady rhythm appears out of metallic shimmers
then a lovely three note melody glides to the surface as the
pace quickens. The foundations won't be shaken but it
should get your head nodding to the beat and fingers
moving in time to the lead lines. Its all very pleasant with
many a twist and turn during its fifteen minute duration.
Even though Colin comes from the UK this reminded me of
much of the music that came out of and was popular in
mainland Europe during the 90s, mainly on Cue or IC
where the emphasis was on melody, the tracks being
pleasantly rhythmic but mid paced rather than letting rip.
These days the trends tend to have gone towards ambient,
retro or upbeat stormers so in many ways this CD is filling
something of a gap in the market.

‘Daybreak'’ features a bright sequence / rhythm
combination. A slow tranquil melody is created through
overlaid pads like the rays of the sun shining through low
cloud. An acoustic guitar lead gets "Berlin 48" underway.
Its rather laid back and as with every track by this artist
extremely pleasant. The pace quickens slightly and now
the lead is taken by flutey synth. It has a feel similar to
something by GENE but with slightly more oomph. "New
Territories / The 10:24" is the most upbeat number so far, a
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tuneful sequence positively bouncing along accompanied
by a chugging beat. There is a more tranquil middle section
then another sequence is added, the original one initially
subsiding in the mix only to come back in waves. It was an
enjoyable track but | felt it just needed that little extra hook.
“Meteora' has a similar feel to its predecessor, subtle
melodies wafting from the speakers. In one way you could
say its rather uncluttered which in many ways is a good
thing but from time to time | could have done with a little
more happening.

"Repose' has a lovely balance between rhythm and melodic
loop. Its very laid back and soothing- good music to take on
holiday to listen to on the beach or by the pool. "Time
Lapse' has a rather moody melancholy beginning. The
pads are slow and rather dark but then a bright sequence
bursts through like sunlight reflecting in the ripples of a
lake. The mood becomes more positive but still with that
moody edge. The pace quickens again, added detail being
provided by a subtle acoustic guitar melody. The album
finishes with “Transient'. Unfortunately it isn't my favourite
cut here as the various elements didn't seem to go together
as well as the rest of the album.

On the whole though this is a CD ideal for those who like to
chill to pleasant melodies accompanied by gentle rhythms.

Following on from the quietly successful Midnight Moon
which utilized the instruments of the stratocaster guitar, the
Ebow and various processing effects, Steve Roach once
again releases an album based on the mentioned
instrumentation. In some ways Midnight Moon was an
exploratory musical adventure and was both a fresh and
stimulating recording.

Streams and Currents, although keeping in the same style
shows, a more mature approach in atmosphere and style.
There is a more space to the six tracks on offer helping to
create a more open whole atmospheric experience for the
listener. As mentioned above the sounds used on this
album come mainly from the two electric guitars and
various live looping techniques. The sounds produced
bear little resemblance to the traditional sound of a guitar
the effect is distinctly electronic for instance on track two
Spirit Moves there is rhythmic element introduced into the
album in the form of a mantra beat which gives the music a
tribal feel.

Overall then this album sees Steve Roach convey a



listening experience of exacting ambience, the music being
on the whole a relaxing and enlightening listen. In fact |
found the album a perfect companion to Steve Roach's
highly rhythmic blast Core, a kind of chill out album, one to
play at the end of the night. (Gary Andrews)

Lustmord / Metavoid

Lustmord has been around for years producing some of the
darkest demonic music around. | have stocked this album
and "Purifying Fire' (review later) as something of an
experiment. They aren't as extreme as some of Lustmord's
works but will give some idea as to what he is about. "The
Ambivalent Abyss' hints at the horrors of the deep but
could just as well be describing some of the less pleasant
regions of space where pure evil lurks. Wondrous thick
sounds come in waves decaying to almost silence.
Occasionally we get muffled explosions and heavily
distorted alien utterances. This is wonderful spooky /
cosmic stuff which gradually becomes more sinister as the
track progresses. Epic almost orchestral pads swell as the
alien “speech’ becomes more prominent. In the ninth
minute things become calmer punctuated by a few plucked
strings then we get ominous human vocal chatter to which
there is some sort of alien response.

Deep crashing sounds can again be heard - then silence.
More distorted echoing speech is followed by vast dark
waves of sound. The atmosphere is so thick you could cut
it. "Blood Deep in Dread' (don't you just love these titles?)
begins with a bubbling cauldron of sounds, thick gloops,
wind effects and disturbing bird noises. A deep bass drum
beats out, as if accompanying some funeral procession -
it's a little like one of Jim Kirkwood's more atmospheric
moments. A slow percussive loop joins it. We descend to
silence followed by rumbles and slight touches of synth
colour before the rhythm starts up again. Apparently the
track also features Steve Roach on Bullroarer. Speaking of
“guests' the next track “The Eliminating Angel' is a joint
composition with Paul Haslinger. This is much more like
his Coma Virus stuff or even work with Lightwave than his
more upbeat World Without Rules material. Dark sighing
drones mix with more clanging effects, like the slamming of
doors echoing into the distance. In the third minute we
return to the funereal procession feel of the previous
number.

Strange noises and effects increase the feeling of dread
as does the malevolent deep breathing of some creature or
entity. More percussive / rhythmic loops enter, the image
being of a raiding party hurtling down a hill- in other words

again very Kirkwoodian. "Oblivion' features haunting ethnic
flute where single tones are hard blown and left to decay.
These disappear and distant explosions take over. There
are then some processed Gregorian chants. The flute
returns along with metallic percussive effects- very moody.
Deep explosive rumbles continue right until the end. Paul
Haslinger is again featured on "The Outer Shadow'. A
shuffling rhythm acts as a backdrop to some sighing
chants. Shamanic rituals come to mind. The rhythm now
becomes more prominent and crashing until all disappears
into silence with running water effects just before the end.
Faint sounds of some lost souls can just be heard in the
distance giving "Infinite Domain' a slightly spooky start. We
then get more odd percussive / rhythmic effects to which
looped drum sounds are added creating quite a groove.
Things are then stripped down returning to percussive
clangs / rumbles before getting back to its full syncopated
thrust. Its actually quite intense but also accessible at the
same time. Most of the sounds used are fairly unique. “A
Light that is Darkness' is even more rhythmically powerful
than its predecessor. Orchestral pads and demonic growls
adding to the excitement still further. This is wonderful
edge of the seat stuff. It makes you want to pick up a mallet
and clobber anything in sight. All then descends into soft
but dark synth drones for the final few moments.
“Insignificance' contains yet more of the distant explosions /
rumbles. A melancholy cello like lead line weaves a
lonesome spell. Eventually we subside to solar wind type
drones and the CD finishes. | think this album would be
liked by most Kirkwood fans as it “feels' very similar though
without Jim's sequencer blasts. (DL)

Vir Unis & James Johnson / Perimeter

James Johnson is known for wonderful soothing minimal
ambience in the style of Harold Budd and Brian Eno. Vir
Unis has made his share of floating ethereal soundscapes,
too, but is also known for a more rhythmic sound, such as
the “fractal grooves® he creates with Steve Roach on discs
like Blood Machine and Body Electric, as well as his solo
disc Pulse ‘N Atmo. When | first heard that these two were
collaborating in a more active, rhythmic style, | wasn't sure
what to expect, because it is so unlike anything Johnson
has done before. The astonishing result is far and away
one of the best discs (well, two of the best discs) released
in 2001, and has been in my player nearly continuously
since receiving it. The number of different atmospheres,
loops, and beats, and the way they are all blended
together, is extraordinary. "Magnetic Monopole' starts with a
loop that sounds vaguely primitive, yet with a slightly

metallic cast to it. Add an open, airy synth sound that
whooshes in and out, and they form the primary elements
to a deceptively simple, very hypnotic beginning.
“Discriminating the Intervals' begins with chirping birds and
ambience that could be city noises, but it's hard to tell.
Alien space sounds come next. Soon, the rhythm kicks in
again, and it's another winner. The sounds used always
seem fresh and unique. “Metabolizing Starlight Directly’
(great title!) reminds me a bit of Saul Stokes, with a very
punchy, stabbing sound, and bright shimmering floes of
electronics. Next up is the three-part “Cartesian Plane,’
though each part is quite distinctive. "Cartesian Plane 3'
reminds me a lot of Vir's work with Steve Roach, but make
no mistake, Johnson and Unis have created a work that
stands on its own. The very energetic “Infinity Walk' closes
out the first disc very nicely. It's amazing how each piece is
very active, and yet very relaxing at the same time. This
piece in particular is downright busy in places, but has such
soft, flowing sonic textures running through it that it still
largely has a calming effect. Disc two continues in much
the same manner, mixing thumping beats and loads of
ambience, intermingling in excellent, mind-numbing
fashion. Outstanding packaging, by the way, for a CDR set,
with a heavy card stock booklet featuring a cool geometric
print in subdued grays and yellows. Can machines make
music this good? In the right human hands, you bet. (PD)

Craig Padilla & Skip Murphy /
Temporal Suspension

Craig Padilla and frequent collaborator Skip Murphy
alternate between sequencer-driven melodic EM and more
ambient fare. This falls into the latter category, though it is
lighter and less static than most ambient. Even in these
longer form musical works, Padilla and Murphy have a
good sense of melody, and know how to keep things
moving. All three numbers are about 20 minutes each,
beginning with the title track. A slowly pulsing electronic
gong echoes throughout the piece, never completely
escaping attention as it becomes complemented by a
variety of soothing synth treatments. Lightly repeating
musical phrases come and go effortlessly. The effect is
very relaxing, and not at all dark, but not at all new age,
either. It doesn't directly compare to any particular
electronic artist or album that comes to mind. Instead, it fits
neatly into its own comfortable niche of floating space. "Last
Chants' is augmented nicely by soft female chanting that
never detracts from the electronics. This is a really mellow
piece, more so than the other two. The deep space journey
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concludes with *Galaxy Extension." After several minutes of
ambience, some really nice sequences gently roll up and
down. Male choirs add a touch of Schulze. Though it
seems like it might develop into something more active, it
remains fairly laid back, with a punchy rhythmic pattern like
Schulze's track “Totem.' It exudes the same type of cool as
the 1973 classic, just finding a relaxed sonic space and
staying in a groove, fully exploring it. This is a great disc to
kick back and chill out to. (PD)

which emerges from hyper-drive. As the track closes we
are shown the surface of a distant planet, the graphics from
which feature on the front cover of this edition. All in all this
is a delight and I'm left wondering if this is a taster of a
larger multi-media project? And of course the best part is
that you can get your hands on one of these for absolutely
free, but be quick!
