Are you feeling a bit starved of retro
sequencer based music at the moment?
Well your wait is over. Slake your thirst on
this, over 70 minutes of Berlin School
heaven split over three tracks. Think of
AirSculpture, RMI, Jiannis and even some
of Edgar Froese's solo albums. This CD is
pure sequencer / Mellotron indulgence.
There are many layers to the shifting
analogue (that word can't be stressed
enough on this album) sounds. The
constants tend to be the sequences which
get a grip then just keep chugging along.
Subtlety isn't the order of the day here, they
are rather relentless. Restrained electronic
percussion is added from time to time
providing extra interest just when it is needed. Enough of the
Sm generalities, on to the over thirty minute opening title track. Lovely
. cosmic bleeps and whooshes give way to equally spacey drones. We
hO|c then get some gorgeous "Epsilon in Malaysian Pale' type mellotron
C e sounds. A percussive lead line shimmers above the drones. In the
tenth minute a lovely deep typical mid to late seventies sequence
emerges. The tron sounds get better and better as the sequence continues to pulse
away. Its now more like "Macula Transfer'.

Little lead lines come and go. Some of them purposeful and some of them more
meandering, similar to earlier AirSculpture. With four minutes to go the sequence
departs and it now sounds like some of the more atmospheric moments from
“Stratosfear' then "Encore’. "Freefall' is straight into another sequence, this time faster
than in the first track. More tron sounds back it up and a very decent melody comes
and goes over the top. Another repeated melodic motif almost acts like a sequence in
its own right. This number reminds me of a couple of tracks from “Ages' melded
together. With five minutes to go the sequence starts to subside and what sounds like
spaceships hurtling by at warp speed take over. Things then take a much darker turn,
thick eerie pads dominating. | get the feeling that this might originally have been a
much longer piece, if so | would love to hear the rest of it sometime. Sequences and
mellotron are again pressed into action from the very first moment of “Sonus (Part 3)'.
A lead line soars over the top as the tron swells and falls around wonderful pulsations.
Gradually a rhythm is added. My attention is dragged towards the leads one moment,
the sequence the next and then as it bursts forth the gorgeous Mellotron. At around
ten minutes we get a bit of a breather for classic TD atmospherics. Things start to
build up again a couple of minutes later but never rise above a slow comfortable plod.

With four minutes to go we start the wind down towards the end. Windy effects, the
odd note played here or there keeping the interest until the final lovely melodic pads
fade into oblivion. As is mentioned in the liner notes “don't expect melodic music with
little harmonies' but do expect relentless “Berlin School' sequencer music. (DL)

Divinorum / Talisman
CD /11 tracks / 71.28 mins / £10.95

Divinorum is really a pseudonym for Bjorn
Lynne. Last month we reviewed his
fantastic new album “Colony'. It has proved
to be one of the most popular CDs we have
featured lately and as | write this is flying
high in our charts. Anyway this prompted
me to re-investigate Bjorn's work. | didn't
even know of his Divinorum albums until a
couple of weeks ago. This one seems to
date from a couple of years back and is the
most powerful of his works | have heard to
date. Maybe even more powerful than
“Colony' but it is in quite a different style.
Where as “Colony' had prog elements
around the edges this CD features a Dance
/ Trance leaning on many of the tracks.
After a while though you hardly notice this and just go along with the
immense energy. On the opener “The Human Male' for instance we
initially get cosmic sounds followed by a scintillating fizzing sequence
then POW! In comes an incredibly powerful dance oriented beat but
with almost axe man guitar in the background. This is meant to be
played loud - VERY LOUD! | played it on the PA we use for concerts
cranked up most of the way in my little office - probably did me long term damage but
what an experience!

We then get a very funny vocal sample telling us “The Human Male is an Unstable
Creature' in a rather upper crust female accent. I'm not into dance music too much but
I just loved this, it blows everything away- a real steam roller of a track. And know
what? It might be an amazing track but its not the best. Now "Kubla Khan' is even
more awesome. This time the dance leaning is much less pronounced. A relatively
bright fast sequence starts up, an absolutely fantastic conventional EM rhythm
winding round it. Got me drumming away to it like a crazy thing. The pace is slowed
but then more guitar machine guns from the speakers- its simply devastating. If this
was played at Jodrell Bank the dome would probably collapse around us. Tracks like
“Time Machine’, "13' and "Freespace' do have slightly greater dance leanings but
really its not too much and the more you listen to them the more they begin to sound
like heavy EM. The title track is fairly similar but this time has an added dose of
Eastern promise in the use of samples and one of the rhythm lines.

Initially “Silver Sun' reduces the pace somewhat, the rhythms and leads are still
superb but not as intense, more chugging | suppose. “Space Precinct' is more like a
dance / heavy metal hybrid! It rocks the foundations and the electric guitar lead is

simply wonderful. It could be the “single' from the album. "Dissolve' is another track
which is a little slower but the rhythm has a mean edge over which a lovely looped
melodic lead line bounces. Things then become rather tranquil as we float into the
only track on the album completely devoid of rhythm “d'- all rather spooky and
atmospheric. “Biochemical Structure' could have been right at home on Synthetik's
“Abstract' album. The vocal samples talk to you in a scientific sort of way and the
rhythms are also similar to those Kevin used. Actually if you are into Synthetik or even
Asana you should really go for this though it is as if their music was given steroids. To
sum up- pure power. The dance beats might put some off but that would be a pity.

Incredibly this is lan's first solo studio
album in three years and yet he has
collaborated with so many people in the
intervening time he hardly seems to have
been away. “Aurora’ is a very different and
much more varied offering than "Box of
Secrets'. Shuffling noises and laser fire
give way to extremely dark bass drones.
“Gravity Well' is a wonderfully moody and
malevolent introduction to the album. Turn
up the volume and at times the music is felt
as much as heard. We drift into "Ecliptic’ on
the back of haunting pads. A rather slow
but complex bleepy sequence starts up, its
intriguing but also rather tuneful. Sci Fi
effects that were just heard in the
background become more prominent as the sequence disappears
and more little melodic touches are added. The sequence returns
laden with bass but its still slow and “thoughtful'.

ChO|ce Restraint is the order of the day. The sounds chosen are wonderful
but its the delicacy and care with which each element is put together

perfectly complimenting the whole which is so effective. "Vox Lumina'
has a very quiet and subtle beginning. Windy and slightly vocal sounding pads are
mixed together. Sometimes things descend to complete silence only to be broken by
other delicate colouring. Then in complete contrast we get a crashing echoing rhythm
which just oozes attitude. After a couple of minutes this subsides and windy / spectre
like drones take over. The beginning of "Zero G' is just as eerie but also extremely
cosmic. Close your eyes and imagine you are in the darkest sparsest sector of space.
Its all very abstract but ideal music to let your mind travel on whatever fantastic
journey it chooses. From the most formless track on the album we move into the
analogue sequencer based "Escape Velocity'. Right from the beginning a thick
squelchy pulsating sequence starts up. Another bass chugger joins it. It wouldn't have
been out of place on an Arc album. Little melodic touches add colour but its the ever
shifting mutating main sequence which is centre stage. In the last three minutes
things start to wind down and become quite cosmic again leading us perfectly into the
highly atmospheric title track.

About a third of the way in the pads obtain a sighing vocal quality. Its all very calm and
ethereal, little water droplet notes providing a rather a delicate melody. There is great
depth to the track with thick bass drones underpinning everything. With about four
minutes to go faint radio chatter can just be heard very low in the mix then we build to
dramatic finish with swirling sonic effects. This is probably the most beautiful track lan
has ever composed. (DL)

Vidna Obmana & Asmus Tietchens / The Shifts
Recycling
Double CD /6 + 6 tracks /51.34 & 72.35 mins / £22.95

Most of you will have heard of Vidna
Obmana, we have reviewed many of his
albums in the past. Asmus Tietchens on
the other hand might be less familiar. | first
heard his work many moons ago when he
recorded for the Sky label. Even then his
music sounded unique but recordings |
have heard from him over the last decade
have been much more experimental. He's
certainly an expert in sound manipulation
but some of his compositions are extreme
to say the least.

There are people who like to listen to such

challenging works whilst others will just

think there must be something seriously
wrong with the CD or even their Hi Fi. Its certainly not the sort of thing | have “enjoyed'
but I'm not actually sure enjoyment as such was the point. If | understand the sleeve
notes correctly it would seem that the musicians jointly collected together the source
sounds for this project then took identical recordings back to their own studios to
create an album each with them. So we effectively have two solo discs.

It's Asmus' disc first. | would imagine most SMD customers who buy this two CD set
will be doing so because they are fans of Vidna Obmana. If this is the case | can't see
them listening to this first CD more than once unless they want to play it as a laugh to
some non EM fan to demonstrate just how ‘weird' music can get. This isn't to say that
Vidna Obmana hasn't produced some challenging works himself in the past but there
is challenging and “challenging”. We begin with what sounds like heavily magnified
noises of insects crawling over guitar strings. There is also a very faint almost vocal
sound then percussive effects as if someone is rummaging around in the attic moving
various pieces of junk looking for something. The second track is actually much easier
to get on with consisting of mainly metallic drones. Its rather cosmic. Little random
(though they probably aren't) bleeps add detail here and there and the drones start to

More joys await us with the next track in the form of some rather ill sounding heavy
breathing, a bit like our dog before it throws up. The next offering was a little more
conventional bringing up rather vivid subterranean images. Delicate drones and
breezy effects combine with dripping notes. Its like walking through caverns passing
openings through which the wind suddenly rushes. The final piece was initially like
rain falling on various surfaces then we get more rummaging in the attic, rather frantic
this time. Things then become calmer and we are back to those creepy crawly bugs
on the guitar strings again - then singing mice which scurry away as the attic lunatic
returns.

Disc 2 by Vidna Obmana is initially rather similar to Asmus' opener with crawling
insects. This only last for just over a minute however before we get some lovely thick
dark pads. They have a rather massed strings quality but from time to time sound
more windy and cosmic though by no means relaxing. Each avalanche of sound
comes in waves building to quite an intensity then breaking. Its a long track at almost
twenty three minutes which left me feeling rather exhausted by the time it had
finished. The second part begins extremely quietly but then a big deep drone crashes
forth. Little electronic pulses add rather pleasant detail, not as bleepy as on Asmus'
second track. A backdrop of high register shimmers provides a base over which more

drones break, not being quite as intense as the opener however. Think of a tropical Marek 'm RqSI Szulen / Ankaria
forest where strange alien crafts fly over from time to time. Very visual stuff.

The soul is calmed again as we are taken into the next track "Passage". Its all rather

“Permafrost’ continues this
“oddness' with clangs and what could be slamming doors which act almost like
percussion over a string backing. A curious melodic quality slowly becomes apparent
drawing me in. Its like a funeral procession amongst apocalyptic explosions. A
requiem for an alien race perhaps.

"Of Fire & Of Ice' begins with what sounds like a rather violent wind blowing over
pipes. Faint explosions can still be heard in the background. We then get some
crackling / croaking completely unintelligible speech, wailing spectres floating over the
top. Doors slam and then a chugging sequence / loop enters completely contrasting
the mayhem. It subsides with a couple of minutes to go as we wind down to a finish.
Its all rather nightmarish. (DL)

lan Boddy / Living Planet
CD /23 tracks /55.50 mins plus shorts edits / £13.95

If my calculations are correct this is lan's
sixth library disc (including "Sci-Tech’). Just
to re-cap, a library disc is designed for the
world of TV, Commercials and Film. The
music is written to fit in with certain moods
so that it can be taken “off the shelf' by
producers to accompany their images.
Often the tracks are rather short, as is the
case here, ranging from 1.22 to just over 3
minutes.

It is an extremely pleasant listen as an

album in its own right though it is

occasionally frustrating for a track to finish

when it has served its purpose rather than

develop. On this disc lan depicts different
elements of the natural world. As such various moods are covered such as the
beautiful and joyous opener “Sunrise'. A faint sequence can just be heard amongst
soft melodic drones, euphoric symphonic pads swelling as a new day bursts into life.
Even more gentle are "Atoll' and "Ecology' slow rhythms mixing with lovely laid back
melodies- summer holiday music. Other numbers are much more dramatic. With
“Eruption’ for instance you can just imagine rocks being hurled into the air as the
sinister lava flow destroys all in its path.

Then in complete contrast we get extremely tranquil numbers like “Arctic’ ,
‘Windswept', ‘Expanse’ and "Arid' where little melodic touches hang above soft
drones, each element perfectly describing the subject matter. A similar pattern is used
but to much different effect on tracks like "Force of Nature', Deep’, ‘Desolate’ and
"Endangered'. Here tranquillity is the last thing in mind. Instead images of just how
powerful, menacing or even “eerie' nature can be are expertly described. There are
even exciting body movers such as “Active’, ‘Stormchaser' and “Earthbeat' which will
take you along with their infectious grooves. So its a mixed bag but each track fits its
title perfectly. Expect to hear frequently whilst watching TV. (DL)

Terra Ambient / The Darker Space
CDRecordable / 7 tracks / 62.48 mins / £12.95

So few ambient releases do enough to hold
my attention, actually | suppose that is
often the point, this however does. Its pretty
obvious he has been moving in the right
circles just from reading the booklet as it
could almost be am exercise in name
dropping. Steve Roach is credited for “the
push that began the journey'. Robert Rich
is given a mastering credit and Jeff Pearce
and Chris Short are thanked for their
friendship and creative insight. Listening to
this CD it is obvious that he has learnt a lot
from the “masters'. Vir Unis is not credited
but there also seems to be an influence
from that quarter.

Rhythms are extensively used, the drum
sounds being somewhat tribal but also intense. “To the Brink and Back' shimmers
into life as bright crystalline tones hang in the air. Gradually a slow loping rhythm rises
in the mix. The pads now become thicker and darker humming like a swarm of bees.
The beat increases in complexity and we get into quite a groove. "The Breathing
Earth' begins with the sound of night-time insects out of which dark drones create a
moody atmosphere. Pulsations are first heard very low in the mix, slowly developing
oomph. They become more rapid, their urgency creating real tension as if they are
warning of impending danger. "Aether" also features a solid rhythmic backing. The
surrounding drones however are just as robust, almost snarling from the speakers.
Some subtle lead detail is added in the fifth minute which provides a little contrast to
the otherwise rather aggressive nature of the track though it is only when the rhythm
departs at the end that the mood lightens and we float into “The Glass House'. This is
a very relaxing number completely devoid of any discernible structure. Bright pads
swell over the occasional bass drone like the rays of the sun escaping as they rise
above the horizon.

“First Light on Aeyer's Rock (For Jim)' is just as tranquil with the sound of water gently

lapping on the shore. A subtle piano lead line hangs over ethereal pads like water
dripping from the trees. Its all rather beautiful but relaxing at the same time. “Under
Dirt X' has a rather sinister feel to it. A slow deep throb punctuates a machine type
hum. We then get some buzzing unintelligible vocal effects. The album becomes
rhythmic again, a seven beat loop providing structure. It momentarily departs allowing
haunting vocal pads to be heard. When it does return the rhythm seems even more
intense and kept me on the edge of my seat right until the end. "Amaria (The Darker
Space)' doesn't alter the mood too much. Deep malevolent drones create images of
strange subterranean realms. Percussive effects add edgy detail as if something is
slithering or creeping in the darkness. | am sure we will hear of Jeff Kowal (aka Terra
Ambient) again. Ambient music as good as this doesn't come around too often. (DL)

David Wright / Dissimilar Views 2 ‘The Korce
Project’
Double CDR /9 + 14 tracks / 63.37 + 62.53 / £19.95

The Korce Project originated in 1994 as a
charity project in conjunction with The
Body Shop and David Wright recorded an
album®©s worth of material after ©Moments
in Time© which was designed to be sold as
a fund raising effort for the desperately
poor children in Albania. The music was
intended to reflect the experiences of a
group of volunteers working with the
children and was originally intended to
feature alongside the poetry of Keith
Bromley, the project originator, and be
available from The Body Shop and
selected outlets. Unfortunately, through no
fault of the composer, the project fell
through but a limited edition music
cassette (AD8MC Ltd. Edition) was circulated. | was fortunate to get a copy and, in my
view, the material was at least as good as other material from this period and an
interesting progression from ©Moments in Time®©. The cassette because of its limited
availability became quite collectable and also contained the first Fox/Wright
collaboration, ©Meeting at Trevalyn©. Some of the music from the Korce Project
appeared on ©Dissimilar Viewsi@ different versions (AD9CD) but new material was
also included most notably the extended music which comprised the title piece. Hence
this double CD set which includes ©Dissimilar Views©, the main Korce Project suite in
its entirety with 14 minutes of additional music, new extended, and alternative
versions and other unreleased material digitally remastered.

Reassessing ©Dissimilar Views® it is clear that it represented a change of direction for
David Wright a transition into different directions although retaining key elements from
the early period romanticism. Sequences play an important role on tracks such as the
longer version of "Albania Part1© and ©Turning Tides© and the 2 versions of the
excellent ©Rysheara® which remains a David Wright classic. ©Korce®© with its
restless, strident theme and rock percussion is a fine addition to the repertoire and
©Room of Dolphins®© offersgerfectly chilled oasis of tranquility with some fine
arpeggios and piano work. ©Benny©s Theme® tugs at the heart strings vetlbtle
instrumental work and delicate textures, whilst ©Embarou Bay© offers a more optimistic
travelogue. The set concludes with ©Returning Tides®© clocking in at just under the 10
minute mark it typifies the high quality of the unreleased material throughout.

This commendable release shows how prolific David Wright©s output was at this time.
Rest assured if you are unfamiliar with the Korce material and a fan of David Wright in
general and ©Dissimilar Views®© in particular this is a fine collection and fills a gap in the
composer©s musical curriculum vitae. (SR)

Robert Fox / Far Distant Shore & Voices From The
Inner Ear

Double CDR /7 + 7 tracks /51.52 + 46.19 mins / £19.95

Robert Fox©s first official CD release, the
memorable ©Asfafa®©, was recorded around
1989 but other pieces were finished before
and until now the tape masters have
remained unissued. The first work using a
4-track tape recorder and Roland D50 was
a soundtrack for ©A Midsummer Night©s
Dream®© which was subsequently reviewed
in the Times Educational Supplement and
described as being ©stunning©. Another
work entitled ©Quest© was recorded after
and intended for private consumption only.
Expanding his home studio to include an
Atari and Korg M1 two further albums worth
of material were recorded, ©Songs From
The Inner Ear© and ©Far Distant Shore®©.
These recordings were creative and perhaps emaotional outlets during a very difficult
time for the composer as his first wife battled serious illness. Given historical context
and the undoubted quality of ©Asfafa® it is still difficult to see why it is has taken so long
for these recordings to emerge, remastered, as they as they are worthy additions to
Fox©s catalogue and will be enjoyed by his fans.

The opening track on ©Far Distant Shore©, ©Shoutinlaughincryindancin© will reassure the
faithful from the outset, building upon layer upon layer of resonant percussion a

dramatic, strident theme is established with an impressive coda and variations in

tempo and mood via vocal effects and improvisation. ©Endgame®© provides another
impressive cinematic motif and a more melancholic atmosphere concluding with

some fine percussion work. ©And Tears Shall Drown the

World®© is a more downbeat piece which lives up to the title but retains the understated
grandeur typical of Fox©s style and technique. On ©Swansong®© the mood changes
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again as the composer delivers another moving melody with almost a spiritual feel

that nature. Then a hypnotic loop gets the rhythm going. It builds beautifully as it goes

whilst on ©Talisman®© the tempo is raised a little and the mood a touch more optimistic along, peaking about a third of the way through. Then it meanders in murky depths for

and grand. The title track ©Far Distant Shore®© is a cleverly crafted piece building
carefully and steadily with variations in pace and surf effects that almost bring the sea
air into your lungs. The more tranquil, reflective ©Evensong®© concludes trebum.

©In the Beginning© opens the ©Voices From The Inner Ear®© set and continues the qua

and style established previously. From the stately majesty of ©Slow March into
Oblivion© onto the more dynamic ©Runner© Fox continues to weave his sonic
landscapes with skill and vision, the latter being one of my personal favourites.
©Gillian©s Song® is a moving composition further evidence of the emotive power of
Fox®©s electronic music, a beautiful and sensitive piece and another standout track.

©Silent Screaming®© retains the emotion but increases the intensity and tension without

compromising melodic content as Fox changes the pace and direction with
characteristically subtle skill. ©Voices From The Inner Ear© is another widescreen
anthem of intrinsic beauty and sensitivity incorporating carefully constructed themes
and dynamics. ©And Finally© round off the set in more optimistic vein with some good
percussion work.

This double album set is obviously recommended to Fox©s fanbaseparticularly
enthusiasts of his early work, and will no doubt raise the question of whether the very
early works will one day be made available. At this stage it seems unlikely but this will
more than suffice for the time being . (SR)

Steve Roach & VidnaObmana/ InnerZone
Compact Disc / 7 tracks / 73.24 mins / £12.95

Loaded with texture and atmosphere,
‘InnerZone' is the latest of a growing set of
collaborations between these two. Striking
abstract photography of water hints at the
organic nature of the music, which
alternates between fully ambient formless
pieces such as "At The Edge Of
Everything,' and more rhythmic pieces
such as “Strands.' The latter has a great
blend of pounding beats, small fujara, and
layered synths, combining future and past
as only these two can. The rhythm
becomes more insistent as it continues,
seeming to move inside your head. “Cloud
Space' slips into more ethereal realms,
with a touch of dissonance to lend a sense
of restlessness. "Encounter Passage' is brief but intense, with deep unearthly echoes.
“Isolation' begins with more small fujara, wailing into the distance. At first quite
ambient, a very cool beat ensues, then some rapid fractal grooves more akin to
Steve's work with Vir Unis. It's great to hear these two dabble in this more active style,
and it works really well, probably my favourite track on the CD.

“Spires' is another deep space haunter, similar in mood to "Encounter Passage' but on

a broader scale. A great one to turn out the lights and get spooked. The title track is a
25-minute epic. Swirling textures mix with an interesting assortment of recorded
ambient noise, suggestive to me of people buzzing about at a market or something of

several minutes. A few blooping sounds threaten to turn into a more definite beat, but
it never quite materializes. Finally, after that sound fades, another drum pattern kicks
in. The rhythm sets a moderate tempo, very effective and powerful, really adding to
ﬁlpye piece at just the right time before it all devolves into deep nothingness. With
strong musicianship and a captivating variety of sounds and moods, ‘InnerZone' is my
favourite Steve Roach/Vidna Obmana collaboration to date. (PD)

Vir Unis & Saul Stokes / Thermal Transfer
Compact Disc /9 tracks / 67.58 mins / £12.95

Both collectively and individually, Vir Unis
and Saul Stokes have blurred the lines
between active sequencer-based
electronics and atmospheric ambient
music. Here, Saul's technical wizardry
melds with Vir's love of active rhythmic
loops, forming a sonic symbiosis that
works at every level. The aptly named
“Kinetic Center' is all about energy, full of
layered electronics and a light, rapid beat
that keeps the pace and the interest level
high. Each piece flows into the next, but
they are quite distinct. “Stroboscopic' has a
bubbly stuttering beat and wailing synth
echoes that play like distant guitars.

As is Saul's trademark on his solo works,
the sounds are unusually crisp and sharp. His style blends so well with Vir's that
picking out who does what is virtually impossible. I'd be inclined to say the rhythmic
loops are Vir's, sounding somewhat like his work on “Blood Machine' and “Perimeter,’'
but then Stokes has done similar things on most of his albums, too. Regardless of
who does what, it sounds very good. Though very busy and active throughout, it has a
hypnotic relaxing effect as well. "Replicants in Orbit' wins my vote for favourite song
title, although it actually sounds a bit more tribal than sci-fi. The juxtaposition of active
and atmospheric elements seems like it shouldn't go, but it definitely does.

Each track performs variations on this general idea, the best for me being "Blurring
Maguro,' but everyone will find their own personal choice that strikes them just right. |
just find the groove of this particular one hits me just right, it isn't “better per se than
the others. In fact, this is one of the most rock solid albums I've heard, with no weak
moments to speak of. If anything, it just keeps picking up steam through churning
pulse of “The Burning Ground' and the slow steady cadence of the title track. Put this
near the top of your want list, the buzz surrounding this disc is well deserved. (PD)
