Greetings,

I'm pleased to announce that we can start 2003 with some good news. The SMD
series of concerts has a new home! | thank all those who offered suggestions; there
were some very good ones. The trouble is that it was very difficult to come up with
somewhere that would have the same sort of atmosphere. Holding Electronic Music
concerts in a planetarium is an ideal marriage of sound and images but unfortunately
there are not that many of them in the country. A few of you pointed out however that
the recently opened National Space Centre (NSC) in Leicester had one. | contacted
them and there was a problem straight off, their fee was 10 times what Jodrell Bank
charged us! | therefore ruled it out. A couple of weeks later however | unexpectedly
got an email from them saying that they had visited the SMD web site and were now
prepared to reduce their price and actually use the fact that we were putting concerts
on there in with their publicity. The price was now twice what Jodrell charged plus a
percentage of ticket revenue so it was still very high but at least | thought it was worth
a trip to see them.

Basically | was extremely impressed with what | saw. What we have with the NSC is
in many ways similar to what we had at Jodrell (less the radio telescopes) but it is all
new using the latest technology. Jodrell Bank did their best but it is a very old complex
and it has to be said the basic structure of the place and some of the exhibits were
starting to look a little tired. The NSC has a comfortable café / restaurant as well as a
bar, both of which would be open till 11pm (so that's the end of my lucrative Mars bar

and cans of coke trade :-) as well as many impressive exhibits but it is the planetarium
itself where the biggest Wow factor is. It's a little bigger than Jodrell but still intimate.
Looks wise it's like comparing a computer game from ten years ago to what you can
get today. The facilities they have for visuals as well as the standard of the in house
PA really are quite awesome. This is a state of the art venue.

Unfortunately | have had to increase the ticket price by 50% and | need a bigger
average audience than at Jodrell but when you see the place | hope you will think it is
worth it. It is also easier to get to for many of you and really isn’t that far to travel for
those people who were fortunate to live near Jodrell. Please come to the gigs at our
new home. The live side to SMD is an important aspect of what we do. It keeps the
EM scene vibrant and exciting. The first two acts to play there will be AirSculpture and
Radio Massacre International. These were the first acts we put on at Jodrell seven
years ago so | thought it would be a nice idea for them to get the ball rolling here as
well. See the advert on the enclosed flyer for full details.

You will notice that the competition is somewhat mammoth this month. Many thanks
to Steve Roberts for putting it together. The winner certainly deserves a better prize
than usual so | am doubling the amount off SMD CDs to £20.

You'll also find this month a couple of features, one on Paul Lawler which details a
side to his work with which you may be unfamiliar, and secondly the time honoured
tradition of highlighting our favourite albums from the previous year. We are keen to
feature articles in the magazine.

Volume 1 of this series has been one
of our biggest sellers of all Namlook
related releases (not counting the
‘Dark Side' and ‘Virtual Vices'
series). The only other release which
comes close is another Tetsu Inoue
collaboration ‘2350 Broadway'. | was
therefore delighted to hear that
Volume 2 has now been re-released
on Ambient World.

Shimmering cosmic pads create a

feeling of peacefulness. Its as if I'm

in suspended animation but still

faintly aware of my tranquil
surroundings. The sounds chosen are simply exquisite. The background
tapestry is ever shifting, if you concentrate it can really draw you in but
then again it works just as well if you simply let the music wash over you.
With the third index point things do take a slightly darker turn but not
overly so. A very faint celestial organ sound can be heard in the
background. Things then descend to almost silence, faint but very deep
bass drones mix with higher register pads which are like the ringing of a
bell without the initial strike.

It's all quite spooky actually as we move past the fourth index point. Bright
hissing sounds mix with the dark backing, as do sci fi type effects. This
really is wonderfully ‘visual' stuff. The fifth index point heralds more calm
drones and gentle pads. We get variations of this for the next few sections
gradually becoming more metallic sounding as we progress. By the eighth
section more cosmic twitters and other effects are being added. Later on
in Index 9 things become calmer but also darker, the pads taking on a
sort of cosmic wind type sound. There are some very low frequencies that
can hardly be heard but will nevertheless test your speakers. The next
index point introduces a very low slow pulse and a ‘ticking' loop along with
more ethereal pads. It's very relaxing but also quite hypnotic. By the time
we get to index point 12 we are back to deep space floating on
shimmering metallic drones. Slight percussive detail is added for the next
section. By the finish of section 14 the mood has changed again
becoming somewhat gloopy or even swamp like and this is how we finish.

Andy Pickford / Lughn asad

CD /12 tracks / 72.08 mins / £13.95

On ‘Mundo' a beautiful sequence
literally shimmers and is joined by an
exquisite acoustic guitar lead line, the
melody matching if not surpassing
the best Vangelis has to offer. We
float into the short ‘Sunstanding I' on
the back of ethereal wordless female
vocals.

A rather electronic humming

didgeridoo sound ebbs and flows

then vast pads rise to the surface

crashing like a wave. A storm can be

heard in the background. An

excellent sequence takes us to
‘Sunstanding II' complimented by some ethnic drumming. Things become
rather euphoric with the addition of monastic chanting and wordless(?)
female vocals. It's all rather spiritual but also exciting, the sequence rising
to immense proportions before fading back again. ‘Sunstanding IlI' begins
with a lovely piano / electric guitar combination along with recited vocals.
It's rather poetic but also mysterious. Above all however its highly
emotional without being remotely twee- awesome! The male vocals near
the end are a matter of taste.

Usually they wouldn't really be my sort of thing but in this setting they are
spot on. ‘Obsidian' commences with a rapid sequence which is replaced
by a second swirling one and deep wind sounds. It's a mesmerizing brew
through which more vocal samples can just be heard as if drifting in and
out of a dream. We wake to another beautiful melody with piano and
acoustic guitar pulling at the heartstrings. It even affected this rather dour
Yorkshireman.

‘Voices in the Deep' describes itself quite well. An ancient flute sound
mixes with dark pads and vocal samples which slowly fade away as the
track becomes more mournful. It's like Leviathans calling out to each
other but receiving no reply. A slow rumbling sequence can just be heard
in the depths. It gradually becomes more prominent and now sounds
more like a rhythmic loop, again faintly tribal but developing a real groove
which got my whole body moving. On the other hand it's also rather

trance like- wonderful, wonderful stuff. ‘Mnemosyne' is rather tranquil but
also darkly mysterious. After the half way mark however a lively sequence
starts up building to quite an intensity before fading away as we move into
‘Paths of Vision'.

A rather strange montage of samples creates the effect of a confused
mind, the attention darting this way and that. A heavyish rhythm occupies
centre stage but still with a fascinating chaos going on around it. ‘Drifting’
takes us to calm waters where shimmering effects mix with soothing
wordless vocals and the return of a caressing melodic sequence. Above
all floats a dreamy lead line. ‘Lughnasad' is song with superb vocals
courtesy of Rachel Jones. The lyrics sound as if they come straight from
the heart. It's emotional but also with a sort of whimsical quality. |
suppose | could go on about it being far too sweet for most SMDers and
that might be true but it would also be a shame as what we have here is
pure genius. No other EM musician | know could write such a beautiful
song, the vast majority wouldn't even know where to start.

‘Vanilla' is another rather relaxing number with dreamy samples and piano
plus acoustic and restrained electric guitars. ‘Heart' is rather uplifting.
Sequence, accompanying melodies and spoken vocals combine to bring
us to a triumphant conclusion. It actually reminded me of something from
Marillion's ‘Misplaced Childhood' LP but not as heavy. ‘Lughnasad’
certainly has a different feel to his earlier works and as such should
broaden his appeal. (DL)

Alpha Wave Movement / A Distant Signal
CDR /11 tracks / 61.21 mins / £12.95

Soft undulating pads give an
appropriately cosmic beginning to
‘Mapping the Heavens'. Half heard
vocal samples come and go giving it
all a rather dreamy feel. On ‘Distant
Signals' a tinkling sequence breaks
through waves of sound
complimented perfectly by a lovely
lazy rhythm which just did enough to
get my feet tapping but without
disturbing the relaxed mood already
developed. ‘Liquid Cosmos'
combines a slow melodic loop,
swelling pads and another nice slow
rhythm. It's all very chilled and extremely pleasant. ‘A Place of Peace' is
actually quite a moody number courtesy of a deep bass pulse which
emerges from soft electronic colouring. It slowly develops and high hat
detail is added.

‘Outward Bound' increases in pace becoming quite the most energetic
number so far. There is a slow down in the middle but the rhythms return
with added vigour and a rather mean edge. The best track on the CD.
‘Centauri Memories' is a short but beautifully melodic interlude. ‘Requiem
for C.S."is a suitably mournful piece dedicated to the late Carl Sagan.
Melodic melancholy pads weave their spell whilst vocal samples can just
be heard way down in the mix. ‘Lunar Sunrise' follows a similar pattern.

‘Portal Full of Stars' begins with twittering sci fi effects which are joined by
a slow sequence then a piano melody. Its very relaxing stuff. ‘Plasma
Cloud' is an excellent cosmic trip. Just close your eyes and float. ‘No
Mans Land' is something of a chugger with easy to get on with slow
rhythms. This is a very enjoyable album that has enough activity to stop
the attention wandering but at the same time is a very tranquil listen. My
only minor criticism would be the slight over use of NASA type samples.

Axess / First Light

CD /7 tracks / 76.05 mins / £12.95

Axess is Axel Stupplich from Pyramid
Peak who's last album ‘Fish n Love'
was a very good seller for SMD. Like
that album there are hints of Berlin
School in the sequence department
but also it's melodically and
rhythmically very strong throughout.
This is amply demonstrated right
from the off with ‘Awakening'. Lovely
lonesome and beautifully melodic
lead lines combine with a superb
rumbling deep sequence. As the
track goes on the intensity of both
sequence and lead is cranked up. It's
a fantastic track with loads of oomph and a real highlight of
the CD. The rest of the album however also oozes quality.

. Both ‘Distant Sun' and ‘Echoes of Eternity' utilize highly
ChOICQ melodic sequences. The former contrasts these wonderfully
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with some rather dark pads where as the latter lets rip with strong rhythms
and searing lead lines. There is even a moody middle section out of which
a different sequence / rhythm combination emerges even stronger than
the first. It would make a great live number. The sequences which form
the backbone to the title track are also rather infectious. It develops into a
satisfying groove with the addition of a slow but steady rhythm through
and over which more sharp leads play.

“Shadows of Dawn' takes a decidedly dark moody turn with a slow deep
sequence emerging over rasping tones. The melodies are subtle, you can
well imagine the suns rays appearing above the horizon slowly banishing
the darkness. We then get into full flow and more sequences and rhythms
surge forth changing the mood completely. We return to beautiful delicate
melodies for "The Sermon’, the tenderest moment on the album so far. It
isn't long however before another deep sequence is deployed though the
overall feel is still gentle.

The lead in the latter half of the track was a tad too “bright' for my tastes
and unfortunately the sampled French text didn't exactly do it for me.
“Infinity' is a very different kettle of fish. Metallic tones fade into the
distance. Ethereal pads join them then a rapid sequence starts up along
with a slightly dance orientated rhythm. The main emphasis however is on
powerful sequencing. Its something of a body mover, | certainly found my
head nodding and feet tapping. It is an enjoyable and energetic way to
finish the album. Anyone, like me, into sequences combined with strong
melodies should buy without reservation. (DL)

Ken Martin / Berlin Impressions Vol 3
CDR/ 5 tracks / 76.49 mins / £12.95

Twittering cosmic effects get the half
hour “Through the Vortex of Liquid
Lights' underway. We float on soft
pads but this is a sector of space
also full of electronic shimmers and
other power sources. These
embellishments are fascinating
without detracting from a
predominantly tranquil feeling. In the
seventh minute a sequence gradually
emerges slowly seeping into the soul
rather than blasting forth. The main
elements are now in palace for the
rest of this long blissed out trip.

We stay in deep space for “On the Horizon of Kaldas'.
Sm Rapid echoing flurries of notes give way to deep tron type
. sounds. This is very much mid seventies TD influenced
Ch0|CQ stuff. Again it's rather relaxing but also with a heavy
ominous edge. It's a wonderful track which takes me back
and re-creates the excitement conjured up by the pioneers this CD is
paying homage to from almost thirty years ago. “Impressions' begins with
a gorgeous melodic lead line. As it departs a rapid sequence takes over
mutating in classic style. More exquisite lead lines come and go, Peter
Baumann from 1976 especially came to mind- yes its that good!

The sequence just goes on from strength to strength with the lead giving
a great moody edge. It's a track that should be in every retro fan's
collection; your jaw will hit the floor. We get a rather spooky start to
"Andromeda Fallout'. Ethereal pads sounding like spectres floating
through space mix with metallic tones. More thick pads and tronish
sounds are added to create a dark but also magical cosmic trip.
“Neurophasing' follows on in a very similar mood but the sound is even
bigger, the massed pads sometimes sounding like some vast engine
propelling an alien craft. This is an excellent retro CD with many high
points and no lows. (DL)

Cyber Zen Sound Engine / Auslander
CD /11 tracks / 56.08 mins / £9.95

Right from the opener "His Presence
in the Streets' it is obvious that Cyber
Zen Sound Engine have leapt in
something of a new direction.
Infectious grooves mix with vocal
samples over which weave very
strong melodic lead lines and loops
full of attitude played on both electric
guitar and synths. Its all rather cool
stuff. Without a break we move into
“Called from Light'. Rhythmically it is
as tight as before underpinned by a
deep bass line.

Other tracks such as “Innocent’,
"Climbing Not Ascending' and “The Invisible' follow a similar pattern.
There are some interesting sound and vocal sample combinations in the
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last of these near the end which follow through into "Breaking the Soft
Machines'. This track and “Shroud (The Final Flag)' have a much more
whimsical feel mainly because of the slow piano main melodies (plus
guitar in the latter). Other contrasting numbers include “Brightly, Brightly
and with Beauty' dominated by guitar both in looped form and gentle licks
which play around a rhythmic backing providing structure rather than
detracting from the delicate melodies. There are also more conventional
sounding tracks such as "Mu Psych (The Mathematics of Angels)' which
combines a bright sequence with a repeated melodic motif and steady
rhythm. In the second minute a gorgeous haunting lead line comes in
hitting the spot perfectly. The soul is caressed still further with the
introduction of wordless female vocal effects near the end.

“Life on the Grid (The Power)' is the most atmospheric number. There is a
slow rhythm in the background but it's mainly the delicate little touches of
sound here and there as well as haunting pads which create a rather
melancholy change of mood. The most radical track is certainly "Children
Children (Agnus Dei)'. Vocal samples, chants and spoken words mix
together over a slow rhythmic backing. The angelic chanting repeats the
bracketed part of the title but it's nothing like the classic vocal track of the
same name. The samples of children talking about other children dying in
concentration camps is certainly quite shocking especially when placed in
the context of the rest of the track. | am sure it was designed to make you
sit up, take notice and think but unfortunately to me it seemed a little
contrived and actually irritating. It's certainly a very sad subject matter for
which | have every sympathy but there is a fine line between highlighting
an emotive topic and using it for effect as in a Benneton advert. On the
other hand | have given this track more space than any other so that
could be sufficient justification in itself for composing the piece this way.

To sum up this is a somewhat more energetic offering from CZSE whilst
still just about remaining in the modern ambient field. The production and
composition are both superb. | think it will be a pretty much love it or hate
it release. | loved it apart from the one track. (DL)

Thom Brennan / Mist
CDR/ 4 tracks / 59.25 mins / £13.95

Had a busy day and just want to
relax? This CD is ideal. Imagine
looking out at a rainforest and
experience the way it changes during
the day as the weather conditions
slowly alter. These are the visions
that this album attempts to create in
the mind and succeed it most
certainly does. The CD is completely
devoid of rhythm and any melodic
content is extremely subtle mainly
created by the ever shifting multi
layered pads.

Float is the order of the day.
Throughout there is a feeling of moisture; the form this takes, rain, mist,
steam or whatever varying from track to track. For instance the opener
"Raingardens' made me think of a stifling hot but very humid climate
where steam rises from the forest floor. Insect noises can be discerned
from time to time but they are on the edge of hearing. When combined
with some gentle percussive wind chime type effects they conjure up the
feeling of a delirious heat haze. Near the end of the track the pads
become more intense creating tension. The heat haze continues through
into "Pond Life'. The use of delicate percussive sounds is increased, like
water dripping from the trees and the sound of insects is slightly more
prominent. “Cedars Stand against the Rain' has a similar feeling to the
earlier track but hardly surprisingly sounds even wetter.

“Mist' is the most tranquil of a very laid back bunch. By now you should be
supremely relaxed or more likely you will have been asleep for half an
hour already. (DL)

Various / The Gatherings
CD /7 tracks / 67.23 mins / £12.95

There is a regular series of Electronic
Music concerts in the States called
"The Gathering'. What we have here
is a selection of tracks taken from
events between 1996 and 1997. The
album has been mastered so that all
the tracks flow one from the other as
a seamless whole.

Its an interesting idea and done very
well despite the fact that there are
quite a few styles on show. Some of
the numbers are live versions of titles
from studio albums where as others



have never seen the light of day before in any version. "While the Rest of
the World Sleeps' by The Ministry of Inside Things is the first track on
show and will probably be the favourite for most SMD customers as it
features some lovely thick moody sequences over nice atmospherics and
rather floating but highly effective lead lines. It all rather reminded me of
TD's “Sorcerer'. "Astral Unraveller' by Bionaut is much more of a
conventional US style floating ambient number with little synth detail and
percussion added here and there to keep the interest.

“Chemistry of 7' by Ben Neill begins with rapid high register swirling
sequences creating quite a psychedelic effect then a vaguely Eastern
lead line (a bit Steve Jolliffe like actually) becomes the main focus. Not
sure if it is played on some sort of Electronic Wind Instrument or
something more conventional. Drum flourishes are added and these
develop into an extremely satisfying groove though its still the lead,
sounding more brass like all the time, which has the main impact. Steve
Roach takes over with "New Planet Passage'. Initially its all rather floating
but then a tribal type rhythm starts up. The whole thing becomes more
intense, the pads swell massively and the drums become extremely
hypnotic. It's easy to get lost in the vast rhythmic loop.

Things become somewhat calmer just before the seven minute mark and
a different more relaxed rhythm takes over. We finish with thunder, drifting
into "Mosaic' by Robert Rich. The music is so quiet it can hardly be heard.
Little bell type chimes rise from the near silence. In the sixth minute an
excellent tinkling sequence starts up, spectres wailing over the top. Three
minutes later more subtle rhythm is added. It all goes together to form a
wonderful track, a highlight of the

CD. Silly title time next. 'GDS1? Ask Larissa, she knows' by Kevin Bartlett
begins with moody pads. A slow rhythmic motif is repeated from time to
time, sort of nestling in with the atmospherics. An acoustic guitar then
starts up sometimes adding subtle melody but at other times it is used
more percussively. The overall feel is of tranquil relaxation. “Vocal
Overlay' by Jeff Greinke is a bit of a mystery as to why it was included. It
is the only track not recorded at a Gathering and comes from 1994, a
couple of years earlier than the others. The main feature is a processed
vocal drone which moves in and out of sometimes ethereal, sometimes
dark deep space pads. It wasn't really my sort of thing but the rest of the
backing was excellent. Other little wordless vocal colouring is provided
here and there and that also works well. Long may the Gatherings
continue. (DL)

lan Boddy & Marcus Reuter & Nigel Mullaney /
Tryptych
Compact Disc / 4 tracks / 70.06 mins / £6.95

The album opens with ©Sienna Daze®©,

the main theme being electronic
rhythmics and stylistically this is
reminiscent of elements of lan©s
Jodrell Bank set, however it©s clear
that there is a desire to plot a
tangential course to traditional EM
avenues.

The result is
more Node than Schulze, and on this album the fruits of
that approach are really starting to become evident. |I©m not
b@ familiar with the bulk of DiIN©s back catalogue but 1©m told
this is a much more accessible work, perhaps the easiest to
pin reference points on so you can scale the tracks with a
degree of safety rather than risking freefall.

The latter portions of the piece are supplemented by guitar and synth riffs,
no doubt thanks to the collaborators, indeed without the sleevenotes I©m
unsure who is doing what on the album but it©s clear that this is a true
collaboration and their styles complement each other seamlessly.

©Mystertronic© opens with 5 minutes of atmospheric drones and effects,
very well constructed, before an almost stuttering rhythm takes over,
fretless bass is then added and a jazz style lead line emerges. |©m not a
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detail. Basic message her is that this should appeal to all EM fans, it
strikes a perfect balance between new and traditional references and
anyone who may have found other DiN releases hard to fathom should
have no difficulty whatsoever enjoying this to the full.

The much heralded collaboration CD
between Robert Fox and David
Wright, assisted by Vaughn Evans
and Nik Smith, sees the light of day.
18 untitled tracks make up the
album, most blending together
seamlessly creating in effect one
long piece. Track 1 is a short intro,
the presence of sampled Gregorian
chants and tolling bell giving a
monastic feel. A steady and
deliberate rhythm underpined by a
simple piano sequence heralds track
2 which needs familiarity to fully
appreciate its credentials. Excellent guitar work and sax
(synth?) combine impressively with tabla type rhythms.
Track 4 presents some powerful synth riffs and more well
judged electric guitar, but you do get the impression at this
stage that the album is still gathering itself, seeking a
positive direction. The simple piano sequence, which has
undergone one or two changes since its introduction in track 2, slows into
track 5 which airs a wonderful symphonic / choral theme - unmistakably
Robert Fox. Track 6 is a short bridging piece which brings the piano
sequence to a close, and also contains a thought provoking
"two..one..zero" countdown perhaps to signal the next phase of the
album. Part 7 holds samples galore and should keep Bladerunner fans
happy. Part 9 sees the welcome return of the symphonic theme aired in
track 5, with staccato strings, Gregorian samples and panpipes fleshing
out the piece. Atmospherics with a capital A on part 10 - Eastern feel with
booming drums and more samples though the Gregorian chant is walking
the tightrope between continuity and repetition. More lush themes

and it feels like it. Part 14 sees that symphonic theme again presented in
slightly more uptempo fashion, and the Robert Fox sound is

supplemented with flutey synth and a typical rhythmic backing. But for the
electric guitar and monastic embellishments we could be listening to ©Blue
Mountain Suite© - and I©m not complaining. It©s an epic combination! The
piano sequence returns on track 15, as does the sax. A cocktail of vocal
samples underpin the impressive part 16, while more lush symphonics
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feature on the short part 17 and the concluding (and powerful!) part 18.
I©m sure there©s an underlying concept to all of this, but purely from a
sonic and musical point of view there©s more than enough here to keep
the listener occupied. It©s an impeccably produced album with enough
variation from the Fox / Wright sound to keep you on your toes, yet
enough of their familiar styles to ensure you are not completely alienated.
In one or two places the album does drift a little, but overall this album
delivers in style. (GG)

Pete Namlook & Wolfram
Spyra/ Virtual Vices IV

Well, what do you expect from
Messr's Namlook and Spyra? You
just know this album will be 2cool®
personified, a bit leftfield, a bit edgy.
4 chapters into this partnership and
this album won't hold any surprises
for fans. On first hearing that was
certainly my impression, and as

usual a few auditions reaps rewards especially with the opening track
‘Femto'.

The real strength of this piece is the meandering lead synth lines which
permeate the skeletal percussion. The motifs are a delight, improvised in
nature yet so meaningful. The best track on the album. “Sat Mute' offers
the same treatments to a simplistic motif. There's an unmistakable “jazz'
approach adopted here and on many tracks, but don't let that put you off -
I'm not a jazz fan but | still found this enjoyable. "We don't Mind the Rain’
is perhaps the most commercial cut, a delightful laid back jaunt through
some solid beats and deceptive melodics. "Sons and Daughters'
resurrects that meandering melodic lead and though not quite as stunning
as the opener it's a worthy successor. Sequencer fans won't find much to
hang onto here, the beats are largely pecussive rather than synthetic but
that's the whole point.

The final track “Philomela Nocturne' is the longest at 17.10 and it is
somewhat of a surprise after all that's preceded it. The approach here is
ambient, drifting and largely abstract. No beat, just sonic textures. It is
very interesting and it changes tack enough to keep the attention.

So overall this is another competent addition to the Namlook/Spyra
collaborative venture. (GG)

To Paul, what we think of as Electronic Music isjust
ahobby.
