The first batch we had sold out even before
| had time to renew it. These private
releases are often difficult to re-stock but |
have just a few more. | don't know how
long they will last. The band describe it as
“the missing link between "Borrowed Atoms'
and “Planets in the Wires". It's a very
accessible album combining spaced out
sections like on "Startide' with sequences
as good as anything on the two albums
mentioned above.

Part One begins with a ticking sequence
and spooky sounds, some of them from
keyboards, others coaxed from electric
guitar. This is wonderful eerie stuff-
swamps at night, that sort of thing.
d Mellotron sounds and cosmic percussion are added at just the right
Sm time. In the twelfth minute the first proper sequence starts up and it's
. a cracking melodic one, with a hint of sonar blips about it, set in a
ChOICQ wash of more wonderful mellotron sounds taking me straight back to
TD's "Encore'. It's delicate and uncluttered, each element of the
whole being heard to full effect. The sequence becomes more complex and a slow
repeated lead line adds wonderful detail over the top. Then in comes the guitar and
absolutely wonderful it is too, gentle cosmic licks playing with the sequence.
Additional sequences are deployed in the twentieth minute then the guitar comes
back, more strident than before. It's not exactly axe man stuff but there are plenty of
rapid note runs echoing into the distance - bloody fantastic!

With three minutes to go we return to the cosmos and float into Part Two. Immediately
we have a more ethereal feel with wordless choir effects (the mellotron again?) but
there is also a slightly darker twist to proceedings. Distant bass rumbles can just be
heard. The guitar returns with some relaxed noodlings. These are replaced by organ
sounds, eventually mixing with and then being replaced by more Tron. In the ninth
minute another sequence gradually rises to the surface. Only a few seconds later
another joins it. The pace remains slow. Guitar is added in the fourteenth minute and
again it's spot on providing a spellbinding lead line. A minute or so later the
sequences start to become more strident and the guitar ups the anti but then just as
suddenly vanishes and the mellotron takes more of a prominent role. In the nineteenth
minute we get another sequence and guitar combination then a rhythm is added. It's
quite complex with lots going on but the band is still well in control, this isn't manic
mayhem. The guitar and another lead line dual with each other for a while and the
sequences are also cranked up providing the most in yer face section on the CD so
far; pretty damned awesome it is too!

The only downer to this album is the packaging - even more basic than the previous
private releases. The music however can't be faulted. (DL)

Though t Guild / Context
CDR /9 tracks / 56.31 mins

Thought Guild are Alpha Wave Movement
(Gregory Kyryluk) and Christopher
Cameron. The promotional material states
that it "draws on mid 1970's European
electronic music with a contemporary feel'
and to some extent this is true but | have
received loads of CDs from the States
which claim to have a mid 70's European
feel but they all end up adding a pleasant
subtlety to proceedings at the expense of
the raw energy that some of those original
recordings contained.

This isn't necessarily a bad thing of course.

As is this case here the music can stand up

perfectly well on its own merits just don't
expect a stonking retro blast. Distant Star' begins with something of a fanfare over
which lonesome solar winds blow. Darker drones are added along with contrasting
melodic bell chimes giving something of a spaghetti western feel. The mood changes
somewhat at the two minute mark as a nice bass sequence rumbles from the
speakers. It's an energetic number made even more so when rhythms are added to
the sequence just over a minute later. It should be right up most SMDers street. The
sequence mutates beautifully keeping the interest throughout. "Moebius Phase' is a
very short and rather curious piece made up of what sounds like looped heavily
processed metallic vocals.

“Semiotic Sequence' is a melodic, rhythmic, sequencer driven piece. The lead lines
have real bite as it chugs along nicely. "Lifepools' begins with the distant sound of
waves (or it could be the wind coming in gusts). Little melodic touches add to the
rather tranquil feel. It's all very floating and relaxing. For the first two minutes
“Leviathan's Lament' continues this feel but even more so, just lie back and drift until a
hypnotic rapid sequence enters to dominate proceedings. The first half of “Silicon
Alchemists' uses cosmic effects and twitters over which a brass tinged lead line floats.
A plucked string melody then replaces the earlier lead over a gentle rhythmic backing.
It's all change however for the second half as a rather good sequence enters adding a
lot more oomph. Dripping water effects get "Cathedrals of Stone' underway. Soft
glistening pads are then added creating a blissed out floater.

“Tetrahedral Anomalies' begins with similar pads to the previous number, in many
ways initially a part two having an almost identical mood. Things do change a little
however with the introduction of a subtle rhythm but it is still fairly relaxed. "Memento'
finishes the album in dreamy fashion with more float and the addition of gentle guitar
work. (DL)

Beatboys 2000 / Citylife 2
CDR/ 10 tracks / 61.18 mins

This is in a similar style to Citylife 1 but
some of the tracks have a somewhat harder
edge. This is evident right from the opener
“Kohl in Halle'. A rather heavy rhythm and
lead line combination blast forwards only
stopping occasionally for a repeated vocal
sample. | suppose it's closer to dance
territory than traditional EM and as subtle as
a brick.

Other examples of the heavy treatment can
be found on "Magnum' and its remix
“Magnum (fast)' incorporating rapid machine
gun beats. "Somewhere' had some rather
nice lead lines but the backing beat was
rather unimaginative and plodding. There
are some more “tuneful' moments such as “Shuny' which initially combines a rumbling
bass beat with rather cosmic pads progressing to a steady rhythm and melodic loop. It
was nice but maybe went on a bit. Similar comments could be made about "Hal's
Dance'.

Overall "Deprie’ had a rather dark and ominous feel. Quite unsettling actually- certainly
not easy listening and | really didn't like the manic sample. More vocal samples set
the scene at the start of “Flying Saucers'. This is a much more successful offering
however with some nice combinations of sounds and rhythms with a touch of
Cerulean about it. The two “Subspace' mixes were also quite successful, little melodic
motifs combining with some Kraftwerk type vocoded vocals and body moving rhythms
to excellent effect.

The running time might look decent but without the two re-mixes it would be reduced
to just under 50 minutes. Even though there are some good moments here
particularly near the beginning and the end. The filling' as it were didn't really
impress. Not the best Beatboys 2000, they tried to stretch the “Citylife' concept a bit
too far | think. (DL)

Steve Roach / Day Out of Time
CD /11 Tracks / 73.24 mins

Steve Roach brought out a DVD called
“Time of the Earth' featuring his music
accompanying images by Steve Lazur.
There were two different soundtracks to go
with these images one of them was from
the CD "The Dream Circle' (already
reviewed) and the other was what you will
find on this CD.

All this music has been previously
released, however five of the tracks
appeared on compilations with the other six
spread across some of his more dreamy
albums such as "Early Man' and
*Atmospheric Conditions'. Most of the
tracks are rather floating but sometimes
with the addition of relaxed tribal drumming. It all holds together very well as an album
in its own right however and you could be forgiven for thinking that the pieces were all
composed specifically for this project. There are therefore two conclusions that
present themselves to me: one, the track selection is just about perfect or two, that
much of his recent atmospheric output is starting to sound slightly samey. You make
up your own mind.

“Underground Clouds' is the first of two from “Atmospheric Conditions', this is Steve
Roach creating suitably eerie subterranean images reminding me a little of “The
Magpnificent Void'. Shimmering insect type sounds mix with deep dark drones on
“Begins Looking Skyward' from “Early Man'. It's all rather dreamy and relaxing as we
drift into the second cut from the same album “Walking Upright'. This time a slow
rather deep rhythm can be heard in the background though the carpet of pads
continues the same as before. The beat becomes more shuffling and slightly more
prominent. Next up is “This Life' from the "Floatation' compilation. Two note melodic
motifs can just be heard in the middle of the mix whilst some rather delicate rhythms
weave around them.

The next two tracks are from the "Amplexus' compilation. “The Dreamer Descends'
begins with some scrapping percussion over more cavernous sounding drones. It

then becomes decidedly tribal with the addition of a slow but purposeful rhythm and
ethnic flute. Its very moody indeed and one of my favourite of his tracks of this style.
“True West' gets into yet another pleasing tribal groove, the drum sounds chosen

being excellent with some unusual but very effective treatment. Percussion and

floating synth pads get ©The Holy Dirt© underway. A slow shuffling rhythm starts up and
delicate vocal colouring is tastefully used from time to time. "Merciful Eyes' from the A
Storm of Drones' compilation is a very peaceful floater leading us to “Two Rivers
Dreaming’, the second track from “Atmospheric Conditions'.

Itis just as dark and foreboding as the first. We drift seamlessly into "The Eternal
Expanse' (from the "Ambient Expanse’ compilation | think) but | wouldn't really have
known it was a separate track if it wasn't for the index point- maybe the mood is
lightened very slightly. ©The Return®© is beautiful, soft space music, alternating brief
almost silent periods (apart from the sound of waves) with long stretches of warm, rich
tones - a perfect way to close. (DL)
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Steve Roach / Allis Now
DCD / 17 tracks / 73.56 + 69.47 mins

All the music over this double CD set was
taken from live performances during
2002.Disc two contains a concert at Seven
Centers Yoga Arts Sedona on May 3rd
whilst disc one comprises various
performances, one of them being at the
opening of a Yoko Ono retrospective at the
San Francisco Museum of Modern Art.
They are compiled together as one
continuous piece. Insect noises and almost
inaudible bass pads bring up images of a
hot steamy night. Metallic drones with a
slightly “breathy' quality gradually become
more frequent. Other chaotic sounds are
added which conjure up something of a
psychedelic storm. During the quieter
moments watery sounds can be heard though the images brought to mind are more of
a swamp than the sea.

Part 1 mutates into Part 2, the backing is exactly the same and you most certainly
can't see the join but we have now moved onto a completely different concert! A really
nice tribal rhythm mixed with a “squelchy' loop starts up but quickly disappears again
as we move into the third part. A bass pulse can be heard over a backing which
gradually becomes more complex and chaotic. The pulse disappears and we are left
in a sort of feverish dream. In the fourth part a quite heavy, by Steve's standards,
driving rhythm starts up. The complex sonic backing swells as if trying to swamp it but
the rhythm fights back, excellent stuff. Calmness returns later in the track becoming
very tranquil on part five with just the odd touch of sound here and there. A very faint
rhythm provides a little structure. It gradually increases in volume and becomes quite
hypnotic before descending to near silence again. Part 6 brings back rhythm, the
sounds used being interesting and to these ears, fresh. Part 7 introduces a complex
collage of sonic gloop, an occasional high register tone shining over the top. Part 8
begins with soft pads and metallic percussion, more peaceful insect sounds being
heard in the background. It becomes gradually more tranquil then Part 9 closes the
first disc with dreamy float.

As with the first disc, part 1 of the second starts with insect noises and metallic
percussion. Again it produces a rather dreamy feeling. As we drift into part 2 a beat
starts to build. It's a cross between processed tribal and train rhythms- a spellbinding
combination. | found myself closing my eyes and just going along with it almost in a
state of trance. Part 3 has some deep, dark cosmic drones, the sounds chosen are
really impressive and | wish this section could have been stretched out longer than the
three minutes it lasted. The fourth part serves up some restrained cyber tribal beats,
disappearing as we enter part five which made me think of being on a vast mountain
at night, the sound of nocturnal creatures mixing with the wind and the feeling of the
immensity of ones surroundings. Part six mixes more conventional rhythms with a
rather weird loop which was like a combination of a plucked bass string, scraping
effect and didgeridoo curious indeed. In complete contrast Part seven is a beautiful
shimmering atmospheric number completely devoid of any noticeable loop or beat but
with some interesting sound textures like walking on a shingle beach. The final part
mixes flute with metallic and other darker drones. This combination produces a large
and quite complex sound which got my floor shaking but at the same time it was
rather relaxing and peaceful. (DL)

Eppie E. Hulshof / Floating Waves
CDR /1 track / 52.48 mins

Much of the early part of "Floating Waves'
is a dead ringer for “"Macula Transfer' period
Edgar Froese with a little "Epsilon in
Malaysian Pale' thrown in for good
measure. Whetted your appetite? | should
hope so because this is an excellent CD,
especially the first half of it, which gets
better with each play. Next up is an early
eighties Tangerine Dream type sequence
which pulsates along at quite a pace. This
is augmented by nice mellotron touches
and some excellent electric guitar.

Again the comparisons with “Macula

Transfer' are obvious but this time with a

good dose of "Ages'. Another sequence is

added and the speed is cranked up still
further- lovely stuffl We now enter an atmospheric section with loads of analogue
sounds and dreamy little lead lines. The TD comparisons are still apt but this time it
made me think more of "Encore'. The sequences momentarily return but soon an
interesting collage of sounds, mainly whooshes, twitters and other echoing effects
changes the mood somewhat. This leads to a rhythmic loop and an excellent mean
lead line. To this is added a superb melodic sequence and some sampled speech in
German quite low in the mix. The pulsations increase in intensity as an almost
Schulzian (‘"Moondawnish') rhythm starts up. Actually the Klaus Schulze comparisons
become more obvious as this section continues. It's all done so well but doesn't
outstay its welcome.

We move on to a tinkling atmospheric section. Looped metallic percussion rises to the
surface. A slow chugging sequence replaces the loop and more dreamy lead lines
float over the top. We now enter quite a long hypnotic section finishing with deep,
echoing, rather dark sonic splashes. Its like sounds being heard from a deep shaft.
Looped metallic pulsations emerge. Eerie sounds and effects keep coming until the
mood is lightened with the appearance of a more conventional bubbly sequence but
then things take a much moodier turn. The sequence becomes slow and steady
accompanied by a mournful lead which takes us to the close. (DL)
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Steve Roach / Darkest Before Dawn
CD /1 track / 74 mins

How on Earth does one review a CD like
this? | am not even sure it should be
reviewed, but | will give it a go anyway.
What you basically get is quite dark “windy'
drones lasting over one 74 minute track
meant for constant repeated play. It is
extremely minimal stuff where even though
the tapestry of sounds is constantly shifting
you really wouldn't know where on the CD
you were (well | wouldn't anyway) as the
mood is similar all the way through and
there is absolutely no discernible structure.

It is an identical concept to his “Slow Heat'

CD. Ambient music in its purest form, not

really designed just to listen to (though |

know many do) but instead to just "be there'
to accompany whatever you are doing during the day effecting your mood, thoughts
and God knows what else. Even though the concept is the same as "Slow Heat' the
feel is somewhat different. That was full of images of heat hazes and shifting sand.
This is much darker and more cosmic, or depending on your frame of mind
subterranean | suppose. (DL)

Steve Roach & Jeffrey Fayman / Trance Spirits
CD /7 tracks / 73.53 mins

Even though Steve Roach is responsible
for some of the rhythmic content on this
album most of it is down to Jeffrey Fayman
and Momodou Kah. Robert Fripp also
helps out from time to time with “Guitar
Soundscapes'. Steve is mainly responsible
for the “Soundworlds' in which the rhythms
reside. Windy metallic drones provide an
atmospheric start to “Taking Flight' but it's
only about a minute before some rather
manic tribal drumming (African influenced
apparently) starts up. It sets a blistering
pace and dominates the track.

The electronic textures ebb and flow

occasionally rising to the surface enough to

grab the attention but for the most part it's
the drumming which seeps into the brain rarely loosening its grip. The title track has
more of the same style of drumming right from the off (indeed its pretty dominant
throughout the album). There is a break in the second minute then slower rhythms
return. These become fairly hypnotic only subsiding in the tenth minute for more of
Steve's "Soundworlds'. They made me think of rainforests with steamy atmospheres,
noises of birds and small animals mingling in with the heat-haze. These images
persist as the same backing continues into “OffSpring'. The drumming now takes the
form of a relaxed groove and the atmospherics around it are suitably calming.

“Seekers' is all Steve Roach. He creates complimentary rhythms to the style of
drumming on the rest of the album though more looped than “live' with what he refers
to as a "Hybrid Groove'. It gives a subtle and effective change of mood. "The Calling'
returns us to fast crazed drumming ideal for working yourself up into a frenzy. “6Year
of the Horse' is not too dissimilar to “Seekers' in that it again makes use of the "Hybrid
Groove'. It's back to live drumming for the final track “In the Same Water'. Again it's
rather hypnotic but not as wild as the drumming on a couple of the other tracks.

This is one of those albums that certainly takes itself seriously. Personally from a UK
perspective it did come over as somewhat pretentious, especially the marketing bumf
from Dwight Loop (good grief!). Music should be enjoyed for what it is. Personally |
dislike it when people endow it with mystic qualities. | mean “connecting to the great
mystery' or going on about surfaces on which trance spirits transverse. Quite frankly |
think its all complete crap and only serves to get my back up. This music really
doesn't need it. As long as you like tribal drumming you should like this. It's done very
well and Steve's sonic textures are excellent. (DL)

Seofon / Zero Point
CD / 8 tracks / 69.44 mins

Must admit that | simply don't understand
the concept behind this one. Even though
the booklet is in English | haven't the
slightest idea what it is on about or who
Seofon is or if indeed it is really a person. |
might have been a little the wiser if | had
visited the web address given but quite
frankly I didn't have the time and if music
has to be explained to me in order for me to
enjoy it, it's not the sort of thing that will
bother my CD player more than once.

As with another CD | have just reviewed

however, also with mumbo jumbo text, the

music is in fact not at all bad. This is hardly

surprising when the people performing on it
are a “who's who” of ambient music. Vidna Obmana appears on five of the eight
tracks, Steve Roach on four. Robert Rich and Stephen Kent also appear. “Seofon' is
only credited on three tracks! Basically if you like Steve Roach and Vidna Obmana
you should like this.

“Splendors' begins with waves of white noise, just a little metallic percussion in the



background. Dark drones start up then some brighter pads join them. In the third
minute a rhythmic loop enters sounding like a cross between a train and tribal
rhythms. It becomes more strident chugging along nicely before starting to fade away
into atmospherics a couple of minutes from the end. “The Gift' is very short, lasting
barely two minutes with some rather strange looped percussion sounding like a mild
industrial track with some almost growling effects in the background. “Collecting the
Spirits' has a dark ominous feel, rhythm being provided by some odd sort of maraca
sound. There is also what could be a growling didgeridoo which gives a hint of
menace. Things develop nicely each element increasing in intensity only flowing back
to atmospherics in the last two minutes.

“Science of Success' is a very intriguing collage of backward sounds and windy pads.
A rhythm enters and gets into a rather good head nodding groove. It wouldn't have
been out of place on one of lan Boddy's more recent albums actually. There's also a
really good electric guitar (I think) which soars over the top like a wailing spectre-
superb stuff. "Mystery of Freewill' calms things down somewhat in that it is a peaceful
floater with some very nice almost vocal sounding pads. It then goes through a watery
cavernous section with a very nice melodic motif. "Rev. 20:13 teknos (the seeding)' is
the longest track at over 18 minutes. Again it makes use of rather windy pads but with
dark undercurrents. Percussion is used here and there, just adding a little colour to all
the float, then some faint American Indian type chanting can just be heard in the
background. It then becomes somewhat complex- a bit like hearing an orchestra
tuning up. Strangely it is quite hypnotic, gradually starting on a very long fade to the
finish.

The first half of "Lessons in being Nothing' is mainly bell tones but then a percussive
loop comes in, gradually developing but never becoming too strident. We finish with
the title track, a rather complex though relaxing tapestry of disparate sounds.
Eventually some sort of structure is created through a loop (more of the maraca type
sounds | think) which remains rather low in the mix disappearing entirely with a couple
of minutes to go leaving us in a very pleasant state of float to finish. (DL)

Various Artists / Trance AD - The Remix Collection
CD /12 tracks / 74.37 mins

There are those in the E.M. fraternity who
will view a remix album with suspicion and
only have to see the words ©trance®© or
©dance® and then recoil in horror, like a
vampire moments before the first golden
rays of dawn. To be honest, like every other
genre, there©s some dire stuff out there but
rest assured this release is a rare treat.

Just in case you hadn®©t noticed, AD Music
has grown into a very interesting concern,
containing a variety of artists embracing
different styles of E.M., at times adventuring
beyond melodic synth and ambient territory
into more experimental areas. The success
of a remix album depends upon the quality
of the source material and the talent and
vision of the remixer, who can on occasions morph a piece into something radically
different and surpass the original.

Rest assured, the tracks have been carefully selected here across the range of AD
music releases and artists, and secondly, the remixers, although operating under
working pseudonyms, are leading exponents of their field. Robert de Fresnes© ©Rune
Casting® opens the proceedings in fine fashion with a slightly chilled introduction
adhering closely to the source but with hints of genre textures before the full onslaught
of the dance mix is unleashed and it©s a monster! Interspersed with the occasional
respite of a dramatic interlude of the melodramatic ©Rune Casting®© verse and chants,
there is clever and subtle deployment of light and shade to make this a real winner.

Samsara©s ©0dessa®© cross fades in with a towering sequence which develops
melodically with convincingly vibrant dance rhythms but again changes pace to slow
down and build up to climax with frenetic sequencing and effects. Bekki William®©s

James Johnson / The Butterfly Chamber
CD / 7 tracks / 59.45 mins

Johnson inevitably gets compared,
favourably so, with ambient greats like
Harold Budd and Brian Eno. This is almost
inescapable given his deft touch combining
traditional instruments like piano and guitar
(courtesy of Christopher Short from Ma Ja
Le) with gentle atmospheric electronics,
much like Budd and Eno have done in the
past.

"The Citadel' features Short on acoustic

guitar, but is full of additional textures and

treatments. It has an ethereal feel, one of

the more beautiful pieces Johnson has

done, which is saying something. "Hall of

Radiance' adds violin to the mix, for a
somewhat sombre but very elegant number. The music throughout seems to have a
distinct sense of purpose, even seriousness about it. "Through the Resonance Field'
is full of bright shimmers, like the glowing white butterfly on the inside of the CD case,
though it seems a bit sad. ‘Incensario’ feels like ambient cavern music, with lush
organic echoes reaching into the darkness. Crickets build a transition into “Tepantitla,’
a sparse piano piece with rain as a perfect backdrop. Violins appear again here.

The title piece carries the mood into similar territory, blending a wandering piano into
a sonic tapestry of bright ambient electronics. "House of Mist' brings back the crickets,
rain and other night sounds. This one has an ominous, almost sinister feel despite
birds and such, and makes a very interesting way to end the disc. Perhaps not for the
“typical' SMD listener, but if you favour serious ambient music that avoids the pitfalls
of most new age music, you would do well to check out “The Butterfly Chamber'. (PD)

M Griffin & D Fulton / Imprint
CD / 7 tracks / 59.33 mins

If their last collaboration, The Most Distant
Point Known, evoked images of sci-fi and
deep space, this one does even more so.
Whereas the last disc tended toward
darker ambience this one, while still on the
mellow side, has a little more activity. For
instance, the coolest sound effects begin
“Please Identify.'

Both Griffin and Fulton are technical
wizards, and the spatial separation here as
it pans from left to right is excellent, giving
it a great deal of depth. "Biometric' has a
similar feel of expansiveness. Swirling
sweeping sounds whish and whoosh about.
| envision robots, or the inner workings of a
spaceship. Though ‘Biometric' is quite
abstract, beautiful dramatic synth strings appear for the last third of the 11-minute
journey, giving it more of a retro feel. The title track comes next, full of buzzes and
bleeps that again conjure up visuals of a science fiction film. An energetic sequence
picks up the pace for just awhile, fading out into what could be alien night sounds.

Fulton's influence is particularly notable on “Thermoptic Disguise," which could easily
pass for a Dweller At The Threshold track. “Plastic and Flesh' may be my favourite,
featuring cool bell tones, then organ almost like the krautrock days of old Ash Ra
Tempel. The organ hangs around lazily until a crescendo appears almost out of
nowhere. | found the overall effect of the five-minute piece unique, refreshing.
“Levitation Before Sunrise’ has great textures, choirs, pulses, and a general sense of
pent-up energy waiting to be unleashed, only gradually being allowed to escape.
Consider Imprint for your next introspective outer space voyage. (PD)

©Labyrinth© is transformed by a high bpm into a dance opus but with sustained melodic

interest to keep the listener engaged and entranced. The underrated Raviv Gazit is
represented by M Theory©s remix of ©OV1© which maintains the standard before a

samples but the former is more uptempo , whilst the latter is a little more subtle
successfully combining melodics with trance devices, sequencing, and slower
segments.

Mass Panic©s remix of Bekki William©s ©Morpheus®© slows the pace somewhat and
retains the melodic integrity of the source whilst enhancing the mix with trance
production techniques which give the track a more contemporary feel but don©t
overpower the integrity of the original. No mean feat. Catalin©s ©Nandana® is another
successful reworking with highly infectious sequencing transforming the original.
Robert Fox©s sublime ©Queen of Hearts© is treated with due respect, with the melody
surviving intact, but given a scratchy backdrop and added sequencing and drums. It
works well, and is an enjoyable interpretation of a classic track. Of course it cannot
surpass the original but it is the manner in which this track succeeds which typifies the
success of the album.

The excellent ©Odessa Ambience©[ completes Samsara©s contributions and is a
maghnificently moody atmospheric track, as is Code Indigo©s nicely chilled ©Code 14©.
Make no mistake about it this is a very well crafted album which successfully

traverses genres and takes the best elements of several musical styles whilst

retaining the integrity of the original compositions. Unlike most trance music, this
collection offers variation and melodic integrity as well as rhythmic power. If you have
the odd ©Euphoria®© compilation in your collection don©t hesitate, if you haven®t, live
dangerously tip your toe in the water you may be pleasantly surprised! (SR)

Syndromeda / Circles of Life

Circles of Life' is the second CD outing by
Syndromeda aka Danny Budts. | was
impressed by his first CD "Mind Trips' but
honestly this album is in a completely
different league. The opener “Infinity' starts
with dark rumblings over an even darker,
constantly shifting, tapestry of sound. Then
comes an absolutely stunning, take no
prisoners, sequence with a whole host of
cosmic effects hitting you between the
eyes.

The sequence builds and shifts and another
simple but captivating sequence plays over
the top. If you aren't in love with the album
by now then obviously sequencers /
analogue sounds are not your thing. What
is more the track just gets better and better. It is over all too soon.
What sounds like a battle in deep space gets “Nightwalks' under way
in a non compromising fashion. Things calm down a little then a
(7) chunky sequence slowly begins. Another is introduced and the track
b chugs along mid paced. So much happens in Danny's tracks that
without the sequences providing a reference point it would be difficult
to take it all in. A blistering lead line scorches over the top like a meteor and again
things come to a conclusion too soon. There is no messing about on “The Ring of
Power' either as we get straight into a ballsy sequence, again first rate. Crystalline
splashes of sound bombard the sequence which responds in return by turning up the
intensity. An amazing drum line enters but the laser sharp lead just doubles the power
in response. Honestly some of you will be just sitting open mouthed in amazement by
now - | know | was!

o
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Classic sequence number four gets the next track “Interferenz' under way and you
could hardly say that it was low in the mix! | am in danger here of running out of
superlatives. Oh bugger it, let's just say another stunner and leave it at that. “Circles of
Life' comes next. It is probably the weakest track on the album and the opening
section could have done with being a little shorter but still absolutely amazing. The
final track "Best of Both Worlds' begins with a basic piano melody that is certainly
different than anything that has gone before. The same melody is transferred to synth
and a little later the sequence enters and things become more interesting. A snare
drum gives the track depth and things bubble along nicely but don't quite scale the
same heights as the first four numbers. If you have not guessed by now | rather like
this album.

I review a lot of sequencer albums but on the first four tracks this really does rank
amongst the best. Syndromeda whilst remaining true to this form of music has
developed a separate style all of his own that will captivate most that listen to it. (DL)

T-Bass UK / The Infection of Time

There are quite a few people getting fairly
excited about this new release. LetOs see
why... Storm Front gets the album off to a
flying start, and | mean flying. No sooner
has a torrent of sequencers exploded onto
the scene than the lead melody kicks into
gear. A little time for altitude adjustment
would have been preferable, but it©s a well
controlled and catchy motif which even the
summary thrashing of a baked bean can in
the background cannot detract from. Onto
Tranquility Bass, and this is where things
start to get seriously good.

The opening refrains of this piece are a
deeper shade of tangerine than much of
TD®s more recent offerings, and shows the
potential in the style of music that they have been pursuing. Once the
sequencers are unleashed and lead lines start flowing a classic slab
O of EM can be the only result. The title track opens with a wide eyed
@ and optimistic motif which for a moment sounds perilously close to
b straying into muzak territory, but fortunately the rest of the track puts it
into context and the closing refrains simply put a lustre on an already
accomplished outing. The Mariner expertly changes the mood of the album to one of
foreboding, with powerful sequences and regimental drums accompanying a brooding
melody. Ozone Park returns to an uptempo and optimistic theme, the snatch of lead
synth at the mid point being particularly impressive. Inferno is a short ambient
interlude which may not see the light of day I©m told, but I©ve heard worse included on
many CDs.

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Four Wheel Jive is again accomplished but perhaps a bit too similar to that which has
gone before, however The Torch keeps the album well on track with an excellent
melody tackled with some aplomb. The element of surprise is always a good tactic,
and the laid back style of Network... complemented with soulful sax is a well judged
departure which works superbly. Lovesong appropriately ends in uptempo fashion
with another storming lead. This is an excellent debut album which Shreeve and
modern TD fans will certainly find to their taste. Consistency is good throughout and
some of the tracks are up there with the best. Like the cover as well! (GG)

Live Report - Tangerine Dream
London Saturday 15th February 2003

For those of us with fond memories of Tangerine Dream playing
lengthy improvised pieces behind a black gauze curtain with no

acknowledgement that the audience even exists will have a hard
time coming to terms with Tangerine Dream circa 2003.

This is a very different band now, comprising of Edgar and
Jerome Froese, with Iris Kulterer on acoustic and electronic
percussion and an unknown (to me, anyway) Vin Diesel look-alike
on electric guitar.

What we seem to now have are short, occasionally familiar
pieces stitched together with segments of white noise. There
appears to be no room for improvisation, and the whole concert
clearly follows a preset course. Whilst this worked fantastically
well with Johannes Schmoelling, the problem is that everything
now sounds the same and the main reason for this, is the
aforementioned Iris. Whilst she may well be the best
percussionist | have ever heard, | am not sure that even this
audience was ready for a lengthy solo piece, even if it did serve
as a prelude to the best piece of music heard all evening.

The Tangerine Dream website promised an evening of music
covering the last 30 years. Well | am obviously not as familiar as
their music as | thought, but the oldest piece | recognised was (an
admittedly fantastic) techno piece based on “Igneous” from the
1981 soundtrack “Thief” (we did get a mouth-watering thirty
seconds of “Birth of Liquid Plejades” from “Zeit”, but this hardly
counted).

What was recognisably on offer were extracts from “Poland”,
“Logos” (the latter complete with a guitar solo) and pieces loosely
based on the “Risky Business” and (strangely) “Flashpoint”
soundtracks. Additionally there was “Prime Time” from “Dream
Mixes 3" and “Meng Tian” from “Great Wall Of China”. Both of
which were note perfect. However there was a great deal that |
didn't recognise, including (I guess) some new music from the
forthcoming “Dream Mixes 4”, and others from more recent
releases. There were four perfunctory encores, the first of which
included a lengthy (and awful) guitar solo from Edgar himself.

But was it any good, | hear you ask? Well, yes and no. If you like
the Dream Mixes stuff, you would have loved this, as virtually
everything was underpinned by a techno beat, not to mention Iris,
(for whom | doubt subtlety is a word she recognises). Sometimes
it works, mostly it doesn't. For the rest of us, 3 hours was more
than enough. What | would have liked was some contrast, a
breathing space between the rhythms... and no Iris!

| have, however got to mention the merchandise. Included
amongst the T-shirts were some very rare CD's and if you like me
have wanted to purchase the soundtrack to “The Keep” at a price
that doesn't result in bankruptcy - The Astoria in Charing Cross
Road on Saturday night was the place to be!
