Double CD / 6 tracks / 2 hrs 36 mins 15 seconds!!!

The first part of this series was a
huge seller for SMD and | expect this
volume will do even better. The
double CD format (taking the running
time this offers to the limit) gives the
musicians plenty of time to really get
into a track forming sequences that
go on long enough to invade your
whole body and atmospheric sections
that can take your mind on the most
wondrous and impossible cosmic
trips. Of the six tracks spread over
the two discs all but one are over
twenty minutes and three are over
thirty! Hopefully that has wetted your appetite enough for
me to go into greater details.

A delicate and rather melodic tinkling sequence gets the
opener ‘The Art Of Sequencing Part 1' underway. As it
gradually seeps deep into your consciousness subtle but
effective touches of sound come and go. We are only a few minutes into
this wonderful track when the mellotron comes in. Close on its heals
another couple of Berlin School sequences develop forming a gentle sea
of pulsations rather than shaking the foundations. In the ninth minutes
there are some lovely choir effects that contrast nicely with the beefed up
sequences. Lovely mid to late seventies style lead lines add interest
rather than dominate, never outstaying their welcome. The sequences
shift up yet another gear five minutes later. A further sequence is added in
the nineteenth minute. Shortly after the first of two excellent Schulzian
style lead lines comes in entertaining us until the end. ‘Zwischenton' is by
far the shortest track here at just eleven minutes. Deep growling
atmospherics mix with soft pads and metallic effects. It's very much a
floater taking you to worlds only possible in the imagination.

There is some lovely piano detail near the end which brings us back to
reality in time for ‘The Art of Sequencing Part 2'. More deep drones
rumble from the speakers, the piano returns creating a tranquil mood. The
backing is similar to mid seventies Tangerine Dream. A sequence which
emerges in the third minute is also a dead ringer for TD of the same
period- quite fast, deep and of course very analogue sounding. This is
fantastic stuff- retro heaven! Another ‘splashing' sequence is brought into
position alongside the first. The beautiful lead lines are higher in the mix
than on the first track but basically every element has greater oomph. |
couldn't keep my body still to it. About a third of the way in some vocal
samples (used very sparingly from time to time) can be heard very low in
the mix but can't quite be made out. The sequences seem to be
intensifying all the time and don't let up until near the end of the track.

‘Liquidrom Tape 1' has a bubbling atmospheric beginning. Gentle drones
then metallic windy effects take over providing a rather eerie feeling.
Ethereal pads sparingly used create a softer edge. In the third minute
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things become somewhat sparser tough the feeling is still rather dark and
melancholy. Things are fairly uncluttered each sound being heard to full
effect. It is hard to type actually as the mind keeps drifting off, taken this
way and that by the subtle atmospherics. The only real structure is
provided by a sequence with just two minutes to go. "Within A Real
Dream' starts with cosmic effects; all hisses bleeps and scraping sounds.
The pads are rather dark and deep but there are also some mellotron
touches. Another very Tangerine Dream type four note sequence starts
up in the seventh minute bringing me back down to Earth. The track gains
power five minutes later with the introduction of a rhythm which
compliments the sequence perfectly. Yet another sequence is added as is
lead detail and what | assume is virtual guitar low in the mix- exciting
stuff! As with the first part “Liquidrom Tape 2' has a rather dark beginning,
cosmic drones mixing with the tron. Melodic detail is added from time to
time but for the most part the music provides a very relaxing state of float.

Something Completely Different / The Last Gate
CD /11 tracks / 78.48 mins

We enthused about the last SCD
release * Megacatz' because of its
melodic guile and varied agenda, and
you'll be pleased to hear that this
form certainly continues on “The Last
Gate'. If you like uptempo melodic
sequencing and synth lines in the
Tangerine Dream “Underwater
Sunlight' mode then this is for you.

The opener "Close Encounters of the

Q Kind' very much continues where

‘Megacatz' left off with trademark

syncopating sequencing punctuated

by incisive synth melodies. 9 minutes
fly by and then we get straight into "Take Your Time' which opens with
foreboding effects before a lighter shade appears to prepare the ears for
the sequencing to come. It's an infectious and commercial chugger which
weaves it's way around the main theme to produce a very pleasing
episode which is understated yet, in common with much of the album,
grows with listening as the melody infuses into the mind. °5 Megacatz' has
a slightly quirky hook which is offset by traditional mellotron flute sounds,
then “Gabriél' takes over with more fine sequencing which is embellished
by very melodic themes.

“Marathon 1' opens in more restrained fashion but then develops into the
most 80's TD sounding section so far - classic "Poland' style synths,
mellotron flute and a corking sequence which mutates constantly. The
tempo is slowed slightly for "Marathon 2' but sequencer fans will again
delight at the busy patterns and excellent pads. "The Q Files' opens in
rather grandiose fashion with a slightly classical section, then synth
washes consume the soundstage to herald another great sequence, this
time Jarre's "Magnetic Fields' comes to mind before a synth theme which
is all SCD's own style comes into play. Falling scale notes punctuate the
piece and it all makes another fantastic concoction - possibly the best so
far!

“Spirit' initially has an engaging bright feel and sounds very much like
TD's soundtrack work such as "Wavelength', then a foreboding mid
section heralds another uptempo jaunt with a sequence style which is fast
becoming an SCD trademark. The final 3 tracks carry on the style with the
sequencing in "Exponential Disaster' again a joy to listen to, and the title
track serving up more cinematic sounds - a bit like John Carpenter's EM
soundtrack work - and for me this 5 minute sequential gem tucked away
at the end of the album is one of the strongest sections.

Boele Gerkes is the artist behind SCD and he says in the sleevenotes
“this is a collection of songs made 100% out of enthusiasm for
synthesisers... joyful melodies and rhythms built with sequences that |
like...”. This sentiment clearly shines through, definitely EM to enjoy and
impress. (GG)

Something Completely
Different / Book of Love

CD / 14 tracks / 78.56 mins

Weighing in at just a touch under the
eighty minute mark you certainly get
plenty of musical weight for you money
with SCD! Can't really work out what's
behind the unlikely title, the packaging
is a bit of an enigma with Gothic
lettering adorning an olde-worlde book
which looks a bit like the book of the

dead yet it's titled "Book of Love', and what any of this has to do with EM |
don't know. I've a feeling it's related to the friendships which Boele
Gerkes attributes as a big factor in the release of SCD music, it could also
| suppose be symptomatic of the approach which Boele takes to the
music - he does everything out of a love for the music, he produces EM
with a very personal appeal - and luckily for us his taste seems to be very
widely appealing!

This is another classic slab of sequenced and melodic music. | could go
through it track by track but if you are an SCD fan already then you'll
know what to expect, if not then read one of the other SCD reviews to
realise that fans of 80's TD and a smattering of Jarre will be in their
element here. If anything initial auditions of this album will reveal that it's
possibly even more melodic and commercial than “The Last Gate'.
Certainly the rhythmics and sequencing are of the foot tapping variety
pitched high in the register, and the melodies often soar in glorious
fashion. And in common with "TLG' this album is probably more
consistent than "Megacatz', not quite as varied but it seems to hit the
mark much more often.

It's no surprise to see Fin and Mike Andrews as close acquaintances.
Enjoyment and quality infuse their music as with SCD's. "Book of Love' is
another impressive chapter in the SCD story. (GG)

Joint Intelligence Committee / Grow
CD/ 8 tracks / 66.46 mins

This fictitious band is really Paul
Nagle. Those who know his work will
recognise some of his melodic style
but rhythmically much of the rhythm
is more in yer face. Both band name
and album title make a little bit more
sense when you look at the artwork -
as amongst some really excellent
images you will find cannabis leaves
and a spliff! Don't worry though you
don't have to be stoned to enjoy the
album. Contrary to what you might
think “Tribal High' doesn't contain
what | would think of as tribal beats
but it certainly has rhythm aplenty, some of it incredibly bass heavy (but
not of the dance variety). The lead line blasts along at quite a pace and its
all extremely exciting stuff. It got my whole body moving and hands
playing air keyboard like a crazy thing. What an incredible opening
number.

'Ed Wood' slows the pace slightly, the steady beat and rather trance
inducing melodic sequence mixing wonderfully together - and it's all so
cool. It gets into an extremely pleasant groove with an excellent bass line,
growling effects mixing well with the delicate sequence. We never stay
still however as one infectious beat or melodic lead effortlessly flows to
the next. Incredible- the second track is even better than the first! "Best
Before End' begins with a rather curious “melodic' loop with a quirky vocal
quality to it. A bass line rumbles underneath and a rapid rhythm bounces
over the top. Things calm down a little but soon another roller-coaster
drum line comes in then a rapid “squelchy' sequence takes things forward.

Angels, Pins & Nipple Clamps' (!) lives up to its title in that it's as subtle
as a brick with a touch of humour. The rhythm is very heavy with ample
bass. A curious little warbling vocal type sample bubbles in and out of the
mix. The stand out element from the track is a wonderful lead line and
melodic loop which enter in the second minute. These are joined a minute
later by massed euphoric pads. It's incredibly beautiful and astonishingly
works very well in such a heavy rhythmic setting- beauty and an
earthquake side by side. ‘Dimensional Distortion' initially combines a
“tinkling' sequence with piano. The piano melody develops, alternating
with another string lead line over yet more cool infectious grooves. The
‘oh yes!' factor increases as the track goes on, the beat and lead lines
getting under your skin. It really has to be heard to be fully appreciated
but it's another sure-fire winner!

‘Totally Fine' has more repeated strange vocal effects at the beginning
but these are soon replaced by a swirling sequence and a heavy beat. As
with a previous track though the lead lines and melodic elements are in
complete contrast to the beat, being delicate and actually very “tuneful'.
Again this juxtaposition of disparate elements works extremely well. The
howl of a wolf and slow rhythm get “(The Look) In Your Eyes' underway.
Very soon a much faster sequence takes things forward. There is a slight
melancholy to proceedings. Another beat increases the pace a little then
in comes one of the most exquisite melodic loops, lead line / rhythm
combination you will ever hear - completely stunning and devastating
stuff! This track is inspired, the finest moment of an album which already
has so many. In my books this must surely be one of the best tracks Paul
has ever composed.

We finish with the title track, and a very unexpected twist it is too being
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totally devoid of rhythm and ominous sounding. There are some rather
nice touches of guitar almost weeping from the speakers which pull at the
heartstrings. Having such a number to finish is a masterstroke. It took me
back a little but just left me thinking wow! Of course Paul can't be serious
for too long - just listen to the last few seconds - good grief! (DL)

Lucifaere/ Dark Science Vol 1 (Liber Obscurarium
Praedictionum)

CDR / 3 Tracks / 60.39 mins

Dark atmospherics along with the sound of
nocturnal creatures grace the beginning of
A Small Matter of Wyrd'. A bright
sequence lifts the mood somewhat and a
very nice lead line plays a relaxed melody
over the top. The style of sequence and
palette of sounds used could really only be
from Jim Kirkwood. His signature is all over
it.
The lead changes from a thick analogue
one to flute for a short time then in the tenth
minute the sequence mutates to a different
pattern accompanied by some rather
menacing stabs of sound. Massed leads
return and | thought we were going to
return to darkness but no, the mood remains fairly positive, even playful. *A Divination
of Wings' initially uses bell tones to create an eerie feeling. Strange distorted Demonic
Speech can just be heard followed by other odd vocal effects. In the third minute
another excellent sequence starts up- again typical Kirkwood. A little percussion is
added. A superb lonesome melody meanders through it all along with unintelligible
vocoded speech which actually acts more like another rhythmic element. This is then
replaced by another analogue sounding lead. The pace, which has so far been rather
sedate, increases slightly in the eleventh minute and at the same time flute and
rhythmic vocoder effects return- another excellent combination. A couple of minutes
later some angelic wordless vocals make a brief entrance, the pace / intensity of the
track being upped as they leave.

By the fifteenth minute yet another fantastic lead line comes in, really meaning
business this time. Seven minutes from the end there is an instant change to
atmospherics as all rhythms, sequence and melody depart at exactly the same time.
This turns out just to be a short breather however as a rather “twangy' loop soon starts
up accompanied by a cosmic lead line. Very gradually things become more intense
and the lead morphs away from its stellar beginnings to one with a little more bite. The
track continues to develop nicely right until the end.

Snarling animal noises get "A Serpents Tale' underway. In the second minute the first
sequence comes in, another arriving close on its heels. The build up is rather slow but
gradually more rhythm and even more sequences are piled one on another. Things
become quite complex rather than thunderous and it's hard to take it all in. Better to
let your mind go into neutral allowing the music to wash over you | think. In the ninth
minute things are stripped down to just one bass sequence accompanied by a little
rhythmic colour and faint pads. Spectres fly over the top then we start to build again
resulting in an extremely enjoyable boiling, pulsating brew but without getting too
heavy. Its one of those albums that contains all the typical Kirkwood trademarks but at
the same time it's different as there aren't any moments which explode with raw
energy (the closest we get is in the last couple of minutes of the CD) and the
atmospheric sections are rather short. There are sequences and melodies by the
bucket full though with so many layers to each track that it will take many a listen to
take it all in. Fans of Jim Kirkwood's work should certainly like it but for someone
wishing to sample his work for the first time it probably would not be the place to start.

Divinorum vs Aural Planet / Power Liquids
CD /10 tracks / 63.37 mins

Divinorum is the name Bjorn Lynne records
under for his more trance / dance offerings.
| know nothing about Aural Planet. Roughly
speaking he seems to provide the more
mellow moments on this CD whereas Bjorn
contributes no nonsense power. “Call to
Ancestors' quickly gets into a very
satisfying groove. The beats fall like an
avalanche from the speakers. It's the sort
of music that could be played whilst driving
far too fast down a long clear road at night
as it gives something of an adrenalin rush.
Sequences / loops provide the melodies
rather than lead lines; rather good they are
too. As well as the main groove we get
additional flourishes of rather heavy drums
which heighten the excitement still further.

We seamlessly make the transition into the second track "The Extract'. Initially the
rhythms are a little less complex but we soon get more melodic loops added. Things
are stripped down from time to time for a vocal sample to be heard. The foot is then
returned to the accelerator with sawing guitar being heard in the background giving
things a meaner edge. A rapid sequence gets "Luv's Frequency Spectrum' underway.
A dance beat is added and again we have a high velocity number full of power and
attitude, a stabbing lead line punctuating the pulsations from time to time. The
emphasis here is on energy not subtlety. Vocal samples take us through to "The Next
Step'. Again the main beat is rather heavy, the accompanying loops give a swirling
hallucinogenic effect- it's all so cool. "Call to Ancestors- Warp 4 Mix' has a slightly
heavier dance beat to the opener. Actually it's fairly similar in structure- just more
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beefed up. "Trailblazer' has yet more infectious rhythms - again ideal for fast driving.
Contains a brief snippet of Asian type vocals near the end.

“Mile High Club - Ariander Mix' is initially very much in contrast to the rest of the album
as it begins with a rather tender melodic lead line. It is only about thirty seconds
however before some more heavy rhythms make an entrance. There is also some
very nice stuttering melodic detail which develops into an excellent and powerful
electric guitar lead line. It's a superb and exciting track - loved it to bits. “Are You
Human' begins with more ethnic vocals which are replaced by an excellent chugging
rhythm, the best beat on the album so far. The pace is somewhat slower than the rest
of the CD but it's still a devastating track- probably my favourite actually.

“Liquid Incense' is another gently rhythmic number, against slightly Eastern
influenced, especially the way the flute sound is used. It's a very subtle track
especially compared to some of the earlier offerings. More vocal colouring appears
later in the track. "Exposure' finishes the CD with lovely gentle atmospherics. A rhythm
only enters after the half way mark and even then it is a laid back shuffling one. | really
must find out more about Aural Planet as there seems to be real talent there. (DL)

Anthony Rother / Elixir of Life
CD/ 1 track in ten parts / 60.43 mins

This is another welcome addition to the
Fax catalogue and is one of their more
accessible releases. "Part 1' makes use of
some very deep drones and almost animal
sounding effects. In contrast a rather easy
to get on with steady rhythm starts up. In
the second minute the rhythm departs and
windy pads are added along with some
very deep rumbles. "Part 2' introduces a
melodic loop to the dark backing. The
sound chosen for the loop is excellent, it's
quite deep but also with a bit of a twang to
it. It's given plenty of space and | soon
found my feet moving to it.

It subsides into a sea of white noise on

which we float into “Part 3'. Another loop
starts low in the mix. It increases slightly in intensity; interesting detail only just being
heard in the background, especially a little melody which | wish could have been
higher in the mix. There are also some explosive sounds but the loop still dominates.
Half heard vocal samples merge with a cool organ sound and we drift into “Part 4.
What initially sounded like random bleeps form into another rather bouncy loop. "Part
5' features some sharp “hammer blow' type sounds over windy pads. It becomes a
rather strange collage of odd cracking effects mixing with other noises like sticks on a
railing. "Part 6' returns to more conventional floating ambient realms, delicate tones
shining through windy pads. The drones become darker and thicker as we float into
“Part 7'. Interesting non melodic runs of notes start low in the mix and gradually
become the dominant feature.

“Part 8' introduces a rather good mid paced sequence to which is added an infectious
rhythm- excellent air drumming stuff! The sequence becomes stronger and stronger
only departing just before “Part 9' being replaced by more wind / wave pads. Two fairly
melodic sequences come in, extremely effective and enjoyable they are too. The
backing becomes increasingly haunting with a touch of melancholy. The wind effects
return but they are very deep sounding and rather dark. This feeling continues through
into "Part 10". Gentle pads giving just a hint of melody lighten the mood slightly. We
are now in a relaxed state of drift giving a very pleasant finish to an album which
covers many different areas, some rhythmic, some peaceful, some dark but always on
the accessible side of inventiveness. (DL)

Christopher Wray / Dreamers
CDR (no artwork) / 9 tracks / 51.31 mins / £4.95

It's the first time we have advertised an album which is on a plain CDR without any
artwork. | am slightly uncomfortable about it thus the very cheap price. The guy behind
“Dreamers' doesn't have the facility to create any images for the artwork and
unfortunately we didn't have the time to help him out but the music here is extremely
enjoyable with some excellent “tunes' so we were prepared to try and give him some
exposure through our mag in the hope that one of the other EM labels which aren't
quite as strapped for time as we are can pick it up.

“Adventure' starts with a very powerful deep ominous drone. Melodic pads then swell
giving an epic film music feel. A beautiful acoustic guitar melody closes the track. "The
Traveller' uses more melodic pads for a base over which bounces a tuneful sequence.
It's a very enjoyable happy track. A steady beat comes in which drives things forward
until having a break for a beautiful interlude, the lead line staying even when the
rhythm returns. "Bells' is another stunner. An exquisite lead line and acoustic guitar
combine reaching straight for the heart. Wonderful stuff! “Solace One' changes the
mood to one of melancholy. It is rather laid back, the mournful pads almost crying out
taking a direct path to the soul. ‘Galaxies', as the title suggests, begins with cosmic
sounds. To these are added an acoustic guitar lead line and more melodic pads. It
reminded me a little of Peter Seiler actually.

A more conventional lead then enters and things become almost euphoric with a hint
of Vangelis. "Journey Through Time' is another joyous number which builds up quite a
head of steam when a steady rhythm and laser sharp lead line come in. A sequence
bubbles into life at the beginning of "The Dreamers Run' then a steady bass beat and
high hat combination join it, motoring at quite a pace. The title track is a much more
relaxed affair. Another acoustic guitar melody gently floats from the speakers. The
backing swells and a virtual electric guitar comes in creating quite an optimistic
atmosphere. It reminded me a little of Mike Andrews. "The Dreamers End' starts with
the sound of the wind, then a slow throb with an organ sound in the background. A
delicate sequence starts up, the pace rather sedate. Whimsical melodies float over
the top ending the CD peacefully. This is a truly beautiful album and just has to get a
proper release. Our own label has a full roster already, can anyone else out there
help? (DL)



Karl Weaver / Transmorphia
CDR /9 tracks / 64.11 mins

A dance beat powers out right from the first
moment of the opener, “Control'. An
excellent melodic hook then joins it along
with more rhythmic flourishes. The lead line
changes throughout so you will never get
bored. There are more ideas on this one
track than on a whole collection of other
“typical' dance related albums. Additional
little melodic motifs play supporting roles.
Staying still to it is simply impossible, just
let yourself go with the flow- it's so catchy!
That pretty much sums up the album
actually. It's all very easy to get on with.

“Monotons' uses another infectious rhythm
and melodic loop combination. More lead
lines come in. The beat departs from time
to time to give us a break, allowing further melodies space to be heard. The most
obvious example being in the fifth minute as things are completely stripped down only
to return to full power for the close. "My Url' has a curious start with a vocal sample
then it's straight back into a powerful rhythm and even more excellent lead lines.
Tinkling little sequences are also given space to shine as the foot is temporarily lifted
from the accelerator. It's these changes in pace which are one of the album's strong
points. There is also humour, the vocal sample "all you need to do is relax and it won't
hurt a bit' for instance!

“The Right Man' begins with a rapid, loud sequence to which an equally energetic beat
is added. Little melodic detail low in the mix gives it a curious feel. Actually I'm
reminded a little of TD's "Diamond Diary' (I think - one of the most powerful tracks
from "Thief' anyway). The pace is increased still further as we get closer to the end. |
thought it was leading to an explosion but no, the track takes on a slightly different
character then we fade out. More bouncing sequences and loops form an enjoyable
start to “81'". This is probably the least dance orientated track so far but it will still get
the feet moving. What's more the lead line is one of the most infectious on the CD
and as this is one of Karl's strong points (amongst many) that is really saying
something. As usual there are many a twist and turn throughout. “Slash' is back to
dance beats but this time part of the melody is provided through soft pads creating an
appealing contrast. When a more conventional staccato melody is brought in however
it is just as effective- the hook being wonderful. | would have cut the running time by a
couple of minutes though. "002' uses an excellent percussive distorted electric piano
lead line / loop over the accompanying beat. Again melodic pads come in providing a
little softness.

By the time | had got to the last two tracks "22688' and "Lapse' however | did feel that |
had heard it pretty much all before, though the melodies were just as strong, there is
only so much dance beat | can cope with. If you like powerful music with excellent
melodies this is for you- as long as you don't mind dance beats. | have played this CD
quite a few times now and find it is best to listen to the first half then the second later.
In that way it continues to sound fresh. (DL)

Hypno sphere / Within the Whirl
CD /5 tracks / 72.59 mins

Hypnosphere are Lambert Ringlage and
Wolfgang Barkowski from Alien Nature.
“Isolation Process' begins with some
excellent dark drones that you can really
get your teeth into. Pictures of an evil
subterranean domain come to mind. The
pads become more windy and metallic at
around the five minute mark but it's still
strange eerie stuff. A nice sequence starts
up in the eighth minute, complimenting its
dark setting well. Another sequence is
added and a rather delicate melody initially
nestles in the middle of the mix before
becoming more prominent, mutating well
as it goes along. It now has something of a
Schulzian feel to it and becomes quite
hypnotic. Other subtle melodic touches are added giving a rather dreamy effect.
Gradually the sequences and lead lines increase in intensity exploding somewhat in
the thirteenth minutes as leads flash over the top and pulsations start to spew from
the speakers. “Sleepwalk' also has a rather atmospheric beginning but this time the
feeling is much lighter and peaceful. Very soon another excellent Berlin School type
sequence bubbles through the mix, the surrounding pads becoming more strident. A
no nonsense steady rhythm starts up adding to an already quite a complex mid paced
but rather dense pulsating wall of sound. The lead lines in the second half have
something of an axe man quality to them but they are kept in the middle of the mix
thus giving the impression of pent up power. Ethereal effects and cosmic twitters
shimmer over the top adding yet another dimension to an already wonderfully
overloaded track.

More Schulzian lead detail is added within the last minute and a bit bringing things to
a very satisfying conclusion. "Hypnotic Fields' weaves a tapestry of hallucinogenic
sounds then we enter a more conventional section of layered drones out of which, in
the fourth minute, a fairly heavy shuffling rhythm emerges and the mood darkens
considerably. This rhythm keeps coming and going leaving us in a sea of curious
effects each time it departs. These effects seem to become more sinister even
Hellish. It's the perfect soundtrack to a fevered nightmare. The nightmare continues
as we drift straight into "Anguish’ on the back of some dark demonic type mumbling.
Deep bass drones mix with cosmic twitters and effects until a sequence enters in the
fifth minute. Even this is a rather strange one however as it distorts constantly fitting in
with the delirious backing. Half way through the track it settles down to a more

conventional mid seventies bass type sequence which gradually speeds up as the
atmospherics try to drown it.

Another sequence comes to its aid and as before the sound becomes rather dense
and complex as the drones and effects try and swamp the sequences which win out
(just) in the end. Soft tones shine like the rays of a rising sun over a rumbling backing
at the start of “Trancelunar Drive'. Another excellent seventies type sequence
emerges in the second minute but keeps disappearing then returning. Virtual guitar
sounds soar over the top as the sequence finally decides it is here to stay and belts
forward at quite a pace. The lead line does maybe get a bit OTT from time to time but
overall this is an extremely powerful and unsubtle track. In the ninth minute things
calm down and more sonic twitters and soft drones take over bringing us to a rather
gentle close. (DL)

Ken Martin / Crystal Voyage

CDR/66.23 mins / 3 tracks

We begin with the title track and straight off
one person comes to mind- Klaus Schulze
from his "Mirage' period. If you thought
“Berlin Impressions Vol 3' was retro you
should hear this! That album probably had
more in common with Tangerine Dream but
this one, especially the opening number, is
closer to Schulze. A high register
crystalline tinkling sequence sparkles and
slowly mutates from one similar pattern to
the next over lovely soft cosmic drones.
More melodic pads are layered over the top
from time to time acting like slow lead
lines. In the eleventh minute the sequence
fades completely away and we are left in a
wonderful state of atmospheric drift, the
sounds chosen being exquisite.

In the twentieth minute things take a darker turn and close on the heals of this change
another excellent sequence makes an entrance, cosmic lead lines relatively low in the
mix meandering around it. There is a very quiet start to "Frequency .018'. Solar winds
blow and little cosmic twitters fizz through the ether. It's very delicately done. Sounds
are allowed to hang and disappear whilst others are slowly layered over each other
but at no time does the sound stage appear cluttered. It's one blissful state of drift.
Eleven minutes just seem to fly by- a difficult thing to accomplish with atmospheric
music. At this point a rapid quite deep sequence comes in. We are still pretty much
out in space but this is a more active region.

Things are still in other worldly mode for “Solar Void'. The sequence starts to form in
the eighth minute developing into quite a chugging one which takes us close to the
finish. Is all this over indulgent? Of course it is! Some people will find that appealing
others (who probably aren't at all into Klaus Schulze anyway) will find it a turn off.

Patrick O’'Hearn / So Flows The Current

CD /52.02 mins

I©mvery glad that | didn©treview this
CD straightaway based on a couple of
cursory plays and a hatful of cliches.
OO©Hearn©music has always needed
time to grow on me and ©SoFlows the
Current©is no exception. My first
impression of mild disappointment at
the softer tones and more ambient
atmosphere that pervades the album
has now given way to the belief that it
is a classic. O©Hearnhas returned
to the more spontaneous method,
©althoughsome cut-and-paste editing
was done - in particular the looped
piano phrases on the title track - almost
everything is performed as heard,© and
he has returned to pre-midi centric recording and opted for a more ©liveand
acoustic orientation.© Allinstruments are flawlessly played throughout with a
great sense of economy and style.

©ALonely Place to be®©is a fragile, soothing, meditative piece with tranquil
washes and textures with sublimely beautiful acoustic guitar accompaniment.
The title track begins with repeated keyboard phrases before O©Hearn©s
excellent bass, David Torn©sprocessed guitar, rhythms and floating hypnotic
melodies weave themselves intricately into the mix gradually building in
understated intensity before gently fading into the ether. Pat Johnston©ssolo
cello dominates ©TheCold Sea©sEmbrace©which is a suitably classical
melancholic piece. ©Panningthe Sands©is more typically O©Hearnwith echoed
piano, pristine percussion effects and beautifully understated motif which steadily
evolves, complemented with acoustic instrumentation, including
guitars.Immaculately executed, it©sclassic Patrick O©Hearn. ©Beyonthe Moment©
is yet another gem with gentle acoustic guitars, instrumental effects, an achingly
evocative echoed piano motif and O©Hearn@distinctive bass. ©Alongthe
Waterfornt©in its use of guitar reminded me a little of ©TwinPeaks©and it is a
superbly crafted piece of panoramic picture music.

The melodramatic ©NorthwestPassage©effortlessly keeps up the standard with
more evocative themes, shimmering glissandos and wonderfully subtle
melodics. ©Likeso much Lost Time©is a melancholic tone poem of subtle
mystery which insinuates itself into your brain. ©TravelerORest©completes the
set with a return to the ©Twin Peaks®tyle phrasings, also reminiscent here of
Ry Cooder©sexcellent ©ParisTexas©soundtrack, but with O©Hearn©gademark
textures. This is a wonderfully heart-felt, spiritually uplifting, beautifully recorded
and performed album of sublimely meditative textural music. (SR)
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Gordon Rhyne & Zero Ohms / Ecstasis
CDR/ 6 tracks / 69.50 mins

Well, I'm put off even before | insert this
one in the player. Artwork that states
"Ambient Sleep Music' and "This music can
be used as a sleeping aid' makes it
another one of those CDs that is trying to
turn music into something deeper, more
meaningful than it warrants or even worse
‘medicinal’. To me it's all a load of
bollocks. Music should be listened to and
enjoyed, or not, for what it is. It's music
pure and simple please don't try and
elevate it onto some sort of higher plane- it
will always get my back up. There are
many CDs | have listened to that make me
want to fall asleep and what nearly all of
them have in common is that they are
simply tedious. Does the music found here work simply as music or does it bore me to
tears?

I won't review the tracks one by one as they all sound fairly similar and use the same
sort of formula. It's all pretty much on the same sound level with, as you would expect,
very little in the way of dynamics. The sound created is actually rather pleasant,
combining Overtone Vocals (sort of wordless textures - not easy to do I'm sure) with
drones, flute and very subtle percussion. What it reminded me of most though was a
vacuum cleaner- all be it a very mellow one- more Dyson than Hoover and also much
quieter. The tracks went by one by one with me rarely realising that one had moved
on to the next. | am not easily bored but it made TD's “Zeit' seem like heavy metal.
This sort of thing might work in California, and | am sure the musicians really believe
in what they are doing but in Yorkshire England it comes over as a load of tosh. (DL)

Hampshire Jam Preserved
Double CD / 13 tracks / 136.16 mins / £9.95

If you are a retro / Berlin School fan this will
be one of the most essential purchases all
year. In October last year there was a small
festival arranged by Steve Jenkins at
Liphook in Hampshire, England. Attending
this event were four of the biggest names in
Sequencer driven music, Under The Dome,
Free System Project, RMI and AirSculpture
as well as Headshock (Paul Nagle and Tim
Rafferty). As many people will know by now
when Paul is involved expect anything - but
more of that later.

Under the Dome began with ©Launch®,
previously only to be found on the Promo
CD ©Harmonized®©. And what a good version
it is too. A superb deep bass sequence
rumbles forth and another melodic one bounces over the top. The
lead lines are just wonderful, a little like early Jarre. The next track
O ©Drift© was previously only available on the Official Jodrell Bank
@ Bootleg CDR. As you would expect its a real floater. Next we get a
b short but storming extract of their current version of ©Hell© from one of
the Neu Harmony label©s best selling CDs ©The Demon Haunted
World©. The lead lines and sequences combining to create quite a storm which
merges in with a completely new track ©Solar Gravity©. Indeed every other bit of music
to be found over this entire two CD set is new stuff! But back to the UTD newie, its a
real corker. The sequences reverberate menacingly whilst an excellent lead line, with
their signature all over it, floats over the top. The sequences become even beefier
without destroying their melodic quality. Everything increases in intensity to eventually
end in an explosion. Brilliant!

Free System Project are represented by the seventeen minute ©Siren®. It begins with
windy / wavey sounds. We then get a host of cosmic effects. To this are added some
©Encore®© type Mellotron touches which swell over a heavy sequence. To say this is
VERY mid 70©s Tangerine Dream sounding would be an understatement. There is an
exquisite balance between the delicate lead lines and thunderous pulsations. The
sequences mutate wonderfully throughout the piece making it a real roller coaster ride
full of thrills and excitement. The three musicians did an awesome job in keeping what
sounds like an extremely complex piece so together.

Now for Headshock. For a start | will always remember Paul©s glow in the dark
fluorescent hair! The set was a combination of genius and madness. | would probably
have picked a different selection of tracks but what is included here is still excellent.
The beginning of ©Phone Home® is rather crazy being a recording of an ©out of his
head© message Paul left on someone©s answering machine. From this emerges a
sequence and a combination of growling and cosmic sounds. Tim©s guitar can be
heard low in the mix surrounded by a steady slow rhythm and percussive effect. Its all
rather relaxed until a sequence re-emerges. This time its a slow one but spot on
getting my feet to move in time to it. The guitar gives a dark edge but never
dominates. Some other rather effective lead lines and a splashing rhythm add yet
another thrilling dimension. We then get a short bridging piece called ©Twilight© made
up of a collage of weird echoing samples. ©Darkness© takes over and its the best track
from the Headshock set. From an eerie beginning it becomes more upbeat with a
superb rhythm / sequence combination. Its like a deep pulse to which is added an
equally fantastic five note loop. The pace quickens increasing the intensity still further.
The track just drips menace. ©Slow Bong® is a beautiful piece. An acoustic guitar
initially picks out the melody over contrasting dark drones- bird sound samples in the
background. Its as if we are listening to the calm after the storm. The dark clouds float
away, all is still except a gentle summer rain.

Disc two is taken up almost exactly half and half by RMI and AirSculpture. They both
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provided sets that no-one who was there will ever forget. Anyway the Massacre guys
first. ©Pipe®© begins with dark drones and the faint sound of a chanting mob. Gary©s
guitar emits growling effects as Duncan creates cosmic sounds. A rhythm then slowly
starts up and its Steve behind a proper drum kit! He and Gary them both let rip the
beats coming thick and fast as the guitar thunders forth over electronic colouring. My
God this is heavy stuff, much more like crazed Ash Ra Tempel than the usual RMI we
are used to but boy was it exciting! In the fifth minute the fantastic mayhem subsides
and a slow brooding sequence starts up. The guitar is now more melodic and the
drumming restrained. A second much faster sequence is added to the first. The
excitement continues to build. In the twelfth minute vast tron sounds add yet another
wonderful layer. Lovely strummed guitar gets ©Let Me Hear You Say Yeah© underway
but within the first minute the foot is put on the accelerator and another sequence
hurtles forth, quickly joined by another. Bass rumbles in the background, the guitar
taking the lead. This is certainly pulse quickening stuff- designed to be played loud -
very loud in fact! ©Roxette Lost in Liphook®© is back to the live drumming and rock guitar
licks. There is even what sounds like an actual bass guitar but I©m sure it must be
synth as | can©t remember Duncan picking up the bass. This is much closer to a tight
Kraut Rock track than EM but as | was into this sort of stuff (though probably not as
well done as this) before EM I©m not complaining. Its a real fun track.

Laser fire and accompanying space noises dominate the first few seconds of
AirSculpture©s mammoth thirty seven minute ©Red Symmetry Machine®©. Within a very
short period of time however an intense sequence starts up surrounded by a barrage
of lead lines and sounds. Its all so blissfully overdosed taking even what was found on
©Quark Soup®© a stage further. AirSculpture are a band who are going through
something of a high at the moment and many people | have spoken to say that this
track represents their finest material to date and with the legacy they have already
built up this is quite a claim to make- and yet | would be tempted to agree with them. It
sounds as if all three of them are going mental and yet it all goes together so well. In
the seventh minute things are stripped down but still extremely powerful with the
introduction of a wonderful rhythm and another excellent sequence- what a fantastic
change! Another sequence is added. We hold a steady pattern before a gradual
slowing down as the sequences fade into thick swirling pads. Another slow ©dripping®
sequence is added in the fifteenth minute along with a shuffling rhythm. Feedback
effects give the occasional raw edge then another sequence enters and we gently
bounce along. In the twenty-fourth minute the sequences become extremely urgent
again and distorted guitar sounds growl out

For the rest of the track the sequences (loads of them) and rhythms become gradually
more immense. More heavy rhythms are added with eight minutes to go, we have
stepped up yet another gear (and | thought we were already in top). Solar flares and
explosive leads are hurled forth and yet there is still more to come! The guys were
going crazy behind the keyboards - even half dead Pete (read the sleeve notes).
Wonderful, amazing, fantastic foundation shaking stuff! Of course you don©t have to
have this track in your collection - like hell you don®t! (DL)

Tangerine Dream / Astoria Theatre London F eb 15th
2003 Special Release

Numbered Ltd Edition CD Single / 3 tracks / 18.49 mins

As well as the biggest anti-war
demonstration in our history, February 15th
also marked the return of Tangerine Dream
to the Astoria London. Upon entering the
venue my heart sank as | observed a very
long queue snaking towards the exits,
thirsty TD fans lining up for their beer or fast
food? No!

No queue at the bar or food outlet could be
seen, this was for the merchandise stall !
Fans were digging deep in their pockets to
buy their TD watches, reissues of ©The
Keep®© and what seems to now be a
traditional event, the limited edition pre-
release single. Leaving aside the gig itself
for a future review, there is no doubt that
this release will become a collector©s item regardless of the music on offer and also
provides a tantalising glimpse of what we can expect on the next Dream Mixes
release as T D again revisit and reinvent their past. ©Exit© is the first port of call as the
impressive ©From Kiev with Love®© kick starts with extra textures, and most significantly,
drums! Basically the track is a scissors and paste exercise of the key elements of the
original but there are some new ingredients to the mix which make it interesting
enough and there is no doubting the power of the expansive chords, which resonated
loudly when performed live.

©Gate of Saturn®© is from the forthcoming ©Mota Atma®©, which has already had very
encouraging early reports, and starts off in more tranquil vein until fast and furious
drums are added by way of complete contrast and trademark expansive themes are
repeated. Some maintain that this is a grower but I©m not quiteotally convinced yet
but it©s not at all bad.

©Meta Morph Magic©, another Dream Mixes previewmetamorphises a TD classic
©Thru Metamorphic Rocks© and adds more melody, drums, samples, sirens, strings
and concludes with the same crash that starts ©Kiev©. The original was the result of a
happy accident in the studio, you could argue that this is a little overcooked, but it©s
never less than interesting.

Overall, an interesting glimpse into the forthcoming TD releases and a certain
collector©s item which will increase in value steeply when the 1000imited edition runs
out. Order promptly to avoid disappointment. (SR)
