Under The Dome / Wot No Colin?

CD /12 tracks / 73.44 mins

This is one hell of a powerful CD! It
combines tracks from both the
Hampshire Jam 2 and National
Space Centre performances played
completely live without any pre-
recorded backing. There are two new
numbers plus the sequencer
dominated tracks from ‘The Demon
Haunted World' and ‘Bellerophon’,
most of the pieces running into each
other without a break. Indeed it is a
sequencer fest to end all sequencer
fests!

Unfortunately Colin Anderson was not
present on either of these recordings (thus the title)
SmCJ therefore the remaining band member Grant Middleton

needed some assistance. Paul Nagle, Andy Bloyce (from
hoic Kubusschnitt) and Steve Jenkins were drafted in to help
C Q and because of the new line ups the tracks have quite a
different ‘feel’ to the album versions. The sequences tend
to be ‘bigger', the mood meaner and melodies more intense, sometimes
quite markedly so. What you don't get on this CD is drift; it is power EM
almost all the way through. An example of the added oomph can be heard
straight away with the opener ‘Launch’ sporting a new and additional
rhythm which drives it forward with even more energy than on the original
(which was pretty awesome anyway). ‘Return’ is extended by about 75%.
The sounds used on the main melody sound quite a bit different making
things seem more joyous and triumphant than before and a completely
new more moody ending is added.

FV-T loses the samples including the intro and end. We are straight into a
bass sequence and lead melody but the biggest difference is in the guitar
parts. The acoustic guitar (and piano for that matter) disappear entirely
and electric guitar is given much more bight, almost growling from time to
time. Completely devastating! ‘C-57D' on the other hand is without the

mournful guitar part of the original and again gets straight into the
sequence. It sounds slightly stripped down but more in yer face. We get
the first of the new tracks next, ‘Dream Sequence'. An almost Morse code
type warning sequence slowly increases in intensity. It gradually morphs
until a delightful delicate lead chimes up. Indeed this is probably the
tenderest moment on the entire album. The sequence carries on
regardless providing the perfect backing for the melodies. The following
number ‘Watch the Skies' is another newy. From a loud dramatic
beginning of massed pads a delicate slow melody rings out, each note
echoing into the distance. Indeed this track contains some of the best
melodies UTD have ever penned. Even so the sequences are just as
impressive, a bright one bouncing over the top whilst a lovely slow bass
one rumbles underneath. Yet another sequence is added in the middle of
the mix as the wow factor is increased still further. Awesome, simply
awesome!

Now we get a somewhat condensed version of ‘The Aeon's day'. The
initial sequence is one of the deepest most bass laden | have ever heard
from UTD. To start with it sounds very different to the original but
eventually becomes more recognisable. From the end of this track we
rumble seamlessly into ‘The Long Rain'. Though all the recognisable
elements are there the emphasis of each layer in the mix seems quite a
bit different, if anything providing an even more melancholy and brooding
effect. Deep, deep sequences get ‘The Bridge' underway. This is actually
the second more energetic half of the track. Further sequences are added
then the guitar enters. It is hardly noticed to start off with just providing
part of the underlying rumble but then really let's rip, replacing the
traditional lead but fitting with the rest of the ‘don't mess with me' feel
perfectly. ‘Hell starts up even before the previous track finishes. It
condenses the over twenty minute number into just seven. This mix
emphasises all the important elements of the original but with added
driving rhythm and an even more intense searing lead line. Another slab
of brilliance! ‘Solar Gravity' is a wonderful swirling mass of throbbing
sequences and energetic guitar with that little bit more mayhem (in the
best possible sense of the word) than before, ending the set off with that
all important explosion.

If you are a fan of retro sequencer music this CD is absolutely essential. If
you haven't tried Under The Dome before (what is wrong with you!?) it is
an excellent place to start. (DL)

Ron Berry / Wastelands
CDR /4 tracks / 52.10 mins

The chiming of a gong gets
“Eastwinds' underway. As the
reverberations fade into the distance
nice thick analogue drones take over,
occasionally punctuated by more
metallic clangs. In the fourth minute
the pace picks up as the track
becomes more rhythmic and a
slightly “Oriental' sounding thanks to
an excellent lead line.

In the seventh minute things become

calmer again as we float on a carpet

of lovely windy pads and metallic

shimmers. The lead line then comes
back being even more effective in this tranquil setting. Within the last four
minutes the rhythm returns, being just a brooding rumble to start off with
but then developing quite an oomph accompanied by yet another
excellent lead. "Spectre of the Ruin' appropriately begins with the sounds
of a ghostly landscape late at night. Things become quite dramatic then
the atmosphere changes completely with the introduction of a very moody
organ lead line. The combination of sounds is stunning. The lead soon
fades away however and we are back to swirling mists and more of the
haunted moorland.

A slow pulse starts up, as do abrasive scraping noises over deep drones.
We then get yet another twist as a lovely melodic loop comes in over slow
tuneful pads. This piece keeps you guessing throughout its ten minute
duration, every second a gem. The title track starts slowly, building the
mood gradually but also very effectively, setting things up perfectly for the
introduction of another excellent melodic loop. An equally effective lead
line rings out over the top, moodiness and "attitude' again being the order
of the day. The seventh minute sees the existing elements departing as
we are left with shimmering metallic drones. Four minutes later slow but
purposeful rhythms come in along with more great moody melodies. Early
80s Tangerine Dream very much came to mind. This comparison
becomes even more apt as the pace is picked up and develops into quite
an infectious groove.

“The Deserted Tower' is a short track finishing things off with the most
atmospheric few minutes on the album. It takes us to the very deepest
regions of the cosmos, just the odd drone here, percussive effect there
with plenty of space given for each sound to make the fullest impact. This
is my favourite Ron Berry CD | have heard so far (even better that "Osiris")
and is thus a very good place to start if you are interested in exploring this
artists work. (DL)

Ken Martin / Berlin Impressions Vols 1 & 2
Double CDR / 11 tracks / 90.28 mins

Ever since Ken released the highly
successful “Berlin Impressions Vol 3'
| have been asked if | could get
volumes 1 and 2. Well now the
answer is yes! They have been
packages together in this two CD set
with a similar style of artwork to the
album already released. Solar winds
and cosmic shimmers gently float
from the speakers as "Welcome to
the Kosmos' gets underway.

Tranquil pads rise and fall in this

wonderful montage of classic 70's

inspired sounds. In the fifth minute
things become even deeper and darker, ghostly spectres flying above the
brooding backing. This lasts for about three minutes before the mood
lightens again with the introduction of ethereal pads which take us close
to the end. Hardly surprisingly given its title "The Stars and Beyond'
keeps us in deep space. A gorgeous celestial organ sound, similar to
something from "Zeit' took me to a blissed out heaven. Twelve minutes of
cosmic perfection. A similar theme is continued over into “Galactic
Chaos', the organ sound has departed but we get loads of electronic
twitters, solar flare type effects and bright metallic drones. A faint
sequence can be heard in the background but doesn't develop or intrude
on the peaceful float. The sound palate this time is much more that or
early seventies Schulze.

“Aurora’ introduces gentle floating melodies over a dark bass drone. It's
simply gorgeous but still as spaced out as the rest of the album. It
reminded me a little of some of the more atmospheric early Neuronium.
We finish the first disc with "Presence’. Sounds hang in the air over a
sparse backing of stellar winds. A little melody is added with just a hint of
melancholy.

It's pretty much more of the same for the second disc. "LFO's and UFO's’
uses bubbling effects, twitters and metallic drones. In the fourth minute a
delicate crystalline lead comes in gently floating over the top. It really hits
the spot. "V2' begins in a more haunted region of space, the sounds are
rather breezy coming directly at you rather than caressing the mind as on
the previous number. In the fourth minute pads are added with a wordless
vocal type effect, the underlying drones again reminded me of some of
Klaus Schulze's early albums. Little runs of notes fizz from through the air
at the beginning of “Prismatic Reflections'. These are mixed with swirling
drones conjuring up rather colourful psychedelic images in the mind. It is
a well titled piece. Things change markedly in the last couple of minutes
however as it now seems that the rainbow colours have been banished,
deep drones throbbing as if clouds are gathering for a storm.

We return to more cosmic twitters and solar flares for the beginning of
“The Berlin Thing' Bright drones form a base over which slow but
triumphant organ sounding melodic pads form and become the main
feature. "Chromatic Movements' is very slow and relaxing but also
spiritual. Music for a cosmic cathedral | suppose! “Scence' is even more
chilled using yet more windy pads but with a faint undulating bass line low
in the mix finishing this double CD set off in a similar mood to how we
started. (DL)

Rob Gould / Wookey

CDR/ 21 tracks / 49.35 mins

This is a soundtrack to a film by
Gavin Newman and seriously
impressive it is too. If you are into
the likes of Michael Neil or Bjorn
Lynne's recent “Return to Witchwood'
then you should give it a try. There
might be a lot of tracks but the
running order is excellent ensuring
that the album holds together well as
a single entity. A heartbeat pulses
from the speakers accompanied by
heavy aqualung breathing.

These disappear to be replaced by

vast symphonic pads which fade
away as a lovely melodic piano lead line comes in. Deep bass strings get
the second piece underway. The mood lightens somewhat as bright and
ethereal pads mix together to give a feeling of grandeur. The piano
returns adding a gentle touch. The next piece is one of the shorter ones.
It's rather spooky, ghostly wails mixing with dark effects. From this
interlude we return to more massed symphonics. After swirling electronics
we get a piece based around gentle guitar licks with dark and windy
atmospherics in the background, all rather Pink Floyd | thought. We travel
through space for a few seconds then go through another rather ethereal
section building up to a really big dramatic sound. Another excellent piano
melody is accompanied by an uplifting backing. Guitar is again heard on
the next section but it plays a supporting role to more wonderful massed
string sounds. Following further atmospheric electronics the whole
orchestra returns, a fantastic almost weeping electric guitar soaring over
the top. What a gem of a track this is.

After spooky effects we get a relaxed and extremely pleasant piano based
piece. More wonderful, moody, echoing guitar gives way to swirling
cosmic electronics then another excellent symphonic / ethereal
combination of sounds and a soft slow melody. We now return to Pink
Floyd territory, the guitar adding just that right amount of colour with a
little bite. A bright sequence starts up on the following number over which
is added a wordless vocal and more top-notch guitar work. The next to
last track is the longest at over seven minutes and is really a superb
bringing together many of the previous elements and themes. We finish
as we started with a heartbeat and aqualung. (DL)

Mantacoup / Equinox

CDR /11 tracks / 65.52 mins

This is the latest offering from the
Databloem sub label Dataobscura
and what an interesting release it is
too! If you are into inventive but also
fairly accessible cutting edge
electronica it should be for you.
“Shamool' gets underway with a cool
infectious beat emerging out of
chaotic percussion. Bell type tones
float above it all, slowly fading away,
providing a stark contrast to the
underlying layers.

Without a break we move straight
into "Sap'. From a beginning of windy
pads a percussive melodic loop forms and a very delicate melody
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beautifully falls into place. Even though it is quite a simple track in many
ways it drew me in and kept me hooked in a similar way to some of
Roedelius' work. “Koft' kicks off with another infectious modern ambient
type beat. It is wonderfully produced, starting and stopping at just the right
times, keeping the listener on his toes. The backing sounds are extremely
subtle but spot on. Yet again | was captivated. This is modern Electronic
Music at its very best. "Wodge' is in complete contrast to the earlier tracks
as a plucked string melody settles over shimmering pads accompanied by
gentle percussion. A slow bass / snare rhythm joins in but doesn't
dominate too much, just providing a little structure. It's a rather beautiful
relaxing number.

“Extrol' on the other hand is very different being a collage of looped clicks,
backward type sounds and other effects. “Tres-Bas' combines a high
register drone with a bass throb. Dark, slow melodic pads are layered
over the top. It's very moody, almost melancholy. "Vrombir' lasts less than
a minute and yet is probably the most experimental track sounding like
some of the weirder Cluster. ‘Bern' has a similar feel to "Tres-Bas'.
“Luena’ on the other hand is, again, very different. Echoing bell tones drift
into the ether over very subtle colouring provided sparingly but at just the
right moment and with perfect emphasis in the mix. It's another intriguing
but also captivating track.

“Xingu' follows straight on as does the final number "Coimbra’. They are
the most cosmic and floating tracks here that wouldn't have been out of
place on a Robert Rich or Vidna Obmana album. If you have liked the
other Databloem label recordings | would have thought you would like
this. It is my favourite so far. (DL)

Ron Berry / Nightscape
CDR /11 tracks / 66.04 mins

With this album we come more up to
date with his work, being recorded in
2001. Itis a little like a sandwich. The
first three and last three tracks being
the most upbeat with a slower, drifty,
mellow filling. A bouncy rather jolly
rhythm mixes with tuneful piano and
flute then a sort of virtual sax on
“After Five'. It is certainly very
different to anything | have heard
Ron do before. It's almost easy
listening, ideal for accompanying a
TV holiday program.

"Rock On' is just as easy to get on
with. It chugs along nicely. A pleasant, even playful, lead using a sound
which sometimes comes over like a flute then at others a clarinet, takes
centre stage with piano support. "City Lights' is a gently percussive
number. Panpipe and trumpet sounds combine together to keep the mood
as ‘light' as on the rest of the album. The tracks that | thought worked
best however were those in the middle such as the acoustic guitar
sounding "Close Encounters' and the flute lead “Touchy Feely'. Both are
delicate and quite beautiful. They are still rather easy listening but with an
excellent moodiness. The latter was even a little like Jonn Serrie or even
Peter Seiler. “Satin Sheets' is a harp dominated piece with synth colouring
S0 as such it was inevitable that Lisa Franco came to mind. The pace
picks up again for the final three tracks.

"Motorway Madness' and "Cool Night Breeze' are somewhat funky in both
rhythm and sax lead. "9 to 5' however has a rather infectious, though
more conventional (for EM anyway) melody. It's a CD which would have
been very much at home on the IC label. Pleasant, maybe too much so
for some and in no way challenging. (DL)

Current / Communion
CD/ 15 tracks / 68.48 mins

This is the latest album from Current
and is their best so far. Below you
will find reviews of my favourite
tracks but the others aint bad either.
“Communion- before reality' is a sort
of introduction to the album. It is
based around a slow tinkling
sequence with the sound of waves
gently breaking on the shore.

“Ghost Trip' stokes up a much
meaner sequence with slow rhythmic
backing. It has an extremely cool
feel to it. The pace quickens in the
second minute and an excellent
processed sample of the title is repeated from time to time forming part of
an effective hook. | was already going to say this would be the “single'
from the album then | realised that it actually is! It can be bought as such
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along with two further mixes of the track. "Crossfield' is just as easy to get
on with. It is gently rhythmic with an excellent bass line then everything is
stripped down to let the lovely little melodies shine through.

Like its predecessor a very effective groove is developed and it is hard to
stop your head and feet moving to the music. Another good bass line
emerges out of shimmering pads on "Plaza Circular'. Little high register
melodies float over the top giving the whole thing a rather laid back
dreamy feeling. "No Sign of Life' continues in a similar mood but this time
the main feature is a gorgeous piano melody and an intriguing vocoded
vocal. “Sunday Sunburn' picks up the pace a little. The rhythm is superb
and is another infectious body mover but not too dominating or overly
speedy. “Sign/Alien' is in real contrast as it is a short cosmic interlude.

“Sign/Human' is another short number, this time based around a heart
beat type rhythm but it packs quite a bit into the two minute duration with
an enjoyable lead line and gentle pads hitting the spot perfectly. A
heavyish rhythm emerges out of swirling distorted vocal samples on
“Minor Abstraction' which develops into a top-notch melodic chugger that
you can really let yourself go to. Great for air drumming too! "“Communion-
Presence' is an atmospheric spacey finish with soft tones slowly fading
into the distance punctuated by little squelchy electronic effects, though |
could have done without the spoken text near the end but that is a minor
quibble.

To sum up, this is a seriously enjoyable CD (especially the first half).
Music for today rather than retro. Gently rhythmic with subtle melodies,
yet full attitude. Highly recommended. (DL)

Circular / Divergent

CD / 18 tracks / 65.38 minutes

Circular is the side project of Neural
Network's Jostein Dahl Gjelsvik
along with Bjarte Andreassen. Even
though there are eighteen index
points the music, for the most part,
flows together as one long track.
From atmospheric dark aquatic
beginnings we slowly rise to the
surface with the sound of the wind
and water lapping on the shore.

Deep drones and percussive effects

then mix together to create quite an

eerie, alone late at night in a derelict

harbour, type feel. A slow squelchy
rhythmic loop starts up low in the mix which is then replaced by a more
mechanical sounding one. We then get a vocal sample informing us that
“the sun is coming up in twenty minutes'. The next set of images created
in the mind however are much more cosmic. Metallic percussives develop
into the soft chiming of a gong surrounded by sonic shimmers and other
clanging effects. Next we get some rather odd psychological commentary.
Maybe this album is as much about one's inner space as out of this world
concepts. The sound of a warning bell combines with more dark effects
and percussives developing quite a sinister and uneasy feel. A storm and
gentle rain now drive away what had become a really intense section of
the CD.

Deep bass drones then provide a background over which nice soothing,
faintly melodic, pads drift. An infectious rhythmic loop starts up as we
enter the most accessible passage of the album so far. It isn't too forceful
though, placed just right in the mix. The storm can still be heard in the
background though it is more relaxing than aggressive. More loops
continue through to the next section. This time they have a rather
shuffling quality and the warning bell returns as the mood seems to be
getting uneasy again. From uneasy we move to strange as soft deep
drones compete with what sounds like a needle coming to the end of an
LP hissing and clicking but not picking up.

We are kept on our toes as a return is made to a rather clangy sector of
the cosmos. You never know what to expect next. | certainly wouldn't
have predicted a soft breezy flute sound for instance but that is exactly
what we get- over a bass line of the double bass variety. This all lasts only
about a minute however before cosmic twitters, sax and more strident
flute make am entrance. “Alpha Centauri' updated by thirty years
perhaps?! A few seconds of drumming next (of course!) then something
about being' in an institution'- well of course we are! Soft pads normalise
proceedings for a time before footsteps and the creaking of doors return
us to darker realms. Computer type bleeps and twitters follow on then a
soft, quite faint, rhythmic loop pleasantly hangs there rather than intrudes.
It isn't long before we return to more on the edge of nightmare stuff.

Windy drones conjure up pictures of a futuristic subway then loads of
cosmic twitters and effects take us back to space. The last piece is
curious indeed as it stands apart from the rest as a separate track which
is both gently rhythmic and melodic. It is rather delicate and quite
beautiful actually and even though | am sure there are good reasons why



it was included it seemed to have nothing to do with the rest of the album
which was one hell of a deeply atmospheric and often disturbing trip. (DL)

Various / Collection 2 - Moving
CD /11 tracks / 69.28 mins

Some of the artists / bands on this
CD | have heard of before but most
are new to me. It is the second
sampler by the databloem label and
they certainly have a good ear for
inventiveness and quality within what
could loosely be called the ambient
genre. The first track “Sap' by
Mantacoup was recently reviewed
along with their excellent album
"Equinox' so check there for further
details.

"Nano' by Carbon Boy contrasts a
very nice though quite complex
melody with slow subtle rhythmic loops. It's very effective but also rather
relaxing. We then get what | think is a new track by databloem main act
The Circular Ruins. "Empathy Test' combines an intriguing array of
sounds which seem to have many layers. Soft drones dominate but quite
a rapid loop / sequence can be heard low in the mix fighting for attention
amongst other sonic effects and faint samples. It's the sort of track which
you discover more about with each listen. Pulsations very slowly bubble to
the surface out of a most tranquil setting of gentle pads on "Displaying
Movements' by Spielerei.

They become the main feature taking the track forward at quite a pace. |
loved it and even though it was nowhere near a powerhouse of a track |
still found my head nodding to it. Best track on the CD so far. We then go
on to another highlight with "Sopra’ by Saul Stokes. It is the best track |
have heard from him though must admit to being a little out of touch with
his most recent works. It is highly melodic both in loop and lead line;
though inventive and delicate it never becomes twee. It wouldn't have
been out of place on a Roedelius album. "China Radio Sunshine' by
Psychetropic is probably the most infectious number here. Loop after loop
fitting in so well together with a little echoing lead line hitting the spot
perfectly. The compiler of this album has done a wonderful job with the
running order so that it works well as a CD in its own right not just a
disjointed collection. "Qulina’ by ENV/(itre) uses soft bell like tones as an
introduction over which a lazy rhythm pulses out. It is joined by another
creating a sort of off beat effect. There is a lovely section of tranquil float
in the middle from which the track gradually reforms. “Mipoetri' by
Makunouchi Bento starts with sampled French text from which a slow
loping rhythm emerges. Must admit this one didn't quite light my candle.
No doubt | have missed the point but it all seemed a bit messy and didn't
really do enough to hold my attention.

Misty Hills by “Subradial’ repeats a hypnotic series of notes. Rhythms are
added, one shuffling the other percussive with a long fade. It's a very
atmospheric number reminding me of a forest landscape late at night.
Gradually "‘Bead Game' by Vir Unis becomes more and more rhythmic,
subtle staccato beat after staccato beat getting under the skin with soft
pads hovering above it all. "Elumina’ by Cyscape is one of the most laid
back tracks here. The pulsations are extremely subtle and overall the
sound is rather sparse. It is quite a chilled way to finish. (DL)

Biosphere / Shenzhou
CD /12 tracks / 56.30 mins

Apparently the first ten pieces are
based on orchestral works by Claude
Debussy. Whether he would have
approved or would be spinning in his
grave, | don't know though | would
guess the latter! Well, the title track
certainly is intriguing consisting of
looped brass and string sounds
being played very quietly.

“Spindrift' also has a rather low
volume. Again strings are deployed
(some sounding if they are played
backwards). It settles into an
undulating pattern with white noise
backing. It's all fairly minimalistic stuff. "Ancient Campfire' deploys more
individually recognisable string and even clarinet lines so it is a little more
tuneful. The sound of crackling flames gradually gets louder in the mix as
does the ticking of a clock. This is extremely atmospheric in the same
way as Waller Carlos' "Sonic Seasonings'. It really is a very inventive and
effective number. The “tick' eventually develops to become much more
than that, a percussive line which holds together everything around it
eventually becoming the main focus and drive of the number. Wonderful

stuff. "Heat Leak' is suitably sultry, soft drones and heat shimmers mixing
well. It's another very minimilistic offering. "Houses on the Hill' initially sets
new records with the lowness of the volume, the main loop reminding me
a little of the opener. From time to time there is an almost imperceptible
swelling of the volume but it then settles down to gentle undulations of
string sounds. "Two Ocean Plateau' is the most orchestral sounding piece
so far but it is still restrained. “Thermal Motion' on the other hand is the
most “electronic'. Bright metallic shimmers and almost buzzing, insect
like, pads giving a late night tropical feel. *Path Leading to the high Grass'
uses pizzicato effects over soft bowed strings and subtle percussion.

It and the next track "Fast Atoms Escape' are the most genuinely
“classical' sounding pieces here. Indeed the later could actually be a short
shippet from a recording of one of Debussy's pieces just looped time after
time with another slightly longer different section also looped and placed
over the top. Curious. Massed stings gently swell on "Green Reflections'.
It's all very gentle and relaxing. We then move to the first of the two tracks
not inspired by Claude. "Bose-Einstein Condensation' is more like a
modern piano piece with the instrument used for its percussive abilities
rather than to form a melody. It's rather short and certainly different to
what had gone before but not too intrusive- though certainly strange.
“Gravity Assist' is something of a montage of drones, metallic percussion
and odd sounds; maybe processed samples or even created direct from
an electronic source. Having said that there was a sort of fascinating
pattern to it all which held my attention more than some of the earlier
tracks which instead acted as true ambient music, that is something to
have playing whilst you are doing other things. Sort of like a soundtrack to
daily activity. (DL)

Current / Musik

CD / 14 tracks / 69.25 mins

This disc slipped by me unnoticed
when it was first released, but I'm
glad to have recently discovered it.
Current is Robert Solheim, and these
14 tracks are a cool assortment of
melodic electronic music. "Robin’ is
named for the little girl speaking on it,
as light synths bounce around and
get the disc off to a low-key but
effective beginning. Punchy bass
tones lend a dance sensibility to it.

“Ships In My Backyard' has a

shuffling backbeat and more hip
synth tones. Virtually every track is very relaxed and mellow, but even the
most atmospheric tracks like “Stellar' and “Carpet Magic' have some kind
of a beat running through them. Each piece is a gem, carefully conceived
and orchestrated. "Unknown Destination' has a steady rhythm and bright
piano and could pass as a melodic Spyra track. ‘Brightness' is just that,
with a light sound and an upbeat mood and pace. Sparser, shorter tracks
like "Beginning To End' and "Still Waving' are equally good, the former
sounding somewhat like fellow Norwegian act Biosphere. There is an
engaging playfulness and yet thoughtfulness throughout. No particular
track stands out, but the sum is greater than the individual parts. Musik is
a solid collection of very good melodic EM. (PD)

Vietgrove / The Little Apocrypha

CD / 8 tracks (plus out-takes) / 78.23 mins

“A Sonick journey in 8 parts”
Vietgrove return with a distinctive
blend of prog guitar and electronica
that is quite unique. ©La Casa Sul
lago Della Luna®© begins with lead
guitar and rhythm guitar, bass and
synth lines which fades into a
beautiful choral tapestry into which
keyboard emroidery is added and
echoed chiming guitars.

The overall sound has a retro lyrical

and pastoral feel in places not unlike

medieval prog band Gryphon but

instead of crumhorns and recorders,
Vietgrove use guitars and synths. ©Cydonia© nudges the sound closer to
progressive rock with strong lead guitar lines, mellotron and drums. The
middle section features some interesting keyboard work before the guitars
return only this time with more power and bite before receding into more
keyboard work this time reminiscent of early Genesis circa ©Trespass© with
some fine soloing and good deployment of light and shade in the finest
tradition of prog rock.

By this stage you will know if this is for you. Personally, I like this album

The fact that
key tracks here could easily be used as a soundtrack for a history programme about
the Battle of Naseby inspiring images of Olde Englande is encouraged by the
language of the sleeve notes describing the music, accurately as electronick /
progressive music. ©The House on Moon Lake® is a shorter highly atmospheric piece,
in contrast to the more rhythmic and guitar driven ©Felix Culpa©.©The Concerts of the
Pleiades®© concludes the main set and maintains the standards sets previously and in
places surpasses them.

The album then contains various demos and alternative endings to fill up the
remaining space on the disc. A highly enjoyable album for those whose tastes cross
over into instrumental progressive music and yearn to hear mellotrons, synths and
guitars played in a traditionale style harkening back to days of yore when synths had
instructions in latin and music was played on black shiny diskes with covers depicting
knights of yore battling dragons. Welcome back Vietgrove. (SR)

Principal of Silence / Live
CD /5 tracks / 47.29 mins + bonus video track

Principle of Silence is actually
vidnaObmana with jazz musician Joris De
Backer on double bass, strings, and
chanting. As usual, vidnaObmana
contributes his favorite toys, the fujaras, as
well as electric guitar, voice, and
atmospheres. It plays very much like a
vidnaObmana solo CD, and a good one at
that.

This is a true live recording in real time, no
overdubs. In fact, these two tried to create
something in the studio, and found it simply
wasn't working. Spontaneity was required
to bring the project to fruition. The end
result is lush ambient textures with a
symbiotic complexity to it. Sometimes De
Backer gently plucks his double bass, other times he uses a bow. In fact, in the 11-
minute bonus video clip, "The Fall,' one gets to see them simultaneously using their
bows, De Backer on his vintage-looking standing double bass, and vidnaObmana on
his contemporary electric guitar. If you've never seen vidnaObmana in concert, | can
attest from experience that the video clip is much like being there. This is a typical
setting for one of his shows, an intimate church sanctuary with a small but very
appreciative crowd. As ambient music goes, this is serious heady stuff, with a quality
not unlike chamber music. On occasion | find vidnaObmana's serious complex works
a bit too dark and dissonant for my taste, but that isn't the case here.

Though a bit melancholy, it is not depressing, and is quite relaxing in its own way. It is
mostly floaty, but “The Underneath' does have some tribal beats as well. *Choral,' on
the other hand, is nearly all strings, enhanced with wordless vocals. The double bass
makes several appearances, and is particularly dominant on "Netherworld.' | really like
the effect of mixing the atmospheric electronics with the double bass. If | were to
describe vidnaObmana's music in terms of colour, | would always say it is gray, like
the stark cover art on this CD. But there are many shades of gray, and he explores
them all thoroughly and expertly. (PD)

Stephan Whitlan / Map Reference
CD / mega deal £6.95

One of the first things which always strikes
me about this album is the packaging. It's
one of those CDs which almost obliges you
to appraise it visually rather than simply
bunging it on and hitting the start button.
The on-CD graphics are superb,
complementing the back cover visuals, and
the fold out booklet is a feast of
entertainment with great pictures and
plenty to read.

The opening track is the epic “The second
hand swept away the time that could never
be recovered', and at a touch over 20
minutes long this album wastes no time in
presenting its credentials. In the previous
review | describe it is as “one of the most
infectiously brilliant tracks you are ever likely to hear” which | still
think sums things up perfectly. Usually when presented with such an
O expansive piece the sequences and rhythms are the feature aspects,

Keller & Schonwalder / The Two Piece Box
CD / mega deal £6.95

The first track is completely outstanding. All
those who loved “Concerts' should go for
this big style. Again Klaus Schulze very
much comes to mind, in every department,
sequences, underlying effects, lead lines
etc. | suppose | am thinking mainly of his
‘Body Love' period. This isn't quite as
relentless however. The attention is
grabbed at all times. Please notice that the
album is credited to Keller / Schonwalder
not Keller and Schonwalder. This is
because the two pieces here are solos.
The first "Another Temptation' is by Detlef
Keller, the second "The Quiet Room' is by
Mario Schonwalder. It does rather blow my
theory out of the water however that these
two can only be at their best when creating music together. “Another
Temptation' sounds just as if it could have come off their last
collaboration album, it is at least of that quality and yet Detlef did it all
on his tod. Shows what a talented and versatile artist he is. Just let
yourself flow with his latest creation. The lead that comes in at eleven
minutes is pure Schulze though | can't remember which album (a little
from "Timewind' and a little from *X'?). At thirteen minutes you will reach even greater
heights and it keeps drawing you in getting better and better. A bass rhythm (not
dance) comes in at twenty minutes and along with laser sounds it increases the
tension still further. A minute and a half later there starts a series of changes with the
sequences and the new lead line is just blistering- stonkingly stonking! This track is
absolutely essential for any fans of the Berlin School. If you don't get it your collection
will have a crucial element missing.

It is very difficult to think how it would be possible to follow this but Mario gives it his
best shot with “The Quiet Room'. Now this is the sort of atmospheric start that
wouldn't have been out of place on TD's "Sorcerer or “Stratosfear'. The slow bass
sequence joins it two and a half minutes in. A couple of minutes later things start to
become more complex and the mood keeps intensifying every few minutes from here.
Schulze returns as the obvious inspiration though the flute lead sound used at the half
way mark hints at mid 70s TD again. (DL)

Mind Flux / Kontinuum
CD / mega deal £6.95

A new name to me, and on this form that
just has to change. “Kontinuum' is
described, on the sleeve, by one pundit as
“... a unique electronic music cocktail with
electrifying beats, hypnotic sequencer
lines, lush pad sounds, and amazing
vocoder and effects sounds.” About the
only word I'd disagree with is “unique”,
other than that the enthusiasm and praise
is whole heartedly deserved. The title track
opens and immediately presents the
vocoder angle - nothing new but extremely
well executed. The track is clearly dance
oriented and is a real foot tapper, and the
sequencing is extremely tight and catchy.

“Solar Eclipse 99' is again heavy on the
vocoder touches and again rifles in a number of blistering sequence
hooks. Kraftwerk fans will find this a must. It's a two part track, with
O the second part heavier on the vocals and again it's not a million
b@ miles away from the Dusseldorf funksters. “Time Invaders' is a

surprise - suddenly we are plunged into classic retro sequencing of
the very highest calibre. Add long drifty effects and mellotron touches and this is
approaching Redshift standard. Then the track starts to slowly metamorphose into a
more contemporary outing with an uptempo beat and scorching synth lines entering
the fray. The sequencing remains hugely impressive and for me this one alone is
convincing enough to make “Kontinuum' an obligatory purchase.
