Radio Massacre International / Solid States
DCD /9 tracks / 77.19 mins & 78.48 mins

This is a superb CD that should
please all fans of RMI's more
traditional electronic, sequencer
based music. It's all new stuff
featuring excerpts from various US
concerts. They are given a big build
up intro from one of their American
hosts then it's straight into "Wrecks'
with a few gentle guitar licks backed
by a sea of shimmering electronics. It
isn't long before gorgeous lush
mellotron sounds join the already
exquisite aural backing.

The first sequence emerges in the
fifth minute. It's rather laid back and melodic, taking the
track forwards nicely but without shattering the lovely
serene atmosphere already created. A more bass laden
one soon joins it and it is at this point that we really start to
motor. Sympathetic guitar is added in the middle of the mix,
combining with the new sequence to give more oomph but
not overdoing it. ‘Ants in me Room' starts off rather spookily with the
sound of spectres and cosmic twitters. A slow menacing sequence is
swamped with moans and other eerie sounds but gradually rebuilds
amongst excellent analogue pads. Another sequence can be heard very
low in the mix, it gradually rises higher but just adds another dimension to
an extremely moody track. We drift into ‘Black Cloud Over Claremont'. It
is again rather dark featuring more tron and a variety of percussion. We
then get eerie effects (including aqualung type breathing) and some
moody guitar colouring. Steve lets rip at the drums for the first of only two
times over the entire album. It's all very tight but thunderous, oozing
energy and menace.
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The superbly titled ‘The Loneliness of the long Distance Drummer’
smoothly follows on. Pulses of sound slowly become more complex as
additional sequences develop and weave around them. In the fifth minute
the aforementioned drums make their entrance. The pace is slow,
menacing and full of attitude complimenting the sequences perfectly.
Mean guitar drones add even more bite without dominating. It's an
awesome piece and my favourite RMI track featuring drums so far. ‘ave
it!/erm" initially builds up tranquil but also dark cosmic images. The sonic
backdrop is constantly changing, new sounds and effects coming and
going. In the fifth minute guitar can be heard relatively low in the mix
followed by lovely mellotron and flute sounds creating a pastoral mood;
the dawn of a new day maybe. Distorted unintelligible vocal samples echo
from the speakers as if on the edge of a dream. The sound becomes
dense and foreboding paving the way for a very deep sequence with a
bounce in its step. Another faster sequence comes in to join it. At this
point | couldn't stop my body moving to all the pulsations. The sequences
and bass get increasingly more powerful as we progress. Yet another
devastating track.

Disc two starts with the snappily titled ‘I knew we were in trouble when
they taught the machines to talk'. Faintly melodic improvisational detail
shimmers above a carpet of dark drones. Two sequences are used. One
is a fairly simple deep two note affair whilst the other provides rapid runs
of notes. The combined pulsations form a pattern which keeps pausing

and it is these pauses which form an important part in the whole rhythmic
quality of what is going on. The guitar also plays a vital role adding colour
rather than providing axe man riffs but done in a way that still manages to
give proceedings added bite. ‘Delaware horseshoe crab' gets straight into
a slow throbbing / echoing sequence through which emerges ‘Encore’
type tron sounds. Another sequence is added increasing the pace a little,
then another. The effect is quite mesmerizing. Whooshes of sound cut
through the pulsations from time to time, guitar effects mixing with yet
more lush mellotron. ‘International Mass' is the most abstract and
atmospheric track on the album consisting of windy sounds and chaotic
though quite aggressive guitar effects before becoming more tranquil in
the sixth minute when organ sounds start to dominate taking us to the
dark depths of the Earth.

‘(nov)embers' is the last but longest track at over half an hour, played live
on the Star's End radio show. To start with we again get tranquil organ
type sounds to which windy effects are added and out of which a rather
superb bass sequence emerges accompanied by some blissful synth
flute. This really is wonderful stuff. In the fifth minute another sequence
can be heard low in the mix. It becomes louder, driving the piece forwards
but seeping into the consciouses rather than beating you over the head.
In the eleventh minute we enter a guitar / distorted sounds atmospheric
section which of course just prepares us for the next sequencer passage.
It's all rather meditative, backed by sympathetic guitar licks. We enter a
peaceful section in the twenty sixth minute which takes us to the close
and a thank you from the radio show's host Chuck Van zyl. (DL)

Arc / Blaze

CD / 8 tracks / 54.21 mins

A charming electric piano melody
gently fades into the distance then
POW we enter a rapid live drum
driven number which is incredibly
catchy with a hint of the Shadows!
That is until a sequence emerges in
the second minute combining with
the wonderful drumming to take us
on one hell of a powerful roller
coaster ride. It is like nothing | have
heard from either lan or Mark before.
It might sound strange on paper but
believe me it's an incredibly exciting
blast.

‘Corrosion' is more conventional Arc / Redshift type fair.
Bleeps slowly form into a sequence which builds and
builds. More sequences are added, one wonderfully bass

hOiC heavy and the other ‘splashing’. We then get a fantastic
C Q deep analogue lead line full of menace, then more

supporting lines. There is nothing meandering here, this is

well composed stuff which hits the spot wonderfully, shaking the
foundations all the way, twisting this way then that like some vast
awesome machine being controlled by a power mad operator. Things do
calm down nearer the end becoming quite subtle but again it's masterful
stuff. Very deep drones, hardly more than a rumble, get ‘Trial in Scarlet'
underway.

SmCJ

The sound of the wind and demonic effects then mix with mournful lead
lines and flutey tron sounds. | am writing this six days before Halloween
and it would fit the mood for that day perfectly. Superb atmospheric,
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malevolent stuff. "Klangwand' begins with a slow rhythm from which
emerges yet another wonderful moog modular sequence which storms
forwards. Live drums make an appearance again and Klaus Schulze's
“Moondawn' album very much came to mind. More sequences are added
and things become increasingly complex. It really doesn't get any better
than this- sequencer paradise in fact! The good old moog is initially
deployed once again on "Silent White Light'. Underneath the initial pulse
some lovely shimmering pads shine through to be replaced by soft almost
orchestral ones. After a couple of minutes the various layers of drones are
left to weave their own exquisite magic but it isn't long before we get more
sequencer based structure which takes us to the end. A jaunty loop is
deployed on “Sparked' to which is added yet another earth shaking
sequence and once again more perfectly placed sympathetic drums. It
gets into a real body moving groove enhanced by some excellent lead
lines ideal for air keyboard. It got well under the skin, my head and hands
moving like a crazy thing making it almost impossible to type. The track
oozes more and more “attitude' as it progresses.

“Mother' creates a mean atmosphere right from the offset with some
distorted deep bass strings sounding almost like aircraft diving towards
the earth. Even more awesome bass is added accompanied by an organ
from hell. We stay in the nightmare right until the end. "Pulse Train' is a
great name for yet another sequence dominated number which initially
chugs along pleasantly but then lets rip with real cool rhythms and superb
bass lines. | defy anyone to keep their head and hands still whilst listening
to this one. It is another highlight on an album where every track is a
highlight. On some of the tracks it gets very close to Redshift but on those
where other styles are visited it is always done with fantastic success and
should be enjoyed by anyone into pulsating powerful electronic music.
This is the best Arc album of the three currently available, indeed one of
the most essential CDs of the decade so far. (DL)

Axess / Chamaeleon
CD / 6 tracks / 69.56 mins

Axess is really Axel Stupplich from
Pyramid Peak. The opening section
of “The Alien' had the perfect qualities
to accompany the film of the same
name. Deep space sounds slowly
float across the ether mixing with faint
half heard vocal chatter. An early
eighties type Tangerine Dream
sequence then starts up sounding
like the low approach of a helicopter.
A shuffling rhythm moves into
formation, as do lovely lead touches.

The rhythm shifts up a gear and a

superb rather Jarre like melodic
sequence positions itself perfectly amongst the other
pulsation taking us excitedly onwards and upwards. It's a
. fantastic opener. The Jarre references could actually be
ChOlCe used frequently throughout the disc though so could Michael

Garrison's take on this style. "Desire' has another very

impressive, majestic, atmospheric start through which a couple of
sequences emerge. The first is a nice bass one but the second is more
melodic, fairly bouncing over the top. A minute later yet another sequence
can be heard increasing the enjoyment still further. Axel hasn't finished
the build up yet however as after another minute a nice steady rhythm is
also included then a gorgeous euphoric lead line. It's a magnificent track
of almost anthemic proportions. “Floating' is not as laid back as the title
might suggest as we are straight into more sequences, one very deep
and low whilst the other is again melodic, starting and stopping rather
teasingly. There are lots of other little melodic touches as we get into
guite a groove. The interest is maintained throughout as more sequences
and lead lines come in. It's another excellent track. The title track is the
longest at almost twenty minutes but doesn't waste any time in getting
going. Layers of pulsations float through the air, in some ways it reminded
me of the “Nightcrawlers'.

The drum line is understated but just right, not swamping the sequences
and allowing an excellent laser sharp melody to sparkle. | thought the
opening three tracks would be hard to beat but this is simply wonderful-
the best lead line so far placed over exquisite backing. In the seventh
minute we are given a bit of a breather as we are taken on an
atmospheric space trip full of whooshes and bleeps, a haunting lead line
coming and going. We then blast into the strongest, meanest sequences
so far, the flashing lead returning to complete the picture. With five
minutes to go we get new sequences and rhythms. This time the sound is
more contemporary though melodically it is just as strong as before. It's a
great body moving way of finishing a fantastic track. Never has twenty
minutes flown so quickly. “The Sirius Mystery' has a rather dark brooding
start. The sequence, when it emerges, is rather restrained and tinkling
fitting the cosmic mood extremely well. Things don't remain moody for too
long though as just before the third minute in comes a bright sequence /

rhythm combination and we go into warp drive once again. Actually it
turns into the fastest paced number on the album! Like it's predecessor it
combines a modern feeling with tradition EM values very well.

A Dream is Always a Dream' has a similar beginning to the track before-
slow and moody. A slow bass loop adds to this feeling still further as
does the melancholy lead line. This time however the pace does remain
sedate though the atmosphere is lightened somewhat in the sixth minute
with the introduction of a bright sequence. Every track here is a gem.
Axel is as accomplished in putting together dramatic sequences as he is
at creating catchy melodies but at the same time he manages to avoid
things becoming too commercially clichéd. (DL)

Fanger & Schonwalder / Analog Overdose 3
CD/ 4 tracks / 73.06 mins

In many ways the style of this album
is more like the first in the series,
harking back to a rather Ashra sound.
It is both subtle and carefully
constructed but also with real bight
and much more forceful than the
rather mellow second album. Three
of the four tracks are different parts of
“Hall of the Bourbon Lillies'.

Part One mixes soft floating “misty’
drones with percussive hissing stabs.
Slow orchestral pads are then
introduced giving proceedings a
rather moody feel. It takes less than
two minutes however for the first sequence to make its
presence felt. Rather excellent it is too, building beautifully
. but without shattering the exquisite backing. Another
ChOI(e sequence is added and | could just hear a rather faint organ
type lead line. Every element is spot on. This is retro
sequencer based music of the very highest order. By the sixth minute
things are really starting to motor with the addition of some rather fine and
perfectly placed rhythm. Two minutes later another more strident lead
joins in the fun and the foot is put down on the accelerator even more.

Further leads come and go keeping things at fever pitch. They start to
wind down in the eighteenth minute and we slowly fade to silence. A slow
pulsing 5 note bass sequence / high hat combination gets Part 2
underway, melodic piano type melodies floating over it all. The different
elements combine together to give a relaxed but slightly jaunty feel.
Lovely lush analog backing swells in the seventh minute and the
sequence subsides. It soon rebuilds however and another swirls around it.
It still has immense “attitude' especially when another sensitive lead plays
over the top. The third part picks up the pace again as a rapid sequence
spews from the speakers- wonderful! And it gets better, the sequence
gaining even more oomph with little guitar touches (courtesy of Klaus
Hoffmann-Hoock) fizzing like solar flares. They are not finished there
however as a rhythm line is added to an already boiling brew. The guitar
becomes a little more strident sounding like a dead ringer for Ashra at
their most exciting best. Absolutely awesome! After eleven minutes we
get a bit of a breather. What sounds liked some looped guitar similar to
that on "E2 E4' can be heard. It provides a little structure but mainly we
are treated to a section of peaceful float.

This incredible album finishes with "Bar Liquid'. A sequence (of course)
emerges out of rhythmic percussion. The build up is quite slow, having a
rather improvised feel. It becomes quite hypnotic, again having something
of an "E2 E4' feel. Once again Klaus provides guitar. My favourite CD
from Fanger & Schonwalder so far. (DL)

Spyra & Chris Lang / Achtund sechzig 24
(Live@Toskana-Therme)

2 Tracks 59.46 mins

The majority of this disc is taken up with the
almost hour long “Neunundfunfzig 49'.The
remaining track clocks in at eight and a half
minutes. Its sub title is rather similar to
Klaus Schulze's recent "Llive@Klangart'
CDs and on hearing the music it is
immediately obvious that this is no
coincidence. The opening sequence
emerges from symphonic pads and it
sounds so much like the great man that if |
hadn't seen the cover of the CD | would
automatically have assumed it was by him.

This similarity does not stop at sequence

however as the entire sound pallet and lead

lines are also dead ringers. The track slowly
evolves building up a hypnotic trance inducing state. In the eighth minute a new
sequence comes in. Whereas the previous section hinted more towards Klaus' recent
works this one takes us right back to the 70's, particularly the "Body Love' period. The
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piano lead line does have an individuality of its own but it's the sequence that grabs
the attention most. Around it are some great sonic bleeps, solar flares and other
cosmic effects which increase as we progress.

Virtual cello can be heard in the eighteenth minute as the sequence slowly subsides
(though doesn't disappear entirely) and things become quite calm. We enter a
completely new section three minutes later, deep pads dominate, some with a faintly
choir type effect. Cosmic twitters still remain adding a little extra detail here and there.
In the twenty-fourth minute another sequence starts to build. A second rhythmic one is
added and we chug along nicely. The lead line is now played on an acoustic guitar
sound giving a rather lazy hot summer afternoon feel. This is all replaced in the
thirtieth minute by more spacey atmospherics which of course are just a prelude for
another sequencer based section. Initially the pulsations are rather restrained but they
come more to the surface with the introduction of a slow rhythm and some lead detail
which again sounded like Schulze to me but this time early eighties | think. There are
more acoustic guitar flourishes from time to time as well as some wordless vocal
samples / effects which are used in a more percussive / rhythmic way than as a lead
line and again give some individuality to proceedings. It all works rather well.

As we move into the last third of the number we again have a calmer interlude whilst
the musicians regroup. A new rhythm is created which remains low in the mix
amongst very relaxing swirling pads. More faint wordless vocal effects come in, like
benign spectres floating on a gentle wind. All structure fades away in the forty-eighth
minute but it isn't long before yet another sequence emerges. It goes through quite a
few mutations before settling down amongst more cosmic effects and mellow pads.
The acoustic guitar returns but then seems to morph into a piano sound and | am
rather reminded of "Drive Inn' but | would say this is subtler. *Acht 39' is a very
different affair. A rather metallic drone mixes with modern rhythms which would be
more likely to be found on one of Spyra's fax label releases. This is gentle stuff with a
stunningly beautiful melodic lead line. It's an absolute joy, showing that he a Chris are
just as at home producing music that can stand up against the works of any of their
contemporaries as they are paying homage to the heroes of Electronic Music's past.

Andy Pickford & Paul Nagle (STDM) / Ambient Space
Monkeys

CDR /10 tracks / 62.54 mins (Ltd Edition of 200)

The music here was recorded during
rehearsals for their 2003 National Space
Centre concert thus does have a rather
improvised feel, all the tracks running into
one. Itis a limited edition of 200 and as |
write this (08/11/03) very few remain. The
titles are all rather humorous, some of them
you will get some of them you won't.

“In the Regions of Taxreturn' starts off with
windy sounds through which a chugging
sequence and slow rather whimsical
melody emerges. It's a nice relaxed number
with real character. We drift into “Assault on
Space Precinct 13' on the back of another
slow sequence and windy pads. More
melodic pads float across the ether creating a gorgeous rather serene atmosphere.
Things get even better with the addition of an excellent virtual guitar lead line
(sounding very much in the style of Andy to me) then acoustic guitar. In the middle of
the track we pause for atmospherics and a little monkey chatter. A new sequence
then starts up becoming quite strident though not too much in yer face.

“Boddy Love' is my favourite title mixing the famous Klaus Schulze album with lan's
name, poking a little fun at the same time, as it is only 41 seconds long! It is an
extremely cosmic affair, which takes us, via some sampled speech, to "Poolook’. A
slow steady bass sequence can just be heard very low in the mix but it never seems
to develop into anything, instead we drift in a sea of relaxing shimmering drones.
Another restrained sequence does make an entrance with four minutes to go but
really it's the piano lead line which attracts the attention most, developing and getting
better right until the end- wonderful stuff. "The Munchies' is another highly melodic
number featuring a piano melody / synth lead line combination- simply gorgeous. The
best minute and a bit on the CD so far.

It disappears like a will-o'-the-wisp as we storm forwards on the back of a sequence
for “Jointly Responsible'. More virtual guitar is added then in comes another driving
Tangerine Dream type sequence- timid this ain't- play loud! Another big highlight of
the CD. "Sergeant Majeure' starts with rather strange distorted text then a slow melody
and a couple of sequences; one little more than a slow bass throb whilst the other is
rather playful though low in the mix. A couple of excellent melodic lead lines hover
over it all then we get some rather euphoric wordless choir pads giving something of a
film music feel. The sequences start to surge forward again in the fourth minute only
to subside a couple of minutes later as things become rather complex with so much
going on. The sequences never disappear for long however as “Mason's Memorable
Guff' features them right from the beginning. They form a backing over which virtual
guitar again soars. Extra bite is added in the third minute with the heaviest beat on the
CD so far along with invigorated pulsations. Get those air instruments out and join in!

“Hammered Without Horror' calms things down a little as cello drifts through the air.
This disappears into more relaxing pads over which a slow sequence playfully
bounces. There is a rather dreamy feel to proceedings which is heightened still further
in the third minute as the cello returns then more rather meaningful text. We are
woken up in the last couple of minutes as the drums start up. ‘Rambanana’ is a
humorous title which makes the otherwise rather serious final number have a slightly
tongue in cheek feel. Majestic massed strings and wordless vocal colouring dominate
until about half way through when tinkling pulsations come in waves. Even these have
a sort of celestial organ feel, as does an additional lead line giving that little bit of
class. Get this one while you still can. (DL)
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Subradial / Bioloophorm : 1
CDR/ 6 tracks / 67.17 mins

A recent release on dataObscura, a label
that can do no wrong in my books. It
contains parts one to six of the title. Deep
drones come in waves like the sound of
some immense beast from the depths.
Brighter touches are added as well as wind
effects. It's as if we have now moved to the
surface- a little lighter maybe and less
sinister or foreboding. The bass rumbles
become even deeper around the five-
minute mark.

More noises of some strange creature can
be heard though the overall feel is still
rather relaxing. It is also quite intriguing.
The second part again uses what | assume
are synthesized animal noises but this time
the atmosphere is more shimmering and warm. Eventually all bestial sounds depart
just leaving drones and textures, getting hotter all the time. They do come back near
the end along with some curious crackling noises, which could even be parched
vegetation bursting into flame. Part three is the first to deploy any obvious structure as
two notes, like the gentle striking of gongs are repeated time after time. The backing
is rather complex, an ethnic type wind instrument, further percussion and hissing
sounds being heard from time to time. It all combines together to form a quite hypnotic
experience. The notes fade away as the hissing gets louder over the faint sound of
machinery.

It's like being on the top of a hill in the rain, listening to the muffled sound of a factory
in the valley below. Things mutate after a bit to train sounds and wordless chanting-
very curious indeed. More machinery can be heard on part four but this time mixed
with the animal noises. It's all rather muffled to start off with but settles down in less
than two minutes to quite a sparse setting out of which scraping crackling noises then
running water can be heard. Again it's rather intriguing in a way that draws the
attention. | found myself listening intently to try and piece together the full aural
picture. By the fifth minute the water sounds had become the main feature. A minute
later things change so that most of what can be heard is of a metallic nature, like
being in a deserted, derelict factory in the middle of a storm. Some of it reminded me
a little of “Imaginarium’ by Ma Ja Le and Vir Unis. Sort of “half' melodies herald a
section where changes in the sonic tapestry start coming thick and fast as the mind's
eye is diverted this way and that.

Some of the “images' are reprised from before but others are new. It's the watery /
metallic / windy sounds that predominate most. Part five uses a similar sonic palette
and again images are of dereliction though initially in a somewhat calmer setting than
the previous number. There is a surprise in the last couple of minutes however when
the mood is lightened considerably with the addition of a rather nice melodic loop,
which made me think of Roedelius. The final part combines water and insect sounds
taking me back to warmer realms. A piano melody can be heard as well as a gentle
rhythmic loop. This is the most accessible number, slowly building in complexity with
the addition of further rhythm but still retaining a relaxed feel- even a sort of curious
charm. In the second half the rhythm submerges in the mix, the melody coming in
waves. An acoustic guitar type lead line then provides yet another twist in an
absolutely captivating track. It's an excellent way to finish a highly inventive but also
accessible ambient album. (DL)

Carl Matthews / The Escher Experience
CDR/ 13 tracks / 53.42 mins

Over the next few magazines we will be
reviewing releases by a new label called
Sandpiper Records. They concentrate on
the quality of music they release, yet keep
the cost down (current retail price £7.95) by
making the packaging distinctly basic- just
a plastic wallet and a printed insert. Some
of the discs just have a catalogue number
printed on the CD but this one does at
least have some nice on body artwork.

“Reflecting Sphere' begins with shimmering

drones and bubbling effects. It's as if the

wind is blowing across an alien landscape,

gasses rising through a primordial soup. A

cool rhythm suddenly starts up that

wouldn't have been out of place on one of
the more accessible releases on the DiN or FAX labels. A new slower beat gets
underway on ‘Bond in Union'. It is accompanied by little melodic touches including
spot on tuneful pads. As with most of this album there is great attention to detail which
puts it above the vast majority of releases which could be banded in the more
rhythmic end of modern ambient music. This album reaches right for the soul but
excites the body at the same time.

“Three Worlds' if anything is even better. Flutey pads, dark shimmers and plucked
strings combine gorgeously together- pure bliss! "Rind' chugs along nicely, little
wordless samples which are only just heard float over the top like ghostly figures.
“Mosaic II' initially takes us back to the other worldly landscape of the opener before
an infectious groove starts up, it's a real body mover without being too strident. Again
the melodies are subtle and combine with the rhythms stunningly. “Another World II' is
by far the longest track at over fifteen minutes. A rather cosmic affair it is too but also
deeply relaxing and meditative. "Mobius' is also laid back with more excellent flute
sound but also some very effective echoing note droplets that focus the attention. On
repeated plays however it is what is going on in the background which | found
fascinating. "Belvedere' returns us to rhythmic territory combining both conventional
drum sounds with “squelchy’ type effects. "Encounter is just as syncopated using a



fascinating array of loops and rhythms but without forgetting to add that all important
melodic quality.

“Day & Night' brings back the flute and slows down the rhythm though it is just as
captivating in the looping department. There is a nice deep bass line in there too.
Another highlight of the album; I just wish it had been longer and developed more.
There was so much potential there. "Liberation' is an excellent foot tapping chugger;
not too thunderous, just right in the context of the album and a nice way to finish.
There is the occasional “odd' moment here however such as "Sky & Water 1' but
maybe | just didn't get it. On the whole this is a very welcome album by Carl. He was
one of the early pioneers of the UK synth scene, especially when he released "Call for
World Saviours' in the early 80's but like Ron Berry, just seemed to disappear. He did
surface again a few years ago with his Rheged project which was a little too
“experimental' and intense for the typical SMD customer but here he has come up with
something that should appeal to our growing fan base of modern ambient music as
favoured by the labels already mentioned above and Databloem so | expect the future
prospects for him to be very bright indeed. (DL)

Craig Padilla & Skip Murphy / Planetary Elements
CDR/ 2 tracks / 62.44 mins

This represents their more sequencer
based style. Two long tracks each lasting
over half an hour! "Hydrogen' starts with a
wind swept landscape full of mournful pads
and deep space drones. An excellent
chunky sequence emerges in the sixth
minute, increasing in intensity along with a
vast backing full of lovely analogue sounds.
It is the most awesome and retro sounding
music | have heard from these artists.
Retro / Berlin School fans' heaven in fact.

The sequence keeps mutating, going in

and out of the mix in waves keeping the

interest and excitement throughout. A new

sequence seems to merge with the first in

the eleventh minute breaking like a tidal
wave reminding me of Tangerine Dream at their most exciting! We calm down with a
section of drift accompanied by nice lead lines. It then becomes quite moody until a
new sequence fairly thunders forward. It's more bass heavy than the first and even
faster. Glue down those ornaments and turn up the volume. In complete contrast to
the powerful pulsations we get a delicate lead line.

In the last five minutes a piano sound is introduced and for a short time things
become a little Schulzian. The sequence keeps subsiding then re-emerging to
disappear entirely with a couple of minutes to go and we finish with cosmic drift.
“Helium' has a similar start to the first track but becomes quite melancholy / reflective
until a sequence emerges in the sixth minute. Again it's an excellent one that even
AirSculpture or RMI would be proud of. It becomes more intense as lead lines
meander over the top and bass rumbles underneath until it starts to fade away in the
eleventh but remains low in the mix for a further minute. Things become quite tranquil,
a captivating echoing lead line emerging which holds the attention, in one of it's
various forms until the next sequence arrives in the nineteenth minute. It is initially a
slow high register one but it soon gains extra beef becoming more complex as it
drives forwards over a dense backing spewing steam. It's a subtle as a brick- just how
I like it! Lead lines do take their part but it is the sequence and immense backing that
draw the attention most.

The sequences depart again in the twenty sixth but after some impressive sonic stabs
a very different breed of sequence steps forward. It's highly melodic but completely
awesome- don't tell me they improvised this one. It sounds as if it was composed with
great care. The same could be said for the fantastic leads and rhythm that accompany
it. A big finish was obviously intended and it more than delivers. So this fantastic
album finishes on an incredible high. Simply the best sequencer based / retro CD |
have ever heard from the States - by quite a way. (DL)

Jim Kirkwood / Communion of the Damned

CDR/ 4 tracks / 64.37 mins

Even by Jim's standards this is a highly
exciting and powerful album. We get a
typical Kirkwood beginning to “Wormwood'
as the sound of crows and other dark birds
mix with ominous atmospheric touches to
create images of a menacing, foreboding
forest. Monastic chanting can be heard
very low in the mix.

In come two sequences, one bass laden,
the other of the rapid melodic variety which
provides one of the many lead elements
along with slower lead lines forming
together to seep into one's very soul. It's a
beginning which will have his fans in
ecstasy. It just gets better and better
though as more searing melodies come in,
flashing like lightning from a wizard's wand. There are some voices which can just be
heard but a few of the words can be made out including the phrase “they do nothing
wrong' which means that of course politicians, as we know, never make any mistakes.
This is one of the themes explored over the whole album and is repeated from time to
time through the first and last tracks. In the fourteenth minute it is back to
atmospherics and the sound of monks as we regroup for one final assault which of
course comes in the form of more wonderful thunderous sequences!

“Machinecode Violation' is all about our reliance on computers and what happens
when they go wrong. Mechanical based sounds, as if heard in a nightmare, gradually
fade as a slow put purposeful sequence begins to form over some lovely soft but

haunting pads. More sequences come in covering almost every level of the audible
sonic spectrum and before you know it pulsations are hurtling from the speakers
faster than spam emails to my computer. The lead line is equally as exciting- and gets
even more so. It is incredible how Jim manages to get so much going on with such
power (even violence) and yet somehow keeps it all under control. There is no mess
of sound here; every note and millisecond is perfection. Just before the seven-minute
mark we are given a breather- but not for very long. Another steamroller of a
sequence surges forwards, as does a second sounding like a train spewing steam as
it goes. "Riders on a Pale Wind' has a similar beginning to the previous track but then
we get the most awesome organ sound from Hell played by a power mad maniac.
This is dense / intense stuff. The lead lines around it are equally apocalyptic- music
for the last moments of the world. We then get an incredible transition as the organ
fades away and is replaced by soft angelic vocals. It is as if we have made the
transition from Hades to Heaven. The mood changes again as the wind blows and a
soft but slightly uneasy sequence forms.

A second faster one falls into formation. We are still at mid pace however, allowing for
the tension to build which is aided by a slow thudding rhythm. The inevitable then
happens; more sequences are added. | am sure Jim must have an extra knob on his
synth labelled “excitement' which he just has to turn and the intensity of a track is
automatically heightened- such is the delirious energy created here. There is another
subtle change of mood in the eleventh minute as the backing becomes calmer so that
sampled radio broadcasts mentioning all that is wrong with the world can be heard.
The sequence barrage is built up once again as if preparing for an explosive finale but
instead a pinnacle is reached from which we slowly descend back to the darkness.
“Fast Breeder Reaction' again deploys the awesome organ sound though this time in
fleeting barrages between moments of calm. In the third minute a delicate “tinkling'
sequence provides a marked contrast to what has occurred before but then more are
added, some denser, some more melodic. Firm control is kept of them so that there is
still a sort of calmness but with the feeling of pent up power. This is yet another
excellent album from Jim with even more “angst' than usual. (DL)

Klaus Schulze & Pete Namlook / The Dark Side of the
Moog 5

CD/ 1 track divided up into 8 parts / 60.20 mins

This is a re-ssue on the Ambient world
label but musically it is identical to the
original FAX release. The hour is taken up
by ©Psychedelic Brunch Parts | - VIII© and
the artists involved are Pete Namlook,
Klaus Schulze and Bill Laswell (on parts |1l
and VII). The album is introduced by none
other than Bob Moog himself, before rich
textures emerge to occupy the first 5
minutes. Part 3 is a pulsating piece,
featuring modulated moog sequences and
a bass laden ambient beat. Part 4 is one
for mellotron lovers, with acres of classic
soundscapes simply oozing from the
speakers. Part 5 explores more abstract
territory with a sombre rhythm hosting
subliminal effects and synth treatments. This is atmospheric work, executed with the
sort of skill and deftness which could be expected from two such distinguished artists.
If your looking for a 16 minute blissed out trip, here it is.

The tempo is raised slightly for part 6 producing initially a robust rhythm dominated
piece, but the latter stages herald a much more sedate and flowing section which
again impresses. Part 7 is pure Space Music, packed with drones and effects which
create images of isolation and desolation. And lastly, but by no means leastly, we are
treated to part 8 - and "treated" is the key word. This is a completely brilliant piece
with oscillating sequences twisting around a deep bass rhythm. Mellotron voices are
added to the mix to really put the finishing touches to a masterpiece. Even though, it
doesn®t play to the real strengths of the Moog (ie sequencing) the textures generated
are still unmistakable and hugely enjoyable. The style is definitely 90©s but will appeal
across the spectrum, and part 8 alone makes it worthy of purchase. (DL adapted from
the original GG review)

The Circular Ruins / Empathy Test
CD /8 tracks / 61.47 mins

It is only recently that | discovered "The
Circular Ruins' and yet in that short period
of time they have become one of my
favourite “ambient acts. All the tracks here
have very long titles so my apologies to all
concerned that | have shortened them for
the purpose of this review. We begin the
title track with a mass of circulating bleeps.
It's like being in a slowed down modem!
We soon settle to some nice melodic tones
and a rhythmic loop however. It's rather laid
back but also intriguing.

“Over the Fields of Light..." has a much
more organic feel with the sound of water,
insects and birds. We then get what could
be looped wind chimes as if blown by a gentle breeze before a rhythm starts up, a bit
like a train but as if heard from a great distance. The overall effect is rather dreamy,

'. Bright metallic drones become laden with

as with the next number "Recollections....".
white noise and things take a slightly sinister turn. Mournful dark drones cut through a
bubbly backing. The mood and tapestry of sounds is ever changing, we even get
some distorted guitar. It's an enjoyable and attention holding track.

“The Interpretation of Dreams..." uses a melodic sequence / loop as its backbone. |
found my head nodding in time to it though the carefully placed sounds here and there
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are just as satisfying. Temptation to over clutter is resisted so the brain is caressed
rather than assaulted with too much information. The lead lines weave in and out of
the mind though they are so subtle that you hardly even realize they are there unless
you listen for them such is their perfect fit to the whole. In the fifth minute the loop
departs and is replaced by a nice chugging groove. This is the most syncopated
moment on the album so far. It is not overdone however and rises and falls through
the mix wonderfully. Loved the brief return of the sequence right at the end as well. A
quiet staccato rhythm nestles deeply in the middle of the mix on "Salient Features¥a'
making it's full impact in the second minute as it becomes more complex and
echoing. Tranquil pads return and become the main feature shortly after but the
rhythm keeps coming back to tease us then departs amongst a sea of cosmic bleeps
and twitters. With three minutes to go the mood becomes even softer and tranquil
with the sound of running water and pleasant bright drones.

“Eccentric Souvenirs¥s' has a rather humid swamp feel. Synthesised insect noises
and warm pads provide ample ingredients to conjure up pictures in the mind. Curious
vocal samples can just be heard occasionally but they don't intrude, just give a rather
dreamy feel. A Little Different¥s.' had an equally warm feel to its predecessor but this
time it made me think more of deserts. We get the sonic equivalent to a heat haze
with just a little detail here and there as if a beetle or scorpion is scampering across
the sand. Again very subtle use is made of vocal samples which give a sort of intrigue
without intruding at all on what is the most truly “ambient' track on the CD.

“The Seven Sisters¥s' continues in just as tranquil a state but it isn't long before a faint
melodic loop can be heard. It's all extremely pleasant building slowly as further
melodic detail is added. A gorgeous way to finish yet another triumph from The
Circular Ruins. (DL)

Johannes Schmoelling / Recycle or Die
CD/ 12 tracks / 56:01 mins

Schmoelling is such an enigma. His
legacy with Tangerine Dream is nothing
short of seminal. Albums such as "Logos'
are the very foundations of post Berlin-
School EM. For me his melodic finesse is
unmatched, possibly with the recent
exception of Arcane who seem to be have
the uncanny ability to emulate those
infectious, soaring leads. Side A of
"Wuivend Reit' seemed to nail his place
among the EM Gods, and to many "White
Out' is a “Desert Island disc” - though for
me it's here where the frustration started
to set in. “lcewalk’ still sends a shiver (no
pun intended) down the spine but other
tracks are just too quirky, for want of a
better word, for my palette. Compounded by his penchant for theatre music,
automata, and latterly the “recycling” of his existing solo works you start to wonder
why someone with such obvious natural talent and ability isn't knocking us dead with
regular solo works of imperious credentials.

On the face of it 'Recycle or Die' may be the answer - on paper at least it looks
tempting. The first “true” new solo album for many years, a smattering of TD
favourites rubbing shoulders with tempting new titles. But then you read that it's
actually largely composed of theatre/film pieces recorded during the past 10 years.

The opener "L'Atelier' is short (at 2:20) but it's a grower. Quirky piano, cello style violin
voices, subtle melody. some may think it's a bit of a dirge, but overall it carries the
day. "Explosive Game' is typical film fayre. The cut and thrust of visuals would
doubtless provide the context to explain the edgy nature and menacing tones, but in
isolation it's the type of track | wouldn't revisit.

I've got a feeling the title track will polarise opinion. Some will say it's mediocre
hogwash. | actually think it's the best track on the album and another example of
Schmoelling's subtle brilliance. Helped in no small part by a subliminal similarity to
“Charly the Kid' from “Firestarter', this track is a prime example of the way Schmoelling
can mix minimal elements into a heady and infectious concoction. Interestingly we
then come onto “Stratosphere'. Interesting “cause he didn't actually contribute to the
original “fear” version. Also interesting because this is another grower. First time |
heard it | was disappointed, but then | started to appreciate more how cleverly he'd
adapted sections to his own unique style. ‘Broken Heart of a Broken Hero' is another
filmatic hotch potch. | feel | should say more because at 8:19 it's a significant portion
of the album, but really | just can't get excited by atmospheric cut and thrust. | crave
melody when | listen to Schmoelling, something which is in ample supply in his
reworking of "Midnight in Tula' which originally appeared on "White Eagle'. Again this
is not bad, but the original was never a favourite and this doesn't change anything.
‘Bude.Pest' - more cello synth, more visual fayre, more dirge really. But "Dominion' is
next from "Logos'. Can't fail there can we? Well, perhaps. If he'd have described this
as a “demo version” it may have prepared me more for the stripped down nature.
Again familiarity does ease the shock, but | still hear the original screaming it's
accompaniment in my mind. It does reach a small percentage of its rightful lushness
and grandeur towards the end of the track, but it is so different - and inferior in my
opinion.

The next 3 tracks are subtitled “ltalian Scratches', which doesn't inspire confidence.
Actually “Scratch 1' isn't too bad, though it may get Dave's “twee filter” twitching,
“Scratch 2' is thankfully short, and “Scratch 3' features some excellent guitar work and
is possibly one of the highlights of the album, featuring a reprise of the main "ltalian’
theme. We end with "The Electrified J.S." which is homage to J.S. Bach, based on one
of his concerto's. It leaves you in no doubt of the prodigious talent on tap. But again
it's just not what | yearn for in a Schmoelling album.

To be honest this album seems to have all the hallmarks of a lash-up designed
primarily to keep Schmoelling on the EM map. Sure there are some gems to be
found, but really it does his legacy no favours. I'd rather remember his work for what it
was. Imperious, up with the best. "Recycle or Die'? To be honest I'd prefer he does
neither. (GG)
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Steve Roach / Mystic Chords & Sacred Spaces

Two Double CD Sets

CD1.1: Mystic Chords & Sacred Spaces / 5 tracks / 73.51 mins
CD1.2: Labyrinth / 4 tracks / 73.48 mins

CD2.1: Recent Future / 13 tracks / 73.50 mins
CD2.2: Piece of Infinity / 1 track / 73.46 mins

This five-hour set is an amazing collection
of all-new material showing master ambient
musician Steve Roach at the top of his
craft. This epic anthology is one giant mind
trip into deep sonic worlds of imagination.
The first disc is classic Steve Roach, if one
can use such a term given his varied and
extensive output. These five tracks are
quintessential organic ambience of the
highest order, my favourite disc of the set,
thus making it an ideal starter. Dark
drones, deep shimmering echoes, roaring
undercurrents, all characterize the “Palace
of Nectar.'

“Oracle' is a richly layered intense piece of

swirling drone music. "Within the Mystic' is
brighter in tone, though it still has a dramatic feel to it. A guest cellist enhances the
mood on this number. Disc two lives up to its name, going deep within a “Labyrinth' of
sound, easily the darkest of the four discs. Disc three is a feast for the ears, with no
less than thirteen bite-sized delectable morsels. “This Moment Is A Memory' is
perhaps a reference to the "Void Memory' tracks from The Magnificent Void, as there
is a similar feel, although “This Moment Is Another Memory' (yes, it is the next track)
sounds more like something from Midnight Moon or Streams And Currents, given the
inclusion of Roach's ambient guitar playing.

Finally, we come to disc four, appropriately titled "Piece of Infinity.' This 74-minute
track is perhaps Steve's most minimal long-form work yet, and does have a great
expansive quality that lends itself perfectly to the title. Besides the music itself, this is
a beautifully packaged set, in duo digipaks with very attractive artwork. It only
enhances an already complete package. No ambient fan should be without this in
their collection. (PD)
