Under The Dome / Over the Pond
Limited Edition CDR / 10 tracks / 74.00 mins

A very special release which
encompasses he best from
UtD's appearance on Chuck van
Zyl's Star's End radio show in
the early hours of Sunday 14th
September 2003. The cover is
great, mimicking TD's legendary
‘Encore'. First thing to say is
that UtD produced music for the
show which was very much in
tune with the late hour at which
it was broadcast, so don't
expect traditional UtD fayre. But
do expect a release of the very
highest calibre.

The set opens with ‘The Rhode
Ahead' which is a delightful
S d section played on a electric piano voice. The melody is
m subtle and brilliant, the atmosphere generated is perfect for
. (as the track suggests) the journey ahead. Next we get an
ChOICQ 11 and a half minute piece called ‘Wired Beneath the Hot
Spot' which rides in on a syncopating sequence. Through
headphones the stereo really plays tricks with the ears. This sequence
remains the focal point, allowed to flourish in isolation for a significant
period, but is does the job wonderfully well because it constantly mutates
in shape and sound. Eventually subtle synth lines tentatively join in, but
they are pitched carefully to meld with the overall nature of the piece.
Latterly a choir style voice is utilised, again to great effect. | would have
been happier had this track been 5 minutes shorter, but that's mainly

because | can't wait to get to the next pieces which are breathtaking.

‘Careful With That Patch, Jolene' features a steady, brooding, pulsing
sequence backed by classic retro synth voices. The feeling of mid 70's
TD is captured perfectly, and again a great facet of the track is the
melodic content, deftly delivered via subtle riffs and themes. Again the
clock runs to 11 and a half minutes but this time it's over in a flash, the
piece slowly building anticipation which is delivered in exceptional style
with ‘Thunder Over City Hall'. The way the sequence emerges from the
previous track and builds into a rampant wall of pulsations is pure genius.
And the way it is achieved without the use of multiple layers is amazing.
And to top it all we get the trademark UtD rasping synth theme thrown in
for good measure. And the form continues right into ‘Love Park', this time
the sequence is transposed to produce an even higher melodic air. This is
sensational stuff! Proceedings are then wound down and the melody
picked out on electric piano. Cue shivers down the spine.

‘Espresso Shake' is another sequence/synth delight, and the way all the
sounds seem to shift and mutate constantly is fascinating. This is perhaps
the most recognisable UtD section so far, whereas “White Dog' is exactly
the opposite. Minimalist atmospherics of the highest merit, it's a
beautifully pitched piece which sent the tone for the very Eno-esqu
‘Title10" which in the same vein as Eno's ‘An Ending (Ascent)' deserves to
be heard on TV far and wide. The guitar treatments are quite simply gob
smacking. ‘Beast in the Cellar' is another atmospheric piece but has a
more edgy nature, leaving ‘Morning Glory' to end with more of those
brilliant guitar effects, touch of Vangelis too. The music brilliantly evokes
images of the sun rising after a doomy night.

As | suggested earlier, this is not the usual UtD style of EM. What is it
however is a fascinating and unique mix of ambient, retro, Berlin School
and melodic EM. Usually my own preference is for the more melodic
approach, yet paradoxically the more | hear this the more | think it's the
best UtD release so far. 200 copies only, many of which were pre-sold to
fund the US visit. Get them while you can. Unmissable. (GG)
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Edgar W. Froese / Intro to the Ambient Highway
Compact Disc / 13 tracks / 69.15 mins

Out of the blue really comes this 5 CD set
from Edgar “W” Froese. Well, not quite —
it's actually 4 CD's plus this album which is
a compilation of the 4. And it's not really a
set, they are 5 discreet CDs packaged in
separate jewel cases, though visually there
is a common theme. The case “for” cites
the convenience of being able to purchase
the set in stages or selectively, the case
“against” is that they couldn't be arsed
going through the imagination or expense
to package them in a decent box set,
and/or wanted to maximise profit. As an
aside, with the lavish appointment of many
DVD box sets appearing now (anyone for
the “Battlestar Galactica' series encased in
a Cylon mask?), the standard of CD packaging is becoming very two dimensional. My
opinion is that this should have been a box set, perhaps with the option of paying an
extra tenner for limited edition containment within an artificial-Froese-head. Though
looking at the Dusty Springfield impersonation on "Ages', perhaps not.

So musically what can you expect? Well the CDs feature either a) Straight excerpts
from past albums b) Re-recorded excerpts from past albums or c) new stuff. From
initial soundings, “re-recorded” seems to mean extra textures being layered over the
original piece (or “tangentization” as it's popularly known) and this treatment seems to
have been reserved for anything from his 6 early solo works “Aqua’, "Epsilon in
Malaysian Pale’, "Macula Transfer', "Ages', ‘Stuntman' and "Pinnacles'. Strangely
unmentioned in the sleeve notes is the excellent compilation "Beyond the Storm’
double CD released in the mid 90's, and this too has been dipped into to bolster the
track count, these pieces being presented unaltered (actually it looks like most if not
all the new material on "Beyond the Storm' is presented somewhere on the
subsequent 4 CDs). In terms of purely new material there's around 19 or 20 tracks
scattered across the volumes.

Having taken the opportunity to peruse the Froese CDs in my collection it was a
surprise to find | had all his solo “studio” CDs so I'm obviously a fan! From memory he
did at least one soundtrack “Kamikaze' (which | had on vinyl and lent to a friend 10 or
more years ago — Paul, if you're reading this please can | have it back!).

So much blabbing and yet | haven't said anything about the music itself. I'll go into
more detail in the individual volumes, but | will say this. Listening to these pieces
reminded me what a prodigious Electronic Music artist Edgar Froese is. Sure the
more recent tracks don't have the gravitas of the earlier works, but generally | found
this a very enjoyable album. The “Stuntman' and "Pinnacles' excerpts stand out, the
tangentization does them no favours but it is Froese's own handiwork, and if he want's
to do a bit of painting-by-numbers over the Mona Lisa it's his prerogative. Some of the
other newer cuts also stand up to close scrutiny. Overall | liked this album. So there's
no reason not to buy it really... except that you're gonna buy the other 4 as well so
what's the point? (GG)

Edgar W. Froese / Ambient Highway Volume 1
Compact Disc / 11 tracks / 63.58 mins

Over half of the tracks on Volume 1 are
from "Beyond the Storm', 4 tracks being
completely new from what | can see, and
one track from “Pinnacles'.

The opener “Sahara Child' is also track one
on the “Introduction to...' CD and it's not
bad actually. The beat is chugging and a
little pedestrian, but the melody is alluring
especially the electric guitar treatments.
Track 2 is listed as "Walkabout Abora' but
is actually "Walkabout' from “Pinnacles'.
Not a track I've revisited many times, it's
steady and atmospheric but not inspiring.

The next 3 tracks appear on "BtS' starting
with “Santa Elena Marisal' which has a
distinct flavour of “Livemiles' about it, the sonics being contemporary with that album.
Fair to say if it was on that album it wouldn't have been a high point however.
“Carneol' features plenty of sequences and rhythms and is a strong piece. ‘Bobcats in
the Sun' is another decent track, good sequencing, some nice thematic touches, and
again it's entertaining to spot the TD album on which similar sounds were being
employed at the time.

Track 6 “Afternoon on the Nile' is a new track, with a bright sparkling opening and
more complex sequence/rhythm lines. There's plenty going on, and this time “Canyon
Dreams' comes to mind. "Magic Lantern' is a pleasing laid back affair with a strong
theme which builds drama through the piece, and the electric guitar work is excellent.
Another new piece is next in the form of “Crane Routing', opening with choppy chords
the sequences then develop into an appealing concoction. “Tierra del Fuego' has a
beautiful theme, perhaps too lightweight for some but actually one of my favourites so
far. "Dome of the Yellow Turtles' will again be admired by any fan of commercial
uptempo synth music. The album ends as it began with another new track, the
strangely titled "Car Dreaming' which glides along on a shuffling beat with more
electric guitar vox and sumptuous pads.

Overall the appeal of this album is diluted if you already have "Beyond the Storm'.
However, that said, the collection of tracks on offer are smack bang in melodic /
uptempo / sequenced synth territory and combined with the TD references its easy to
see this appealing to a wide audience. (GG)

Edgar W. Froese / Ambient Highway Volume 2
Compact Disc / 11 tracks / 63.20 mins

Volume 2 opens with the title track from the
imperious 1979 album “Stuntman'. It's
subtitled "Part 2' for a reason which
escapes me, because it's basically the full
track from the album supplemented with a
few extra synth washes, and a slightly
extended ending. Froese's earlier work
shines out on this compilation, if anything
growing stronger with maturity. “Stuntman's
melodic guile is undiminished and is a real
high point to proceedings. Back to Earth
with “Moonlight on a Crawler Lane' which
isn't that bad actually, an insistent beat and
more of those wishy-washy synth pads
which are pleasant enough, though it's a
little irksome to realise that they sound like
the self same patches which were layered onto “Stuntman' only minutes earlier.

Vol 2 appears to feature 4 unreleased tracks, track 3 is the first of them - "Raindance’.
It opens purposefully with some heart felt guitar riffs before a sequence emerges,
though it's the melodies which carry the day for the most part before the rhythm is
beefed up towards the end of the 9 minutes. "One Fine Day in Siberia' opens with
some credible synth work, say what you want but EWF can really tickle the ivories and
impart feeling when the mood takes him. "Heatwave City' is an enjoyable rhythmic
outing, solid pulsations underpin some choice synth leads. The sax sounds a touch
schmaltzy but it deserves the benefit of the doubt. Next we get a five-and-a-half
minute slab of "Epsilon in Malaysian Pale' (again subtitled part 2?) which sounds
brooding and mighty, though I'd hazard a guess that much of the ephemera which
squirms over the sequence pulsations are more modern artefacts and really change
the nature of the piece. If you've got the original however there's nothing wrong with
variety.

To be honest "Shores of Guam' is a very impressive piece, if any other artist penned
this it would be raved about and it deserves no less praise here. The approach oozes
confidence, it's obvious EF is totally at ease with his craft. Next up is “Tropic of
Capricorn' from his 1978 album “Ages', probably the least familiar album to me and
this confirms that | really need to revisit the whole album, it's a great excerpt. The
closing trio of tracks are all previously unreleased, starting with “Vault of the Heaven'
which really is a strong piece, great melody and a fulsome rhythm. “Koala Sunrise' is
more laid back with a poignant theme which is soon accompanied by a chugging
sequence, further lushness added by synth pads. Latterly a skiffle beat is thrown in for
good measure which may not be to everyone's tastes but for me this is a class act.
Finally we have “The Morning Seal' which opens with a slightly foreboding nature
before more rhythmics appear, all the better for a slightly menacing edge and
atmospheric approach.

Overall Volume 2 doesn't disappoint, and there's not a bad track to be found here.
The newer tracks are knocked out with utmost professionalism, my only slight
criticism is the lack of light and shade, the darker more atmospheric moments largely
come from the earlier pieces. But it's a minor point, this is an excellent album. (GG)

Edgar W. Froese / Ambient Highway Volume 3
Compact Disc / 11 tracks / 61.07 mins

Seconds out, round 3. This volume contains
6 totally new pieces, and only 2 from "BtS".
Two new tracks open, starting with "Down to
Barstow' which is a good driving piece of
EM, then we get "Copper Coast' which is an
interesting juxtaposition of rattling
sequences and stabby synth chords. "Days
of Camouflage' is a decent enough outing
but doesn't encourage much perusal,
anyway I'm more intrigued by what "Macula
Transfer (Part Two)' is — because there isn't
a title track on said album — unsurprisingly
it's the stand-out piece "IF810' liberally
supplemented by breathy synth lines which
don't sound too bad actually — not that the
original needs them such is the pure genius
of this piece. "Macula Transfer' is a rarity on CD so this may increase the desirability
factor of this CD. As for the “Part Two' I'm now thinking this is a deliberate attempt to
differentiate the re-recording from the original?

“The Night at Ayers Rock' is another new piece, shorter than most at a touch over 3
minutes and notable by the grandiose stance and lack of rhythm — welcome variety.
“The Light Cone' from “Pinnacles' is next, a good piece presented well here. ‘Genesta
in the Afternoon Glow' from "BtS' is a heart warming piece with some feeling, before
we're plunged headlong into "Drunken Mozart in the Desert' which opens with a
completely new section which is certainly different though I'm not totally convinced!
Then we are presented with the wonderful sequence pulsations of this track which
eventually mutate into that wonderful melodic section, another forgotten gem to my
ears which has me making a New Year resolution to pack the car's CD changer with
all his original works.

Finally we get a trio of new pieces. "Gizeh Sunset' is a totally engaging piece, though it
does sound familiar in a “Canyon Dreams' sort of way. “Summer in Key West' is
another great track, good melodies and well placed sequencing. Finally “Craving for a
Rose' ends with slow tempo and more convincing melodics, I'd be even more
convinced if | could be sure the beat was a hand crafted Froese original rather than an
out-of-the-box preset. Maybe the remark comes from the almost total perfection of the
new tracks, they are so professional they somehow lack the sentiment, the feeling of
the organic earlier works. Even so, this is another impressive album, and testament
that even 3 volumes in I'm not tiring of this work. (GG)
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Edgar W. Froese / Ambient Highway Volume 4
Compact Disc / 11 tracks / 59.32 mins

Volume 4 has another half a dozen new
tracks on it, starting with “Colorado Dawn'
which again had me doing a double-take
with “*Canyon Dreams' on which there is a
track of the same name * but this is a
totally different track, and a very good one
too + over nine minutes, plenty of
sequencing and melody. "Great Barrier
Reef' is a great cut, with biting sequences
and strong themes imparting an almost
anthemic feel. "Bourbon Street Parade' is
another fine new track notable by the
relatively fresh synth voices. ‘Descent Like
a Hawk' and "Juniper Mascara' both feature
on 'BtM', the latter especially is a stand-out
track with great sequencing and an edgy
nature, all picked out on older style voices making a real blast from the past.
"Pinnacles’ (yes, you've guessed it, ‘Part Two') duly takes centre stage and what an
epic sequencer fest this is. To an unfamiliar ear some of the synth stabs may sound
like later additions when actually they were on the original, though subtle
tangentization is at work here nonetheless.

“Vulcano' is another new piece and is another worthy sequenced outing with film
soundtrack overtones. Next we get just under 6 minutes of "Metropolis' from "Ages',
which is a striking contrast to the modern harpsichord stabs on the opening of the
next piece “South Dakota'. “Year of the Falcon' from "BtM' follows leaving a final new
track "Raindrops on Black Skin' to end in suitably low key fashion, a masterful
piano/synth excursion.

So there you have it. Some will perhaps criticise the newer pieces for being shallow or
samey. The most striking thing to me is that | don't recall a bad track on any of the
Volumes. The professionalism, the almost perfunctory way Froese melds
contemporary synth sounds into truly credible EM is impressive to this day. It's not
perfect by any means, as | said in the “Introduction’ sampler it deserves true box set
packaging, and there are some notable tracks missing (eg "Detroit Snackbar
Dreamer' from “Stuntman'). But that said, anyone who likes melodic uptempo EM will
find many hours of enjoyment in this collection. (GG)

Free System Projekt / Atmospheric Conditions
Double CD /4 + 5 tracks / 70:01 + 67.28 mins

At last re-issued giving those fans who
missed out first time around a chance to
own this totally fantastic double CD. When
Dave Law asked me to re-run his original
review | instead offered to give my
perspective on this album which I've now
had a chance to fully absorb and
appreciate.

Firstly it's confession time. [ initially greeted
FSP's decision to tread the purely retro
route with a level of dismay. The mixture of
contemporary melody and retro sequencing
on “Pointless Reminder' was totally
captivating and to replace it with an
approach which so many are now treading
seemed to be a backward step. However,
all doubts were dispelled when | heard this album. It took a few
sittings, initially | thought 2great but nothing particularly special® but
then | gradually realised what | had in my possession.

r@r@ This could be by all intents and purposes a long lost TD album from

the "Ricochet' / "Rubycon’ period. You've read this sort of sentiment
many times from me and other reviewers about dozens and dozens of other albums,
but here the sound and style are so close as to be totally 2on the nail°.

CD 1 contains 4 tracks, a couple around the 25 min mark, a 17 min and a 5 min
piece. Nearly all were recorded live, opening with *Naiad' from the Gathering on
October 2001. Just bask in the opening 10 minutes, with 70's atmospherics and
liberal layers of mellotron. Then the sequences emerge at around the 11 minute mark,
totally convincing, mutating all over the place, pounding and thundering through the
whole soundstage. It could be a modern day version of "Rubycon' - a comparison
which does the original no injustice at all such is the quality of this modern day
recreation. Totally, totally fantastic.

Gear fans will delight at the inside cover pictures, revealing that not only is the sound
authentic the equipment behind it is too - well, if if you classify an Arrick modular as
authentic. The next track was recorded at Jodrell Bank in 2002, a concert | attended
and this is as mere peek at the magnificence on show. The sequence has a slightly
more modern/complex feel, initially pitched higher in the register while motifs and
atmospherics blend an absorbing backdrop. The sequence then takes a bolder
stance, with a deeper bass line added, rounded off with beautiful mellotron flute
sonics. This is Heaven.

“Despina’ weighs in at a touch over 5 minutes but still manages to generate great
atmosphere, then the final track "Galatea' gets underway which is an excerpt from
their Hampshire Jam appearance in 2001. Totally brilliant atmospherics precede
totally brilliant sequencing. Usually I'd be happy with just one track of this quality on an
album, here it's wall-to-wall. Every track hits the mark.

This would be a definitive album if it was just one CD, what's even better is that it's a
double and there's no let up in the Berlin School rampage. "Larissa' is a studio track
but is still recorded 2of the moment®. The formula is the same, sequencing and retro
synths but it's done so brilliantly. The sequencing is always shifting and merging. The
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palette of voices always changing. "Proteus' was recorded at the Stars End Radio
show, hence the late hour(s) mandated a more laid back approach. Here we hear the
subtler side of FSP with a mere sprinkling of sequencing.

Another studio piece follows “Triton', this time we are launched straight into the
sequence run. 15 minutes of pure wall-of-sound pulsating magic follows. Finally (as
far as the music is concerned) we get another 19 minutes from the Jodrell Bank
concert in the shape of “Nereid'. This is a totally blistering piece! Sequencer fans will
be in their element. The final track is a 7 minute radio promo which describes a little of
FSP's approach. | wouldn't have bet on excerpt from The Moody Blues “Tuesday
Afternoon' being included, though Pinder was of course a great exponent of the
Mellotron. An interesting bonus anyway.

| was surprised by the relative lack of comment around this album when it was first
released, perhaps we are getting a little blasé about things. If you bought the TD
bootleg box set vol 1, and crave for the same thing but with decent sound quality then
you must buy this album. It's no imitation, it's the real thing! Totally and absolutely
magnificent. (GG)

Jonn Serrie / The Stargazer’s Journey
CD/ 6 tracks / 59.58 mins

What a wonderful CD this is. Throughout it
is the closest so far to “Planetary
Chronicles'. Indeed it might as well be
volume three in the series. Starting with
the title track we get straight into soft
cosmic winds and little shimmering pads.
Just close your eyes and imagine you are
in the garden of a remote house on a warm
but clear summer night just looking
upwards towards the immensity of space.

In the third minute a nice steady sequence
starts up. It remains in the middle of the
mix whilst little rhythmic touches drift
through and round it. Simply beautiful. "Eye
of the Beholder' has a similar beginning to
the previous track with the addition of little
tinkling note runs like the light of the moon rippling off a gently blown lake. Some very
delicate percussion and rhythm are added but it is so tranquil and low in the mix that
you hardly notice it. As with the entire album subtlety in the key. “Goldstone' takes

us deeper into space. The pads become darker and little cosmic twitters float across
the ether. Softer drones fly over the top like angelic beings drifting on a solar wind.
Another gentle, faintly melodic, sequence starts up giving the whole piece a rather
warm comforting feel. "Pan Galactic' retains this warmth but is even more serene.
There is no obvious structure to proceedings. Faint sampled but unintelligible speech
can be heard which gives things a rather dreamy quality, eventually departing
amongst windy effects. It's as if we are listening to a tube train passing by a deserted
station. The most atmospheric track on the CD so far. "The Stars, Like Dust' starts
with cosmic twitters and more angelic drones taking us on yet another journey to
realms far from this world. Bell type tones ring out in the seventh minute like the rays
from a star shinning above the horizon of one of its planets at the start of a new day.
Gorgeous stuff. "Radiant Dawn's Whisper' initially sounds like the soundtrack to a
50'sci fi movie. Ghostly electronic sounds take their time to echo into the distance like
spectres rising from the ground and disappearing into the sky. Very quickly though we
get massed pads giving a more euphoric feel. Things then become rather breezy as if
we are blown through the cosmos on some strange craft until we finally finish the CD
returning to home. (DL)

Klaus Schulze & Pete Namlook / The Dark Side of the
Moog 6
CD /6 tracks / 64.16 mins

Nice thick electronic tones mix with mainly
unintelligible spooky vocal samples to get
the first part of “The Final DAT' underway.
It's like hearing muffled activity from the
edge of a coma. The second part is very
different as really nice melodies meander
round an infectious rhythm. The addition of
electric guitar (virtual | assume) in the last
couple of minutes made an already
excellent track even better. It's all extremely
accessible and pleasant.

We continue straight into part three. The
rhythm becomes even more insistent. A
superb sequence is added to it which
morphs beautifully as the track progresses-
absolutely fantastic! Melodic lead lines are introduced: they are OK but it is the
rhythms and sequences | enjoyed most. Another equally good sequence enters in the
third minute taking us to the end. Part 4 has a rather slow brooding beginning until a
bright high hat line comes in followed by snare drum and synthesised animal noises-
all rather strange indeed. Various different drum sounds and beats are used as we
progress, sometimes in a sparse setting and at others with a more complex backing .It
remains rather curious, augmented by a radio discussion about Iraq and missiles until
well into the fifth minute when a more conventional loop and modern ambient drum
sounds come to the fore. A gentle electric guitar lead takes centre stage bringing us to
an extremely pleasant finale.

Part five is the longest piece at twenty-four minutes. This is pretty much the
centrepiece of the album and my favourite track here. Inmediately sequences bubble
from the speakers. Their pace is rapid and exciting. A high hat line is added along
with additional percussion and nice slow pads. It's the most Schulze sounding piece
on the CD. The pulsations start to subside in the sixth minute taking us to a lovely but



brief state of float before the sequences return twisting beautifully this way and that-
heaven. Crashing drums come in increasing the excitement. With ten minutes to go
mellow pads are placed over the top providing a gentle calm though the pulsations
still bubble away underneath increasing and decreasing in prominence almost until
the end.

The final part has a rather grandiose beginning with large thick analogue sounds
coming in waves. A bright percussive loop starts to form, more detail being added to it
all the time, only to suddenly fade away just before yet another wonderful sequence
bounces into action. Bass lines come in at the half way mark; a new sequence enters
proceedings, as does yet more bass. We start and stop as other interesting sounds
are added from time to time keeping the attention riveted to what is going on right to
the end. (DL)

Mark Jenkins / Sequencer Loop s 2
CD /12 tracks / 68.31 mins

Some spoken text about the brain (I think)
acts as an introduction to "A Peace of the
Brave' but in less than a minute we are
storming forward on the back of an
excellent sequence and rhythm
combination, an electric guitar lead flashing
over the top. It's an excellent opener which
would be great live as it certainly gets the
pulse racing.

“The Eight-Fold Way' has a very similar feel
to Tangerine Dream around the “Le Parc'
period. A slow sequence mixes with
soothing flute sounds. It becomes more
syncopated with the addition of further
loops and staccato melodic lead line, all
the elements going together in very
pleasing fashion. "A Driftwood Mirror' fades in as the previous number subsides.
Again as might be expected on an album with this name, a sequence is deployed
immediately. It is another excellent one with piano melody (sounding a little Schulzian
actually) played over the top. More conventional synth leads then join the piano to
tremendous effect making this track one of the real highlights.

The pace is even faster on "Under a Cloak of Secrecy and Deception'. Sequences
form a holding pattern whilst more sampled speech sets the scene, departing with the
introduction of drums and more electric guitar. It fairly rocks in a way similar to some
of the tracks off Shamall's “Influences' CD. "Tetraneutron Halo Detector' is initially
gentler with wind chime type effects but it only takes seconds before the loops and
beats can be heard again. Unfortunately it didn't develop enough, so not the best
track here. "Carnaval de los Muertos' mixes sampled wordless vocal effects and
sequence to which are added some nice lead touches in the second half. The next
three tracks provide a welcome change of pace, slowing things down a little. “Solving
the Quintic' uses a nice combination of warbling sounds, melodic note runs, gentle
tuneful loops and effective lead lines.

“Et Lux In Tenebris Lucet' mixes sampled text and monastic chanting with a faint
underlying sequence. It all works extremely well. 1 am a man of clouds' features an
acoustic guitar and pleasant rhythmic chugging loop. “Evolution by Apocalypse' puts
the foot back down on the accelerator. An exciting lead line plays over a mean
rumbling bass sequence and driving drum combination. It's another track which would
be excellent live giving plenty of opportunity for solos whilst the underlying bubbling
brew will get everyone's feet tapping and hands moving in time. "Duty is Heavier¥a%s'
continues the sequencer barrage with even more devastating deep pulsations
accompanied by a high register melody line. In some ways it reminded me a little of
Rolf Trostel. “Thermocycler' keeps the momentum going as a scorching lead lets rip
over yet another stonking sequence

This album should appeal to all those who enjoyed volume one of the series. Highly
recommended. P.S. Anyone who lists as “guests' on the CD Bill Clinton and John F
Kennedy certainly deserves something for amazing cheek! (DL)

Keller & Schonwalder / Noir
CD /5 tracks / 75.47 mins

The majority of the album is taken up with
three movements of the title track. Thick
windy drones mix with eerie samples.
These samples only last a few seconds
however before we are submerged in
foreboding “breathy' pads with just a little
detail here and there. Some lead elements
do start to develop low in the mix. They
have something of a percussive quality and
combine nicely with cosmic effects. Lovely
tron sounds enter in the fifth minute giving a
slightly softer edge along with some gentle
ethereal pads.

Soft string melodies are also used so that a
feeling of tranquil melancholy is maintained
through the fluid, changing, sonic tapestry.
We float straight into the Second Movement and things take a darker twist. A
shimmering sequence can be heard moving in and out of the mix. It adds a little
structure but doesn't dominate. The overall feel is even more cosmic than the first
part. There is a lovely tinkling piano section in the thirteenth minute which
momentarily unlocked my mind from its trance like state only to be dragged back
again by the ever present sequence and cosmic whooshes. We finish with more
windy and on the edge of a dream type sounds mixed with the tolling of a bell. All very
atmospheric stuff. The Third Movement (and indeed all the remaining tracks) also
feature Bas Broekhuis. This is my favourite track on the album blending a slow rhythm
and lead line, both as moody as hell. It reminded me a little of a rather laid back

version of "Weird Caravan' by Klaus Schulze. A restrained sequence enters just after
the half way mark complimenting the feel perfectly and adding that little extra
interesting detail.

The final tracks are Movements One and Two of ‘Dedier a Papathanassiou E.
Vangelis' which | assume are tributes to the great man. | am no expert on his work but
they certainly seem in his style and use a similar sound palette to some of the music |
have heard by him. The first movement begins with fluty synth and dark drones over
which hover some lovely subtle but melancholy melodies. We float seamlessly into
the second movement, some sort of commotion being heard in the background.
Things become extremely atmospheric with the sound of gongs / metallic percussion.
I have certainly heard something very similar to this in the past but | am sure Vangelis
fans would be able to place it much more accurately that | could. So this a very
different album from Keller & Schonwalder. The emphasis is on mood and
atmospherics rather than driving sequences and as such widens their repertoire
somewhat. (DL)

Sayer / 1st Encounter
CD /9 tracks / 69.29 mins

“Desert' kicks things off in supreme form.
One sequence starts up like a locomotive
spewing steam as it goes. Another bass
laden one is added increasing the power
still further. A third enters giving the first
hint of melody before excellent lead lines
come in being both playful but with plenty of
oomph.

This wonderful bubbling cauldron of
pulsations subsides slightly from time to
time as gorgeous mellotron sounds swell
adding a little softness but at the same time
making the majority powerhouse moments
seem even more dynamic. In the fifth
minute things take a decidedly moody twist
with the introduction of a new melody and
rhythm full of attitude. It's a fantastic track. Lovely thick cosmic pads fizz from the
speakers at the beginning of "Liberation'. This tranquil reverie doesn't last for long
however, being broken by a wonderful early Jarre like bouncy sequence and playful
rhythm. It's very infectious head nodding and foot taping stuff and again, melodically,
very strong. A purposeful and slightly menacing melodic loop launches “Perhaps’,
developing into a devastating lead line backed with a powerful driving rhythm. Things
become even more exciting as the pace quickens and yet more melody is added.

There are subtle changes of mood, especially after the half way mark, a little
tenderness softening the edge of the maelstrom, contrasting power with the pure joy
of life. "Ancient Dreams' has a rather menacing beginning out of which yet another
fast, deep and wonderfully exciting sequence emerges. A drum line falls into
formation and the turbo kicks in. If you want an album of tranquil float look elsewhere
but if on the other hand you want music to get the heart racing then you should really
have this CD in your collection. “Precursor Legacy' has similarities to the previous
number but if anything the sequences are even stronger. The mood is also slightly
different, melodically being more reflective and melancholy than on the rest of the
album but | still found my feet tapping and hands moving to the rhythm as much as
before. In the third minute a bass beat is introduced low in the mix leaving any early
70s comparisons behind is favour of a more contemporary approach. The next two
tracks are rather short. The first, “To the Future', develops from almost symphonic
beginnings to become a mid paced chugger whilst "Aqua’ picks up the pace further as
a barrage of rapid sequences drive us forwards.

"Ether Movements' continues on in a similar vein but is somewhat more subtle
deploying soft pads under the pulsations- still very exciting though! It reminded me a
little of Michael Garrison “Trade Winds' has a rather cosmic beginning but it isn't long
before a sequence emerges out of the ethereal backing. The pace is sedate providing
structure through which the pads ebb and flow. The pace then starts to quicken with
the introduction of another sequence and a couple of drum lines- lovely stuff. If you
like Klangwelt, Jarre, Otarion, Axess, the more upbeat Mike Andrews or Something
Completely Different then give this a try. (DL)

Various / Liquid Sound Vol 2
Double CD / 10 tracks / 74.12 mins & 77.05 mins/

What we have here are selected moments,
all previously unreleased, from the
mammoth 36 hour music festival staged to
celebrate Manikin records 10th birthday.
Project Inter.com is effectively Keller &
Schonwalder and friends. They start this
wonderful double CD set with "Come and
Taste the Band'. Fizzing drones travel
through the ether as subtle percussion and
faint guitar give a rather moody
atmosphere. It's only in the last third that
any rhythmic content is added but even
then it is subdued so as not to disturb the
lovely serene feel.

Tom van Draft is really Thomas Fanger
(from Fanger & Schonwalder, Mind Flux etc). His track ‘Blue Halo'
starts with a nice melodic sequence augmented by gentle electric
piano touches. A rhythm enters in the third minute developing a nice

. relaxed groove. Arcanum & Otarion team up for "Homo Novus'.
ChOICQ Various sequences and loops emerge through rather orchestral

sounding pads as we start a slow but very effective build up which hits

the spot perfectly. Very subtle rhythm and percussion are added around which a
beautiful melody, rather low in the mix, weaves its spell. Fanger & Schonwalder are
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responsible for the hugely popular *Analog Overdose' series. Here we have a new
track called "Abgetaucht'. If you liked Volumes 1 and 3 of that series you should also
go for this. A sequence can be heard which starts low in the mix but rapidly rises to
the surface and is joined by high hat percussion. More pulsations are added in the
form of a slow bass sequence / loop. The sequences seep into the consciousness
wonderfully taking over the mind. | am sure a lovely little melody had already been
there a couple of minutes before | noticed it as it fitted in so perfectly with everything
else that was going on. More lovely 70s sounding lead lines come and go- boy do they
hit the spot! Virtual guitar can momentarily be heard in the twelfth minute. It adds that
little extra excitement without dominating. What a wonderful track- mesmerizing but
never boring. The first disc concludes with “Salzbad' by Electric Orange. Initially the
main feature is a fine splashing sequence but as the track progresses it reminded me
of some early Sky label recordings by the likes of Tyndall or even Adelbert Von
Deyen.

It is probably the second disc which will excite many however, even before listening to
the music, as it contains tracks (all at fifteen minutes or over) by Spyra (with Chris
Lang), Rainbow Serpent and AirSculpture. This is the first new material from the last
two of these acts in ages. "Nenikekamen' by Spyra & Lang starts us off. Straight away
it's Klaus Schulze who comes to mind. We float on tranquil soft pads then an
excellent slow sequence emerges backed by a cello / flute combination (I think!)
which weaves a lovely haunting melody. The sequence mutates this way and that
increasing in speed considerably in the fifth minute. Subtle rhythm in added low in the
mix accompanied by yet another lovely lead. Fanger & Kersten provide one of the
most contemporary offerings on the album with “Waterproof Guitar'. Infectious
rhythmic loops and sampled (or vocoded) utterances of the title develop into quite a
relaxed but also extremely “cool' groove. "Deep Dive' by Rainbow Serpent makes use
of rather metallic sounding eerie wind blown effects over which a shuffling rhythm
keeps being heard then disappears like tumbleweed momentarily being seen before
being blown into the distance. Just before the five-minute mark some very faint NASA
type samples can just be heard. This is extremely atmospheric stuff but also rather
vivid picture music. A slow flutey melodic lead floats over the top heightening the
haunting qualities still further.

At about the half way mark a slow rhythm is added giving a little structure but never
intruding too much or destroying the delicate atmosphere so painstakingly created. By
it's title "Not Raving, Floating' by AirSculpture might also be expected to be something
of an ambient affair but this is not the case. Sure we get a drifting, though sonically
powerful, introduction but it isn't long before a typical Sculpture lead can be heard and
then a sequence with their signature all over it. It becomes louder and louder, more
leads are added then another cracking sequence falls into formation- then another!
Simply awesome. Welcome back AirSculpture! (Now when the hell are you going to
get your 2003 National Space Centre gig ready for release?!). We finish with "Liquid
Dawn' by Keller & Schonwalder. For the most part this is an ethereal melancholy
masterpiece darker than anything on “Noir'. A sequence is added in the ninth minute
which does drive things forward a little but thankfully the mood stays wonderfully
morose. Beware the false ending by the way, just when you think it is all over there is
a bonus five minutes of music! Lovely stuff too. Sorry to spoil the surprise guys. (DL)

T-Bass UK / The Infection of Time
CDR / 10 tracks / 51.47 mins

Re-released as a CDR, though such is the
quality of the on-disc printing nowadays it's
hard to tell. No back tray sleeve, but the
front cover is beautiful and a variation on
the original. Here’s the original review
penned when it was first released...

There are quite a few people getting fairly
excited about this new release. LetOs see
why... Storm Front gets the album off to a
flying start, and | mean flying. No sooner
has a torrent of sequencers exploded onto
the scene than the lead melody kicks into
gear. A little time for altitude adjustment
would have been preferable, but it©s a well
controlled and catchy motif which even the
summary thrashing of a baked bean can in
the background cannot detract from.

’0056 Onto Tranquility Bass, and this is where things start to get seriously
r@ good. The opening refrains of this piece are a deeper shade of

tangerine than much of TD©s more recent offerings, and shows the

potential in the style of music that they have been pursuing. Once the
sequencers are unleashed and lead lines start flowing a classic slab of EM can be the
only result. The title track opens with a wide eyed and optimistic motif which for a
moment sounds perilously close to straying into muzak territory, but fortunately the
rest of the track puts it into context and the closing refrains simply put a lustre on an
already accomplished outing.

The Mariner expertly changes the mood of the album to one of foreboding, with
powerful sequences and regimental drums accompanying a brooding melody. Ozone
Park returns to an uptempo and optimistic theme, the snatch of lead synth at the mid
point being particularly impressive. Inferno is a short ambient interlude which may not
see the light of day I©m told, but I©ve heard worse included on many CDs. Four Wheel
Jive is again accomplished but perhaps a bit too similar to that which has gone
before, however The Torch keeps the album well on track with an excellent melody
tackled with some aplomb. The element of surprise is always a good tactic, and the
laid back style of Network... complemented with soulful sax is a well judged departure
which works superbly. Lovesong appropriately ends in uptempo fashion with another
storming lead.

This is an excellent debut album which Shreeve and modern TD fans will certainly find
to their taste. Consistency is good throughout and some of the tracks are up there
with the best. Like the cover as well! (GG)
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Conrad Schnitzler / Contakt
CD/ 12 tracks / 58.28 mins

Conrad Scnitzler was part of the German
Kraut Rock / Electronic music scene right
from the very beginning being both a
member of the very influential Tangerine
Dream and Kluster. He also has a vast
back catalogue but none of the releases |
have heard could be called "mainstream’
electronic, as they are always somewhat
experimental. Some are more accessible
than others, this being one of those. In
many ways the music comes over as
having something of a soundtrack quality
creating moods and atmospheres that
would have been appropriate for some sort
of avant-garde or psychological movie. The
album is split into twelve parts. Some are
rather upbeat and gently melodic such as the first where as others are more subtle,
even sinister sounding such as the second (one of my favourites here) or the fifth and
tenth.

The third and eleventh parts, even though the sound palette was quite different,
reminded me a little of Edgar Froese's "Kamikaze 1989'. Others are pure experiments
in sound, such as the fourth, seventh and eighth where little pulses are aloud to echo
into the distance whilst various other splashes of sonic colour fizz over the top like
meteors burning up in the atmosphere. There is also a rather “odd' but very Schnitzler
sounding piece, “part six' with some faint sampled vocals which wouldn't have been
out of place on the somewhat bizarre *Con 3'. "Part 9' | could only describe as quirky.
A rather conventional rhythm mixes with percussion and melody in an offbeat kind of
way- very curious indeed. The last track gets faster and faster as if it is working itself
up to a big explosion but in the third minute (about the half way mark) it goes into
reverse becoming rather calm and relaxing providing a tranquil finish.

It is an album which would appeal to those who like artists who try a different
approach in mix, rhythms, loops and choice of sounds. In other words it is more likely
to appeal to people who are into less drifty modern ambient releases. (DL)

Brannan Lane / Escape Velocity
CDR /7 tracks / 59.30 mins

"Homing Frequencies' is a good indicator of
the depth and variety of sounds on Escape
Velocity, which is saying something when
you consider that this track is nearly silent.
And yet changes are readily discernible,
enough so that you know when it flows into
track two, "Magnetic Wind.'

The sounds change from metallic, abstract
deep space to foreboding organic drones.
The tension is palpable, and not at all
unwelcome, similar in tone to Steve
Roach's classic The Magnificent Void.
Although Escape Velocity is largely devoid
of structure, toward the end of "Magnetic
Wind' a tribal beat appears, as well as a
quirky little sequence that plays alongside it. A classic deep space motif marks “Alien
Desert,' with wonderful array of textures and sounds.

Drums return again in “The Search Module," which is the most energetic track, at least
at first, though it has at least three distinct passages, the latter two growing
progressively softer. “Previous Life Forms' is perhaps the most abstract, with assorted
electronic sounds interspersed with floating synths. The title track is indexed as two
separate movements. The first part floats darkly about, with rain sticks and airy synth
pads. The second part has tribal beats and deep male choirs, fading as the disc
draws to an understated close. (PD)

Detlef Keller / The Other Face
CD /2 tracks / 78 mins / mega deal £6.95

In this instance the 2other face® of Detlef
Keller seems to be classic 2Berlin School®
pieces, and with only 2 tracks (the shorter
of which is 38 minutes) he's certainly
thrown down the gauntlet.

The opening preamble of "Face 1'is as
good a scene setter and I've heard for a
long time. The synth pads are simply
wonderful, packed with style and restrained
power. A methodical sequence then builds,
adorned with flutey synth pastiches. It's
good but doesn't quite live up to the trailer.
15 minutes in and MiniMoog style soloing
imparts unmistakable Schulzian references.

"Face 2' opens with busier sequences and
continues with, er, busier sequences. More MiniMoog soloing and the chord change at
0 10 mins again reminds me of... well do | need to say more? There's
Q 40 minutes to fill on this track and depending on your mood you may
() o\ feel mesmerised or find it all a bit of a slog. Perhaps incessant
@ repetition is the whole point, but for me "Face 1'is the better track -
b and oh, those opening 6 or 7 minutes... (GG)
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DAVID WRIGHT / MOMENTS IN TIME £6.99
