Here we go again with another 7CD
box set, similar presentation to Vol 1
only in blue this time. And again an
insert with some interesting
sleevenotes.

Though a huge fan of their mid to late
70's work, | have a particular
penchant for the early 80's
Franke/Froese/Schmoelling line-up
and greeted the enticing list of
concerts with high anticipation. But
we start with their 1976 appearance
at Nottingham Albert Hall, and I'm
finding that words are failing me just
as | want to somehow describe the
importance of ‘Part One'. There are a
few highspots on this box set, but
none higher than this. Amazingly, to
me anyway, this is the first time I've heard this piece. I've a fair
S d smattering of their live work knocking about on cassette, vinyl, DAT
m and CD - but this comes as a revelation. Sequenced from the start, it
. develops into a 33 minute tour-de-force of everything that Tangerine
ChO'CQ Dream stood for in those heady days of live electronic pulsations.
The sequences are steady at first but develop in complexity,
straddling ‘Ricochet’ and acting as an overt warm-up to their
legendary US ‘77 tour - most notable there are unmistakable references to the themes
and sequencing which would later appear on ‘Monolight'.

The way the sequences rise and fall through the scales is pure genius. If there was
just one concert | was offered the chance to go back in time and witness, this is it. If
there was ever one piece which | wished the band had an official recording of, and
would someday release, this is it (though the sound quality is not bad all things
considered).

On to ‘Part Two', and again the ‘Monolight' references continue, with the opening and
closing piano sections being previewed here (resplendent with a few bars of ‘God
Save the Queen')! A slow sequence then emerges, liberally anointed with mellotron
refrains. Then the sequences take off again, and we're again presented with a totally
fascinating meld of ‘Ricochet Part Two' and ‘Cherokee Lane'. At about the 18 minute
mark EF picks up his guitar, and that starts to dominate proceedings - undoubtedly
great if you're a fan of this. The final 13 minute section is yet another ‘Encore'-esque
presentation. Overall I'm totally knocked out by this concert (first 50 minutes anyway).
It's hard to describe, but what I've always wanted to hear from a ‘77 bootleg I've
actually found here on a ‘76 concert....

You see, the problem by-and-large with the ‘77 boots is that EF usually goes totally
OTT spanking his plank. And who can blame him? It revs up the crowd, and must
have made for an exciting event. But all that discordant screeching makes
uncomfortable bootleg material IMO. So we come onto a double header of a concert
at Washington Lisner Auditorium just 6 months later. First thing to say, what a hoot
the radio clips which punctuate the track are. And as for the interview... | won't spoil
the fun, but | had to stop the car ‘cause | was laughing so much. One last thing about
the intro's... we now all know the origins of the introductory words on ‘Encore'!

As for the music there are so many fascinating aspects. It opens with a version of
‘Cherokee Lane' which initially sounds very close to the original, but does then turn
out to be a variation in a few ways - | think they chose right for ‘Encore' but this is
great to hear. Next my 2nd revelation of this set. Before hearing this, I'd presumed
‘Monolight' was a melding of two perhaps three different sections. Yet here it is, the
self same version on ‘Encore' recorded “of the moment”. F*ck, where these guys good
or what?!! Next we have a gargantuan 27 minute slab called ‘Monolith' which |
suppose is to this set what ‘Coldwater Canyon' is to ‘Encore'. Some great bits, much
plank spanking too.

On to CD2 which opens with a cracking 13 minute piece which is all I'd hoped for -
different enough from ‘Encore' to be totally fresh yet the genetics are still
unmistakable. ‘Rain in Spain' is no slouch either, but ‘Octagon’ goes the spanking
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route... Overall another great bootleg, gleaned from and FM recording so again the
sound quality is more than listenable.

Now then, another first for me. I've not heard anything from their “Cyclone' tour,
nothing that is except for their 26th March 1978 appearance at the Liverpool Empire
which was my first experience of the Dream live. | was completely blown away. To see
and hear my heroes in the flesh. Brilliant lasers. 140dB at the back of the hall. What
more could you want? Decent music? Well, it didn't seem to matter at the time, but
this bootleg confirms the opinion a “friend of a friend” who was with my party, as he
shook his head after the concert saying “what the hell was that?".

By the way I'm a fan of their "Cyclone' album, the more organised and melodic
approach achievable in the studio carried the day for me. But on the live stage? No.
Compared the the magnificence of the previous years, and the genius which was still
to come, this was not TD's best live period. Consign to novelty value.

We then skip a relatively lengthy 3 and a half years to their 1981 European tour. And
what a difference! By now the legendary Franke/Froese/Schmoelling trio was well
bedded in and ready to give fans the sort of quality sadly lacking from their “78 shows.
The concert is from Newcastle City Hall 25th October and it's presented in fine style
on a double CD of surprisingly good sound quality. CD1 is enjoyable enough, opening
with a superb version of "Logos Part 1' - the percussion is massive! “Sobornorst
(Edinburgh Castle)' is another intriguing piece, with punchy sequencing and stabby
motifs - somehow though it doesn't gel for me and isn't a high spot. Similar sentiment
goes for "Digital Times Suite' - there's plenty of trademark sequencing, percussion
and those stabby digital synth sounds - but some of this is grate rather than great, with
the absence of strong melody being a crucial factor. However, ‘Bondy Paradise' does
have a strong theme some great Schmoelling soloing - and it's a foretaste to the
awesome material to come.

CD2 opens with a “full monty” version of "Mojave Plan' from "White Eagle'. Similar to
all the live versions of this track I've heard, there's little variation to the album version
though the soloing is slightly different if you listen closely. The track which follows is in
my opinion one of the very finest TD pieces never to see an official release. "Thermal
Inversion' is totally knockout in every department - the Schmoelling synth solos
possibly the finest ever, and the sequencing! Boy what sequencing! Brilliant to begin
with, and it improves throughout the track, punctuated with a dynamite drum section,
to be an absolute definition of what TD stood for in the 80's. TOTALLY AWESOME!!

Then it runs into a snippet from "Remote Viewing' leading onto possible the standout
section from “Force Majeure', rounding off with the anthemic section from the end of
“Logos Part 2'. I've followed EM for nearly 30 years now, reviewed regularly for nearly
15. Back-to-Back I'd class this as the best half an hour of melodic/sequenced music
ever put together. Sacrilege that it's not been granted an official release with full
dynamic sound quality, massive thanks to whoever recorded this concert and let us
re-live the brilliance. But it doesn't finish there. We get a stonking live version of "Kiew
Mission', then to top it all an awesome live rendition of “Choronzon’, striking the
perfect balance of referencing the original but developing new twists and turns. What
a concert!!

Finally we get the Fassbhinder Memorial concert, recorded in Frankfurt on June 11
1983. This recording has become much sought after, possibly bouyed by the rather
nifty 10” clear vinyl bootleg which did the rounds, and possibly because it's another
very clean recording. The only disappointment really is that it's simply a melding of the
latter parts of "Logos Part 1' and “Poland Part 1'. Brilliant yes. Interesting to hear the
variations, yes. Even more interesting to hear the odd bum note or two, yes. But at the
end of the day we already have these on superior live recordings.

Small gripes aside, this is a fantastic box set. | greet it with equal amounts of
enjoyment, fascination, and awe. This shows what TD was - quite simply the best EM
band on the planet for many, many years. Special thanks to all involved for putting this
together, including the TADREAM-list gang from where this all grew. Thanks also to
George Washington University for use of the hall, and Pingwing Feather (with 3
locations) for the grant, Walter Winwick from CBS records, and of course all of you for
coming here tonight. I'm running out of things to say. What can we do now? (GG)

Tangerine Dream / Rockface
Double CD /9 + 11 tracks / 55.41 + 51.55 mins

Well, well. This recording has been doing
the rounds for a good many years now on
the bootleg front, notable for the relatively
good sound quality. Here at last it gets an
official release and the sound quality is very
good - a soundboard recording | presume.
Not quite up to "Logos' standard but not far
off, they've done their best to clean up the
recording sympathetically.

I've seen others comment about this
concert that “in 1988 TD still had a hint of
magic left” and | do feel inclined to agree.
This concert catches them with the fleeting
Froese / Haslinger / Wadephul lineup so
it's interesting as a record of that short lived
combo which gleaned "Optical Race' in the
studio. The concert opens with “Mothers of Rain' and what a piece to start with! This is
one of the great tracks from “Optical Race' and it's a fantastic piece to open any show,
diving straight in with massive chords and restrained power. I'm not sure if the next
piece “After the Call' has appeared on an official release, either way it's a bit of a non
descript bridge which flatters to deceive with busy percussives but soul is lacking.

On to "Tyger', here presented without vocals which will please many. | actually find
myself re-inserting the vocals but at least in your imagination they can match the
quality of the music. Actually though, time has done “Tyger' no favours and though the
melody is still alluring it does seem to plod a little more than it used to. “Alchemy of the
Heart' fares little better, akin to “a bit of classical music on electronic acid” it bustles
along at a fair pace and represents to me all that midi-fication had to offer in those
days - ultimate precision but warmth and soul took a back seat.

Next up is one of the highlights of the album, a beautiful piano section (played by
Haslinger I'd suspect). Many of the themes will be familiar from past albums and the
way it's put together is a delight.

Now just read the agenda of tracks which follow - “Phaedra 88', "Live Miles', "Logos
88' - great on paper and great in reality. "Phaedra’ motors along with a great modern
interpretation, the "Livemiles' section is not the best chosen and nigh on identical to
the album but still delivers, however the star is "Logos 88" which is the closing "Keep'
section from “Part 2' and is re-interpreted brilliantly. Such is the stature of the original
that | still prefer it, but the way it's been reworked here is perfect.

To close CD1 we get a lengthy 11 minute new piece called "Parabola’ which is totally
contemporary with their style at the time, plenty of stabby synths and changes in
direction. What transcends this largely fair-to-middling piece though is the final 3
minutes. | think there's an art to closing an album (or disc in this case), | like music
which imparts closure and acts as a summation which all that's gone before. This is
as good a piece in this respect that I've ever heard. Massive stabbing chords, a
melody which is sheer perfection, the poise of a grand master. Brilliant.

On to CD 2 and another new piece, the short but sweet “Table Bay' which is a
poignant piano/synth piece. "Nomad's Scale' follows, a stirring guitar led piece of
anthemic proportions which must have got the crowd really rocking. We then dive into
“Optical Race' territory with a vengeance, with 4 of the next 5 tracks from that album.
“Cat Scan', "Atlas Eyes', Marakesh' and "Ghazal' are all delivered in style but you'd be
hard pressed to distinguish them from the album versions. There's a short percussive
bridge section called "Eden's Gate' spliced in between. Next we get 4 encores,
“Alexander Square' which does its job well, a short piano piece "The Silent League’,
“Canyon voices' and finally “"Optical Race'.

The absence of “Sun Gate' was a slight disappointment, but | suspect it would have
been presented here as with the other "O.R." pieces in pretty much it's original form,
which is understandable seeing that it was a promo tour for that album and the music
would have been fresh to the audience anyway. But generally this is a very enjoyable
album with two or three pieces which, for me, totally mandate purchase - the "Logos
88' track is imperious, the "Papyrus' piano section a delight, and the closing minutes
from disc 1 are truly magnificent. Good to see TD releasing past live concerts, even
better to see them of such good sound quality. Now, if there are any tapes of similar
quality in your archives from the previous 14 years.... (GG)

Tangerine Dream / Dream Mixes 4
Compact Disc / 10 tracks / 69.39 mins

The album opens with a short piece which
contains vocal dialogue obviously from a
film and obviously tying the album together
because it closes in similar fashion - the
underlying point is not so obvious to me
however. "World of the Day' is a great
track, driving rhythms (which you'd expect
of a "Dream Mixes' track) and some nice
melodic touches. "Perplex Parts' opens
with a collage of familiar sounds which toy
with the brain in an attempt to pin down
their origins, for me thoughts of TD's
“Wavelength' soundtrack came most
prominently to mind. Once it gets going the
theme is firmly “Tangram' with many
references all pulled together within the
framework of an insistent beat. Can't pick up the origins of “Cosmic Merriment' but it's
a good track, then onto "Messenger' which utilises the merest snatches of themes
from the closing section of "Livemiles Part 2' and weaves them into a busy, almost
skiffle, beat. Compared the the purity and melodic brilliance of the original, it is quite
difficult to see the wood for the trees. But is is an interesting re-interpretation.

Track 6 "Rebound 03' is an not-very-subtle way of indicating that it's "Ricochet’ which
is next in line for the "DM' treatment. Seems to be “Part 2' by and large with hints of
sequence here, sound effects there. This is probably the best track so far in my
opinion, the drums don't completely smash everything in their path, some of the
treatments are quite subtle. "Floating Higher' is another great track, and to me the mix
treatment here is spot on - much more of the original essence is there allowing us to
feel the original while appreciating the new aspects and in some cases
enhancements. Brilliant.

“From Kiew with Love' is another fine re-interpretation, this time of “Kiew Mission' from
“Exit'. Again it's all the better because the original's DNA is still clearly there, and the
extra rhythms and touches provide a new and refreshing perspective on a classic
track. "Meta Morph Magic' continues the form. Famously causing one reviewer to
describe their head as like “the inside of a blacksmith's shop” after hearing this, "Thru
Metamorphic Rocks' from “Force Majeure' proves to be classic remix material and to
be honest | actually like this version better then the original. It's a Blitzkrieg of a track
and totally awesome! Finally we get "The Metropolitan Sphere' which | can't quite put
my finger on so it must be something post 80's. Can someone tell me what it is
because the melody is great?!

For me "Dream Mixes 3' was the best thing TD had done for a long time and "DM4'
carries on the form. Revisiting what many feel is Holy Ground in this way is a "Risky
Business'. If you dabble with the original too subtly, adding extra pads and endings for
example, people cry “tangentization”. If you throw it in a shredder and use whatever
you scrape off the blades, you get accused of desecration. Though on tracks like
“Messenger' | do find the "DM' treatment hard going, on many other occasions
especially the latter half of this album the reworking provides a fascinating new
insight. Overall this is one I'll play regularly and with a sense of nostalgic pride. (GG)
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Lammergeyer / Birds of Pray
CDR/ 10 tracks / 59.26 mins

Lammergeyer records for the Dataobscura
label. "Birds of Pray' is music designed as a
soundtrack to an imaginary film. The CD is
split into ten parts of a track called
“Thermal'. The first part initially features
soft pads then flutes and a sort of rattling
mechanical sound. After about ninety
seconds a rhythmic loop starts up but it is
very low in the mix. More and more is
added building to quite a dense sonic wall
until being stripped down again in the third
minute.

Things ebb and flow, at one moment
building to some sort of crescendo which
never quite materialises then flowing back.
“Part 2' retains a mechanical quality, this
time like the ticking of clocks over which can be heard birdsong and more soft flute.
It's all rather relaxing. "Part 3' is subtitled "Void' and is suitably dark, a powerful vast
drone dominating proceedings. "Part 4' uses gently undulating cyclical windy drones,
slowly increasing in intensity as they progress. “Part 5' piles drone upon drone to
create a moodier atmosphere. White noise crashes in waves and there are even a
few cosmic bleeps and whooshes punctuating it all. *Part 6' quietens things down
again, subtlety being the order of the day. Each sound is given plenty of space, the
temptation to over clutter being resisted. As a result it has a rather pleasant cosmic
feel and is my favourite track on the album.

“Parts 7 and 8' had a similar feel but this time a wind swept moor land comes to mind.
The beginning of "Part 9' takes us back to more structured realms as lovely pulsations
gently ripple from the speakers. It isn't long however before we return to breezy
atmospherics and then at around the five-minute mark a very nice gentle understated
melodic section. It's another high point of the album. The final part is also excellent
using looped percussion and subtle melody to create a rather dreamy feeling which
then suddenly takes a decidedly darker twist as deep pads mix with the sound of
spectres floating over the top. Just after the half way mark the pulsations return and
immediately lighten the mood again providing a good finish. | thought this album was
OK but I didn't quite enjoy it as much as the other Databloem / Dataobscure releases |
had heard. Yes it is inventive but | found some of it a tad heavy going. People who are
more into modern ambient music than | am might be able to relate to it, in its entirety,
much better than | however. (DL)

Zero Ohms / True Degrees of Freedom
CD /7 tracks / 57.57 mins

Zero Ohms lives up to his name in this
particularly minimal work, seven deep
journeys into abstract dark drones and
ambient crowd noise. Recorded ambient
noise from traffic, crowds, airports, and
NASA add fascinating depth to the various
flutes, wind-synths, percussion, other
treatments. @The Road® is dark swirling
sounds, barely audible for most of it. The
Spaceport® is somewhat brighter, consisting
only of wind-synth and airport ambience.

The drones become rich and resonant,
though at times they drop out to let only the
noise of passersby remain. @The Gate® is 11
minutes of one long drone with people
talking in the background. Sound boring?
It's not, it's cool. @The Inner Mission® is a bit lighter, very soft. The NASA samples are
folded in seamlessly, not discernible from the wind-synth. @The Flight® has a few more
layers, but is still minimalist in approach. A reverse-tape bowl of flute loops gives a
trippy feel to it. @The Afterglow® is dark and rumbling in parts, nearly silent in others.
Quieter still is the closing track, 2The Overlook,° featuring a variety of primitive
instruments though it still sounds very much like a journey into deep space. Heady
intoxicating stuff for fans of true ambience. (PD)

Enterphase / Solar Promenades
CD /11 tracks / 67.07 mins

Enterphase consist of Fred Becker and Jeff
Filbert with guest musicians and on ©Solar
Promenades®© the band have developed
their sound without radically departing from
previous output. On the opening title track
melodic chimes are accompanied by
cosmic treatments and effects which
meander pleasantly along until around the
three minute mark some string effects add
a little more atmosphere and gravitas. ©After
Service© begins eccentrically withunusual
rhythms, distorted loops set against a
slowly drifting ambient space backdrop.

©Procession at Dawn®© has a more stately
backdrop to the electronic effects which
sound similar to those deployed on early Hawkwind albums, with ascending and

descending bleeps and rushes. ©lce and Lace®© is more laid back cosmic soundscapes

with sequencers and melodics drifting similarly towards mid 70©s Tangerine Dream
circa ©Green Desert@Courtyard Memories© has the most recognisable melody so far
that is repeated with subtle variations, but on my early review copy the times don®©t all
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match the track titles.

David Wright adds keyboards and atmospherics to ©Sky Surge© and ©Snow Paths©
which are successful pieces, with the latter being one of the highlights of the set with
a well crafted melody and keen sense of dynamics and understated drama. ©Time
Unbound® returns tothe more characteristic cosmic drift of the title track with
sequencers and improvised effects.©When the Morrow Breaks®© begins gently with
ethereal voices and understated treatments and chimes which gradually build up the
atmosphere. ©For You® closes the set in more impressionistic style but with all the
trademark effects and by now of course you will know if Enterphase®©s excursions into
deep space float your cosmic clipper or not.

This album certainly is a progression from the previous release with a little more
melodic input and variation but as previously stated does not radically alter the
Enterphase agenda. Space cadets sign up here. (SR)

Detlef Keller / Behind the Tears
CD / mega deal £6.95

Emerging from the very heart of European
EM are the Berlin School productions of
Mario Schonwalder and artists like Detlef
Keller, and this release, for me, represents
some sort of landmark in terms of quality.
Playing Access Virus and Quasimidi
Polymorph synthesisers and delivering a
pristine signal, Keller combines all the
elements of traditional Teutonic
electronica, but also manages to imbue
fresh vitality whilst still satisfying melodic
sensibilities. Keller gives us the minimalist
tittes “Tears 1-8' and offers the listener the
opportunity to make up his/her own
according to mood.

“Tear 1' begins with expansive and
dramatic synth pads, a hint of piano melody repeated at intervals with
an itinerant, pulsating, bass sequence oscillating from speaker to
speaker. Then, after the four minute mark, the sequencers and
@ rhythms are introduced, the earlier motif is revisited, albeit in more
b anthemic, expansive form, and Keller then proceeds to explore
melodic variations, strategic key changes and rhythmic textures
before slowing down the pace for the final reprise. A thoroughly satisfying 13© 24
seconds. "Tear 2'is a finely constructed, overtly romantic, miniature of child-like
innocence and something of a departure in style, whereas “Tear 3' is equally
impressive melodically, but is more reflective and melancholic but maintains the high
standards of the set. Keller begins “Tear 4' with echoed strings and an evocative
theme accompanied by classy piano glissando which then develop into a more
organic, orchestral mix.

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“Tear 5' begins with a sensitive, more tranquil setting before a hypnotic, cyclic, melody
is repeated against carefully building strata of sequencers and soaring, inspiring,
improvisations. The listener is thoroughly absorbed and swept along by the tide until,
just before the 7 minute mark, Keller compacts the sequences and percussion into a
more focussed, driving piece allowing him then to experiment and improvise with
melody, texture, and light and shade. At nearly 22 minutes "Tear 6' is the longest cut
and features a long hypnotic guitar overture by Bernd Franz Moritz Braun (Arcanum).
Keller introduces gradual, almost subliminal, electronics at around the 6 minute mark
as Arcanum extracts every last iota of melodic variation from the introductory guitar
work and Keller fades in, almost subliminally at first, the sequences and rhythms. The
music is allowed to evolve gradually building in intensity until more insistent
percussive treatments appear at 11 minutes, accompanied by Keller©s flowing
improvisations and more guitar improvisations. By way of complete contrast, "Tear 7'
is a brisk, more commercial blast of fresh air. Initiated and propelled by Keller©s
superb sequencing, the composer proves here that he can rival Jean-Michel Jarre.
The melody is as instantly memorable as the frenetic sequencer bridges and
harmonics. Finally, "Tear 8' slows down the pace to end the album with powerful
dramatic chords evoking a strident quasi-religious atmosphere and ends with suitably
glorious classical piano bringing to a satisfying conclusion a very impressive album.
Keller has proved here that he is a leading exponent of the genre. Recommended.

Mike Andrews / Time & Science

Mike Andrews is unashamedly influenced
by both Vangelis and Jean Michel Jarre. He
consciously and unconsciously melds both
these styles into his music though as his
career progresses he is also developing
something of a style of his own. His first

impressive cross section of his work
previously only available through the mp3
format. Here the tracks tend to lean

towards the more powerful examples of his
style though there are some more delicate
numbers as well. All of Mike©s work is highly
melodic but it never gets twee. The leads
either flash at you like lasers or work on an
almost subliminal level going straight for

the soul .Most of the tracks here are parts of a piece called ©Tides of
Time®© but with other tracks inserted here and there flowing as one
continues whole. The scene setter ©Tides of Time (Intro)© is a beautiful
relaxed way to start the album.
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b A lovely dreamy lead line floats above windy effects and shimmering
drones. A powerful lead melody surges from the speakers over vast pads and

©proper© CD ©Retrospective© showed a highly



explosions. Its extremely exciting almost apocalyptic stuff. Another explosion takes us
into ©Genesis© and the pace slows. A lovely little motif hangs in the air as more melodi
detail is added here and there. A slow ominous rumbling loop starts up contrasting

with lead touches. ©Part 20 is something of a floater but also intense as the sound is

multi layered and very dense. ©Part 3© is simply stunning. A slow but purposeful rhythm

grabs the attention over which an absolutely devastating lead line combines with an
equally melodic sequence. There are relatively few good tunesmiths in EM but
compared to any of them melodies just don©t get any better than these. Its one of the
most enjoyable tracks | have heard all year. ©Part 4© takes us to very 70s JMJ territory,
especially in the melodic sequence department. The lead lines and all sort of other
background detail are also dripping with Jarrisms. Its powerful but extremely

enjoyable. Couldn®©t keep myself still to it. Wonderful stuffl ©Part 50 is quite a contrast.
From spooky beginnings we move to a very Vangelis inspired lead line. There is a
feeling of pent up power then a rapid roller coaster of a sequence spews from the
speakers. Vast ominous pads accompany it, those spooky little effects still in the
background.

The mood is lightened completely for ©Fantasy®©. This is as tender as the album gets.
The melodies are just exquisite grabbing hold of the heart. Backing is provided by
flutey synth and orchestral pads. It still has an immense epic feel to it however.
Wordless vocal touches almost sing over the top as the mood becomes euphoric. |
would think that John Dyson would have been proud to have composed it. Power and
beauty in perfect harmony. ©Part 6© continues in a similar mood though initially it is
much less dense consisting of solo piano. A sort of sawing bass sound is added
giving it some attitude then little sequences are allowed to develop lower in the mix.
Later in the track the piano disappears and the sequences and drums take over

changing the mood completely as we motor forwards. ©Part 7© is initially a little like one

of Jarre©s moodier more atmospheric numbers but then another sequence / rhythmic
combination takes over and we get into an extremely pleasant body moving groove.

| Have no idea why the next track is called ©Interstellar Jazzcafe© as it doesn©t sound
remotely jazzy - just more Jarre in every department. The sequence bounces forth
combing with typical sonic touches and lead lines from ©Oxygene®© or ©Equinoxe©. ©P
80 has a mega ©overcooked®© organ lead line out of which emerges a blistering
sequence. ©Apocalypse®© is appropriately titled and almost cinematic. Symphonic pads
combine with an appropriate doom laden rhythm. A brighter sequence emerges in the
fourth minute but the mood still remains intense ending with the sound of church bells.
We finish with ©Part 9©. A slow sequence full of attitude accompanies more symphonic
pads. Again the intensity of the lead lines is almost overpowering and as with some of
the other tracks has a somewhat end of the world feel. As well as the two musicians
already mentioned | think this album would also appeal to fans of Otarion and Andy
Pickford as it is music which is both immense in scale as well as melodically superb.

©Every day | die for Your Body®© begins with
mournful thick pads. A slow heavyish
rhythm brings the track to life then two
melodies start up weaving around each
other.

Compact Disc / 12 tracks / 71.49 mins / mega deal £6.95

The sleevenotes read like a veritable
"who©s who" of current synth artists: Paul
Ellis, Nemesis, Free System Projekt,
Robert Carty, Rudy Adrian, Kubusschnitt,
Dave Fulton, Synthetic Block, Paul Nagle,
Arcane, John Christian (from AirSculpture)
and Ramp. This project was borne from
the internet chat group "beyond_em", a
thriving source of news, information and
general gossip which has hundreds of
subscribers, including the artists here and
many more. As Paul Ellis, the co-ordinator
and "guy to blame", as he describes
himself, says on the sleeve "
surprised by the number of other musos on
the list and the high quality of their work. |
threw out an idea where one musician would pick up the musical
thread of the previous musician and make an album that way.

G) O ©Beyond Me®© is the result, a virtual embarrassment of riches. There is
b@ so much tempting music on this album you really won©t know where
to start. The majority of tracks are new, only the Arcane piece has
appeared previously on the ©Alterstill© CDR, and Paul Nagle©s track
has appeared in remixed form on ©Blue Book®. Just before | dive into the tracks, one
mention for the sleeve graphics especially the inside cover featuring cartoon cameos
of all the artists - it©s very cleverly done.
Fittingly Paul Ellis gets the show on the road with a fantastic piece called ©Into the
4iguid Unknown®© (8.19). It features magnificent sequence contortions which are
sometimes left to twist and mutate in isolation, at other times accompanied by
perfectly judged silken pads. Next up is ©Nemesis© with ©Siloportem©(7.25). A punchy
beat underpins expert sequencing and some classic mellotron sounds. Again it©s a top
notch synth outing, and blends perfectly with the former piece, and the next track for
that matter - ©Pharos®© (5.27) from ©Free System Projekt. This really does bring to mind
mid 700©s EM with mellotron timbres painting a patchwork of sound which could be
straight from ©Phaedra®©. Half way through the piece those trademark FSP pulsations
start up and we are on another roller coaster of rampant moog style sequences and
epic synth textures.

Robert Carty contributes ©Outside Influences®© (5.10) which opens with strange alien
utterings before a slow but mammoth beat appears around which all manner or
electronic detail is layered. It sounds slightly tribal, Aztec culture comes to mind, such
as the more atmospheric work of Richard Burmer. Next it©s Rudy Adrian with ©Secrets
in Sahara Sands®© (6.42) which carries on the atmosphere and style perfectly, yet
stamps a very different interpretation with a choppy sequence and ethereal synth
layers. Kubusschnitt©s ©Vantage Trick© (6.18) will surprise (and disappoint) no-one,
being a classic slab of retro sequencing with electric guitar angst pitched perfectly in
the mix. Dave Fulton©s ©Falling Away®© (5.32) takes the baton, a strangely beguiling
collection of electronic throbs and drones while ©Flash of Attention© (1.45) by Synthetic
Block is a brief but perfectly formed cameo which features syncopating oscillations.

Paul Nagle©s ©Adventure®© (8.37) opens with a marvellous arpeggiating sequence and
an infectious melody. John Hickey contributes foreboding words before "the cave
closes" to allow Arcane©s ©Alterstill part 3© (6.00) to be unleashed. If by some twist of
fate you haven®©t got this track, the situation needs to be rectified immediately. First
aired at Jodrell Bank, this is possibly the only track which has ever left myself and

Dave Law speechless at the same time.

©Heathkit Interociter© (4.12) by John Christian is a fascinating and quite unique
sequence based track - wonderfully inventive in construction, very melodic and hugely
entertaining. Finally Ramp serve up ©Rapture of the Deep®© (6.21) and this has to be
heard to be believed - atmospherics from the Gods.

What an album! No matter what your taste in EM this has it all, in one cohesive high
quality package. Buy without hesitation. (GG)

Paul Ellis / Appears to Vanish
CD / mega deal £6.95

A lone organ sound gives the beginning of
the first part a rather Gothic feel. This is
compounded still further when at just over
a minute it is replaced by angelic wordless
vocal effects. You can just imagine the mist
swirling round some abandoned monastery
where the echoes of its long dead
inhabitants still reverberate from one ruined
wall to another. These all disappear before
three minutes, the mood well and truly set
as a deep note repeatedly resonates from
the speakers and an ominous melodic
motif makes proceedings seem even more
sinister.

At six minutes a gentle sequence can be
heard but it is at the eight minute mark
when a rumbling bass sequence makes its devastating entrance that
the mood turns from being ominous to being aggressive but at the
same time exciting. A lead line and even faster sequence comes in
b@ as if we are now being chased with menace lurking around every
corner. The transition to ©Part 2© is devastating, in full flow from ©Part 1©
we quickly put the breaks on. There is a second®©s silence then a
mysterious swirling melody strikes up. At just over four minutes we are left to a tinkling
sequence and atmospheric pads then the sound of a mellotron. Just after the half way
mark another brace of sequences develop, one deep bass and the other of a much
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higher register. We surge forwards once again. This would be great music for a car
chase such is the feeling of speed and excitement.

Gothic overtones return for the beginning of ©Part 3© as a bell rings out over an
ominous rumbling sequence. The sequence becomes more prominent and goes
through various mutations and subtle mood changes, at one moment swelling in
intensity and at the next subsiding. Finally we have the twenty five minute ©Mysterious
Sketches®©. This track in fact started life as an album (as yet unpublished) in its own
right which highlighted what a superb composer Paul is. What we have here is a
condensed version of that album concentrating on the sequencer based style found
on the rest of this CD. Indeed we are straight into sequencer mode accompanied by
some fine melodies. One line sort of asking a question with the second supplying the
answer. Things calm down slightly but then the sequence becomes even more
awesome and bass heavy. There are so many subtle melodies going on weaving in
and out of each other that your mind is first yanked in one direction then another but it
is the beauty of the whole that captivates most. Actually the track is just as effective
when stripped of the main sequence.

At the six minute mark a poignant melody is allowed to drift in the air. At seven
minutes we move into another section which brings images of vast caverns, large
droplets of water falling from the roof to impact on the floor then spraying in all
directions. The mood then swiftly changes again as further mutations take us to a
more mechanical world where strange futuristic machines pulsate away then suddenly
stop and we enter a watery scene with strange animal noises. When the sequence
arrives it is as if the sun has just broken through sending rays of light bouncing off still
pools of water. It all goes to show just how descriptive sequencer music can be when
the instruments are placed in the right hands. The final four minutes see yet another
change in mood, as if night has returned and evil creatures venture out again to feed
on whatever is unfortunate enough to still remain in their domain.

In case you have been thinking that you have heard of this artist before but can©t quite
place him it might help to tell you that he is one half of Dweller at the Threshold. The
other half, Dave Fulton, recently released a fine album that mainly explored dark
ambient realms. Paul on the other hand has come up with a more sequencer based
album full of adroit melodies and juxtapositions. Dweller lies somewhere in the

middle. (DL)

Paul Nagle / Red Book Blue Book
Double CD / 61.05 + 53.19 mins / 16 tracks / mega deal £6.95

The two CDs we have here have very
different characters. You very well might
like one disc when you are in a particular
mood but then at another time you might
prefer the other. ©Blue Book® is basically a
feast of Sequences sounding very retro but
with fantastically strong melodies where as
©Red Book® was inspired by a holiday Paul
spent in China. He took recording
equipment with him capturing the
atmosphere of the places he visited
through the sounds around him.

Looking at ©Red Book® first, ©Multitude©
begins with some of those recordings
which disappear after a few seconds as a
very fast sequence sizzles from the

(&) speakers over a high register lead line. A bass beat is added to the
(’)Q \ brew nestling in the middle of the mix. It is very deep but not dance
@ sounding. At three mins the fast sequence dies away and various

(7) slow melodies weave round each other creating a slightly ominous

b feel, the transition from one mood to the other being handled
effortlessly. This is gorgeous and captivating stuff. Allow yourself to
be drawn in and wallow in the beauty. The pace starts to quicken then momentarily
slows as a heavy beat can again be heard. The mood is constantly changing as the
track twists and turns. It©s a great way to start the CD.

We drift into ©Tomb in Darkness© on the back of more of the field recordings . This is
an incredibly atmospheric track with piano initially providing the main lead. Its all
rather sad but beautiful at the same time. We then get another fast high register

sequence which takes us to the end. More recordings, then ©Sack of Money, Buddah®©.

It begins slowly with the sound of a bell then we get a superb heavy sequence /
rhythm combination and things really start to rock! Its powerful stuff- my favourite bit of
the album so far. ©A Night at the Opera®© begins with huge ominous dark chords over
which we get snapping rhythms and manic effects. More rhythms are added then a
fast sequence with ©Rubycon© mellotron type effects in the background. . ©Chant &
Deliver® is effectively a Berlin School sequencer romp featuring superb deep
sequences over a tron background - fantastic stuff. In the middle we descend to some
more of the recordings from China which provide an almost shocking contrast to what
has gone on before. The sequences try to make it back to the surface but are
swamped by the Chinese effects.

©Tomb in Darkness Pt 2© is a great dark moody track. A child can be heard in the mix
adding to the atmosphere. ©The Goddess of Democracy®© is a very short track which
Paul likes and on which we agreed to differ. ©Strange Times© on the other hand is just
gob smacking. We get twittering electronic effects then the first of a number of
stonking sequences all combining together to form an exciting pulsating mix. A
delicate highly melodic lead provides quite a contrast but boy it works so well! Even

my little lad was bopping up and down in his car seat to it. ©From Space®© changes the
sequence but keeps up in similar blistering form to the previous number. This is no
floater as the title might suggest. Instead we get sequence after sequence layered on
top of each other. ©Red Book®© ends with ©Shanghai Surprise®©. It©s a highly rhythmic
track full of infectious riffs and great melodies. Just try keeping your body still to it. It©s
the sort of number which would make a great encore piece leaving any audience on a
real high- probably the best track on a great disc.

On to ©Blue Book®. For people who like pounding or infectious sequences this disc is
for you and will be worth the asking price alone. ©Power Haus®© takes less than a
minute for the first bass sequence to rumble forwards over which all manor of
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melodies are played. Each melody is exquisite - no meandering aimless lead lines
here. The track builds and builds, the sequence is cranked up further - superb

rhythms are added - absolutely magnificent! We flow straight into ©Wassernixe© on
vast waves of sound. Things then become somewhat cosmic and out of the ether
come a couple of minutes of the most exquisite piano melody, it rather reminded me

of a track from ©Ages®©. After this short interlude we move into ©Xyzzy© on the back of
great crashing drums from which emerges a melodic sequence and then another
wonderful lead line - it really doesn©t get much better than this. The sequences mutate
perfectly as the melodies grab you, not letting you go. If you don@t like this track let me
know and | will arrange your medication. To me its got everything.

©Fugsamkeit© growls into life with the deepest, meanest sequence so far. A triumphant
lead flashes over the top, then its foot full down on the accelerator time as the drums
enter - turn up the volume and go with the avalanche. ©Abstimmen® begins with a
swirling concoction of sounds. Its all dark eerie stuff out of which slow deep pulsations
rise relentlessly. More sequences come in over further tron effects. The basic pattern

is set around which melodies and sequences are allowed to mutate until we move into
the final cut ©Erfierung©. Here a slow rhythmic loop provides structure backed by gentle
pads and a melancholy melody. At two minutes more rhythms and sequences are
added and now we move forwards with a real no nonsense attitude like a tank rolling
over anything that stands in its way. The leads, as throughout this disc, are fantastic

but its really the rhythms and sequences which grab the attention most combining
together to give one hell of a powerful conclusion. What a fantastic album! (DL)

Boddy & Reuter & Mullaney / Tryptych
Compact Disc / 4 tracks / 70.06 mins

The album opens with ©Sienna Daze®©, the
main theme being electronic rhythmics

and stylistically this is reminiscent of
elements of lan©s Jodrell Bank set,
however it©s clear that there is a desire to
plot a tangential course to traditional EM
avenues. It©s primarily the synth voices
which distinguish the approach. The
sequences, were they to be adorned with
traditional synth references, would - dare |
say it - be classic ©Berlin School© but here
the voices are restrained, clamped down
so that they impart rhythm rather than
melody. The result is more Node than
Schulze, and on this album the fruits of
that approach are really starting to become
evident. I©m not familiar with the bulk of DiN©s back catalogue but I©m
told this is a much more accessible work, perhaps the easiest to pin
reference points on so you can scale the tracks with a degree of
safety rather than risking freefall.

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b@ The latter portions of the piece are supplemented by guitar and synth
riffs, no doubt thanks to the collaborators, indeed without the
sleevenotes 1©m unsure who is doing what on the album but it©s clear that this is a true
collaboration and their styles complement each other seamlessly.

©Mystertronic© opens with 5 minutes of atmospheric drones and effects, very well
constructed, before an almost stuttering rhythm takes over, fretless bass is then
added and a jazz style lead line emerges. I©m not a jazz fan, but there©s something
familiar about this and suddenly Vangelis©s ©Albedo 0.39© comes to mind, ©Main
Sequence® to be exact.

The title track is split into 4 sections, the opening 10 minutes is moody and dark with
long guitar layers, then at the 10 minute mark the sequences emerge and together

with the guitar refrains create a pulsating section which is surprisingly "EM friendly"!
More, primarily guitar based, effects and textures to finish — this is an excellent piece.
Finally we have ©lonosphere®©, and again this is an impressive outing with a heavy beat,
supplementary be sublime weaving synth layers and exemplary guitar detail.

Basic message her is that this should appeal to all EM fans, it strikes a perfect
balance between new and traditional references and anyone who may have found
other DiN releases hard to fathom should have no difficulty whatsoever enjoying this
to the full.

The participants in this project are Jens
Peschke and Andy Bloyce from
Kubusschnitt. The first thing you hear on
this album is a rumbling sequence which
leaves you in no doubt that the territory to
be explored is decidedly retro. There are
Tangerine Dream references but they are
mixed in equal part with Klaus Schulze and
Ashra influences. The opening track title
©Klaus to the Edge® (!) makes the Schulze
reference even more obvious. The guitar
when used is very subtle giving colour
rather than dominating as a lead
instrument. The sequence provides the
backbone but the accompanying
atmospherics and effects are just as
effective. Some of the sounds used will make you go weak at the
knees. We are just six minutes in to this album and 1©m already
captivated.

Flutey synth introduces ©Schaltzeit Nachtweit© then a guitar picks out
a beautiful gentle melody, sounding a little like Manuel Gottsching. At

two minutes another perfectly crafted sequence begins to pulsate with supporting
sequences brought in to accompany it. ©9VFE10M© begins with an exquisite
combination of sounds and little melodies but we soon get into the sequences and
rhythms. This is like a storm seen from a distance creating havoc as it goes but slowly
coming closer and closer. Both power and beauty combined into one. An awesome
track. After a short introduction ©Tiefenfluss© treats us to the most bass laden
sequence so far. A brighter sequence starts to build over it and the guitar takes the
lead threatening to let rip but never quite being allowed to. Of all the tracks on the
album the next one ©Manuel Gearchange®© hardly surprisingly has the greatest Ashra
influence (get it- Manuel Gottsching?). A version of this track was first released on
Gold Tri Vol 1 but here we have the ©La RD Remix®©.

Cosmic twitters give way to optimistic rhythms and restrained almost happy guitar
licks, close your eyes and images of the master cosmic guitarist will fill your mind. We
now move on to the twenty-six minute title track. Slow pulsations and guitar as well as
synth melodies set the scene, bubbling along nicely up to the eleven-minute mark
when strident sequences join in. At thirteen minutes rhythms are added, at fourteen
minutes we move into weird territory and dive into an atmospheric pool. The images
created from now on are very dark and ominous, whether the pictures are of deep
space or dark subterranean landscapes the one constant is a brooding malevolence
which is never far away. At twenty-one minutes a deep slow rumbling rhythm pounds
out as though the devil himself is marking out time on some vast drum as tortured
souls do his bidding. ©Ausklang®© follows on in similar dark territory then a melancholy
piano melody makes an appearance, beautiful in its sadness and takes us to the end.

To sum up this is a truly incredible CD mixing many different elements of the 2golden
era® of Electronic Music. Sequences are used for much of the time but they are never
allowed to just run, they come and go and are constantly shape shifting. The guitar at
times provides the lead line but just as importantly it adds an extra dimension to the
overall sound in just the right places. The music ranges from upbeat and optimistic to
dark and hellish particularly on the second half of the title track. Recommended
without hesitation.

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Jim Kirkwood / Tower of Darkness

After 11 home produced tapes Jim has donned
his CD trunks and now dips his toe into ©The Big
Pool©. ©Tower of Darkness®© is a fair representation
of Jim Kirkwood©s work - eerie, Gothic,
atmospheric and powerful all at once. The album
opens with ©The Mad God®©, a piece based on
Michael Moorcock©s book ©The Mad God©s
Amulet©. Jim uses Moorcock as a great source of
inspiration and ideas based on his writings cover
the span of his work. The piece opens with
crashing drums and strident strings over an
ominous soundscape, building slowly as a
mischievous synth toys with the atmospherics.
Layer after layer of sequences are introduced as
the track®©s foreboding nature expands, and Jim©s
use of basic 4/5 note riffs to create a compelling
sound is masterful, the main theme being
reminiscent of Schmoelling©s compulsive

The scene slowly set, enter a
defiant dirge which stands proudly against it©s dark counterpart bringing to mind some of TD©s
darker soundtrack work as it grows in malevolence. ©Legion of Dawn®© again starts very darkly with
slow malignant percussion and a weird synth loop, soon joined by a TD style sequence.
Unfortunately, to my mind, the scene is then spoiled by an unimaginative drum beat which taints
the whole ethos of the piece - a great pity because there are some wonderful synth passages on
show. Like Jim, you may feel it fits perfectly - suck it and see! ©Forgotten Realms®© is a welcome
breather after its hectic predecessor, and they don©t get much more malevolent than this!
Resonant voices, strange ©calls© and noises over a darkly ambient moaning wind - scary stuff
indeed! Finally, to ©The Dreaming Lord® which must rank as the album®©s strongest track. A beautiful
trickle of bells is assaulted by all forms of dark percussion. A powerful, slow sequence then
introduces another mischievous theme as other instruments join in the dance conveying perfectly
the slow descent into REM sleep. Jim©s use of percussion is masterful, at times using one of his
trademarks - a beaten anvil, with more ©industrial© noises and compulsive synth ruling over a now
uptempo pace. The track rounds off with a combined assault of all the Dream©s sequences before
coming to an abrupt ending. | feel that with © Tower of Darkness© Jim has now defined his own
©sound®© - and no one | know is playing such an effective mixture of powerful, dark, Gothic,
orchestrated synth like this. Maybe at times the album could have done with a little more
production and tidier bridging work (an extra week in the studio perhaps?) however this is just nit
picking. Here we have a worthy challenger to the British synth crown who is armed with originality.
Dyson is going to have to leave his safe seat to pick up this gauntlet. Do yourself a favour, click
into Kirkwood!

We begin with a chaotic collage of sounds and
effects out of which emerges an ominous drone
and slow pulses. In complete contrast we then get
a plucked string type lead line to which is added
an absolutely fantastic melodic sequence - one of
the best if not the best Kubusschnitt have come
up with so far. Not to be outdone in the lead line
department in enters a real cracker - again one of
their very best. This is such a fantastic track - so
full of excitement it just makes you feel like
punching the air in pure pleasure. What©s more it
just gets better, faster and more intense as we
progress into the second part with yet more
fantastic lead lines. If you want sequencer
mayhem with strong melodies you will have it by
the avalanche full here. | really can®©t stress too
much just how good this is.

We float into the next section on the back of dark
atmospherics but in no time at all another sequence emerges - again fast and
furious. It is accompanied by a second and we enter Klaus Schulze territory.
Nearer the end a subtle electric guitar lead line starts up adding colour to the
pulsating brew underneath rather than dominating. Its all change as we move
into part four which is basically a short dark cosmic atmospheric piece, a sonar
blip being particularly effective. Initially part five takes us out to even deeper
space with electronic effects and wooshes of sound making one think of
mysterious other worldly phenomena. Out of all this come gorgeous melodic pads. ItOs as if we are
entering a spellbindingly beautiful and yet awesome region of the cosmos. Just close your eyes
and let the music take you where it will. For the second half of this part we are brought back to
reality with a bump as two more sequences come to life and we now start to move at great speed
again. Some lovely floating space guitar plays with the sequences and synth lead. This is both
delicate and powerful music, sounds being combined expertly complimenting the sea of pulsations
on which they float. The electric guitar does get a little more strident just before we enter the sixth
part but not overly so. This section is really a gentle introduction to the even more cosmic part
seven.

The sound of solar flares fly over some deep pads. In the third minute a rhythm / sequencer
combination slowly make their way through a cloud of stellar gasses becoming more strident all
the time but never destroying the delicate atmos. Again its all rather Schulzian. To start off with
Part eight is another cosmic extravaganza with some lovely floating guitar work. The pulse starts
to quicken however as an absolutely brilliant sequence enters around the three minute mark. The
guitar disappears and is replaced by synth leads. Things become very ©Sorceror©ish around the
eleven minute mark. The sequence mutates just enough to hold the interest, the atmospherics and
use of space around it being simply masterful. The sequences are again fantastic on the final part.
As they get into full swing some sympathetic guitar work soars into the ether. The sequences get
beefier and beefier as the track progresses - synth leads now replacing the guitar and things work
themselves up into quite a frenzy up until the end - but is it? Keep the CD running for a little while
and you get atmospheric noises and all sorts of other effects then a really nice mid 70©s floating
melodic passage and that really is the end - honest!

Kubusschnitt go from strength to strength proving here that they are one of the very best retro
bands around today. (DL)
