Axess & Maxxess / Contact
CD /6 tracks / 63.18 mins / smd choice £12.95

We open with ‘Tsunami'. A lovely fast
sequence and rhythm combination
storm out of a short atmospheric
introduction. More rhythm is added
and | defy anyone to keep their body
still. Through all these wonderful
syncopations soars an uplifting but
also laser sharp melody on the
guitar. There are many changes of
pace as well as regrouping of the
drums and sequences as we go
along. Awesome!

A tinkling melodic sequence gets

‘Contact' underway. Soft ethereal
pads surround it then some beautiful acoustic guitar licks
Sm float over the top, echoing into the distance. Gentle electric

. guitar comes into join it completing a simply exquisite
ChOICQ picture. The track gains extra oomph as it progresses. Just
when | thought it couldn't get any better it does, acoustic

guitar settling into a fantastic riff whilst the electric explodes just as
impressively over the top. The sequences kick up even more of a storm
as we come to a finish.

A pulse echoes into the distance at the beginning of ‘Indian Skies'. An
excellent slow sequence starts up, another slightly faster one coming in to
join it. Slow drums are added then another spot on guitar lead line gently
floats, not spoiling the tranquil mood. As on the previous track however
the pace and intensity very gradually increase, the occasional tender

interlude providing a nice ebb and flow. ‘Close Encounter' is initially
tranquil and melodic but it isn't long before we get into a wonderful
relaxed groove with yet more superb guitar playing. There isn't a moment
on this album where the balance between guitar and synths isn't spot on.
This is a perfect example. The melodies are strong but also tender at the
same time.

‘Exile’ has the most atmospheric beginning so far creating an eerie and
foreboding feel, the sound of spectres mixing with other ghostly effects.
An infectious rhythm starts up and the track becomes more powerful,
building quite a head of steam. We finish with the mammoth ‘Behind the
Mirror', lasting over twenty-four minutes. Abstract touches of sound
shimmer over a sparse backing. A mournful guitar line starts up in the
third minute seeping into the very soul. A slow bass sequence then
comes in taking things forwards but without spoiling the atmos. The track
builds slowly but surely, more sequences and rhythms coming in until
before | knew it we were motoring at quite a pace. Things strip down to
just a gentle sequence in the thirteenth minute then even that disappears
into melancholy atmospherics, tron type sounds taking the central role.

With seven minutes to go another delicate tinkling sequence enters. This
morphs as a bass line falls into step beside it. Then in come the drums
and you just know we are building to a powerful finish. Pads swell giving
an epic feel with just a twist of melancholy and the guitar again takes lead
duties. Wonderful, wonderful stuff. This is a fantastic CD which can be
incredibly powerful but at the same time providing just the right amount of
light and shade so that you don't feel punch drunk by the end. Listen to
this album and you will realize what an awesome live act they would be.
What's more you actually have a chance to see them as they are playing
the National Space Centre in Leicester, England on the 22nd May. | can't
wait! (DL)

Max van Richter / Resurrection
CD/ 7 tracks / 64.03 mins / mega deal £6.95

At last the long prophesised album
by ex Arcane member Max van
Richter is released. In keeping with
the Arcane albums, it encapsulates
and extends the classic
melodic/sequencer style which TD
used to perfection in the early 800s.

The opening title track demonstrates
this perfectly, building on a wave of
pulsations it produces a massive
symphonic melody which sticks in
the mind long after the piece ends. In
many ways this is another Arcane
trait, the infectious nature of the
pieces is undeniable and completely irresistible. ©The
House of Visual Transference®© repeats the recipe, a
sumptuous flowing concoction of heavy symphonic themes
and low pulsating sequences, topped by robust drum lines.
©The Abduction Syndrome®© opens with superb electronic
effects and builds the atmosphere superbly. A sequence
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opens up reminiscent in mood to those on ©Sorcerer©, then more melodic
and intricate sequencing takes over. 1t©s great! The synth themes blend
perfectly with the structure, the track changes emphasis and style but
never loses its grip. As ©Prophecy®© opens up a distinguishing feature star
to emerge from the Arcane material. Max©s own work seems to have a
harder perhaps slightly darker and symphonic (but no less melodic) edge.
Instead of ©Livemiles© or ©Logos®© the style is slightly more towards the
melodic/sequential parts of ©Thief©, ©Sorcerer© and ©Firestarter© for exa

©Psychokinetic Hymn® reveals a slightly lighter edge, opening with a
delightful sequence which builds from simplistic roots into a mesmeric
collage. The patterns then fade to leave a silky ambience which invites
another sequence to emerge. The lighter stance remains but, oh, the
melody. So infectious, it acts almost as a premature close to the album
such is the magnificent nature. But no, two more tracks remain. ©The City
of Walking Hallucinations© opens in more subdued fashion but soon bursts
into a symphonic crescendo, constantly underpinned by superb
sequencing. Piano and guitar detail give the piece a slightly modern edge,
but it©s still all in keeping with the van Richter sound. Finally ©Last Exit©
opens with chugging rhythm and sequence but again the piece builds into
a heavyweight piece with massive symphonic chords meshed with guitar
style detail.

Debate still occasionally surfaces about the pro©s and con®©s of using
comparisons in reviews, but when you hear an album like this it is totally
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appropriate to make comparison with the very best EM ever made. Had
Schmoelling or Froese released this as a long lost TD solo work no-one

what I've heard there is undoubtedly potential to be tapped. This album

goes a long way to realising that potential and anyone with a yearning for

would have batted an eyelid as to its credentials, and it©s stature as one of the "darker side of the force" should start here. (GG)

the best solo albums to emerge from the scene.

Rainbow Serpent / Mosaique

The eagerly awaited third album by
Rainbow Serpent is here! The first
two albums were stylistically very
different from each other but both

the highest order possible.

We kick off with ©Silence®©, damned
silly name for a piece of music but |
see what they are getting at as it
brings to mind a subterranean
futuristic city late at night, just you on
your own - or are you? By the atmosphere that is being
created | doubt it! This flows into ©From Within©®, a more
accurately titled piece where the slow chord progressions,
beautiful piano melody and symphonic effects really do pull
at the heart strings - a truly beautiful piece. At the half way
mark a gentle rhythm is introduced which becomes more dominant as the
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track progresses, only subsiding when we enter ©Prhythm®© and its opening

other worldly strangeness takes me back to the atmosphere created in
the first track.

After a while a melody is introduced and close on its heals we get a beat
which develops nicely until the title track takes over making use of all
manner of sampled acoustic sounds and pure synth, we even get a deep
bass rhythm low in the mix. All in all a very intriguing piece that has an
enormous amount happening in its five minutes duration. Next up we
have ©Trancelation®©. This is the first sequential track on the album,
becoming more rhythmic and hypnotic by the minute, even a bit Schulzian
at times. ©In High Spirit© is a smashing little piece which really takes me
back to the days of ©Magic Fly©, very infectious rhythmically, an ideal
driving track.

“Portraits' appeared
on probably Michael's most popular
album “Chronos'. It is a dark
brooding track with just a little
percussive detail, a flute type lead
carries a lonesome melody but it is
really the depth of the bass drones
that attract most of the attention.

“Almost Daybreak' uses two notes
constantly repeated as the structure for layer upon layer of
synth drones. What starts off as an occasional synth lead
(@) develops into the main feature. It is hardly melodic, just
0(7) providing detail. A backdrop of birdsong and running water

is gently disturbed by very quiet music on "At the Bath'. A
melody is then brought in, sounding faintly Eastern. What is
very odd about the track however is a strange muffled sound in the
background which is either the sound of the wind on the microphone or
muffled distant thunder, either way it is rather distracting (especially if
listening on headphones).

"A Moment Before' is a completely different matter. Whooshes of synth
blow over a tinkling sequence. It just sounds ready to take off into
something quite special then | look at the sleeve and notice that it is less
than three minutes long and just as soon as | have spotted this it fades
out, hmph. "The Reflecting Heart' (oh heavens!) starts off superbly with
delicate atmospherics and what sounds like a wooden flute almost crying
over the top. A string backing is added, as is strummed guitar and all is
fine (very good actually) until about the four minute mark when we seem
to head for an EM / Country and Western crossover. | know this sounds
awful and to many people it will be but really it isn't that bad.

Insect noises are a fitting beginning to "Night Currents' and a very relaxing
affair it is too, ideal for sitting out on a balcony in some far away sunny
land.

"An acoustic interpretation of an endless replacement
process from the appearance of new and the decay of old
worlds" is the concept, and to this end the opening “Impuls'
b@ is a 30 second recording of a distant pulsar. “Aura' kicks off

musical proceedings with a repetitive sequence which for 3
minutes acts as the introduction to the following piece “Amplituden’ which
combines a strong sequential rhythm with a well constructed melody.
“Interval' is a short scene setter for an impressive sequence which
straddles the tracks “Zwischenraum' and “Zenith'. The trio of tracks which
follow stick to this intro/sequence/develop sequence formula and again
they do not disappoint. The penultimate track ‘"Magma' combines a sparse
sequence with an ambient beat. The melody is just as rudimentary
leaving various effects to add variety to what would have otherwise been
a fairly repetitive 8 minutes.

The closing track “Puls' compresses themes and sequences from the
whole album into a superb 3 minutes. This is yet another quality album
from Waveshape, however it still leaves me feeling that they have yet to
show their true potential.

"The
Cube' is a stonking sequencer fest
developing and improving on their already
very popular first effort. The almost twenty
five minute opener 'Cube’ gets straight into
an awesomely powerful sequence leaving
no doubt that this will be a million mile an
hour blistering journey so fasten your seat
belts. At just over four minutes a superb
lead line weaves its gentle way through the
pulsating storm providing excellent
contrast and adding depth.

At eight minutes the sequence starts to

wind down and we enter a much needed
relaxed passage. Flutey synth takes us to some gorgeous melodic
synth pads. Two leads provide the main focus one being very deep
and the other of a higher register. They combine beautifully. No way
is this mindless drift, it grabs your attention and sucks you in,
revitalising every nerve in the body. It all becomes very cosmic and a
new sequence starts to develop, fast moving but low in the mix. It has
a sort of shimmering quality to it which fits in with the cosmic references perfectly.

More sequential detail is added. A synth lead comes in at nine and a half minutes and
adds a further dimension to a track which already has so much. At sixteen minutes
things calm down and become rather ethereal. By eighteen and a half minutes the
sequences start up and again they are just wonderful with a lead line which we have
come to expect by now is spot on.

“Hypercube' is an even more powerful version of "Cube’ and it is here for the first time
that the guitar plays any significant role. A heavier rhythm is also used, its the sort of
thing that would make a great encore and as such is also a good way of finishing off
the album. I wish it could have gone on much longer than the five minutes we have
here. An amazing CD! (DL)
