My review of ‘Contact' by Axess and Maxxess in the last magazine as well as the
introduction to that mag fairly raved about how good these would be live. I could have
been over-hyping it to you but I knew I wasn't. The thing is that ticket sales were poor
for their National Space Centre gig on the 22nd May and I just knew that people would
be missing something rather special. My expectations of this concert were, as it
happened, under optimistic as it turned out to be a most incredible performance.

Read Steve Smith's opinion of the concert in his letter which follows which intro. Quite
frankly though this is mild compared to what some people have reported back to me
over the phone. Even Graham, the editor of this mag, who is becomingly increasingly
hard to impress thought it was one of the best concerts SMD have EVER put on at
any venue.

Bloyce from Kubusschnitt and Paul Nagle playing together at the National Space
Centre, billed as the Cosmic Smokers. There will be an ever changing line up
between the individual musicians during the evening and there should be a real party
atmosphere. It should be one of the best, fun packed evenings we have ever had
there and given the individuals concerned the music is bound to be fairly awesome.
Please don't miss this one.

You will see that we have reviewed the two limited edition Andy Pickford and Paul
Nagle CDs in this mag. Officially these are all sold out BUT I have kept back just a
few for our paper magazine customers. These have been withdrawn from the web
page otherwise they would all have gone by now but it would be a shame for those
people without Internet access who would have really liked one to miss out.

LETTER...
Steve Smith, a long term supporter of SMD, live concerts and the Electronic Music
‘scene' in general very kindly sent in this letter after attending the ‘Maxxess and
Axess' concert. It gives his independent view about the event.

I must say that to me this was a superb event, perhaps one of the best gigs I’ve ever
attended (and there have been many). Perhaps it was because I’d never heard any
music by either artist, other than a bit of Pyramid Peak, that I hadn’t at the time noted
as being particularly out of the ordinary. I did read the review of the ‘Contact’ CD you’d
done in SMD 95 and the comments about ‘must see them live’ etc. My first thoughts
were this is a plug to sell concert tickets. I must say that I’d considered giving it a miss
but having not been able to make it to either the Radio Massacre International  or
Andy Pickford & Paul Nagle gigs due to other circumstances, thought that I should
support SMD by making the effort this time.

As I said I wasn’t to be disappointed by the music, at times it was simply stunning,
with the power of Max’s guitar over Axel’s superb synth work. What was disappointing
was the support for the event. Dave Buxton thought there to be around 57 people
there? Perhaps many were like myself and not willing to experience these artists for
the first time, or are they too apathetic to travel even the shortest distance. It always
amazed me that when anyone played in Derby the audience was larger with many
people travelling great distances but also many being local (thanks to Ashley
Franklins Soundscapes?). It seems the people of Derby don’t appear to be willing to
travel any distance. I may be wrong and doing them an injustice.

Anyway I feel that all those who missed the concert at Leicester missed a real treat,
and I defy any lover of electronic music to say that ‘Contact’ is anything but a superb
CD. It’s almost as good as the live event, from the musical viewpoint, but obviously
lacking in the visual appeal of the lightshow in the planetarium. This seems to get
even better and can be highly recommended to anyone who hasn’t yet experienced it.

Would it be an idea to ask people who have attended the live gig to send in comments
as I’ve done above, that you can publish to promote future ones. I’m sure all the
regulars would come up with some good publicity to help promote it. It would be a
great pity to lose the live performances again. I certainly feel it’s worth the effort to
cross The Solent and travel 200 miles to attend. Thanks again for your services and
the effort you put into promotion of this type of music.

Dave Buxton's estimate of the number of people attending the gig was fairly accurate
though as some of the people he counted were my helpers the actual sale of tickets
was just 53. It was very disappointing especially when considering that Axel and Max
came all the way over from Germany. I agree with some of Steve's theories as to why
this event wasn't better attended but as I mentioned in the introduction to this mag it
being FA cup day certainly didn't help and that was simply my fault. Some of the
regulars at the SMD concerts travel large distances and it is disappointing to me that
others aren't prepared to travel very far (most of the Jodrell Bank crowd haven't come
over to the new venue). I realise it could well mean the extra expense of staying the

night in a hotel but I think that is rarely the real reason. People tend to spend large
sums on their hobbies, it is more a question of being bothered.

As Steve said, the visual display with lasers, lights, smoke, starfields, video and DVD
projection at the Space Centre goes from very good beginnings to reach even greater
heights. The Space Centre has especially brought in new laser controlling software
just for us and an independent computer animation artist Nick Stevens has also been
providing us with additional fractal / space effects and generally loads of other exciting
images.

There is a lot of work being put in by many people to try and make these events as
exciting as possible so it would be nice for them to be appreciated by more people.
Putting the concerts on at the Space Centre (probably the best venue for this type of
music in the country) is a very expensive option. I could just put gigs on above a pub, I
could break even with very low audiences, but this would really be selling the music
short.

On Saturday the 26th June we will be having rather a special event as AirSculpture,
Under the Dome, Paul Nagle and hopefully Andy Bloyce from Kubusschnitt will be all
coming together to entertain you in a fluid line up throughout the evening. Rehearsal
rooms have been booked for the Friday and Saturday as well as the added expense
of all the hotel rooms (for eight people rather than the usual one to three) for two
nights instead of one. On top of the usual expenses it is quite a big risk but I am trying
to end the current series of events, before the summer break, on a real high. I hope to
see as many people there as can make it. I'm sure we'll all have a great time!

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Ian Bodd y / Chiasmata
CD / 10 tracks / 68.38 mins

This is Ian's performance at The National
Space Centre last year. Many people who
attended that excellent gig have asked for it
to be released so here we are. We begin
`Gravity Well' with a huge wave of chaotic
swirling sound, calming down after a minute
to relaxing, shimmering pads.

It isn't long however before things become
darker and a little eerie, acting as a very
effective introduction for what is to come.
We drift into `Dark Matter' on the back of
water droplet notes but the mood if anything
becomes even more sinister as the drones
get deeper with windy / breathy effects over
the top as well as various other spooky

sounds. The atmos lightens a little as we move into `Ecliptic' and a laid
back sequence starts up. A rather cool rhythm is added, not too
energetic, but still enough to get my head nodding. `Lightfall' is a soft
floater, lovely angelic ethereal pads developing to quite spiritual
proportions. `Nucleotide' is the longest track. Initially it is all rather
cosmic and takes a while to build, just gently pulsating along with a

nice rhythmic loop complimenting the sequence. Gentle piano touches add that little
bit of extra detail. The rhythmic content, however, is being added to all the time until a
real groove is developed.

`The Mystic' quietens things down again, as we get lost in an abstract collection of
spacey sounds and effects, sometimes subtle and at others intense. The title track is
quite moody to start with then a pulse can be heard to which slow but strident drums
are added. Things become even more urgent as a superb melodic sequence takes
centre stage. In the third minute menacing lead lines make an entrance and the mood
becomes quite malevolent. This is a piece dripping with `attitude' and venom. Simply
wonderful stuff! `Kinaesthesia' takes us to the depths of the Earth with echoing
metallic sounds and water dripping from above. It's an extremely atmospheric start out
of which another sequence emerges, then another and another. This is only the start
of what is to become quite a syncopated storm.

Contemporary rhythms are accompanied by sympathetic samples and some excellent
lead lines to create a track which is so cool. `Still Point' is, to start of with, another
haunting number but then in comes the most exquisite melancholy piano lead line.
The audience demand more. `Mechanic Organic' whooshes into being. A hissing
sequence bursts onto the scene like a locomotive racing down the track. In contrast
however we get a delicate piano based lead line nestling in the middle of the mix. It
works extremely well and is a good way to conclude an excellent set. (DL)

Otarion / Faces of the Night
CD / 9 tracks / 64.34 mins

The album takes us through a restless
dream filled night. We begin `Nightfall' with
eerie metallic shimmers, deep bass
rumbles and haunting but also quite
ethereal wordless vocal touches. It's an
extremely impressive start out of which
rhythms and simply stunning melodies
emerge. Beauty and power are mixed
together in the perfect combination.

The track gains even extra oomph and yet
more melodies surge forward one after
another seeping into every element in the
mix. Turn up the volume and let rip. I found
myself playing air keyboard like a crazy
thing and simply couldn't keep my feet still.

`Mylene' starts with a beautiful tender lead line but it isn't long before
another excellent rhythm starts to build and build then pow in come
some more blistering lead lines, all top notch. The quality of the
opener was something to behold but this number takes us to even
greater realms. The pace subsides from time to time to make way for
the tenderest tinkling little melodic interludes but this makes the

power sections even more awesome when they return! It's as if a disturbed sleep is
calmed by pleasant memories; a technique which is used frequently throughout the
album.

`Tower of Darkness' starts with an explosion of thunder then howling winds and deep
dark drones creating a most ominous atmosphere. In the second minute we get a
lovely combination of rhythms and menacing lead line, almost snarling from the
speakers. A minute later the mood lightens a little. A new melody banishes the
darkness but without losing anything of the surging power, just taking it in a new
direction. `Sleepwalker' also has many moods but in general, in the first half is more
tranquil, even melancholy with some lovely use of mellotron. In the second half there
is a very seventies sounding sequence over which bass stabs give even more energy.
We finish in calmer mode with, as before, a hint of sadness.

`Dreamcatcher' has a slow deep bass backing, like funeral drums from the depths of
hell. This is menacing stuff! There are more of those wonderful little interludes as
angelic vocals break in, lightening the mood, to suddenly vanish letting the darkness
return. The whole feel of the track changes in the fourth minute as the pace quickens
but there is still an air of unease. With Rainer's music there is no chance of getting
bored, the tracks are constantly moving from one exciting or beautiful moment to the
next. `Picture of Dreams' has an appropriately serene restful opening but of course
Rainer can't keep it like this for long as powerful symphonic strings add oomph. We
then get a rather Vangelis inspired section (even TD's `Legend' came to mind) which
takes us to a close.

A bright tinkling sequence and contrasting dark drones get `Nightmare' underway. The
tension builds, oh so slowly, but surely. The track is full of attitude, gradually winding
itself up.  I couldn't believe it wasn't going to explode but instead gently subsides
leading into `Dancing in the Silver'. A gentle sequence comes in like a soft rain.
Another beefier sequence joins it then we are on another roller coaster ride of
fantastic drums, pulsations and blistering lead solos. Moments of tenderness can also
be found however (something of an Otarion trademark) even amongst the most
exciting maelstrom. It is what makes his music so effective, standing head and
shoulders above almost everyone else.

`Morning Twilight' has just the sort of calm relaxing introduction you might expect-
quite beautiful in fact, but you guessed it, a low pulse starts to throb, drums roll then
layer after layer of pulsations move into formation. The backing fights back, swelling
to almost spiritual proportions. Beauty and the beast in perfect harmony, wonderful
melodies weaving round it all creating as near perfect a finish to an album I can
imagine Every track here is perfection, there is no weak link. It is one of my favourite
CDs ever; truly a pleasure to review and goes without saying that I think it is an
essential purchase. (DL)

The Omega Syndicate / Analogu e Waves
CD / 3 tracks / 75.33 mins

There is Berlin School, then there is
Hardcore Berlin School, and then there is
this! Xan and Dave Gurr, the guys behind
he Omega Syndicate, really don't seem to
care what some people might think. They
like sequences, of the good old-fashioned
style, subtle as a brick and don't see why
you shouldn't crank them up, and up and
up.

Why should there be a limit to the number
of sequencer lines you can have anyway?
They let rip and just keep going. I mean,
there are three tracks here averaging over
twenty-five minutes each, one over half an
hour with hardly a moment to catch breath.

The sounds they choose are all so mid to late seventies but of
denser proportions than I have heard from anything actually coming
out of that period. Some reviewers are going to hate this for its pure
lack of sensitivity or originality but these guys are having enormous
fun doing what they love doing and this fun is infectious. It certainly
left a smile on my face throughout the entire album. It is also true that

there is the occasional bum note but on the whole the lead lines are melodic and fit
the mood so well that they don't really grate, it's all just part of the fun really.

A swirling wind, or rather `Analogue Wave' gets the appropriately named title track
underway. It is accompanied by wonderful cosmic twitters and other deep space
effects conjuring up images of a desolate planet far away from our galaxy. After three
minutes the first sequence makes an entrance. And what a sequence it is, rapid and
bass laden enough to shake the floor. A slow lead line, fitting the mood perfectly,
gently fizzes over the top. I was concentrating on it so much that I missed the
appearance of the second sequence which was even more bass heavy than the first.
It all goes together to make an amazingly thick wall of pulsating analogue sounds.
Another sequence comes in, a little higher register one, faster and more melodic than
the others, morphing in and out of the mix. We are less than 10% into the album and
already wonderfully close to overload.

`12:21 pm' commences with Sci Fi type electronic bleeps and solar flares. It's another
one for all you space cadets out there. Just lie back and drift to the deepest regions of
the cosmos. It isn't long however before a steam roller of a sequence rumbles forth.
Little splashes of cosmic colour add detail as a second sequence forms low in the
mix, spewing steam like a locomotive as the initial line of pulsations become even
more thunderous. Again there is nice detail underneath as another melodic lead line
plays over the top. This is no pretty little ditty however, being just as mean as the
maelstrom it is accompanying. Another lead comes in, even more full of attitude than
the first, mellotron putting the icing on the cake- wonderful stuff! There is many a
morphing of the sequences and even with five minutes to go the pace increases with
additional rhythm and new lead lines heightening the excitement still further. Rarely,
for me, has twenty odd minutes passed so quickly.

Now you might think that the guys have pushed the style just as far as it can go
already but you haven't heard `Dark Skies' yet! There were doubts as to whether
people could take the full version of this track as there were edits done but at the risk
of it just being too much for some people it was decided to not curtail the beast so you
have the full almost thirty five minute version. It begins in similar cosmic style to the
previous two numbers but even more intense with a no nonsense deep reverberating
drone creating an intimidating atmosphere. Repeated, slow stabs of sound echo from
the speakers then in the second minute a rapid but melodic sequence surges forth full
of excitement and energy. Fasten you seat belts as there is now going to be no let up
for the next, almost half hour! We step up another gear just a few minutes later as yet
another, even faster sequence falls into formation, the backing becoming denser as
we go and an almost battle cry of a lead line flashes over the top.

Mellotron adds a little softness but to be honest is virtually drowned out by the storm.
The sequences morph and for a moment, I though we might be slowing down for a
breather but no, instead in comes a repeated salvo of drums and then a steady
rhythm, as if golf ball sized hail is smashing into the ground. This is accompanied by
another lead line, this time flashing like lightning. It is as if we have all the most
devastating atmospheric conditions happening at once. The drums momentarily
depart being replaced by a repeated three and then four note melodic motif but the
energy level is just as high as before. More lead lines come and go, the best so far
making an entrance in the sixteenth minute. It's almost catchy but also very exciting,
like laser beams shooting up from the ground, greeting the lightning from above. It's
one hell of a solo, ideal for air keyboard whilst the rest of your body moves to all the
complex lines of pulsations bubbling away underneath. Unbelievably more sequences
keep coming.
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Yet another lead solo is introduced in the twenty fifth minute as the backing is stripped
down to only three sequences or so but it's still more powerful than an exploding
nuclear reactor! With seven minutes to go we get more mellotron and a sort of
calmness does start to take a hold by the thirty-minute mark. Even so a lone
sequence can still be heard slowly winding down amongst more cosmic effects until
the finish. Take the CD out of the player and go for a lie down. (DL)

Andy Pickford & Paul Nagle / Solipsism
CDR (Limited Edition of 200) / 7 tracks / 70.26 mins

As with the last limited edition from these
two the track titles were obviously an
exercise in having a good time. The first six
numbers were taken from what I think was
the first set from their awesome September
2003 National Space Centre Concert.
Track seven is a studio track. All the
material here is new, the music reaching
new heights as their collaboration
continues. We begin with `L'Infernal'.

Birdsong mixes with other calming sounds
and effects followed by a looped and
processed sound sample courtesy (or
certainly not!) of Tony Blair. Out of this
emerges a sequence with just a hint of
menace. The pads swell and another

sequence / loop is added increasing the pace and excitement level still further. Things
mutate beautifully providing just the right backing for a searing virtual electric guitar
lead- absolutely fantastic. Things calm down again as we make a smooth transition
into `The Return of the Kirg'. A slow rhythm builds. Subtle melodies weave a spell low
in the mix, gradually increasing in prominence as yet another sequence surges
forward. More melodies are brought into play. The balance between power and beauty
simply couldn't be better. We finish with an exquisite piano solo. I could say that this is
one of the best pieces of music they have done together and that would be true but
then so is almost every track on this and its sister CD `Binary Motion'.

`Picochet' (ho ho!) continues with the piano until it disappears into soft pads and
effects. With a title like that it is hardly a surprise when a very Tangerine Dream type
sequence is deployed, then another. Mellotron pads complete the picture then in
contrast a ghostly spectre warbles over the top. There seem to be so many layers to
this track, it's amazing that is was all accomplished by just two musicians but such is
the talent of these two it makes you wonder what they couldn't accomplish. The pace
and energy increases still further. Half heard vocal samples are added sounding more
like something from one of Andy's solo albums. Yet again, simply awesome!
`Rumours From The Evacuole' initially cools the fevered brow with soft atmospherics
and gentle melodies. At around the two and a half minute mark a slow steady rhythm
comes in. A minute later a sequence joins it then a few seconds later yet another
more urgent one. Before you know it we have entered warp drive again, searing lead
lines diving this way then that. `Not as it Seems' begins with soothing piano. A high
register sequence joins it, the backing swells, drums are added and once again we
are treated to a syncopated storm! `

Doctor Weed' is initially slow and brooding but as with previous tracks the pace soon
starts to quicken. There are some humorous juxtapositioning of vocal samples whilst
things develop, the afterburner is engaged then pow! We are back in overdrive,
sequences bubble away whilst lead lines storm over the top. `The Haunted Doobie' is
a studio track not played at the show and it is a superb way to finish, once again
mixing, initially, a humorous vocal sample with slow, menacing, rumbling sequence. A
second melodic higher register sequence is added then a wonderful melancholy piano
lead line- exquisite stuff.

We then get (depending on your point of view) rather meaningful or rather pompous
vocal samples. It is hard to tell whether these are meant to be serious or whether the
guys are poking fun, given the track title I would guess the latter. The piano returns,
being just as beautiful as before showing real emotion which is increased still further
in the last few minutes with the addition of acoustic guitar. (DL)

Andy Pickford & Paul Nagle / Binary Motion
CDR (Limited Edition of 200) / 7 tracks / 72.36 mins

Tracks two to seven were taken from what
I think was the second set from their
awesome September 2003 National Space
Centre Concert. The first however, `The
Great Slow Down' is a new one from the
studio. Vast symphonic pads create quite
an epic feel. In the third minute ethnic vocal
samples can be heard then text taken from
some news programme, all underpinned by
a gentle sequence which gradually
increases in prominence as it rises through
the mix.

Lovely little melodic touches add a nice
gentle quality to what is becoming quite
intense backing. Extra energy comes in the
form of a drum line heightening the

excitement as well as driving the track forward even faster. Calmness is restored in
the last five minutes as a lovely flute weaves its spell over a steady rhythm. Vocal
samples return, this time creating quite an uneasy feeling which, if anything, is
intensified on `The Other Side'. Dark drones reverberate and if the volume is high
enough should make the floor shake. Above this are ethereal pads with an almost
vocal quality to them. The contrast of the drone and pads changes the mood to one
that is more spiritual than sinister.

In the last couple of minutes a rather Spanish sounding acoustic guitar can be heard
finishing things off in a lovely dreamy state, continuing through to `Through Spectral

Smoke'. This is then replaced by at first one sequence then a second melodic one.
These add real urgency and the foot is returned to the accelerator, the pulsations
increasing in intensity all the time whilst lovely little melodies come and go in the
middle of the mix- simply exquisite. After some soft strings `Le Miracle Du Vert'
bounces in to life on the back of a rapid high register sequence. A three note bass
loop gives depth as lead lines meander over the top.

`RolleneGeeken' deploys an even faster splashing sequence which is then replaced
by a more bass laden one. It's a track with real attitude in the rhythm department but
with sublime little melodies, which just seem to hang in the air, above it all. A more
forceful virtual guitar lead line surges forward in the fifth minute giving even more
oomph. `Mellowtronic' initially calms things down with nice relaxing atmospherics,
rather Vangelis sounding actually. A slow but infectious groove starts up with yet more
little melodic touches weaving around it. A tinkling sequence is added, complemented
perfectly by a delicate piano lead. What a beautiful track. The final number `That
Which we Know Not' begins with eerie effects and delicate tinkling bells. This moody
start is shattered as some insistent drums roll forth. Things become even more
exciting and powerful as a wonderful sequence forces its way to the top of the mix. An
excellent track to finish a wonderful album. (DL)

Tangerine Dream / Live Paris 1981 (Bootmon 3)
Double CD (numbered) / 6 + 6 tracks / 47.21 + 57.27

Chapter 3 of the Bootmon Series brings us
to Paris on TD's 1981 European Tour -
2nd Feb to be exact. Collectors view this
recording of TD's 1981 live output as one
of the best quality audience recordings
available, and indeed it is a sparkling
transcription - however, as with the
previous Bootmon releases, there is a
problem. During the transition from track 1
to 2, for about a minute, there is some
extremely bad digital distortion. This is
such a shame because it does disrupt
proceedings considerably. Frustratingly the
original Tangerine Tree Vol 14 from which
this recording is sourced is not distorted.
Unbelievable really that this managed to

slip through the various stages of manufacture and end up on the final disc.

The Bootmon recordings have generated much comment from TD fans, the vast
majority negative. When you consider the previous problems such as swapped discs
and repeated tracks, and now this distortion problem, you can understand why. In
terms of presentation I probably prefer the nifty colour covers on the Bootmons vs the
rather eccentric packaging of the Bootleg Box Sets. And the discs themselves are
beautiful full blown picture CDs. Less impressive are the sleevenotes which are
exactly the same as Bootmons 1&2  - hardly imaginative! Without the problems this
would have been a legitimate project (as were the Bootleg Boxes 1&2) which would
serve well those fans without PCs / broadband who have neither the time nor volition
to source the Tangerine Trees themselves. At the end of the day only one party can
sort this out, that is Tangerine Dream themselves who apparently have the official live
recordings and could short circuit all this nonsense by releasing them properly.
`Sohoman' and `Soundmill Navigator© simply won't do, though `Rockface' is certainly a
nod in the right direction. Until then, kudos to the Tangerine Tree for making the most
of what's available in private collections, though I'd fancy they'd rather  not have been
credited on this project

Anyway, onto the music - and what music! It opens with `Undulation', strange
atmospherics weave a hypnotic collage for 3 minutes at which point some rapid fire
sequencing appears. This merges beautifully into `Calymba Caly' which, together with
`Thermal Inversion', is becoming quite a regular now. Like waiting for a bus really,
years of anticipation for this brilliance to appear on CD and then 2 or 3 come along at
the same time! First we get a version from Newcastle on the Bootleg Box Vol 2, then
it appears on Bootmon 1 `Aachen'. The latter was only a couple of weeks prior to this
concert so the tracks and format are almost identical. However the sound quality here
is superior and to be honest this release renders `Aachen' virtually obsolete - except
that you need to buy it of course to get the 2nd Montreal disc... Anyway, I for one am
fascinated every time I hear a new version of this sequence of tracks and Messrs
Froese, Franke and especially Schmoelling were on totally scintillating form in Paris.
This release has split `Calymba Caly' into two sections, the uptempo `Electro Part'
which features those massive sequences and some amazing Schmoelling soloing,
and the more deliberate `Ancient Part' with the regimental but no less effective
sequencing.

And then we go headlong into `Thermal Inversion'. In previous reviews I've said it
more than once, but just so you're in no doubt - THIS TRACK IS AWESOME!! The
more you hear this track in increasingly superior sound quality the more it's
credentials as possibly the most accomplished TD track of the 80's come to the fore.
Mix massive percussives, scintillating sequencing and Schmoelling in full melodic flow
and it's too much for words. Forgive me for 10 minutes while I just sit back and
enjoy...

Wow, were back into a surprisingly jaunty piano interlude called `Parisien Piano' which
contains whiffs of familiar motifs here and there, especially `Pergamon'. Then, heaven
of heavens, we hear those sequential refrains from `Force Majeure'. This piece is now
25 years old and still knocks most EM I hear into a cocked hat. Though not credited
this then merges into the `Logos Part 2' section which has been popularly titled `The
Price'. A fantastic closing section, only slightly marred by the fact there's a bit of
jumpiness in this version - can confirm this was on the original Tangerine Tree
master, and it doesn't detract too much from the magnificence. The stunned pause
before the audience bursts into rapturous applause says it all. Pure wonderment.

Disc 2 opens with the majestic refrains of `Silver Scale', the opening section of which
appears on the soundtrack `Wavelength' as `Church Theme'. I know you were all
dying to know that fact (to give you an idea of sound quality, this actually sounds a
cleaner version!!). Anyway, this is more stunning brilliance, the sequence lines fly like
blow darts through the ears and the synth leads are like razers, shredding all before
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them. At the 12 minute mark the sequencing becomes even more rampant. By now
the audience were probably hitting themselves with pans in a cartoon-like gesture of
submission. I feel another capital letter “awesome” coming on. `Horns of Doom'
segues in at the 18 minute mark. I'm going to throw up, or something. EM shouldn©t
be this good. AAAAWWWEEESSSOOOMMMMEEEEEE!!!

OK, OK. I'll try to control myself. `Phase Change' is a brooding bridge section which
gives a chance for the blood pressure to drop. TD then play the old `Daimond Duster' /
`Daimond Diary' (sic) double whammy. Depth charge drums beat the front row into a
pulp, then the sequences are unleashed again in trademark style from the `Thief'
soundtrack, with some wonderful variation in the shape of more improvised lead lines.
The audience greets Edgar as he picks up his plank and spanks the audience into an
even higher state of frenzy, for which health insurance must surely be mandatory. The
sequences go into overdrive and blow a fuse, leaving Edgar in ecstatic isolation. Jaws
clank on the floor. Audience riots....

...But not before a couple of tasty encores are served up. Not content with drumming
through the Earth's crust, they roll out the nuclear detonators in the form of
`Choronzon'. Brilliant as ever, and note the acapella audience accompaniment at the
start. Bada bada bam be bam. And Schmoelling's soloing? What can you say? The
guy is God. Best version I've heard. Audience goes ape.

`Trap Feeling' is a fantastic close to the concert. A relatively short chill-out section,
followed by the bombastic fusillade which is `Scrap Yard' from `Thief'. They must have
been throwing buckets of cold water over the sequencer banks by now, as they were
overheating and had to bring the piece to a premature close by the sounds of it.

I'm totally worn out by this release. It's probably the best back to back collection of
uptempo sequenced / melodic EM I've ever heard. And the sound quality is amazing
considering the audience recording origin. Had the digital distortion not been a factor,
I'd have called this essential - but perhaps I'm being swayed by the fact that this is the
only bootmon where I've successfully managed to peel off the seal without removing
the lacquer from the cover! ;-) Seriously though, this is the ultimate release of
extremes. The worst digital fault I've heard on a production disc, yet the best music.
Take your pick. (GG)

Tangerine Dream / Live Sydney 1982 (Bootmon 4)
Double CD (numbered) / 5 + 6 tracks / 41.08 + 57.42

Bootmon 4 brings us the TD's brief tour
down-under in early `82. Being sourced
from FM radio, as with Montreal, it's been
around the block a few times in the form of
various bootlegs (eg `Dreaming' and before
that the rare vinyl `Leprous Appearance on
Wednesday'). More recently disc 1 formed
the basis of `Sohoman'.

Some housekeeping duties before we get
onto the music. Firstly the fault list. There's
an extraneous two second gap in between
`Mojave Plan' and `Thermal Inversion' -
annoying considering how easy it would be
to remove. More annoying is the
sledgehammer end to `Choronzon' half way
through. The Tangerine Tree Vol 37 (from

which this disc originated) has no gap, and `Choronzon' is nearly 5 minutes longer.
Totally unbelievable.

Next, sound quality - not sparkling to be truthful considering it's FM source. It's best
described as patchy, doubtless the cassette origin is a factor. Not as good as Paris or
Montreal, but better than Aachen. Finally, presentation. Packaging is again quite nice,
pleasing colour gatefold, individually numbered, some decent pictures in the middle.
Both discs again picture CDs. Black marks only for the sleevenotes which are again
identical to the other Bootmons even down to the typos.

On to the music, which is a total pleasure to review. With `White Eagle' hot off the
press, and `Exit' not too distant a memory, they certainly had a gamut of magical EM
to weave into the performance. We start with `Convention of the 24', an atmospheric
into gives way to a slightly stuttering sequence which gathers velocity and structure.
Superficially a decent track but it lacks sufficient melodic guile to really grab you. The
atmospherics return with a vengeance for the ending of the track which then bridges
beautifully into the hypnotic sequencing which heralds `White Eagle'. If you want to
hear a studio perfect rendition of this track in less than perfect sound quality, look no
further! More bridging atmospherics then lead into the pulsating `Ayers Majestic'. High
on drama and rhythm, it has similarities to the closing section of `Horizon' from
`Poland'. Another decent package which only just fails to transcend the merely very
good. Ah, but next we have the sensational melodic section from `Logos Part 1',
emerging from more fine bridging effects. This section of `Logos' has always been a
personal favourite and it never fails to delight, the only disappointment is that there's
very little variation from the “official” version - though of course variation isn't what
they were aiming for here and it shows what brilliant musicians they were to play this
so consistently.

The sound quality deteriorates noticeably towards the end of the track but revives as
we approach the final piece on CD1 `Bondy Paradise'. This is a great track, flowing
rhythmics and great melodics.  A fitting end to the first part of the concert and the
audience shows due appreciation. As a footnote I felt obliged to get `Sohoman' out to
listen to this track “properly” - and it's only now that I realise just how “tangentized”
`Sohoman' really was - especially `Bondy' which is totally obliterated with a mass of
unnecessary additional layers and sounds totally false compared to the original.

Onto CD2 and we are first to a full blown rendition of `Mojave Plan' from `White
Eagle'. Classic track of course, and it must have gone down a storm at the actual
concert, especially being so “hot off the press”. It's performed so impeccably however
that it's again difficult to distinguish from the album version, though the extra lead
lines at the 4 minute mark are tremendous and it's such a shame they weren't
featured on the studio release!! After the full 25 minutes I did find myself craving for
the next track, which duly arrives (after the annoying 2 second gap) in the form of our
old friend `Thermal Inversion'. And it's another totally storming version of this classic

track - I could listen to it all day!! Atmosphere in the shape (I think) of a section from
`Remote Viewing' then gives way to the classic `Force Majeure' section which is duly
rounded off with the `Logos Part 2' closing section. We must never get blase about
the sheer magnificence of this section of music. It is, quite simply, the benchmark.

A well deserved audience ovation gives way to a cracking version of `Choronzon'.
This is a classic example of how to perform an already brilliant track in the live setting
- make it sufficiently different to impress but don't totally throw away the essence of
the piece. TD judge this to perfection, and it's easy to get completely lost in the
moment - until for some inexplicable reason it suddenly stops in full flow and dives
into the next track `Midnight in Thula' (sic). Examination of the original Tangerine Tree
Vol 37 reveals there's nearly 5 minutes of this track missing. `Midnight...' is a very
busy piece which has always done it's very best to reach the realms of greatness but
for me it's never really got there. The sequencing is OK but the the melody is edgy
and not that infectious, and the live version here is nigh on identical to the album.
Finally we get `Outro' which presents the original radio broadcast closing comment - a
nice touch.

So, overall a classic concert which in isolation deserves many plaudits - but the
problem is this concert doesn't exist in isolation. All these pieces are available in
superior sound quality elsewhere. And, disappointingly, the `White Eagle' pieces are
very similar to the album. Throw in the mastering faults, and the very average sound
quality, and the shine really does begin to fade. For me the `Paris' concert is vastly
superior in every way. Even so, it's a fascinating glimpse of the boys on tour down
under. (GG)

Tangerine Dream / Live Ottawa 1986 (Bootmon 5)
Double CD (numbered) / 8 + 10 tracks / 46.31 + 59.39

The last chapter of the “Bootmon
Experiment” brings us a concert at the
National Arts Centre, Ottawa which took
place on 20th June 1986. Again the
packaging is bright and colourful, with
some pics of the band line-up which by
now had seen Schmoelling replaced by
Haslinger. Unfortunately the identical
sleevenotes with the identical typos are in
evidence, however on a brighter note
there's no evidence of any faults on the
discs - a case of fifth time lucky?

The concert kicks off with `Pilots of Purple
Twilight' from `Exit' and immediately the
sound quality, or rather the lack of it, hits
you. This is possibly the poorest sound

quality of the 5, sounding muddy and compressed, though it does seem to ebb and
flow through the 2 discs with some of the tracks not sounding too bad.

 `Pilots' is delivered with customary aplomb and expertise, an energetic opener which
relies on a peculiar staccato style rhythm rather than “in yer face” melodics, but it is
almost identical to the album version. After a 2 minute bridging section we than move
into an excellent adaptation of `Stratosfear', very different from the original with stabby
synths supplementing the main theme. `Akash Deep' (sic) then serves up some
beautifully atmospheric refrains, eventually supplemented by flutey synths to allow the
sequences to emerge and the way it all gathers momentum is great. Again rhythm
rather than melody carries the day, but this is a significant track which wasn't released
on any studio album hence it's a fascinating 13 minute ride.  `Beneath the Waves' is
next, a beautiful poignant bridge to `Zen Garden' which gets moving immediately with
an insistent rhythm and stabby synths. Again the emphasis is on dynamics rather than
composition, it's a piece which ends much as it started with little variation in between.
`Scuba Scuba' crashes straight onto the scene and again the rhythmic approach is
similar but somehow more successful on this classic from `Underwater Sunlight' which
has enough variation from the original to maintain interest. Sound quality by now has
improved slightly and overall this is now very listenable. `Coloured Rain' is another
unfamiliar piece which is high on atmosphere and serenity, a laid back sequence
adding texture and it's a perfect way to wind down to the beautiful `Piano Solo' which
opens with `Ricochet part 2' then goes on to demonstrate Haslinger's prodigious talent
as he rolls off a number of classic themes, painting light and shade so effectively.

Disc 2 opens with an excellent version of `Dolphin Dance', initially sounding very
similar to the original but it does subsequently take a few different twists and turns and
together with the extended ending it weighs in at over 9 minutes. `Ride on the Ray' is
next up, and is a real roller coaster ride in the live setting. 3 minutes in and the
audience starts to clap which can only mean Edgar is about to do some spanking, and
sure enough he whips the crowd into further frenzy with sparkling guitar salvos as the
bustling backdrop threatens to burst a blood vessel.  Things don't subside for over 9
minutes by which time a brief silken synth bridge is a welcome chance to catch the
breath. Two more strong tracks follow, the excellent `Going West' from `Flashpoint'
and the wonderfully melodic `Yellowstone Park'.

A new piece `Underwater Twilight' follows, busy sequencing and synths create a
dense rhythmic texture though the melody lacks some focus. Next is a fantastic
strident piece called `Legend Leftover'. The latent power in this piece is something to
behold, totally awesome and a fantastic way to end the set. And an equally fantastic
way to begin the encores is the beautiful `Unicorn Theme', wonderful melodies played
with real panache. Haslinger shows more prodigious talent with a Mozart Piano
Concerto before the excellent `Rare Bird' and `Bois de Bologne' bring the concert to a
close. This really is a superb collection of tracks, and shows that the boys were still in
scintillating form despite the departure of Schmoelling. Good also to see the absence
of faults on this set, though the sound quality is disappointing.

So there you have it. The Bootmons have probably generated as much controversy as
the “tangentization” debate when the `Tangents' box set was released. But for the
significant problems this would have been a worthwhile project which opened the lid
on more TD brilliance for those who don't have access to the Tangerine Trees.
However, for 4 of the 5 sets to have problems is a situation which cannot be ignored.
“You pays your money, and you takes your choice.” (GG)
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Klaus Schulze & Pete Namlook / Dark Side of the Moog
Vol 8 (re-issue on AW)

This is the re-issue of the original Fax label
album. Musically it is identical in every way
to that CD. Recorded live in Hamburg. In
common with the other albums in the `Dark
Side' series the music is split into different
sections of one large track, in this case
`Careful with the AKS Peter'.

Superb cosmic bleeps and otherworldly
effects shimmer from speaker to speaker
for the first few seconds then a very (late
80's?) Klaus Schulze sequence / drum
pattern starts to rumble away. Faint
vocoded voices whisper underneath. Close
your eyes and the music will draw you in,
the sequence hypnotizing and intriguing
you at the same time. It isn't unusual on a

Namlook / Schulze collaboration for certain sections to be easily attributable to one of
the artists. This section sounds 100% Schulze. You wouldn't need a credit on the
sleeve to be certain of his involvement. Half way in to the twenty five minute opening
section the pace quickens and the sequence becomes louder, the drums really start
to kick and another typically Schulzian sequence is tossed into the pot, incredible!
Turn up loud. This must have got the audience in raptures, absolutely amazing!

Eighteen minutes in and a fantastic lead floats like a ghost over the top and the
intensity of the main sequence builds still further. All good things must come to an end
however and we return to the cosmos (the audience being heard showing their
enthusiastic appreciation) for a very short spaced out section. On Part Three synth
pads and vocoded vocals make it seem as though you are on the edge of some
strange dream which gets still weirder as deep drones and non human cries intrude
on what would otherwise be a calm scene.

Part Four gets us back to a sequence (`train' type) and sounds much more Namlook
than Schulze, still pretty damned brilliant though. The sequence / drum patterns
become increasingly complex and wild, causing the body to move and shudder in
unison to the beat. Things moderate in the second half and all is calm again by the
time we enter Part Five which is another gentle interlude taking us to Part Six. This
sequencer based offering isn't as dynamic as the previous blasts but the best is saved
for the second half where some stonking Klaus Schulze lead lines (early 80's?) are let
rip.

Part Seven doesn't waste much time before getting into the rhythm but so many
different sounds and patterns are used that it is very easy to get lost in a vast mesh of
syncopation and cosmic twitters.

The final section, effectively the encore, is an intense floater with a mournful
Schulzian lead. A superb track to finish a superb album. (DL)

Paul Lawler / Lucid Dreamer
CDR / 9 tracks / 50.37 mins

Before you immediately dive for your
cheque books, usually a mandatory reflex
to any Paul Lawler release, be aware that
this is a very different PL release when
compared to his `Bronx Age' or `Year Zero'
output. Many of you may be aware that
Paul's ªday jobº is to compose music for
television and films, as well as for
relaxation/meditation purposes. `Lucid
Dreamer' is a glimpse of Paul's output in
this style.

The title track `Lucid Dreamer' is a real
grower, with an infectious and subtle
melody picked out on a variety of synth
vox. The beat is chugging, the style very
laid back, but the expertise and skill is very

much in evidence. Superb. `A Traveller's Tale' certainly packs in the variety. Initially
the Irish pipes suggest a cold North Atlantic Sea and a guy in a crow's nest saying
ªwhat's that big white thing ahead?º. It soon deviates into a delightfully atmospheric
guitar/piano section which has a Mediterranean feel, the chugging beat then
intensifies and African voice samples take us into Deep Forest territory, before
melding into native American Indian style ala `Sacred Spirits'. The way it's put
together is amazing.

`The Poet' is the weirdest thing I've heard from Paul, a slightly menacing piano motif is
repeated with various atmospheric touches, joined by Chinese sounding narration
throughout the track. Just can't get on with this at all. `Sunchaser' brings back the
Deep Forest style with a beguiling beat and subtle melody and more African voice
samples. Translucent sequencing is then introduced, a major diversion from Paul's
usual EM style is the lack of ªin yer faceº sequencing on this release. `Dreamtime'
presents voice samples, ethereal synth pads and more beautiful sublime melody
which does sound line a tear-jerker moment from a movie.

`Soul Dance' is a very sophisticated track punctuated by Russian - or Greek (can't
really decide) interludes and latterly more east European voice samples bring to mind
Deep Forest or even Enigma. The classical horn accompaniment is brilliant, in
common with this whole album the subtle detail is brilliant. This is amply
demonstrated on the next track `Walk While the City Sleeps', with beautiful piano and
wispy synth backing which overall brings to mind the early works of Peter Buffett or
David Arkenstone. It gathers pace with an excellent syncopating sequence and
choppy synth chords any overall this is the highlight of the album so far. Totally
fantastic.

`Cerulean Skies' is more minimalistic, less lush than some of the previous tracks but

again impresses. Finally `White Steps' brings more chugging riffs and marvellous
melody, picked out on voice treatments in almost `Zoolook' fashion.

The sleevenotes describe this perfectly as ªa seamless wave of sonic textures,
orchestra and world instrumentsº. Overall my expectations were far exceeded, it's a
wonderful meld of Deep Forest and early American synth masters such as Buffett and
Arkenstone. Laid back, subtle, perfect for late night listening, certainly lighter than the
usual smd fayre, but the professionalism and eye for detail is awesome. OK, now you
can get your cheque books out. (GG)

Asana / Shrine
CD / mega deal £6.95

As the months pass the influence of
ambient on traditional EM becomes ever
stronger. In many cases the result is
unsuccessful, however there are a few
examples which realise the potential which
this combination can bring. ©Shrine© is just
such an example. ©Saviour© is a fine
opening track, well executed with a superb
rhythm. As with many of Dave Barker©s
tracks there are a few versions of this track
in existence. The version here is (Dub4) -
should (Dub2) ever be released as a CD
single I recommend you seek it out
immediately. ©Ascent© contains some classic
sequence lines intertwined with another
hypnotic rhythm. ©Jupiter is a slower track

with a penchant for throwing the woofers out of the speakers - "bass
shy" is not a term I©d use to describe this track or indeed the whole
album. The diverse elements of this track really do gel with repeated
listening.

©Scan F© is the first track on which Dave really lets loose his trademark
sequential filter sweeps. The effect is stunning when combined with

such an expertly executed rhythmic tapestry. ©Dream© again features a number of
diverse elements - quirky trumpet voices, eastern sounding synth lines, clever
samples, a lazy beat and more completely brilliant filtered sequences. I©m sure SAL
would approve. Then follows ©Shrine©. Classic EM sequence sections straddle a
floating middle piece which has to be heard to be believed. Throw in a completely
infectious melody and a track of sublime brilliance results.

©Radiant© confirms that Dave has left his real firepower to the latter stages of this
album. The track features stunning electronics with a winding trail of notes cleverly
picking out a shifting motif. ©Children of the Earth© closes in superb form with another
hugely infectious melody. It reminds me somewhat of The Orb©s ©Little Fluffy Clouds©.
The fact that Andy Garibaldi was involved with the production of this CD should give
you an idea of its ambient credentials. And the way it utilises the more traditional EM
elements is just as successful. This is a fantastic debut release which would sell like
hot cakes given the chance. Be one of the first. (GG)

Arcane / Gather Darkness
CD / mega deal £6.95

On the strength of this amazing album
Arcane are set to become one of the truly
great Electronic Music bands. If you know
and love your sequencer music this album
will just blow you away. Much of the music
here could be thought of as `Logos' period
TD as far as the lead lines and sequences
are concerned but many of the sounds and
atmospherics would not have been out of
place on `Encore'.

A lonesome bell rings out and scattered
notes increase the feeling of desolation. A
flute sound adds to the atmosphere but the
first sequence soon makes itself felt. It
gathers energy for a few minutes then a
second melodic sequence is added over

the top. The track grows and grows in classic style. At eleven minutes
the first of many blistering lead lines comes to the for. At ten minutes
`Dystopian Fictions' calms down but then a melodic sequence and
fantastic lead line, both of which could have come from an unreleased
track from the Logos concert, smash home with a vengeance. If I
close my eyes I can see Johannes Schmoelling bopping up and down

behind his keyboard, Edgar looking sternly on.

OK, picking jaw up from the floor we move on to `Gather Darkness'. A slow pulse and
flutey synth sound like one of the darker moments from TD's `Sorcerer' album. The
pulse starts to quicken and develops into a sequence, then........ Blast! Awesome
deep menacing synth stabs descend. A lead line `Encore' style plays over the top but
we are only just setting the scene. The tension continues to build as even more
dynamic lead lines are introduced and the sequence becomes still more menacing . If
you thought the first track was amazing this one could kill you, keep the resuscitation
equipment handy . This music is best played loud, just for once think of yourself
instead of the neighbours.

`Encore' again comes to mind when listening to the atmospherics at the beginning of
`Flight From Time One'. The way the ghostly piano mingles in with analogue synth

pads sends shivers down the spine. When the sequence arrives it is intense, thick
and almost evil. A more melodic sequence is layered over the top. A lead line strikes
like a laser then the sequence quickens in pace as does my heartbeat as I wonder
just how much better it is possible for this album to get. Sounds of faint breathing and

an almost heard demonic chant get `Requiem' under way. Crows cry out from on top
of church gargoyles. A bass sequence, dripping with menace, rumbles forward
intensifying all the time. Keep you local exorcist handy whilst listening to this. At the
half way mark the sequence subsides, the atmospherics being left to reap their
devastating vengeance. Another sequence, just as menacing as before escapes from
the clutches of hell and an almost optimistic lead accompanies it.

This incredible album is brought to an end with `Time will run Back'. Again we are
treated to a dark introduction full of `Encore' type sounds. I'm in heaven already
(looking down on hell) but this beginning and the most devastating sequence on the
entire album (yes, it gets even better) takes me to realms never even imagined
before.

This album is going to be huge. I can't stress strongly enough just how good it is. I
had the privilege of hearing each track as it was carefully crafted and saw the album
slowly take shape. I have heard each track many times and with each play I love
every one of them more and more. A landmark release. (DL)

Second Opinion...

Not much room and not much more to add to what Dave has already said. However, I
must pay special homage to the opener `Dystopian Fictions'. I simply cannot get the
melody of this track out of my head. It stays with you all day, infused in the mind, such
is the infectious and memorable nature.

It opens is subtle fashion with deft sequencing, pitched relatively high in classic `Logos
Part 1' mode while interplaying with smooth melodic touches. It's in many ways a
scene setter for the second phase of the track, akin to the parade lap in a formula 1
grand prix where the driver is trying out the various aspects of his vehicle to ensure
that when he does put his foot down things are ready to pounce. Mouth watering riffs
and effects come and go fleetingly. The various sequence lines are tried and tested.
Yes all is ready, and then it happens. The track briefly takes a rest, then takes off on
the most delightful section of melodic intensity. The sequencing is magical, but it's the
infectious themes infused through the whole piece which have me lunging for the
repeat button. Close your eyes and you really can see Chris Franke creating the
sequences, and Schmoelling crafting one of those subliminally infectious pieces which
up to now I thought were his territory alone.

Yes, I have banged away at championing the sequencer cause for more years than I
care to remember, but deep down I still crave infectious melodies which entice.
Combine the two elements, as here, and the music produced is nigh on unbeatable.
