33 1/3 RPM

It was long rumoured that the seminal
‘Teach Yourself To Crash Cars' album was
planned as a double. The myth grew when
a copy of ‘Pt 2' was supposedly spotted in a
backstreet record shop in Berlin, next to
TD's ‘The Keep' LP. It wasn't until
Buchloh's studio was being relocated that
rumour became reality. In amongst a box of
various EM albums was a white label
master which simply had written on it
‘Arcane 33 1/3 RPM'. It was unmistakably
the long lost part 2, and it is a digitally remastered transcription of
those sacred grooves which is presented here as the first two tracks.

O| In keeping with the vinyl origins the packaging is a microcosm of
Ch CQ gatefold reminiscence, with the CD itself mimicking its long-play

forebears. It is hugely effective, and the moody imagery fits the
concept to perfection.

‘33 1/3 RPM Side 1' opens with unmistakable mellotron refrains, mingled with church
organ then choir. The anticipation is palpable. A laid back sequence emerges and the
most beautiful ‘tron flute interplays with the atmospherics. This is as much about
space as content, the poignant moments of silence between the sequence lines make
the music shine in contrast. The lights have to come down at this point, this music
demands full attention. The simplistic sequence fades as more ‘tron flutes exult a
mesmerising bridging section. The sequence them re-emerges with a slightly more
complex texture. The way the synth lines interplay with the delicate pulsations is
genius. The merest smattering of percussion is introduced, the individual elements
remain simplistic yet the sum of the parts is mind blowing. A beautiful synth refrain
which Schmoelling would be proud of tops out the structure. Mesmeric effects are
then joined by Hammond organ and flute/choir to create another extended bridging
section. Subliminally the sequences re-awaken and the full collection of elements are
then combined to wonderful effect. An amazing opener.

On to ‘33 1/3 RPM Side 2' which initially presents more atmospheric magnificence.
This is a brilliant section, wouldn't be out of place on the into/outro to ‘Rubycon’. The
track then begins to take true shape, as subtle sequence lines build underpinned by
synth themes. It's very much a sibling to ‘Side 1' but slightly more fleshed out and
uptempo. The rhythmics suddenly consolidate and some totally fantastic flute refrains
break through. Suddenly we're in the realms of a chilled out ‘Dystopian Fictions' as a
Logos style sequence is joined by another Arcane trademark - a totally infectious
theme which infuses the mind. Total magnificence. The track then takes a temporary
breather then emerges again, this time even more invigorated. The whole album has
been building to this moment, Arcane fans will sit back and revel in the infectious
glory.

In the days of vinyl, 40 minutes was a healthy offering and I'd have been happy if
they'd left it there. But as an added bonus there are three more tracks included here,
none of which found their way onto previous albums. ‘Dr. Wutzke's Psychedelic

Wonder Machine' comes from the ‘Thieves' soundtrack, and is in fairly stark contrast
to the previous two tracks with uptempo, insistent, sequencing and strident synth
themes. ‘Silent Thief on a Desert Train' was taken from a rehearsal for the ‘Milton
Mount' gig and features menacing sequencing which builds gradually to a wonderful
cacophony of pulsations, decorated by synth pads of various guises.

Lastly, but by no means leastly, we get ‘The Taxidermist' and what a superb track this
is! Again an unreleased soundtrack piece, this time from the film ‘Ignitor’, it is a
sumptuously melodic outing with mesmeric sequencing and memorable themes.
Wonderfully understated and all the more powerful for it, this track will come as a
revelation to those who have cherished the low quality recordings taken from one of
the rare broadcasts in the late 70's.

Overall this is an enthralling album. It has a more blissed-out feeling to ‘Alterstill' and
especially ‘Future Wreck', but the key features which make Arcane one of the very top
EM bands of the moment can be found in abundance. The remastering has been
handled very well, the packaging is great, it really is another outstanding chapter in
this band's already illustrious portfolio. Quite simply a “must buy”. (GG)

Nagle)

The Truth Sets Us Free
CDR / 6 tracks / 63.58 mins

Ever since their gig at the National Space
Centre in April 2004 people have been
screaming for its release. Here we have it
at last; well almost, as this CD consists of
the first half of the concert plus a studio
track.

Everything here is new material. The
second half of the concert is planned for
release in 2005. We kick off with Part 1 of
the title track. Slightly manic vocal samples rise out of warm swirling
pads. These soon depart and we remain in a beautiful state of drift for
R a couple of minutes until an infectious foot-tapping beat starts up.
ChOICQ Massed strings are added low in the mix. It's a track that has

everything, serenity, melancholy but also a slightly ominous edge.

Add to this lovely melodies and superb rhythms and you really
couldn't ask for more- stunning. ‘Circles in The Sky' commences with a nice bouncing
sequence to which a cool groove is added. A thick squelchy, analogue mid to late
seventies lead line then strikes up reminding me of Tim Blake's ‘Crystal Machine'
album. | found myself cranking up the volume more and more as hands were
drumming on the table and my whole body moving. Things become more wonderfully
intense as we go.
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We move on to ‘Dub Wiser' (Ho, Ho). Again, rhythmically it's spot on, driving forward
slowly but forcibly. A lovely delicate piano melody contrasts it beautifully. We finish
with more samples then delve into the swirling sonic mist of ‘Westernesse'. From the
haze an organ lead line makes proceedings sound slightly sinister with a dark gothic
edge. A rhythm starts up again and the mood lightens somewhat as we chug along
nicely. ‘The Last Paige', like its predecessor, had a rather swirly abstract beginning.
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Through this a ticking loop develops then loping rhythm and sparingly used vocal
samples emerge. The pulsations become more intense and lovely melodic ethereal
pads flow right through the middle of the mix. Things become more triumphant and
intense as we progress. We finish the live material with *Quirk of Nature'. A slow pulse
can be heard over which a rhythmic loop forms. We then get some simply wonderful
virtual electric guitar that got me playing my imaginary version like a crazy thing. The
rhythms gain added oomph and more stunning lead lines are added- wonderful,
wonderful stuff.

There are only six tracks mentioned in the artwork but don't turn off the player at this
point as there is a seventh untitled (as far as | know) surprise studio track tagged on
to the end. Gentle piano doodlings float over fizzing pads and effects. A slow rhythm
nestles low in the mix but you just know it is going to surge forward at any moment
and indeed it does so in the second minute. My head was again nodding and feet
moving to the stupendous groove. We then get some of the best lead lines on the
album so far and I'm in heaven! They get even better with the introduction of more
blistering virtual guitar. | defy anyone (even those not into Electronic Music) not to like
this one - it's simply awesome! They just get better and better. (DL)

Smd I heard of his death in March 2004. You only have to read the tributes

from fellow musicians in the booklet or indeed the emails | have

. received from fans since to realise what an inspiring figure he was to
Ch0|ce many.

We open with a Redshift track "Crystalline 94'. As with most of the
numbers here it is otherwise unavailable. A slow sequence starts to build around
spooky effects. Another sequence starts up then a rhythm is placed alongside it. Yet
another sequence is chucked into an already boiling brew as well as some excellent
lead lines and we really start to motor. The lead lines keep coming, getting better and
better all the time. What a superb way to start the collection! In complete contrast we
then get "The Flight' by Eric Wollo. A four-step pattern of lovely melodic note droplets
forms the initial structure through which weaves a tranquil ethereal lead line. Gentle
rhythm is then added leading us forward at a relaxed pace. Beauty is again high on
the agenda for Jonn Serrie's "The Star Road'. A lovely flute casts its spell. Melodic
percussion then takes over, calming both soul and mind in a way that Jonn knows
how to do so well. Next we get one of the best tracks on this set “The Pilgrim Soul' by
Axess. Superb sequences mesh with gorgeous heart rending melodies to create a
piece of music of near perfection. It even had something of the feel of Michael's own
music about it. | haven't heard much new material from Venja recently but here we get
“Astral Waves'. It is more upbeat than | was expecting, bouncing along nicely with the
odd vocal sample. Callisto (that is David Wright and David Massey) donate “Chilled
Naiad'. A beautiful piano lead fits perfectly with a slow drum line. The beat quickens in
the second minute and the melodies become even stronger. This really is a gorgeous
expertly crafted piece of music. Gert Emmens gives us “The Beginning of a New Day'.
We start in deepest space with soft solar winds and cosmic effects. A tuneful
sequence then takes over. It does fit rather snugly next to the previous track actually
as it did remind me of some of David Wright's solo work or even Code Indigo.
“Parallels' by Craig Padilla was created on analog equipment from the studio of
Michael Garrison. As with the previous track we start with cosmic effects. A lovely
deep thick sequence takes over and we smoothly move into very Jean Michel Jarre
territory with loads of sounds that would have been perfectly at home on "Oxygene' or
“Equinoxe’. The lead lines are also fist rate making it an extremely catchy piece and
very easy to get on with. | can well see this being some people's favourite track here.
Paul Lawler gives us "Neon Nights'. Strummed guitar type sounds mix with a steady
drumbeat and tinkling piano to create a lovely laid back and slightly jazzy piece. It's all
carefully crafted and extremely cool. “Return to the Sun' by Thought Guild combines a
bright joyful sequence with a steady more bass laden one to great effect. Yet another
sequence is then brought in. Again we have slight Jarre leanings and as before this
results in a very enjoyable track indeed. Something Completely Different contributes
“Adagio for Michael'. Initially it is basically an arrangement of "Greensleeves' given
something of a cosmic approach! All very tasteful and relaxing. Things then take a
different turn in the second minute and we move to more Gary Numan territory! It's all
change again a minute later as cracking lead lines make an entrance taking us
through a real body moving section only to return to classical realms for the finish. |
know all this makes the track sound decidedly “odd' but believe me it is fantastic,
Electronic Music with humour. Any compilation would not be complete these days
without a Schonwalder / Keller / Broekhuis track so it is no surprise that they appear
here with "Water Music 2'. Rhythmic percussion mixes with tranquil piano. We then
descend to a rather atmospheric section with gentle pads and twittering effects
replacing the syncopations but still with piano detail over the top.

We begin the second disc with '12 + 1' by Dom F Scab. Curious little melodies float
above lonesome pads giving proceedings an almost mysterious feeling. A sequence
very slowly starts to form. It momentarily disappears to come back with even more
oomph, storming away in magnificent fashion, creating yet another highlight on this
two CD set. "Tirzan Sundance' by Wave World is a quirky and quite infectious little
rhythmic number full of vigour and humour. Next we have two artists who | am
unfamiliar with. Numina's "Within Worlds' is an atmospheric offering conjuring up
images of a misty swamp; faint animal type noises mingling with both soft and low
fizzing pads. Some rhythm is added in the third minute but it just provides a little

structure rather than shattering the peace. Rein van den Oever's "Bon Voyage' starts
by mixing subtle sounds with tinkling effects and just a hint of melody from time to
time. A slow sequence starts up then another. It isn't long before an excellent lead
blazes over the top. | loved it and look forward to hearing more of his work. Sayer
gives us "Amaranthine’, driving us forward with yet more high-class rhythms and
melodies but also with skilfully placed sensitive interludes. It is good to hear that he is
going from strength to strength since his "First Encounter' album. Binar are always a
class act and this is amply demonstrated with “Into the West'. It all starts quite
mysteriously with haunting piano, swirling effects and even a hint of organ. The mood
lightens as a no nonsense rhythm strikes up alongside a scintillating lead line. It is an
excellent track showing wonderful musicianship throughout. Rudy Adrian's "Sisters'
rumbles into life. A deep menacing sequence surges forward. Another sequence is
added, as are drums. This is a superb Berlin School inspired track which was
apparently recorded in 1998 and it seems amazing that it has avoided release until
now. ‘Fade Away' by Remy keeps the quality of the very highest order. A four-note
loop builds quite a dark atmosphere. Some wonderful sighing pads are added then a
superb melodic motif is brought in to complete the picture. All the individual elements
of this track go together so well; mere words can't do it justice. It is simply a wonderful
moody composition. Rogue Element return us to the Berlin School style with "A
Different Sky'. The sound of a wind blown moor land gives way to crashing effects
before the inevitable sequence spews at one hundred miles an hour from the
speakers, accompanied by lovely mellotron pads. Basically if you are into Tangerine
Dream from the mid to late 70s period you will love this. *Godspeed' by Jeffrey
Koepper keeps the sequences deployed right from the first moment as we bounce
along at quite a pace. More lovely TD type sounds are used in the background as the
track builds beautifully. Just a touch of melody is deployed here and there to keep the
attention locked in but really it is the wonderful pulsations that steal the show. Yet
another highlight! Akikaze changes style with “The Iceland Error' but don't expect a
calm interlude as a heavy rhythmic barrage and extremely rapid staccato lead lines
are delivered with great panache. The melodies really are incredible catchy. It's one of
those tracks which will get the whole body moving and leave a huge smile on the
face. Fred Becker's "River Reveree' is a relatively short pulsating number with a
slightly mysterious quality to it. Stephen Parsick donates ‘Impact (2004 Remix)'. It was
originally recorded in 1991 but sounds even earlier. Dominated by snare drums and
high hat rhythms it thunders along at quite a pace. We finish this wonderful double CD
set with the appropriately titled "Requiem' by Cosmic Hoffmann. It has a spacious
ethereal quality to it full of lovely mellotron sounds creating a decidedly melancholy
feel but with a sense of mystery.

Just looking through the list of artists who wanted to contributed to this album shows
how well respected a musician Michael Garrison was. He will be greatly missed. (DL)

What
we have here is “pure’ ethereal beauty.
“Presence' starts things off pretty much as
they intend to go on with plucked notes
shimmering and echoing into the distance.
It's so blissed out.

New runs of notes come, merging in with
the existing ones as they gently decay. Sometimes the notes come in
flurries whilst at other moments things subside so that we can hear
more of the underlying pads. "History' is quite a bit different from the
. rest of the album starting with chopped up / backward vocal samples
ChOICQ over which an exquisite rhythm starts and stops. A sublime delicate
melody floats like a will-o'-the-wisp in and out of the mix. Even though
there are beats present they are used in such a delicate way that the mind is caressed
by them whilst the lead line soothes all the senses. More gentle ethereal notes float
across the ether on "This Life'. Cool grooves come and go but as on the rest of this
album they cause a gentle nodding of the head rather than a whole body moving
frenzy. Just let those gentle beats and stunning sonic touches float through you.

Is a review of this CD really necessary?
The title and pedigree of the series should
let you know exactly what territory we're
exploring. This is 100% retro heaven from
the opening to closing seconds.

“Electronic Mirrors Ch. II-iV' weighs in at a
healthy 28.10 minutes and is a live
recording from the Petrus Kirche in Berlin. The opening is appropriately subdued,
very in keeping with venue. Organ tones and abstract effects take us straight to the
mid seventies! Vaguely demonic sounds enter the mix, as if something has been
awakened from below. Sonar notes come and go and mellotron choirs enter the mix
— this is a very sombre tone piece. An aching, melancholic lead line and heavily
reverberated electronic piano add melodic content. We end with swathes of mellotron
and abstract effects.

Symphonic pads and classic mellotron tones open "Encore'. Tortured 'EMS'- type
effects are added. Mellotron flutes take us on “that' journey again towards the familiar
rumble of distant sequences. Slowly, but deliberately, a muscular mid-register
sequence comes into focus, and it's a corker! A simple, bouncing bass sequence falls
into line, mellotron adds colour, and a brassy lead line, very late 70's, flies over the
top. Do I really have to mention TD at this point? An abstract interlude silences the
sequences at the 16 minute mark. Eventually, we come to a close with mellotron
tones and a simple synth lead — very evocative.

“Liquid tape 6' and "EMS No 1' are short, tone pieces. Both are very experimental,
without any real melodic content.

“Liquid Tape 3 (Sentimental)' is another live recording, this time from “Liquidrom' in
Berlin. Piano and mellotron get things under way, and it certainly sounds sentimental!
Truly gorgeous analogue synth lines ebb and flow in the background. A very slow,
melodic sequence is gradually introduced along with splashing, white noise-type
percussion. A “vibraphone' melody is deployed and the backing becomes more
symphonic. A second, more rhythmic sequence is added. Grand piano details add
emotion. This is a beautiful piece of music, with hints of both “Exit' and "Logos' era
TD. Gradually the rhythmic elements fade and an abstract section enters with
symphonic pads, bell tones and whale calls. Disc one ends.

Disc 2 contains a mere 3 tracks, with the third weighing in at a whopping 53 minutes
and 8 seconds! All 3 tracks are live, the first 2 from the Liquidrom, the third from
Toskana Therme

Lush pads, mellotron choir and "tinkling', bell-like effects introduce "Liquid Tape 4 (The
liquid Art)".

Symphonic pads swell in the background. Like so much of this CD it evokes late 70's
TD, not surprising given the "Ricochet Dream' association. After 6 minutes things
become very abstract with metallic clangs and the sounds of deep space
communications. We slowly fade to the end.

“Liquid Tape 5' opens with vast choral sounds and abstract effects. Deep electronic
drones add atmospheric depth, and then a rapid mid-register sequence is unleashed.
Analogue polysynth notes swell from the depths to be joined by a beautifully filter-
swept lead. Heavy bass synth notes add to the rhythmic tapestry. A busy hi-hat
pattern and high register sequence are the final pieces of the jigsaw. Just sit back
and enjoy, this is absolute heaven.

"10pm At Bad Sulza' (now where have | heard something like that before?!) .
Mellotron choirs and strings open proceedings. Inevitably, a sequence starts to build
in the background, becoming bolder and more strident. A second is added and the
mellotron is used for lead duties. Analogue “drums' join the fray and the track takes
on a very “Schulzian' flavour. | could go on, but you must have the picture by now!
The sequences gradually die away after 20 minutes or so and we are treated to a
glorious symphonic section with added Hammond organ swells. But you just know
that the sequences will return. And they do! - with beautiful accompanying leadlines
and vast pads. Eventually we close with classical piano and mellotron. As | said, this
is heaven for any retro fan. (WP)

Danny Kreutzfeldt

Counterperipheral
CD R/ 6 tracks / 70.56 minutes

Danny Kreutzfeldt hails from Denmark and
talks of the vastness of space as his
primary influence. Clearly we are in the
realms of cool, ambient electronica here.

Heavily reverberated metallic clicks signal
the start to "Timelines'. The sounds are
given space to breathe before other sound
elements are slowly added to the mix: a
quiet and sombre bass drone, occasional
drum "hits' and eventually a warm analogue
pad. Water droplet notes ebb and flow in the background. The attention to detail is
very impressive. By the 7minute mark a very relaxed rhythm adds more structure but
does not interfere with the dream-like state the piece has created. As we reach the
closing minutes of the track we are left with the opening metallic clicks. 11.06
minutes of ambient relaxation.

“Modes' begins with distant solar flares and warm analogue pads. We are drifting
near to a deserted deep space outpost. A steady, electronic rhythm enters the mix.
The sounds of distorted radio signals add a dark undercurrent. At times the rhythm
and distorted effects dominate the mix, only to be overcome by industrial, digital
soundscapes. This contrast of moods creates an engrossing track. I'm reminded a
little of the techno/ambient musician “Pole'.

A slow menacing kick drum pattern and dark drone creates the perfect opening for a
track entitled "Abyss'. The sound of distant thunder adds to the atmosphere as the
track takes on a distinctly unsettling tone, think “Alien' soundtrack. A mournful, deep
leadline adds melodic detail; the track is left to weave its dark atmosphere.

Repetitive organ notes open "Cloud'- quite Steve Reich-like. An echoing, swirling
solar wind wraps around the track. Sporadic metallic “ticks' punctuate the sounds.
The pattern of organ notes becomes quite hypnotic, drawing you into the track slowly.
By the 6 minute mark a more obvious “drum' beat is added to the mix, although
conventional percussion sounds are not used. The sound effects leave us and we are
left with the organ. A very hypnotic, but very minimal track indeed.

A sparse rhythm and “crunchy' sound effects get "Chasm' underway. Disembodied
notes echo around this soundscape. A hint of a melody sounds from the distance.
Again I'm impressed by the expert control of detail; it's tempting to say that little is
happening, but there are actually a lot of different elements in the mix. With
everything in place the track is allowed to run it's course.

We close with “*Channel'. Vinyl crackles, a slow percussive pattern and subdued
organ drones get us underway. More rhythmic elements are added to the mix, but the
pace remains slow and pensive. This is perhaps the most traditionally “ambient' piece
on the CD.

This is a remarkably sophisticated, but at times challenging release. Not one for
'sequence-heads’, but a worth a look if you're experimentally-minded. (WP)

Remy
Different Shades of Dust
CD / 3 tracks / 60.55mins

OK, not the most inspiring of titles for an
album, the dull slipcard casing and artwork
also purveying a sense of doom and
gloom even before the disc hits the CD
player, but you never know. | am hoping
for great things from this, an artist whose
work | have only ever heard once before,
and as such cannot profess to be that
familiar with. “Following Differences' opens
the ball.

Listening to the CD | soon | find that | have stopped writing the review, the music
commanding my attention. | hear real invention and imagination at work here. From its
simplistic beginnings the track rapidly evolves into something very deep and complex,
projecting a sense of pace and urgency. | check the time on the CD player only to find
that | have been completely transfixed for the first ten minutes of the piece listening to
a steady build up of sequences interacting with one another in such a way that you
just know this guy knows exactly what he's doing. | have to admit that this sounds like
the music of a real composer whose contemplation of the piece allows him to steer it
effortlessly to wherever he chooses to go next. The arbitory Mellotron strings make
their presence felt at the twelve minute mark, (Tron choirs following along shortly).

This is a truly superb piece of electronica with all the weight, mood and suggestion of
a classic! He lends a feel to the music that | can only describe as that human element,
something that very few electronic synth artistes seem to be able to convey. At 18+
minutes this is an extended piece, but that is not to say that it has been protracted in
any way. There are no elaborate solos, no extended improvisations, just musicality.
There is nothing in this piece that really doesn't need to be there for a purpose. Remy
has been likened to Schulze's late 80's/90's work, but to hear the closing minutes of
this first track as it winds down you'll soon come to realise that even Schulze never
managed to bring things together this well!! Devastatingly brilliant stuff right to the
very last note!!

Track two, “Shades in the Darkness' and, oh no, the mood is broken immediately with
a contemporary drum pattern and resonant bass, sounding mildly like early 80's
fusion. There are still many synth layers at work here cycling around, when at the
halfway mark a more aggressive, busier bass kicks in, but it's predominantly the
drums which rule the day.

“Moving through Dust' is the third and final instalment on the CD. With a quirky start
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this 21 minuter, with it's very obvious Schulzian leanings and simple A/B/A structure,
rattles through variations on a theme. Gradually it builds, with a peppering of counter-
point riding high on the musical agenda. A distorted synth solo kicks in and we are
carried along on a 10 minute break of heady space rock. The piece continues into its
conclusion breaking down the layers of instrumentation, leaving us with Mellotron
choir to wrap things up.

The verdict - Remy has been referred to merely as a Schulze copyist and in all
fairness 2/3rds of this album are testament to that fact. However, | think there's
something more here. Most certainly the first track alone is reason enough to rush out
and buy the album, but I©m not here to do the big sell. Remy Stroomer has a very fluid
and natural feel to his compositional style. | hear a subtle beauty and humanity in
Remy's music, something I've only ever come across before in the work of Johannes
Schmoelling and Nicholas Dodd. Though a better part of this album pounds along in a
metronomic manner it is Remy's careful keyboard interplay which shines through. I've
been impressed by this album, of that there's no doubt. Have we heard the best from
this synthesist yet, | think not. (B22)

Vidna Obmana
Legacy
CD / 8 tracks / 73.38 mins

“Legacy' by Belgian sound artist Vidna
Obmana marks the third and final part of
his sonic investigation and interpretation of
Dante Alighieri's Inferno.

Having little of his recorded works
personally, | can safely say this release
has come as a bit of a surprise. The album
is certainly the furthest departure from his
more otherworldly "Monument of Empty
Colours' release all those years ago.
Expecting more of the minimalistic Steve Roach orientated, rhythm-less dark sound
worlds, what we actually have here is surely one his most varied albums to date,
capturing aspects of electronic music and abstract experimental rock orientated
music.

The first track “Canto’ is certainly not the flagship of the set and is extremely surreal
and minimalistic. The addition of a low, almost operatic vocal courtesy of Steve Von
Till reciting Dante's Canto XXVII may repel some listeners but this is a stand-alone
section in the album where the real gems are to be found later. If nothing else this
track does manage to lay the foundations for the theme of the album.

Now this is where it gets interesting. In complete contrast to the above, track 2
“Bloodshift' sets things off with a mid-tempo heavy rhythm section. Dark soundscapes
which bring the listener into more familiar Obmana surroundings then break through
creating what one might say is a quite distinctive and unique sound. Breathy layers
help intensify the piece and at around the 3 minute mark darker, more surreal textures
are added bringing forth a somewhat unnerving sound barrage. At around 6 minutes
the percussion fades and all that is left are the drones and textures which opened the
piece.

Track 3, "Torment and Resolution' enters under a wash of shimmering soundscapes,
low drones and an assortment of spatial effects, before a slow percussion loop takes
hold. Added melodic sound textures are then brought forward into the mix with an
underlying recurrent low drone section. At around 3 minutes added percussive
elements enhance the performance and at the near mid-way point the piece
intensifies via the further use of textures. Moving onwards and upwards at 6 minutes
cosmic resonant drones enter the fold then the percussion evaporates leaving dark
sonic textures.

The next track, “Sinner's Tongue' begins with a heavily processed mid tempo rhythm
section. Abstract, reversed sound textures then coincide with an array of spatial
effects. After 3 minutes a more stable sound flow becomes apparent along with
increased percussive overtones. At 5 minutes further dark soundscapes enter under a
plethora of hybrid effects only to disappear at its just over 7 minute duration. Track 5
“The Virtual Insomnia’ takes the listener through simplified ambient atmospheres over
what sounds like distant and slightly distorted radio effects. A horn type moitif is briefly
added then a mid to fast paced rhythm section comes forth slowly gaining ground,
eventually hitting a peak at around the 6 minute mark. Panning resonant textures are
subsequently added then at 8 minutes acoustic and electric guitar effects join the
sound current. An almost out of tune string section draws the track to its lengthy 13
minute conclusion.

Heading back into spatial drone territory the next piece "Cycle of Agony' picks up the
pace with an analogue styled mid tempo bass sequence together with light percussive
elements. With a slightly stark feel this piece with its surreal undertones draws the
listener into a profound sense of foreboding adding yet further dark textures at 4
minutes. A melodic but somewhat menacing theme is introduced, ultimately ending
under a spray of synth effects. The next somewhat lengthy piece “Impious Rising’ at
just under 12 minutes begins, yet again with spatial textures and dark sound worlds. A
menacingly stark melody enters weaving in and out of the mix and at 2 minutes a low
synth drone is added. Then suddenly, out of nowhere a fairly solid rock orientated
rhythm section, complete with the amalgamation of E-bow guitar textures co-inhabit
the space giving power to the overall performance thus portraying a somewhat dark
neo gothic surreal rock symphony. A steadier but menacingly dark melodic section
coincides with more effects towards the halfway mark, ultimately straying beyond the
percussive elements fading out at around 9 minutes.

The final track "Legacy' is a soundscape and electric guitar orientated affair, the latter
of which is performed by none other than Steven Wilson of seminal classic rock band,
Porcupine Tree. This guitar solo, hailed as his longest on record to date gives the
piece a feel of awesome power and is quite haunting in its near 11 minute duration.
Certainly a most suitable finale to a rather interesting and unnerving album.

Fans of the darker side of Steve Roach should enjoy this varied album but with its
dark underlying cacophony of sound textures it is certainly not for the faint hearted!

Well there certainly should be no
complaints from fans regarding the output
of Steve Roach. This year has already
seen a staggering 5 albums and there are
several projects already on the cards for
next year including the anticipated finale in
the "Fever Dreams' Trilogy.

For this latest offering Steve joins forces
with percussionist Byron Metcalf who
featured heavily on the aforementioned releases together with Mark Seelig providing
Bansuri Flute and voice textures to some sections.

“Mantram' has its own unique voice and should not be compared to the neo-tribal and
dark orientation of the Fever Dreams series here providing a more lighter and
meditative feel throughout its seventy-minute duration. The album comprises 8 tracks,
“parts 1-8" which are all interlinked creating a giant opus of varying sound textures.
Agreed there are moments of trademarked Steve Roach darkness in this set but this
is kept to a bare minimum and generally this album is very pleasing on the ear!

“Part 1' is the longest track on the album at just under fifteen minutes and suitably
starts with a gentle and effective soundscape. Gradually building in intensity this
section still manages to retain its lighter feel and at around the 2 minute mark Bansuri
flutes enter the fold closely followed by a subtle percussion loop under further effects.
Approximately at the half-way mark Tamboura drones are added giving the piece a
new-found power but this eventually fades out towards its finale. This is certainly a
very meditative and visionary piece and is typical of the majority of this album.

“Part 2" with its spatial effects and almost immediate Bansuri flute continue the feel of
the previous track although with slightly more minimalistic tendencies. Tamboura
drones return and a slightly off-beat mid tempo percussion loop enters. The flute is
further up in the mix on this track and the drones have a menacing feel. At around 6
minutes new dark synth textures are added. The percussion changes slightly and
eventually evaporates under a minimalistic drone.

The next two tracks are the shortest on offer not lasting more than four minutes a
piece. "Part 3' begins with another slightly off beat rhythm section and dark
soundscape. Intermittent guitar textures are added with underlying low didgeridoo
sounds finally dissolving at around the 3 minute mark under various surreal textures.

“Part 4' with its more spatial and cosmic orientated soundscape starts the
proceedings, not dissimilar to "Part 2'. After the first minute a slow percussive loop,
reminiscent of the first track enters and again with a lighter feel to it this piece adds
effective subdued shimmering textures and a brief melodic string section.

“Part 5' moves back in to lengthy track territory with its 14 minute duration. Gradually
building upon layers of a slow and simplified percussion loop, dark soundscapes
underlie the piece. The Bansuri flute returns at just over 1 minute and new
shimmering textures, somewhere along the lines of the previous track co-inhabit the
space. At around 5 minutes low and Tamboura drones enter the foray and eventually
the percussive elements fade out at around 6 minutes leaving the drones to hold their
own.

A low, bass orientated slow percussion loop begins "Part 6' with additional light synth
textures. A lower Bansuri flute returns and at 3 minutes additional subtle layers are
created together with increased percussive sounds. Breathy layers and further flute
appear occasionally throughout this piece adding intensity and effectiveness. The
percussion fades out at around 10 minutes ending in light synth drones.

The penultimate track, “Part 7' begins with a mid-tempo rhythm section and drones.
Low atmospheric bass type voice and didgeridoo effects coincide with slightly
resonant synth textures creating a slightly menacing feel. Increased didgeridoo
sounds appear at the half-way mark and help move the piece onwards towards its 10
minute conclusion.

Finally "Part 8' combines all of the various elements encountered on this album within
its 6 minute duration. Beginning in dark cosmic territory the addition of Bansuri flute
takes the track up to a mid-tempo percussive loop at around the 2 minute mark.
Resonant and occasional subdued shimmering textures join under a wash of lighter
synth tones eventually fading out after five or so minutes, concluding the set.

In retrospect this is a very pleasing album and fans of the more lighter ambient and
gentle percussive side of Steve Roach should enjoy it. Making a prediction that no
further Steve Roach releases are due this year, this album certainly is a more than
suitable conclusion to yet another remarkable annual prolific output. (DC)
