Arcanum & Friends

Klang-Raum-Wort X

Double CD / 21 tracks / 73.45 &
63.12 mins

As the booklet is in German it is
difficult for me to understand but
from what | can make out the
concept of this disc is a rather
strange one. Don't let that put you off
however as if you are into gentle
melodic music this should fit the bill
perfectly. | think the first disc
comprises a concert from 2003 with an added bonus of the
last track being taken from 2000. The second disc however
is basically a Various artists compilation of, as far as | can
make out (in all but one case) new tracks by all the artists
who were on stage with Arcanum during the concert.
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The first disc is made up of six parts with spoken text in German between
each part. The First Part gets straight into a steady groove with subtle
melodic backing. This really is first-rate stuff, laid back but hitting the spot
perfectly. Part Two starts very moodily with slow pads setting the
atmosphere, a gentle percussive loop adding a little detail over the top.
More beautiful lead lines drift through the ether, the overall result being
extremely beautiful though also somewhat melancholy. Both these parts
were duos with Udo Mattusch. For Part Three, Otarion (who is present on
most of the rest of this disc) replaces Udo. A rhythm starts to form and
again the accompanying leads are exquisite. | float along in a blissful
trance until the spoken interlude. Bas Broekuis and Mandy Klinksiek join
Arcanum and Otarion for Part Four. A staccato sequence bubbles
underneath some simply stunning soft pads and fantastic piano lead line.
Just before the half way mark we get some rhythmic flourishes courtesy, |
presume, of Bas. These add just that little extra oomph but without
adversely affecting the exquisite atmosphere already built up. Mandy
departs for Part 5 but the piano still conjures up some wonderful
melodies. The final part sees Keller & Schonwalder joining Arcanum and
Otarion, weaving a lovely syncopated spell with drums and sequences
combining perfectly. The pace quickens as we go, the sequences
becoming more insistent and melodic all the time, synth flute adding a
little softness in the background. The last track on the first CD, from an
earlier concert, begins with cosmic twitters out of which a sequence starts
to form. The overall feel is restrained and rather moody especially when
the lead line enters in the seventh minute.

We open the second disc with ‘Silent Waves' by Udo Mattusch. From
what | can make out Udo had something to do with Robert Schroeder's
superb ‘Harmonic Ascendant' album but I'm not sure what! A lovely
tinkling sequence is accompanied by ethereal pads. Another sequence is
brought into play then the character of the piece changes markedly as a
flute comes in. It's as if there is a gentle rain through which the sun
suddenly shines casting rainbows in the sky. It's a simply gorgeous,
though not remotely twee piece. The magnificent Rainer Klein (aka
Otarion) then contributes ‘Bach to Earth'. Initially we are right out in the
cosmos. Solar flares mix with cosmic winds. Note droplets fall then echo

into the distance. Strings add that twist of sadness. The mood lightens
with a piano lead line then we get a classic Otarion style rhythmic build
up, one drum line being added after another. More lead lines and
mellotron then finish things off creating a piece full of excitement and
intensity but also beauty. Bas Broekhuis donates ‘The Beauty of the
Beast'. This was also included on the out of print Limited Edition CD
‘Eintrittskarte'. A delicate melodic loop echoes in the air. Around this a
slow rhythm forms. It is a nice enough track but maybe a little too subtle
for my tastes. Detelf Keller's ‘Question Mark' initially creates a feeling of
awe and wonder. A slow sequence and percussive loop then increase the
pace a little as my head nods gently in time to the music. In the fifth
minute another rhythm is added and now my feet start moving as well. It
is hardly any surprise with Bas and Detlef providing the previous tracks
that Mario Schonwalder should appear next. ‘Am Anfang' is initially rather
melancholy then we get a brass lead line which put me right in Spaghetti
Western mode! It's so moody, but with a rather tense edge. We leave just
before the gunfight to move on to a track by Bernd Braun (aka Arcanum)
himself.

‘Satin Whale (Petra's Theme)' starts with the sound of said creatures and
underwater moods. A lovely little flute melody rises from the depths
bringing light to the darkness. Subtle percussion is added in the second
minute then a tinkling sequence a couple of minutes later. It is a very
beautiful track full of melody. ‘Ich Liebe Dich' by Mandy Klinksiek is
actually a very good piece but | fear will get many SMD fans reaching for
the skip button, as it is a female vocal track sung in German. | thought
she had a great voice and the synth backing was very nice but if vocals
are not your thing then nothing will make you like it. We finish with Digital
Mechanics and ‘Jilter Frei'. | haven't a clue who they are but given the
nature of this album could it be a pseudonym for other artists already
appearing here? Whatever, it is a gently rhythmic rather commercial track
and a bit more upfront than the majority of the other offerings. Even
though this is a far from ‘standard’ album in concept in contains some
beautiful music. | enjoyed virtually all the tracks immensely and so would
recommend it. (DL)

The Omega Syndicate
Escape Velocity

CDR (Limited Edition of 100) / 4
tracks / 70.59 mins

Of all the sequencer based Berlin
School inspired bands The Omega
Syndicate probably are the least
compromising or subtle. They do it
with so much joy and enthusiasm
however, not really caring that some
will find it OTT and this enthusiasm
shines through- always leaving a
huge smile on my face. Deep reverberating analogue
sounds get the opener ‘Linear' off to a rather menacing
beginning. A bass sequence, full of venom, then breaks
through like a tank thundering through a flowerbed.
Mellotron is added, its softness contrasting the sequence
beautifully. The sequences are left to pound through your
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body for the first seven minutes before lead lines are added, which when
they come almost snarl from the speakers. It's as if demons are flying
above, revelling in the mayhem below. "Astral Projection’ begins with what
sounds like the hum of a spacecraft engine accompanied by all sorts of
cosmic twitters and sci fi type effects. The sequence emerges after a
couple of minutes and it is a melodic optimistic one. More sequences are
gradually placed in formation with the first, lead lines coming and going,
becoming especially effective as we near the end. “Xen' has a similar
opening to the last track but then we get a mournful lead line soon
followed by a rapid, even urgent, sequence. Another more bass laden one
is also deployed, as is a steady rhythm. The lead lines now speak more of
mystery as if we are questing at lightning speed into the vast unknown.
The sequences mutate and fresh leads are brought into play, keeping the
attention locked in as our adventure continues. In the eleventh minute
(about the half way mark) things are stripped down to mainly the main
sequence through which various cosmic effects emerge before the track
slowly starts to rebuild.

Sighing pads and soft mellotron get "River of Light' underway. The
deepest sequence on the entire album then breaks through. The lushness
of the backing combines perfectly with the bass pulsations which seem to
ebb and flow in intensity from near overload to a thunderous peak then
back. "Escape Velocity' is a limited edition of 100 released to coincide
with their Space Centre appearance. We don't have too many left so if
you want it | would advice you not to hang around. (DL)

Various Artists

Schrittmacher (Tasty Tracks
Vol 1)

CD /7 tracks / 64.51 mins

This is actually a demo disc for the
Schrittmacher sequencer and
features mainly Manikin label artists
(the sequencer being developed by
Manikin Electronics). The main
interest to many people though will
be that it also contains an otherwise
unavailable track by Klaus Schulze
(all the tracks here are new). As expected the sequencer is immediately
deployed on the opener “Are we Devils?' by Detlef Keller. First one line of
pulsations surges forward then another. A percussive loop also steps into
formation and we are motoring along at quite a rate. By the second
minute yet more sequences are brought in alongside some nice little
melodies. It's the sort of track that would be ideal for belting down the
motorway- just within the speed limit of course! Wave World then give us
"Od Ban Ryaah'. Alien atmospheres float across the ether then a little
tinkling sequence can be heard low in the mix but slowly rising. A
mournful lead line floats over the top. So far it has all been very delicate
and peaceful. A slow rhythm nestles low in the mix but gradually becomes
a main feature and we bounce along quite nicely. Things just get better
and better, exquisite little melodies combining with the subtle pulsation
perfectly. It's my favourite track on the CD.

Mario Schonwalder replies to his musical partner's opener with "We are
Devils!". Rapid metallic tinklings mix with other syncopation then a whirling
rotor blade type sequence injects a great dollop of energy into
proceedings. More drums come in and it's time to put the foot down again
and get those hands tapping away on the steering wheel. Ron Boots
comes up with “Conjunction'. Initially it features a really nice splashing
sequence to which is added a lovely chugging beat. The main melody
ain't at all bad either. All together it goes to form an excellent slab of
contemporary sounding electronica. There is just one rather strange thing
about it though in that it has some very faint crackles in the background
which | assume are an intentional part of the music, nevertheless, | did
find them a little distracting.

Now comes the Klaus Schulze track simply named after the sequencer
featured on this album (thus is also the title track). It only takes a few
seconds and there are at least three sequencer lines going at the same
time. Additional rhythm is added in the third minute. There is much
morphing of the sequences as we go and things become increasingly
more powerful. It certainly is a good work out for the new sequencer and |
suppose that is what you would want on a disc designed to promote the
instrument. Though it is by no means a typical Schulze piece it's a track
which | have come to appreciate more and more with each play.

“First Move' by Bas Broekhuis consists of a high register melodic
sequence accompanied by gentle percussion. We finish with
‘Penetrativeness' by Arcanum. A steady beat and quirky little looped
melodies are joined by foot tapping rhythm, all going together to form an
excellent groove. Overall this is a very good album that certainly well
demonstrates the new sequencer but sometimes the sequences do go on
a little so you really do have to like that style of music to get the most out
of it. (DL)

Polaris

Moo’'n’Sequences
CDR /7 tracks / 51.46 mins

Metallic windy noises make it sound
as if we are in a vast construction
awaiting some momentous event. As
the track is titled “Takeoff' perhaps we
are in some sort of rocket tower. A
wistful lead line strikes up, thoughts
before launch maybe, then a rapid
sequence surges forward really doing
the business as we blast off into
space, belting along at quite a rate. Spacey type vocal samples add that
little atmos and more sequences are brought into play as warp drive in
engaged. There are loads of Berlin School influences in there but also just
the right amount of melodic content to make it have even wider appeal.
It's certainly extremely exciting!

Things calm down again as we seamlessly float into “Searching for the
Right Band'. It's as if we are now peacefully floating in deep space. There
are all sorts of cosmic effects and soft stellar pads. A restrained lead line
weaves a delicate spell taking us further on our journey to "Remote
Spaces'. Twitters fly from the speakers like a swarm of alien bees! A very
sharp sequence pulses out like stabs of static, a more rapid sequence
joins it, then another as the excitement builds once again. There are the
occasional start and stop of the sequences which add their own dynamic
and make the whole track even more effective. *Code:Voice' uses some
extremely distorted vocal effects, so distorted in fact they hardly sound
vocal at all. An organ strikes up and rhythms start to form, coming in
flourishes, gradually increasing in intensity but never becoming too
bludgeoning. A sequence joins the drums fitting in perfectly- this is so
good!

“Countdown' keeps the excitement high, initially combining snare, organ
and melodic motif for a gentle beginning but then a contemporary rhythm
is brought in which immediately got my head nodding to it. Some nice tron
type sounds are also a welcome inclusion. “Solstice' changes the mood
completely as we now venture into aquatic realms the sound of water
mixing with appropriate effects and a very short vocal sample. A moody
rhythm is added emphasising a feeling of unease that had always been
just on the edge of perception. The beats become more insistent, now
hinting at the need for urgency. Our journey concludes with A Way Back'.
Sighing ethereal pads are joined by a melodic sequence which starts to
skip along at a fair pace and after about a minute is joined by a subtle
rhythm. It's then all pause as a stunning melody plays, almost in isolation,
so that its true beauty can be fully appreciated. We then get a bass beat
and a return of the sequence which plays in tandem with the melody as
we get closer to the end. | get quite a few demos from Poland and
unfortunately very few have ever done anything for me but this one is the
best | have ever heard. Well worth trying out. (DL)

Foreign Spaces
Spheres
CDR /11 tracks / 76.34mins

What we have here is a retrospective
compilation of tracks recorded
between 1984 to 1989, taken from
what | would assume to be original
multi-track tape recordings, ( as with
another FS release “Imagination-
Pictures-Music' from roughly the
same era). That being the case, the
tracks have been cleaned up very
well indeed for the CD's production. The collection comprises a number of
early versions of tracks which have since appeared on later albums, so
this should be somewhat of a curio for some of you synth music fans out
there!

Proceedings get under way with “Spherical Dream 1984’ sounding very
much like TD's "White Eagle' given the sequencing and voicings chosen,
before veering off into anthemic mode delivering the sort of energy and
mood of Shreeves classic "Assassin'. A very impressive introduction.

Think TD's Melrose album with “Voyager 2', the sound palette and
phrasing used are identical to those used on "Three Bikes in the Sky',(
which raises a certain point of contention given that Melrose wouldn't
actually start being recorded for at least another six months!!). Maybe this
compilation was completed in 90'/91', not 89'?? Not a bad little track
though.

‘In my Head' features on their other compilation under the title, “In your
Head'. At just four minutes duration | guess it's a track that they really had
to work at, featuring some seriously convincing Froesian guitar plank
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spanking. 'Funky Trailer' is pretty self explanatory. It does sound like TV
trailer music, time to move swiftly on.

Play me the next three short tracks, 'Luna IlI', “Streaming' and "Autumn
Leaves' and I'd swear | was listening to the early cassette releases of Ash
Premal! Intentional or not, the likeness is uncanny. Maybe it's just the
same sort of synths being used,( and also given the fact that this music
and Ash's work would have been recorded in the late eighties at about the
same time) but the way in which it's played............

"Random Stars' is next on the playlist and again I'm gonna name-drop as
this one sounds like a clone of early "Vietgrove'. Maybe it's the digital
synth's being used, but the real joy in this three minuter comes at the end
when all of a sudden we get a slice of music that really could have come
straight off TD's "Heartbreakers' soundtrack, ending way, way too soon.

"Green Monday', and we're back in Vietgrove mode again with a hint of
“Cloudburst Flight' thrown in for good measure given the way that things
are being played. "Catch the Clouds' is the last four minuter of the ten
uptempo studio pieces presented here.

Now finally we are treated to nearly 36 minutes of live work recorded
twenty years ago!!! "The Chieming Project’ as the set is entitled was
recorded back in November 1984. It displays Foreign Spaces flare for
variety in their compositions, moving from section to section sounding as
if they're about to break into Stratosphere at one point before doing a bit
of new age twiddling followed by synthy prog-rock,( only this time
sounding just like Eddie Jobson!!), before finally closing with the CDs
opener “Spherical Dream ' again. Even the odd vocal creeps in, but given
the fact that this appears to be a tight set of about 7 structured pieces |
think it all works well enough. Entertaining, it certainly is, and the
audience agrees.

Foreign Spaces on this CD display a chameleon like talent for sounding
like other artistes named both sonically and stylistically. If this is
intentional it is done so very well and | applaud that, however | think that
the truth is perhaps a little more down to earth in that they just so
happened to be in the process of searching for a sound of their own just
stumbling across these similarities capitalising on them.

Putting the music into context with the time that it was recorded and the
technical limitations of what could be achieved in a project studio two
decades ago | think its fair to say the FS come out smiling. Here is an
album of both variety and creativity. Well worth looking into. (B22)

Terra Ambient
The Gate

CD /7 tracks / 50.21 mins

Terra Ambient is the project of
American composer Jeff Kowal. For
those unfamiliar with his music he
creates dark otherworldly textures via
the sounds of minimalistic electronics
and a wide variety of acoustic global
instrumentation creating a somewhat
unnerving but effective electro-
acoustic sonic experience.

Although having its own unique identification this music can be likened to
that of the more tribal aspects of Steve Roach but with much more
emphasis on the acoustic elements leaving the electronic side of things to
a bare minimum. Those of you who know the more experimental side of
Peter Gabriel's' soundtrack to the “Last Temptation of Christ' some years
ago will have a rough idea of what to expect here but in more laid-back
and starker form.

The album runs for approximately 50 minutes and its theme remains dark
and menacing throughout. So let's take a trip down into the darkest
realms of subterranea.

The set opens with “The Pilgrim's Road' and at just over 3 minutes this
track is a typical example of what lies within the entire set. Beginning with
a simple low drone over an array of acoustic effects the sounds of
didgeridoo enter. An acoustic percussive loop is then added moving the
piece towards tribal territory. At just after the minute mark a flute sound
creates a menacing theme but the intensity is increased by use of
additional percussive elements.

Track two, "The Gate' starts again with a low drone. Then a flute sound
enters, once again, under an assortment of acoustic percussion. At
around 3 minutes a main theme, if you can call it that, is introduced. This
combined with additional underlying sound currents carry the piece to its
conclusion.

In contrast track 3 "Majoun' begins with acoustic mid-tempo percussives.
Bell sounds are then added together with further percussive elements
under a wave of dark ambient sound worlds. At 2 minutes a low flute is
heard and the inclusion of occasional mid tempo percussion is added
throughout the rest of the piece. At just over 7 minutes the percussive
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element fades under dark synth drones to its finale.

Track 4 "Sandstorm Dreaming' returns to the dark synth drone textures
with the addition of distant didgeridoo effects. At 2 minutes and under a
wash of sound textures a percussive loop starts, again mid tempo.
Intermittent voice effects can be heard way back in the mix and briefly the
percussion tapers off at the four and a half minute mark only to return
shortly afterwards. This piece then builds in intensity and at around 6
minutes electric guitar textures can be heard. Then it's back to just the
effects, soundscapes and percussion and eventually this disappears
under voice, didgeridoo effects and surreal soundscapes.

Track 5 "Westerly Prayer' begins with a lighter and captivating drone. The
sounds of flute enter the proceedings once again, creating a somewhat
eastern flavour this time around. Additional acoustic guitar effects are
then added while the drone gains power finally reaching its peak.

The penultimate track 6 “Serpent and Stone' begins in white noise territory
under another light drone texture. Various effects, both sourced
acoustically and electronically then co-inhabit the atmosphere under more
percussive loops, the latter of which ends rather abruptly at around 3
minutes. It is not long before another percussion loop enters which is then
joined by a kalimba/dulcimer type theme under an effective soundscape
giving the piece a distinct far-eastern feel. At 7 minutes the percussion
begins to fade under yet more deep sound textures and electric guitar
effects.

Track 7 "Blood' begins with a menacing soundscape together with low
didgeridoo effects. Guitar textures are then added continuing through the
percussion loop which starts up at the 2 minute mark. Additional textures
and a main theme created via the sounds of electric guitar. At just over 4
minutes distinct synth effects and didgeridoo merge eventually fading out
towards its 7 minute conclusion. This is perhaps the most melodic track of
the set and is a very suitable finale.

This is not a bad album which should placate fans of Steve Roach and
those favouring more of the tribal aspects of the ambient field. Those who
prefer a stronger mix of both acoustic and ambient sounds should find
solace in this release. (DC)

Maxxess

The Sequel
CD / 8 tracks / 58.00 mins

The insert reads “Welcome to
another chapter of a story with no
beginning and no ending”. Err, yeah
right, that's one hell of a story then,
can't wait,( who needs " Lord of the
Rings' anyway??) The next sentence
then states, "In 2001 | began with
“Electrixx™!!!! Well that's torn it! This
epic tale of yours with no beginning
actually started in 2001! Time to cut the pretentious clap trap and
concentrate on the all important music on the disc, ( or should | be saying
the neuro-transient thought-data retrieval process).

The set commences in a no nonsense fashion with “7th Heaven'. Thirty
seconds in and I'm hooked, forget my early sniping, this is gonna be one
hell of an album. Guitar, drums and synth conspire to create a real
melting pot of instrumental textures and atmospherics that guitarists like
Satriani and Vai should be truly envious of. Sonically I've read that the
guitar work has been likened to that of Dave Gilmore, pish pish stuff and
nonsense. If you like this disc go grab yourself some of Doug Scarratt/
Nigel Glockler's work. The production is sharp and punchy, the playing
rock solid. Max Schiefele is very much a technical guitarist, at times
sounding like Def Leppard's Phil Collen.The tracks are guitar led
throughout and executed in a forthright manner which is really quite
refreshing.

The gutsy rock opener rattles to a close having showcased what is on
offer here. "Borderliner' as you'd expect starts in a slightly more sedate
mode with modulated electro-acoustic guitar stretching into a steady build
featuring even ballsier guitar riffing than we encountered on the first track!

So now we've a problem, how do you follow a track like that?? Easy...
more of the same, 'Gemini' firing off with a tight little sequencer pattern. A
chugging guitar rhythm works its way to the foreground, weaving in and
out throughout the piece, sounding like suspiciously like Trevor Horns
Frankie Goes to Hollywood production work at the halfway mark, before
we're given the big guitar finish.

‘Dreamcatcher' should prove to be the most accessible of tracks for the
hardened synth nut out there featuring as it does an intro of Berlin school
technology, but where's the guitars? Edgy synth chords boost the
suspense, and we're in T-Bass UK territory as the guitars finally arrive.

“Hard Grit',( surely not a play on words — on a rock album? Never).
Starting with a fast undulating synth arpeggio, the track steams ahead,



the guitar playing against sequencer flying through a variety of mood
spaces.

“Oracle' has much more of a tight guitar rhythm to it in place of the big
chordal slams experienced so far. Similar in style to the work of Jane
Foucher. 'Liquid Cave' follows the similar pattern of synth and guitar
interplay on this more laid back piece, the synths really winning the day.
The nine minute "Horizon' brings the show to an enigmatic close sounding
very accomplished,( as indeed does the whole album). Superb. Max
electrifies the entire set with the greatest of ease, driving the tracks
forward without ever sounding too showy. | personally love this album, but
understand that it may not be everybodys cup of tea given the heavy
guitar content. Though to be fair, the synth sequencing really does fill out
the stereo soundfield, so a 50/50 split between both synths and guitar
would seem to be about right. One other thing which | thought to be well
worthy of note is the quality of the drum licks used throughout. Much care
and attention to detail has been paid to the drum programming. Is there a
real drummer on this album, it sounds like there is? Well in actual fact our
drummer only ever existed in software, Max is a one man band,
playing/programming all instrumentation.

The track lengths generally average about 7.30 minutes, so no great long
rambling passages here. I'm already looking forward to see what “The
Sequel' sequel will have in store for us, which | believe is already well on
its way. This is an album which | have seen incorrectly pigeon holed as

Robert Rich

Calling Down the Sky
CD / 8 tracks / 74.02 mins

After a staggering near 30 years in
the music business, recording more
than 20 albums and taking in various
live performances along the way, it is
reassuring to know that soundscape
artist Robert Rich still manages to
pull in the crowds. Although in slight
contrast to your typical mass sell-out
tours Robert Rich decides on a more
intimate affair performing a set to a mere audience of 26!

With this in mind what we have here is certainly a live album with a
difference, with music ideally suited to the warm, cosy atmosphere for
which it was intended. With its 4 linked tracks, spanning a staggering 74
mins, this is a completely solo set and maintains a rather simplistic and
surrealistic presence. Sounding quite similar to the ambient organic
worlds of Steve Roach, albeit in a lighter more thematic vein this music
effectively transcribes perfectly images of earth's natural extremities.

“Erasing Traces' is an excellent overture to the set. The sounds have
been sourced entirely from keyboards and electric/E-bow guitars,
gradually opening with “spinning' white noise effects. A light synth drone
enters bringing forth melodic choral overtones and at just over the 1
minute mark guitar textures are added, building slowly in intensity until at
3 minutes a thematic e-bow guitar melody enters the scene. This is
replaced later with a more powerful electric guitar motif building upon the
main theme. With its slight eastern influence this posture is maintained
throughout its 13 minute duration. Ending almost as it started, with the
white noise effects still in tow the piece subdues slightly moving forward
into track two, “Overhead'.

A lighter, more surreal drone is introduced here and eventually the
spinning noise effect carried through from the previous track fades out at
around 2 minutes. Shimmering effects then enter and this is enhanced by
a simplistic theme. The track ends on a sea of surreal resonating drones
moving the listener onward into cosmic territory.

The cosmic drone continues into track 3 “Vertigo', which incidentally is the
longest track on the album at a staggering near 21 minutes. A new
soundscape is introduced after the first minute or so, under minimalistic
effects and occasional bass drone. The sounds of a low flute can be
heard at just under the 3 minute mark and again the general theme
conjures up images of far eastern lands. The piece moves continually
forward throughout its epic duration but never really reaches its peak. At
15 minutes additional atmospheric white noise effects come into play and
the piece concludes with effective bird samples, white noise effects and a
minimal shimmering drone. This menagerie of sound carries us through to
the next piece, “Supplication'.

Under a wash of white noise effects, infrequent gentle percussive sounds
are added together with further effects. A meditational underlying theme
enters and at just over the 1 minute mark a low synth drone is added
together with more low flute. Delayed and distant gamelan type bell
effects carry to the piece to its subtle conclusion.

In contrast slightly to its predecessors track 5, Borealis begins with a
thematic and quite melancholy E-bow guitar solo under a simple surreal
drone. The addition of scuttling insect type effects adds atmospheric
conditions to the proceedings, eventually taking things forward into track
6, "Lost Landmarks' which moves back into lighter drone territory.

Bell effects combined with low drone textures enter the mix and this
intensifies after the first minute. The inclusion of a bass drone adds a
menacing feel to this piece but in slight contrast light textures return at
just over 3 minutes. This section then moves into thematic territory, with
an almost neo-classical feel towards its stunning and surreal finale.

The penultimate Track 7, "Adrift' takes the listener down into the depths of
the deep with distant effects from the sub-aquiem. Light soundscapes
coincide with the effects and a new lighter theme enters at about the half-
way mark taking things on towards the set's finale.

“Recognition’ at just over 8 minutes is one of the most beautiful and
somewhat melancholic tracks to be found on the album. Similar in
structure to “Borealis' the E-bow guitar returns with a haunting theme,
which is intermittently outdone by a slightly more sustained and powerful
electric guitar equivalent. The theme continues throughout this piece
ultimately ending in surreal soundscapes, bird samples and other effects.

On the whole this is a very effective and at times haunting album that fans
of Robert Rich should enjoy. Very intimate and meditational music for the
head! (DC)

Namlook

XIX Music For Urban
Meditation

CD /7 tracks / 62 minutes

This is Namlook in “pure' ambient
mode. You can forget about chunky
rhythms or filter sweeps. Instead,
the CD takes you on a journey
through the urban environment,
evoking the sounds of cities and
factories at rest and deserted.

A single, sustained, mournful note is
the central theme of "Part I'. Behind it a deep drone pulses slowly, but
rhythmically. The sounds rise and fall in volume and tone but really, not a
great deal happens — this is after all ambient in the Eno vein. At the 13
minute mark a vaguely rhythmic, “crunching' sound enters the mix, and
the central note falls away to reveal a rather beautiful pad. The
“crunching' tone rises in volume and becomes more synthetic sounding as
we pass into "Part II'. Clearly the index points are just that, this is a
continuous suite. Slowly the pad mutates into a thinner, slightly industrial
sound. Disembodied electronic pulses flicker in the margins and |
imagine myself walking through a deserted power-station at night.
ALONE! Spooky stuff.

At the 13 minute mark very warm analogue pad and accompanying
distant, echoed percussive sounds signal the opening of “Part IlI'. This is
a very mellow piece — | visualised a warm, orange sunrise over a
cityscape. Electronic “twitters' and hums signal the arrival of "Part IV'. A
“glitchy' humming pad builds to form the "harmonic' content of the piece.
After 4 minutes a very dark, deep presence is “felt' in the mix as a sinister
drone builds and sweeps away "Part IV' to reveal "Part V'. The drone has
a very rhythmic quality, but not in the traditional sense of the term. It's as
if you're hearing a rhythm through thick wadding. The sound design
throughout this CD is superb. This is vital for ambient music as each
sound is essentially presented naked — it has to sound good in isolation.

“Part VI' consists of two pad sounds which rise and fall subtly around each
other. A “hollow' drone and the most traditional rhythm of the CD
introduce “Part VII'. A simple bass pulse adds to the sense of rhythm.
Slowly we fade to silence.

Really, this CD has not been designed to be listened to in the

conventional sense. | listened to it first as | worked late at night at home.
| often forget it was on until | stopped to think, and then was aware of the
atmosphere created.

The first CD by Klangwelt ©Weltweit© was a
big seller for SMD and this follow up shows
that it wasn©t just beginners luck. Gerald
Arend, the man behind Klangwelt is a class
act.

The ticking of a clock gets ©Zero© underway.
Some half heard vocal samples are added.
It isn©t long though before a bouncy
sequence starts up along with a beautiful
staccato melody. It©s a cracking opener which gets even better as
more sequences come into play. It reminded me very much of early
(Q O Jarre. It is tuneful in every department but also very slick, professional
@ and above all accessible. There is even a lovely little moody bit at the

b end. Stunning. ©Enigma® has a slow rather abstract start. A delicate
pulse then provides a little structure through which some nice rather
melancholy organ playing emerges. The pulse speeds up a little and more wonderful
melodies are introduced but still with that hint of sadness. The mood then lightens
slightly with the introduction of a first rate tuneful sequence. This is a wonderfully
composed track developing right to the end. Another winner.

©Self Similar®© is syncopated right from the off, good vocal samples nestling amongst al
the pulsations. Again the Jarre influence is obvious. Throughout we are in sequencer /
rhythm driven heaven but never without skilful attention to melody. ©Meander®© has a
rather atmospheric beginning, even slightly eerie. It isn©t long though before a lovely
bouncy sequence takes its first tentative steps. This is a thoughtful, delicate piece
though, no rhythmic blast, giving us opportunity to relax and catch breath. ©Wheel of
Fortune© has more samples at the beginning then a lovely virtual acoustic guitar lead
line which calms the soul as well as pleases the mind. A rhythm starts up, then

another but it never becomes too forceful instead provides a framework that will get

reverberating drone can just be heard in the sixth minute. By the seventh it has
increased in volume accompanied by little echoing, tinkling, runs of notes acting like
phantoms being here one minute and gone the next. More cosmic winds come in
along with distorted chatter swamping everything. Lead lines keep trying to establish
themselves amongst the brooding malevolent backdrop but it isn©t until eight minutes
to go when the darkness is put to flight by a roller coaster of a sequence with plentiful
attitude that the melodies can again take centre stage, soaring with wonderful
cascades of notes to end proceedings on a more optimistic and oomph driven high.
Another winner! The second disc starts with ©Out of Nowhere®, initially the most
seriously spaced out section on the whole album. Cosmic winds mix with ethereal and
crystalline pads. Floating ambient music doesn®©t get any better than this. Cut out all
external stimuli, withdraw inside your brain and let the music take you where it will.
Later on flute and very delicate percussive effects join the existing palette of sounds.
By the half way mark a celestial organ is also included emphasising the feeling of the
immensity and awesome power of the cosmos. Soon after that we are brought out of
our reverie as a slow rhythm makes an entrance. It is as if we are picking up speed as
the gravity of our final destination takes a hold. Sequences are then added combining
perfectly with some seriously nice flute sounds.

Things are still mid paced however, gently waking us from our previous state. In the
twentieth minute a more in ye face lead takes over but even so it is not too abrasive
instead it just adds to the feeling of wonder taking us almost to the finish five minutes
later. ©Sines© deploys the sequencer right from the first second; another is added
combining beautifully with the first in a way that is exciting but not too brash. An
understated rhythm and high-pitched lead line enter simultaneously. Another much
more energetic drum line comes in a few seconds later and we storm forward, all
thought of delicacy forgotten. The track continues to build with yet more sequences
rand devastating lead lines coming in. It©s extremely exciting body moving stuff!

©They©re Watching Over Us© begins with a sort of mechanical throb and dark drones.
Again the feelings that came to mind were rather cosmic, like being on some vast

craft travelling past strange worlds. Of course Syndromeda don®t let us just float
around forever as we are brought down to Earth with the introduction of a sequence in
the ninth minute. More sequences are added but it©s the delicate lead lines which got
my attention most- simply exquisite. ©Rianna® is probably the most beautiful track
Syndromeda have ever composed. We get a simple piano melody with long sustain. It
stands almost in isolation, with just the most delicate of synth colouring. Next we hear

the head gently nodding whilst listening to yet more wonderful melodies. ©Topologique€some lovely angelic female vocal text (not in English), not too high in the mix, to which

gets underway with a rather jolly stop start little tuneful motif around which some
subtle percussion is added.

Radio chatter acts as initial backdrop to ©Lucky Numbers®©. A delicate sequence goes
on its playful way but the little melodies that come to surround it are again simply
beautiful.

rhythm providing just a little structure for calm pads. More melody is then introduced
but it©s still very laidback stuff. ©The Beauty of Numbers®© is a track dominated by pian
It starts off rather sparse but as things progresses the playing becomes more complex
and washes of synth provide bright colouring.

So this is an album containing both upbeat numbers, mainly in the first half and
mellow tracks, especially as we get closer to the end.

From this gentle beginning with Tolkienish overtones a sequence starts up. It very
gradually becomes more menacing as if we are gearing up for some sort of battle.

The
sequence becomes much more bass laden and brooding. Vocoded vocals can be
heard but not understood then everything subsides and we are left, to finish, with the
stunning piano melody with which we started.
