Of all the artists we sell at SMD there is one who attracts a more
enthusiastic cult following than any other and that is Jim
Kirkwood. It might come as a surprise to some but the devotees
of his work tend to be even more dedicated fans than those of
Tangerine Dream or Klaus Schulze.

This is particularly odd because he has never played Electronic
Music live and I have only ever seen one photo of him (on a long
out of print compilation I think). He doesn't even have a web
page. Very few people, therefore, will know what he even looks
like. He keeps himself pretty much apart from the rest of the
Electronic Music Scene and I think it is this that gives his music
such a unique sound. He isn't really influenced by anyone; he just
does his own thing.

It is this uniqueness about his music that his fans love. It is also
the reason however that some people will not like it. You will
either be tuned into what he is doing (as I am- big style) or you
will wonder what all the fuss is about.

If you are into his music however it is likely that you will not be
able to get enough of it. It is for this reason that we are starting
the Kirkwood ‘Hellfire' Club. The club costs nothing to join but you
must make a commitment to purchase every new release by him
or any of his pseudonyms as they come out. The current names
he records under are Jim Kirkwood, Ancient Technology Cult and
Lucifaere. BUT you can leave the club at any time so if he ever
starts recording music you don't like you don't have to continue
any further.

You will get two main advantages of being in the club however:

1) A FREE CD of new unique material once a year that will be
available to Club Members only. The first CD is called ‘In The
House of the Crowman'.

2) The opportunity to buy exclusive material that is available to
club members only. People not in the club will not be able to buy
this material. The first item in this category is a re-issue of his
early three album ‘Middle Earth' trilogy. These have been re-
mastered and placed on a double CD also called ‘Middle Earth'.
This exclusive material is optional however; if you don't want to
buy them you don't have to.

In this magazine his latest two releases are reviewed ‘Voices
from the Edge of Night' and ‘Architects of Heresy'. ‘Voices……'
has been out for a couple of months but we have kept it low key
until now because we knew the club was on its way.

If you want to join the club please let us know. You will then have
to purchase ‘Architects…..' plus if you haven't done so already
‘Voices….'. We will then send you the CD or CDs along with the
free club only CD ‘House of the Crowman'. It is up to you if you
would also like to purchase the ‘Middle Earth' double CD.

We realise that it would be possible for you to just join the club
now and leave straight after you have received the free CD. That
is true but SMD and Jim are trusting souls and know that people
will not do this without good reason.

Anyway, I hope you like the idea of the Kirkwood ‘Hellfire' Club. If
the format is successful we would like to role it out to other artists
or indeed labels.

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Kangermann, Keller,
Schon walder & Friends /
The Liqu id Sess ion
CD / 3 tracks / 55.41 mins
Now, if this had have been an AirSculpture
album the title would have probably referred
to the refreshments taken during the set but
as the `friends' this time comprise the usual
Manikin label entourage plus one Thomas
Kagermann this is not the case here.
Instead it refers to the rather unique
properties of the location, the watery
Toskana Therme (same inspiration for the
Liquid Sounds Vols 1&2 Various artists

albums). Thomas Kagermann is a violinist who, on this album, tends to improvise
around the lower end of the range of his instrument thus the overall effect is very
much like that provided by Wolfgang Tiepold on some of Klaus Schulze's albums,
particularly on the resent `Contemporary Works' outings. Indeed even the electronic
sounds chosen and the way they are used throughout the set make this a very
Schulzian sounding album from beginning to end- but more of that later.

Deep drones mix with angelic pads creating a lovely serene setting. A delicate little
melody is then added providing some focus. A sequence (or loop) enters in the sixth
minute, Bas Broekhuis starting up a sympathetic rhythm alongside it. Just before the
ten-minute mark Thomas can be heard for the first time, his violin weaving a
melancholy spell. It is as we begin the second track however that some eyebrows will
be raised as in enter two vocal lines, one male and one female. Now Klaus has also
used vocals in his works from time to time and the effect of the male vocal here is
indeed similar to some of his experiments. These utterances are fleeting however
leaving the string sounds and electronics to meander over a slow four note percussive
loop. They return for just a few seconds about five minutes later, the violin combining
beautifully with lovely ethereal pads as they go. The female vocal can be heard very
faintly again in the eleventh minute (wordless this time) mixing beautifully with the
sonic backing.

It's on the bridge between the second and last track however where the vocals did
remind me a little of Ernst Fuchs but they are gone before you know it, to be replaced
by some more exquisite Tiepoldish backing. This is now incredibly Schulze like;
beautiful, beautiful stuff. A little melody fits like a hand in glove with Thomas' playing
forming a rhythmic quality all of its own then a synth flute lead line enters combining
perfectly with the other instrumentation. In the twelfth minute we get some more light
vocal effects, used in more of a percussive manner (looped maybe) than actually
singing.  Not all Keller & Schonwalder fans will like this album but if you are into Klaus
Schulze's more experimental works, as described above, then go for it. It is an album
that I personally have had on repeatedly as I work during the day. (DL)

Headshock / Music From
Peak Experience
CDR / 14 tracks / 57.31 mins
Headshock are Paul Nagle and Tim
Rafferty. Paul is someone that it is very
hard to pigeonhole as he is constantly
striving for new sounds and forms of
expression, mixing influences from the past
and the present with each new project. I
don't know much about Tim but the two of
them certainly seem to bounce ideas off
each other very well. My only experience of
their music before was from the Hampshire
Jam set and their tracks on the CD

produced from the event. This didn't prepare me for what we have here however. The
earlier tracks were full of energy and fun but this material is much, much deeper stuff.
There are still some upbeat moments but overall the music seems to be the aural
soundtrack to some inner quest. There might seem to be a large number of tracks
here but they are all linked together and really act as different sections of the whole.

We get a very atmospheric start to `The River', animal noises and warm shimmering
drones going together to conjure up images of a sweltering rainforest. `Crimson' is
another laid back number. A lead line meanders lazily amongst rather cosmic effects
as if floating in deep space. `The Manor House' has more of an ominous edge to it,
deep string and other orchestral sounds giving it a rather classical feel. `Vortex' takes
us to a dream / nightmare state where distorted vocal samples echo into the distance
amongst electronic colouring. A gentle rhythm starts up on `Illuminati' which develops
into a head-nodding groove. The pulsations are underpinned by some gorgeous
mellotron sounds- wonderful stuff! `Kaleidoscope' calms things down to soft shimmers
taking us to `Night Train', which, appropriately, fairly chugs into being as rapid swirling
loops nestle amongst darker drones. It's as the balance between these loops and
drones vary that the emphasis between urgency and apprehension constantly shifts.
The sense of unease heightens as we move through `Alltain Dubh'. The mood
lightens again however for  `Ghost Koi'. Delicate plucked strings create a lovely little
Eastern influenced melody, relaxing the body and calming the soul.

So from the Orient we head to Russia with `Vostok'. It's all rather uneasy again, as if
waking in a bad mood to see rays of sunshine through a gap in the curtains, lightening
the atmos only to have clouds gather again extinguishing the light allowing the
melancholia to return, darker than before. `End of Days' does little to lighten the mood.
But `TRF1210X', certainly does. My feet started moving straight away as the beats
emerged from the speakers and by the end my hands were also in motion tapping out
the rhythm on the desktop. `Namarie' combines more great tron sounds with lovely
piano, then acoustic guitar creating a lovely state of chilled out bliss. We close with `In
Pursuit of Space'. It sort of sums up the predominant feel of the album, moodiness
and inner searching with a hint of melancholy. (DL)

Jim Kirkwood / Midd le-Earth
Double CDR / 6 main tracks split
into 29 sub tracks / 62.02 mins &
57.05 mins / available to
Kirkwood “Hellfire” Club
members only
This is a re-release of a three-album
collection Jim composed fifteen years ago.
They were originally on cassette only but
have now been cleaned up for their first CD
release. They have been out of print for
many years. Those Kirkwood fans who
knew of them have been desperate to get

hold of them (as well as the rest of his vast early catalogue) and
indeed I myself have been trying to get Jim to release them again. At
last Jim has relented and has agreed to these superb recordings
seeing the light of day once again.  The First Instalment on the Trilogy
is `Where Shadows Lie'. Part 1 begins with a lovely but ominous
melody and thick dark pads. Through this first one sequence (a high

register one) then a second bass one, then a third more urgent one bounce forward
one after another. The melody comes back even more insistent than before. It is if an
army is waiting for the order to charge, energy and apprehension just being kept
under control. A new sequence starts up combining with yet another fantastic lead
line. We are now on the move excitement and even euphoria replacing the earlier
apprehension as the force moves forward causing the very ground to shake. Drums
then come in and the excitement spills over in an orgy of sword wielding mayhem-
wonderful stuff! Things now calm down, another simply wonderful combination of
melodies weaving around the sound of gently running water. Fanfares strike up as
deep drums begin to roll. We get a short break on a windswept moor land then the
sound of hundreds of charging horses can be heard, ethereal melodic pads floating
over the top. More drums thunder from the speakers as laser sharp lead lines flash
and we engage in another session of triumphant berserk blood letting! `Where
Shadows Lie Part 2' commences with crashing metal, crows and manic, demonic
laughing. A swirling rotor blade of a sequence starts up and we are again dashing
over the hills at top speed. Again the most amazing feeling of tension but also
excitement is built up. Drums come crashing forward and yet another wonderful lead
flashes through it all. We then, very suddenly, descend to silence. A slow funeral type
rhythm can be heard over a very low rumbling drone. Then a much brighter and
optimistic sequence shines through. This is joined by another which keeps coming
and going like a wave. The energy level slowly begins to build once more before
descending to a lovely mournful and somewhat brooding section giving us a brief time
to catch our breath before we once again charge up the sequences for the finale, and
what a wonderful blast it is too.

`King of The Golden Hall' was the middle instalment of the trilogy. Part 1 begins with
epic massed orchestral sounds as if it was accompanying the opening credits to some
Hollywood blockbuster. Seagulls can momentarily be heard, to be replaced by a lovely
synth flute. So far not a crushed skull in site but you just know it can't stay that way for
long. One of the hallmarks of Jim's early works was beaten anvil type percussion and
it makes an entrance here, increasing the tension slightly. Pads with a vocal quality to
them float in the ether, soon to be accompanied by a slow rhythm / sequence
combination. Leads then start to come thick and fast- one amazingly superb one after
another combining to create a feeling of immense euphoria- this is so good it would
have been a tragedy if we hadn't heard it again. These are `tunes' you can remember
but they are also immensely powerful not just pretty melodies. A horse cries out and
the sequences begin to thunder again, the melodic equivalent to lightning blasting the
Earth asunder. The energy level increases all the time until the end. We now move
onto the second disc for Part 2. A cacophony of noise explodes through the air then
we descend into the dark depths, little sound effects mixing with subterranean drones.
This is brooding, menacing stuff. A slow rhythm strikes up then a quite whimsical
combination of sequences. It's all rather light and positive, even tender! Surely this
can't last for long. Yup, thought so, more menacing swirling sequences surge forward
as well as an insistent rhythm. Lead lines call to each other getting more and more
urgent in their demands, rushing back into battle mode and revelling in the glory of the
fight. We then return to the eerie marshy wastes. We finish with an incredibly
infectious lead line and sequence combination that got my whole body moving and
hands tapping the table concluding this section on an adrenalin charged high!

The final part of the trilogy `Urak Hai' is again split into two parts, the first of which has
probably the darkest beginning found on this double CD set. It isn't long however
before an almost mechanical sounding sequence arrives. It's as if some vast machine
is being forced into life. Another brooding `prepare for battle' type sequence joins it
along with ominous melodic stabs. We fairly rattle along until we suddenly return to
the darkness. Birdsong emerges and little rays of light shine through. Another rhythm
strikes up along with an awesome lead line that increases the pace as we
triumphantly career towards the next encounter. Part 2 has the, by now, expected
atmospheric beginning out of which percussion, as if weapons are being sharpened,
forms the initial structure. Questing sequences surge into being. The oomph level is
steadily increased as layer after layer of exciting pulsations are added being welded
into place by yet more fantastic lead lines. What a wonderful blistering ten minutes! A
few moments of calm are most certainly required and that is what we are given
followed by an almost tender little section- so Jim can do delicate! We then finish with
a sense of melancholy and even loss.

Jim didn't want his archive works to re-surface simply because he doesn't think that
they are as good as his more recent releases and thus would not want someone to
buy them first, preferring their initial experience of his work to be one of the more
recent albums. He has therefore restricted their sale to his fan club members only.
Personally, I think that he is far too self critical and even though the production of his
recent releases are more `mature' the standard of composition is still first rate and
these early works have a sort of exciting dark charm to them that to me is irresistible.
Indeed some of the melodies found on this double album are amongst his very best. I
am delighted that we can once again hear these recordings, even with the restrictions
imposed on their sale. (DL)
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Jim Kirkwood / In the House
of the Crowman
CDR / 4 tracks / 66.11 mins / free
disc for Kirkwood “Hellfire” Club
Members only
This is the first free disc for Kirkwood
`Hellfire' Club members. `Where the
Nightjar Dreams' explodes into life then soft
ethereal sighing vocal pads momentarily
quieten things down. More crashes herald a
vast symphonic section which is superb in
its own right but gets even better within one
and a half minutes when a rhythm starts up
as well as a virtual guitar lead line and we

blast forward with still more urgency than before. Calmness, of a
rather malevolent variety, returns in the third minute. A slow mournful
lead line can just be heard amongst unintelligible demonic utterances
then we get more rhythmic flourishes from which spews a million mile
an hour sequence along with a more melodic but just as devastating

partner. Another rhythm enters as the afterburner is engaged. Spectres fly through a
stormy sky increasing the excitement level still further. In the eleventh minute things
are stripped back to a single sequence and atmospheric effects. Little melodic
touches begin to form then another rumbling sequence surges forward. And what a
sequence it is. Turn up the volume and feel the floor shake! We finish with an
excellent atmospheric cosmic section.

`Caught in a Dance of Light' commences with a lovely flute sound over strange nature
type effects. It all has a very primordial feel to it, like nothing I have heard Jim
compose before- doesn't stop it from being bloody brilliant though! Dramatic fizzing
electronic stabs leap out and a deep reverberating loop gives that hint of menace.
Ghostly lead lines nestle into the mix. A more prominent melody arrives a couple of
minutes later, all rather curious it is too. Orchestral stabs replace it and even more
rhythm is brought in along with a laser fire lead. We eventually settle down into a
steady groove which doesn't let up until a couple of minutes from the end.
`Pentagram' has a lovely brooding beginning with a hint of mystery. It's all rather
visual, atmospheric stuff. In the third minute a rhythmic loop and sequence are added
but again this is all done in a rather different way for Jim though the moods created
are as familiar as ever. By the seventh minute a more bass laden sequence has
stormed into proceedings to which an equally awesome second one is added. Now
these are typical of Kirkwood of old and marry up the traditional and new styles
perfectly. We are now fairly thundering along with fantastic little melodic touches
coming and going keeping the excitement locked in. With four minutes to go all
sequences depart and we are left with mournful strings, strange electronic effects and
brief vocal samples.

`The Midnight Church' is split into two parts, the first being `The Blessing of St Fiona'.
Massed church organ sounds shake the foundations then we get a section of ethereal
but moody brilliance before the organ returns with even greater vigour. A belting rapid
sequence then explodes on the scene and I assume we are entering the second part
`The Law of Harmony'. A devastating lead line battles with the sequence and it is
obvious that Jim is finishing the album by throwing in everything including the kitchen
sink! The rhythm line finishes the picture perfectly, the way it nestles in with the
sequence being pure brilliance. What an awesome piece of music! Thanks Jim. (DL)

Jim Kirkwood / Voices
From the Edge of Night
CDR / 5 tracks / 69.26 mins
Soaring strings over yet more string pads
and a rolling slow drum line provide a
rather epic feel to the beginning of
`Atavistic Resurgence'. In thunders an
incredible bass sequence in stark contrast
to the orchestral backing but even more
effective because of that. It surely doesn't
get more oomph laden than this! One of
the best starts to a Kirkwood album ever. In
the third minute all departs and we are left
to float on lovely tranquil pads. A lonesome

flute lead drifts over the gorgeous backing cooling our fevered brow
then a lovely delicate melodic sequence provides that little structure
around which the track begins to build once more. A second
sequence, just as beautiful as the first nestles into formation.

This really is Jim at his most sensitive and tender. A percussive loop
adds yet another layer of pulsations, the earlier sequences depart

and POW! The sequence that now enters really couldn't be more powerful and when
accompanied by manic organ playing and wordless chanting it is obvious that the
mood has now changed to one of axe wielding mayhem! No one else produces music
as exciting as this with that dark Gothic twist. We then suddenly return to the
atmospherics of the uneasy malevolent variety to finish. `And The Abyss Smiled Back'
(what a fantastic title!) growls into being and simply drips with the darkest evil. From
this a splashing almost Tangerine Dream type sequence emerges but it is in stark
contrast to such a backing. Another (also quite TD sounding) sequence joins it along
with lovely mellotron and we surge forward from despair to a sort of on the edge of
sanity tinged ecstasy, riding on the top of an exciting pulsating bubbling slipstream of
sound. This is simply one of the best tracks Jim has ever composed. `The Silent
Rage' has a rather uneasy start full of disturbing samples and appropriately dark
atmospherics. Mellotron sounds provide a soft sympathetic pillow for an unsettled
mind which grabs hold of the first thing of substance it can, in this case a brace of
deliriously exciting and powerful sequences. A rhythm, further sequence and lead line
are now added creating an intense, even ecstatic, wall of sound. Things do become a
little calmer in the tenth minute but a lone sequence still does the business whilst lead

detail keeps the interest high. There is now a softness providing welcome contrasts
from the intensity of before. A slow beat doesn't disturb the new balance but instead
somehow helps caress the senses even more. Gradually though more sequences are
added, including one with an almost growling attitude, the pace quickens and
excitement intensifies once again. We finish with more disturbing samples. `Beneath
the Surface of Reality' starts with dark windy pads and samples including that of a
wolf howling at the moon. This is contrasted by a soft sigh floating like a silken mist in
the air. A lovely four-note sequence moves us onward as another melodic one
weaves a delicate but also hypnotic spell. More forceful sequences now make an
entrance as well as an excellent melody. So much going on that the concentration will
be pulled first one way than another but wherever it wanders it should put a contented
smile on the face.

The final track `In the Deep Places of the World' is for some reason labelled as an
Extra Track. Maybe it was not originally recorded as part of the concept of this album
but is included to make up the running time. Whatever, it is still excellent and matches
the incredibly high standard set over the rest of the CD. A rhythmic loop starts us off.
It is joined by a lovely flute type melody which almost sounds as if it is asking a
question. It is replaced by another lead which seems to be answering it. A swirling
sequence comes and goes like reflections off a pool as the sun appears then
disappears behind clouds. There is a great deal of subtlety here as subdued elements
come and go, each contributing their own vital ingredient to the whole. If you are
intrigued by Jim's work and want to give it a try, this would be a good place to start.

Ancient Techno logy Cult /
Architects of Heresy
CDR / 3 tracks / 64.17 mins
A crashing start has become something of
a Jim Kirkwood trademark recently so it
comes as no surprise that he begins this,
his latest side project album, in similar
fashion. The opener is called `Illuminatrix
Pt 1' and initially, apart from the opening
couple of seconds, is quite a departure for
Jim being mainly made up of rather windy
flute sounds (though with attitude). The
next main feature is some most fantastic
drumming full of energy and menace.

Indeed this is some of the best rhythm programming Jim has ever done. We surge
forward with incredible force, a wonderful lead making the whole effect even more
exciting. There is a short interlude in the fifth minute for a wordless female vocal
sample. A melodic sequence starts up a minute later and we really begin to motor
once again. The drums return joining with the sequence resulting in a typical Kirkwood
blitzkrieg of sound. More lead lines skim off the thunderous pulsations- incredible
stuff! In the thirteenth minute all rhythm departs and we enter a strange world of
fizzing effects, dripping water and the occasional animal / bird noise. It sounds a little
tropical actually.

More wordless vocal samples can be heard then a sequence starts up once again. As
expected this is only the start to the excitement as a similar fantastic drum pattern as
we had earlier also returns and once again I am in Heaven - or should that be Hell!
`Thunder Perfect Mind' takes us to another weird world full of phantoms and various
un-natural phenomena. Two high register sequences start up; one fast and the other
slow, weaving around each other creating quite a trance like state. `Illuminatrix Pt2'
starts abruptly in the middle of a slow brooding sequence mixing with disturbances
from the underworld. This departs after a minute and the mood changes radically on
the back of a lovely cello sound. All is now calm but with quite a heavy dose of
melancholy. In the third minute we get the sound of some Eastern wind instrument
(again, not typical of Jim's work). A slow pulse starts up and a bell sequence. Normal
service is soon resumed as out of this atmospheric section a brooding bass sequence
emerges, then another more melodic one. The various sequence lines seem to be
battling against one another but the melodic one seems to win out, coming to the
surface and really starting to blast forward. The cello keeps making a return from time
to time and works perfectly against the sequence as it goes berserk! More great drum
programming is also brought to play but they are much more subtle than on the
opener. The sequences morph wonderfully around each other for quite a while with
lovely lead detail coming and going, constantly changing. What a fantastic track this
has turned out to be!

In the seventeenth minute the flute returns and we are back to atmospherics. Angelic
vocal samples start up along with some really cool rhythms. It's a bit like Enigma but
with a most definite Kirkwood twist. Again Jim is trying out a new idea and incredibly
successful it is too. And it gets even better as deep fizzing blasts are also brought in
adding quite a heavy dose of menace to proceedings as we get into an awesome
groove that got my whole body moving. Yet more sequences are deployed and the
excitement increases still further. In a few years time, looking back, this could be seen
as a very important album in Jim's discography. It is where he starts to move on so as
not to become `stale'. Many artists try to do this but end up alienating the existing fans.
I can't see that being the effect here. Sure, he is re-inventing himself but he is keeping
the core spirit and style that has gained him such a cult following. (DL)

There follows a second review of this album provided by one of SMD’s first ever
customers and owner of what is probably the most complete collection in existence of
Jim’s work.

This release by The Ancient Technology Cult is another CD to add to the evergrowing
Jim Kirkwood collection. It consists of two very long tracks and one shorter track. The
first of the long tracks `Illuminatrix Pt1- Where The Dark Flowers Grow' opens the disc
with a loud crash that immediately makes you jump. Following this is around two
minutes of wailing, presumably by heretics? A drum sound takes over and develops
into a superb drum sequence. This becomes very powerful and is very reminiscent of
some of the sequencing of Tangerine Dream from `The Park is Mine' or `Flashpoint'.
Some of the more typical Kirkwood lead synth is then introduced at around the four
and a half minute mark A sudden change to Heavenly voices follows for a short
intermission before a very richly textured deep bassy sounding sequence takes over.

This section is very like Synco at their best. This sequence will seriously test your
speakers or headphones if listened to at a reasonable volume , which is
recommended to this CD anyway. There is an interplay between this sequence and
Jim's synth throughout this piece , with the sequence holding the attention. At the
halfway point of thirteen and a half minutes slow ambient music takes over with some
animal sounds transporting you to an Amazon jungle. A mournful cry introduces a new
sequence with more Heavenly voices, which are then replaced by the drum sequence
from earlier in the track. Some very doomy organ sounds interweave with the drum
sequence until just after twenty one minutes when a new sequence takes over, this
coming to an abrupt end with a loud bang. The final two minutes of the opening track
are a slow closure to what has been a dynamic opening track. The second track
`Thunder Perfect Mind' at eight minutes is rather short for a Jim Kirkwood
composition. Again it starts with a bang and develops into a very melodic sequence
which is overlaid by some slightly discordant piano sounds. This track is more like
some of the older Kirkwood material.

The third and final track `Illuminatrix Pt 2- Through a Glass Darkly I Walk into the
Future', at over twenty nine minutes is the longest. Again, not to disappoint, it opens
very loudly and again making you jump. The loud opening doesn't last long though as
a more relaxed passage of music is almost classical in style with the sounds of violins
and woodwind. At around five minutes though a sequence takes over, only to be
pushed aside by another of those deep rich bassy sounding sequences. This
sequence lasts for quite a period and is very reminiscent of Tangerine Dream from the
`Cyclone' days. It becomes almost hypnotic and gets the foot tapping and the head
nodding. Eventually a lead synth intrudes and fights with the sequence for supremacy.
This backs off to leave the sequence driving on until it suddenly stops at around
seventeen minutes. A section of echoey voices and a slow drum pattern evolving into
choral voices transport you to a church for a short spell, until some ethnic percussion
and fuzzed synth lead on to yet another very heavy sequence. This is again in the
Synco style and a serious test on the speakers. As with the first track the final two
minutes of this track wind down to a much slower quieter conclusion. [Last two
paragraphs of this review not included because DL is an awkward so and so and
didn't agree with it!]

Bjorn Lynne / Soothe
CD R/ 8 tracks / 69:37 mins
To be honest this is the first time I have
had the pleasure in sampling the work of
Bjorn Lynne, a Norwegian born
instrumentalist famed for his more
progressive instrumental rock orientated
albums `Wolves of the Gods' and `The
Gods Awaken'.

Here, in complete contrast the listener is
treated to a work of serenity and charm. A
world away from the hard-hitting sounds of
rock this album is a showcase of this
musician's gift to create works of true

beauty. In essence it is a synth/piano dominated album but an extremely well
produced work throughout. So, clear your minds, relax and set your volume to low as
we hit the play button on our cd players and enter the Dream state.

The opener `Sun Willow' is very reminiscent of the maestro Vangelis with a grand
piano and synth thematic melody. Before long acoustic guitar is added to the mix
adding to the inoppressive nature of this and in fact all other tracks on this album.

`Time to Breathe' begins with a strong string section and guitar textures are added,
followed by piano. A gentle acoustic guitar orientated mid-tempo percussive element
is added together with effective pads. At 3 minutes the percussion dissolves under a
wash of gentle strings and bell textures. A bass line kicks in together with the
percussion as per earlier, but a slightly different and more prominent melody line is
added.

`Butterfly' enters the fold on a bed of bell and ripple effects, together with slightly
mysterious piano and strings melody line. A more definitive melody is encountered at
around the 1 minute mark and eventually this subsides under a hybrid of sound
currents. Sequence effects together with synth pads and string section lead to the
distinctive piano motif as heard earlier on in the piece.

`Lucid Dreams' begins with subtle synth patterns with light chord changes. An
effective sequencer pattern takes hold just before the first minute under a gentle
percussive section, the former occasionally weaving in and out of the mix. This
pattern disappears at 2 minutes and a lower texture is added together with a bell and
synth hybrid and it is not long before the piano enters the fold, this time in slightly
delayed motion. At just under 4 minutes the sequencer pattern enters again under an
electric piano melody and light choral textures. There is more delayed piano to be
heard carrying the piece to its conclusion.

`The True You' is the shortest track on the album and nestling in the middle of the set
makes for a suitable interlude piece with its simple and melancholic solo piano
melody and intermittent synth tonal textures.

Sparkling tones and synth textures grace track 6 `Blissful Moments', creating a
somewhat effective start. A slightly obscure bass sound current enters leaving the
listener with a feeling of being in some kind of utopian bliss. A slightly delayed
acoustic guitar sequence together with melodic string section join forces to carry the
piece forward but all too briefly this segment ends in an array of strings, effects and
piano. Luckily for the listener this piece gathers ground again with the same sequence
but is given more intensity due to new percussive elements.

`Age of Tranquillity' begins again in bell and effects territory. A light, subdued piano
motif takes over eventually leading to melodic and slightly mysterious synth pads at
just over the first minute. The piano returns in a pleasant finale.

`Soothe' is the longest track on the album and at a staggering 30 minutes is, as the
title suggests a gentle and serene work, predominantly string and pad based with
occasional piano thrown in for good measure. The piece weaves in and out of grand
and thematic moments through to intermittent passages of melancholy beauty.

In conclusion a truly outstanding album. Not having heard the music of Bjorn Lynne
before this work is certainly impressive and will most definitely be suited to those who
enjoy the more serene side of Vangelis. Try to imagine a lighter, more meditational
version of El Greco and you will have some idea of this work. Allow yourself to be
soothed. (DC)

Roedelius (America Inc) /
Amerika Recycled
CD / 1 track / 48:40 mins
Well here we have it - another recording
from what surely must be the undisputed
grandfather of EM, Hans Joachim
Roedelius now at 70 years of age. Here he
is doing his annual pilgrimage to the USA
performing experimental Kluster orientated
textural and ambient work.

This new album, recorded with four
additional musicians under the name of
America Incorporated, comprises of one
track, close to 50 minutes that is about as

abstract as anything you're likely to hear from this guy! Try to imagine the classical
experimental works of Karlheinz Stockhausen or Ginastera, although not so intense
and you can't go far wrong. That's not to say it's a bad album, as it does have
occasional lighter moments and to be honest it is similar to the non-rhythmic elements
of the recent Dante inspired works of Vidna Obmana or Mundus Subterraneus era
Lightwave.

The track begins unexpectedly with a blast of sampled classical, brass orientated
music, which abruptly ends after the first minute and it is here that we embark on the
more familiar journey we associate with Roedelius' experimental music. Starting with
an intermittent bass sound along with choral textures and soundscapes the music
remains quiet and menacing adding occasional piano and textures as it runs its
course. Abstract guitar textures are then added to the mix and it is here that one can
feel the Stockhausen influences.

The piece moves through a variety of dark and light drones and effects together with
further abstract piano and orchestral leanings to give the piece more scope. Bass
samples are again heard at around 13 minutes and to throw the piece in to even more
obscurity the listener is treated to some light hearted piano playing courtesy of Jelly
Roll Morton, albeit a sample of course. Although this lightens the load of the piece
Roedelius, determined as ever gets the upper hand once again and it is not long
before we delve back into those dark menacing soundscapes. A fuzzy bass drone
appears along with more choral textures then the piano reappears under the
soundscape which is now more dominant.

A rather pleasant and confident piano section takes hold, reminding the listener of the
aforementioned dexterous piano moment earlier on, although this is indeed lower in
the mix and the menacing sonic atmosphere never allows this section to take hold
fully. Orchestral elements appear later on, bringing back the thoughts of the track's
overture but clearly avoiding the cliché of `finish as you start' as new water based
effects and panned piano de-stabilise the situation again. In honesty this really sums
up the rest of the album as for here on in it moves through dark bass drones and
orchestral orientated sections with occasional choral segments to its finale.

Not a bad album to be honest, and one for those who appreciate dark and menacing
sonic sculptures. Those who appreciate his Cluster release, Live in Japan 1996 and
the more experimental early works of Kluster (with Conrad Schnitzler) should enjoy
this new album. (DC)

Sam Vitou lis / April 4th 1984
CD / 15 tracks / 69:34 mins
This album recorded in 2003 was
composed as a tribute to George Orwell's
`1984' and is certainly a fitting tribute to the
author.

I can safely say without a shadow of doubt
this is an exceptional release that is firmly
placed within the realms of the 70's
Vangelis school of thought, with powerful
neo-classical arrangements which are
stunning. And it that's not enough there's
even a retro Tangerine Dream moment
thrown in for good measure too. Sound

textures are supplied via a vast array of analogue and digital synthesizer technology,
together with a small string/acoustic section. The set also comprises brief narrative
pieces to help set the scene.

The first track, `Notice' is one of these narrative sections and indeed is an informative
start to the album. Then its' straight in with `The Name of Jenin' where drums and
effects combine to great effect and it is here already that you can sense the Vangelis
`Albedo/Spiral' connection. A mid tempo bass sequence pattern takes hold under
grand symphonic textures then a confident piano motif is added creating a most
awesome overture for the set. `Echelon is Watching You' enters with effects then a
dark soundscape enters with `phone-pad' effects at intervals. A bass synth is then
apparent which is efficiently transformed into a proper sequence under a wash of
effects. A new and effective delayed sequence line is added and another Vangelis
styled lead follows.

Track 4, 'Notice' (again) is another narrative piece. The neo classical orientated
`Thought Crime' begins with synth effects and is shortly followed by a piano melody
and eminent orchestral stabs. A mid-tempo percussion loop enters the foray under a
slightly melancholy lead line. White noise and sundry effects starts things off for the
oddly titled 'I'm Winston Smith too'. A definitive timpani and choral section comes
forth then a resonant sequence is added. A bass sequence pattern then enters
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together with bass percussion sounds. An effective main theme takes hold and further
gentle percussive elements creating a profound sense of serenity are apparent.

'11 s or room 101' is off the mark immediately with a catchy bass sequence pattern.
Percussion is added with effects. There is a slightly mysterious feel to this piece and
the addition of a Dulcimer solo together with occasional timpani helps to keep the
intensity of the piece. `Love to Big brother' primarily encompasses the sounds of
acoustic and electric piano. A string section and intermittent sequencer pattern enters
and once again there is a feeling of serenity. A Dominant percussive section takes
hold and a satisfactory synth lead follows. The addition of an orchestral stab
sequence at around the 2 minute mark adds depth to the piece before returning to the
melodious overture of the piece. `The Two Minutes of Hate' again enters with piano
and effects. A brief narrative is then added progressing to an obscure orchestral
sequence complete with an effective drum and timpani section. An analogue lead line
then appears under a vast ocean of sequencer patterns and effects.

`War is Peace' begins slightly differently with its almost Vangelis `Beaubourg'
orientated lead line. Effects and a suitable bass sequence pans in and out of the mix
to the finale. `Julia' builds with intensity via use of its effective bass sequence and
synth strings. A slightly obscure percussion loop enters and eventually a new pattern
replaces this at about 2 minutes. This is sonically enhanced via the use of flute styled
samples and choral effects. `Palestine' includes low synth patterns and various
effects. Additional percussives and an almost low oboe styled main theme takes hold
to the end. Track 13 is the final narrative piece `Notice' and ends the album as such.
However the listener is treated to two bonus tracks that were recorded live in July
2003 and it is here that we sample yet further sonic brilliance of this musician.

In a complete contrast to the Vangelis orientated epics encountered throughout the
main course of the album this track heads off in strict Tangerine Dream seventies
tradition. The effective and awe inspiring sequencer patterns are reminiscent of
`Ricochet' period Tangerine Dream while the lead lines are similar in style and
structure to Stratosfear' with mellotron samples a plenty! The second live piece
throws the listener straight back into Vangelis territory one more time and is one of the
most stunning finales I have heard! Bass sequencers, synth textures and grand
thematic lead line help to create this awesome power fest of a track!

This is just one stunning album – I can't say any more than that! (DC)

Waki / Music for Waki
People
CDR / 11 tracks / 66.38 minutes
Waki is a Japanese musician who
describes his music as “techno-minimal-
ambient whatever”.  It's a Databloem
release so I expected quality – but the
`techno' adjective worried me a little!
Anyway, enough of my prejudices, onto to
the music.

`Crystal of Water' opens the album with
contemporary, hypnotically rhythmic synth
chords and a `glitch' backing.  Slowly a

faintly industrial beat joins the mix.  Rhythm is clearly the focus of this track; even the
melody comes from a `loop'!  A slow, heavily reverberated bell-like sequence
introduces `Dreams'.  An ethnic, marimba-like rhythmic loop is added.  A `thumping'
beat arrives a minute later.  There's no doubting the quality of these opening tracks,
but this stuff really belongs in a club.  Duty called however, so I kept listening.

To a certain extent I was glad that I did!   A beautiful high-register sequence kicks
`Job' into being.  Bass stabs and a chugging `guitar' like sound are added to create a
wonderfully syncopated groove.  I'm a huge fan of Depeche Mode and this reminded
me greatly of some of their instrumental b-sides and album `link' passages.  Moody
stuff; I loved it!   Two sequences, interweaving beautifully, open `Asia'.  This track
echoes some of TD's mid 80's soundtrack work (think `Risky Business').  Close your
eyes and you'll see neon, rain and empty train carriages – totally hypnotic.  I began to
feel that the album was hotting up at this point!

`Submarine' opens with a cracking, heavily delayed and filtered sequence.  A bass
loop is deployed to underpin the track.  Again I find myself thinking synth-pop, this
time the reference is Kraftwerk (`Electric Café' or `Tour de France').  The sequences
build in intensity, the tempo increases, the filters are tweaked – you have to move to
this one! `City' is a short track, just 3.56 minutes.  A mid-range sequence moves
across the stereo field as a `glitchy' drone hums away in the background – and that's
about it really!  In fact, most of the tracks adopt this approach:  the elements of the
mix are deployed very quickly, and are left to run.

A distinctly, and unexpectedly, Jarre-like sequence and organ auto-accompaniment
style rhythm open `Tapwater'.  What sounds like radio-interference hovers in the
background. Organ chords add some harmonic detail, but sound a little disjointed.
`Reflection' takes us back to the roots of EM, as the `ghosts' of Berlin again step
across one of Waki's tracks (it consists of two mid-tempo sequences and nothing
else!).  `Hotaru' returns to the present day, with a slow but strong beat and an oriental-
sounding melody. `Salvia' again has echoes of the Berlin-school in the sequencing,
but it's laid bare, stripped of the harmonic and melodic detail.  It's enjoyable, but
sounded a little like a sequencer demo.  I yearned for a solo, or melody.  None came.
`Hinshin Kousoku' is a cool slice of contemporary electronica, though there's a nod to
the 80's in the beats.

This is a tough one to call.  I really enjoyed some of it, but I just don't think that I could
listen to it over and over again.  Many of the tracks sound like demos.  I certainly don't
think that the average SMDer will get along with this, especially not the opening two
tracks. (WP)

Maxxess / Authenticity
CD / 7 tracks / 55.56 mins
Mr. Maxxess has returned with his third
ever solo outing, 'Authenticity'. Hot on the
heels of my rave review of his previous CD,
'The Sequel', has Max been resting on his
laurels? Can l shout praises of innovation, a
new direction, music without comparison!!!!
..............err¼¼¼. no. Fortunately l can tell
you that he has opted to stick with the tried
and tested methods brought to bare so
effectively on 2003's, `The Sequel' and
tweaked them ever so slightly with his own
brand of `flying synths' and `pressureful

guitar', (as he refers to them). So what's Max spent the last year
working on then? Let's find out.

Opening up in anthemic rock mode,( and sounding very much like the
music of John Wetton from the off) `Elements' gives us a taste of what
is to come. The main thrust of the piece is a mid-tempo guitar workout
with a bluesy twist. There's more than a modest hint of Whitesnake

guitar trickery buried in there from when they played at their slickest and best in the
eighties,( maybe these are the elements to which the title refers??). A gentle
crossfade  takes us into 'Crypto', the theme remaining subdued as tempered chord
changes push the track forward, contrasting nicely with the brash openness of the first
piece. Synths underpinning events adding muscle rather than tone to the epic
sounding arrangement.

The title track is upon us - is this where the true nature of the album will reveal itself?
Things get underway in a typically modernesque Paul Haslinger fashion with a drum
loop and fat synth bass prior to the guitar soundwall kicking in. The lead solo has me
thinking l'm now definitely listening to Steve Vai, but it's the intermittent electro-
acoustic breaks and sequencing that lift the track into another realm completely!

With its step sequenced intro and pace propelling `Red Earth' into the limelight we're
now rockin', ( in a very Geoff Downes/Asia kind of way). No surprises to be found here
with a tight verse, chorus arrangement. I didn't really want to mention TD here, but by
the time we reach the middle eight there's a rather strong suggestion that l may well
be listening to `Tournado' with the sequencers and guitar going flat out. The track
closes with some mad frequency crunching going on in synth land as the patterns
skew off into the distance.

Effects and another simple sequence start proceedings with `Spyrit' as a mournful
guitar refrain paints us another sonic picture. The drum programming again sounding
very `alive' as was the case on `The Sequel'.

`De-layed' is a more sombre affair; it's strong off key rhythm seeing us well into this
slow burner. The guitar voicing sounding more akin to one of Viv Campbell's more
extreme moments. The piece gradually climbs to a restrained solo providing
something decidedly different on this an album of predominantly guitar chops.

`Trance-lation' brings events to a close in a lighter more airy rock/pop mode. To avoid
things getting a little too sugary sweet the rhythm is cranked up at just the right
moment and once more it's air guitar time!! I get the feeling that the track is labouring
slightly, but a great false ending brings it all back together as Max goes fret crazy in
the closing minute of the reprise.

So there you have it, to my ears `Authenticity' proving itself to be a more than worthy
successor to `The Sequel'. Max Schiefele has produced another rockin' good album
that certainly exploits his flare for arrangement and dynamics to the full. There's
nothing too demanding or challenging for the listener here and would say that this
album is probably the most accessible of his work to date providing an excellent
starting point into the music of Maxxess. Once again l must stress that the heavy
guitar content may not be to everyone's taste, but for those that prefer more upbeat/
vibrant albums you won't go far wrong here. Just one question now remains¼¼¼
How on earth is Max gonna' top this one? Over to you Max¼¼¼ (B22)

Ian Bodd y / The Deep
CD / 11 tracks / 61.10 mins /
mega deal £6.95
When the history of  British Electronic
Music scene is documented Ian Boddy
deserves a chapter to himself. His output
has been impressive and some SMD
followers may remember early epics such
as ©The Climb© and ©Phoenix©, you may
even, like me, have vinyl copies of these
classic albums. Boddy©s career path has
been an interesting one and he has
collaborated with a number of musicians
and has not been afraid to experiment in

leftfield electronica as well as more traditional electronic music
territory. I remember reviewing ©The Deep© some eleven years ago
and being very impressed with it but sometimes the passage of time
can be unkind, so I approached the album again and immersed
myself in the music wondering if I was still going to be as enthusiastic
as the first time around. I needn©t have worried.

©Standing at the Edge© begins with asdic echoes, atmospheric treatments and massed
voices reminiscent of the 20001 monolith scenes, a stunning opening which leads
straight into the stoccato sequences and percussion of ©Dark Descent©. Boddy adds
more sequences and scorching, improvised synthesiser lines which gradually cross-
fade into the title track. ©The Deep© takes the ©Albedo 0.39© idea of relating facts
relating to the immensity of the world©s oceans to an atmospheric electronic backdrop
and David Burns does a good job on the short narration effectively communicating a

sense of wonder. ©In the Realm of Poseidon© changes the mood to more, tranquil but
stately church-like tones with the organ providing suitably grandiloquent textures.
©Leviathan© brings back the sequencers at first hinting at the excitement to come with
dramatic lines, choral flourishes and powerful percussion before the synth lines
dominate the mix as more sequences weave through the mix, reminiscent of
Shreeve©s solo work. Cross-fading into ©Flow Current Flow© Boddy produces another
sequencer driven aquatic epic but despite being a little less frenetic than its
predecessor still manages to generate tension and excitement.

©Sirens Call©, featuring Jane Molloy©s voice, changes the tempo at first into a moodily
minimalist piece, with whispered voices adding to the eerie seascape and after 4 mins
and 20 seconds Boddy adds some fine piano and as the voice returns the track takes
on a distinctly classical feel. ©Aquanaut© after a rising crescendo of voices, returns to
the sequencing and percussion and it is here Boddy provides his most infectious
melody so far.  ©Re-emergence©, features additional keyboard work by David Berkeley
and powerfully builds up choral flourishes and the quasi-religious atmospherics with
bubbling electronic effects. ©Surface Flight© brings back the sequencing and is another
infectious piece with some impressive soloing, very vaguely reminiscent  in feel to
parts of ©Underwater Sunlight©  and ©Blade Runner© and yes it is that good!. ©Sub
Aqiem© is a wonderfully uplifting semi-classical anthem which ends the set on a
suitably reverential and grand epic scale before the asdic fade out.

Well my fears were unfounded, ©The Deep© I can report is still mightily impressive and
is possibly Boddy©s best album to date. Occasionally, electronic musicians have
turned to the oceans for inspiration, ©Oceanic© by Vangelis, ©Underwater Sunlight© by
Tangerine Dream to name but two but it is testimony to Boddy©s talent that ©The Deep©
more than bears comparison. If memory serves, Boddy was inspired by James
Cameron salty epic, no not Titanic, ©The Abyss© and needless to say ©The Deep©
reminds me of Cameron©s underrated film and would have been an ideal soundtrack
experience. Nevertheless, those nice people at SMD are giving you the opportunity to
catch up with Boddy©s opus if you missed it the first time around and at a bargain price
too! Don©t delay this is bound to sell out. (SR)

This fictitious band is really Paul Nagle.
Those who know his work will recognise
some of his melodic style but rhythmically
much of the rhythm is more in yer face.
Both band name and album title make a
little bit more sense when you look at the
artwork - as amongst some really excellent
images you will find cannabis leaves and a
spliff! Don©t worry though you don©t have to
be stoned to enjoy the album. Contrary to

what you might think ©Tribal High© doesn©t contain what I would think of
as tribal beats but it certainly has rhythm aplenty, some of it incredibly
bass heavy (but not of the dance variety). The lead line blasts along
at quite a pace and its all extremely exciting stuff. It got my whole
body moving and hands playing air keyboard like a crazy thing. What
an incredible opening number.

©Ed Wood© slows the pace slightly, the steady beat and rather trance inducing melodic
sequence mixing wonderfully together - and it©s all so cool. It gets into an extremely
pleasant groove with an excellent bass line, growling effects mixing well with the
delicate sequence. We never stay still however as one infectious beat or melodic lead
effortlessly flows to the next. Incredible- the second track is even better than the first!
©Best Before End© begins with a rather curious ©melodic© loop with a quirky vocal quality

to it. A bass line rumbles underneath and a rapid rhythm bounces over the top. Things
calm down a little but soon another roller-coaster drum line comes in then a rapid
©squelchy© sequence takes things forward.

Angels, Pins & Nipple Clamps© (!) lives up to its title in that it©s as subtle as a brick with
a touch of humour. The rhythm is very heavy with ample bass. A curious little warbling
vocal type sample bubbles in and out of the mix. The stand out element from the track
is a wonderful lead line and melodic loop which enter in the second minute. These are
joined a minute later by massed euphoric pads. It©s incredibly beautiful and
astonishingly works very well in such a heavy rhythmic setting- beauty and an
earthquake side by side. ©Dimensional Distortion© initially combines a ©tinkling©
sequence with piano. The piano melody develops, alternating with another string lead
line over yet more cool infectious grooves. The ©oh yes!© factor increases as the track
goes on, the beat and lead lines getting under your skin. It really has to be heard to be
fully appreciated but it©s another sure-fire winner!

©Totally Fine© has more repeated strange vocal effects at the beginning but these are
soon replaced by a swirling sequence and a heavy beat. As with a previous track
though the lead lines and melodic elements are in complete contrast to the beat,
being delicate and actually very ©tuneful©. Again this juxtaposition of disparate
elements works extremely well. The howl of a wolf and slow rhythm get ©(The Look) In
Your Eyes© underway. Very soon a much faster sequence takes things forward. There
is a slight melancholy to proceedings. Another beat increases the pace a little then in
comes one of the most exquisite melodic loops, lead line / rhythm combination you
will ever hear - completely stunning and devastating stuff! This track is inspired, the
finest moment of an album which already has so many. In my books this must surely
be one of the best tracks Paul has ever composed.

We finish with the title track, and a very unexpected twist it is too being totally devoid
of rhythm and ominous sounding. There are some rather nice touches of guitar almost
weeping from the speakers which pull at the heartstrings. Having such a number to
finish is a masterstroke. It took me back a little but just left me thinking wow! Of
course Paul can©t be serious for too long - just listen to the last few seconds - good
grief! (DL)
