Of all the artists we sell at SMD there is one who attracts a more
enthusiastic cult following than any other and that is Jim
Kirkwood. It might come as a surprise to some but the devotees
of his work tend to be even more dedicated fans than those of
Tangerine Dream or Klaus Schulze.

This is particularly odd because he has never played Electronic
Music live and I have only ever seen one photo of him (on a long
out of print compilation I think). He doesn't even have a web
page. Very few people, therefore, will know what he even looks
like. He keeps himself pretty much apart from the rest of the
Electronic Music Scene and I think it is this that gives his music
such a unique sound. He isn't really influenced by anyone; he just
does his own thing.

It is this uniqueness about his music that his fans love. It is also
the reason however that some people will not like it. You will
either be tuned into what he is doing (as I am- big style) or you
will wonder what all the fuss is about.

If you are into his music however it is likely that you will not be
able to get enough of it. It is for this reason that we are starting
the Kirkwood ‘Hellfire' Club. The club costs nothing to join but you
must make a commitment to purchase every new release by him
or any of his pseudonyms as they come out. The current names
he records under are Jim Kirkwood, Ancient Technology Cult and
Lucifaere. BUT you can leave the club at any time so if he ever
starts recording music you don't like you don't have to continue
any further.

You will get two main advantages of being in the club however:

1) A FREE CD of new unique material once a year that will be
available to Club Members only. The first CD is called ‘In The
House of the Crowman'.

2) The opportunity to buy exclusive material that is available to
club members only. People not in the club will not be able to buy
this material. The first item in this category is a re-issue of his
early three album ‘Middle Earth' trilogy. These have been re-
mastered and placed on a double CD also called ‘Middle Earth'.
This exclusive material is optional however; if you don't want to
buy them you don't have to.

In this magazine his latest two releases are reviewed ‘Voices
from the Edge of Night' and ‘Architects of Heresy'. ‘Voices……'
has been out for a couple of months but we have kept it low key
until now because we knew the club was on its way.

If you want to join the club please let us know. You will then have
to purchase ‘Architects…..' plus if you haven't done so already
‘Voices….'. We will then send you the CD or CDs along with the
free club only CD ‘House of the Crowman'. It is up to you if you
would also like to purchase the ‘Middle Earth' double CD.

We realise that it would be possible for you to just join the club
now and leave straight after you have received the free CD. That
is true but SMD and Jim are trusting souls and know that people
will not do this without good reason.

Brighton ‘ 86 Live / Double CD /
7 + 9 tracks / 39.33 + 52.04 mins
Long anticipated and finally here, it's great
to see that the ªofficialº soundboard
releases are starting to go far enough back
in time to cover some of TD's halcyon days.
Two concerts are presented here, Brighton
25th March 1986 and Cleveland June 24th
1986. Just to clear up any confusion, these
are soundboard recordings despite being

catalogued as Bootmon's 006 and 007. Packaging is best described as adequate
rather than the mine of information that these archive recordings richly deserve. The
two CDs are presented together with an outer cardboard sleeve, blank other than the
simplest of stickers stating ªVault IV – Tangerine Dream Classic Gold Recordingº.
Somehow it doesn't feel like these have been packaged by a person with much
appreciation for TD's illustrious past.

Enough said about the packaging, what about the sound quality? Well, it's certainly
pristine and very clean with few imperfections, just one or two uneven volume levels
and moments of distortion, but all things considered every bit as good as we'd hoped
for. About the only criticism is that perhaps it's a bit bass shy, but that can be swiftly
adjusted. On to the music, and what a fine period this was as we get a helping of
tracks from the likes of `Exit', `Le Parc', `Flashpoint', `Legend', and a major portion of
`Underwater Sunlight'. But why have they packaged together two such similar
concerts? Sure they're not identical, but the track listings are very similar – as you'd
expect from that period by which time their approach had become a lot more
structured and less improvised.

Anyway, I'll start with the Cleveland set first `cause that's catalogued as Bootmon006
despite it actually being the later concert! Enthusiastic applause heralds the opener
`Pilots of Purple Twilight' from `Exit'. Initially the keyboard ephemera which open the
track are very different to the album, but then the track settles into its strangely
alluring staccato rhythmic style. A superb bridging section follows, uncredited on the
track listing therefore taking up the last two minutes of `Pilots'. Then the unmistakable
refrains of `Stratosfear 86' kick in. The sequencing still sounds as innovative today as
it always did. Though I don't mind this newer version, it can occasionally sound a bit of
a dog's breakfast when compared with the purity of the original, however it is very

different to the studio piece which is one
of the major attractions of the live variant.
Another atmospheric bridge takes up the
first few minutes of `Akash Deep' which
has been featured on a smattering of
boots, trees and leaves as well as the i-
Box - finally we hear it in its full glory and
true context. The stabby flutes and
percussives, which were very
characteristic of the boys' `86 sound, are
there in abundance. It gathers rhythmic
pace and seems very much a kindred
spirit to parts of `Underwater Sunlight', and
the dreamy synth playing which features is
fine indeed. `Beneath the Waves' similarly
has never seen a true pristine release until
now, and is another welcome episode.

`Zen Garden' from `Le Parc' chugs into view next, again with enough subtle variation
from the original to hold interest. `Scuba Scuba' maintains the choppy rhythmic feel,
and it is notable how TD of this period really threw every conceivable sound into the
percussive mix to create a very unique brew. `Coloured Rain' ends disc 1, another
track exclusive to the '86 tour but having featured so many times on boots/trees now
almost like an old friend. The liquid treatments are fascinating, a subtle sequence
breaks through in the background rather reminiscent of `Risky Business' It's a great
piece to mark the midpoint.

The much-loved `Piano Medley' opens CD2, for me a highlight of the disc. `Ricochet'
refrains bring a lump to the throat, and the other melodies are now so familiar it's a
sonic feast of nostalgia. The only thing missing for me is the occasional audience
participation, such a feature of this part of the concert – but of course that's what you
get with soundboard quality! Then the thumping rhythm of `Dolphin Dance' cascades
onto the scene. What a corker this track is, a benchmark of the period really. This
version initially is remarkably similar to the studio version however it soon takes its
own path especially the wonderful improvised guitar synth soloing around the
midpoint, superior to the studio offering in my opinion. The white noise splash heralds
the ªfalse endº to the track, as it takes off again just as you think it's winding down.
Overall it's a very extended and different track to the album. We go straight into `The

Velvet Garden' which is basically just a
hangover of the momentum generated by
`Dolphin Dance' but it's still fantastic,
especially the alien sounds which remind
me of the Predator movies. `Ride on the
Ray' exhibits more of their choppy rhythmic
style, a live stalwart which gets a healthy 11
minute thrashing here thanks to the
obligatory guitar pyrotechnics. The last
couple of minutes of the piece are again
not specifically credited, but they should be!
A wonderfully understated bridging piece,
gossamer delicacy full of feeling. The
impressive `Going West' from `Flashpoint'
follows. They grapple with the recording
levels for a moment or two before the piece

really takes shape, but what a majestic live outing this track makes. Ominous chords
then greet the totally wonderful `Yellowstone Park', fair to say the stand-out track from
`Le Parc'. The ªflutey synthº may sound rather clichéd now but it still sounds mighty
impressive. And *that* rising motif – well what can I say? Even the momentary
distortion can't detract from an epic track. `Underwater Twilight' completes a quartet of
tracks to be featured from `Underwater Sunlight' but this one is very different to the
studio piece and can be considered an alternative take. To close the main set we get
the mammoth `Legend leftover'. What an epic and foreboding piece this is, totally top
drawer and it evokes the imagery from the film remarkably well.

For the encore we get the seminal `Unicorn Theme', for many a ªholy grailº of tracks
which has seen its best and most complete renditions on the live stage – here it's
presented for a healthy 6 mins 20 secs but the fade suggests it lasted longer and I've
heard some very disappointed mutterings to this effect. But it is such a stunning piece
that I can only wonder at the beauty. The closing refrains are as close to melodic
perfection as you are likely to hear. At this moment the focal points of Ridley Scott,
Tangerine Dream, Bladerunner, and Legend all coincide along a lay-line which leads
straight to EM/SciFi Heaven!

Anyway, enough of my blathering, we have another 2 full CDs to digest. We sail back
across the Atlantic, and a few months back in time, to the Brighton Dome on 25th
March. Forgive me if I don't point out every nuance that is different from the Cleveland
set, I'll just highlight the major differences. Which start immediately with a piece titled
`Intro UK 86' which replaces `Pilots'. I can't recall ever hearing this section before, a
flute dominated atmospheric outing which initially contains all manner of effects.
Tension then is then built with elongated pads and percussive snippets which hint at
the `Stratosfear 86' track that follows. For the rest of CD1 the track listing is identical
to `Cleveland'. CD2 again opens with the `Piano Medley' which by its very nature is
unique to each concert and again here it is simply wonderful, being more understated
than the `Cleveland' version. `Dolphin Dance' then appears as per the `Cleveland' set,
but then we have another difference with `Northern Lights' which is a bit nondescript to
be fair. Not bad by any means, but it feels like they are simply treading water prior to
the magnificence ahead – that magnificence being `Cool Breeze of Brighton', a track
which has already featured on `Antique Dreams' and is a sort of hybrid between
`Scrap Yard' and Chris Franke's `Vermilion Sands' but with much added sequencing
and guitar pyrotechnics – a real ten and a half minute roller-coaster ride! The only
other difference is the encore which is `Rare Bird', a piece from `Poland' but here it is
front-ended with more Haslinger piano refrains in a classical mode.

So there you have it. Had two such prime cuts of live TD been released 10 or even 5
years ago people would be revelling in the excitement. Perhaps the Trees, Leaves,
Bootleg Boxes and Bootmons have taken the edge off the mystique, but no-one
should be blase about this release - it's what we've all been waiting for. And even
better, unless they scratch around the relatively barren '83 / '84 period, the next
release may well find us at the beginning of the 80's. My first vote goes to the early '81
European tour – but I'd settle for a full `Logos' initially – if they insisted! Has
anticipation ever been greater? (GG)

Second Opinion...
This release, of (allegedly) the complete concerts from Brighton and Cleveland from
their 1986 World Tour, has been heavily trumpeted on the Tangerine Dream website
for some weeks now. I suspect that many of you will have been expecting to receive
TDI release number 40, so I am somewhat surprised to report that in fact this is a
Bootmoon release – numbered 6 and 7 respectively.

Readers will be pleased to note that there is little resemblance between this and the
rather shoddy Bootmoon releases that appeared last year, save that it will reopen the
seemingly endless debates about those CD's that have appeared on the TD website
and elsewhere.

A quick word though about the packaging. It redefines the concept of minimal. Each
CD contains absolutely no credits whatsoever. The Brighton CD has 3 back and white
pictures of Froese, Franke and Haslinger, and the Cleveland one has four – of which I
notice that Franke appears in only one!

The first CD is Part one of the Cleveland concert – recorded on the 24th June 1986. It
has seven tracks with a running time of 43:05. It certainly sounds very impressive, and
is a considerable improvement on the earlier Bootmoon releases. The music itself,
with the exception of ªStratosfear 86º, consists mainly of faithful ªversionsº of tracks
from Exit, Le Parc, and Underwater Sunlight. I have to report that they are very good
indeed.

The second CD in this package has a further nine tracks on it, with a running time of
51:32. Again the tracks are taken mainly from three albums mentioned above with
three extra tracks taken from the soundtracks Flashpoint and Legend, including a
track called Legend Leftover, which due to the running time was missed off the
original soundtrack.

There is a nice piece called Piano Medley, which opens the CD and one encore, and
is at this point that I begin to wonder if indeed the whole concert is on this CD. I saw
them twice on the UK leg of this tour, and although that is now nearly 20 years ago, I
am sure that that the concerts were at least 2 hours long.

Unfortunately the next CD set, that of the Brighton gig recorded on the 25th March
1986, is even shorter, with a total running time of just over 1.5 hours. Again I cannot
fault the quality of this production. The tracks on the first CD are virtually identical with
Intro 86 appearing instead of Pilots of Purple Twilight.

The second CD again opens up with the Piano Medley, and again has one encore –
Rare Bird as opposed to Unicorn Theme. However this CD contains what I suspect for
many was the highlight of the gig – Cool Breeze of Brighton. A 10 minute sequencer
barrage, with Froese and Haslinger going mad on guitars. A ªversionº of this appeared
on the Antique Dreams set released back in 2000, but it is good to hear it in its
context. It sounds every bit as fantastic as I remember it.

So there you have it. I still cannot fathom the logic of this release, and the fact that it is
a Bootmoon CD, apparently authorised by Froese and co. In itself these facts seem
unimportant, and no doubt many of you will just be relieved to have a more than
decent recording to listen to. All I would say is that these are fantastic recordings.

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Binar (Andy Pickford & Paul
Nagle) / Project Poltergeist
CD / 7 tracks / 58.40 mins
This CD is basically the second set from
their 2004 National Space Centre concert.
The first set was released at Paul Nagle's
solo concert later that same year. `The
Truth Sets Us Free (Part 2)' begins in
similar fashion to its sister album, being a
very new take on the same track. Crazed
vocal samples weave an ominous start
over equally menacing backing. A rhythmic
loop starts up then a lovely melodic
sequence fizzes in and out of the mix. It's a

simply spellbinding beginning. Another energetic sequence falls into
formation, excellent lead lines snapping at its heals as things get
even better, only winding down near the end with a lovely piano
melody. All the rest of the tracks on this album are completely new.
`Reflected Opacity' gives us a minute to regain some composure
before a slow rhythm and another excellent lead start up. This is still

relaxed stuff but with enough about it to get the head gently nodding.

We end with some `on the edge of a dream' type samples forming a bridge to `The
Cosmic Void'. This is no soft drift as the title might suggest however, instead a
sequence is deployed immediately with little soft sonic touches flying over the top like
will-o'-the-wisps. First one looped melodic motif then another are added as the pace
and excitement level increases but without getting out of control; the balance between
`tunes' and `oomph' being spot on. There is a slow winding down in the last minute
which develops into the dreamy beginning to `The Hidden Meaning'. A new sequence
comes in acting like a pulse over which lovely string pads caress the soul. A drum line
accompanied by another fizzing sequence slowly start to emerge however and before
two minutes have elapsed we are really starting to motor. In the third minute the most
stunning melody on the whole album comes in acting as an effective foil to the
pulsations.

`Remembering Giants' is a short chugger with gentle beat and soft ethereal pads. It is
over all too soon, its fleeting beauty almost lost between the previous number and the
title track. Indeed the more I listen to this album the more it becomes a real highlight.
`Project Poltergeist' continues in ethereal mode, full of cosmic drift. A sequence can
just be heard very low in the mix morphing into a restrained rhythm in the second
minute. It is when the next rhythm comes in, just before the three-minute mark,
however, that things really begin to take off again. A stunningly beautiful virtual
acoustic guitar enters (Andy does this sort of thing so well) as the sequence swells
wonderfully underneath. It all amounts to yet another outstanding section of music on
an album which has so many. `Belief Takes Captives' uses distorted samples to again
create a rather ominous atmosphere through which echoing drums very slowly begin
to emerge. It's all extremely moody stuff. Mood changes to `attitude' as a vast rolling
bass sequence dripping with menace augments the rhythm. I finished the review of
their last album by saying `They Just Get Better and Better'. Well that is just as true
here as it was there and after hearing their 2005 National Space Centre concert,
unbelievably, this trend is still continuing. (DL)

Rainbo w Serpent / The 8th
Nerve
CD / 12 tracks / 78.44 mins
At last, a new Rainbow Serpent album!
And what a triumphant return it is. Even
though there are twelve tracks listed they
all form one wonderful continuous piece of
music. `Audioframe' is certainly an
impressive start. Very deep bass rumbles
give way to an exquisite rhythm with just a
hint of Eastern promise in the backing.
Near the end we descend to lush deep
pads over which dreamy sonic swirls move
like the wind blowing a light mist.

Seamlessly drifting into `Mindmachine' the pace quickens again as
rhythm, melodic motif and chugging sequence all combine together
to provide an excellent foot tapping, body moving number which gets
even more insistent as the track progresses. This would have been
an awesome track if it hadn't been spoilt slightly by some irritating
vocal effects that come in just before the sixth minute and return for

another short reprise in the last minute (for me the only negative comment I can make
about the album). Thankfully each time they only last for a few seconds.

`Radiotrip' is another highly syncopated number. Subtle little melodies nestle into the
middle of the mix attracting the attention first one way and then another. There are
some radio commentary type samples but they work well amongst the music and are
not overdone. All pulsations depart as we enter `Winterlandschaft'. Initially it had the
feel of some of the more atmospheric moments from Johannes Schoelling's `White
Out' but then takes on a chilled, gently rhythmic blissed out feel. Melodies are used
sparingly but this makes them even more effective like light shinning off ice-coated
mountains. As the track progresses it even becomes quite Schulzian. `N-Tropical',
appropriately, does have warmer tones to it. Again it makes use of subtle melodies
but this time they are quite uplifting, even happy. Then in complete contrast we get the
very moody and atmospheric `Edge of Reality' full of cold sounding cosmic winds and
metallic percussion. The mood does soften somewhat a minute in as things become
even spicier but then we keep returning to quite ominous, even spooky passages.

Strange rhythms start up as if aliens were emerging from beneath the planet surface
taking uncertain steps which gradually become more confident as the rhythm itself
gains added momentum. It's a track which develops wonderfully throughout its
duration, rapidly moving between one sub section and the next. The sequences really

begin to roll again as we enter `Third Ear'. A strident melody makes an entrance as
further rhythm is added. Another lead line, this time on acoustic guitar (courtesy of
Christoph Rinke) is a welcome introduction and sounded like a cross between Robert
Schroeder and Daley & Lorien. What a superb melodic track this is.

`Planet Audio' like the earlier `Edge of Reality' has a brooding atmospheric beginning.
More radio style samples, this time on a cosmic theme and a steady rhythm become
the main focuses of the track. `Retropolis' increases the pace, its energy erupting from
the speakers. `Pibgorn' is also rhythmic but a lot subtler with breezy flute layered over
the top. The pace is, oh so slowly, increased as we progress creating that hint of
tension. `See- Not Have' is a gentle track with soft pads and touches of piano. In the
second minute some `squelchy' rhythms start to form which are then joined by more
strident ones, developing into quite a groove with nice contrasted acoustic guitar
melodies. This groove becomes even more insistent and foot tapping after the half
way mark. It is really quite an optimistic track. This sense of optimism doesn't last
however as we end with `Noosphere' which turns out to be quite a dark atmospheric
number.

To sum up I would say that, amazingly, Rainbow Serpent have managed to use
modern production techniques to give the overall sound a contemporary touch but still
maintain an organic feel so evident on many of their previous albums. (DL)

Spyra / Meditationen
CD / 3 tracks / 71.03 mins
There is no doubt about it, Spyra is a class
act. He seems to move easily from cutting
edge modern electronica to retro / Berlin
School inspired brilliance. This album is, in
many ways, a hybrid of both. The first half
is fairly ambient where as the second is
more sequencer driven. We start with
`Mentalized (preloaded)'. Stormy /
suburban electronic effects give way to soft
pads. We remain in this gorgeous state of
float for some time. From the eighth
minute, not for the first time, Klaus Schulze

came to mind and soon after a slow pulse starts up. Around the half
way mark some subtle mellotron samples are used low in the mix
giving a further warm glow to proceedings.

Five minutes later things seem to develop a darker, moodier, twist
with just a hint of melancholy. A new bass line starts up and the tron
can again be heard. Soon after that a piano melody arrives with

lovely long decay. This changes the mood once again to one of almost whimsical
dreaming. As the piano departs the pads begin to swell and the rhythm becomes just
slightly more prominent. We finish how we started but this time with the addition of
birdsong as if we have passed through the darkness to a new dawn. `Composure'
starts with a beautiful piano solo- very impressive it is too. This exits in the second
minute as deep drones make an entrance, like dark clouds blotting out the sun.
Moody organ type sounds add a little unease to the gloom. The sonic palette seems
to mutate however, developing quite a metallic feel and provides an even more
ominous edge. It is in the eleventh minute that the sequences emerge - and gorgeous
Schulzian tinkling ones they are too, right from the mid 70s period. The pads and
sequences compliment each other perfectly as each element shifts in the mix
changing the focus between the various elements constantly until the sequence
disappears altogether in the eighteenth minute to return again three minutes later. As
we get closer to the end more cosmic twitters and other electronic effects are added.
The lovely piano melody returns to finish.

Hardly surprisingly as `Future of The Past' is Spyra's most retro album, the track
`Future of the Past Part II' finishes proceedings off with the most Berlin School
inspired piece on the album, even using PPG Modular and Minimoog as well as Nord
Modular. A lovely thick bass sequence line is deployed almost immediately. Another,
brighter sequence is brought into play and excellent leads complete the picture
wonderfully. The sequences ebb and flow in the mix as new melodies emerge then
depart. In the fifth minute we enter a soup of electronic effects and cool sounds from
which an even meaner sequence begins to form. Drums are added and the pads
swell even more. The sequences now gain the upper hand being allowed to morph
from one exciting pattern to the next. Drums return a couple of minutes from the end
and we hurtle forwards with renewed energy, a final killer lead line doing the business
over the top until we come to a fairly instant all stop conclusion. Oh how I wish it could
have just gone on and on. (DL)

Ian Bodd y & Bernhard
Wostheinrich / Moiré
CD / 10 tracks / 54.28 mins
`Accretion' gets straight into sequencer
driven mode. This is a sequence with a
difference however. Sure it is exciting,
deep and powerful but the sounds used are
much more contemporary than retro. Slow
leads float over the top then an excellent
rather heavy but also extremely cool
rhythm is thrown into the mix. This really is
a superb opener- you just have to turn that
volume up to neighbour hating proportions.
The wonderful avalanche of beats and

pulsations continues through into `Perambulator'. Indeed, if anything, this is even
more intense than the first track with wonderfully clipped beats full of attitude and
energy making the foundations shake. `Diffractions' calms things down somewhat with
a thick gloop of sounds bringing up pictures of a swamp full of small slithering
creatures. `Scorpio' starts with rapid but distorted beats over a collage of what sounds
like cut up bits of speech. More rhythm is added and it's really rather heavy and
uncompromising stuff, a sort of mixture of crash, thunder and bass thud. It's like
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nothing I have heard before but as subtle as a sledgehammer. Little melodies sort of
fizz and bounce over the top in very staccato fashion as if the keys were red hot thus
could only be pressed for a fraction of a second. It all goes together to form a very
curious and inventive track indeed.

`Diaphragm' begins with what could be the sound of strange aliens breathing over
weird cosmic effects. Would have been ideal for a Sci Fi horror film. The sounds
mainly seem to be heavily processed and manipulated- no pre-sets here! The title
track is a little more conventional combining relatively dense sequences with high
register ones. They swirl round each other making cool, even psychedelic, patterns.
Soft sighing pads inhabit the middle ground. More cool rhythms complete the picture.
It's the sort of track which you just let your body gently move to without requiring too
much energy. Inventive but accessible stuff. `Fractalise' begins with random blips and
bleeps. A sequence (of sorts) which is just as bleepy as its backing acts like a little
ripple of sound above it all. It all amounts to a rather laid back but also curious piece.
`Method Count' is initially all rather darkly cosmic. A pulse is added echoing into the
distance, then another. They speed up and with the addition of a rather nice rhythm go
together to form a quirky but still pleasant number that got my hands beating out time
on the table and put a smile on my face. `Cloister' has a suitably ecclesiastical start
with a lone bell chiming out, slightly muffled by a swirling fog. More rhythms are added
mixing with the bell perfectly and again I found it hard to keep my hands still enough
to type this. There is something of a tranquil break in the middle with more bright
tones mixing with the bell but as expected the beats return. One of my favourite tracks
on the album.

We finish with `Smash & Grab'. As you would expect it is a powerful hundred mile an
hour piece with a somewhat `dirty' and urban feel to it going from one mean groove to
another. (DL)

Various / Awakenings 2005
3CDR Set / 24 tracks / 227.22
mins
Well, three CDs for £11.95 (at the time of
writing) containing over three hours forty-
five minutes of music can't be bad! We
have tracks donated by well known
favourites such as Binar, RMI, Skin
Mechanix and AirSculpture plus some of
the more successful new kids on the block:
The Omega Syndicate, Create and The
Glimmer Room. That is not all though as
this collection also provides an opportunity
for some of those artists who are currently

just `bubbling under the surface' to be heard. Binar are represented by `Curious
Things Inside the Snowmine' combining nice body moving beats with fitting samples
and melodies. It's a good track but there are much better ones on their recent albums.

The track by Create `Surface Control' on the other hand is probably the best track I
have heard from him - a wonderful sequencer driven piece. Unfortunately I was not as
convinced by much of the rest of his first solo album though I am certain that future
albums could be belters. His other track here `Slipstream', for me just confirms my
view. Again, there is nothing really wrong with the track, it hints at great things to
come (as I am sure there will be) but it isn't quite there yet. Hyper Ex Machina is one
of the newer names here and `The Pulse Quickens' is a pleasant piece combining at
least three different sequencer lines with subtle melodic touches. From just after the
half way mark a relatively heavy rhythm is added and we bounce forward in a very
enjoyable manner- nice one. Their second track `Divine Flow with Cold Joy 4' begins
with a long vocoded intro to be followed by a series of melodic / rhythmic loops.
Vietgrove can hardly be said to be prolific but they are kind enough to give what I
assume is a non-album track `Saragossa II'. Guitar and synths are combined
beautifully with a fair dose of gentle prog rock leanings to create a lovely sunny
Sunday afternoon atmosphere.

In complete contrast we get a new otherwise unavailable track by RMI called
`Sherwood's Special' which delves the darker ambient side of their character.
Modulator ESP are represented by the gently pulsating drifting number `Transpatial'
but even better is the far longer `Dark Star Voyage' which is initially a much moodier,
atmospheric, spaced out number. In the sixth minute sequences are developed
followed by some lovely lead lines. It does have rough edges but all in all is one of the
better tracks on this triple CD set certainly marking them a potentially (like Create)
very exciting act to watch for the future. I would love to hear more of their stuff.  4m
33s comes up with `Atmosphere', a slowly evolving piece built round a tinkling
sequence. The Omega Syndicate's first offering `Mission 11' is an example of their
more sensitive, subtle side as dark atmospherics give way to an excellent sequence.
More sequences are added as well as a lovely synth flute lead line. The track builds
beautifully but without ever getting too OTT. When we add their second offering
`Rave-O-Lution' it amounts to over half an hour of new music by them. It has to be
said though that this second track is by no means typical TOS as it deploys a bass
dance beat pretty much right from the off! It is certainly still an exciting track but I am
sure it will raise a few eyebrows. I would love to hear what current fans have to say
about it.

Awen was a new name to me. `Ko' is a piece very much in two halves the first being
almost orchestral / symphonic where as the second half develops into something of a
dance number! Their other track `Ocean of Joy', however, is much more Eastern
tinged with appropriate wailing vocals to start it off, soon to be joined by some more
excellent rhythms. All the elements go together really well and if Asana was still
around I can imagine this being the sort of music he would be coming up with. Nice
one- I hope we will hear more of Awen. AirSculpture's imaginatively titled new track
`Untitled so Far' shows a rather different side to their character in that mixing with their
more typical sequences is a much more contemporary beat along with a sawing lead
line doing its stuff lower in the mix. The Glimmer Room's `707' is yet another new
piece and is full of the Eastern characters around some lovely laid back rhythms,
exquisite lead lines coming in especially after the half way mark. Simply gorgeous.
Skin Mechanix donate `Ultravista' a very representative track from their album full of
infectious beats hissing like a steam engine and catchy little melodies. Second

Thought give us a relatively contemporary sounding slow rhythmic number ideal for
simply chilling out to and the even more relaxing `Rooftops'. The latter starts with a
delicate guitar melody followed by strings but for me, unfortunately, it didn't seem to
work as it developed.

Ganzfeld's `We Are Your Audience' and `Test Object' on the other hand did work
being superb upbeat tracks with lovely melodies- another act to look out for. Ron
Boots donates `Spherics', a nice enough chugger that I suppose could be said to be
quite hypnotic but on the other hand it probably could have done with a little more
development- depends on the mood of the listener I suppose. Joint Intelligence
Committee (aka Paul Nagle) give us the otherwise unavailable track `Hot: Pot; Supper
which is a lovely spaced out number full of appropriate little psychedelic effects. Now,
this is a track that develops well. The beat becomes more insistent as we go and one
melody after another are brought into play, some gentle and others with real bite.
Excellent. (DL)

Klaus Schulze / Dreams
CD / 6 tracks / 79.50 mins
Under the spotlight now is the re-issue of
the 1986 album, 'Dreams'. Digital synthesis
had taken another step forward and Klaus
was there to exploit the power of the new
technology. On this occasion recording was
accomplished with assistance of some of
his musical friends, but it's still very much a
Schulze album all the way. This is a CD
release of variety and inventiveness which
also has me thinking that Schulze raised
his game a little on this one.

The re-issued album is now presented to
us in a double gate leg card folder with all of the original artwork reproduced as per
the 1986 vinyl version. Photographic reproduction of cover art is achieved here again
by high quality transfers. The enclosed 16 page booklet provides photos from the era,
a section of interview with the great man himself in 2004, and also a two page write up
about the album. On the musical front we are treated to a 23.52min bonus track, ( all
re-issues will be released with additional material, from the same era whenever
possible).

`A Classical Move' gets us right into the swing of things with an opening orchestral hit,
improvised strings and a multi-timbral sequence. Soon this is elaborated upon and
soon you're only too aware that this could only be the work of Mr. Schulze. Treated
drums add edge to the piece. Yes, it's all dry, punchy sounding modern digital
synthesis, but classic Schulze for sure.

`Five to Four' at just under eight minutes duration is one of my all time favourite
Schulze pieces. Nothing is left to chance; everything is there for a reason. This is a
condensed format Klaus Schulze working in a group framework and we find that the
track progresses with real drive and purpose. It's a hypnotic, minimalistic piece
presented in a very oriental sounding fashion, overlaid with piano and harpsichord
tones.

The title track makes its grand entrance with a fanfare of ominous sounding horns
only to then veer off into a steady soundbed of slowed samples which finally resolve in
a two note loop. Sampled voxy improvisations fight to lift the track from the doldrums,
as a sense of mystery enshrouds the listener. Drums are added, heavily soaked in a
reversed reverb. It's true, the track still induces a dream state, l still found myself
drifting off before the track was through, but to be honest it's not the jolliest of title
tracks.

Onto the 4.16min, `Flexible'. This is a piece sounding to all intent and purpose like a
typical piece of 80's contemporary electronica. Nothing wrong with that l hear you cry,
Klaus sets up the sequences and drums nicely enough, but l'm afraid its his guesting
musicians that screw things up playing guitar over the top of the sequences in a very
misplaced, clichéd style with no real feeling or soul in the playing, producing not so
much music as muzak!!

Ah good, we're back into safer territory with,'Klausrophony' a piece running at nearly
25mins. The opening sequences sounding very much like a recycled version of the
one used on the earlier track `Five to Four'. For these opening eight minutes or so l've
always felt that this was like a kind of `Crystal Lake' for the eighties, and nearly twenty
years on that thought still came back to me immediately. The main section of the
piece comes in from nowhere, and all of a sudden you have a beautiful structured
slice of mesmerising music to listen to, that you just want to go on for ever and a day.
Strong drums and other percussives are added to the mix. Then at the halfway mark a
Spanish guitar puts in an appearance, the drums start up again, only this time
augmented by heavier electronic percussion. All is looking well for Klaus over the first
quarter hour of this very classy piece of music, but then disaster strikes - oh no ±
vocals!!!!! Things probably wouldn't have been so bad if there were more structure to
the lyric and maybe having used a singer that could sing!! This whole episode
deteriorates rapidly into something sounding rather like a very bad night of drunken
karaoke down the pub ± truly awful. Klaus's music is excellent, but virtually drowned
out by this aimless warbling; end the track right now!!!

Finally, there may be a reprieve for the album by way of the bonus track, so that at
least l can end the review on an upbeat note. 'Constellation Andromeda' (a full
explanation is given in the sleevenotes) was a promotional piece culled from 2003
utilizing only the Alesis Andromeda synthesiser. Most demo CD's quickly step through
a short series of tracks showing off the strengths and features of the instrument, but
not today. A 23.52min chunk of sequencing, that is really just Klaus
playing/composing in his own devil may care style is what you get ± Schulze fans will
love it, not remotely like any demo/promo CD track l've ever heard before, though
does come across as lacking any real warmth. All a little too clean cut and clinical.
None the less, strong Schulzian music it is, which could quite happily pass off as a
modern day album track.

As for `Dreams' the album, at nearly twenty years of age l think it still all sounds pretty
fresh. With a large slice of bonus track thrown in too, it makes for an impressive CD
package. For me it's certainly an album of highs and lows, very entertaining and
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benefits from repeated playing, but oh those vocals on track 5 ± where's Simon
Cowell, l think l need a second opinion. (B22)

Klaus Schulze / Mirage
CD / 3 tracks / 77.10 mins
Next up for review is the re-issue of the
1977 album, 'Mirage'. For those of you that
have not come across the album before,
(where have you been!!!!!!) this was seen
as a coming of age album for Schulze. In
previous years having established his
credentials as a serious solo performer
with a number of successful releases
behind him, `Mirage' was produced to
international critical acclaim.

The liner notes describe a very personal
album, so know one was more surprised by

its success than Mr. Schulze himself!! The CD album is presented in a double gate
leg card folder with all of the original artwork reproduced as per the 1977 vinyl version.
Photographic reproduction of the cover art is presented here again by inlaid high
quality transfers. The enclosed 16 page booklet providing photos from the era, a
section of interview with the great man himself in 2004, and also a two page write up
about the album itself. On the musical front we are treated to a 19.39min bonus track,(
all re-issues will be released with additional material, from the same era whenever
possible).

The first track `Velvet Voyage' kicks off brilliantly with its rather disturbing chords and
atmospherics during the early stages. The mood is cold and empty, ( just as Schulze
intended ± a winter landscape. This being conveyed perfectly ). The 28.16min
composition shifts undiscernibly like a snow storm though a variety of six linked
musical stages, (1984/Aeronef/Eclipse/Exvasion/Lucid Interspace & Destination Void)
none of which are clearly definable, none of which have index points on the CD. So to
this day l'll never really know where l am with the music. According to Schulze in the
sleeve notes this was an entirely intentional decision.

Eventually a sequence emerges, taking a hold from the drifting blizzard of synths and
FX, building to a point at which some soloing can be undertaken. The Moog's mono
voice calls out working its magic, but is ultimately overwhelmed by the power
Schulze's huge synthesiser soundscape.

The epic,`Crystal Lake' drifts into play at  29.15mins with its repetitive merry little
music box style beginnings. Once again we step through six musical stages of
development, (Xylotones/Chromewaves/Willow Dreams/Liquid Mirrors/Springdance &
A Bientot). Again, no single stage being clearly definable as one part morphs into the
next. The protracted crystalline sequence is boosted as a big Moog bass drops in to
say hello, and consequently the whole composition shifts to follow the bass.

Lead synths move around the mix avoiding the other FX which come and go with
remarkable ease. Things wind down slowly only to build again into a thick mix of both
choral and synthesiser treatments with any further leads set well back in the
soundfield. The closing stages display a sense of latent power buried within the track
as a sequence surges forward that Schulze plays against expressively trying to tell us
that musically he has more to say, more to play, but time and vinyl were obviously
against him back in 1977 and it was curtain call on this one.

As a bonus this time we have the third and final track, 'In Cosa Crede Chi Non Crede'
from 1976. The recording, as explained in the sleevenotes, is not exactly pristine and
early on sounding rather like a demo tape. It opens with some conventional organ
work before veering off into a sequencer section or two before finally getting back to
the organ once again. We're told in the sleeve notes that it's a completely different
mix of `Destination Void', (part six from track one) though to listen in on it you'd never
really guess.

So how does the re-issued `Mirage' fare? Well l'm sure it's a CD many of you would
fall over themselves to get their hands on given that the track `Velvet Voyage' has
also been altered for this release!!! However, buyer be warned - this is a CD that is
strewn the audio artefacts from the original multi track recordings, (clicks
predominantly, and an added slight digital distortion in the higher register courtesy of
SPV) which should and could have been dealt with on this, the ultimate version of
such a classic album. Sadly it's those technical flaws which sink this, an otherwise
mesmerising album. You should be completely chilled out listening to this CD, instead
you may find yourself cringing at the faults. Though l remain optimistic that SPV will
get their act together and rework the disc before too much longer, (completists, get
your copy now before its recalled). Squeaky clean, this ain't, what has happened in
this hi-tech age of ours? (B22)

Klaus Schulze / Le Moulin
De Daudet
CD / 22 tracks / 79.09 mins
The final album up for scrutiny from the first
batch of SPV Schulze re-issue's is the
1994 release, 'Le Moulin De Daudet'. It is a
soundtrack album, (no don't switch off
immediately. There once was a little known
German group called, rather bizarrely
Tangerine Dream ± yes, l know, a silly
name!! Some of their most enjoyable
material was to be found on their movie
soundtracks). Schulze recorded this
material a little earlier in 1992 for this, a

French movie. He worked closely with the films director, Samy Pavel who became
obsessed with the music that Schulze was able to magic out of thin air to fit perfectly
with the films rough cut sequences, (Samy Pavel having already utilized Schulze's
music from the album, `X' in a previous film). Schulze explains in the sleevenotes that
the two of them seemed to have a meeting of minds whilst working together on this

particular project, the music coming very easily to Schulze, Pavel the director giving
Schulze a free hand to record whatever he felt was right.

The CD album is presented in a double gate leg card folder with all of the original
artwork reproduced as per the 1994 release. Photographic reproduction of the cover
art is presented here by high quality transfer. The enclosed 16 page booklet provides
photos from the era,( including some nice snaps of his studio at the time of recording,
a little something for all you tech heads out there to drool over), a section of interview
with the great man himself in 2004, and also a two page write up about the making of
the album. On the musical front we are treated to a 15.58min bonus track, ( all re-
issues will be released with additional material, from the same era whenever
possible). There are no great extended pieces here; the longest of the soundtrack
cues being 6.56mins. I wont do a track by track analysis on this one as there are 21
pieces to cover, with motif's and progressions which return in several times and
places as you might expect from a soundtrack.

Though Klaus had to set himself a sound palette to suit the visuals, the music is
nothing if not vibrant, bursting at the seams with new idea's squeezed into each and
every sound bite. Schulze tells us that the music was recorded, 'on the fly' in realtime
which is quite an amazing feat considering that this is an album of such variety and
depth. Indeed it could be said that this is not so much a soundtrack as a Schulzian
musical exercise.

With the parameters set Klaus plays us a tale with a folkish edge, making his
synthesisers sound subtle, but effective with a variety of textures. Sure the
sequencers are there, but are held back in reserve and integrated with moderation,
playing only traditional instrument sounds when added. The music purveys a sense of
intimacy and immediacy, themes picked out with pizzicato strings, melancholy oboe
and cello. Schulze tapping his way through a theme just as he does when playing over
one of his real synth inspired moments, only here you can really hear all those little
twists and turns which have kept Schulze in the electronic game for the last three and
a half decades!! The odd kettledrum crash is thrown in as a cue point for the on
screen action, (an excellent little tool that Vangelis has employed very effectively on
countless soundtracks since the dawn of time).

Schulze's playing remains fluid, hammered out with a sense of conviction that holds
your attention. Everything is bathed in a soothing wash of reverb as even some of the
harder drum sounds drift away into the background. I'm thinking that this could so
easily have been a Vangelis release, whilst there are also some surprisingly weighty
moments here that tell us it could not.

The bonus on this disc comes in the form a rather up-tempo track; at 15.58min `The
Ion Perspective' is from a limited run promotional CD recorded in early 2004. Utilising
the Alesis Ion synthesiser this is a promotional Schulze track that sounds like it was
destined to be on an album rather than as a music fair giveaway. Sounding very much
like the group Faithless from the very start the track moves along briskly, never
exploding into the great anthemic dance track it could so easily have been. The
trumpet lead swaggers its way through the piece looking for a direction, though to the
very last seeming out of place as some wonderfully big synth sounds buzz around in
the background which could have oh so easily taken its place.

`Le Moulin De Daudet' is everything you might expect a Schulze album to be, with
perhaps an extra dynamic thrown in here or there to suit the visuals. OK, no great
long extended pieces here, but given that this is a soundtrack l think that's perfectly
acceptable. Overall, the production job on the CD is astoundingly good, ( which once
again has me scratching my head over what went wrong with the `Mirage' re-issue).
The recording's clarity is excellent, due in no small part to the simple fact that most all
of the musical cues recorded here were done in a single take, which is even more
astounding.

Given that SPV has numbered this album No. 37 in the re- issue series, l guess we're
in for many more treats from the Schulze back-catalogue and archives, can't wait. At
time of writing the next four albums due for release are penned in for Spring 2005,
they are ± En Trance, Dig it, In Blue & Picture Music. As with the first four re-issues
we are promised that more goodies will be added to each of those releases. Yabba
dabba doo!!! As they say in synthland. (B22)

Edgar W. Froese / Epsilon
In Malaysian Pale
CD / 2 tracks / 36.03 mins
This is the first of a series of reissues of all
the solo albums Edgar made for Virgin
between 1974 and 1983, except for the
interesting soundtrack `Kamikaze 1989'
and the compilation album `Solo 1974-
1979', which has never made it onto CD.

However this is most definitely NOT a
simple reissue. For a start the CD has a
new sleeve, and the original gatefold
picture of Jerome has disappeared.

The music has been, ªre-recorded and remixedº and is almost a minute longer than
the original. Purists will be delighted to know however that this is not a ªDream Mixesº
version either, and if anything this release improves upon the original which has
influenced just about every musician in EM today.

So where do you start in reviewing such a seminal album? It has to be said that at first
listen the differences are not that immediate, save for a noticeable improvement in
sound quality. The title track remains a fantastic collage of sounds, an aural
sounsdscape that has rarely been bettered. Here it is just amazing, benefiting from
the wonders of modern technology and yet still sounding totally fresh and interesting.

`Maroubra Bay', for my money one of Edgar's finest pieces is however different. The
piece starts with the sound of waves lapping on the shore, a motif that makes a
regular appearance and returns at the end. It is very effective. Around the five minute
mark that great sequencer sound kicks in, perhaps less noticeably than on the
original, accompanied by washes of sound and rather intriguingly what sounds like a

horn instrument of sorts! At eight minutes the sequencer becomes rather more
prominent, and, make no mistake this is seriously good music. The last two minutes
of this great track are a wonderful exercise in minimalism.

Rather than buy the original at inflated prices on eBay, you could do worse than get
this. It is just fantastic, and I cannot recommend it enough. My only adverse comment
is that by today's standards the CD's running time is woefully short, and it would have
benefited from some extra material. (Simon Stopher)

Subsonic Experience /
Praposition

This is an excellent CD; the best non Ian
Boddy related release on the DiN label so
far. Actually next to ©Radio Sputnik© and
©Outpost© it is probably my favourite. An
infectious and rather cool groove gets the
opener ©The Regained Paradise© underway.
Slow blissful lead lines float over the top but
really it©s the beats that get under the skin
which have the greatest effect. As with this
entire CD the combination of sounds

chosen are excellent. As the track goes on the leads become faster
but remain in the middle of the mix. A mellotron / organ combination
is particularly effective. ©Throne in the Background© is a very different
affair. Distorted gong / percussion sounds ring out as if from the
depths. Dark drones mix with other effects forming an eerie sonic
montage. A bass loop starts up being so low it is felt as much as

heard. From time to time it does become inaudible actually but somehow it still seems
to be there. A sequence rumbles forth at the beginning of ©Strengthening the Volatile
Part 1©. It©s a big thick one but relatively quiet. Initially it stands almost in isolation but
as it becomes more strident in the second minute a beautiful delicate lead line can
just be heard low in the mix. The sequence continues to develop gaining a certain
moody ©attitude©. Another excellent organ sound can be heard in the background
giving things a tremendous depth- this really is superb stuff!

©In the Shadow of Possibilities© is a drifter making use of both windy and shimmering
pads. It becomes spookier as it progresses with what could very well be spectres
flying over the top. Strange gurgling / echoing animal noises can be heard near the
end giving things an even darker twist. ©Treasures of the World© begins with yet
another cool organ sound, this time a little softer than before. A percussive loop starts
up to which another is added and as with the opener we get into an excellent groove
though somewhat more restrained this time. There is quite a change in the third
minute as a dark rumble comes in along with another fantastic organ sounding like
something from TD©s ©Alpha Centauri© or even ©Atem© albums. The loops disappear
from time to time and it is then that these sounds can be heard to full awesome effect.

©Masked Woman© uses a combination of twittering sounds and more deep dronal
backing to form a dense sonic carpet. This is a track all about atmospheres, again
becoming increasingly spooky in the second half. We get yet more fantastic organ at
the beginning of ©Strengthening the Volatile Part 2© and it isn©t long before a rapid
sequence starts up. This subsides at around the half way mark as we return to more
atmospherics to close. Attention seems to be paid to every minute detail on every
track. For those who like both modern atmospheric and rhythmic music this could go
down as something of a classic. (DL)

Edgar W. Froese / Ages
CD / 8 tracks / 76.42 mins
This is the second of the new re-releases.
Unlike Epsilon, this CD is still widely
available, so perhaps for many there is little
of the sense of anticipation that
accompanies that release.

Also, in my opinion this is Edgar's least
interesting solo album. A collection of rather
dreary pieces poorly transferred onto CD,
and possessing a cover sleeve that did little
to persuade punters to invest in it. Those of
you who possessed the original vinyl
version will also have noted that Golgatha

And The Circle Closes wasn't even on the old CD! Collectors should also note that
extracts of two of the albums tracks have already appeared in a remixed form on Solo
1974-1979 (Tropic of Capricorn and Pizzaro and Atahuallpa)

Edgar's infinite capacity to tinker, means that on this release, whilst the afore
mentioned `Golgatha' makes a welcome return, `Children's Deeper Study' has now
been removed! Also the running order has been changed, and the CD now opens with
the awful Ikarus (now spelt with a K), instead of Metropolis. It is frankly hard to
understand the logic behind these changes. Still at least the new CD has a better
cover.

Like Epsilon this music has been rerecorded. The differences are minimal and the
new CD is only about 45 seconds longer than the original. Beyond that it has little to
commend it. It remains, for me at least a very disappointing CD, recorded at a time
when Edgar and his cohorts in TD were apparently uncertain as to their future musical
direction; within a few months the band had released Cyclone, an album I listen to
even more infrequently than Ages!  (It's just amazing how two people's opinions can
differ- `Ages' was always one of my favourite EF albums - DL) (Simon Stopher)
