Unfortunately after almost 14 years without an increase in postage | have
had to raise it slightly. The latest Royal Mail price hike was the last straw.
How many other organisations could justify a rapidly decreasing level of
service with a series of heavy price increases? It is probably to pay for all
the completely false propaganda they are putting out saying how good
they are. The only people | meet who are actually angrier with the Royal
Mail than | am are the actual postmen who work for them who are trying
to do the best they can despite everything. Anyway, enough ranting. |
have tried to keep the price increase as low as possible. The rates were
90p for the first item plus 50p for each additional item. The price for the
first item is now £1 with each additional item remaining unchanged at 50p.

Next up, please remember the Axess and Maxxess concert at the
National Space Centre on the 28th May. It is likely that it will be close to
that date when you receive this magazine. If it is possible to purchase
your tickets before you turn up please do so.

Finally | would be interested to hear from any of my customers who think
that the running time of a CD is irrelevant when deciding to make a
purchase. It seems that most of my customers think that it is an important
issue, as | must admit | do. If | am missing something however | am more
than willing to be put right on the issue. This has come to a bit of a head
recently especially with the re-recording of Edgar Froese's ‘Pinnacles’
album which has been cut to a running time of just 29 minutes- and at the
same price as CDs with running times of over 70 minutes. In my opinion
the quality versus quantity argument simply doesn't wash. What is wrong
with wanting both? If we have to wait longer for a release because of this
then so be it. | do have a little time for those people who say that vintage
recordings being released on CD should not be tampered with as if there
are no good recordings from the same period that could be put on to
increase the running time and still retain the feel of the original item then it
would be better to remain as it was rather than just fill up with
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inappropriate material but this is one of the few times | can see very short
running times being justified. In the case of ‘Pinnacles' however, to
actually butcher a vintage album down to just 29 minutes seems absurd-
or as | said earlier- am | missing something?

There is an argument that | have heard from some musicians that goes
along the lines of- my album was 34 minutes long because that was all it
took to say what | wanted to say, any longer would have been wrong any
shorter would have been wrong. | do sort of understand where this
argument comes from but to my ears it is a little arrogant. What it is really
saying is that what the listener wants- the person buying the disc that is,
is of no concern at all. If the musician doesn't actually care if anyone buys
his album then this argument | would have thought would stand up but if
that is the case why release it in the first place? If a musician does want
people to hear his music then surely some thought must be given to the
person who is spending his money to obtain the album. It might very well
be that the musician's next album would take 45 minutes to say what it
wanted to say. Why not then wait however long it took to include both
albums on one CD and trust the buyer of the CD to listen to the CD as
two different albums?

If my above arguments are to hold however the customer (and that
includes me) must be patient. We can't say in the same breath that we
want loads of quality and a new album coming out every month from a
musician. If we want over an hour of quality music on a CD we must wait
however long it takes for the musician to compose and record it.

“|Arc / Arcturus
A CD /3 tracks / 61.05 mins
4z | have been looking forward to this

Hampshire Jam 3 in 2004. Arc's
performance was simply the best
concert | have ever been to. What we
have here is that complete gig split
into ‘Arcturus Part 1' and ‘Arcturus
Part 2' plus ‘Helicon' as the encore.
The band enter to tumultuous
applause. Dark swirly pads create a
lovely brooding atmosphere.
Gorgeous mellotron tones add just the right lonesome touch
taking me back to those halcyon days of Electronic Music in
the mid 70s. Four minutes in and the scene is set for a
superb bass sequence to rumble forward. It mutates,
becoming more complex and even meaner as a second, just
as impressive sequence falls into formation alongside it. Delicate lead
touches add that little extra detail like rays of light shinning from an
exquisitely cut diamond. As expected the sequences are turned up and
morphed to increase the excitement still further.

At the eleven-minute mark things start to calm down and | thought we
were just going to be left with atmospherics but the sequences never
completely go away. Instead new pulsating patterns form and we surge
forward once more with renewed vigour- and it builds - and builds - and
builds. This is just sooooooo good! After reaching a climax things become
calmer with three minutes to go gradually winding down to a finish and as
the last notes fade away the audience (including me) go wild!

I really didn't think things could get any better- until | listened to Part 2
that is! If anything, it has an even moodier start than Part 1. Strange
animal noises and half heard speech mix with windy effects. An organ
type sound then comes forth giving a rather gothic feel which gradually
changes in character to one of more ethereal beauty before once again
returning to the dark as another rapid bass sequence strikes up. Yet
again it is simply stunning as are the other sequences that are brought
into play around it. From rapid beginnings the pace and intensity are
increased still further as a staccato lead line bounces over the top whilst
another flutey synth line tries to add a little softness. Take the best bits
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from ‘Rubycon’, ‘Ricochet’ and ‘Encore' then add the pure genius that
Mark and lan posses in abundance and you will get some sort of
understanding of what to expect. It can be tempting with Berlin school
music to set up the sequences and just let them run. This is so not the
case here. They are being tweaked, morphed and bent all the time
creating the most incredibly organic wall of sound which reaches a
crescendo at around the sixteen / seventeen minute mark. We finish with
an absolutely exquisite piano solo. The audience again show their ecstatic
appreciation and demand an encore.

‘Helicon' has a rather cosmic start which then becomes quite symphonic.
The sequences are again excellent but a little gentler than in the main set.
They mutate beautifully in a rather melodic way and even though a more
urgent sequence is added just before the half way mark, overall it is a
much more serene experience. This is one of my all time favourite CDs.
(BL)

Second Opinion...

Now and again an album comes along which confirms “the reason why” -
why EM is such a special type of music. In the past decade or so, albums
such as Redshift's ‘Ether' and Arcane's ‘Future Wreck' have served this
purpose. Go further back and you get albums like ‘Ricochet', ‘Encore'
and ‘Logos' which form the very bedrock upon which it all stands. Now
add to this mesmeric collection ‘Arcturus'. Recorded live at the Hampshire
Jam 3 festival this album contains possibly the best sequencing I've ever
heard, combined with the sort of atmospheric synthesis which can only be
described as perfection.

Superlatives simply do no justice to the quality of the music. Mark
Shreeve's mastery of the Moog modular, particularly in terms of
sequencing, seems to know no bounds. | am a huge fan of Chris Franke,
and cherish every pulsation from Nottingham '76 to Paris '81. But in my
book the sequence crown has now unequivocally passed to Mark
Shreeve. In terms of structure, variation, sonic manipulation, raw power
and overt melodicism the sequencing on this album outstrips anything I've
heard before. What transcends the music even further is the way lan
Boddy supplements, reinforces and cajoles the ebb and flow of the Moog
sound-wall with sonic tapestries of amazing quality, both rhythmic and
texture. Stabby percussives dart mesmerically in time with the
sequencing, lush pads oil the industrial collage, sublime keyboard
treatments swoop and soar.

Anyway, enough of my simperings, I'm sounding like a star-struck fan-
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boy. Arc have already proved they can do “the Node thing”, on this album
they prove they can also deliver “the Berlin thing” in spectacular fashion. |
just hope there's more of the latter to come! (GG)

Syndromeda/ A Day in the
Fields

CD /9 tracks / 68.50 mins

This album comes close on the heals
of "Metaphysical Experiences' but
even though it is quite recognisable
as Syndromeda the realization of the
project came together in a very
different manner. Danny Budts, the
man who is Syndromeda, was asked
if his music could be used as part of
an artist exhibition celebrating the
850th anniversary of Ekeren, the
d village in Belgium where he lives. He composed a

Sm completely fresh series of works, the music you have here,

inspired by a nature reserve in the village where the

exhibition was to be mainly based.
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A dramatic kettledrum rhythm and brass flourishes get the
opener ‘Awakening' underway. It has an almost Jim Kirkwood feel to it as
if an army is poised about to enter into battle, though the actual image in
mind was probably the sun rising, banishing the darkness. Mellotron pads
then take over, soon to be replaced by a melodic sequence. "Morning
Orchids' starts with a beautiful, gentle piano solo. Another sequence,
quite a rapid one this time, comes into play then some menacing but laser
sharp lead lines fly over the top which are countered from time to time by
softer melodies. "Time Goes By' initially slows the pace but keeps in
dramatic mood as intense stabs of sound make sudden attacks to
gradually fade away. The real stars here though are the simply beautiful
melodic sequence and devastating lead line, which compliment each
other perfectly. We finish with the sound of church bells. What a fantastic
piece of music! "Thunderous Earth' is a short very syncopated number
which takes us to "Listen to the Trees'. Ethnic tinged wordless vocal
effects are replaced by an ominous bass drone. A slow deep sequence,
full of attitude, is quickly followed by a second. Wonderful mellotron then
comes in- moody stuff.

Vocoded spoken text fits perfectly with the atmos as does yet another
superb lead melody. It is a track full of attitude and has much more of a
bite than the title might suggest. “The Voice of the Land' begins with lovely
melancholy cello around which lick little electronic effects. In the second
minute the pace increases a little as a sequence / rhythm combination
become the main focus. There is an uneasy edginess to it all. "Welcome
to Paradise' carries on in a similar mood. As the pace slowly starts to
increase however, so does the excitement. "The Flow' slows things down
again with dark, deep, breathy pads. We finish with "A New Breath' which
is apparently based on “Stabat Mater' from Vivaldi. | don't actually know
this title but the melodies did seem familiar. It does have something of a
classical feel to it mixing Organ sounds, electronics and ethereal wordless
vocals. So there you have it 24 hours in the life of the "Oude Landen'.
From listening to the music | reckon it must be a very beautiful place. (DL)

Wave World / The Winds of
Laax

CD /6 tracks / 79.42 mins

We begin with the over half an hour-
long title track. It combines rather
cosmic effects with the sound of "The
Winds of Laax'. And these are proper
winds- more of a hurricane than a
gentle breeze. Soft melodic pads
then take over as if calmness is
returning- and rather gorgeous they
are too. This blissed out state can't
last however as gradually
proceedings become weirder, percussive twitters sounding like little alien
insects. A slow rhythmic loop starts up, morphing as it progresses. A
lovely lonesome bitch bending lead line floats above it all and close on its
heels a tinkling sequence starts low in the mix. A more urgent rhythm then
falls into place becoming the main feature as more leads come and go.
We bounce along on a mid paced groove. In the eighteenth minute more
syncopation is added and things develop a meaner edge. With five
minutes to go we have returned to the soft melodic pads once more.

“Guardians of the Skies' starts with a rather warm feel. A melancholy,
maybe even slightly wistful, lead line becomes the main focus along with
a bass laden plucked string melody. More acoustic sounding melodies are
added to form quite a relaxed tuneful piece. "Od Ban Ryaak' uses dark
cosmic sounds to create quite an eerie atmosphere out of which emerges
a lovely tinkling sequence. A lonesome lead line (Almost Spaghetti

Western style!) adds to the melancholy and another sequence (a bassey
one) comes in giving extra bite. It is a wonderful number, my favourite on
the album. It was released as “Od Ban Ryaah' on the “Schrittmacher'
compilation. "Desert Moons' is initially a completely spaced out affair full
of breathy pads. A deep drone takes over acting as a base for another
mournful lead. The pads develop quite a symphonic feel nearer the end
and combined with the lead line it had a definite Vangelis styled edge to it.

“Sunrise on Yacekla' also featured on Sequences 27. As with most of the
previous tracks we begin with cosmic effects, but this time even more so
as we are taken deep into the void. In the fourth minute a rather jaunty
sequence starts low in the mix, rising all the time. A flute (or similar) lead
melody comes to join it, mellotron being added to give that finishing
touch. More sequences and rhythms are deployed until we are travelling
at quite a pace. It reminded me very much of Klaus Schulze though with
much more rapid development of the sequences. We get a lovely melodic
interlude in the eighth minute out of which emerge a stunning bass line
and yet another cracking lead melody. Again, a superb track. Calm is
restored to finish with the rather pastoral "The Holy Chamber'. It's all
rather moody and a good way to end. (DL)

Alpha Wave Movement /
Cosmology

CD /9 tracks / 64.55 mins

This is my favourite AWM CD so far.
It has a bit of everything from the
Berlin School through to melodic
upbeat numbers and even hypnotic
chilled out tracks. A lovely deep
reverberating drone and massed
string pads, punctuated by whooshing
cosmic effects give the opener
"Prologue Sequence' something of an
epic feel. The said sequence makes
an entrance within the second minute, fizzing along at one hundred miles
an hour. Things are given even greater oomph with the introduction of a
steady rhythm which fits alongside the morphing sequence superbly. The
lead line then comes in- great for air keyboard solos!

“Teutonic Voyage' progresses from very spacey beginnings where lovely
deep pads mix with little sonic shimmers and celestial flute. It's a bit like a
mix of early Deuter and Michael Neil. The mood changes completely in
the fifth minute however when a rumbling sequence bounds through the
mix. This is softened a little by a delicate water droplet type melody.
Another sequence now joins the first, quite a tuneful one it is too. What a
wonderful track which gets even better as a rhythm forms, getting my feet
tapping to it and hands beating out time on the table. Things reach a
climax just before the end with some searing virtual guitar. “Sailing Orion'
on the other hand is a very mellow piece with soft drones and delicate
little melodies. It's an ideal sunny afternoon number, perfect for simply
relaxing to. A sequence does come in just before the half way mark but it
is a sedate one, providing a little additional interest rather than energy.
“Celestial Mechanics', after a short atmospheric beginning, wakes us up
again as we surge forward on the back of a steady rhythm which gains
even more power as we progress. A great track for driving far too fast to!

"Rendezvous' is another dreamy piece having a similar feel to "Sailing
Orion'. "Deep Outpost' however is, to start off with, much moodier with
ominous dark drones and eerie pulses of sound. Things then become
much more contemporary sounding with a shimmering melodic loop
providing the main feature. It is then joined by another equally tuneful
plucked string pattern. Gorgeous stuff. “Astral Navigator' commences with
some sampled text over an ethereal piano lead and bass line. The pace
quickens a little without ever becoming exactly blistering and things turn
increasingly melodic as we journey through to "Distant Edens'. The sound
of birdsong and shimmering drones create images of a rainforest. All is
calm and tranquil. "The Far Side of 1.0." winds things up in moody
symphonic manner and as with the opener has something of a movie
soundtrack feel to it. Unfortunately all the booklets | have for this album
are slightly creased so to compensate | have reduced the price. (DL)

Edgar Froese / Macula
Transfer (2005)

CD /5 tracks / 37:59 mins

Of all of Edgar's solo albums
released between 1974 and 1979,
this is probably the one that is now
hardest to come by (though some
might say Epsilon.... is - DL). Indeed,
this was never a Virgin release, as
my CD comes courtesy of Manikin
Records, and dates from 1998, whist
my vinyl record is on Brain.
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The 2005 version features a new totally new sleeve, with absolutely no
information on it whatsoever. It does not even tell us that it is a
rerecording, which is what this most assuredly is, as it is three minutes
longer than the original! It is however an extremely faithful rerecording.
The only downside is that once again, at less than 40 minutes it is
woefully short by modern standards. Admittedly the music on this CD is
closer to Ages than Ricochet, but this is an infinitely better album than the
former. Here you have the sound of Edgar trying to create something new
and different and it is no surprise that it was recorded in Berlin in 1976.

It opens with OS 452, and a rather dramatic piano chord gets us
underway. An electric guitar strums away, whilst the synths swirl around.
Occasionally there is the sound of a cymbal being struck. The strummed
guitar sound gets more prominent, before the piece reaches a rather too
abrupt conclusion for my liking.

AF 765 also starts rather dramatically, before it fades slightly. It then
becomes ever so slightly creepy, with washes of sound, and voices(?),
before the guitar kicks in, and it then becomes less creepy and more
downright weird — surely one of the strangest pieces of music Edgar has
ever created. | wouldn't recommend listening to this in a dark room!

PA 701 has a similar feel to it, but it is rather more conventional. It also
has a great but all too brief, sequencer section about three minutes in and
sounds in parts like a forerunner to the great Sorcerer soundtrack
released less than a year later.

Quantas 611 is a very beautiful piece, very relaxed, and in rather marked
contrast to the pieces that precede it.

The final track IF 810 is something of an oddity; an upbeat and rhythmic
piece. When | first heard it, wondered if it had been transposed from
another album by mistake (It sounds remarkably like something from
Stuntman)! It is an all too brief but excellent coda to an album, that has
aged well, and justifies its reputation that comes in part from its sheer
unavailability. It is a difficult album to listen to, but in the humble opinion
of this reviewer, this is Edgar's most interesting solo album. (Simon
Stopher)

Edgar Froese /Pinnacles
(2005)

CD /4 tracks / 29:56 mins

This album, the original of which
dates from 1983, is arguably the one
that is most obviously influenced by
what was happening in Tangerine
Dream at that time. | have always
thought that not only could this have
been a Tangerine Dream band
release, but also that Johannes
Schmoelling's musical influences are
all over this release like a rash.
Indeed a triumvirate of White Eagle, this and Hyperborea, seem in
retrospect a logical progression.

This is the last of the rerecordings, and it is extremely faithful to the
original, (with one glaring exception — more of which later), to the extent
that it is often very difficult to tell the two albums apart. The other major
difference is in the sleeve — nothing like the (rather good) original.

Nowhere is Schmoelling's influence more apparent than on the opening
track — Specific Gravity of Smile — a busy, and interesting piece with lots
of that quirky automata that was so prevalent in Tangerine Dream at that
time. Next up is The Light Cone, not as interesting musically, and a bit of
a plodder, and even at 4 minutes, 33 seconds it seems to overstay its
welcome. Walkabout is my favourite, a contemplative mood piece, very
Hyperborea — like, and none the worse for it. It drifts along for over seven
minutes, and whilst it sounds like it's going nowhere, it really is excellent.

Now then the title track itself — a tremendous opening section with a
sequencer bubbling away, with dramatic slabs of sound. Very rhythmic
and catchy. About three minutes in another heavy chord crashes in and
then there is a recurring motif that moves the piece on for about a further
three minutes, and ...it finishes...and here is the glaring, not to say
completely inexplicable decision by Edgar to trim this rerecording by a
whole 15 minutes! Those of you, eagle eyed, will have spotted this at the
top of this review. No folks it is not a typing error!

Now at the risk of reopening a debate that Dave Law has had with other
musicians, | am also firmly of the view that quality and quantity are NOT
mutually exclusive. There is in my humble opinion, little excuse in either
re-releasing a product shorn of 15 minutes of music — no matter how good
or how poor that music might be, or for that matter releasing a CD of less
than half an hour's worth of music — no matter how good that music might
be. The contrast between this, and the Klaus Schulze remasters is just
embarrassing. This is a shame, because this is not a bad CD, but you
might be excused for asking yourself the question, when is Pinnacles, not
Pinnacles? (Simon Stopher)
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Klaus Schulze / Picture
Music

CD / 3 tracks / 79.59 mins

First up for review from the second
batch of SPV Schulze re-issues is the
seminal "Picture Music'. It has been
quite rightly numbered as Schulze's
third album, (it's release delayed by
legal wrangling at the time). Originally
recorded after "Cyborg' in 1973, but
not seeing a release until early 1975.
In the meantime "Blackdance' had
been recorded and released, so you
see the sequential problem here. | used the term “seminal’ to describe
“Picture Music' in a very deliberate way, as this was the first ever album of
pure synth music from Mr. Schulze pointing the way ahead for his music
right up to the present day. From the darkness into the light, "Picture
Music' presents the listener with the most cohesive, sparkling little alboum
of Schulze's early career during the first half of the seventies, an album
with direction and structure, something which was just not as prevalent in
either of his previous recordings, 'Irrlicht', "Cyborg' or indeed "Blackdance',
all having a more experimental edge to them.

The first thing that hits you with these re-issued album's is how well
presented the whole package is, in a double gate leg card folder with the
original artwork reproduced as per the original vinyl version,( though it has
to be said that there are about six different versions of the cover art out
there from previous re-releases). Again high quality transfers feature as
an integral part of the card case design. The enclosed 16 page booklet
provides photos from the era, a section of interview with the great man
himself in 2004, and also a two page write up about the album. By way of
a musical bonus on this re-issue we are presented with a rather sizable
chunk of 33 minutes of music, (all re-issues will be released with
additional material, from the same era whenever possible).

The album opens up with “Totem’', (23.53mins). An ethereal distant, light
organ pattern is quickly overtaken by a central sequence of resonant
percussive sounding synthwork, Played very much like some kind of
electronic tabla, underpinned by the gentle organ motif the track
progresses. Never before or since have | come across an extended piece
like "Totem' where a single sound can so easily carry the whole
composition. | hear an influence of the American west coast minimalist
movement creeping into the Schulze act here, certainly not run of the mill
Berlin School, but non the less this is a purposeful slice of electronica that
| still find decidedly easy to listen to whenever, wherever. The whole
soundscape created works perfectly, the sounds gel brilliantly. The only
thing that tells us that this music wasn't made just last week is the use of
the rather dated sounding Farfisa organ, (but in these days of retro revival
can we really be that sure???).

A change of time signature at the halfway mark heralds........... well, more
of the same. The serene synth voicings giving the track a very human,
earthly feel. Schulze displaying a real sensibility for the music.

“Mental Door', (23.02mins) coasts in and again we're faced with a track
that would act as a template for what was to come from Schulze for the
remainder of the seventies. A gentle build from white/pink noise FX into a
soundbed of synth and organ before Klaus starts improvising a thick
bassline using a sound so fat that he can work his way up the keyboard
and get into a screaming solo section still using the same sound. Like
most of the album simple but very very effective.

Ah, the tiny patter of drums arrive, building like the solo to a thunderous
thrashing of the kit to a point at which it sounds like Klaus is testing it to
destruction!!! Synth and organ work tails off the piece in a similar fashion
to that employed in the closing refrains of "Totem' and so ended the
original album.

The bonus track now added to this release is a monumental 33 mins
worth of music entitled,'C'est Pas La Meme Chose',(my French isn't that
hot, but | think it translates as, it is not the same thing'). Basically this is a
slightly different/ longer version of “Totem' which was not used due to the
constraints of recording time permissible on vinyl LP's. The phase of the
recording is also kept in its original recorded state with the resonant
percussive sequencing on one channel, the leads and pad sounds on the
other,( not recommended for headphone listening | might add). Providing
your hifi amplifier has a mono switch the phase can be turned back giving
mixed channel playback, (all abit of a silly exercise really for the sake of
afew musical purists out there).

So to surmise - if "Picture Music' were a beverage, it would be a vintage
cognac, carefully stored, brought out on a special occasion to be enjoyed
by the connoisseur who can really appreciate such a fine old bit of plonk!
The fact that an extended piece of music has been added to the album
does nothing to detract from inspiration of the original recording. True,
“Timewind' was just around the corner which may have stolen the thunder



from “Picture Music's' arrival, but we're looking back at 1973 not 1975!!
Minimalism from the states, (which is as near a sound as you're gonna'
find on “Totem') had produced nothing to compare with this, counterparts
Tangerine Dream were in contractual no man's land, this REALLY was a
seminal LP, a daring one off. A classic, youbetcha!!! (B22)

Klaus Schulze / X

DCD /7 tracks / 79.45 + 79.43
mins

Here we have the fourth alboum from
the first batch of Schulze re-issues by
SPV. This, for the uninitiated, was an
album which built upon the massive
international success of the, "Mirage'
release in 1977 + bucking all
convention and trends, blasting his
musical status into the heavens and
beyond¥a¥Ys.well maybe.

The album is now presented to us in a double gate leg card folder with
most all of the original artwork reproduced as per the 1978 vinyl version.
Photographic reproduction of cover art is presented here by high quality
transfers. The enclosed 24 page booklet provides more photos from the
X' era, a section of interview with the great man himself in 2004, and also
a two page write up about the album itself.

On the musical front we are treated to a 21.32min bonus track,( all re-
issues will be released with additional material, from the same era
whenever possible) and as if this weren't enough we also find that a piece
from the 1978 vinyl which was edited down to 5 minutes to fit on the
original album is now presented here in all its glory at its full playing time
of 26.04mins!!!! | think it's now fair to say that you haven't heard “X' until
you've heard this definitive version.

This is a pretty monumental album anyway, the set now with a total
playing time of 2hrs, 40mins. Time to get yourself strapped in and prepare
for a cosmic flight around the mind and imagination of one Klaus Schulze.

We open up with a hoste of off the wall, heavily treated synth FX and
white noise blasts, topped off with a deceptively simple sequence trickling
into the picture as “Friedrich Nietzsche' gets into motion. Harald
Grosskopf on drums featuring throughout the duration of this 24.50min
opener,( as well as on much of the rest of the “X' set). Rather wonderful
choral treatments create a huge backdrop as the first of the solo's arrive
adding pace to the music as another sequence overlays the first. Klaus
follows his tried and tested A/B/A compositional style allowing the choirs
back into the picture + so far a pretty much run of the mill Schulze track,
nothing particularly new or innovative. However, towards to finale of the
piece | think Klaus must have had the same feeling and slams much of
the audio through his favourite phaser together with the drums and really
cooks up a storm.

'‘Georg Trakl' is a real gem for this release presented here in its unedited
form at 26.04mins. Once again a simple, but quirky little sequence starts
with delicate improvised Moog soloing . A synth pad fizzes to life in the
background and straight away you just know this is just genius at work.
Klaus steps lightly throughout the entire piece introducing other
sequences and solo's as the drums take on a jazz brush feel using a
great deal of top set.

Track three crashes into play at a mere 10.51mins!!! The drums struggle
against the power of the driving heavy duty sequence that is “Frank
Herbert'. The electronics run amok as FX come and go at a frenetic pace.
A very aggressive sounding piece to be sure.

Paradoxically "Friedemann Bach', commences in a sombre neo-classical
way as Schulzes off the wall FX again pull in a truly cosmic direction,
whilst violin refrains play their own merry tune. All rather odd, but works
brilliantly. The synth backdrops used both here and later in the album
have an otherworldly quality about them. Has 27 years really aged this
album * not abit of it.

Back in 1978 - on the face of it, I'd have to say I've just heard the best
Schulze album ever, but wait + that's only disc one, the best is yet to
come.

“Ludwig Il Von Bayern' at 28.39mins opens up disc two, starting just like
disc one with a mass of synth FX and noises prior to a real string
orchestra picking up the baton and running with it in the form of a
classically inspired main theme. Schulze takes a backseat on this one
firing up all manner of random electronic sounds and FX until the theme
peters out and we are left with a large bridging section, sounding
completely cinematic as the last of the strings depart leaving a deserted
sonic landscape for Klaus to work with. The strings are now demoted to a
tape loop and Klaus resorts to throwing all kinds of noises around the
stereo soundfield. Though alittle protracted this section ends by returning
us to the main theme as played earlier in the piece. Now the drums are
added together with even more FX, but as the piece winds up it's the

strings you'll remember. "Heinrich Von Kleist' at almost half an hour was
the final track on the original album, making its presence felt in a classical
way once more courtesy of Wolfgang Tiepold's cello work. Haunting
motif's pop up time and again in this a piece like no other that Schulze
had yet produced. Again it's Klaus and his use of monolithic slabs of
sound and FX that pepper the piece, its minor key sustaining a suspense
that is maintained superbly. A slight shift of key introduces a whole new
world, the like of which the electronic pioneers of the day had not come
anywhere close to achieving before. One can imagine "Zeit' to have
sounded like this if Tangerine Dream had continued playing freeform
music for another seven or eight years.

The choirs arrive and depart, the mood becoming more anthemic + all
brilliantly abstract stuff. What more could any self respecting electronic
cosmic synth nut ask for. Finally the bonus track is, as intended,
somewhat of a curio, 'Objet D'Louis',( a full explanation is given in the
sleevenotes). With a playing time of 21.32mins, it is basically a live
recording of "Ludwig Il Von Bayern' complete with string orchestra.
Naturally the studio recording is the superior of the two, the live version
being interesting by way of the fact that Klaus appears to be having a walil
of a time in synthland whilst the ill prepared strings must have been
struggling to spot at which bar their playing was due to cut in on events.

“X' proves now that Schulze really was light years ahead of his
counterparts in this particular musical genre. Head and shoulders above
those artistes that proclaimed their music to be spacey. The Schulze we
know from the late seventies really was on a planet all his own, if indeed
not actually from one!! (B22)

Klaus Schulze / En=Trance
CD /5 tracks / 78.49 mins

It's time for a look at Mr. Schulze's
1987 studio effort, a little word play
providing the title, 'En=Trance' :-

OK, so you're an electronically
obsessed German fella with a steady
career, your own studio and a bunch
of synths to muck around with for a
couple of weeks¥s%s.hmm, what is a
guy to do with all that?? | feel an
album coming onYa¥sYa

"En=Trance' was originally a double
vinyl LP that Klaus quite literally threw together during a creative break in
his otherwise rather busy schedule,( amazingly the whole recording
process from start to finish only took 3 weeks!!) and was applauded on its
release as a return to the classic Schulze of old!! Klaus threw everything
into the mix on the four extended pieces presented here all sounding very
brash, pacey and "in yer face' throughout. Obviously what fans had been
waiting for, the album strides along without a moment to waste on
delicacy or subtle doodlings.

The re-issued album is now presented in a double gate leg card folder
with all of the original artwork and more reproduced as per the 1987 vinyl
version. Photographic reproduction of cover art is achieved here again by
high quality inlaid transfers. The enclosed 16 page booklet provides
photos of Schulze from the era, a section of interview with the great man
himself in 2004, and also a two page write up about the album. As a
musical bonus, we are this time given an 8.02min vintage track from
1975, (all re-issues will be released with additional material, from the
same era whenever possible).

The album's title track commences with a cacophony of digital and
analogue noise. Huge slabs of sound just slammed down without too
much thought given to structure or to how events will unfold, acting as a
kind of opening wake up call to the listener in much the same way as
many operetta's were designed to do, initially just grabbing the attention
then drawing the listener in. At nearly 19 minutes duration the track fails
to let up for even one moment in its onslaught on the ear, theres some
serious noise making going on here. The digital edge of many of the synth
sounds used making their presence felt consistently in this and on the
other three tracks from the original album. Not having really found a
steady basis after the first four minutes a punchy sequence kicks in and
we're away on a rip roaring trip across the audio spectrum. A variety of
typically Schulze solo's and chord changes ensue. Relentless, is the word
I'd use to describe it.

“Alpha Numerique' (16.28) fires up in a very strident manner, a
metronomic sequence soon joining the party, the firm synth bass holding
us in suspense. A bright metallic xylophone patch takes the lead as the
simple sequence becomes a multilayered event. The instrumentation is
stripped back prior to electric percussion powering in and still a sense of
suspense purveys the whole piece. Finishing all too quickly, and never
really getting into a higher gear, it all works very well indeed,( though
sounding like it would have been more at home as a piece of soundtrack
work in an action movie) finally ending with a big operatic slam.
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Track three, "FM Delight' (17.28) and we've either gone back ten years to
the Schulze of the seventies or I've accidentally put the wrong CD in only
to find we're now listening to one of Jean Michelle Jarre's more airy,
pastoral moments. Five minutes in and we know where this track is
heading with arpeggiated strings, a busy bassline and off kilter percussion
playing along quite happily. | can't actually say that theres much
development here for sometime as the sequence cycles around weaving
its hypnotic spell for a good ten minutes. Slightly more pronounced
drumming puts in an appearance, but outside of a pitched steady solo
going on in the background throughout nothing out of the ordinary occurs.
Though it has to be said that for many this is the most accessible, vibrant
track of the whole album!!!

“Velvet System’ starts in a similar fashion to track three. A choral hit is
thrown in and the sequence proper gets underway, the drums sounding
like a development on those used in "FM delight'. Another choral hit and
the mood changes slightly sounding uneasy. Unyet another hit and the
piece comes together in a much more purposeful manner, the multi-
timbral sequence at times going neo-classical. The episodic nature of the
piece continues brilliantly and things get busier as the piece approaches
its resolution. With an indefinable feeling of freneticism the piece winds up
on a high note and a sampled orchestral hit or two. So now we move onto
the bonus for this particular disc,'Elvish Sequencer'(8.02) a rather long
winded confused explanation of the title is given in the sleeve notes. The
piece originates from way back in 75' and is fundamentally a recording of
Klaus messing around with his prototype sequencer of the day. It's a first
class recording and will keep any fan of Berlin School sequencing on the
edge of their chair for a good eight minutes. A careful listen and | think
you'll hear some of the arpeggiations which litter the distant background
on ‘Timewind's' epic “Bayreuth Return’. This may only be a dummy run
using the equipment, but its fascinating stuff non the less. Does it sit well
with the rest of the album given the twelve year gap between
recordings¥4¥4%2no; but I'm sure that won't bother any single Schulze fan
out there in the slightest. Entertaining, fascinating, another little gem from
the archives. Another excellent album. (B22)

Dreaming The Seed / Liquid
Vision
CDR / 13 tracks / 56.47 mins

This is another Dataobscura (The
CDR “arm' of Databloem) release, so
| expected high quality but perhaps
challenging modern
ambient/electronica. | sort of got this
+ read on.

An acoustic guitar fills the left hand
side of the soundfield as
“Catacoustic' opens proceedings. It
gradually moves to the right hand
side of the stereo image and is replaced by a single euphoric analogue
pad. ‘lIt's over, and a low, growling drone rises and smothers the mix.
*Subharmonic Aviation' has arrived. It's subtle and dramatic stuff. Things
calm and metallic digital clangs add detail as the drone starts to weave a
subtle melody. A high-register sequence opens very low in the mix, as
analogue burbles rise and fall behind = it slowly fades, all too soon for
me! A mournful lead is heard in the distant, it's beautiful but, again,
fleeting.

“Leviathan' opens quietly with a faint sequence and an ethnic sounding
synth voice playing a very evocative melody. Symphonic pads rise. | felt
we were in film soundtrack territory here, perhaps a haunting theme as
the camera pans across a vast landscape or bloody battlefield. Deep
sonar-type sounds signal “Evasive Manouvres'. A “crunching’, methodical
rhythm builds; it sounds industrial but not over-powering. As with many of
the Datobloem artists | am very impressed by the level of sound design -
the sounds chosen/programmed are clearly a long way from factory
presets. There is a lot of stuff to listen to in every track, more than | can
possibly comment on. “Systaltic Soul' is a real change, opening in jaunty
fashion with a rapid, bell-like sequence and “blooping' bass line. Vaguely
choral pads rise in the background reminding me a little of “Otarion'. It's
infectious and shows that Mick Deakin (the musician behind *‘Dreaming
the Seed') can produce straight-ahead melodic EM as well as the more
challenging stuff. I'd love to hear more of this.

“Fresh from the Void' takes us back to the contemporary and more
challenging end of the EM spectrum. From a very dark and abstract
place a church organ rises and does battle with a swirling drone. Things
become gradually more symphonic and again Deakin's ear for melody
and harmony is shown. I'm beginning to wish that he'd give us more of
this aspect of his style + it's fantastic, but we only get tantalising glimpses
of it. “A Morsel of Sanity' is a short, melancholy piece with some beautiful
analogue synth work. “Ominous' continues the themes begun in "A
morsel of Sanity', but eventually descends into abstract sounds and
effects. A pulsing, Philip Glass-like sequence and rising pads form the
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backbone of *Compos Mentis'. Again the melodic content is excellent and
the sonic design faultless + we want more of this please! "Jovia and
Galileo' opens quietly with an atmospheric organ and drone ensemble. At
times a “crashing’, growling synth flashes across the mix creating a really
dramatic atmosphere.

A distinctly lan Boddy-like soundscape opens “Trilogy', it's all swirling
drones and abstract digital pads, summoning up visions of alien
landscapes or desolate factories. A “ghost' of a melody hovers in the
background = | loved this one. “Testimony' opens with grand piano and
synth pads swathed in a dramatic reverb. A distant, repetitive rhythm
builds in the background. Gradually more abstract sounds enter and
smother this rather beautiful opening + a shame I think. Echoing notes
signal the beginning of "Epitaph’, they slowly speed up and form a sparse
melody. A ‘reed'-like synth picks out a counter melody. It's gorgeous and
again | want it to go on for a long time, and this time Deakin avoids the
temptation to bury his melodic talents.

| think that Dreaming the Seed is a name to watch out for. If you like
modern ambient/electronica, think DiN or solo Namlook, buy without
hesitation. Deakin has a real talent, and | hope that his next release
shows more of his rhythmic/melodic side. (WP)

Mind Over Matter/ On The
Wings of the Wind

CD /5 tracks / 64.28 mins

The man behind Mind Over Matter is
Klaus “Cosmic' Hoffmann-Hoock. |
have to admit that I'd not come
across this side of Klaus' work
before, so | was intrigued. The
“concept’ behind this release is to
create music that conjures visions of
hot air balloon flights. The influence
for this musical journey is Volker
Kuinike, musical collaborator, playing
a variety of recorders, and champion hot air balloonist.

Insect sounds and the sound of a trickling stream open "Crossing Jamuna
River (Ballonflight of our fantasy)'. A haunting, mellow synth pad rises
and a plaintive recorder melody weaves in and out of the mix. It's
beautiful and deeply relaxing. Things become more symphonic around the
2 minute mark; and the melodic duties become shared by gentle and
understated sitar work (real, not synthetic!). Everything is now in place
and we are allowed to “float', and what an apt description that is! The
sound of thunder is an obvious but effective introduction for "Mountain
Thunder'. A very eastern-sounding wind instrument plays an evocative
melody; tablas add yet more of an eastern feel; whilst mellotron choirs
suggest Klaus' “day job"! A heavily filtered synth lead and glorious strings
add melodic and harmonic support. This is superb stuff, | am very
impressed by the playing. This is not the new age “twaddle' | feared!

“Journey to Brittany' very much follows the pattern of the previous tracks,
but adds a vocal performance to the mix. It's very “abstract' really, not
singing words (as far | could make out), but using the voice more like an
instrument. It fits the music well, but | didn't really enjoy it: simply skip the
track if it didn't suit your tastes. "Fullmoon Desert' opens with the sounds
of insects, and then a flurry of percussive (marimba-like) notes suggests
“take-off'. Yet another cracking melody is deployed and we're back to
glorious drift. Like so much of this CD the music is deeply visual, it would
perfectly fit a wildlife or travel documentary. A tinkling melody is added at
just the right moment. This is a key feature actually. The musicians have
carefully judged when drift could become tedious, and have ensured that
fresh musical ideas are added, when necessary, but they never interrupt
the flow. Deep drones signal the arrival of "Cloud Ghosts'. Strings and
recorder begin to fill in the melodic detail. There is a melancholy feel to
this track, heightened by some abstract vocal samples. The lavish and
beautiful insert booklet describes the inspiration for this track as “gliding
silently through the air at 2 to 3 kilometres for a whole day' and the way
that this encourages “philosophising’. This track, and in fact the whole
CD, would be perfect for this. If you ever "use' music for relaxation, buy
this immediately. (WP)

John Rose / Conversing
With A Rainy Night

I'm not sure that a conventional, track by
track type review is right for this CD. |
imagine that I'd find myself repeating
phrases like: “achingly beautiful' or ‘moving
and tender' or "uplifting and spiritual'.

contemplation is the central focus of the CD * and it certainly delivers. I'll pick out
some key pieces. "Conversing With A Rainy Night' is a melancholy piece of incredible
beauty. Individual runs of notes are left to ring out, clothed in a luxurious reverb.
Rose's right hand is lyrical, it almost “speaks' to the listener; whilst his left lays a
stately bass foundation for the piece. The melody ebbs and flows, at times a handful
of notes fill a minute, at others they cascade over each other * it never "drifts’. 9
minutes passes in an instant.

“Questions At Play In A Field Of Memories' is more challenging, with elements of
“dissonance’ for the opening few minutes. We are soon left, however, with long runs
of trance-inducing melodic passages. This one really said Satie to me, reminding me
of "Gnossiennes'. At 17.05 minutes it really casts a spell + beautiful. As you would
expect, there's a real sense of loss and melancholy running through "Autumn 1976' +
it could be for youth, could be for a broken relationship. Either way, it's truly
emotional. "A Few Steps Taken' is a real, ambient gem. Imagine Budd and Eno's
“The Pearl', but strip away the electronics. It's sparse and beautiful.

“Bluebird (For Josephine)' is the only track featuring synth. The piano detail here is
supported by symphonic synth work. As with all of the tracks the arrangement is
meticulous: at times the melody is presented in isolation, at others harmonic pads
support, at others bass notes add depth. This is an artist at work.

In solo piano music the melodic and harmonic elements are effectively "naked', there
are no synth “pyrotechnics' to disguise half-baked musical thoughts. You have to
have “tunes' that stand up for themselves. Rose does. This is a superb, meditative
CD. Your “other half would probably love it too! (WP)
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
