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THIS MONTH 106
Greetings. Well, there is quite a bit to report this month. The first is to
announce that Synth Music Direct will be having its very own radio show!
It will take place on the first Sunday of every month between 12 Noon and
2 pm. It is on radio ARFM which can be found on SKY 913 in the UK, via
the Eurobird 1 satellite in Europe and if you have broadband via their web
page www .arfm.co.uk worldwide. It will be a purely Electronic Music
show. Thanks to Paul Baker for making this possible. It is something of
an experiment so let's see how it goes. See back page for more info.

The Axess and Maxxess concert on the 28th of May at the National
Space centre was absolutely fantastic. The music was amazing and the
visuals were even more stunning than usual as they now have full dome
projection with some really cool images and effects. It was just a bit of a
shame that more people didn't come to support it. Indeed the funding of
these events is something that must be sorted out now. You will notice
that we have no more events currently planned. Until I can come up with a
solution to funding these events it will remain that way. I could look at the
costs side of things and abandon the Space Centre and pay about 5% of
what I do at the moment by booking a back room of a pub. In my opinion
this would be selling EM short and I would really rather not go down that
route. On the other hand I could try and persuade more of SMD's
customers to attend. The trouble is that I have been doing this already for
two years and have got nowhere. Alternatively I could try and advertise
more widely but again, I have already tried this through the local press
and radio in Leicester with not one extra person attending (even the
people who won a competition for free tickets didn't turn up!). I could also
try and obtain more revenue by putting up the ticket price but really I
already think £15 is way high enough as it is.

If I rule out all the above there are not many options I can think of left.
Sure, the radio show mentioned in the first paragraph might help but I
suspect that to start of with most of the listeners will be existing SMD
customers though we might, and I hope we will, build up some new fans
of Electronic Music over time. I think this will take quite a while however
and I would like a solution now so that I can have some more acts booked
for later this year. BUT I do have one idea that might work. This is based
on the most common excuse I get for people not being able to attend- and
that is that it is too far away. Of course people's idea of what is too far
away alters radically! I suspect that distance isn't the real reason
however. Instead it is that as people get older (and let's face it I don't
have too many twenty year olds as customers) the motivation for actually
making an effort to attend concerts goes down so the distance that people
can be bothered to attend goes down- it is just too much effort- and that is
the real reason- along with family commitments. It is not a situation I like
but it isn't something I feel I can do anything about. Instead I would like to
think of a way that people could LISTEN to the concert without leaving the
comfort of their home and yet also contribute towards the continued
viability of the Space Centre Concerts.

The way I would like to do this is by something I would call a ‘Virtual
Ticket'. It would work like this. If you can't attend the concert in person
you could buy a ‘Virtual Ticket' before the concert. Within a couple of
days of the gig we would upload the concert to a secret part of the web
page. Everyone who had purchased a Virtual Ticket would be sent the
address of this part of the web page by email and for a couple of days
could download the audio of the concert. I am thinking of selling the
Virtual Tickets for £9.95 for people not attending the concert and £4.95 for
those people who do attend. Half of this extra revenue (after tax and card
charges) would go to the band, the other half would go to SMD to help
make up some of the shortfall from the real ticket sales revenue. I can
imagine this system also being very useful to our non UK customers who
certainly would have a valid reason for saying it was too far to come.

There are risks with this system in that it makes the concert ripe for
bootlegging. I really hope that people will not try selling illegal copies of
the gigs but even if there were a few in circulation I still suspect that the
vast majority of people would prefer the genuine article if a band did
release it later on. Another problem is that it could actually reduce the
amount of people attending still further by them just buying a ‘Virtual
Ticket' where as before they would have actually made it in person to the
concert. Again, I am hoping that this would not happen on any great
scale- it is still better to actually be there, especially now the visual
spectacle of the venue is even more impressive. I would really like your
opinion on this idea before I try it for real however so please drop me a
line.

A very large number of people did get back to me last month about

another topic I had a rant about- and that is the short running time of
certain CDs. Indeed so many people contacted me that I can't reply to all
of them in person but I thank you very much for the extremely valuable
feedback. All but one of the respondents said that running time was a
very important criteria on deciding whether to purchase a CD or not.
Actually the strength of opinion was even greater on the issue than I
thought. Even the person who did say that running time of a CD wasn't
important seemed to be talking mainly about buying classic recordings at
a budget price.

Well, I seem to have rabbited on even more than usual. Thanks for your
time, David Law

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LETTERS 106
Reissued, Remastered and Ripped Off

I had to respond to Dave©s piece on prices and reissued CD©s as I feel well qualified
as a fan and consumer to offer my perspective. I have much sympathy with Dave©s
view as I, like most of us, have bought reissued, remastered albums with distinctly
mixed results. Back in the 80©s we were generally not well served by transfer from
vinyl to CD. I have some old discs where you can hear the stylus hitting the grooves
and scratches are clearly audible! However, these soon gave way to cleaner
transfers. However, the packaging was, and I©m generalising here, usually poor,
original inserts disappeared, along with lyrics and sleevenotes. We were usually left
with a poor quality insert. Then along came the ©remastered edition©, or the ©definitive
edition©, or the ©special edition© and the ©new definitive edition with bonus disc©, this
usually appears the day after you©ve just splashed out for the ©definitive edition©. The
intention is clear, to milk the fan base as much as possible. I splashed out on some
Yes remasters only to find that they were being re-released with several bonus tracks
©previously unavailable© thus making the previous remasters much less desirable.

At this point the second hand emporiums receive an influx of redundant old editions
which you receive very little recompense for. Nevertheless there are some artists who
get it right. Take Jethro Tull who are currently releasing backcatalogue remastered.
The new editions have enhanced original packaging, with lyrics, new photographs and
specially written sleevenotes by Ian Anderson. Take the classic album ©Broadsword
and the Beast© issued originally in the early 80©s. The original album has been digitally
remastered and is present and correct in its proper running order with 8, count them, 8
extra tracks recorded at the time, some of which are as good or better than the
original material but were left off the LP due to the limitations of the vinyl format. This
has been released at a budget price and can probably be picked up for as low as a
fiver if you shop around. The important thing is the whole process has to be carried
out with respect for the integrity of the original release and also the fan should be
offered a little more in the way of enhanced packaging and VALUE FOR MONEY. No
one likes to be ripped off.

Tangerine Dream haven't been particularly well served by the record companies.
©Poland© for example reissued on CD with an entire side missing so it could be
squeezed onto one disc, later issued as a double. How many lazy compilations have
there been with very early material juxtaposed with mid to late 80©s period? Am I the
only one bewildered by the Bootmon/Tree releases? One I listened to had faults on
the discs with a repeated track, faulty track listing and very poor quality sound and
retailed for nearly £20 at HMV !!! If not for SMD than how would you know what to
buy, or more importantly what not to buy? Official releases have not always been
served well. I was not too impressed with the Virgin remasters, as to me the sound
was disappointing, does anyone else think this? The packaging was poor and there
was a complete absence of bonus material. In many cases I preferred the originals!!!
To redress the balance there have been some reasonable boxed sets but even here I
believe the group deserved better. I cannot comment on ©Pinnacles© as I haven©t yet
got the new version, and am unsure about the contractual situation with the original.
However, if offered at a discount price then I©m sure the fan can make a considered
choice and a few notes of explanation would not go amiss either. There is one small
compensation for those of us who still have the original issues, as they may actually
increase in value if the fans prefer them, but only time will tell. I wish I could have had
an input on some EM releases as I©m a little fed up of seeing spelling and grammatical
errors, unimaginative computer artwork and a general lack of communication between
the artist and their fanbase.

There are however, obvious exceptions, artists who get it right and we know who they
are. We live in interesting times when the way we acquire, store and listen to music is
changing rapidly but I think there is still a place for the ©album© as an artisticstatement
of musical achievement and of value. After all the musicians need some revenue to
cover their costs in a limited but competitive market. Perhaps this is an old fashioned
notion but it is up to the artists/label to ensure that they offer a package which gives
the fan value. We cherish and love our music too much to settle for anything less. It
would be good to hear what other fans and musicians think.

International / Emissaries
DCD / 12 tracks / 136.26 mins
We start in windy atmospheric mode readily
bringing up pictures of the title `Seeds
Crossing the Interstellar Void'. Mellotron
can then be heard amongst the cosmic
effects. Flutey synth sounds take over and
things become quite calm. Mournful electric
guitar then makes an entrance backed by
more tron then the first sequence starts up,
quite a syncopated metallic one. Another
sequence is added, combining wonderfully
with Gary's guitar. Further sequence /

mellotron combinations get `A Priest Crossing Frozen Water'
underway. Cosmic effects whoosh and twitter as more sequences
move into formation alongside the first. Delicate lead lines give a
slightly mournful feeling. Percussive splashes provide just the right foil
for some wonderful little guitar licks, placed perfectly in the middle of
the mix. `Mad Bob's Self Inflicted Torment' begins with a sublime little

melody, dripping melancholy, complimented by superb flutey synth then mellotron
accompaniment. From the half way mark the lead line descends into a sonic gloop of
half heard vocoded vocal colouring and cosmic effects. `The Emissaries Reveal
Themselves' hurls us straight back into sequencer driven territory. The mellotron is
again brought into play, acoustic guitar giving extra colour. `The Ice Garden' is suitably
cold and crystalline with metallic tones initially providing the main focus. These depart
to be replaced by bright note droplets. Things then become more abstract and
atmospheric. More like something from a fevered  nightmare actually. `A Promise of
Salvation' starts with a deep reverberating drone but then things get quite syncopated
accompanied by another fine melody and excellent spaced out guitar.

Disc Two starts well out in the cosmos, which is rather appropriate for a piece with the
snappy title `An Interstellar Vacuum is Far From Empty'. Little melodies drift on the
ether but things become increasingly abstract as we progress. There is loads going on
though- in no way is this just float. The pace quickens considerably right from the
beginning of `Mobile Star Systems' as a whirling rotor blade type sequence starts up.
An even faster high register one then replaces this then yet another sending bass
rumbles from the speakers as if it's an earthquake! More and more pulsating patterns
are coaxed into action. Electric guitar wails like some injured beast then disappears.
We finish the track with the sequences making an even greater surge forward. `A
Piano Wanders the Incandescent Vapours' (quite!) initially features growling guitar
effects over soft pads rather that the aforesaid joanna. It eventually makes an
appearance around the two-minute mark, all rather gentle and meandering. Things
become calmer with the guitar now providing little licks here and there. It really is
lovely spaced out stuff. The guitar becomes even more tuneful on `Sympathy for the
Bedeviled' but still with delicate cosmic backing then excellent organ sounds. The
sequences start to surge again just as we move into `The Arrival of the Seeds'. This
bounces along nicely, a further bass sequence making an entrance after a couple of
minutes. Lead lines and melodic pads become more of a feature around the six-
minute mark but the pulsations still remain the main focus until the tenth minute where
things become very sparse, the attention now being directed to dark guitar effects.
Melodic sequences return for `Deliverance From Nuclear Winter', at least three lines
of them in fact, spreading all over the sonic spectrum. Things very gradually become
more intense building to a complete barrage of pulsations. Lead lines do become
more prominent after the half way mark but the sequences remain the main focus and
source of energy right until the end.

Disc One is a studio recording whilst Disc Two is live, from their performance on
Chuck van Zyl's Star's End radio show. Disc One also contains a Comic (accessed
from your PC) by Matt Howarth. Matt is a very talented artist who provided the artwork
to the Neu Harmony Various Artists CD `Beyond Me'. The Music on Disc One is
supposed to be the soundtrack to that comic. Now - what can I say about the comic?
The concept must be one of the most bizarre I have ever read. But I wont spoil it for
you. I do hope that it was intended as some sort of spoof though! (DL)

Pyramid Peak / Caveland
CD / 9 tracks / 73.44 mins
The sound of water droplets provides an
appropriate start to the opening title track.
Soft pads act like a lonesome sigh. After a
very atmospheric four minutes a tuneful
sequence starts up joined by narration which
sets the scene. The sequences surge and a
slow lead line floats over the top. A collage of
chaotic sounds gets `Beasts on the Hill'
underway. These then depart as a bright
melodic sequence shines through like the
sun shinning between the clouds after a
storm. There are some vocal samples then
the dark effects return. We are left to float on

mournful pads. A slow bass line can just be heard low in the mix then another melodic
sequence (almost like something you would find on a Software album) rises to the
surface. Beautiful but subtle lead lines make an entrance. This really is wonderful
stuff. `Natural Shapes' incorporates a brooding pulse with contrasting light pads and
shimmers. It's is a lovely delicate little number.

As we drift into `Lord of Nature' things take a more symphonic twist. A tinkling
sequence takes us forwards. Virtual electric guitar gives that added bite. A melodic
lead line softens things again but even so the piece seems to be gaining momentum
as it progresses towards the half way mark. After this the sequence sets into a sort of
holding pattern before fading away to atmospherics which takes us to `In a Dark
Time'. Bleak windy effects and cosmic whooshes bring up images of a strange alien
landscape. In the third minute the mood becomes softer then a jaunty sequence

bubbles from the speakers. Lead touches are added, as is a steady rhythm. An even
faster sequence falls into formation alongside the first then we get some exquisite
melodic stabs that hit the spot perfectly. Further tuneful lead lines come in, one
answering the other. Absolutely wonderful - the best track on the album so far.
`Serpents of the Den' returns us to the water-dripping cave along with more
atmospherics and narration. `Flowing with Birds' carries on then the pace quickens on
the back of a splashing sequence. A slow rhythm comes in providing just the right
structure over which floats a lovely delicate melody.

`The Mind Enters Itself' continues in similar mood but this time the sequences seem to
be more urgent. Additional sequencer lines and rhythms then come in increasing the
excitement still further. More narration and a sudden crash seem to conclude the story
but leave us with one final track, `Drifting'. Initially it is all you would expect with a title
such as that but in the third minute sequences and then rhythms surge forward.
Excellent leads, one after another, complete the picture superbly. Another highlight.

Klaus Schulze / In Blue
3CD / 6 tracks / 78.25 + 78.57 +
53.13 mins
I take it Klaus had been listening in on Dave
Law's rants about CD's total playing times
when this set was put together, now
featuring as it does three and a half hours
of music!!! Klaus also mentions in the
sleevenotes that the original recordings
were not remastered by himself or that
anyone else down the production chain
should have been tampering with his music,
which is good news indeed after all the little
glitches and imbalances of the first batch of

re-issues. As for the original release of `In Blue', it marked a true return to the studio
for Klaus, doing synth music in his own inimitable style with a total disregard for any
tracks that may run anything under a week in length!!!! With the fans in mind Schulze
produced an album that pandered to their needs. The album, sounding thoroughly
modern, certainly has classic Schulze stamped all over it, the epic tracks presented
here having a rather grandiose, but ambient feel to them. Further to this, Schulze
threw Manuel Gottsching into the mix for good measure,(for a spot of plank spanking
along the way), instantly assuring the albums success in the process providing the
listener with 2/3rds of Ash Ra Tempel to enjoy if nothing else!!! A sure fire hit for most
any fan.

`In Blue' was originally a double CD album released in 1995 which is now re-issued
with not just a bonus track or two, but a whole extra CD of live recordings, the `In Blue'
set now spanning three discs!!! The re-issue is presented in a double gate leg card
folder with all artwork reproduced once again utilising high quality inlaid transfers. The
enclosed 16 page booklet provides photos of Schulze from the era, a section of
interview with the great man himself in 2004, and also a two page write up about the
making of the album.

The `In Blue' set is not an overly complicated affair, its themes, motifs and rhythms
rising to the surface in various guises throughout the first two discs. The foundation of
many of the pacier sequencer sections being derived from the same basic sequence
line. Careful placing of these building blocks various providing us with over two and a
half hours of thrilling music. Music which puts a foot equally into both ambient and
upbeat territories.

`Into the Blue' (78.25) gets things off the ground. It's a single track subdivided into five
other titled sections which play as one continuous piece,( this being a common trait of
the other tracks on the album). The blue theme unravels before us with languid ease
as synth strings and pads plot out the soundbed upon which all else will be built.
Klaus weaves around the stately calm with the sound of fretless bass, until at the 12
minute mark, Bam!!! He hits you with the albums secret weapon, a beautiful cathedral
choir set of samples, which have been worked upon to fit the music perfectly. It lifts
the track completely as it mixes with the synthetic backdrop. If Schulze is regarded as
the Pope of the electronic world, this most surely has to be a favourite hymn.

Unannounced the 20 minute,'Blowin' the Blues Away' arrives, hammering out it's own
course over the continuing chords with an edgy sequence and percussives breaking
the ambient mood. Kettle drums strike as Klaus picks out leads with harp, woodwind
and brass, at times veering dangerously close to that Jan Hammer/Miami Vice sound.
'Blue Moods' returns us to the feel of the opening section acting as a kind of bridge
into, 'Wild and Blue' which for the next 35 minutes has the sequencer/percussion
interplay returning with a greater sense of urgency. A picked bass note and more
aggressive sounding drums dance across the soundfield as Schulze plays out a lead
line with sampled saxophone. The whole mood becoming a more weighty affair – loud
and punchy, not unlike his work on En=Trance.

At the halfway mark, Schulze surprises us again by switching to a typically Chris
Franke type polyrhythmic sequence, Klaus now taking up the lead with sampled
guitar. A slight refrain follows, nothing really dying down until we hit, 'Out of the Blue',
a short 3 minute section designed to close proceedings.

In goes the second CD for, `Return of the Tempel' . A 44 minute opus featuring
Manuel Gottsching on guitar. The first 9 minute section, 'Midnight Blue' has both
Klaus and Mr. Gottsching doing their level best on the guitar front, strumming away,
performing a kind of warm up/prelude to the 28 minutes of the section entitled, `Return
to the Tempel'.

Not a million miles away from the pacier sections of disc one, things don't take too
long to get into gear. Manuel sounds ready to get into some serious guitar heroics
immediately, but has to hold back as Klaus's steady keyboard developments require
more time to take shape. By the eighth minute we're really motoring along, Klaus
using a sampled saxophone once more as a lead against the guitar work. The
Frankesque sequencing pops up again amidst proceedings whilst Manuel takes care
of things wailing and screaming his way to the close of the piece on electric lead
guitar. `Blue Spirits' serves to calm things down again whilst the final section, `True
Blue',(1.40) winds events up in a way so bizarrely that it's only a guy like Schulze that
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can really get away with this kind of synthetic tomfoolery.

Without a break, `Serenade in Blue',(34.19) segues in, reprising themes from the
more relaxed moments of the disc one set, like an alternative, more laid back mix.
With the exception of the kettle drums, the rest of the percussives are more
restrained. Only in the third section, 'Blue Hour' do the drums become a little heavier,
but by the time the 5 minute closing section, `Serenade' has run its course the choral
samples are just beginning to sound a little tired and over used. One of the greatest
albums Vangelis never recorded? Well maybe……………… all very anthemic.

Quickly onto the bonus CD of live work. Three tracks, 53 minutes. The first of the
tracks,'Musique Abstract(live)',(7.02) has a distinctly bootleggy feel to it as Klaus
dispenses a little wit with the audience introducing this encore piece. The second
track,'Return of the Tempel 2(live)',(13.51) is an excellent piece of modern
electronica. Drifting string pads moving into a more rhythmic section featuring tons of
riffs, percussives, dramatic filtering FX and Mr. Gottsching on guitar. All in all
sounding like an electronic funk jamming session by the time it ends. Where's Herbie
Hancock when you need him???

`Out of the Blue 2(live),(32.20) seems like an inappropriate title for this piece as its not
remotely like anything from the original `In Blue' album set. Not that l'm complaining
for one split second though as what we have here is a live recording of `Cellistica'
from the `Audentity' album. It's a brilliant recording of brilliant music, but with no
audience interaction at either end of the piece it sounds just like a chunk of studio
work, it sounds that good!!!!!

The when and where of the 3 performance's remains a little sketchy, though we are
told that the second track featuring Manuel originates from a 1997 radio transmission.
This live disc probably wouldn't stand up on its own merits as a must have album, but
as a bonus l think it makes a very very welcome addition to this sizable disc set. (B22)

Klaus Schulze / Dig It
CD+DVD / 5 tracks / 77.18 mins
+ DVD 62.22 mins
Opinions remain diverse amongst fans and
critics alike over the 1980 release, `Dig It''.
Klaus took a different approach to make
what is ultimately a typical Schulze album.
Was it merely a technological exercise,( big
issue being made of the fact that this was
an entirely digital recording) or was it Klaus
heading for a more contemporary style,
pundits having spent more time speculating
over the album than it actually took to
record the darn thing!!!  To the fan - love it

or hate it there have only ever been good Schulze album's, albeit some stronger than
others. The music from the original LP had become more muscular than cosmic
which may have upset many. Flawless powerful drums and percussives featuring
strongly throughout the album helping to lift the musical dynamic, but unfortunately
never enough to make the album really shine. Popular music press write up's had
obviously looked to pigeon hole Schulze as being a one dimensional musical
character, feeling the need to point out influences from reggae to disco, jazz to
classical to describe the music. I think only Klaus himself could answer the critics on
that score, as to my ears,'Dig It' is none of these things, l hear strong Schulzian
overtones throughout. Yes it's true, this album has never been one of my all time
favourite's, but with a focus on the music and not so much on the fashion of the day l
think its time at last for a balanced review, without all that subjective verbal
diarrhoea!!! Either you dig it, or you don't l guess!!!

'Dig It' for this re-issue has been put together into an absolutely unmissable and now
very substantial package featuring again a great deal of bonus music which never
featured on the original vinyl, (which in itself is a crime because its absolutely first
class stuff!!!) plus over an hours worth of music and visuals on the extra bonus DVD.
Time to forget your preconceptions, as this CD set is now a real goody bag, promising
something for everyone.

The album is now presented in a double gate leg card folder with all of the original
artwork and more reproduced as per the 1980 vinyl version. Photographic
reproduction of cover art is achieved here by the use of high quality transfers. The
enclosed 20 page booklet provides photos from the era, stills from the included DVD
featuring both Klaus and some of the electronic visuals used in the show. A section of
interview with the great man himself in 2004, and also a two page write up about the
album. On the musical front we are treated to a hefty 28.21min bonus track from the
same era. Further to this, as already mentioned we are also given a live broadcast
quality DVD of Schulze in concert from a show which just  pre-empted the release of
the album.

On to the music, and `Death of an Analogue',(12.15) chugs along in a sombre kind of
way as the albums opening cut, a piece geared more towards Klaus playing around
with the sound of his vocoded voice rather than concentrating on making a musical
master piece. Noticeably it is the precision drumming of Fred Severloh, (who would
also feature on Robert Schroeders,'Mosaique' the following year) that takes the
honours here as he plays along inventively making his presence felt.

`Weird Caravan', (5.16) again isn't exactly what we're used to from Mr. Schulze as he
improvises over a tape loop of bass guitar and rhythm. All sounding a little awkward
with the unusual bass and off key back beat of the drums, Klaus improvises away. If
this is what reviewers had previously passed off as disco, l'd love to know what clubs
they'd been going too!! A caravan it ain't, but weird……..most definitely.

`The Looper isn't a Hooker', (8.30) features as probably the strongest entry from the
original album with an introduction of electronically indescribable sounds the piece
moves on into more rhythmic territory, everything punctuated by a simple kick drum,(
a trick he'd use again on `Audentity'). Such a simple idea, but so economic, so
effective, pinning the whole track together. Curiously enough the lead sound from
`Weird Caravan' makes its appearance again to carry the track to its conclusion.

`Synthasy', (22.53) promises to be a typical slice of Schulzism. Starting off in an
unusual fashion, sounding very theatrical, Klaus searching for a direction, deploying

little mood swings and dynamic percussion crashes prior to settling into a foundation
of Schulze synthetic cello and synth/organ work. We hit the halfway mark and a
steady rhythm is kept with the drums whilst Klaus starts messing around with the
vocoding effect on his voice again. Unfortunately it's the overuse of a strangely
modulated lead sound that ruins the track for me which just clacks away whilst Klaus
is busy elsewhere. The track evolves becoming steadily more and more intense
before suddenly curtailing off into a variety of synth effects and vocoded speech once
more. Yes it's a slow burner which it has to be said fails to really ignite, due in no
small part to that harsh lead sound.

Time for the bonus track,'Esoteric Goody',(28.21). Forget about the title, Klaus had to
call it something!!! What we have here is three linked pieces of not so much music as
pure soundscapes, all of which are exercises in how to really sound sculpt with old
analogue equipment, all of which are jaw droppingly brilliant. How on earth these
slices of audio hadn't emerged before now has me really wondering what other
esoteric goodies await us from the archives for the rest of the back catalogue re-
issues??? With a feel of the electro acoustic about it, sounding typical of something
you may have expected from Pierre Boulez at around the same period a synthetic
eruption turns over for some ten minutes before moving us off in a Vangelisy `
Beauborg' direction. Three minutes into this second section and wow!!! We're now
listening to TD's `Rubycon' intro on steroids!! The piece building to `Miragesque'
proportions before returning to `Beauborg' mode again. This is one hell of an
improvisation if indeed that's what it is. The last eight minutes see things getting
rather avant garde again with a mixture of effects that would have sat quite happily
anywhere on `X'. In actual fact, l found `Esoteric Goody' well worthy of repeated
listens. Though l shouldn't really say it, more inventive than the rest of `Dig It'!!!

As for the DVD - the 1980 Linz ARS concert, the quality is excellent as too is the
music. Baring in mind that the concert was played post recording/ pre album release
its hardly surprising that much of the music performed has a similar edge to it as `Dig
It', only in the show all developments are organic so providing us with another whole
load of music that is a fitting accompaniment to the album proper. Klaus's synths are
mixed with live industrial noise from a local steel plant, this noise being piped into the
hall as Klaus plays. On paper it sounds like a bad idea, but in actual fact as you listen
l think it really works!!! Fred Severloh appears on percussion various, the show
culminating in Schulze being joined on stage by his team of noise making steel
workers to take a final bow. All a bit strange, but very entertaining throughout as the
visuals are intercut with video effects typical of the age, also generated by Schulze.

Edgar W. Froese /
Dalinetop ia
CD / 10 tracks / 69.41 mins
Edgar's first album of all new material for
some 21 years should be a matter for
some rejoicing. After all, as a founder
member of Tangerine Dream he is partly
responsible for some of the most
innovative and groundbreaking EM there
has ever been. Whatever your personal
tastes in EM are, almost everything you
hear owes at least some small debt to this
great group.

And yet…things are never that simple,
Beyond The Storm, and the rather odd Ambient Highway collection were patchy to say
the least. The latter, in particular would have benefited from severe pruning into one,
excellent double CD. His constant tinkering with his musical past suggests that he is
either never happy with the finished product, or that he has quite simply run out of
fresh ideas.

So it is a pleasure to be able to report that in parts this is actually rather good, not as
good overall as say Epsilon or Stuntman that's for sure, but certainly a good deal
better than much of TD's recent material. As most of will you already know Edgar met
Salvador Dali, whilst still in The Ones in 1965, and it was that meeting which led
Edgar to eventually start TD and the rest is, as they say, history. As Edgar himself
puts it in the sleeve notes, this CD is composed in his honour and respect.

There are ten tracks, each representing some aspect of Dali. Daleroshima opens the
proceedings, and good it is too, until a rather unfortunate and very intrusive drum
sound appears. Thankfully it fades away and the rest of the track sounds like
something from Pinnacles. Next up is Dalozapata, those drums again and these
dominate the piece with guitar and washes of sound in the background. Not very
promising it has to be said.

The third track is Dalamuerte. This opens with a lovely synth sound – very gentle and
almost cosmic like. A guitar starts, and a real surprise it is too, a stunning solo, the
likes of which I have never heard Edgar play before. Think David Gilmour and you
wouldn't be far wrong. Next is Dalerotica – a great track. Over six minutes long, with a
pulsating sequencer driven sound, and lots going on around it. The track winds down
with some excellent cosmic effects. Would be great live and without a doubt the best
piece so far.

The fifth track is Daliesquador – another fantastic piece, a fast beat from the start,
some synth sounds wash around it before another even faster sequencer kicks in
which just gets faster and faster. Who'd have thought we would be hearing such stuff
from Edgar again! The sixth track Daluminacion starts with another surprise - a piano,
first as a solo and then some muted sounds fill in, almost orchestral. A sequencer
starts, fades and then back again – very effective. I could have done without the
heavy drums at the 2 minute 30 seconds mark. The sequencer keeps going, as does
the piano. Unfortunately it doesn't last as the drumming sound becomes too
prominent, the piano fades away and the rest of the piece is rather clichéd for my
tastes.

Dalagalor is another very interesting track with that great guitar sound again, and an
unusual melody which drives it along. This is quite exceptional stuff, bursting with
ideas and vim and if you listen hard there is also a wonderful sequencer sound
weaving in and out. Next up is Daluna. This suffers by comparison from the preceding
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track but is excellent nonetheless.

Dalysisyphus ± starts with that too prominent drum sound again, and it doesn't do
much for me. Also at over seven minutes it is far too long. Dalinetopia ± an almost
tribal rhythm starts this one off accompanied by choral sounds. It is effective and
interesting, and as the pace picks up, it begins to sound nothing like EM at all! A
strange finale, which wouldn't have sounded out of place on an album by The Pat
Metheny Group!

So there you have it, 10 tracks of varying quality, but at least five of which stand out
as some of the very best material he has ever recorded. This burst of creativity
obviously comes out of the fact that this particular subject is close to Edgar's heart.
The question I suspect most of us will be asking is, can it continue? (Simon Stopher)

Edgar Froese / Aqua
CD / 5 tracks / 44:56 mins
Oh dear. Just when I thought it was safe to
perhaps think that Edgar's reissues had
escaped relatively unscathed, along came
this.

For those of you who don't know this one ±
it is a rerelease of Edgar's first solo album,
dating back to 1974. It wasn't even a solo
album in the traditional sense as
Christopher Franke played the Moog on
ngc 891. Save for the title track I have
always thought the album interesting albeit
unremarkable. But be warned, be very

warned, the sleeve notes make it clear that this is a new recording, and right from the
start the purists are likely to be offended by what Edgar has done to it.

The title track gets us underway. It starts off with some weird electronics - like radio
waves - before the sound of water appears and a cymbal being hit. There is then a
muted drum sound, which gets more dominant and which then drives the music
along, though from time to time they thankfully fade away. I don't much care for the
drums as they are entirely unnecessary embellishments, but to be fair they give a
track a momentum that it didn't possess before. However they are an acquired taste
and not all of you will enjoy them. If you didn't like the Dream Mixes for example, you
will probably regard it as a sacrilege.

Next up is Panorphelia, beginning with a gentle flutey synth sound ± a bit like Epsilon,
before it gets progressively more urgent. This is very dark stuff, like the soundtrack to
a horror movie.

NGC 891 (now in capital letters) starts off in an even more extreme way ± are there
voices I hear? Those flutey synths then make a brief reappearance, but this is far from
easy listening, and the track becomes ever more complex and disturbing as it
progresses. For some unfathomable reason it is also some five minutes shorter than
the original.

Upland appears to start in much the same vein with Edgar playing what I think is a
Mellotron. It all seems very heavenly and angelic, if rather pompous. Upland Dawn is
an additional track, composed one assumes specifically for this CD ± all too brief
jungle cacophony gets it underway, before the drums come plodding in, and it all
sounds horribly familiar, like something off Tangerine Dream's The Hollywood Years
CD. Awful isn't the word I am thinking of. Completely out of place on this album etc,
etc.

This is decidedly a mixed offering. If it were not a rerelease, I would say that it was
barely ok. As it is I cannot quite decide whether or not Edgar is taking the mickey by
rereleasing this CD in a manner that is likely to polarise opinions somewhat, and as
for that last track ± just don't get me started again!  (Simon Stopher)

Edgar Froese / Stuntman
CD / 6 Tracks / 44:56 mins
Edgar's 1979 solo release is without doubt
his most perfectly realised work. The album
contains six pieces of beautiful music that
are a million miles removed from the
Tangerine Dream music of that time. There
is an orchestral feel to much of it, so when
you play this for the first time ± it all sounds
very bland and samey, and yet it really is a
wonderful album. The rewards for the
listener are considerable ± if you
persevere.  

Because of this, of all Edgar's rereleases,
this is the one I was least looking forward to, so I am delighted that he has produced
an extremely faithful 2005 version that doesn't detract in any way from the original. It
is about 15 seconds longer, but other than that the differences are minimal. There is
however a completely new sleeve, with fairly minimal credits. Best of all though are
the track names, which are imaginative and brilliantly evocative.

The CD kicks off with the title track ± Stuntman, and almost right from the start, that
sequencer kicks in, overlaid with a simple and catchy chord progression, before it
fades away slightly, and then almost repeats itself ± it is like a four minute pop song in
it's structure, and very daring.

Track two (It Would Be Like Samoa) has an almost choral opening section, before the
sequencer appears, providing an interesting background. About 5 minutes in, there is
a guitar, which quickly fades away, before a really gorgeous rhythm takes you to the
end.

The third piece ± Detroit Snackbar Dreamer seems to start in much the same vein  ±
a very understated opening, but astoundingly beautiful, again very orchestral in its
structure. Sounding very much like its title, it is probably the most underrated track on
the album.

Next up is Drunken Mozart In The Desert. This has a completely new start ± sounding
for all the world like some mad orchestra, and no doubt wholly intentional. This has
had more embellishments than most, but it still sounds very faithful. It is a rather
strange track, which could well have been composed under the influence of alcohol! A
Dali - esque Sleep Fuse is another eccentric work of art ± pun intended. A rather
moody opening section, gives way to a brief but frantic sequencer. A guitar then
makes a rare appearance, before the sequencer eventually makes a welcome return
and fading away to allow those moody synths to lead us to the finale.

The best however is kept for the end in Scarlet Score For Mescalero ± an extremely
dark and oppressive sounding track that it is way too short. Not a sequencer in sight
either! It sounds occasionally like something left off the Sorcerer soundtrack, and that
is meant to be a compliment.

So there you have it. If you already own this underrated masterpiece, this will sound
interesting, and no doubt you will hugely relieved that the additions are minimal. For
the rest of you, I recommend it without reservation. (Simon Stopher)

Remote Spaces / Spirals
CDR / 6 tracks / 48.25 mins
I tried to research Remote Spaces by
logging onto their website, but it didn't work
± so no background I'm afraid.  The CDR
is on the Syngate label though, which
suggested retro leanings to me.

Strange ticks and solar flare sounds open
`Spirals'.  A very retro, mid tempo,
sequence builds by the one minute mark.
Hi-hats and analogue bass stabs add to
the rhythm.  A warm analogue string pad is
added and the classic ingredients are in
place!  Melodic detail comes from a high

register, woodwind-type synth voice.  The track really reminds me of John Carpenter's
film soundtrack work ± having quite a raw and spartan feel.  We leave the track with
stellar synth effects and solo acoustic guitar ± what else?  Foreboding bass stabs and
disembodied effects muster quite an atmosphere for the opening of `Dreams'.  A
marimba-like melody lightens the mood a little after 2 minutes or so.  Things become
darker again around the 6 minute mark, with the entrance of a sax-like voice and
darker synth effect work.  The marimba-like melody returns for the close of the track.
It's a very evocative and melancholy track.

`Golden Cities' opens with a throbbing bass drum and shimmering analogue pads.  A
squelchy, minimal, analogue melody adds detail before stately electronic percussion
enters the mix.    A second, heavily delayed high register melody adds to the
syncopation of the track.  Everything `works' but I'm just not engaged by it.  To my
ears it sounds like a promising demo that needed more development.

Choirs and symphonic pads take us into `Fragment No.2'.  A rather nice bass line
snakes beneath the mix and various percussive voices create a mellow groove.  A
`tron melody and squelchy bass swell suggest our Teutonic EM heroes.  We're back
in 79-81 I'd say ± a nice place to be, but I've been there before!  `Miracle' opens in the
midst of a gorgeous analogue soup!   A loping mid register sequence and ticking hi-
hats crawl out of the morass.  A second, more rapid sequence builds alongside a very
eighties-sounding brassy pad.  The drums become more strident and we get some
very digital sounding synth touches (vocal oohs/ahs and wind instruments especially).
I'd say we're in `Poland' territory here.  This one is a real body-mover, but again I'm
just not that involved in it.

The set closes with `Stars'.  Synth effects, cymbal crashes and grand piano forge a
dramatic opening.  Symphonic strings add weight by the four minute mark.  A
Xylophone-like voice picks out a child-like melody, this just doesn't work for me I'm
afraid.

I really hate giving a thumbs down to a CD, I just know that the artists have
undoubtedly put their hearts and souls into the music.  However, as a reviewer I need
to give an opinion.  I felt that this CD sounded like an interesting demo ± perhaps
newer material might have developed further.  (WP)  Must admit that I liked this one
quite a bit more that Warren did so I will try and get round to reviewing it myself
shortly (DL)

Ashra / Live In Japan Vol 1
CD / 4 tracks / 67.57 mins
If nothing else it comes as a pleasant
surprise to see that Ashra, after all these
years are still out there, recording music
and performing globally to live audiences.
For the more weathered of us who can
remember the impact they caused in the
70's when they released their Kraut-Rock
orientated albums, they indeed became
one of the leaders in their field and it is
good to see the band functioning as a unit
after all those years.

Moving forward into the nineties and
beyond their music still contains all of those essential elements that kept Ashra ahead
of the pack and now with a line up of 4 members, including Techno-whizz Steve
Baltes their music moves noticeably forward in league with the times. This new live
album contains performances, in the form of 4 lengthy tracks recorded in Japan
during February 1997.

With Echo Waves we begin with a low drone underlying a mid tempo and slightly
resonant sequencer pattern. Then a rhythm guitar section is added with an enhanced
bass sequence. Light percussive elements take hold and a more solid and a Berlin
School-esq loop enters. A trance bass rhythm courtesy of Steve Baltes is then
introduced but fades a while afterwards to reveal additional guitar textures and effects.
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At around 12 minutes the piece moves into darker territory with a wash of hybrid
effects and delayed guitar theme. The piece then transposes with another solid
rhythm section and a rather effective guitar theme that is reminiscent of Edgar Froese
his best. The track eventually reaches its finale with an Acoustic percussion section.

The oddly titled Twelve Samples begins as the first with dark sound currents. The
obscure and occasional orchestral stab textures eventually lead on to a mid tempo
low sequencer pattern. It is not long before light percussion effects are added. An
effective electric guitar solo enters along with typically suitable synth chords. The
unusual orchestral stab remains in the mix throughout. Intermittent voice textures are
added together with a steady rhythm guitar section under a subdued synth string
theme the latter of which gradually becoming more prominent as the piece
progresses. The rhythm section fades out at just after the 9-minute mark but the piece
soon gathers momentum once again under a new set of light percussion and sonic
textures. Another of those phenomenal guitar solos, provided by none other than
Manuel Gottsching continues the piece together with occasional spatial effects and a
suitable acoustic percussion loop.

Timbuktu is the shortest piece on the album at just over 8 minutes starting off with an
effects based loop, which almost sounds like a subdued sequencer pattern. A strong
acoustic percussion section enters together with guitar textures. A more designated
percussion loop takes hold and the piece trundles along to its finale. It is interesting to
note that this track has a slightly Jamaican orientation.

It's back to dark drone territory with the final track Niemand Lacht Ruckwarts, which
incidentally is also the longest piece on the album. Acoustic bass percussion enters
with delayed spatial effects. Synth String chords help to add atmosphere and further
direction to the piece before a mid tempo bass sequence enters. An effective
sequencer top line begins under added the added textures of light percussive effects
and distant guitar. A spatial chord section with additional shimmering textures
provides the listener with a slight change of direction. Another rhythm guitar section
enters and is closely followed by a trance styled rhythm loop and an assortment of
acoustic percussion. At the 12-minute mark the percussion elements disappear under
a rhythm guitar based theme. It's not long before another sequencer pattern enters,
although this time with a slightly organic feel, then the rhythm bass loop returns. At
just over the 15-minute mark the track moves into an acoustic percussion only
section, shortly returning to the sequencer pattern at around 17 minutes. A further
bass loop is added along with an added and somewhat delayed guitar theme.

Overall this is a very good album which should appeal to all who have enjoyed
Ashra's albums in the past. Although reminiscent of the Ashra of old in respect of the
excellent musicianship throughout they manage to enter the new age with the addition
of modern trance elements and occasional dance orientated rhythms. (DC)

Pete Namlook / Jochem
Paap - PP NMLK
CD / 4 tracks / 61.03 mins
An unusual new album from German
ambient forces Pete Namlook and Jochem
Paap, the former of which being renowned
for his vast body of solo and collaborative
work including the Dark Side of the Moog
albums with legendary synth musician
Klaus Schulze. This new project is another
one of his famed limited edition releases
and could be best described as a dark and
menacing journey into the outer limits of
sonic territory. A work that fits perfectly

within the realms of kaleidoscopic spatial sound currents and effective sequencing
work, all supplied in retro via an assortment of analogue equipment and gadgetry.

The set comprises of four pieces ranging from 7 minutes to well over 20 all of which
are similar in structure and tempo. The opus to the set begins with a looped `stuck
record' effect. A bass drone is then added to enhance atmosphere and depth,
gradually becoming more prominent as the piece develops. Further cosmic drones
are added together with a backdrop of minimalistic chordal structures and the piece
manages to retain its dark theme. In minor contrast lighter drones take hold, but the
bass drone soon returns to the wall of sound, eventually coming to rest at around the
five-minute mark.

An obscure mid to fast bass sequencer pattern opens track 2 and is shortly joined by
another higher pitched loop, again becoming more prominent as the track progresses,
but ending towards the five minute mark under a slightly panned and delayed mid-
range drone. Obscure effects then take hold and it is not long before the bass
sequence encountered earlier returns under further washes of obscure drone
structures. It is just a minute or so later that once again the bass sequence
disappears but this time under high-pitched drones. A bass drone then enters
together with an array of new effects. At just under 15 minutes a new and once again
strange sequencer line appears taking the piece to its conclusion.

Track 3 begins with a delayed drone section together with otherworldly and out of
range effects and textures. A mid tempo and initially prominent bass sequencer
pattern takes hold together with the now obligatory undercurrents of unusual panned
textures and further spatial soundscapes. Another strange sequencer loop is added to
enhance sonic awareness and direction, then its back to the solitary bass sequence
which is becoming more obscure over time, eventually coming to rest under further
cosmic textures.

Shimmering textures hover over the opening moments of track 4. Another of those
`out there' soundscapes enters, only to be joined shortly afterwards by a slow to mid
range bass and analogue percussion sequencer pattern under a wash of further
shimmering effects. At around 10 minutes the sequencer top line fades out leaving a
trail of the bass loop in tow.  A prominent reversed loop effect enters together with
new sound textures and dynamics. This fades 4 minutes later and a new loop is
introduced which ends shortly afterwards and if possible the piece takes on a more
dark and menacing persona. In retrospect the sequencer pattern encountered at the
start of the piece returns promptly and effectively but becomes slightly delayed
towards its finale. Further washes of special effects, sound currents and textures draw

the album to its conclusion.

PP NMLK, is quite an effective album on the whole but would appeal primarily to
those who prefer their music fixed in the realms of dark and menacing soundscapes
and minimal sequencer work. It is a quite fitting example of the ever-expanding wealth
of analogue/retro recordings but more minimalistic, surreal and menacing in nature.

Robert Fox /  Maya
CD / 9 tracks / 62.04 mins

A thunder crack heralds the arrival of
Robert©s latest opus ©Maya© and the first
track, the magnificent ©On Reflection©,
shows how he has refined his signature
sound from the heady days of his debut
©Asfafa©. The mood of the album is more
reflective and although maybe not as
immediate as say, ©Talking Heads©, ©Maya©
is full of subtle delights that will reward the
patient listener. ©On Reflection© with its
beautifully understated melody and dream-

like sequencing sets the tone and, I©ve said it before and its even more applicable
here, Robert©s music would enhance a major film production.

©Kindred Spirits© is lighter than its predecessor with another superb melody but with
sections of chanting giving it a spiritual atmosphere. The use of percussion treatments
here, and throughout the album, is another strongpoint as is the quality of the signal.
©Close to the Edge© is even more subtle than its predecessors with a gentle melody
interspersed with more abstract treatments, piano touches and gentle percussion. Fox
carefully builds the atmosphere and again prefers understatement which succeeds
well. The title track is divided into three parts with Part 1 clocking in at 7.38, and
features some great piano work, distant voices, percussion and some interesting
changes of mood and texture. A descending piano motif is accompanied by trademark
orchestral touches and cross fades into Part 2 which resembles a film soundtrack as
Roberts strips his sound down to the bones.. Piano is interspersed with ambient
textures and treatments but returns to the more familiar template on Part 3. Some
dramatic percussion preludes some majestic orchestral tones which lead into a
classic Fox melodic sequence which stands up with the very best he has
ever produced. The subtle changes in melody and use of voices are a delight.
©Daylight Madness© features good percussion work and piano which succeed in
creating a different kind of introspection and atmosphere. ©When All is Done© raises
the tempo a little and gradually a piano motif succeeds in establishing itself but once
again the composer chooses restraint. Finally, ©Ascension© takes the music on to
a higher spiritual level to a wonderfully moving finale reminiscent of Vangelis at his
most sublime. Once again Robert prefers subtlety as he builds slowly and allows the
music space to evolve and take on a hymn-like quality and brings the set to a most
satisfying conclusion.

 ©Maya© is a great achievement from one of the UK©s best synthesists. Robert Foxhas
created yet another album of very high quality music and succeeded in honing his
distinctive sound even further into a truly unique vision of contemporary
electronica. ©Maya©is his most mature and personal work to date and deserves to be a
big seller. With the release of the ©best of© retrospective ,©Timeless©, 2005 is going to
be a good year for Robert©s fans.(SR)

Bekki Willi ams / Innersense
CD / 10 tracks / 50.23 mins
After what appears to be a difficult
gestation, ©Innersense© is finally with us and
it does not disappoint. Having seen Bekki
at the Leicester Space Centre I had some
idea of the quality of the album and in my
view it is easily her best work to date.
©Innersense© is also more varied than
Bekki©s previous work and this greater
contrast makes for a very impressive
album. Yet, Bekki©s signature melodicism
and symphonic flourishes are still very
much evident. ©A Breath Away© begins with
a wonderful melancholic refrain which

gradually builds in intensity and emotion. On most albums this would be the stand out
cut but such is the overall quality of the set that there is even better to come.

©Secret Recesses of the Heart© is an outstanding piece, opening with an instantly
memorable motif, vocal effects and orchestral climaxes but this is carefully juxtaposed
with more subdued piano interludes and sequencing. The use of light and shade and
subtle sense of dynamics are exceptional. ©Crystal (Dreams of Sea-Beams)© begins
with yet another superbly crafted melody, gentle harp effects and piano before the
orchestral treatments, but the innate and fragile beauty of the music is maintained to
the end. ©Subliminal Sensuality© is yet another gem beginning with sequencers
travelling between channels and a more tranquil atmosphere before a distinctly
muscular rhythm kicks in and Bekki adds layers of sequencing and synth soloing.
Possibly my favourite track but there is some real competition. The title cut is another
highly emotive piece, which reminded me a little of Jan Hammer at his best, before
Bekki©s orchestral leads provide a perfect counterpoint to the sequencing. ©Under the
Sky© changes the tempo with solo piano eventually joined by strings in perfect
harmony.

A  thunder clap heralds ©Torn© but instantly proceeds into subdued melancholia but
with a strong rhythmic backbone to accompany the well crafted melodies,
orchestration and piano. ©Tears are Eternal© is an intensely romantic, quasi-classical
piece consisting of piano and strings providing a prelude to ©From the Ashes© which
adds an air of defiance and optimism with an intensely emotional orchestral motif. The

sequencing and detail make this another highlight. Finally, ©Fading© provides a gentle
conclusion, the calm after the storm, piano and strings combining to create a restful
and satisfying end to a memorable album.

Reading the sleevenotes only confirms which is obvious upon listening to the music,
that the recording of ©Innersense© was a deeply personal and purgative experience for
the composer. It has been a refreshing experience and a privilege to hear such
inspired and emotionally charged electronic music. It is easily Bekki©s finest
achievement so far and I hope that even you retroheads out there give this a listen
too. Jackie Wu©s distinctive cover, entitled ©I Give You my Heart© is unusual for the
genre and I can see that it may capture the essence of the album but it doesn©t quite
butter my muffin. However, I am nit picking now - like the cover or not, the music is
terrific. ©Innersense© is an instant classic. (SR)

Ashra / @shra Vol 2 (Live in
Japan)

Melodically the versions of studio
tracks here stay fairly close to the
album versions but in the live setting
there is more room for the musicians
to give it that added feeling. The line
up is Gottsching / Ulbrich / Grosskopf
and Baltes. All the tracks have a
fairly laid back feeling to them but
also get into some quite mean
grooves. By the time the album had

finished I was completely blissed out. We begin with an
excellent version of ©Sunrain© the gorgeous pulsations and
Harald©s tight drumming forming a sumptuous hypnotic
brew.

At just under four minutes the lovely simple melody comes
in. It works for me every time and is no less effective in this setting than
previously. ©Four Guitars© slowly drifts into being on the back of a melodic
looped strummed guitar. More tuneful guitar is brought in then yet more

but never over cluttering the overall sound. Each addition adding a little to
the texture here a little to the melodic quality there. In the eleventh minute
the guitars depart momentarily only to return but this time with a subtle
difference. An excellent sequence gets ©Hausaufgabe© underway. It gently
mutates but continues to provide the backbone of the track around which
lovely delicate electronic touches add colour.

A wooded block type sound and guitar are then added giving this already
highly pulsating number even more bounce. Drums and cymbals then
come in as does a guitar lead line which becomes the main focus of
attention. This and the last track are the most powerful sections on the
whole album but even so keep a rather chilled feel to them. Around the
familiar melody to ©Oasis© a warbling sequence increases and decreases
in intensity. Its very nicely done. Ideal music for a lazy summers day.

©Move 9 Up© deploys another excellent sequence. Initially drum and guitar
flourishes come and go. The guitar starts to become heavier and the beat
more insistent. By three and a half minutes we are starting to rock though
melodically things remain very relaxed. Even when the heavy-ish dance
type beat is introduced near the end the cool groove is maintained. (DL)
