Of all the artists we sell at SMD there is one who attracts a more
enthusiastic cult following than any other and that is Jim
Kirkwood. It might come as a surprise to some but the devotees
of his work tend to be even more dedicated fans than those of
Tangerine Dream or Klaus Schulze.

Very few people, therefore, will know what he even looks
like. He keeps himself pretty much apart from the rest of the
Electronic Music Scene and I think it is this that gives his music
such a unique sound. He isn't really influenced by anyone; he just
does his own thing.

It is this uniqueness about his music that his fans love. It is also
the reason however that some people will not like it. You will
either be tuned into what he is doing (as | am - big style!) or you
will wonder what all the fuss is about.

If you are into his music however it is likely that you will not be
able to get enough of it. It is for this reason that we are starting
the Kirkwood ‘Hellfire' Club. The club costs nothing to join but you
must make a commitment to purchase every new release by him
or any of his pseudonyms as they come out. The current names
he records under are Jim Kirkwood, Ancient Technology Cult and
Lucifaere.

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Spyra/ Headphon e Concert
(Little Garden of Sound s 2)

CD /5 tracks / 68.10 mins

From what | can make out this is a live
recording of all new music. As well as two
synth players we have a guitarist, violinist
and flautist but the overall feel is still
decidedly electronic. *Jeden' begins with the
band being introduced in German then we
get the start proper and all very mellow it is
too as we drift softly on floating pads. It
takes less than a minute however before a
tinkling sequence starts up along with some
very delicate guitar detail. Some really
lovely gentle violin colouring is then added. More synths and violin swell. In the tenth
minute the sequence subsides momentarily before coming back with real oomph.
There is nothing tinkling about this, being as bass and ballsey as you would like. The
guitar also becomes more strident (but doesn't overdo it). The combination of strings
and sequence works very well in a similar way to Klaus Schulze from around the first
Wolfang Tiepold period.

There are then some wordless processed vocal effects which personally | could have
done without but they quickly depart. The pace cranks up yet another gear and the
Schulze comparison becomes even more obvious, sort of like a mix of *X', "Dune’ and
“Audentity'. In the Eighteenth minute all descends to a collage of percussion and
effects. Things then take a somewhat darker turn, sounds literally growling from the
speakers before revealing a malevolent cosmic twist to finish. “Two' is again
introduced in German. A percussive melody has notes hanging in the air to generally
fade into the distance. This is very delicate and tranquil stuff. A slow melodic loop is
introduced, as is a sedate bass line. Just after the half way mark the track powers
forward on the back of an exquisite contemporary rhythm developing quite a groove
that got my hands beating out time on the table.

“Drei' gets underway with spacey clings, clangs and warbles. It's a bit like some of the
more abstract moments off Klaus' “Sebastian Im Traum'. Breathy pads add a little
softness then the track is taken forward on the back of a chugging, loping rhythm.
Processed string sounds add that little extra interest. With five minutes to go things
become once again more abstract then another rhythm enters along with lovely little
guitar licks. “Yetbipe' takes us back to a cosmos full of electronic twitters. Sequences
and loops start to develop and we are soon firmly back in Klaus Schulze territory
complete with high hat line. The main sequence really is spectacular stuff and we
surge forwards wonderfully, Robert Golla (the guitarist) doing some excellent Manuel
Gottsching impressions. What an awesome track! Guitar, Violin, Piano and
electronics can all be heard on the short final number "Quinto’. A steady slow beat
gives some structure around which each instrument does its own delicate thing. A
very peaceful way to finish. (DL)

Syn / Skyline
CDR /5 tracks / 76.51 mins

After a brief journey away from the Berlin
School for his previous album “Orange' Syn
returns to full in yer face retro territory for
this one! A deep drone combines with
wonderful lush mellotron sounds right from
the first second of “Mellotropica'. And very
aptly titled it is too because if you're a fan of
the tron you should be in heaven here as
basically it is the lead instrument, often
being layered with one line on top of the
other in an ever shifting mix, for the full
twenty-four minute duration! Both "Phaedra’
and "Epsilon in Malaysian Pale' kept coming to mind. | could say that it is a tad over
indulgent but if you love the instrument you might have wanted it to go on for even
longer. “Skyline (Part 1)" initially has a much darker feel to it. At just over a minute into
proceedings a very good melodic sequence starts a steady pulse. A playful lead line
weaves around it lightening the mood considerably. Percussive splashes are added
bouncing off the first sequence then a second falls into formation increasing the
excitement still further. Things come to a lovely conclusion with relaxing ethereal
pads.

“Distant Visions' uses an ominous pulsating deep drone, gradually increasing in
intensity, to form a very brooding atmosphere. Solar flare type sonic effects fly over
the top and the mellotron returns giving a feeling of melancholy. Things get even
better when some gorgeous flutey synth is added. "Psytopia’ features yet more intense
tron which mixes with deep sighing pads to create an epic sounding beginning. A
sequence slowly rises through the thick soundstage. It's as if bubbles are rising
through steaming lava. A lead line meanders over it all like molten rock escaping from
the volcano's summit, winding its way down the mountainside. A second sequence
comes and goes as it surges to the top of the mix only to descend again into the
cataclysm. This time it's as if the sun shines through the smoke from time to time only
to be obscured again as more ash is hurled into the sky. What an excellent track. My
favourite on the album and in my opinion one of the best Syn has done. Loads of
whooshing effects herald the beginning of “Skyline (Part 2)'. It isn't long however
before a sequence can be heard cutting through a thick dronal backing. The
mellotron, of course, makes a re-appearance and for a while it is if it is battling with
the pulsations.

A different tron sound then comes in taking one half of the melodic duties whilst
another laser sharp lead blasts over the top. Things become increasingly intense as
we progress, as if heading for some sort of explosive conclusion. Instead things reach
a peak then subside to finish how we started the album with the one and only
Mellotron. (DL)

Jim Kirkwood / Corvis
Christi

CDR/ 4 tracks / 70.01 mins

“Cathari' begins with what sounds like
someone beating on a metal door. This
forms a rhythm all of its own around which
apocalyptic sounds swirl, lead lines
scorching over the top. A sequence forces
through the Hellish backdrop. It becomes
faster and more complex as an additional
percussive rhythm is added lower in the
mix. In the fifth minute all departs and
instead we get some dramatic stabs of
sound before descending to an
atmospheric section mainly comprising soft pads. This is a very short
interlude however before another sequence bubbles into life. It is
quite restrained at first but gradually starts to build and more
syncopation comes into play.

A lovely melodic flutey synth line provides a little softness but it is
answered by a much more scything lead and the sequence ups a
couple of gears. There is then a clever transition where a new sequence and excellent
delicate lead line replace the old. The pace is even faster but somehow there is a
curious subtlety here that manages to save things from becoming too OTT even when
the power rhythms and pulsations reach boiling point. Jim never just starts a
sequence or rhythm and lets it run. Each element is ever changing, diving first one
way then another, like a storm crashing to the shore to retreat again only to descend
on a new location. The mood alters for the last two minutes as a slow loping, head
nodding sequence provides the main focus of interest over spooky backing. This is
one of Jim's best tracks ever!

“Al Zhara' gets straight into more pulsations, too many lines of them to separately
identify, all going together to form one gently simmering brew. A melodic loop starts
up increasing the pace just a tad. Jim is so good at very slowly building the speed and
tension of a piece. More layers are added but somehow things remain uncluttered,
drawing us deeper into the music as each new element is introduced. In the seventh
minute the backing pads begin to swell to accompany some Sufi mystic chanting and
lovely flute detail. By the tenth minute all is quiet again with swirling mists of sound
creating a brooding atmosphere. “Tarot Revelation' gets off to a very atmospheric start
with a collage of sounds and effects. It's like a restless sleep where the mind uneasily
darts this way and that. A slow tuneful sequence starts to emerge as if some welcome
familiar image settles the mind. By the sixth minute a relatively heavy rhythm has
started up waking us from our slumber and taking us onwards in a purposeful fashion
though still, somehow, with nightmare thoughts at the back of the mind. By the tenth
minute a rapid sequence has made an entrance and we are now hurtling forwards
trying to escape from some unknown pursuer. Energy waves flash over the top like
arcing electricity.

“The Lychgate' transcends from the cosmos to desolate moorland as vast “into battle'
type drums pound out. There is restraint here though. Massive power is being kept
under control just waiting for the signal to explode into action. The signal is given in
the sixth minute as an excellent sequence erupts from the backing accompanied by
some wonderful power lead lines. This is so unmistakably Kirkwood. The sequences
gain greater power and impressive melodies fly from the speakers. The battle ebbs
and flows until just a couple of minutes from the end. (DL)

Tangerine Dream / Kyoto

CD /11 tracks / 65:33

It is a rather sobering thought that this
album is, | believe, the bands 20th release
(official, unofficial or unauthorised —
depending on whom you are talking to)
since 2000, and with at least another two
releases contemplated this year these are
expensive days for their fans.

Inevitably output at these levels raises all
sorts of questions about quality control. The
author Stephen King was once told that if
he printed his weekly shopping list (or some
such thing), it would end up being number
one in the best selling lists! Sadly the days when Tangerine Dream will appear at in
the music charts at all are probably long gone — but you get my drift.

This isn't a Tangerine Dream album in the truest sense of the word in any event, it is
in fact a musical collaboration between Edgar Froese and Johannes Schmoelling
recorded in Japan during the bands first tour of that country in 1983. The sleeve notes
tell us that “...due to controversies within the band...” the music wasn't either played
live or released at that time, so here it is.

This isn't a bad album at all, but it is just so totally anonymous, bland and in parts very
dated. Eleven tracks spread over an hour and to be honest, you'd be hard pressed to
remember any of them. There is nothing here as memorable as Choronzon or the
brilliant title track from the underrated Hyperborea. That said the intro to Chilly Moons,
is particularly effective, with a very striking bell like sound over some moody synth
work. Craving For Silence is an excellent piano driven piece ending up sounding like
something that was used twelve years later as an inspiration for the material on
Schmoelling's wonderful Songs No Words album. Cherry Blossom Road with its
recurring piano motif reinforces this impression even more until some heavy - handed
synth work ruins the piece.

Mad Sumo Yamoto is probably the highlight — squealing guitar over a very bouncy and
infectious sequencer, but at just over three minutes it is way, way too short.

The penultimate track, Last Train To Osaka is a lovely ambient piece, but again much
too short.
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This just about sums up the album overall, it would have been nice if the weaker
pieces had been removed + the opener in particular sounds horribly dated + and the
better pieces allowed to breathe and expand a little, and this brings me back to my
issues over quality control. To be fair this isn't as bad as Stephen King's shopping list,
and as yet | don't hear the sound of a barrel being scraped, but the release of this CD
does nothing to alter my long held view that Tangerine Dream's musical reputation
began to decline around the time Schmoelling quit them in 1985. On the evidence of
this release however, it seems that their decline might have already started even then.

Realtime / Journey Into
Space

CDR// 6 tracks / 55.53 mins

This CD-R comes from the SynGate label. |
enjoyed the last CD | reviewed from the
label (Traumklang's "Elements’), so |
popped the disc into the player with some
optimism. | wasn't disappointed.

A gentle, high-register, mid-tempo
sequence and silky analogue string pad
combination rise from silence to herald the
opening track "Lost in Space'. We are very
much in mid-eighties TD film soundtrack
(Risky Business/Thief) territory here + but without the guitar work. Choral voices and
snatches of string melody add weight. A gentle hi-hat pattern slowly builds and
underpins the rhythmic throb of the pad + now we simply enjoy the journey. It's
simple, traditional, but very good.

A chunky, analogue sequence opens proceedings for “Journey Into Space'. Almost
immediately a second is deployed to create a cleverly syncopated rhythm. Hi-hats are
added and synths swell in the background. A beautifully dark, analogue lead gives
this sequential skeleton a melodic heart. A bass throb and Mellotron strings are the
final pieces in this Berlin-based jigsaw. This one really got me moving! The
sequences mutate as the track continues on its glorious voyage. Various melodies
come and go. Vast choirs emote. If you like the Berlin “schule' you'll love this. The
sequencer is, again, engaged from the very start for ‘Cosmic Opera'. It's a rather
staccato, chunky one this time. A choral drone sits beneath the pattern. Hi-hats
again herald the electronic percussion. Realtime have created quite a trance-like
state by the 4 minute mark, at which point snatches of a heavier rhythm are given. It
becomes even more dramatic as choral “stabs' begin to punctuate the track.
Gradually the choir takes more of a melodic role and the percussion beds into the
track. It's all subtly done + this lot know how to build and sustain a track. This is
excellent stuff. Berlin fans prime your credit cards!

A very Vangelis synth flourish announces the arrival of yet more sequences. We
have entered "Another Dimension’. We have two sequences, one bass-laden the
other a light airy one, both pretty rapid. Symphonic swells and colossal choirs, and
we're only 1 min 30 seconds in! Things get even more symphonic before a sudden
end.

Two sequences dance around each other, appropriately enough, for the opening to
“Dance of the Aliens'. The patterns constantly mutate, and various symphonic
flourishes add harmonic interest. The sounds are totally retro and analogue # it just
sounds superb! “Chandra’ closes the album. Solar flares and a string pad set the
scene before a rapid but mellow sequence comes into life. A second, brighter
sequence is added, just seconds before a bass pattern cements the rhythm. White-
noise percussion is gradually introduced. Yet more patterns are added, along with
drum “crashes'. Then it's suddenly over.

This is a fine slice of the Berlin-school, with space music type atmospherics at times.
Recommended. (WP)

Oliver Ganz / Dance of the
Arpeggiators

CDR/ 7 tracks / 55.27 mins

Ganz takes the “classical' approach to track
titles here, so we essentially get 7 “parts' of
“Dance of the Arpeggiators'. Let's dive in.

A bright arpeggio and rapid glissandi open,
appropriately enough, “Part 1' of "Dance of
the Arpeggiators'. Crystal droplets of notes
swirl around the sound-field. Pads swell in
the background. It all sounds quite
celestial, and very melodic. At the 2
minute mark a mournful lead enters the
mix, it complements the swirling arpeggios perfectly. A bass throb mutates into a
stomping bass sequence, and a stately drumbeat is added. The whole mix
dramatically drops to just bass sequence and pad, before the elements are gradually
re-introduced. It's an obvious trick, but very effective! What an excellent opener!
Upbeat, melodic, sequence-lead EM of a very high standard. Bass throbs and a mid
tempo, mid-register sequence suggest a moodier feel, "Part 2' has arrived. Choirs and
classic synth swells emphasise the mood before sweeping strings ram home the
melancholy message! A beautifully haunting, clarinet-like lead is the icing on the
cake. We do get "beats', but they play a supporting role to the glorious melodics.
Both Otarion and Jarre (Magnetic fields era) came to mind during this track. Another
winner. Gradually the rhythmic elements of the track subside to allow the entrance of
“Part 3'.

A marimba-like rhythm and vaguely guitar-like sequence get us under-way.
Symphonic pads swell. A syncopated rhythm starts up, with heavier “accent' snare
“cracks' ensuring drama and variety + it's a well-handled mix. Everything is kept in
check until the 3.30 minute mark when the rhythm becomes heavier and a strident
lead take the track firmly into upbeat territory. Sequences come and go, the
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symphonic touches ebb and flow + Ganz keeps the track fresh through a real feel for
arrangement. A slow fade of all elements except for a “loping’ arpeggio is the cue for
‘Part 4'. Beautifully analogue bass squelches and choral pads are added to this
skeleton. Acoustic piano adds the first melody of the piece. A second, high register
arpeggio is added. Another, typically emotive, lead is added + again played with a
clarinet-like sound. A sudden change occurs after 3 minutes as we are left with the
sequences only, which just build gradually in intensity before drums and pads are
again added. Celestial pads add a real sense of elation, reinforced by “virtual' guitar
work. ‘Part 5' opens with symphonic pads and “squelching’ lead. Choirs swell, a
steady drum beat underpins the melodic work, and a rapid arpeggios hover in the
background. It, again, feels like Jarre in symphonic mode + praise indeed!

“Part 6' opens atmospherically with a hollow digital pad, water-droplet notes and a
“pan-pipe’-like melody. A heavily delayed sequence makes it's presence felt by the 2
minute mark, and is soon joined by a busy drum track = it works well against the
atmospheric backing.

Acoustic guitar (again virtual | assume) open “Part 7. They fade and are replaced by
“hissing' sounds, smooth pads, a steady beat and stately sequence. The mood is
beautifully upbeat and melodic. We fade to a close.

This is an excellent CD. If you like the melodic end of EM, I'm thinking of Axxess,
Otarion and Jarre for example, then you'll love this. (WP)

Wellenfeld / Cosmic Waves
CDR / 8 tracks / 60.45 mins

Wellenfeld are A Braun and D Dominiczak -
names I'm not familiar with. However, |
think that they are names | will come to
know well because this CD-R is superb.
Read on.

A pair of rapid, rhythmic sequences kick
"Nova' into life. Gorgeous analogue pads
rise and a third, melodic sequence, joins the
mix. Less than a minute in and this is
fabulous stuff. A strong bass line is added;
electronic percussion adds more
syncopation = this is body-moving stuff.
Melodics come from a symphonic pad and strangely choral sounding lead. It's retro,
yet with contemporary leanings in the percussion department+ just how | like it! As
the track evolves the melodic side of the track is developed with a pair of “question
and answer' leadlines. What a cracking start!

The sounds of a disembodied cosmic swamp and glorious grand piano evoke a stark
atmosphere for the opening of 'Rhea-M'. A slow pulse builds in the background. A
higher register sequence sparks in the ether. Syrupy analogue leads and solar flares
add colour. Pads rise to fill the mid-ground. Another completely superb opening! And
it gets better! The sequences are constantly mutated, the filters working over-time.
New leads come and go. The track is stripped back and then re-built. This track has
a distinct “synth-pop’ feel in the melodics and rhythm programming, but the rest of the
track is pure classic EM. This is a combination | adore. We close with piano and
effects.

“Monolith' opens with deep growls and a steady hi-hat pattern. Foreboding pads and
a “heart-beat' kick drum adds drama. Slowly a sequence, chunky and mid-register,
builds in volume. A very evocative lead is deployed. And then. Oh! Just a glorious
string synth, and I'm back in the late 70s! Really, Wellenfeld are doing everything
right for me. The sequencing has real “feel', the melodics are tasteful, the
atmospherics effective, and the rhythms body-moving.

Amazingly, the quality improves with “Fiorina 161'. A decidedly Arc-like atmosphere is
created * it's dark and desolate, an alien landscape at dawn perhaps? Vocoded
words add to this atmosphere; is something trying to communicate with us? Snatches
of ring-modulated electronic percussion add the merest suggestion of structure. Dark
growls prowl the outskirts of the track. This is beautifully evocative stuff + proving that
Wellenfeld can handle the non-sequencer stuff as well. However, | feel and hear the
rumble of a building bass sequence + and it's a beauty, slow and melodic, adding to,
but not changing, the moodiness of the piece. This is a favourite track so far. It would
fit perfectly on Arc's debut. Yes, it's that good!

“Café Solar' is a more up-tempo number, with a loping rhythm and melodic sequence
at its base. Again, the melodics are wonderful, and the sounds direct from the
halcyon, analogue drenched 70s. This piece is very hypnotic, as Wellenfeld largely
allow the elements of the mix to simply run their course. Lovely.

Suitably ethereal pads open "Halo™. A bass sequence and high register melodic
sequence enter the mix. The track becomes quite strident as a forceful drum-beat is
unleashed. The supporting melodies are good, played on vast analogue sounds.

“No Horizon' is a mid-tempo track. A plaintive piano initially holds the melody, whilst a
ticking sequencer and eighties-sounding electronic percussion keep the head nodding
gently. A new, contemporary sounding sequence enters at the 3 minute mark, and a
digital, vocal sound takes on some melodic duties. We soon return to the opening
section of the track. Various elements come and go in this fashion, but the piano
melody always returns to anchor the track.

“Monolith II' closes the CD in “wall-of-sound' mode. A steady beat, rapid mid-register
sequence and heavy bass line create the foundation. Piano and synth melodies
create a simple but insistent harmony. That wonderful string synth soars over the
track. It's a fitting end to an excellent CD.

This is a CD with its foundations in the bedrock of classic, analogue-sequencer-driven
EM. However, it adds elements of contemporary sound design and rhythm. In places
I was reminded of Arc (atmospherics and sequencing), in others Rogue Element
(leads), at other times Axxess (up-beat melodies and rhythms). | simply loved it, and
can't imagine any “hardcore' SMD regular disagreeing with me. Buyit! (WP)



Deep Imagination / Scapes
CDR/ 8 tracks / 48.46 mins

Thorsten Sudler-Mainz is the leading light
behind Deep Imagination, names | was

hitherto unfamiliar with. Sudler-Mainz,
keyboards and programming, is joined by
other musicians such as Thorsten Rentsch
on guitar to produce an agreeable concoction
of instrumentals with each track ending in
©scape®©. The initial piece, ©Moonscape®©
begins with suitably cosmic treatments
evoking a sense of wonder providing an
ideal soundtrack for moongazing or

planetarium. Subtle and minimalist guitar
contributions are added and the overall effect is atmospheric and melodic without

Next up is “Slow Rapture' recorded during sessions in 1997 and is the oldest piece on
offer here, opening up with deep space textures. A strange low drone eventually pans
out bringing forth a lighter and more mysterious feel, evoking thoughts of space and
time. Again deeply atmospheric.

“Contained¥a. Sustained' is a near 6 minute piece recorded strangely enough during
two separate recording sessions in 1998 and 2000 respectively. There is a more
meditative feel to this piece and as it flows effortlessly between the two sections it
takes some convincing knowing that this was recorded over those two separate eras.
This intertwined track is very expansive but it is the latter section that has a somewhat
more film orientated approach.

This piece eventually mixes into the final track, "Light of Day' from 2001 and is a
slowly evolving piece, gradually building in intensity through its vast array of hybrid
textures and sub soundscapes. Another of those warm, meditational pieces.

Overall this is another superb album from the Steve Roach camp. In carelessness
one could assume this to be a compilation of his less strong works over the years as
none have appeared on official Steve Roach albums as such. However any of these

overtly using recognisable melodies. ©Timescape®© begins in impressionistic vein beforgyorks are indeed as strong as what has been released in official album format.

Music to accompany the birth of a star or a solar eclipse, rare events in the firmament
above my hometown of Southport but an ideal soundtrack if such cosmic events
occur. Finally. ©Mindscape® is a fine meditative, driftingiece suitable for relaxing and
unwinding after a hard day®©s toil, not exactly demanding but the overall effect is
pleasing. The electro-saxophone makes a welcome re-appearance to add some sonic
variation with the guitar joining the mix. As | take my reviewing duties seriously, |
played ©Scapes®© several

times and found that my enjoyment levels varied according to mood and listening
environment. At best | found it a good ambient album and its cosmic atmospheres will
satisfy those of a ©centering©, cosmic disposition . At worst, | found myself skipping
sections of the album in search of more immediate gratification. There will be those
who will thoroughly enjoy ©Scapes®© and derive much listening pleasufeom its drifting
soundscapes, curiously a title not present on this collection.

Steve Roach / Places
Beyond - Lost Pieces

CD /8 tracks / 72.36 mins

With “Places Beyond' the latest and first
solo release this year from Steve Roach,
this album continues along the path of
recordings from a vast archive of
unreleased work. They say first impressions
last and upon hearing the first few opening
bars of the set's overture you just know this
is going to be one of those rare gems.
Personally this is perhaps one of the most
varied and stunning of the Lost Pieces
series, containing works recorded over the
last 8 or so years. The album also works as an effective compilation for those who
would like to know more about the recent works of Steve Roach.

So let's start with the poignant opening, which is a power-fest of quite epic
proportions. Without the use of sequencers or rhythm formations this track is an
instant attention grabber and indeed a real taster for the pearls that lie within. "Distant
Signals' was recorded in 1999, and begins with a warm and sensitive drone,
resonating through the speakers whilst gradually gaining momentum and power. The
power chords subside at intervals and it is a very effective track that is as good as
anything on his repertoire of official album releases.

“Trancefusion', recorded in 2000 and in collaboration with Vir Unis starts with a neo-
tribal fractal percussion loop and bass. Shimmering textures are then added to the
piece together with resonant chords. Extra percussive elements take hold but the
piece, although active continues in the mysterious vein.

“Serpent's Birth' again from 2000 is another of those rhythmic pieces and to be honest
is probably one of the strongest tracks on the cd. Although tuneless as such the most
effective and dare | say it, catchy rhythm section starts off the proceedings. Bell like
textures and an assortment of effects carry the piece forward. At times a prominent
sequencer pattern enters and although this piece is of rather simple construction it
certainly is quite breathtaking.

“Resolution Point' from 1999 is perhaps the most melodic of tracks on offer throughout
this album, although initially it begins in mysterious drone territory. An almost electric
guitar-ish theme appears alongside a light and slow percussion loop. The piece
trundles along at its own similar pace and theme throughout its near 12 minute
duration, eventually ending on a series of dark chords, shimmering effects and
textures.

The music orientation of *Calm Before the Storm' is probably more fitting to the former
part of the statement as opposed to the latter. Starting with light chord soundscapes
the piece hints at heading off towards the atmospheric side of things. An assortment
of acoustic percussion and effects all thrown into the mix help create a sense of deep
meditation for the listener. With the inclusion of brief low undercurrents, a little later
insect and other effects are added taking the piece to its finale.

Eric Seifert / A Trip to
Nebula Cluster

CDR /9 tracks / 58.50mins

Eric Seifert is yet another of those new
names to me and this recording, according
to the liner notes was recorded between
the period of 1992 to 2003. It is also
interesting to note that his work is inspired
by your usual suspects of Tangerine
Dream, Jarre, Kraftwerk and Vangelis
along with some other perhaps lesser
known, but nevertheless auspicious
luminaries.

Upon first listen it is not difficult to see the
main influence being Vangelis but upon closer scrutiny of the work one can notice the
more obvious influence of Tangerine Dream and there is even a brief Kraftwerk
moment thrown in for good measure!

The overture "Liquid Thoughts', the shortest track at just over 3 minutes offers a
choral synth section laden with assorted effects. An effective theme then an additional
solo lead enters taking the track to its conclusion.

“A Trip to Nebula Cluster' graces us next with its wash of obscure undercurrents and
bell type effects. Shortly afterwards a decent sequencer pattern starts up and one of
those typically early 80's sounding Vangelis lead lines intertwines with the music.
Eventually new percussive elements are added later on in the piece together with the
main theme. At 4 minutes the piece changes with slight, mid-seventies era Jarre
influences. The Vangelis lead encountered earlier returns and the piece ends in
chilled out fashion.

“Before Lift Off' begins with a mysterious theme. Another of those early Jarre
influenced string sections returns and at around the 2-minute mark the listener is
treated to a high pitched sequencer pattern. A light percussion loop appears and the
piece goes through moments of transposition. Again the piece moves between Jarre
influences and even a brief moment of lan Boddy inspiration can be heard here. At
just over 4 minutes a bell like theme enters leading on to that brief Kraftwerk moment
as previously mentioned. The theme, sequencer/percussion work re-congregates for
one final moment of triumph before coming to rest.

Another of those 70's Jarre moments graces the first part of *Acceleration’ with its
expansive strings and effect layers. A high choral theme gives the piece atmospheric
leanings and it is shortly joined by a light percussion loop. A stable theme is added
under an array of intermittent sequencer patterns. Remaining stable until that last
minute or so when the piece becomes more obscure. The engine fires up once more
and blasts off to the tracks' conclusion.

“Blue Sky' begins with soundscapes and effects together with the intermittent inclusion
of sampled space narrative. A slow bass sequencer pattern emerges along with bell
effects closely followed by a main theme. A very film orientated piece.

“Lost in Space' contains more of those sampled space voices and is joined by some
effective analogue synth pads with white noise underlay. Further radio effects create
atmosphere leading on to a slow sequencer pattern and synth chords. A solid lead
line enters over what now appears to be a steady rhythm section. There is a light and
slightly melancholic feel to this piece.

With “Outer Rim' we move off into strange synth effects territory. A mid tempo
sequencer pattern coincides with intermittent chord structures. The Jarre-esq string
section returns together with a bass percussion loop and further sequencing.
Additional light percussive elements take hold leading on to a steadier rhythm loop.
Power chords and a bell-type theme are introduced eventually being taken over by a
bright piano motif. The track transposes at around the 5-minute mark and continues
along the same path to its end.

“Drifting Home (Bost Remix)' runs quickly into a mid tempo percussion loop underlying
effective synth chords. Samples flute effects enter and eventually a steady and gentle
theme is introduced. Piano orientated with additional mysterious chords this piece
eventually finds solace in a sea of phased effects.

The final track "Reentry’ is the longest piece on the album at 8 minutes and begins in
continuation of the previous track. Further effects are added and an intermittent
sampled voice section, which appears at various intervals throughout the whole piece
enters. A stable chord is introduced together with a suitable bass section. A slightly
resonant percussion loop at around 4 minutes is added with underlying string section.
A higher pitched theme then enters but is kept way back in the mix. For a brief period
just the sequencer section and effects are to be heard over further delayed synth
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patterns. The piece then fries up again for one last chance of sonic oblivion.

This is an excellent album produced on an array of analogue and digital equipment
which should appeal to anyone into the more cosmic side of Vangelis, Jarre and
Tangerine Dream. Highly recommended! (DC)

Frank Klare / Area 2000
CDR /16 tracks / 72.16 mins

This latest offering from Frank see's us
step back in time t01999 when the vast
majority of this conceptual album was
recorded. Sub titled, “Music for mystery
themes' it plants us firmly into that early
eighties Tangerine Dream sound of 'Exit’,
“White Eagle' and "Wavelength'. Unusually,
“Area 2000/, is put together like a
soundtrack album with various takes/cues
on a number of themes, many of the pieces
presented here sounding like the sort of
fare you'd expect to find amongst the
incidental passages of a film score. The album is quite a departure from what we have
come to expect more recently from Mr. Klare with his sequencer lead musical
excursions, namely the Berlin inspired "Parks', 'Nightlife' and “Sequences' albums.

Anyone that's seen the Wavelength movie will “get' the cover art concept straight
away. Equally it could be said that anyone who's heard the aforementioned T.D.
albums will “get' the music straight away. Though the material presented here is
excellent, it's that tell tail lifting of idea's from elsewhere that are the albums Achilles
heal, leaving a CD which at times feels alittle unsubstantial. That slight lack of
originality serving only to lessen the impact of otherwise brilliant tracks. It's a minor
point which won't bother too many of you; let's move on to the music :-

Marching in straight away with a familiar T.D/ Franke drum pattern, “Groomlake
Mystery' (3.46) swings into action, quickly commanding the listeners attention. The
main sequences are alittle too bubbly for this to be a straight T.D. clone of a track, but
the references made throughout this and many of the other pieces on the album make
it very clear as to where Frank is coming from on a musical level.Track two, 'Runaway
to hidden Secrets', (3.30) is fundamentally a reprise of track one. A variation on a
theme, typical of something T.D. used to do to get their soundtrack work completed
on time. Here Frank seems to have been aware of the musical economy of doing this,
but in T.D's case it was something that they had to do out of the necessity; not a
factor that | would have thought affected a home-grown studio project like this, (of a
soundtrack that never was!!!).

That same Franke drum pattern and sequence plays in again sounding somewhat
over used now on three tracks in succession as," Start from Area 51',(4.16)
commences. None the less, this is a sparkling little tune that should please many of
you with out there with its tried and tested T.D. flavourings. Mr. Klare makes the most
of his drum programming skills on “Unknown Objects', (2.25) utilising a strong rhythm
pattern which | think you'll find has its metronomic roots in the introduction on “Logos'.
The following," Flight to Shambala' coming across as one of the more atmospheric
sections from either the “*Canyon Dreams' or "Melrose' albums. The Arrival' at just
under three minutes has the Franke drum pattern return yet again, but plays back in
double time!!! This in all honesty doesn't make for a very positive listening
experience. You too can achieve the same effect by digging out your old 33rpm vinyl
albums and playing them back at 45rpm!!!! Time to move swiftly on.

“Neushwabenland',(6.35) is one of the longer pieces on the album, a track bathed in
an extreme dose of stereo phasing, which works a treat. With more room for
development here, the percussion ticks over at a fantastic rate, but the phasing hits
on a single hung chord, ultimately leaving the track nowhere to go. Think, "Pinnacles’
on this one. The "Area 2000 Theme',(7.14) starts in absolutely unbeatable time
honoured fashion, Mellotron choirs putting in a welcome appearance. A dream of a
sequence drifts into the foreground to carry the piece. Everything coming together
brilliantly over the following minutes of this electronic perfection. Then like the other
tracks before it, fails to real ignite due to a lack of any further development of the
piece. The sequence cycles around seeming lost in a dream state itself not sure of
which direction to take, but what a first class piece of sequencing this is. Its one of
those occasions when Frank has conjured up something from absolutely nothing, a
great little track.

“Atlantis', sounds truly monumental, like the sort of massive textures Helmut Teubner
used to employ in his more orchestrated moments. The electronics twitter away up in
the higher registers, but it all comes to a close way too soon at a mere three and a
half minutes. Didn't know what to make of track ten, "Bigfoot',(3.34). It's again very
cyclical showing no obvious signs of real development. "Bigfoots End',(3.21) doesn't
really address the situation, continuing the previous piece with the slightest of
melodies played over the same basic sequence. "Mind Control',(4.56) veers off in a
slightly different direction reminding me of Syn's work on the “Orange' album. Low key
drums and bass leading the way. “Fight of the llluminati',(4.57) puts us back in T.D.
Wavelength mode. This piece | believe being based on the title track of the
aforementioned movie, sounding alittle tinkly and twee = just like the original,
incorporating sharp and punchy tick tock drums putting “Danger in Dream' in mind,
(remember them???7?).

The lethargic plodding dance bass and counter rhythm of “Ghostrace',(5.02) has me
thinking, “Syn/Orange' again. Franks musicianship starts to shine through once more
as the soloing begins, but is truncated at five minute mark just as the track finds its
feet!!!! What were you thinking of Frank!!!!

Two new tracks from 2004 finish the album, fitting in quite seamlessly. * Hier sprechen
die Kuriere',(5.47) is a very energetic electro pop type of work out sounding like
something borrowed from either Intelligentsia or Synthetik, a very busy well thought
out piece of uptemponess. Finally, Transwelten Theme', (6.42) will have those of you
that know T.D's “Poland' back to front going “oh yeah%a.. | know where that little idea
came from.” Once again it's a track that goes around and around but never really gets
into gear, building to something great that never really arrives.

This has been for me a most frustrating CD to review, the production is spot on as too

is the music, but it's the way tracks/passages have been edited as if for soundtrack
use - but this isn't a soundtrack album!!! All abit of a confused muddled concept
making an album in this way, many of the pieces exhibited here would have benefited
from being put together into longer single tracks rather than being chopped up and
presented in several slightly different ways. This album does nothing to alter my
opinion that Frank Klare is one of the best euro musicians out there at present, but it
has to be said, “Area 2000’ isn't one of his finest moments. The music is strong, but its
content alittle weak. (B22)

Heart Head & Soul/ Vintage
Dreams

CDR /10 tracks / 50.12 mins

“Vintage Dreams' is the debut release from
Heart Head & Soul. No they're not some
aptly named European trio, it is in fact the
chosen working name of Mr.Thomas
Zimmer. He is a dexterous keyboard player
with great technique and flawless articulate
arrangement skills. He has produced an
album of some considerable variety, taking
the something for everyone approach to
the music on offer here, moving seamlessly
from one style to another with the greatest
of ease. As you're all going to be unfamiliar with Zimmer's work I'll be doing a fair bit
of names dropping throughout the review to put you all in the picture as to what you
can expect from this guy as accurately as is humanly possible. It's generally a very
lively album with a lot of ground to be covered stepping through a wide range of
musical styles with more than just a knod to the past featuring everything from space
to prog rock and all else in between.

The set commences with, '‘Goodbye Earth',(4.21) and instantly we're transported back
to the early 90's with the exact feel established by our old hero Michael Shipway with
his *Spirit of Adventure' album. I'm sure the similarities are unintentional, but wow,
what a way to start. Things are sounding most promising. "Reach the Orbit',(6.19)
sounds as if Thomas real has a plan for this piece, he knows exactly what he wants to
achieve over the next six minutes, not wasting a single moment on aimless padding.
The track springs to life at the two minute mark, the rhythm section exploding into a
frenzy of synth lead and percussion, all very reminiscent of the music of Intelligentsia
and just as intense throughout!!! I'm thinking of the Jon and Vangelis track," State of
Independence' as track three, "The end of the Galaxy',(4.12) rolls into town. It's a
lightweight electro poppy type of track, with the lead/solo sounds putting us firmly into
Intelligentsia mode once more.

Meanwhile,'20,000 lightyears away',(4.20) displays a wickedly synced synth lead
against an up-tempo backdrop of diverse percussives and synth sequencing. Full of
interludes, the piece never really gets into full flight, delayed patterns dance around
adding depth to the track. The electronic drums and percussion used leaving this one
feeling all abit paper thin though.

In the states Den Harrow used to produce tracks just like,'Not far Away',(3.45) some
twenty years ago now!!! The air is filled with simple but effective arpeggiations galore.
The drums again sound alittle one dimensional, but serve their purpose well enough.
When all is said and done, not a bad little track at all!!! "I can see the new World',
(5.05) arrives at the halfway point of the album, and we've just gone retro!!! Much
improved drums arrive with a nice smooth back beat. The arpeggiators helping to
push the track along prior to the rhythm section stepping things up to a point where
you could honestly say you were listening to a mid tempo T-Bass UK track; now that
cant be bad. The title track makes its presence known at just over four minute's
duration, and again we're back under that rather wonderful Michael Shipway sound-
alike spell again.

“Supernova’, (7.09) has a distinctly Jarresque chord progression running throughout,
but doesn't seem to achieve the greatness its build up requires of it, the track ending
without having much to say. Paradoxically “Stardust', (5.31) does just the opposite
regaining some real musical purpose as a razor sharp lead shows us that Mr. Zimmer
really is a dab hand at tickling the old ivories!!! Once again a more rock inspired
influence shapes the piece, and very good it is too.

“Colours of the new Sun', (5.06) brings the set to a close, albeit a disappointing one as
this last track sounds very formulaic and soulless, a sort of cool jazz muzak that tries
and tries to sound stylish and slick but never in a month of Sundays ever could be.

The album is brilliantly played and produced by Mr. Zimmer, but we have a problem
that has been niggling me throughout the entire duration of the album, it's a small but
important factor - the name under which Mr. Zimmer records !!! Heart Head & Soul is
a truly terrible name, but don't be put off by this as the music on the album is solid
enough. This is an album that | would liken to the solo work of Geoff Downes, its all
text book playing technique and faultless in its execution.

The ten set pieces presented here don't leave much room for manoeuvre, everything
played is very precise and there for a reason. Sometimes its nice to have alittle
window dressing which allows an album to breathe as it should by injecting some
ambience and atmospherics here and there, whilst at the same time giving the music
more edge.

Thomas's compositional style is tight and regimented so don't go expecting any great
long protracted pieces here folks. In fact, what we have here is a very listenable,
accessible, infinitely entertaining little album which makes for an excellent debut from
Mr. Zimmer. Covering such a variety of material has me wondering if he will just
concentrate on one particular style in his next release, if so watch this space as it will
most certainly be a CD worth waiting for. (B22)
