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Greetings!

We have a couple of great new artists reviewed in this mag plus the return of an old
friend. The newbies are Javi Canovas from Spain and Indra from Romania. Their
albums reviewed here are all Berlin School influenced and absolutely superb. It does
come as a bit of a relief | must say as even though | am getting as many demos as
usual (about three a day) the overall ‘quality’ of them has taken a decided dip lately,
so the discovery of these two is very welcome indeed. Actually | shouldn't even be
referring to Indra as new as he has been around the Romanian Electronic Music
scene for quite some time, having a large discography (which I hope to be reviewing
more of over the forthcoming months) but | doubt anyone reading this will have heard
of him before. | certainly hadn't.

The return of the friend is Nemesis who were a huge seller for SMD a few years ago.
They now have two new albums and have re-issued their previous couple of CDs. All
the albums are reviewed within these pages.

“GOING SOFT”

Now back to something that | mentioned in the first paragraph, and that is the decline
in the quality of some of the new material | have been receiving. There have been a
few issues this year where | have chosen to be controversial and | fear that | am going
to be so again. Basically | am very concerned with the effect of the so-called ‘Soft'
synths on Electronic Music. By these | mean synthesisers that are basically software
packages stored on a computer rather than the conventional boxes with a keyboard,
sliders, knobs etc. | have read quite a bit about the pros and cons of each, and there
are some very significant advantages of Soft Synths but all the discussion | have seen
so far has been to do with the technical side - which sound better, functionality, that
sort of thing. My argument against Soft Synths has nothing to do with these aspects,
which | am not qualified to talk about anyway. It is more to do with musician
development and the actual effect Soft Synths are having on this development.

In the seventies and early eighties when the ‘first wave' of Electronic Musicians such
as Tangerine Dream and Klaus Schulze were appearing and even the ‘second wave'
which saw the appearance of the likes of Mark Shreeve and lan Boddy, synthesisers
were very expensive. Budding Electronic Musicians were, on the whole, just as
strapped for cash as they are today. In the early days a musician probably had to save
for years to buy a piece of kit (often second hand) and when he got it, it would be a
long time before he could afford to buy the next piece of equipment for his ‘studio’.
This therefore forced the artist to learn that piece of equipment inside out and also
spend a lot of time actually experimenting with technique thus maturing as a musician.
Those that hadn't the real talent as a musician (such as myself) would, because of the
financial pressures of funding the hobby, soon have to admit the fact to themselves.
These days the Soft Synths are relatively cheap, and let's face it, often free because
so many of them are counterfeited so there isn't the same pressure to learn as much
as before. There is the tendency to listen to the sounds and superficially learn what
the software can do before moving on to the next Soft Synth and do the same. It is
also easier than ever before to record the music on the computer, burn it to CDR and
bung it off in the post. There simply isn't the same learning process there used to be
thus some musicians are not reaching anywhere near their potential. The lust for
instant gratification seems to be a basic Human characteristic. Why do the hard work
when it is possible to take an easier route? It is this attitude that | believe is the reason
why the standard of the average demo | am receiving has declined. It could also be, of
course, that over the years of listening to thousand upon thousand of demos that | am
becoming harder to please but | don't think so. Indeed | have been criticised for
exactly the opposite being true.

It has been said of SMD in the past that as we hardly ever print negative reviews that
our reviews should be taken with a ‘pinch of salt'. Surely they are just there to sell
product? My answer to that is, of course, we hope that people will buy a CD after | or
someone else has spent a considerable amount of time writing a review. BUT | am

not going to waste my time or risk wasting someone else's time by passing an album
on to them for review, without thinking that it has some merit. All our time could be
better spent on other things, such as the radio show / the download site or other
developments. | and the Electronic Music scene in general need good new music to
come along. | will not review in these pages or release on our label Neu Harmony
(even though unfortunately some other labels are doing) product that to me obviously
seems sub standard (or in many a case simply not fully developed yet) simply to sell
something. If people buy rubbish they are hardly going to come back for more. My fear
is that Soft Synths, because of the reasons | have outlined above, are leading to some
Musicians producing work that is simply sub standard who would otherwise, given the
time to properly learn their craft, have eventually composed fine music.

I am sure that | will have angered many a person by the above words so am bracing
myself for the backlash!

I mentioned above about spending time developing the radio show. New initiatives are
often frustrating, bedevilled by technical problems. Our radio show has certainly had
its fair share of those! The first show in July had some unacceptable downtimes and
the radio station ARFM were good enough to inform me that their Tamworth studio
(the one | use) was still having these problems. | therefore made the decision to
cancel the August show. Very sorry for any disappointment caused. We really do

need to get this right. It is hoped that the problems will be sorted by the show on the
4th September. On a more positive note we are changing the time of the show to
what | hope is a better one. That is 4pm to 6pm so it won't intrude on your Sunday
lunch!

The problems we are having are caused by trying to get the technology to do what it is
supposed to do. Some people have asked why SMD doesn't use a standard ‘over the
airwaves' type radio show rather than a satellite / Web broadcast method. There are
basically two reasons. One is that we haven't been asked by any radio station using
the former method. The second is for practical reasons. A customer recently asked
me why | didn't look at my customer database and choose the venue for our concerts
where there is the greatest concentration of fans. The trouble with this is that our
customers are spread fairly evenly, not only over all of the UK but all over the world.
Indeed if | was to choose one city where more customers lived than any other it would
by New York! Broadcasting using the methods we are using gives us access to the
whole world not one specific region. The world is our audience, not Sheffield / Derby
etc.

By the time you read this the Under The Dome concert at The National Space Centre
in Leicester on the 17th September will almost be upon us. If you haven't bought your
tickets already please do so now.

The sound of a windswept coastline backed
by undulating drones provides a rather
“visual' but also impressive start to “Sun
Radiating'. Things become more majestic
with the introduction of an Organ. It's as if a
fantastic landscape is being revealed before
us as the dawn breaks.

A superb sequence surges forwards
contrasted by ethereal mellotron and all of a
sudden the whole track explodes from its
tranquil beginnings. Nice thick lead lines
add that little menace then another
sequence, a little more melodic than the first, is brought into play. It
Sm acts more like another lead line actually giving extra dynamics to the
piece as it rises and falls in the mix. There is so much going on now
hOIC that it is hard to keep track of it all but by ek, its devastating stuff! It
C e even has its Node like moments! Unbelievably things become even
more intense with five minutes to go as just the right amount of rhythm
(actually more like another sequence line) in added as well as yet more excellent
leads. This really must be one of the best sequencer driven tracks | have heard all
year. Never has twenty minutes flown by so quickly.

“North of Circle’ uses magnificent metallic, but still rather delicate, shimmering drones
to create a feeling of cold desolation. These are then complemented by mellotron
choir effects on which another superb sequence rides as if surfing a wave. Javi knows
how to wield those note patterns like a seasoned Berlin School veteran which as far
as | know he certainly ain't. This really is very impressive stuff. The sequence morphs
this way and that, then as in the first track another is brought into play heralding the
entrance of more excellent pitch bending leads. If anything this track is even more
sequence dominated than the first, even approaching Head Space Technology levels
but maybe not quite as OTT. Played loud this level of sequencing must surely give the
whole body repetitive vibration disorder, keeping you shaking well after the music is
finished!

“Zenith' has a dark brooding beginning, again Node or even Redshift came to mind
but this time representing their more sinister atmospheric sides. We get five minutes
of this then in rumbles the inevitable sequence. Yet again it's another stonking one
that just seems to get better with each surge of pulsations. The mellotron can again
be heard. Some would say that the track is just following a tried and trusted formula,
and | suppose it is but it is done so wonderfully well. The thing is that the sequences
are pure class and with music such as this that is what everything else hangs on.
What is more those “everything elses' that are hanging on it are pretty damned good
as well. If you are into sequencer driven Berlin School music you really have to give
this a try. (DL)

Indra/ Millennium Live 2000
CDR/ 6 tracks / 72.30 mins

OK, so this is supposed to be a live album
but your really wouldn't know as it sounds
much more like a studio concept album to
me. Lovely little melodic note flutters and
twitters get “Focus of Mind' off to a nice
relaxed start. Big whooshes and an
excellent Berlin School bass sequence pick
up the pace. Another high register tuneful
sequence joins it as well as more little
melodic flourishes / leads, providing the
perfect final touches to an already exciting
track which just oozes class.

“Moving (into the Solar Wind)' is appropriately cosmic with bleeps,
metallic effects and the aforesaid solar wind. Then female recited
text, a rapid sequence / loop as well as great crashing sounds. The
hOIC spoken female voice returns. Apparently she can “grant my wish' -
C e hm really! It's a bit of a strange one but all part of the concept |
suppose. Another good sequence returns for ‘Brain Machine'. We get
the occasional Gregorian chant and some stunning cello playing. This is superb stuff
that if it had have been on a Klaus Schulze album people would be raving about. The
sequence mutates constantly both in form and sound, the cello reacting to it
masterfully. A synth lead then comes in duetting with the cello- what wonderful
musicianship by all concerned! The pace quickens at the half way mark and the pulse
starts to race. What a fantastic track.

“Angel Dream' however is a completely different matter. Initially shimmering drones
mix with plucked strings- all rather beautiful. Then in comes some angelic female
singing. It really is lovely stuff but to me feels rather out of place in the context of the
rest of the album. Others on the other hand might think it gives the whole proceedings
welcome balance. It's all part of the “concept' whatever the opinion. If you don't like it
just programme it out, it still leaves over an hour of music.

“Morpheus', given the title, has the expected dreamy start then as the Schulzian pads
and rhythm strike up its obvious that normal service has been resumed. An explosion
heralds growling electronics and we are back on track big style. A rapid sequence
careers from the speakers and, as with 'Brain Machine', if this had been on one of
Klaus' albums people would be talking about it for many a moon. Things come to a
sudden stop with a minute to go and we are left with electronic twitters which take us
smoothly on to "Benedictus'. Crystalline tones set the initial scene then melodic
ethereal pads take over making things even more serene. Slow delicate sequences
take things forward but these are then replaced by understated little melodies ending
the album on quite a beautiful but also reflective mood. Indra seems to be able to turn
his hand to many styles of music and certainly as far as the Schulze influenced
material is concerned | haven't heard anyone else do it better. (DL)

Indra/ Echo in Time
CDR / 3 tracks / 65.10 mins

A Schulzian rhythm starts up. Actually
almost everything about "Mysteries of God',
the first section of "Alpha & Omega' sounds
as if it could have come from one of Klaus'
more melodic tracks. A rather tuneful
sequence enters in the third minute as do
soft but dominant pads which take more of
a lead role than just providing backing.

Strings add that little moodiness as we
move into the next part "Dancing with
Merlin'. Immediately another sequence
starts up and again the only comparison
that can be made is Klaus Schulze. The sequences even mutate in a
Smd similar way to his work but they do it much more often. This is steady
and subtle stuff that gets under the skin. There is always something

hOIC going on in the backing except when it subsides completely so that
C Q the attention can just concentrate on the sequence. Rhythm tends to

come in flourishes rather than being a constant feature and is much

more effective because of that. The flutey synth lead line could have come straight
from “Drive Inn' (one of the best features of an otherwise mixed album).

Things become quite tranquil as we enter the short third part *Sea of the Elves' then
on a crash of thunder we move to the final part "The Great Celebration'. Rhythm
builds again and a new sequence makes an entrance but the main features are the
lovely subtle melodies. The interplay between them and the gentle beats is exquisite.

The second track "Holy Mountain' also makes use of subtle rhythm and other
percussion. Initially it just adds gentle detail over atmospheric effects. After a couple
of minutes however a bass sequence and strident melodic motif begin to provide the
main focus These then momentarily subside and we get a faintly Eastern melody
which hangs beautifully in the air, echoing into the distant horizon. Another sequence
makes an entrance, this time a more melodic high register one. Gradually the pace
picks up and things become increasingly rhythmic then more melodic.

The highly atmospheric title track is saved for last. To start off with it is as if we are on
some strange planet complete with the sound of alien creatures. Things then
gradually become more serene with soft pads dominating, getting sleepier and
sleepier until the end. It is a real contrast to the rest of the album. Ideal for chilling out
to with the lights off at the end of a long hard day. (DL)

Mark Jenkins / If the World
Were Turned on Its Head,
We Would Walk Among the
Stars

CDR / 3 tracks / 55.14 mins

Immediately you press the play button a
cacophony of exciting crashing sounds
assaults the senses. There is no drifty
introduction here as the title track
immediately follows this up with a rapid
sequence and meandering lead line. The
intense backing suddenly disappears and
another good sequence replaced the first.
Things are now less frantic and more melodic but we are still chugging along at quite
a pace. A little later a rhythm is added and the melody seems to gain extra oomph.
The sequence starts to morph wonderfully. This really is a track full of movement and
ideas.

By the tenth minute things calm down to lovely atmospheric sounds and excellent
bleepy sci fi type effects. These are just like a dividing moment however, after which
the next sequence and searing sonic blast are introduced. Yet another sequence falls
into place alongside the first then in comes another crashing drum line which once
again increases the excitement level. There is a short break in the syncopations but
then the rhythm and sequence start up again, the lead line being even better than
before, flashing like a laser rebounding from mirror to mirror. Excellent stuff. Things
gradually calm down to pure atmospherics with five minutes to go but as expected this
is just a prelude to a final rhythmic / sequencer driven assault. Lead lines let rip once
more, ideal for air keyboard playing, as we bounce along in a wonderful head nodding
and foot-tapping groove.

Clangs, as if big metal doors are being swung shut from somewhere deep down
underground provide a rather dark start to * Have Known The Void'. Organ sounds
keep up the Underworldish type feel. The mood lightens in the fourth minute but
things are still fairly abstract until a slow rhythm starts up a couple of minutes later. It
then starts to increase in pace and an inevitable sequence comes to join it
contributing to the slow build up. This might sound like fairly formula stuff from my
description but there is also some individuality here especially in the sounds chosen
and interesting use of backing effects.

“Nutty Puppet Mayhem' has a slightly dark intro out of which a rapid, rather
AirSculpturish sequence emerges. Another is added and we are now belting along at
one hundred miles an hour. Everything is suddenly reigned in for a tinkling little
passage before the sequences return once more. As with the earlier tracks things are
never just left to run, Mark is constantly making changes to keep the interest high. We
now enter a gently rhythmic almost grungy passage with lead lines sounding as if they
could have come from a David Vorhaus album. This is one of my favourite sections
from the album actually. Things are stripped down to a sequence / loop with about five
minutes to go and quite a groove is developed, got my hands beating out time on the
table anyway. Now, to start off with, | thought the title of the track was quite a funny
but to me the music didn't have anything particularly “nutty' about it. But those last
90ish seconds - well what can | say! Actually | won't, you will just have to buy it to find
out. (DL)
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Nemesis / Music for
Earports
CDR /9 tracks / 73.43 mins

| assume the title of the album is a
humorous tribute to Brian Eno but
nonetheless this is an excellent album
mixing both rhythmic and wonderfully dark
tracks, many running into one another. We
start off with one of the dark ones,
“Occultation'. This is an extremely cosmic
piece.

Dark crashes echo away into the vastness
of space. These are joined by rising and
falling electronic whooshes and various other tinkling / bleepy and even watery
effects. The whole feel is very sparse and uncluttered, each sound being heard in
isolation. In the thirteenth minute shimmering pads come in and we are immediately
transported from foreboding darkness into the light. It is as if we are coming to the end
of some nerve wracking journey and nearing the familiarity of home. Atmospheric
music really doesn't get any better than this. An excellent 70s style very analogue
sounding sequence propels "Kopernikus' forwards. A more contemporary rhythm then
enters complimenting the sequence perfectly. We chug along at a steady pace with
lovely little melodic touches skipping from beat to beat. It's all so cool! We are back to
the atmospherics for “Geological Justice'. A drone, sounding like some vast engine or
generator, provides a backing over which various spooky sounds warble and throb.
Again this is quality stuff.

“Terraforming' carries on in similar mood. Another sequence then starts up. This one
has something of a menacing feel to it, the sinister mood being heightened by little
percussive effects and half heard vocal samples. More pulsations are added but all
then subsides to atmospherics in time for “The Steer'. Things get eerier and eerier. All
areas of the sound spectrum are used from bass so deep you can feel it rather than
hear it and twittering runs that start low then become so high they are almost
shrieking. A deep throb pulses out at the beginning of ‘Dazzling Shadow'. Subtle
rhythm comes in creating quite a moody atmosphere. "Microcolony' is another
syncopated number mixing interesting loops and beats. Things get even better after
the half way mark as a sequence is deployed alongside the existing rhythm. The first
minute of “The Launch' features some narrative imagining what it must be like to be a
bug on the top of a rocket during take off with appropriate sound effects in the
background! We then get some cosmic bits as presumably the poor old insect finds
itself in space.

“Talisman' mixes dark drones, percussion and solar winds to create yet another
extremely moody soundscape. Gentle, deep flute gives proceedings a slightly Easter
feel. This feeling is heightened in the fourth minute when some slow, almost funereal,
rhythm is added. Plucked string melodies impart that little bit of detail here and there.
This is a very different album to "Sky Archeology' and "Cyberiad' being much more
atmospheric with a rather mean attitude but like those albums it just oozes class. (DL)

Nemesis / Xtempora
DCDR / 14 tracks / 142.57 mins

Shimmering tones, some being fairly
melodic, mix together to form a tranquil
beginning to Part One of the three-part title
track. Little sequences start to bounce
along on the back of some excellent body
moving rhythms. Melodies can be heard
lower in the mix but they form more of a
supportive role to the syncopations rather
than being a prominent feature. The
Second Part is still rhythmic but calms
things down a little before morphing into
quite a groove with some absolutely
gorgeous little space guitar licks. We surge into the final part. Initially the guitar
departs as more wonderful but delicate lead lines come and go but it then returns
being even more effective than before. What a superb way to start an album!

“The Silence Speaks' begins with what sounds likes heavy breathing rising up from
the bottom of some dank, water-dripping shaft. Cold metallic pads replace the
previous sounds but the feel is just as bleak as before. A sequence starts to solidify,
mutating all the time as other percussive loops join it in an ever-shifting sea of
pulsations. A steady pattern is eventually maintained and lovely little melodic touches
are placed over the top. These melodies become stronger and more uplifting as we
progress. It's another fantastic track where it is best to close your eyes and let the
music take your mind where it will. The amazingly high quality already set continues
with "Dream Transmission', a track based round some exquisite melodies using a
superb mutated tubular bell type sound. "Bubastis' starts with a short repeated
melodramatic melodic motif. A rapid sequence surges forward, a killer drum pattern
following quickly on its heels. Delicate melodies bounce over the top acting as a foil to
the power underneath. Gentle rain heralds the atmospheric "Largo’, and all rather
peaceful it is too, acting as something of an interlude before "Huygens'. The rhythms
are cranked up again, though not to silly levels. Growling guitar effects give a slightly
ominous edge but then a lovely bubbly bouncing sequence enters lightening the mood
once more. More sinister sounds keep returning however keeping us on our toes,
never quite knowing in which direction we are going to be taken. In the third minute
yet another brilliant lead takes centre stage before being replaced by an apocalyptic
organ sound.

‘Beryllium' takes us to a futuristic swampland full of unsavoury beasties. It's as if we
are on the edge of a feverish dream with half heard echoing vocal effects. A very faint
percussive loop starts up with a slow melodic sequence soon joining it. A lovely
delicate lead line arrives just before the fifth minute completing the mutation from
nightmare to soothing, relaxing sleep. 'Im Anfang war..." tricks you into thinking it is a
laid back, though a rather ghostly number. Suddenly there is a surge of sound
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introducing some spoken text in German then in English "Welcome to Hell no pity
here' then "Welcome to here no Pity in Hell'. All rather menacing stuff! *"Prometeus’
returns us to more conventional EM. An excellent no nonsense sequence strikes up
along with lovely mellotron backing. Another sequence comes into play, quite melodic
this one, taking the lead line role. Things then start to unwind for a peaceful finish.
“Sub Vesperum' is a completely different kettle of fish concluding this first CD with a
short harpsichord / mellotron duet. Simply beautiful.

The second CD is subtitled "Glacialis'. In my opinion this CD is (until the last part of
the final track) in complete contrast to the first. So much so in fact that | wonder why it
was packaged with the first CD in that it seems to have very little musically in common
with it. This isn't to say that it is inferior in any way to the first, just exploring the more
atmospheric and “ambient’ side to Nemesis. We start with the twenty-minute title
track. With such a name | rather expected it to have an icy cold feel but instead it
starts with what to me sounded like warm soothing shimmering pads. Gradually some
sonic spacey effects are also introduced drawing the mind out of what was becoming
quite a hypnotic state. More sounds and drones are gradually introduced but without
ever overcrowding the soundstage or intruding on the blissed out atmosphere.

“FlowolF' gets a bit stranger with a couple of ticking loops providing a rhythm, of sorts,
to which are added various windy effects then another two note loop and very faint
sequence. It has to be said that it is all a little experimental but fascinating dark moody
stuff nevertheless. "Pittura Metafisica' takes us on a train ride (complete with chugging
steam) through a hot foreign land. To start off with all is relaxed and tranquil but by the
second minute the train has departed and we seem to have been left in a very
ominous dark setting full of gurgling effects and other spooky sounds. The seven-part
‘Behemoth' is an incredible thirty-seven minute epic. The First Part starts with water
droplet notes, some echoing gorgeously into the distance. Weird sounds start to
intrude on the serenity and things take a slightly ominous twist. The Second Part
surges forward with a multi layered cacophony of drones and effects. It's all rather
intense stuff. Part Three calms things down a little especially when a lovely mournful
flute makes an entrance. The melancholy continues with some heartfelt tron playing. It
all has a rather early seventies sound to it.

Part Four provides a peaceful couple of minutes of spacey drift until footsteps intrude
just before we move into Part Five. Rumbles can be heard sounding almost like some
extra deep bass kettledrum or Satanic heartbeat. As with all the tracks so far it's
extremely atmospheric- in a disturbing sort of way. The mood does lighten nearer the
end however and this continues through to Part Six. Lovely little guitar licks mix with
more lush mellotron sounding just like something off an album by RMI - absolutely
wonderful. The last part is liked some refugee from the first disc. A stunning sequence
rumbles forward. More note runs are added as well as, of course, the return of the
mellotron. The pace slowly increases as do the layers of sound and pulsation- plus we
get more wonderful guitar. Again the most obvious comparison is RMI but this time at
their most turbo charged. Mere words can't do this nine minutes of brilliance justice-
probably the best section over the two CD set. What a way to finish!

So, except for those last few minutes, two very different albums in one package.
Some will like the first CD, some will like the second. BUT as the two CD package (at
the time of writing) retails at a single CD price you are getting good value whatever
the case is. If, like me, you appreciate both you are getting a fantastic deal. (DL)

Paul Haslinger / Underworld
CD /19 tracks / 52.20 mins

What an awesome and dark, dark, dark
soundtrack album this is! When | first heard
it, it blew me away. It can easily be
appreciated as a work in its own right even
without the visuals of the film to go with it.
Much of it reminded me of Lustmord and it
was only after reading the artwork that |
realised that Paul co-produced it with him.
Lustmord was also credited with some of
the Sound Design and Additional
Programming. Even though there are
nineteen tracks listed it really comes over
as one large work so | will review it as such.
A thunderclap, rain and vocal sample are joined by both sighing and orchestral pads.
Crashing drums pound out like the Devil himself striking the very Earth smashing and
splintering everything beneath. The underlying pads swell to a massive climax like a
breaking tidal wave and the drums are washed away. We are now left with eerie
effects and half heard vocal samples.

Things become almost silent then rushes of sound come in waves accompanied by
more crashes and ominous brooding, ratcheting, pounding percussive effects building
up to explosive proportions. We then effectively enter a heavy metal section with
thunderous drums and axe man guitar plus menacing sneering vocals. God, many of
you are going to hate this but it takes me back to fond memories of my leather jacket
wearing, head banging, fourteen-year-old youth! Bring on the mayhem! We then get
the calm after the storm. Little piano melodies float over silken pads and orchestral
colouring. Gorgeous stuff. What a contrast from what has gone before. Things then
become more chaotic with Hellish sounds and massed drum flourishes. A slow,
echoing rhythm starts up. As things build the better the sound system you have the
greater will be the excitement. These drums are simply like one awesome explosion
of sound after another. Deep deep virtual guitar type rumbles can be heard low in the
mix. Powerful pads swell and the drums keep coming back like one great salvo of
pure destructive energy after another.

Tranquillity once again returns for a couple of minutes. These moments of tenderness
only serve to make the percussive / drum driven mayhem dominated moments even
more powerful when they arrive. An uneasy calmness is joined by demonic breathing.
Itis as if we are being stalked. Little melancholy piano touches change the mood once
more. Brooding pads start to swell under sparse echoing vocal samples. Then-
wallop, the bludgeoning drums return accompanied by almost wailing, reverberating,
slowly decaying sonic stabs. Things return to a malevolent calmness- of sorts.
Massed strings ebb and flow. Monastic chanting can be heard low in the mix. Another
growling, rhythmic, metal pounding maelstrom, blows these away. Piano then strings



return followed by more Devils' breath and looped vocal sample. Bass piano strings
play out a slow ominous melody as a fairly conventional rhythm shuffles around it.
Moody stuff indeed.

This is a fantastic album though certainly not for everyone. Those who want to holiday
in Hell buy without reservation! (DL)

Nemesis / Sky Archeology
CD /7 tracks / 66.12 mins

The first thing that hits you about this CD is
the superb packaging. It comes in a digi
pack with brilliant artwork throughout. But
the quality doesn®t finish there. The music
certainly lives up to the presentation.

Deep cosmic drones as if we are floating
past a vast brooding powerful sun get the
title track under way. We are then greeted
to what sounds like ghostly phantoms but
by two minutes the first sequence is already
starting to build. It©s a lovely big bass one
with vast synth pads flying past over the
top. The sequence increases in intensity. A repeated motif is added
and an accompanying rhythm snuggles into the middle of the mix. At
six minutes a deeper series of notes gives the piece even greater
depth. God, | absolutely love this track! At seven minutes a laser
sharp lead line joins in and as to be expected from the quality already
shown is awesome. It is well composed and not remotely meandering,
pushing the track along to reach even greater heights. This is so good! Things only
calm down right at the end as we float through strange alien noises into the next track
©The Cygnus Loop®©. More cosmic sounding synth pads provide a backdrop for a gentl
rhythm around which another sequence forms. A melody is added and we get into a
groove which your body will not be able to resist moving to. The lead lines deployed
on this track are very infectious and the sequence and rhythm gives them impetus,
resulting in another smashing piece.

©Tango Fornax 99910 gently follows on with a deep and very resonant drum beat
providing the initial structure but then the most catchy melody so far soars over the

top. A second answering flute lead now comes in. This is really how EM melodies
should be, poignant and yet not remotely twee. The track then moves into a wicked
groove. Look, it©s as simple as this - just buy it! This got me moving so much | couldn©
hit any of the right keys on the keyboard. Powerful, catchy and yet staying faithful to its
EM origins. Absolutely fantastic! ©Nova Stella© is a very spacey number with a rumblin
bass sequence attracting the attention most even though it is quite low in the mix. A
higher register sequence and mellotron sounds propel us into ©Monocheros®© . A deep
bass rhythm and another fantastic sequence take us into warp drive. ©Almagest© is
another track with spacey beginnings but just after the half way mark a rather strange
sequence comes to the surface.

Finally we get ©Anaxagoras®©. A deep bass rhythm counts out time. The melody sounds

like earlyish Vangelis to me but then things become more haunting. At four minutes a
melodic motif changes the mood entirely and we get into another one of those
infectious grooves. This is a simply unmissable album, which comes with a money
back guarantee if you don®t like it. If there are any more like it during 2000 we are
going to be in for another vintage year. (DL)

Nemesis / Cyberiad
CDR/ 8 tracks / 73.54 mins
(Re-issue with new artwork)

This is a superb album - if anything even
more retro than “Sky Archeology' and firmly
enhances their reputation as a class act.
The scene is set with ©Nurinperia®©. A solar
wind turns into a hurricane as wave upon
wave of dense sound breaks from the
speakers. Its all highly atmospheric but
dramatic stuff. A sonic whirlpool of cosmic
oblivion!

This leads into ©Servoaave®© which initially
uses bright metallic effects over faintly vocal pads but at under one minute in bursts a
sequence and rhythm. Its absolutely stunning and very powerful but then the main
melody played on a Tron comes in and all retro fans will be on cloud nine. Know
what? It then gets better and better as we blast forward. You could say that its

begins rather spookily but at about fifty seconds we get- you guessed it- the first
sequence surrounded by swirling effects and high register splashes of sound. Its all
rather psychedelic. All areas of the spectrum are covered and there is tons going on.
It all gets rather close to sensory overload - which is of course a good thing!

Things then quieten down for a couple of minutes but sounds are so thickly layered
that a feeling of excitement is retained. Whispered vocals are half heard but are
unintelligible. A lovely melody plays whilst the sequences reform. The swirling
backdrop becomes even more intense and we get a wonderful but awesome wall of
sound through which a staccato melody can just be heard. The final few minutes
gives us a chance to wind down before going back to the CD player to press play
again. (DL)

Nautilus / In Search of
Castaways

CD/ 11 tracks / 67.28 mins

EM fans seem to come in two flavours |
think. Those who discovered EM via a love
of prog rock, and those who discovered EM
via synthpop and/or ambient. If you're the
former you'll love this. I'm in the latter
camp, and this CD left me cold I'm afraid!
I'll try to be informative in the review
though.

Guitar (real) arpeggios open "Prelude’. A
classic rock organ (a Hammond emulation
I'd say) builds in the background. A fairly
“clean' electric guitar solo adds melodic interest, whilst a choral pad helps strengthen
the backing track. To this set of ears this was the intro to a piece of prog rock, not an

€M CD. still, lets keep going.

Piano arpeggios and solo guitar work open “Time to Turn'. A slow, swelling synth
builds. A mid-tempo sequence enters along with what sounds like electric bass
guitar. Nautilus allow these elements to create quite a trance-like groove — this feels
more like EM territory to me. Things become a little more symphonic around the 3
minute mark as the sequence fades. At times the guitar returns to add a few tasteful
‘licks'. A new sequence enters the mix after 6 minutes along with a simple back-beat.
The rhythm sounds chosen are “acoustic’, which again adds to the decided ‘rock’ feel
of the CD so far. Which brings me to the distorted guitar solo at the 7 and a half
inute mark! 1 have to say that this just isn't my pint of Tetleys! “Archaeopteryx'
opens with a mellow pad and gentle, electric piano. A clarinet-type sound adds a

gstately melody and electronic percussion builds in the background. A choral pad adds

to the symphonic feel. This is an accessible bit of melodic EM — it breaks no barriers
but is well done. An operatic “sample' is added to the mix as the backing drops away.
Everything crashes back in a suitably uplifting way! This one reminded me a little of
Vangelis ("Chariots of Fire' era).

Blues guitar opens “Shadow Nights'! An “acoustic' kit and bright pad supports the
guitar, but it is the guitar that takes centre stage. Pads and a rapid sequencer (Jarre-
like) heralds the very short “Back on Earth'. Choral voices and a faintly "Russian’
sounding lead reinforce the Jarre feel of the track. | liked this one, but it ends far too
soon!

“In Search of Castaways' opens in mellow fashion with symphonic pads, gentle guitar
and a ticking, high-register sequence. Gradually the guitar moves to the centre of the
stage and starts to solo — again, and again. At the 4 and half minute mark a
beautiful, hard-synced synth solo arrives. The sound and style are classic seventies —
beautiful. It acts as a good foil to the guitar — perhaps if Nautilus had used this
technique earlier | may have gotten on better with the CD? The pace of the track
picks up significantly at the ten minute mark as quite strident drums arrive. At the
fifteen minute mark we calm things down with the sound of water and gentle guitar.
The track builds again, but this time mandolin (real) takes the lead duties— sounding
vaguely Greek | must say!

More guitar and pad work open “Luna and a friend of mine' — and that's it! | must
admit that by this point | just craved a new sound pallette. EM usually opens up new
worlds of sound — that's one of the reasons | love it. This CD sounds pretty one-
dimensional to me — the guitar rules. A beautifully moody synth pad and “distant'
arpeggio opens "Silence'. This sounds beautiful — like the opening to a vast space
music track — but it lasts just 1.33 minutes. “Paganel's Dream' opens atmospherically
with synth swells, flutey synth and piano. At the 1 minute 30 second mark a very busy
backing arrives, with a couple of sequences and percussion. That glorious analogue
lead returns — this is much better!

Disembodied effects and drones suggest a deep ocean for the opening of “The Final

controlled mayhem. ©Narsistori© gently takes over from its predecessor with another upPiscovery'. The pace quickens and becomes more symphonic with string “stabs' and

front gently mutating sequence but really its only a holding pattern until we get to
©Gozmoz®©. Another sequence emerges out of windy sounds and insect noises. Subtle
littte melodies come and go giving the track an extremely Dreamy (in more than one
sense of the word!) feel. Near the end the sequence dies away and we are left to drift
and prepare ourselves for the fifteen minute ©Tetrarkia©. Running water can faintly be
heard in the background over gentle pads but it isn©t long before a nice bass
sequence starts to issue forth. Then we get a melody which wouldn®©t have been out of
place on one of Tangerine Dream®©s mid to late 700s albums- exquisite. In fact this
whole album should have fans of 75 to 82 period TD in raptures. The sequence starts
to become more strident and the underlying atmospherics swell. At three minutes in a
rhythm is added which drives the track along but it isn©t too intrusive.

The sequence continues to mutate throughout the track and melodically there is never
a dull moment. At just over the half way mark there is superb solo which is placed in
the middle of the mix so it doesn©t dominate too much but even so is very dramatic.
©Omnisapiens© is a lovely piece of atmospheric picture music- its absolutely gorgeous
turn up the volume and be teleported to far distant areas of the galaxy. ©Metakone©
breaks the peace by getting straight into another fast sequence which is added to and
becomes even more ©stonking®© by the second. It has a high PPS (pulse per second)
which makes it a very exciting track and yet the melodies are played slowly giving

them an even greater effect. To finish we have the twenty minute epic ©Jumalaattori©. |

choral flourishes. “Martial' drums add rhythmic detail at times. Vocal samples and
digital “stabs' give this quite a late 80s feel. Distorted guitar is, of course, added to the
mix.

Acoustic guitar and solo electric guitar open "A friendly Farewell' — nothing else is
added.

| thoroughly enjoyed Maxxess at the NSC — he seems to combine rock guitar and
electronics in a symbiotic way. This felt like a rock CD with some electronic elements
tagged on. (WP)
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Klaus Schulze / Body Love
CD / 4 tracks / 75 mins

With the third consignment of Schulze re-
issues upon us I've decided to kick off with
the "Body Love' album from 1977. An album
that in many ways does exactly what most
all of us expect of first class electronica
recordings these days. It forms that classic
template for retro synth albums galore, 3
extended pieces with varying feel to each of
the tracks.

As I'm sure many of you are aware, ‘Body
Love' was put together as the futuristic
soundtrack to the porn movie of the same
name, (a free bonus DVD would have been nice; purely for artistic reasons of course,
so that we could hear the music in its correct context). I'm glad to read in the sleeve
notes that Klaus had also mused on this thought. Theres always "Body Love II'
Klaus...Presented now in the tasteful artsy white (now gated) sleeve that we all know
and love, the album is re-issued with a twenty two minute bonus track. The cover
artwork reproduced once again utilising high quality inlaid transfers. The enclosed 16
page booklet provides photos of Schulze from the era, a section of interview with the
great man himself in 2004, a two page write up about the making of the album and a
bunch of spurious promo stills from the movie for which the music was devised. As
most any real porn connoisseur will tell you, the films by Harry S Morgan still have the
finest electronic scores out there,( but that's enough about me) "Body Love' pre-dates
them all. And don't worry readers, I'm not about to break into any puns about Klaus
thinking long and hard about the music and maybe | shouldn't mention “scoring' in the
review anymore!!!

Onto the music: - Recorded in late 1976, 'Body Love' it has to be said is an essential
addition to the Schulze back catalogue of the 70's, spanning as it does two volumes.
It is not so much a soundtrack as an out and out Schulze album without compromise.
The whole porn thing is very much a side issue as the music is superb.

“Stardancer', (13.38) getting things off to a fantastic start, Klaus sounding eager to get
on with the show, opening up with a cavalcade of off the wall electronic effects and
percussive strikes that fire off in all directions. A solitary sequencer line soon arrives
as too does the very inventive drumming of Harald Grosskopf. Without more ado the
sound of Moog soloing takes to the fore, the strong drumming remaining unobtrusive
throughout complimenting the lead improvisations perfectly. Tron' choirs skirt around
the peripheries of the piece as things move up to a pitch where they can't be
sustained for too long, the piece ending rather abruptly. “Blanche', (11.44) is a much
more airy/dreamy affair that effortlessly drifts by with delayed piano sinking into a
cosmic analogue sea of synthesis. A simple sequence appears from nowhere,( now
here!!!) in the background as at the five minute mark, the Moog soloing seamlessly
commences. The piece tailing off beautifully before it begins to tire.

Track three, "P.T.O', (27.12) doesn't start with the same sense of purpose as the two
previous tracks. A short solo over drifting synths leading to a single percussive
sounding sequence all sounding very familiar, but at the six minute mark the
sequence morphs into something with much more bite. The drums arrive doing
nothing if not driving the track foreword, building a steady head of steam as those
Mellotron choirs return to fill out the stereo sound field. Twelve minutes in and things
are starting to get alittle bit crazy with a great deal of outlandish synth effects twisting
and turning all over the place in the background. A change of key and some
sequential augmentation leads to more improvisations, the drums really starting to get
abit wild. Klaus reverts to the old phaser trick as events reach a climax, (yes | know,
double-entendres, we don't need em') with the sequencing and solo's. An
uncomfortable edit brings the madness to an end as we spend the last few minutes of
the piece back in a melancholy drifting synth mode.

Time for the bonus track “Lasse Braun', (22.26). This is brilliantly hypnotic stuff. We
get past afew opening seconds of tape noise then we are into an extended piece that
was recording during the same sessions as the rest of "Body Love', (however it was
put to one side and left un-used and untitled until now!!!). This is another of those
archive gems; the quality of the recording is on a par with the rest of the album and
compliments the whole of the set perfectly. After listening through the track for the first

time my immediate thought was that this was like a more modern version of *Picture
Music's', 'Totem’, this becoming so much more apparent as of the eight minute mark
when resonant percussive synth and arpeggiators conspire to form that similar
soundbed of electronic tabla-like music from which solo's can emerge, and emerge
they do in similar fashion to the Moog soloing of the rest of the album. Like “Totem'
there is a slight key change halfway through, things becoming more intense before
fading off into nothingness.

So to the round up on this definitive re-issue. Well ‘Body Love' is a forward looking
album, Klaus employing is growing number of hi tech toys to great effect making a
modern sounding recording for the time. Showing no sign of deviating from his set
musical path, you would never for a moment guess that this was a soundtrack album,
‘Body Love II' continuing that same musical story. It is a kind of anonymous album
though, not putting a foot wrong, but at the same time not necessarily pushing the
envelope. This is very much an album of formulaic Schulze. There is a saying that the
road to success is dotted with many tempting parking spaces # this | think is one of
them. Is this then a bad album? Not abit of it, the music has a real vitality all its own,
including the very welcome new addition of the bonus track. One can only hope that
‘Body Love' the movie was as great as its soundtrack!!! (B22)

Klaus Schulze / Dune
CD/ 3 tracks / 79.53 mins

OK, so its time again to record an album. Trouble
is, your previous release was the mighty “X'. How
on earth do you set about a follow up to a
monumental slab on synthesis like that??? Klaus
seemed to have been on a steady rollercoaster of
success since the making of “Timewind', recording
a succession of successful albums possibly
reaching a cosmic peak with the aforementioned
*X'. Which brings me to the next problem - when
you've reached the top the only way is

down...... or is it? With music press pundits
waiting in the wings, knives, (and quills)
sharpened at the ready, was Schulze about to
become the latest sacrificial lamb to the end of the

supergroup / prog-rock seventies?

Klaus chose a subject dear to his heart for inspiration, gleaning ideas from the epic sci-fi novel,
“Dune’,( which he did sound to be alittle obsessed with at the time, having already named one of
the tracks on X' after its author Frank Herbert). Assisted by Wolfgang Tiepold, (returning to add a
further dimension to the music throughout the album with his improvisational skills on the Cello)
Schulze commits the cardinal sin of introducing vocals to the music, drawing Arthur Brown into the
studio to sing on one of the tracks, was Klaus about to critically sink or swim??

‘Dune’ is now re-issued in a double gated card sleeve with the metallic finish of the original album
cover. The bonus on this CD being an additional twenty three minute track. The enclosed 20 page
booklet provides photos of Schulze from the era, a section of interview with the great man himself
in 2004, a two page write up about the making of the album plus a lyric sheet,( so that you can
sing along!!!).

At just over half an hour in length now, (‘Dune’ is presented at its full length. Was 29.52mins, now
30.28mins) the title track is upon us. To describe the entire piece isn't easy, its not sequencer
based but at the same time doesn't drift in an aimless spacey kind of way. This huge slice of
sound is simply the most majestic and cinematic of Klaus's work to date. No discernable themes or
solo's stand out, the track seeming more intent on conveying impressionistic moods and
atmospheres, but nothing that radically detracts from the fact that this is one long flowing piece of
music. Tiepolds work throughout the piece is simply amazing, Klaus generously seems to have
handed the track over to him to lead the way with different intonations towards texture and feel,
painting a more intricate sonic picture for us as Schulze's musical vista's appear then drift away.
Changes of key lead to atonal differences which also highlight development within the piece as it
moves slowly on through different episodes. Work had already started on the movie,' Dune' the
previous year. Bizarrely director David Lynch chose pop group Toto to do the soundtrack for the
film, when all the time he had the perfect score sitting right there in front of him, which I'm sure
Klaus would have loved him to use. I'm not one for harping on about music over poetically,' Dune'
however is something alittle different, it does appear to be a work that is meant to be pure
soundscape and nothing less, reminding of the otherworldly scorched deserts in which much of the
“Dune’ story takes place. Sit back and immerse yourself in this glorious musical landscape. In stark
contrast, “Shadows of Ignorance’,(26.22) that follows is a track that is both rhythmic and up-tempo,
pointing the way ahead for Klaus's music into the eighties. This is such a change from the music
Klaus had produced on his first ten albums, making them seem like a mere warm up to what he
and the equipment were really capable of. It's all beautifully engineered sounding bright and
punchy. Compression on the drums and sequenced bassline set perfectly, the piece soon

chugging along nicely like a well oiled engine. Schulzes creative work sounding like an industrial
strength trip around the studio as he improvises with Tiepold. Arthur Brown enters the picture to do
his bit on vocals after the initial eight minutes of musical scene setting. However, the lyric he sings
is just awful. Consistently meaningless, at times humorous, (in that the lyric's that bad). At times
frustrating and childish. Worst line,"What you are before you were!”. I've tried to read it in the
context of the song, but no + I'm lost.

Another failed attempt at electronica with words,( this an album following hot on the heels of
Tangerine Dream's ill fated vocal experiment on “Cyclone' the previous year). Klaus falls foul of all
the same problems. In this case Mr. Brown does his best, but his true ability is stifled, stuck in a
minor musical key with a lack of variation. Sounding like he's trying to sing a sermon, its all alittle
trying, all alittle tiring. The music is great, but just not suited to a lyric that's for sure. Browns voice
seems to have been recorded in a single take, all very unrehearsed. His timing and phrasing are
out by a mile, caught out with unexpected key changes which leave him singing hopelessly out of
tune at times. Swiftly onto our bonus track,'Le Mans',(23.03), the title referring to the location from
which this live recording was taken. This excerpt recorded during the “Dune’ tour of late 1979, has
a bootleggy feel to it. Opening up in a fashion that has the polysynths sounding all rather 82'/
Schmoelling period TD the tempo rises and Klaus is really going for it with the soloing!! The

metronomic rhythms tick over at about 130bpm whilst Mr. Schulze starts mucking around triggering
arpeggiated sounds for his latest round of soloing,( all abit daft really, showing that Klaus doesn't
take himself too seriously). This all seems to be going nowhere, but in actual fact Klaus is a step
ahead of us programming “on the fly' ingeniously getting the synths to sound like a race car engine
rewing up,( he is at Le Mans afterall!!!). As | say, all abit daft, but clever and daring stuff live!!!
The tempo is halved at the halfway mark and typically Schulzey leads ensue. Things are gradually
stripped back until only the strings remain, slowly building again to a big finale,( sounding very
much like the early work of lan Boddy it has to be said!!).

“Dune' is without a doubt an astounding, and diverse work which leaves the 1979 listener to
ponder what Schulze may come up with next, the album stamping on the notion that Klaus may
have run out of ideas for his music by the end of the decade, indeed re-enforcing the feeling that
all we had really heard during the seventies was merely a facade for his real talent yet to be fully
exploited!!! Vocals aside, "Dune is an album worth buying for the title track alone, it's completely
mesmerising as it morphs from one mood to another effortlessly!!! The bonus track, interesting,
but wouldn't an instrumental version of “Shadows of Ignorance' been something!!! That said + a
word of wisdom, what we each hear in the music is largely down to what we look for in the music.
Enjoy ‘Dune'. (B22)
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
