This is an album which seems to have four
distinct sections. To start with we have
three powerful Otarion, Binar, Jarre,
Klangwelt and much else besides numbers;
then we get a Vangelis type track; then a
Sequencer driven retro piece and finally a
brace of floating ‘picture music' outings. But
lets look at things in more detail. A superb
warbling cosmic intro is blasted asunder by
a rapid, powerful, almost growling rhythm.

It might be ‘Just Fusion' but quite what it is
fusing I'm not sure. An ethnic sounding flute
melody is in complete contrast to such blistering backing but it works so well! More
drums roll and the arpeggiator is brought into play, little tinkling runs of notes going up
and down the scale. ‘Andromeda’ is mean and menacing right from the off as if great
power is being kept at bay. Gradually things become more syncopated as little
melodies bounce in and out making it difficult for the mind to gain any real focus but
captivating stuff nevertheless. More drums come in flourishes then as with the opener
it's a ball breaking roller coaster of a ride.

‘Timewarp' again uses deep, thick, warbling cosmic sounds. Lush ethereal pads make
their presence felt and a train type rhythmic loop steams forward in its wake. ‘Rue Du
Soleil' calms things down, again making use of beautiful, melodic, ethereal pads. It's a
very tranquil, heavenly track complete with gorgeous delicate and extremely Vangelis
like melodies. A sequence with high hat backing provides a rather purposeful start to
‘Rhythm of the Gods' as we now delve into Berlin School influenced territory. Dreamy
lead lines wander over the top. The sequence and rhythm become increasingly
powerful then a wonderful Schulzian lead starts to bounce from sequence to
sequence. This is so good! More sequences are added and the foot is put down on
the accelerator still further. A tinkling crystalline melodic loop, which again reminded
me of Klaus at his best, replaces the previous lead line and if anything things get even
better. | wonder if the ‘God' in question actually is supposed to be Klaus. Absolutely
fantastic. The pace is slowed and the pulse is given a chance to steady with ‘Beyond
Classic'. It is all rather moody and atmospheric.

We finish with the title track, full of brooding malevolent sounds through which, for a
short time, the light starts to shine, though still with a twist of melancholy. Gradually
however we seem to descend into the darkness once more, in fact probably even
deeper into the pit than where we started. (DL)

Remote Spaces / Spirals
CDR/ 6 tracks / 48.24 mins

Warren reviewed this one in magazine 106
and was not too impressed. | however liked
it so here you are, a second opinion. We
start with the title track. A lovely slow
melodic sequence cuts through insectile
swamp sounds. A deep bass pulse gives
proceedings extra bite. Lovely breathy
tuneful pads provide just the right backing
underneath, becoming quite mournful as
we progress. Drums are not a major
feature, coming in flourishes but used
sparingly like this they are rather effective.
More excellent melodic content is added as a lovely little tinkling motif comes and
goes. We finish with a heartfelt piano solo. | thought this was a rather beautiful track.

‘Dreams' gets underway with a vast drum sound, almost like an explosion actually.
This is repeated and left to decay into the distance. A subtle little tuneful lead line
starts to form underneath juxtaposing the powerful surges wonderfully. Another lead
line comes in making things seem relaxed, as if sleeping on a warm but deserted
beach. There is, however, also a slight uneasiness about it. Remote Spaces use
‘space’ really well. That is they do not over clutter the soundstage. Each element is
given room to be heard thus imparting the full, in this case, moody effect. It is a
technique | have mentioned in the past and is one | like very much. It could also have
been something that was not to Warren's taste however- one of the wonderful thing
about music. ‘Golden Cities' begins with a steady rhythm to which a phased lead line
and further percussion are added. The melodies are rather subtle but exquisite. Each
element develops, becoming more prominent as the track progresses but without
ruining the lovely delicate nature of the piece.

‘Fragment Number 2' begins with angelic vocal type pads embroided by dreamy
percussion and plucked strings. A lonesome silken lead takes us back to that
deserted beach already visited on the second track. Yet another beautiful piece of
music. ‘Miracle’ uses sounds as if from creatures living in the deepest part of an
ocean as a base around which a sequence / loop does its syncopated thing. Melodic
chords are laid down, as are little sighing sounds which add a lovely finishing touch.
More rhythm and brilliant lead lines are brought into play and we really start to motor.
This is a superb tuneful but also infectious body mover. ‘Stars' is initially another
subtle number with touches of percussion and piano mixing with electronic effects.
These three elements gradually become more dramatic and exciting but also rather
abstract and even experimental. Most ‘experimental’ music doesn't really light my
candle but | found this curious mixture of sounds fascinating. By the fourth minute
things had calmed down somewhat and we now float on soft pads with little twittering
sounds fizzing over the top. Yet another lovely melody is introduced and we now drift
along serenely as if snoozing in a boat on some gentle sun kissed lake.

Should you buy this album? Well, if your tastes are similar to mine, | would say most
certainly yes (despite the shortish running time!). If on the other hand you are more
tuned into Warren's aesthetics, obviously not! (DL)

Mario Schonwalder /
Hypnotic Beats

CDR/ 6 tracks / 79.50 mins

Re-issue with superb new artwork plus
extra music.

This is much more than a straight re-issue
as one track has been extended and
another replaced. Apparently this is how the
album was originally intended to be. Soft
cosmic pads and tinkling bell like
percussion give ‘Moogazyn' a very relaxed
start. In the second minute a deep bass
rhythm (that will test the speakers) starts
up. It is relatively slow in pace but even so will get those ornaments shaking on the
shelves. | could just hear a sequence starting to build low in the mix. Lead lines come
and go but they are rather subtle, playing a supportive role to the rhythmic content.
Some will find this track simply too repetitive but | found it, as the album title suggests,
rather hypnotic but also powerful stuff.

Rhythms again feature prominently on ‘A Dream, Merely a Dream'. This time they are
of a more shuffling variety with supporting Shulzian type lead lines and occasional
drum flourishes. There is quite a bit going on here if you take the time to listen
carefully as the track slowly evolves. It is a wonderful piece which was mesmerizing in
both rhythm and melodic departments. | played it three times before moving on to the
next track! | did eventually make it as far as ‘The Garden of Sanssouci'. This is the
track, which has been extended. As | don't have the original | am not sure by how
much but | suspect that as we are now pushing the new maximum running time of
eighty minutes it is by quite a bit. It starts off slowly in atmospheric mode. Gradually a
plucked string loop becomes more prominent then suddenly explodes! A slow melodic
sequence / loop emerges from the aftermath and bounces along quite nicely, a
meandering lead line soon falling into place around it. As with the opener it all
becomes rather hypnotic until we return to swirling atmospherics and gently looping
percussion in the ninth minute. A sequence emerges again a few minutes later, this
time accompanied by the most strident lead so far.

‘Niemandsland' uses some really cool processed string sounds as if hearing a cello
playing but on the edge of a fevered dream. A slow sequence starts up and we
continue to the end of this short track in moody brooding fashion. The twenty-minute
title track is next, featuring Harald Grosskopf on drums. It starts in a similar fashion to
its predecessor, that is atmospheric but with attitude and just the slightest amount of
subtle percussion. A nice thick bass sequence starts to form accompanied by a higher
register one. Harald then starts up quite a groove around the pulsations. Lead lines
nestle perfectly in the middle of the mix. Subtlety is the order of the day. This isn't
bludgeoning stuff, more mind caressing. In the eleventh minute things take a slight
change in direction becoming somewhat more mournful. This feeling continues over
to the last track, ‘White Tower'. This is the new one but it is only three minutes long.
Nevertheless it does provide a good melancholy conclusion. (DL)

Mario Schonwalder / The
Eye Of The Chameleon
CDR /5 tracks / 79.47 mins

Re-issue with superb new artwork plus extra
music.

I know Mario Schonwalder from his
blistering live work with Detlef Keller (and
sometimes Bas Broekhuis of course), but
his solo work is new to me. This release
seems to be a re-release from 1992 on
Manikin records, although the music itself
was recorded between 1988 and 1989.
Track 5 appears to be a bonus. So, for
some of you this will be familiar | think — but to me it is new and I'm fascinated to hear
Schonwalder on his own.

Choirs, brash analogue sweeps and a throbbing bass sequence kick ‘Behind the
Mental Wall' into life. A second, higher register sequence joins the fray. Simple but
effective electronic percussion cements these ‘classic' foundations. It's not long
before a classic Schonwalder lead makes its presence felt, played on a gorgeous
seventies sound. A second, flutey lead plays ‘question and answer'. The percussion
builds in intensity with pounding tom toms. Everything just ‘works’; this is classic
retro EM. Things start to wind down with a minute or so to go. A beautiful opening.
‘Earthtime’ opens with acoustic (virtual) guitar, a gentle pad and a repeated bass note.
A hypnotic mood is created — and extended by simple percussion and a loping high
register sequence. Atmospheric synth effects and a reed-like lead, very evocatively
played as you'd expect, create harmonic interest. Schonwalder here displays his deft
touch for melody and atmosphere — as well as his superb lead synth technique (who
can forget him going quietly insane behind his synth at HJ3? — sorry if you missed the
gig!).

Symphonic pads and what sound like hand-bells suggest a monastic or spiritual
setting — we are looking at ‘The Eye Of The Chameleon'. Synth effects hover around
the symphonic core of the mix, after close to 4 minutes a very Schulzian sequence,
bell-like and rock solid, enters the mix — it's simply fabulous and sounds like
something off Keller and Schonwalder's classic ‘Concerts' double CD. A second,
mid-register sequence falls into formation. The atmospherics continue to build
around this solid foundation, but the track is all about the sequences, and they hold
the attention via clever key changes and their core musicality. A distorted lead comes
and goes — again it's beautifully played. By the ten minute mark another gorgeous,
‘reedy’ lead joins the mix. This is a cracker! Retro fans really need this track in their
collections.

‘The Voyage Set To ( ... To The Earth)' was recorded live at the Berlin Planetary in
January 1989. Haunting pads and a strange, distorted sequence open proceedings.
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Then a simply devastating lead is deployed, played on the kind of slow attack, syrupy
synth sound that got me hooked on synths back in the late. This is moody and
glorious. Things take an abstract turn after 3 minutes, but the lead remains to anchor
the track. I'm waiting for it ... and it arrives at the 5 minute mark + a syncopated mid-
register sequence and hypnotic percussion pattern. Glorious! Various leads and pads
come and go. A rapid metallic glissando joins the more traditional sequencing - it has
a feel of the 1980's about it + something that Depeche Mode would have utilized
perhaps # it really works. The rhythmic elements leave the mix at the 19 minute mark
and Schonwalder then sets about weaving a stark but highly descriptive section. We
get a haunting lead, massed choirs and “solar flashes'. Wonderful stuff + from start to
finish + wish I'd been there to hear it live.

Metallic clangs, seemingly recorded in some vast, empty factory provide an
appropriate intro to “Abstract Roof'. String synth lines add a foreboding melody. We
are in a dark place + in fact I'm reminded of John Carpenter's soundtrack work a little,
certainly the music would suit one of his sci-fi classics. By the 5 minute mark a kind
of sequence (rhythmic and metallic sounding) adds more structure, but it's fleeting +
this is a mood piece to the core. Bottom line? We all know and love Mario
Schonwalder. He's a fabulous musician and has a real feel for retro EM. Treat
yourself! (WP)

Klaus Schulze / Audentity
CD /11 tracks / 74.16 + 79.45 mins

A man must be able to define his
limitations, then strive to exceed them'. In
1983, when Klaus hit us with his latest
release “Audentity' | think he achieved just
that, producing an inventive album that
takes all your notions about Schulzes
cosmic mastery and gives them a good
shake down leaving us with a fantastic
recording that doesn't appear to have really
aged one jot since its conception 22 years
ago!!! This is without a doubt an
adventurous and boisterous outing, the
music remaining strident, at times
bombastic and it has to be said compelling throughout. “Audentity’
lacks any real gentle ambience, going for the jugular consistently with
music that doesn't ask for your attention, but demands it!!! Like a
sonic smack in the teeth this is an album that's not only intent on
assaulting your eardrums but also wants to take your granny outside
and mud wrestle her too!!!

Smc‘J
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Akin to a synth powered jazz excursion this tour de force steams along providing us
with some of the most vibrant and accessible of Schulze's music to date,
paradoxically the album also showcasing some of the most perplexing of his work too.
“Audentity’ is reissued with the cover artwork reproduced once again utilising high
quality inlaid transfers. The enclosed 16 page booklet provides photos of Schulze
from the era, a section of interview with the great man himself in 2004, and a two
page write up about the making of the album,( strangely this being a subject he
doesn't necessarily discuss, digressing into anecdotes about the 70's "Go' sessions.
Fascinating, but we are none the wiser about circumstances regarding this release,
shame). The bonus track this time around is a piece lasting almost an hour that was
recorded at the same time as the rest of the album. With sampling technology
becoming a recognised and more mainstream musical affair at around this time,
Schulze employed it in a devastatingly effective manner throughout “Audentity’. He
also makes full use of his partners in crime on this recording + Wolfgang Tiepold
returning once more on Cello, Michael Shrieve on drums and Schulze's own custom
built EEH rhythm computer. Rainer Bloss appears on glockenspiel and FX, each
member putting their own particular spin on things, most all of the material produced
here being an absolute musical reverie!!!! Klaus on this occasion having hit a creative
high again, producing an album that showed the electronic world that he'd moved
forward, but was still a master of the old synth knob twiddling game!!!

“Cellistica’ opens the set in fine style with some over modulated enharmonic scales
coming in from all directions, all wonderfully obscure. The sound of Cello twists and
turns, gradually working its way around an electronic riff; pacey percussion and
bassline arriving at the four minute mark. The intermittent use of powerful sounding
Simmons drums dance in and out of the piece as a sprightly melody forms. Huge
synthetic samples rush into the piece unsupervised throughout adding unyet another
dimension to the overall sound. The pitch rises and again the electronic percussion
interweaves with the other festivities. With so much going on the Cello fights to stay
ahead of the game here. So the melody returns, and all of a sudden you realise
you've just spent nearly 25 minutes listening to this freewheeling, spellbinding noise.
What a way to begin!!!

“Speilglocken'(21.24), and Klaus opens up with a familiar sounding riff, a drifting lead
sound appearing just as one might expect from Schulze. Again the tension rises until
the pressure is released at the five minute mark with the steady pulse of percussion
and glockenspiel melody played by Mr Bloss against a sequenced sample of the
same instrument, the result - magical. Things gently skew off centre until at the
fourteen minute mark things are stepped up a gear and we are straight into some hi-
tech electro pop, typical of the era........ only better and more aggressive!!!! The final
four minutes merely serving to wind things down from the pitch we have now reached,
that steady kick drum percussion keeping the whole piece in check. Without a doubt
the highlight of the album, and for me the highlight of Schulze's eighties work!!! This
is a very busy track where | think all the protagonists really got the same feel/vibe
about where the piece should be heading next and nailed it perfectly.

“Sebastian im Traum'(28.21) has to be one of the strangest tracks ever from Schulze,
stepping through many episodes separated by a sample of a creaking door opening
and closing. It starts well enough with vocoded synth and sonic effects which wouldn't
have been out of place on “Dune'. Tiepolds Cello work is prolific treading an uneasy
path through a mass of synths and effects. Obscure, abstract or avant garde, call it
what you will, it's all these things and more. Schulze holds the piece together for
about 20 minutes before it starts to loose its cohesion. With a track of such great
length that never really finds its true direction | think it's fair to say that after all these
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years, it's not the easiest listen in the world. A gentle synth sequence re-emerges
several times throughout the track, but it's a very fragmented piece!!! I'm still not sure
as to if this was ever a serious piece or Klaus just muckng around with all his musical
toys for half an hour???

Onto disc two and “Tango-Saty'(5.47) is first upon the play list. Make of this what you
will'!! I've always assumed that this was a fun track that Klaus just decided to leave in.
A bouncy little rhythm interspersed with bland synth brass hits and wild slices of
wavetable synthesis. A counter rhythm comes in at the halfway mark to rescue the
piece, but | think it's beyond that kinda' help. Is this just Klaus messing around.......... |
do hope so. The ten and a half minute "Amourage’ is very interesting as Schulze
mixes the old with the new. Piano plays counterpoint to some very percussive
sounding flutesy sample. As the 70's synth pads arrive in classic Schulze style we find
that the lead used is a sample which emulates the tone of an original analogue synth,
giving the track a more revitalised feel and harder edge. Lovers of Schulzes 70's
drifting works will love this track even with its modern overtones, though it is that
progression in sound design that makes it fit so well with the rest of the “Audentity’ set.
“Opheylissem'(5.11) is a rythmn based track which sounds good and edgy coming
straight in with arpeggiated bass and Shrieve giving that electronic drum kit a darn
good thrashing,( Shrieves solo work recorded alittle later sounding decidedly
influenced by his work with Schulze, check out “In Suspect Terrain'). Relying too
heavily on Shrieve to carry the piece with his drumming alone the synth riffs and hits
just sound to be in too much of a state of disorder to pull the track together as they
should, the piece soon loosing its way.

Moving onto our bonus track this time and we are presented with the 58.10 minute
"Gem'. The track plays continuously through five titled sections,(Gem/Tiptoe on the
Misty Mountain Tops/Sink or Swim/At the Angle of an Angel/Of White Nights). The
sleevenotes tell more of the origins of the piece, but without massive variation in the
piece | think it's fair to say that the music suffers because of this. Commencing with a
gentle delay on Schulzes PPG synth the piece gets underway in a very disjointed
manner. Things calm down alittle as Klaus moves on through some of the PPG's
internal sounds programming as he goes, some of it hitting the mark some not.
Things pick up significantly as the second section plays in with a pair of arpeggiated
sequences playing in sync with a smattering of percussion thrown in. The PPGs gritty
leads are harsh indeed and again it's about five minutes into this section before some
kind of order is found. The piece progesses with some semblance of direction for a
quarter of an hour, but as the third section starts we spot the problem with the music
as it continues without any real change in the basic sequence. Unfortunately events
remain unchanged throughout the duration of this improvised section, Klaus still
switching through the PPGs wavetable sounds and programming on the fly. Arrrgh!!!
section four commences unabated and though we've switched down a key and
Schulze has the solo voicings sorted nothing has really developed for nearly half an
hour now!!! Though this fifteen minute section is by enlarge the most cohesive of all
the parts I'm now getting tired of the repetition as I'm sure many will by this stage. The
final section returning to the choppiness of the earlier parts with several voicing
changes as before, then finally fades away, that rhythm still ticking over after nearly
fifty minutes of the same pattern!!!

So how does the definitive version of “Audentity fare? Well going through the album
again after all these years is like revisiting an old friend, the original double vinyl
album was a rather well proportioned affair in the first place, the bonus set on this
issue serves as just that, a bonus, an addition, but for my money does not
unfortunately enhance the original tracks. Completists may argue the toss here, but
the quality of the input on the bonus work pales by comparison with that of the other
studio pieces. The top notch production job still comes across beautifully on this CD,
(which | remember being of startling clarity back in 83"). | really feel that “Audentity’
managed to capture the mood of the moment between the musicians involved,( which
is more than can be said for the cover art which | still think is completely misplaced,
seemingly thrown together as an afterthought). The album, like "Dig It', has an
industrial quality to it; machine like at times. Though it suffers several inconsistencies
this is a powerhouse of musical artistry and invention. With the other musicians
heavily involved the pieces the quality throughout shows itself time and time again.
The bonus track, recorded largely on the fly, doesn't really add anything to "Audentity’,
it's just too long winded. Then again, better to have than have not!!! Better a diamond
with a flaw than a pebble without.... or something along those lines. (B22)

Extra Bit By (DL) As Audentity is one of my favourite eighties albums and the track
‘Sebastian im Traum’ my number one cut from that album | thought | must make some
comment. There is no doubt that, as B22 mentions, ‘Seb..." is one of Klaus’ more left
field outings. For the most part it is just downright weird but to me it seems to fit
perfectly with the weirdness within me. This is Klaus at his most inventive and the
playing from Wolfgang Tiepold is inspired. And as for that lovely melody when the
door is opened - it's simply beautiful making the strangeness which returns when the
door is closed even more effective. B22 mentions that he is not sure if it was ever
intended as a serious piece. | would say it most certainly was - probably one of his
most serious. | would also disagree that the track starts to fall apart at the twenty-
minute mark. | have listened to it again, all the way through, another couple of times
before writing this but to me it just continues on from this point in a similar intriguing /
disturbing way right until the end. B22 also didn’t much like the bonus track and |
would agree that there are better to be found on some of the other re-issues but | still
think it is a worthwhile inclusion. There are many tracks on ‘The Ultimate Edition’ that
weren't exactly life changing moments, as could be said about ‘Gem’ but | am still
pleased to have it in my collection even though as B22 states it is not of the same
standard as the original tracks. As far as the comments about his handling of the
PPG, as | am not a musician | will just have to assume that what he says is true but |
have long held the opinion that in listening to an album it can be a curse being a
musician as well as a gift. If | were to dissect a track into the various elements of how
it was made it would spoil it for me. | just like the music to come from the speakers,
through my ears and straight to my emotions. Any technical analysis would seriously
get in the way. We even disagree on the Head Design cover art which | have always
thought was rather ‘classy’ and one of my favourite images on his albums. The
strange thing though is that, overall, we both really like this album; it is just a matter of
degrees. This certainly isn't the first time that it has been the subject of debate
amongst Schulze fans and now with the extra talking point of the bonus track it
certainly will not be the last!



Oliver Ganz / Phases of
Death

CDR /10 tracks / 65.07 mins

Mmmmm.... | can©t remember when my first
impressions have been so wrong. First,
there is the title not a very promising start
and the cover art of a brain does not
inspire too much confidence. All the sleeve
notes are in German so | can glean little
from them. The tracks are all linked into 5
Phases of Death and the first track opens
with a thunderstorm and frenetic dialogue
(in German), | can only assume someone
has entered the first Phase of Death but
the electronic soundtrack is not without interest already and only lasts for a couple of
minutes. So we pass into Phase 2, Track 2, from now on | shall refer just to the track
numbers. The second piece calms down considerably with a melodic sequence and a
wonderfully evocative, warm melody is followed by spoken female vocals and some
tasteful guitar. At around the 1.50 mark there

is a rush of sound resembling a scream and a change of tempo follows with faster
rhythms and a bright, melodic, lead synth which is joined by some fine melodic guitar
which explodes into the mix at the 3.40 mark. Unpredictably after 5 minutes there is a
brief rush of melodic sequencing which subsides to reveal a detailed mix with a few
spoken vocals before we return to the earlier splendid motif which is reprised as the
track is stripped down to the basic sequence. Now I©m not a fan of the lazy
comparison as they can mislead but as | listened to this album | couldn®©t quite work
out which classic EM artist this album reminded me of, especially on this track, then it
suddenly came to me. Mark Shreeve, and yet it is not an obvious comparison, but the
quality of the melodic synth lines definitely resonate with Mark©s earlier solo albums.
Cross fading into track three a dramatic sequence begins promisingly with phased
electronics drums and voices and at the 2.16 mark a subdued synth melody is
followed by a big, bright, anthem.

Good dynamics add to the impact of the big tune and we return to the opening
sequence with some added arpeggios and a touch of organ and then an excellent
guitar solo climaxes with the main melody. Another first class piece. Track 4 begins
with piano and proggy synth with phased electronics and strings used as a backdrop
but here the melody is not as convincing as on previous outings but the piece only
lasts for just over 3 minutes before cross-fading into the fifth track which builds after a
slow start into a fest of frantic and bubbling sequencers set against more stately
strings. Again, it is an unusual but intoxicating brew with some Hawkwind-like
electronic treatments giving it a retro feel. Track 6 sounds more contemporary with
more sequencing and epic Fox-like strings, (what the heck let©s use more
comparisons), but as is the case with the whole album there is a sense of

abandon and eccentricity here and generally it pays off, death apparently is never dull.
Track 7 has some unusual treatments before brief snatches of TD flourishes tantalise
before the voices make a very brief and unwelcome appearance, but thankfully the
piece settles into instrumental mode with more powerful sequencing and descending
TD- like chords . Track 8 opens with eccentric sequencing set against more
conventional string sounds and melodic piano but here the sequence spoils things a
little and the soloing does not quite cut the mustard but the guitar and added strings
save the day.

Track 9 strips the sound down to piano and simple synth lead to provide a good
change of pace but strings, voices and sequences soon enter the mix and it gets very
Bekki Williams for a time with epic sounding symphonic lead lines and at around the
five minute mark the tempo is raised with faster sequences and cimactic guitar ending
with another thunderstorm. Track 10 is a very melodic piano, string and slightly over
the top synth and epic Vangelis ending. Phew... ©Phases of Death® is quite a trip and |
thoroughly enjoyed this album and can recommend it for fans of bright uptempo
sequencer based melodic EM but expect the unexpected. Appearances can be
deceptive. Don©t judge a book/synth album by the cover! (SR)

Klaus Schulze /
Miditerranean Pads

CD /3 tracks / 71.51 mins

Now | have a confession to make +
“Miditerranean Pads' was one of those
albums that just passed me by upon its
original release in 1990. So although not
much has been changed/altered for this re-
issue | can still go over it with a fresh
perspective and see what Klaus had
produced post "En=Trance'. "Miditerranean
Pads', presented here in what now appears
to be the standard double gate folded card
sleeve for these re-releases has the cover
artwork reproduced once again utilising high quality inlaid transfers. The enclosed 16
page booklet provides photos of Schulze from the era, a section of interview with the
great man himself in 2004, and a two page write up about the making of the album.

Schulze states in the new sleevenotes that a renewed interest in drums and exotic
percussion sounds led him to steer the music down a more rhythmic avenue, though
a first listen through the album confirms that he's managed to stay true to his musical
roots. The synths are there alright, but the thing that upset many a devoted follower of
his music was this use of drums and percussion which remain consistent throughout
two of the three tracks. Klaus explains that although the album wasn't warmly
received upon its original release, there does come a time when an artist has to move
things forward, embracing new technology in the eighties and nineties in just the same
way as he did back in the seventies. He had reached that point where the artist must
ask, am | producing my own heartfelt music or just playing purely on the sensibilities
of the fans knowing what they want and endlessly serving up more of the same,

leading into a steady stagnation and demise. On this particular recording Klaus does
appear to have produced music not that far removed from what we may have
expected from him at the time, sounding as though he had picked up where
"En=Trance left off. On the percussion side + well the drums are persistent, but not
unduly out of place or overwhelming. Klaus also seems quite content with this project
as a whole, not adding acres of bonus material, but instead opting to provide us with
one of the pieces in its complete form,( the original being edited down for the 1990
release).

‘Decent Changes',(32.38) is the first whopping slice of Schulzism on the agenda,
presented here without the previous time restrictions. From the very outset Klaus has
the drums ticking over steadily making them very much a focal point of the whole
piece. A meandering bass looks for a direction as the good old Fairlight kicks to life in
the background, and here's where the review goes onto hold for a moment. An
important point | wish to raise about the music here: - Schulze's traditionalist fans and
music pundits of the day may have had a pop at Klaus and his music on this album for
being too modernesque and contemporary of its day, (so much so that Klaus is
prompted to explain in the sleevenotes the musical approach at the time and the
reasoning behind it, explaining that his sole purpose in life was not to annoy
everyone). In actual fact, whilst Klaus had gone ahead and made a sample laden
album, he was actually using what at the time was old technology!! The Fairlight CMI
itself being a decade old by the time of this recording. Klaus was reaching back to
familiar sounds of his eighties work to build upon, so this modernesque tag | feel is
quite inappropriate and ill placed. Contemporary, well yes¥sY4..Klaus does have HIS
contemporaries!!!

Back to the music - Sounding alittle gritty and harsh, sampled strings/cello arrive at
the six minute mark to take up the lead in much the same way as the old Moog synth
would have 15 years earlier. This improvised section of the music returning several
times throughout the piece giving it a cyclical feel. Things get wee bit sinister and
edgy later in the piece, the drums and percussion becoming alittle more involved now
as much of the lead and synths are now stripped back. This reminding me of the
"En=Trance' album all over again. The Cello plays against acoustic guitar both
samples sounding brash and hard edged, this pattern of play continuing throughout
the entire piece. At 20mins a small flourish rekindles the track, the solo's returning
with repeated shifts in the Cello/guitar interplay until the music's conclusion. The piece
never tires or gets stuck in a groove in that there are always decent changes
developing along the way.

The fourteen minute title track arrives like a breath of fresh air sounding absolutely
glorious in its opening two minutes, capturing a mood in an instant as did Froese on
the classic "Maroubra Bay', transporting the listener to a place that you could only
reach in your dreams. Sun drenched imagery of a place to possibly relax for a while at
some luxury Mediterranean pad, (sorry about the awful play on words there folks, but
if Klaus can do it¥s¥sso can | ). Assisted at the Fairlight by Georg Stettner and choral
voice of Mrs Schulze,( if only a sample) a lilting melody unfolds, in a completely
percussion free environment which nails that equatorial atmosphere superbly. The
track builds slowly, a clunky piano sample briefly masking the true beauty of the piece,
prior to the return of the Cello sound playing a variation on the reflective refrain. A
Saxophone sample topping things off nicely as the track swings towards a close.
Sounds of synth strings and voice glide by as bells tinkle away in the upper registers,
getting ever so Vangelisy. Wonderfully dreamy atmospheric stuff!!!

“Percussion Planante,(25.01). This piece | have to say is just like a continuation of
what we experienced on "En=Trance's', "Velvet System’, this music being just as
frenetic in places. A piano lead arriving shortly, the music keyed to action-thriller
mode. With drums in all the right places as the track moves forward soon bringing
with it huge wall of synth/vox sound which the drums battle against, neither winning
out. The tension mounts, the piano running out of steam exiting the ballgame by the
ten minute mark. Some big big sampled choirs and synthesis wail their way to a short
rhythmic break, the drums remaining powerful but not overpowering sounding
perfectly placed given the nature of the music on offer here. The choirs return with
increased intensity, plucked strings finding a new voice for our action thriller musical
mode, until in the last minute all is cut leaving us with only the drums to tail off the
piece. If it's a profound musical statement or a mind opening slice of classic Schulze
you're after then look elsewhere as here Klaus treads his own tried and tested path
albeit one with drums which incidentally | didn't find to be that misplaced or intrusive. If
you liked "En=Trance' then go for this album immediately. Many will find a true crowd
pleaser in the title track which is just inspired. Strangely Klaus makes comment of his
interest in exotic percussion sounds in the sleevenotes, though oddly doesn't appear
to have used much if any of them on the album? (B22)

Vidna Obmana / Noise /
Drone Anthology 1984-1989

CD/ 14 tracks / 73.51 mins

Here we have a collection of tracks
representing some of Vidna Obmana's
most challenging early works. All were
released on long out of print cassettes apart
from one that has never seen the light of
day before. Virtually no one other than his
longest lasting or most dedicated fans will
have heard of any of them before. This
really isn't my cup of tea and quite frankly |
wouldn't dare inflict it on any of the other
regular SMD reviewers either for fear of
being sued for mental cruelty or something so here goes! Crashing thuds combined
with echoing, scraping effects and unintelligible vocal madness all looped and
presented in a very in yer face manner is the way that "Sin, Believe and Religion' is
interpreted. This was way too much for me and gave me a headache- honestly I'm not
making it up. Listening to this was actually a painful experience.

“Proto Anguish’ was at least easier on the brain and ears as it consisted mainly of
dark drones all put together in a very eerie and effective way. Things get even
stranger with “Sediment'. Quite but also very deep bass sounds create quite an
ominous atmosphere. Out of this emerges looped rumbling / scratching noises. These
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subside and are replaced by growling / moaning / gurgling vocal effects that form
disturbing undercurrents rather that jumping out at you. Again, it was all quite
headache inducing. "Cools the Blood for Six' is initially quite metallic and windy. | think
the sound source was very heavily manipulated bell sounds but it is hard to be sure. It
did have an interesting shimmering quality that | found quite appealing. “Cry of
Despair' consists of twittering, almost insectile sounds, mixed with what could be
someone talking over a ship to shore type radio. More heavily distorted almost
crashing sounds are then introduced and the vocals become increasingly manic. The
cheerily titled *Bring Out Your Dead' has a more conventional (well aimost) type
rhythmic loop which provides a base around which mournful vocals wordlessly tell
their tales of woe.

“Techno-toxic Embryo Pt 1' has an almost classical feel to it consisting of various
string sounds- amazingly almost tuneful but then we get an instant change of direction
when all is replaced by electronic squeals. "The Dark Beast' is unexpectedly quite
relaxing- bloody odd but relaxing nevertheless. Very high-pitched squealing and
crackling electronics go ape on "Hope and Die 1'. Oh my poor head! ‘Hidden Voice'is
a little more soothing with its deep bass drones mixing with distant aircraft type
sounds. “In the Mouth of the Reptile' is also a fairly laidback droney affair-
unbelievably in the context of the album it's quite pleasant! We gently float into an
excerpt from "Life of Joy' which has a superbly atmospheric vampire film type quality
to it. This is more my sort of thing and one of the few tracks here | would happily listen
to again. ‘Blood of Others' on the other hand is more like a soundtrack from some
early sci-fi / horror flick. Again, quite listenable. "Sight to Deadly Accident' uses
twittering effects mixed with some half vocal / half electronic screeching / yelling and
as such is almost as challenging a finish to the CD as the first track was an opening. |
think that this album will only really appeal to a small section on the fringe of SMD's
customer base or to Vidna Obmana completists, as you will have to be into some
quite extreme sound experiments to get much enjoyment from it. Should come with a
packet of extra strength Anadin. (DL)

Tangerine Dream / Space
Flight Orange

CD/2tracks /17:49

Whilst | was putting together this review, |
was thinking about Dave Law's monologue
in issue 109, and whilst | really cannot
comment on “soft synths”, | was particularly
interested in his thoughts on the decline of
good demo's and the oft heard criticism that
Dave hardly ever prints negative reviews.
His comments (which | agree with) led me
on to considering how to review this one
and my own personal thoughts on this
group, who | have been listening to since |

saw them on the telly back in 1976.

In the opinion of this reviewer Tangerine Dream'’s musical reputation is founded on a
series of releases from Zeit in 1972 to Poland in 1984. Much of the music released in
this 12 year period was thrilling, innovative, and ground breaking. By complete
contrast, much of the music released since has been clichéd, uninteresting, and even
occasionally pretty awful. If | had been asked to review any of the post ‘84 material, |
would have said that for the most part it sucked. In doing so however, | would have at
least urged readers to try it for themselves, and to make up their own mind. No doubt
there are even folks out there who think that Goblin's Club is a good album¥a

In recent times however, it seems to me that the spark of creativity, lost during much
of the 80's and 90's is beginning to reappear. | particularly liked Seven Letters From
Tibet and Mota Atma was also occasionally impressive, DM4 was a considerable
improvement on its predecessors, and whilst Inferno and Purgatorio are not
necessarily to my tastes, they at least displayed a willingness to take a few risks.

This two track EP of high octane, sequencer driven EM, combined with a wealth of
ideas suggests that the future is brighter (orange) than even | had dared hope. The
first track The Greek Mirror is a bit too much dance and drum driven for my tastes.
However the second - Jupiter Space Doors - is less manic, more interesting, and is
that the sound of a flute | hear? Even the finale sounds a little like Logos. Certainly
this is the best of these limited edition releases. Lets hope that the next studio
release, now fixed for late September is just as good # if it is, it will be a cracker. If
you miss out, then you will have to pay eBay influenced prices, so | suggest you buy it
from SMD whilst you can. (SJS)

Various / Ocean Of Light
(Best of AD Music Vol 1)

DVD / 20 tracks / 88.52 mins

This is the DVD version of an album
reviewed by Steve Smith a few months ago.
As the cover states “The music is blended
seamlessly with relaxing video images of
sunlit lakes, mountain streams and gentle
seas'. Just to make it clear these are
moving video images, not stills. It is really
designed as an aid for relaxation and as
such does an extremely good job with some
excellent images fitting well with a selection
of wonderful soft melodic music from the AD
Music label. The track listing and order is exactly the same as on the CD except that
two extra ones have been added. Below you will find a review of the music provided
by Steve plus a review by me of the two extra tracks tagged on to the end. (DL)

A superb compilation featuring artists from the AD Music Label and an essential
introduction for the uninitiated with a couple of previously unreleased tracks to tempt
those with more than a couple of these albums already in their collection . Bekki

Williams®© previously unissued ©Sub Aqua®© starts proceedings with a lushly evocative
tone poem before ©Ocean of Light© by Cobalt (D.Massey and P.Massey) also exclusive
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to this release, makes its mark, reminiscent, not surprisingly given the personnel, of a
stripped down Callisto.

©Ocean of Light© is an infectious melody impeccably performed and recorded. ©24 AM©
from Timecode follows. An exquisite Wright/Fox composition that will have you

stacking up those Code Indigo albums for heavy rotation. Cinematic, with jazz tinged
textures adding to the air of world weary melancholy. Sheer class. This is then

followed by Robert Fox©s sublime ©Queen of Hearts©(remix) which is taken from the
undervalued Trance AD album. Fox©s magnificent melody and subtle sense of

dynamics still send shivers down the spine. ©Beyond Paradise© from David Wright©s
outstanding ©Walking With Ghosts© album is joined by ©A Certain Malaise© and the title
track ©Walking With Ghosts©, more than enough to confirm the album®©s status. Bekki©s
©In The Arms of Morpheus© (remix) demonstrates her work with effective light and
shade and ambient textures.

Robert Fox is further represented by ©And All Shall Be Well© from ©The Fire and the
Rose© and ©Water Music© from ©Talking Heads, the former being more representative of
the composer®©s epic flourishes and the latter another sublime track demonstrating

Fox©s compositional skill and rich sonic textures and increasingly keen sense of
dynamics. Code Indigo tracks ©Code 14© from ©For Whom the Bell© and ©Stasis© and
©Snow Paths© are timely reminders of how great this band is and really deserve greater
crossover success and acclaim. AD Music©s best kept secret, Witchcraft, is also
represented here and offers an interesting alternative to the above with ©Ultraviolet©

from ©Scattered Areas of Invisibilty© and ©We Rest© from ©As | Hide© demonstrating the
versatility and diversity of the AD stable of artists with some rare vocal contributions. |
remember reviewing Raviv Gazit©s ©Shapeshifter®© album and suggesting that he would
be ideally suited to join the Froeses to give an infusion of freshness and innovation to
Tangerine Dream compositions. ©Ovi© demonstrates these qualities admirably and is

not even the best cut from the album. ©Postlude®©, probably included as much for the
suitability of the title and its running time represents the brilliant ©First Breath© album by
Catalin Marin, an essential album if you are a fan of Vangelis at his melodic best.

There you have it, quite simply a first class compilation of melodic electronic/ambient
music from an innovative label that more than deserves your attention and patronage.
An ideal starting point for someone unfamiliar with the label and the artists and of
considerable interest to completists as well. (SR)

And that is where the CD finished but the DVD goes on. The first additional track is
“losphere’ by Callisto. From what | can work out it is “Part 2' of the track with a little of
“Part 3'. Basically it consists of symphonic type pads mixed with jaunty Ethnic
Percussion. As with the rest of the DVD beauty and soothing melodies are the order
of the day. The final track on the DVD “Fading' is also the last track from Bekki
Williams' latest album “Innersense’ and all rather romantic it is too with a lovely
melodic piano solo backed by soft pads and then strings. (DL)

Valley Forge / Live and
Session Tapes

Composed, mixed and produced by
Thomas Bechholds and taken from live or
studio sessions and performed by
Bechnolds, Michael Seitz, Jurgen Winter
and Guest Bernd Kistemann, this is the first
Valley Forge offering | have heard. ©Opener©
starts with radio waves, voices and the
simplest of melodies interspersed with brief
radio extracts before ©The Entrance®© Part
1 begins with lush melancholic

orchestral chords with sporadic percussion
effects, and guitar, added to the mix. Parts 2 to 4 undergo changes in pace and
atmosphere with a dramatic sequence of guitar chords, drums and synths and
receives an enthusiastic response from the audience and deservedly so. ©Dogs
Around® starts with some atomospheric storm effects and some barking dogs and is
followed by a strong bassline and synth lead , an ideal soundtrack for a

supernatural thriller. ©Coloured Flowers are Destroyed before Time-Expansion
(Observed by Scrambled Eggs in Geostationary Orbit)© does not quite live up to the
promise of the title and is more soundtrack fare with subdued electronics interspersed
with plaintif guitar lines and strings.

Cross fading into ©Spiral Shine®©. Slowly building on a simple synth sequence with
pads, the guitar adds colour and bite with controlled distortion and sustained vibrato,
here a little reminiscent of early 80©s TD soundtracks like ©Thief©. ©Me and Marks Over
7 Meadows®© starts with marimba effects before drums and dramatic sustained synth
chords are added but don©t quiteescue the piece. ©Lord is a Trademark® starts
promisingly with strong metallic rhythms, church-like organ and eventually
choral/symphonic tones and it©s a successfutrack, as the crowd gratefully
acknowledges. ©Watching My Psychedelic Girlfriend© is another interesting tone poem,
with simple, clear piano set against subdued sequencing with a few cackling voices
thrown into the mix before a stronger rhythm emerges. An interesting piece. © ©Leaving
to Nothing®© starts very quietly with sequence, effects and strings which seem to

prequel a lift off of some kind which materialises at 4.35 with rock drums, voices,

guitar and synth lines. However, the melody does not quite convince.

Finally, ©A Different Exit© concludes the set with a return to the soundtrack template,
and the marimbas and strings merely add colour without obvious melody to create a
reasonably successful tone poem. Overall, an enjoyable, if undemanding album.
Valley Forge create cinematic soundscapes which are well crafted and they seem to
be an accomplished live act.

Dorian / Antimatter
CDR / 8 tracks / 45.17 mins

With an absolute plethora of Electronic musicians
out there these days it can be extremely difficult to
know which path to take in this specialist field.
Dorian is one of those names that is completely
new to me and apart from an effective cosmic
cover this album really doesn't give away anything
about this talented musician. There is a suitable
blend of tracks both in length and style and this
should appeal to those into the more melodic,
mildly cosmic side of things.

The album itself begins with "Liquid Nitrogen'
although thankfully not literally. Unlike its
counterpart this track comes across as quite warm
and soothing but with a slight hint of the
mysterious. This just over three minute piece is an excellent opener and most definitely influenced
by the more melodic and symphonic side of Klaus Schulze with its use of strong synth pads,
distant white noise and occasional cosmic overtones. Next up we have "Escape From Reality'
which starts on a bed of melodic shimmering textures. A mid tempo bass and percussion pattern
enters under washes of haunting synth pads. Then a solo lead line appears after the first minute
and the piece is very reminiscent of the works of Michael Cretu/Enigma. The track recedes slightly
but manages to pick up the pace again but this time with additional sequencer patterns adding a
new dimension to the sound.

The title track 3 is a rather strange affair with its inception at mysterious almost reversed-loop
soundcurrent. Strange effects and persistent drone take over occasionally adding arpeggiated
patterns. Direction can be found through the inclusion of a stable solo lead, subsequently ending
in drone territory. A steady rhythm section kicks off “Lost Labyrinth' but it is not long before synth
pads and a definitive solo line enters. A new almost sequencer orientated lead heads in and out of

the mix followed by a steady gamelan bell styled pattern. A solo lead line reminiscent of a horn
enters and the piece ends in simplistic fashion with white noise textures. A mid tempof/fast positive
sequencer pattern starts "Expedition on the Pole' with a renewed energy. However this is replaced
with a more stable bass and percussion pattern together with occasional choral stabs thrown in for
good measure. A more definitive choral-esque theme is introduced and for another moment one
could feel as if they were listening to the soothing sounds of Enigma at its best. Further washes of
synth pads and arpeggiated effects continue throughout the piece.

“Mysterious Forest' initially sounds very minimalistic but the true jewel of this piece can be found
deeper within its over four minute duration. Starting with low resonating and somewhat delayed
effects this piece manages to create a slightly menacing feel before shimmering effects take over,
moving the piece into lighter territory. A simple electric guitar styled solo line enters complete with
synth pads creating a serene sonic paradise for the listener. To add to this a beautiful and
haunting theme gradually takes this piece to a new level. Towards the finale a competent mini
moog or analogue style synth lead and a steady percussion pattern eventually concludes things.

Believe it or not track 7 “Aurora Borealis' reminds me initially of Andy Pickford and his first Psyborg
Project album with it's sonic blast of bass sequencer pattern and percussion section. A lead line
takes centre stage early on but at just over the first minute the bass sequence disappears. New
sequencer patterns arrive but the bass sequence pattern returns together with the lead line.
Variety is provided through the use of effective transposition throughout the piece. Further lead
lines and percussion techniques take this piece to its conclusion.

The final and longest track on the album "Hybrid' begins with an arpeggiated section before a light
percussion section enters at mid tempo. Further effectiveness is created via the use of a bass
pattern and pads. A bell pattern takes hold before another of those effective solo lead lines enters.
After two minutes the percussive section ends under washes of gentle electric piano chords,
occasional white noise effects and minimal percussion. At the four-minute mark its back to the
steady rhythm as per the start of the piece but additional lead lines create a somewhat pensive
mood. Mysterious resonating pads take hold at around the 5-minute mark and a new higher
pitched sequencer pattern enters over a slightly delayed percussion loop. The piece finally comes
full-circle and combines all of the elements as encountered at the start, but this time with the
addition of electric piano adding to the main theme.

This is a decent album with enough variety to grab the attention of the most hardened EM fan.
Recommended listening. (DC)
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
