LETTERS 111

A couple of months ago, in magazine 109 to be precise, | had a rant
against “Soft Synths” because | thought they were responsible (at least
partly) for the decrease in the quality of a lot of the demos | was receiving.
| had quite a bit of response but was not going to print any of the letters
because of the space it would take and because most were mainly
echoing my view but | have decided to print the one below from Steve
Blakemore because it is a well argued piece in favour of Soft Synths and
because, as a Educational Technologist, it at least sounds as if he should
know what he is talking about.

| have deleted a paragraph from it because it mentioned one artist in
particular where we had different opinions and | didn't think it would be fair
to that artist to discuss them here. After the letter | have put a rough
approximation (in other words | have sanitized it a bit!) of my reply to
him....

The editorial commentary of the last issue raises a number of interesting
guestions.

In some respects, it is a modern generational take on the old chorus of
"They don't play proper music anymore", that I'm sure we all heard at
some point in the past from exasperated parents/carers/grandparents or
whoever. Did you ever question this person as to what they felt was
missing from the music that had provoked the comment? If you did, |
suspect you would have got replies framed within a small range of areas:

"They don't play their instruments properly" would have almost certainly
been one of the foremost replies - or some answer that could be boiled
down to this. How many of us have heard "It's all just bang, bang, bang"
or some variant thereupon?

How many of us still get some variant of it even now from a partner or
friend who says “But they are just playing the same thing over and over"
when listening to Berlin School music?

So, what has changed? Well, technology has helped democratize music.
A relatively small amount of money will buy you software that performs
much the same functions as a studio the size of Belgium would have
offered only 20 years ago. Not to mention the ubiquity of "cracked" - i.e.,
stolen, software all over the web. Just about anyone can start going
"bang, bang, bang" whenever they are ready.

And many have. For some, it will be a passing craze; either they will
discover that the effort required to produce something worthwhile is
beyond them or too much like hard work. For others it will be a lifelong
hobby and a source of much happiness and personal fulfillment, even if
nobody ever hears a note of their efforts. For others, a light will come on
in their head and their heart; a new way of expressing themselves and
creating will be open to them.

Not everyone will want to have their music heard beyond the circle of their
partners and their immediate friends. But for those who do want wider
exposure, there are few routes to getting it. In the field of EM especially,
there are few outlets and few labels. Reaching an audience is not easy.
And the people who take the risk of releasing materials by any artist share
with them the financial risk. All this means that the quality of the materials
has to be fit for the market it is released into. Who gets to voice the
opinion as to whether this criterion has been adequately reached?

I'd guess it is unlikely that the submitters of music are all convinced of the
value of their music; maybe many do it just on the off-chance of a review
or some helpful comment. The technology — software studios that write
out straight to MP3 or WAV — has surely made the process of demo
making and distribution so much easier. Does that incline players to air
their works more prematurely than in the old days?

| wonder what the early TD or Can rehearsals were like. Would they have
secured a deal if heard by A & R?

| do not envy anyone the task of ploughing through a mass of tapes/CDs,
in the sure and certain knowledge that about 90% will not ignite any real
interest. Does the 10% worth a repeat listen make up for it?

Remember Sturgeon’s Law:
“90% of Science Fiction is crap. But then again, 90% of anything is crap”.

Perhaps things are actually just the same as they ever were? The same
tools will build a palace in some hands and a slaughterhouse in others.
The ease with which superficially glossy and “finished” tunes can be
made with Reason, Orion, Project 5 and so on has meant a huge increase
in the amount of pedestrian and frankly boring music around. But the
same tools have also been used at a greater level of understanding and
maturity to produce genuinely interesting and worthwhile music. It's all in
the hands of the creator and the eye of the reviewer.

So. Where from here? Was the last editorial a plea to be left alone by a
beleaguered review team or a call to arms for musicians to up their game
and aspire to — and produce — more considered, mature music?

What do you think?

Thanks for your letter. | was interesting to read what you had to say and
much of it | actually agree with. As an Educational Technologist you will
certainly have much more knowledge about the technical side of these
Soft Synths than | do but | would have thought that you will have a natural
bias towards them- nothing wrong in that.

| don®©t have any bias other than wanting SMD to continue to thrive. The
only way | can do this is by having a supply of good new material to sell. |
am sure there is as much out there as ever but it is drowned out now by
so much appalling material that it is increasingly difficult to find it. About a
year ago | got about 3 demos a day, it is now even more than that.

| really don®©t buy into this ©technology has helped democratize music©
argument. Music will always be an elite thing. You either have the talent
for it or you don®©t. In my experience musicians have always been short of
money- this is what | mentioned in my article. If it takes longer to buy your
instruments so be it. If the musician has the talent they will get there, it

will just take longer- but it is this time in itself which allows for reflection
and musical maturity. It is the cry these days, as with the spoilt child on
the original of Charlie and the Chocolate Factory, of ©l want it and | want it
Now!© that | despair about.

If the technology is in the hands of people who have are been prepared to
learn their trade like lan Boddy, Paul Lawler etc etc. it just acts as a tool
where they can do increasingly amazing things. This isn©t at all a cry for al
things to be Berlin School (I really do have much wider tastes in EM than
that- indeed they range over many forms of music) it is a cry for quality.
All'l can see at the moment it that the technology and lust for instant
gratification is not helping the real musicians out there at all - it is making
it, in reality, harder and harder to be heard. Exactly the opposite to
democratizing them.

Yes ‘music' can now be made for a fraction of the cost of twenty years
ago but now the financial burden goes to marketing so that they can make
their work stand out from the thousands of others. People like me simply
can®©t see the wood for the trees. Neither of us have any idea what early
TD demos were like but if they had been starting these days would they
even have been heard or would their demos simply be at the bottom of a
pile of other demos somewhere that never quite make it into the person©s
they have sent it to©s CD player?

As the saying goes ©With great Power comes great Responsibility© (or
something like that). These soft synths are giving people that amazing
power, all | am asking is for them to show some responsibility. That is to
take time to really evaluate their creations and decide whether they think
it really has gone beyond just being a fun hobby for their own
entertainment (a very positive thing) or if it is really time to grace the rest
of the world with it.

There of course is a huge argument about what is ©quality© and as you
pointed out in your reply to my article personal tastes do come into it.
There is a huge gray area where the opinion of just how good it is does
come down to personal taste and if most of what | received was in this
gray area there wouldn®©t be a problem- that is the way it always used to
be until a couple of years ago. It is now a welcome change to get
something from a new artist that is actually in that gray area.

So, to sum up, | am delighted that someone in your position did bother to
reply, as it is people like you who are vital in helping new musicians
become the veterans of the future. We see things from the different ends
of the process though. You see what the technology can do to help and |
am at the other end where | can see the benefits but am struggling to deal
with the practical realities of being drowned in a sea of ....... , well you
know what | mean. Of course | still want to receive demos but as you put
so well in your last paragraph, my raising this issue is very much ‘a call to
arms for musicians to up their game and aspire to — and produce — more
considered and mature music’ Actually it doesn't even have to be that
mature!

If you like sequences, more sequences and
still more sequences placed in a Berlin
School setting read on! No messing about
here, we get straight into the ball breaking
title track. Windy, ventilation shaft type
effects remain in isolation for less than
thirty seconds before the first sequence
surges forward- and a lovely rapid one it is
too full of power and excitement. The
backing now consists of ethereal pads and twittering effects. Another
sequence starts up. A really nice atmospheric lead weaves this way
and that over the top.

hOIC Next up is the massive forty-four minute “A Journey Through Time'. It
C e is split up into six parts however so to make it easier to review | will

take each section at a time. "Part 1 (Solaris)' sees a sequence

deployed immediately. It is another rapid one which initially does its own thing before
soft pads are brought in providing a welcome contrast. As with the opener it isn't long
before more sequences come to join the first. The lead line this time is somewhat
more strident than in the first track but even so my attention was attracted more to the
ever shifting wall of pulsations as each element of them morphs first one way then the
other. The first lead departs and is replaced in the fifth minute by a softer flutey one
but it doesn't hang around long as we start a slow fade to dark gloopy atmospherics.
These continue straight through to “Part 2 (Red Clouds over a Misty Swamp)'. With a
sub title such as that the mind can't help but be drawn to certain images. The ones
that came to my mind were of a humid insect infested atmosphere. It was a nice break
giving the mind chance to recover from all the intense pulsations - for a good five
minutes anyway, until another quick paced sequence arrives for “Part 3 (The Rise and
Fall of Atlantis)'.

On this album sequences tend to hunt in packs so there is no surprise when the first
is joined by another. They bounce off each other nicely until we get another short
transition period through to "Part 4 (Waiting For The Day to Come)'. Things now
almost sound like a battlefield after the fighting has moved on. Explosions can still be
made out in the distance but all that can be heard closer to hand is windswept
desolation with the sound of spectres flying over the top. It's all quite moving but also
a little spooky. The sequences return for "Part 5 (Crystal Tears)'. This time the
pulsations are a little more restrained than before fitting in appropriately with a track
thus named. Even when the inevitable second sequence makes an entrance and the
excitement level increases there is still a feeling of tenderness, helped in no small way
by more lovely flutey synth backing.

“Part 6 (The Day the Moon will leave us)' takes us back to a mood of melancholy
reflection. | expected the next track "Moments of Unexpected Sadness' to be a bit of a
floater but that didn't prove to be the case as a sequence bounces forward within the
first minute and a very nice one it is too. | suppose the title comes more from the
backing which is suitably wistful, especially the mellotron at the end. The sequences
get even better on “Conspiracy of Two Forces' chugging along wonderfully and
morphing this way and that, keeping the attention locked on. A moody lead line, pitch
bending as it goes, provides that bit of “attitude’ which fits perfectly with the sequence
as it gains even greater power and menace.

“Driving Home on a Rainy Night' is yet another sequencer fest backed by tron right
from the off but at just four minutes it is the shortest track and acts more like a coda to
finish the album off. If you liked their first album “Return to the Origin' you should also
like this though it is even more in your face - which tends to be no bad thing for most
sequecer fans | know! (DL)

Cosmic Hoffmann / Electric
Trick

CD /9 tracks / 69.19 mins

This is the latest album by Klaus Hoffmann-
Hoock. He also records as Mind Over
Matter but under that name, certainly
recently, he has been delving into more
ambient realms. Recordings under the
Cosmic Hoffmann name tend to bridge the
gap between exciting up tempo numbers
and more, er well, Cosmic music! As is
often the case he is joined here on five
tracks by Stephen Parsick from Ramp.
Gentle guitar licks float above tranquil
electronic tones forming a very peaceful start to “Timeshift'. It doesn't stay like that for
long though as ball breaking sequences and wonderful guitar riffs take over. These
subside and are replaced by more conventional, rather Berlin School, sequences
accompanied by splashing percussive effects and an Eastern Influenced lead line.

The guitar can still be heard low in the mix from time to time but it is the leads and
superb sequence along with excellent mellotron that are now doing the business. With
a couple of minutes to go we return to a similar feel to how we opened. This track was
first aired at Jodrell Bank. "The Gate of Bihar' begins in rather dark ominous fashion
as vast thick pads rise and fall. All rather dramatic stuff. The Mellotron is an
instrument that Klaus loves and is quite famous for and it is used wonderfully here
turning the mood from foreboding to one of melancholy longing with something of an
ethereal edge. Simply beautiful. Sequences return once again for “Sehr Mystisch’,
falling into place alongside a shuffling rhythm, lovely solar winds and other cosmic
effects. It reminded me a little of early Tim Blake. It's another absolutely superb track.
The Blake like sequencer comparison is also evident on the next track “Indian’ Bliss'
as it wouldn't have been out of place on "Crystal Machine'. Lovely deep analogue
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pulsations rumble forward over samples of a busy Indian street. The sequence rises
and falls morphing as it goes and the backing changes gradually from the city to the
country. By the sixth minute all has descended to a swirling atmospheric section with
little guitar licks and it is from this point that we enter a more sedate middle section of
the album. “Space Pioneers' begins with some pre launch commentary of a real or
imagined first manned launch. We then get the blast off itself accompanied by engine
sounds and whooshing effects before a space flight section represented by a whole
host of swirling psychedelic rhythms and effects including more mellotron.

“Floating in Time' is so peaceful. Ideal for soaking up a few rays whilst floating on
some gentle lake. "Nebelwald' is also in atmospheric realms but this time the mood is
very different as little touches of sound create quite an eerie feel. Delicately played
electric sitar over soft drones give "Further Beyond The Galaxy' an appropriately
cosmic feel. The sitar them (to these ears) sounds as if it is replaced by restrained
electric guitar. It is all rather moody. Then in the second minute the album explodes
again as excellent seventies style sequences surge forward, the guitar bouncing
superbly over the top. The pulsations become even more intense, building up to
wonderful manic peak before the layers of sequences are stripped back to just one
around which weaves an Eastern influenced lead. What an absolutely fantastic track
this is! We finish in completely spaced out fashion with “Carina Cygnus'. It's a track
that consists of lovely tranquil cosmic pads which will take your mind to the furthest
reaches of our galaxy. Yet another excellent album from Cosmic Hoffmann. (DL)

Astrogator / The Darkness
Between

CDR/ 3 tracks / 58.17 mins

| have known Jez Creek and Steve
Humphries, who are Astrogator, for a little
while now and two more likable blokes it
would be hard to meet. They have both
been producing music by themselves and |
am now delighted to say that in working
together they have created a very enjoyable
album. The music is split into three parts of
the CD title. Wonderful cosmic wizzers and
whooshes (for want of a much better term)
act as an introduction to "Part One'. A slow
rhythm and looped piano get things moving. Another sequence is added as vast pads
swell in the background. This is taking a typical Berlin School type approach but with
also some character of their own. In the eleventh minute a nice lead line comes to the
fore. The sequence remains fairly constant acting as a framework around which the
ever changing backing weaves. With ten minutes to go we take a breather as the
sequence departs and we are left with lovely soft pads and more cosmic effects. Out
of this excellent organic gloop emerges another sequence which develops nicely then
a rhythm is brought into formation and we gradually begin to motor.

‘Part Two' has an even more impressive cosmic introduction than the opener- the
sounds chosen being heavenly. This time however we stay in atmospheric mode from
beginning to end. A deep bass rumble starts to test the speakers providing contrast to
the underlying ethereal beauty. At the five minute mark there is a subtle change in
mood as the soft pads begin to swell. In the ninth minute a very delicate sequence
does make an entrance but it is more like a gentle rain causing ripples on a lake.
Within the last three minutes though the mood changes again as vast bass throbs can
be heard heralding a return of the sequence and a more active area of the cosmos. |
do think the track ended a bit abruptly. Not sure if it was intentional but if so it didn't
work very well. No worries though as Astrogator save the best till last.

As expected "Part 3' also begins with spacey effects then a little melodic motif, which
is heard both at the beginning and at the end of the track, makes its first appearance-
all very "Close Encountersish'. Quick on its heels a superb sequence hurtles forwards,
soon joined by another. Together they kick up quite a storm, fitting perfectly with the
explosive backing. By the eighth minute they are morphing wonderfully and if things
weren't exciting enough anyway yet another sequence is brought into play. In the tenth
minute a fresh melody is deployed, snuggling nicely amongst all the syncopations.
Throughout, this album has a very improvised feel so it isn't too surprising that the
closest comparison | could think of was AirSculpture- not an exact comparison but we
are heading in that direction.

This is an excellent first collaboration and especially on the evidence of the last track |
am expecting great things from them in the future. (DL)

"Good Bye' might be a strange title for the
first track on the album but after reading
the moving credits you will realise why it is
there. Percussive shimmers add some
detail over slow soft pads. High hat then
starts up accompanied by piano lead and a
slow but purposeful rhythm. Hardly
surprisingly there is a melancholy mood but
to me there was also a rather purposeful
determined feel to the music- maybe this
wasn't intended, | don't know, but that is
the way it sounded to me.

Next up is a track simply called "Theme'. It was the first one | heard from Heil a couple
of years ago as this album was starting to take shape and what a belter it is. The
rhythms and lead lines are so infectious, it is impossible to keep your body still. Even
if you weren't into Electronic Music you would probably still like it, as it is simply
exploding with joy and energy. The melody really is one that will stick in your head for
days after hearing it. | suppose it is a bit like a mix of Kraftwerk and Jarre given an
“intelligent’ dance treatment - simply outstanding! "Chill' calms things down a little as
warbling cosmic effects give way to tranquil and rather mournful melodic pads. A
stunning delicate melody just seems to hang in the air above it all. Rhythms then



come in one by one turning things into a head nodding chugger without destroying the
tranquil atmos already created. A lovely piano lead line adds to the feeling of beauty
still further. "Games Melody' begins with electronic effects then gets straight into
another exquisite lead and rhythm combination.

A variation on the main melody from “Theme' makes an entrance. It all has a rather
stripped down feel to it which worked well to start off with but by the end | was wanting
a little more- which | certainly got with “Motion'. Epic sawing strings and dance
rhythms provide an exciting combination which got my feet moving and hands
banging the table. As the drums momentarily depart in comes a lovely melody which
continues going when the rhythm returns, all going together to form an irresistible
groove. If you don't mind “intelligent' dance music but love energy and good “tunes' in
your music you should go for this.

“Reflection’ calms things down once more as the soul is uplifted by beautiful
shimmering tones that just seem to hang in the air. There is no rhythmic content at all,
just exquisite beauty which is heightened still further when the most delicate of
melodies comes in. It is as if each note is caressed. What a virtuoso performance.
“Pursuit' sounds like it is going to be one which puts its foot back on the gas and it
sure is. The rhythms slowly build and in quick time we are hurtling down the road. This
isn't all one paced stuff however as there are many a start and stop and even quite a
reflective melancholy bit nearer the end. "Harmony' has a rather symphonic feel to in
with gently played strings punctuated by relaxing rhythms full, once again, of beautiful
tunes.

“Return’ cranks up the pace and excitement level still further finishing things off on an
almost euphoric high. This is an album that mixes wonderfully energetic rhythms,
sometimes being slightly dance orientated, with some of the most exquisite melodies |
have heard in a very long time. It touches the heart as well as being an infectious
body mover. It is hard to come up with exact comparisons but think maybe of a
combination of Synthetik, Asana and Otarion but a little more emotional. For many it
will be the outstanding CD of the year. Music as well crafted and composed as this
doesn't come along very often. Quite an unbelievable achievement for a first album.

Now here's a blast from the past! |
remember back in the 80's when Robert
Schroeder, one of the most promising
recording artists via Klaus Schulze's own
Innovative Communication label, brought
us classic and timeless cosmic epics.
Twenty or so years later Robert is still
recording although | must admit his more
recent output such as Everdreams failed to
capture my attention. That was not to say it was a bad album as it did have its
moments but it just didn't have that certain something. Oddly enough this album exists
in two forms; a vocal and an instrumental version, but here we concentrate on the
instrumental version so without further ado let's take each track in hand:

Firstly we have the oddly titled track "Doo Doo' which although sounds tongue in
cheek it is in fact a suitable opening piece with its slow cosmic minefield introduction.
After the first minute a rhythm section enters together with impressive synth chords
and main theme which finally gives the piece some stability. The addition of a bass
sequence and further light percussive effects help to add further depth to the piece. A
sampled voice type solo lead attaches itself to the main theme and eventually the
track comes to rest on the sequencer pattern alone.

Track 2, Wafer — where does he get these titles from? enters on a more solid base of
mid tempo rhythm and synth chords. Strange shimmering effects appear every so
often throughout the piece under a more definitive electric guitar solo.

“Electron’ as the name suggests hits back at the listener with its array of cosmic
overtones. A solo lead enters, shortly followed by a bass sequence that initially
remains firmly back in the mix. As the track moves through time so does the
prominence of the sequencer pattern as one would hope. Then light percussive
elements take hold, before becoming more up front in the mix, before once again
resting on the bass sequence.

"Heaven' reaches out to the listener in a more chilled out fashion than before with its
gentle electric piano section over light percussive effects. An effective electric guitar
solo then enters together with lashings of textures and synth pads. A bass sequence
and synth string lead line enters before the electric guitar theme returns. Overall a
quite pleasant and somewhat uplifting piece.

Track 5, "Space Track' does just what it says on the box! A cosmic resonant drone
starts things off in familiar RS territory. An assortment of pads, spectral textures and a

On ©Edge of Nowhere® lan is joined by Robe
Rich. The main feature is a splashing rhythm. Arc comes to mind but this is more
subtle and restrained with eerie almost wailing Siren type pads floating over the top.

Dbkaos return for "After the Migration®©, a track which makes use of wonderful shuffling

syncopations, a staccato lead line then gorgeous melodic pads.

We now move onto extracts from one of my favourite albums ever, Arcturus by Arc.
“Arcturus Part 2 (intro)' initially uses strange animal noises and half heard speech over
windy effects. An organ type sound then comes forth giving a rather gothic feel which
gradually changes in character to one of more ethereal beauty before once again
returning to the dark and windy effects which take us through to the simply awesome
“Arcturus Part 2 (Sequence)’. The sequence in question is of the rapid bass variety.
Yet again it is simply stunning as are the other sequences that are brought into play
around it. The pace and intensity are then increased still further. Take the best bits

keep serene and mildly atmospheric at its base.

No pun intended but next up is the rather quirky, almost 80's computer game
orientated “Froggy'...... | wonder where he got that from? An odd little number and not
surprisingly it shows the sense of humour element that is sometimes evident in
Roberts music. A staccato voice sequence starts things, followed shortly afterwards
by a quirky bass line and string like lead. A little strange and maybe perhaps aimed at

“Serenade’, the longest track on this album at just over 10 minutes continues things
more in the tradition of the rest of the set, but this time being a little more subdued
and laid back. An acoustic piano theme kicks things off here over occasional textures
which gives the track a slightly uncertain and mysterious feel. Bass pads then take
hold along with a steady rhythm section and ultimately another effective bass
sequence. The piano lead carries this piece onward but eventually subsides at around
the 6 minute mark. It is not long before things shift up a gear again and at 8 minutes
it's all systems go again.

A mid tempo rhythm takes hold of track 8 which is indeed a strange place to "Login'....
it's title believe it or not, and at well over the half-way point too! However at just under
five minutes its one of those effective mid tempo rhythm, bass sequence and chords

and lan Boddy posses in abundance and you will get some sort of understanding of
what to expect.

We go back to lan by himself for the highly atmospheric Aurora. About a third of the
way in the pads obtain a sighing vocal quality. It's all very calm and ethereal, little
water droplet notes providing a rather delicate melody. There is great depth to this
track as there is to his next number, the rather moody Chiasmata. Lovely slow but
strident metallic drums mix with superb subdued lead lines. This is a piece dripping
with ©attitude© and venom. ©Tuning Out© sees Robert joining lan once again and
provides a few minutes of tranquil float, developing a spooky quality. Robert is now
replaced by Markus for ©This Life©. Cool grooves come and go causing a gentle
nodding of the head rather than a whole body moving frenzy. Just let those gentle
beats and stunning sonic touches float through you. Markus makes way for his fellow
Centrozoon partner Bernd Wostheinrich on Moire which will get your body gently
moving but without requiring too much energy. Inventive but accessible stuff.

“Hotspot Zone' is back to cosmic mode with its resonating chords. A mid tempo
rhythm section enters together with an effective bell type theme. This track follows in
much the same direction throughout but the occasional admittance of acoustic piano
flourishes helps increase the listeners' attention.

Low chords begin for track 10, "So Check Me +'. It starts in electric guitar theme
territory with the occasional bell-type effects thrown in for good measure. After 2
minutes a delayed rhythm section takes hold over swarms of effects, but the electric
guitar theme remains stubborn and steadfast to the mix. Occasional voice samples
combined with a new bass sequencer pattern and extra light textural give needed
depth and direction. Effective synth chords then lead line carry the piece to its
conclusion.

“Passing Streams' begins with a bass sequencer pattern, yet again but with the

Wellenfeld / Fusion

| reviewed the last Wellenfeld CD (Cosmic
Waves) and absolutely adored it. So, | was
pretty excited when their latest CD arrived
in the post for review. Could it be as good?
Let's find out.

Cold, abstract digital sounds and a sparse
drum track open “Genesis'. A rhythmic
sequence and warm analogue pads flesh
out the mix before being joined by a more
melodic sequence. A gloriously evocative
melody, played on a vast string synth-type
patch, gives emotional weight to the track.
This, in fact, will be a recurring theme of the review. So much of this CD is beautifully
emotional. The track ebbs and flows, the interest level maintained by subtle
arrangement. A classy opener, | was impressed.

Piano and celestial sounds set a contemplative mood for "Matrix'. Symphonic pads
are added and | just wanted to luxuriate in them! Perhaps too soon, an up-front and
contemporary drum track arrives, yet it is balanced by the celestial backing - perfectly.
Melodic arpeggios add the harmony and I'm reminded, not for the last time, of
Otarion. A languid, brassy, retro-sounding solo adds just a touch of nostalgia in an
otherwise very “now' track. Wonderful.

“Fusion' begins in the bowels of some distant power plant with drones and strings.
Pizzicato notes add detail before a bouncing., mid-range sequence makes it's
presence felt. This is the most retro-sounding track so far. Again though, the beats
are more contemporary in flavour, just up my strasse! A piano melody adds more of
that vital Wellenfeld ingredient — emotion. Again Otarion comes to mind, but also
Axxess. The arrangement is deftly steered through a “breakdown' section before the
elements re-align for another pass. Magic!

"Atmosphere' is more of a “slow burner', with a Boddy like melodic sequence and
atmospheric sounds deployed from the start. A steady rhythm is built and a spartan
melody developed. Symphonic touches are, of course, added, along with piano. The
arrangement is, again, skillfully handled. This track became my favourite.

Heavenly choirs, solar flares and orchestral pads herald “Nordlicht'. After a minute or
so we get an up-front rhythm, and again I'm impressed by the way that subtle
atmospherics are played against heavy beats to superb effect — it just works.
Arpeggios carry the melody. This is a real body mover, a definite cruising down the
motorway track.

A Vangelis organ, of epic proportions, opens "Hal'. A pair of sequences, one bass
laden and slow, the other mid-range, add to the atmosphere. Steady beats underpin
the track — this is very, very good. A simple, but infectious melody is added, played
on a very eighties-sounding digital synth patch. Vast synth swells re-inforce the
Vangelis influence and banish the melody, only for it to return to battle in “question
and answer' fashion through the remainder of the track.

A rapid arpeggio and disembodied effects get "Odyssey' under way. Rapid hi-hat runs
suggest that we're in for a storming track, a feeling reinforced when a second
arpeggio and kick drum are added. The snares arrive along with that string synth
again — it's just such a beautifully emotive sound. We also get a Jarre-like melody
just for good measure.

Sub-terranean synth swells and electrical “twitters' alert us to the arrival of "Freeze'. A
faint sequence begins to build intermittently behind this atmospheric soup. For the
first time the sound of the "Tron is also heard. Drums arrive to reinforce the sequence
and the track becomes more beat-driven, but the beautiful atmospherics remain. A
rousing, heart-felt melody soars over the track, carrying us to some distant nirvana.
This track is practically a spiritual experience. If you like Otarion or Axxess then you
simply must own this CD for this track alone!

Wow. So, a different beast to “Cosmic Waves' in many ways, but exceptional. The
retro elements are fewer, and instead the melodic/rhythmic and contemporary
elements are allowed to come to the fore. If you like any of the artists mentioned in
this review then | can't imagine a reason why you wouldn't want to own this. (WP)

Frank Klare / Analogic
CDR/ 6 tracks / 73.39 mins

Swirling electronic effects and soft pads
certainly give the opener “Analogic One' a
suitably analogue sound. Or | at least hope
that is what the Anal in the title is referring
to! It's all relaxing and drifty but with dark
undercurrents. In the seventh minute things
become more intense as a deep throb can
just be heard. There is a rather Schulzian
“Irrlicht' / “"Cyborg' quality to it. “lkarus'
continues with lovely thick lush
soundscapes but this time there is a lighter
more shimmering quality to proceedings. A
nice deep bass sequence starts up low in
the mix and as it rises to the surface slowly begins to morph. Another tinkling
sequence is brought into play and again it is Klaus that comes to mind but this time
from the “Timewind' era. The sequences continue to slowly but wonderfully build.
There is so much going on but subtlety is the order of the day. This is Frank at his
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very, very best. "Analogic 2' still has a rather shimmering quality to it but this time it
has a much brighter and ethereal feel. A slow sequence starts up in the fourth minute
but it is a delicate one that does nothing to disturb the peaceful mood so carefully
created and indeed soon dies away again. We now start to get wave after wave
tinkling shimmers which lead us to a rather dense section of melodic undulating pads.
It is another track that refuses to stay still as we go from one subtle section to the
next.

“Crazy Dance', at under four minutes long, is by far the shortest track on the album
and has a suitably oddball rhythm but it is hardly dancey, just being a sort of mid
paced quirky number. *Analogic Three' on the other hand lasts almost twenty-one
minutes. It starts incredibly quietly, building very slowly. Indeed, unless your volume
had been turned up quite loud you probably wouldn't have heard much until we get a
cosmic blast effect at the almost one minute mark. A minute later a sequence starts to
form, then a subtle rhythm, then another sequence, etc etc, as we continue the slow
build. Gradually the drums become more prominent. At the seven-minute mark a
mournful melody gently floats over the top. Again, this is all very Schulzian. Things get
so hypnotic that it almost becomes hallucinatory! Of course some people would just
say it is boring- depends on your point of view. | would go for the former. *Go Ahead'
gets straight into a bell type sequence and becomes increasingly syncopated as laser
sharp lead lines fly over the top. In no time at all things are blasting along at quite a
pace, the drumming becoming increasingly manic. Fantastic stuffl One of my favourite
albums from Frank. (DL)

Oliver Ganz /
thrEEEvolutions

The first track on Oliver Ganz©s latest opus

is entitled ©The Creation Of Heaven and
Earth© and you can©t accuse the man of
avoiding the big issues as each ©E© is
designated a cluster of tracks such as ©The

Big Bang© and ©From Gills to Lungs©. Ganz©s
take on these subjects is a little unclear but

1©m not too concerned as the music is
impressive.

Like the last album | reviewed, the first
track uses narration, this time in English and it©s the creation of the heavens and the
earth and the agenda is laid out before us. Ganz clearly likes his concept electronica
as the last album was an excursion through a brain. It would be a shame if listeners
were put off by the narration on the opening cut as the vast majority of the offerings
here feature instrumental music of high quality.

©The Holy Seventh Day®© starts in suitably subdued fashion before a melodic sequence
and percussion with a strong backbeat take over. Melodic colour is added, some light
and shade, signature key changes and added sequencing and it is all pretty restrained
and subtle but holds your interest throughout the 8.23 minutes. Cross fading into the
more ambient ©While He Rested© Ganz lowers the tempo but it does not take long for
the sequencers to appear as the piece gathers pace and before you know it he hits us
with a more anthemic direction and adds some progressive, high register, keyboard
solos. ©The Big Bang®© begins gently enough with some melodic piano work, with choir
accompaniment and then a strong beat changes the atmosphere of the track into a
more strident uptempo mood which is enhanced by the addition of some fine guitar
work after the 6 minute mark. ©From Gills to Lungs© deploys sequencers set against a
slow unwinding melody with echoed percussion, and | guess the overall effect

reminds me of errrrr, fish emerging from the sea in an air breathing scenario. It all
sounds a bit Dr Who but hey I like Dr. Who. ©Anastomosis®© is a more gentle, lyrical
piece with piano and melodic flute-synth before a strong beat is added to the mix and
Ganz raises the tempo. The pan-pipe sound give it an ethnic flavour and again the
track has an anthemic tone.

©Life Will Always Find Its Way© begins with aquatic effects, with a femating calls from
assorted creatures and Ganz©s slow, melodic, synthesiser stylings before the
hypnotic sequencers are introduced with the inevitable drums and the occasional
©East Enders@ercussion flourish. (I©m not getting too technical am i?). Overall, it is a
very pleasant instrumental and Ganz changes pace to avoid boredom setting in. Onto
©The Launch Of Voyager 1© which features Lita Ganz on flute and the template
remains pretty much intact. Sequencers, exapansive backdrops, percussion and
slightly eccentric electronic effects and guitar-like sounds with changes in tempo
thrown in. ©Miriam, Singing Synthesis© opens with Ganz very much in eccentric mode
with what sounds like the soundtrack to a child©s computer game but gradually things
settle down and Ganz hits us with a fine, commercial melody not unlike Jarre at his
most accessible. Then, after a pause, the voice of Miriam, a singing software
computer programme(don®t ask!) does not do the track too many favours. However, it
is a fine melody and sounds not unlike one of Mike Oldfield©s better songs. | confess |
much preferred the instrumental section. Finally, ©What Comes Next© is a wind down
after Miriam and succeeds to close the album whilst reminding us that Ganz is more
than a respectable tunesmith.

Thus ends ©ThrEEEvoultions© and overall its an enjoyable trip. Ganz©s work appears to
me a tad eccentric as the sleevenotes, written by Miriam the software

Volume 2 in the series again reveals the
quality in ADOs rosta of artists. Beginning
with the previously unreleased ©The Plains©
by Bekki Williams, in less symphonic mood,
the piece reflects the increasing maturity of
her music. One of the finest albums in ADOs
canon is Catalin Marin©s ©First Breath©
represented here by ©Nandana-Paradise in
Indra©, an ethnic tinged gem that would not
sound out of place on the ©Bladerunner©
soundtrack. The shimmering ©lceberg®,
again echoing Vangelis at his most accessible, is equally impressive. Robert Fox©s
illustrious backcatalogue is condensed to the superb ©Over Turquoise Seas®© taken

from his first Ad realease ©Asfafa© and the majestic ©Three Sisters©.

Another previously unavailable track ©Sacred Skies© by David Wright is further
incentive to buy this compilation. A slow burner, ©Sacred Skies© again reveals the
lynchpin of AD Music in great form and bodes very well for his next solo album. The
sublime ©Flame Sky© from ©Walking With Ghosts© and ©Taiga®©, an earlier favourite

from

©Between Realities©, does not disappoint. ©Jumping Air© from Raviv Gazit©s underrated

©Shapeshifter© is the most rhythmic offering here. Code Indigo©s, ©Call of the Earth©
©Fallen© and ©Code 11© remind us of the enduring qualithbfMusic©s supergroup.
Callisto©s ©Setisphere© has already become a classic from the debut release ©Signal
Stars. Another AD favourite, Bekki Williams is further represented by ©Under The
Same Sky© and ©Nightflier©, both high quality offerings. Traditional cosmic synths
appear on Enterphase©s©When the Morrow Breaks©. However, there is one AD musi
act, again criminally undervalued, that impresses here because it offers something
different from the other artists. Witchcraft©s ©Angel Dust© hethereal vocals and
©Cathedral© from ©As | Hide© offers a subtley darker ambiision of subdued menace.

All'in all ©Sacred Skies© serves as a fine introduction to AD Music and an essential
companion to Volume 1. First time purchasers may find that investigation of many of
the source albums may be essential. (SR)
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
