AirSculpture /
TranceAtlantic

Double CD/ 6 tracks / 62.38 +
67.18 mins

These recordings were taken from the
band's US ‘Tour' in 2004. The first disc
features Parts 1 to 3 of ‘Walk The Locust'
from their ‘Gatherings' concert. After a
welcome from concert organizer Chuck Van
Zyl the most beautiful melancholy piano
playing comes wafting, echoing through the
air showing that Adrian is a pretty damned
good keyboard player as well as
programmer. Those fingers can actually move as well as twiddle
knobs. Soft synth touches float underneath giving added texture. As
the last piano notes fade into the distance a complex sequence sends
. notes darting this way and that creating quite a mesmerizing melody.
ChOICQ It increases in volume very gradually as the underlying pads swell and

littte melotron melodies nestle amongst the pulsations. A rhythm
makes an entrance. It is rather delicate but just as intricate as the sequence. By the
half way mark lead lines are becoming more frequent but are in support of the
hypnotic sequence rather than manic solos.
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At around twenty minutes in the sequence departs to be replaced by a chugging
rhythm only to return in a different form. More lovely ethereal melodies float above the
note runs. With nine minutes to go we descend to a lovely soft sonic tapestry,
finishing as we started with beautiful piano. At twenty-five minutes duration the second
part is another long trip beginning with nightmarish swamp like noises. Little sonic
droplets mix with disturbing uneasy high register electronic effects. It is an incredible
mixture of sounds that reaches quite a cacophony- AirSculpture at their most abstract.
A flutey synth lead line does eventually make an entrance giving that bit of softness to
proceedings. We descend to near silence out of which a shimmering cymbal emerges
before being suddenly shaken back to wakefulness as a train thunders past! There is
a surprise going on every minute. The train is replaced by deep dark drones as if we
have been dragged down to the very pits of Hell.

A wonderful ‘Rubycon’ type sequence blasts forth soon followed by another excellent
rapid high register one. Things become even more intense as a growling lead surges
up from the middle of the mix. The original sequences depart and a softer one
replaces them, calming things down once more until the original brace return-
mellotron completing the picture beautifully. The Third Part, at only four minutes long,
is very short compared to the two previous epics but it wastes no time getting straight
into rather manic sequences. We again finish with the piano.

The Second Disc features the three-part title track. It was taken from the late night live
radio concert they did after the gig. And it is almost a continuation of where they left
that concert off, with delicate piano. When we are nicely calmed and relaxed a
sequence starts to emerge, a really nice gently pulsating echoing one. This is allowed
to run for some time, hypnotising us before a second moves into formation with the
first. By the seventeenth minute we have transcended to an abstract swirling section,
ideal for the late night setting of the performance. Things become increasingly cosmic
and ‘out there'. Some really amazing sounds are used- can't imagine many of these
being pre-sets! The piano returns again right at the end. ‘Part two' begins with tinkling
electronic effect and a shimmering pulse. It is as if we are in some spaceship listening
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to the gentle sounds of equipment around us. Things become more ethereal as we
progress. A sequence enters in the seventh minute bringing us firmly back to Earth. It
begins as a high register one but slowly and very cleverly morphs to rumbling bass full
of menace. Another splashing percussive sequence is brought into play and the
excitement level momentarily increases but as the pulsations seep into your very
consciousness they become more calming and soothing, steadying the heart once
more. The final part starts with a very deep sequence, more of a rumble really, very
low in the mix. It gradually rises in prominence but even so can be felt as much as
heard. This really is doom laden ominous stuff and one hell of a test on the speakers'
frequency range! A brighter sequence is brought into play in the fourth minute acting
as the perfect foil to the first, fairly skipping over the top. It is almost as if ‘The
Darkness' takes this as a challenge however and the backing swells in threatening
response. What a superb but also uneasy way to finish!

Despite the word ‘trance’ in the title there is nothing remotely dancey about this album
but rather (as well as the obvious pun) it refers to the effect the music will probably
have on you. Even though there are some great sequences and rhythms here this
isn't, for the most part, AirSculpture in sledgehammer mode. Rather they are being
truer to their name, creating wonderful spellbinding structures - works of art in their
own right, out of pure air. (DL)

The Omega Syndicate /
Phono sphere

CD / 3 tracks / 68.41 mins

The snappily titled ‘Our Communications
Satellite Has Disappeared' is a very
impressive opener. Lovely thick analogue
cosmic whooshing might sound like quite a
standard way of beginning a track but there
are ways of doing it- and there is The
Omega Syndicate way of doing it! In
electronic music the choice of sounds is
vital and these really are impressive-
indeed they are some of the best space
sounds | have ever heard though you will
need a pretty good system to appreciate them fully. Out of this stellar
bliss first one high register sequence then another massively bass
. laden one surge forwards. Again the sounds are awesome. They
h0|c constantly morph and move in and out of the mix almost like gusts of
C Q wind surging one way then another in a storm, reeking havoc as they
go. Little lead lines fizz between the pulsations like lightning, the
mellotron being heard from time to time as if the hand of God is making an
appearance, personally conducting the mayhem. There is no atmospheric beginning
for ‘Onyx' as we are straight into a swirling constantly changing sequence. Indeed you
could say it is completely self-sufficient containing rhythm, melody, power and
atmosphere all in its ever-shifting pattern of notes.
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By the third minute it has departed and we get an atmospheric section full of tinkling
tones (as in a soft rain) and slow tuneful pads. It reminded me of water gently falling
on a wind blown lake. A stunningly beautiful flutey lead line takes an already exquisite
track up a further gear then in comes the most gorgeous melodic sequence you could
ever wish for. A slightly more powerful six-note sequence gives added oomph but
without destroying the pure beauty the lead line and original sequence had already
created. A third sequence comes in, almost mimicking but also in support of the first




then the second is cranked up in response. Pure words make this all sound rather
mechanical but nothing could be further from the case. There is an organic' quality to
this whole album. Everything is a constant state of flux but also perfect balance. It is
as if the music is a living entity not just mere “compositions'. We now commence the
first episode of the seven-part title track with shimmering metallic atmospherics. This
only lasts a few seconds though before we enter the multi sequencer layered part two.
What grabs the attention most however are the wonderful lead lines ranging from lush
to awesome bass, speaker wrecking growls. It is so powerful!

This sort of intensity can't be kept up forever so we return to atmospherics for the
beginning of "Part Three' Another brace of sequences reek devastation, one hurling
thunderbolts whilst the other issues forth a torrent of rain. The lead again is like the
intervention of some divine being. But we have only started. Unbelievably the quality
gets even better and more powerful. The sequences develop a snarl to their edges
then increase in pace as if a wolf has chosen its moment to pounce in chase of its
pray, leading to the inevitable bloody conclusion. The fourth part calms things down
with a short piano passage before the sequences return once more for "Part Five'.
They are rather tuneful ones acting as a perfect base for some lovely lead lines and
mellotron backing. This is still retro bliss but with a touch of tenderness. The eye of
the storm | suppose.

“Part Six' is another very short piano interlude taking us back to the steamroller
sequences of Part Seven- slow but powerful. You wouldn't want to get in their way.
When | first heard The Omega Syndicate | loved their attitude of just having a bloody
good time producing Berlin School inspired music. It was exciting stuff but didn't take
itself too seriously. | am sure the tracks on this album were done in the same spirit
but these guys are learning their craft so quickly that the quality of what they are now
coming up with is of the very highest. This album marks a sort of coming of age - the
realization if you like that life also has a darker side. (DL)

Jim Kirkwood / Foxhalt
Edge
CDR/ 3 tracks / 63.54 mins

Spooky swirling misty sounds provide an
ominous but laid back start to “In the Court
of the Stag Head God'. We then get some
fizzing dramatic stabs of sound, a pause for
ethereal sighing effects, them more stabs.
Itis as if evil is afoot, pouncing on the
unwary. Real manic organ playing then
comes in making an already gothic
sounding track even darker. After another
pause things really do go ape, crashing
drums pounding out as the organ playing
becomes even more frenzied over wordless choir effects. This must
be some of the most dramatic music Jim has ever composed- and
that is saying something. Absolutely brilliant!
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ChOICQ We descend once more to atmospherics. It is as if we are alone on a

war-ravaged moorland, little touches of virtual guitar shimmering over
the top like the spirits of the long dead. A typical Kirkwood “into battle’ type sequence
starts up soon followed by another and in no time at all we are careering at light speed
over mountain and plain. Again the excitement level is incredibly high and it just gets
better and better as crazed flashing lead lines thunder and flash over the top. The
soloing would have to be pretty incredible to compete for your attention with
sequences of this class but compete they most certainly do. At around the fourteen
minute mark there is a change of mood with new sequences, subtler (but wonderfully
programmed) drums and new but equally as devastating leads. We have headed off
in a new direction but without an iota reduction in the excitement level. Indeed my
pulse has been racing for so long now it surely can't be good for me! And there is no
let up as in the seventeenth minute a new deep sequence comes in accompanied by
demonic utterances and venom spitting sonic growls.

Five minutes later the awesome organ playing from earlier returns then more
wonderful Kirkwood sequences as we blast through almost right to the end of the
almost half our track. “Blood on the Plough' starts subtly with quiet looped percussion.
This fades away and is replaced by mournful but stunningly beautiful cello. A slow
quirky rhythm starts up like a deranged soul stumbling sightless through a deserted
village. In the sixth minute powerful sequences are added as if over the top of all the
surrounding hills spew more mindless entities. Flashing solos make things even more
dramatic as if sabre-wielding forces are resisting the mindless tide. As you can see
Jim's music creates the most amazing mental images! There is then a sudden
change as we return through swirling mist to the wasteland.

Angelic choir effects give a touch of mystery. A superb loping rhythm is added as the
pace starts to pick up once more given added impetus with the introduction of a
chugging sequence. | couldn't resist picking up imaginary drumsticks for a good air
drumming session! The rhythms become too complex for me to keep up with but as a
blistering lead line comes in | simply change to air keyboard instead. It is yet another
superb track where one exciting moment leaves just to make room for the next. |
loved it.

“The Other Village (The one no one can see)'is the shortest track on the album and is
a very different kettle of fish to the previous fifty-five minutes of mayhem. After a
rather celestial / symphonic opening lovely little peaceful melodies come in soothing
our fevered brow and staying with us until the end.

This CD is a masterpiece. Jim's best album ever. It is quite possible that | have said
that before but he is simply getting better and better. When | come to do my top ten
albums of the year this will certainly be vying for the number one spot. (DL)

Thomas Fanger / Parlez-
vous électronique?

CD /9 tracks / 77.14 mins

What an amazing CD this is. The opening
and closing tracks should be loved by
Redshift and Arc fans whilst the other
tracks are right out of Ashra / Gottsching
territory. There are also similarities with
“Analog Overdose' Volumes 1 and 3. In
other words we are deep in Berlin School
territory throughout. “Vanilla Crush' begins
with soft celestial pads. It only takes a
couple of minutes however before the first
superb sequence strikes up. Images of lan
and Mark at Hampshire Jam Three behind their pile of analogue gear
SmC‘J came unbidden to my mind. | would love to see Thomas live. | bet he
would be great! Anyway, back to reality. The backing swirls this way
hOIC and that, lovely shimmers bursting to the surface like lava erupting
C e from a volcano. The inevitable mellotron adds that essential
contrasting softness. Subtle leadlines that would have been equally at
home on "Phaedra’, ‘Rubycon’ or “Ricochet' weave their wonderful spell. “Twinkling
Sun' is all about mesmerizing patterns of pulsations with some wonderful virtual guitar
stabs. It rather reminded me of "Blackouts'.

“Jungle Bar' is collaboration with Klaus Cosmic Hoffmann-Hoock. It starts with twittery
rainforest type effects. Through these gentle guitar licks echo, heralding a nice deep
bass sequence. Guitar loops start to form creating a rather "E2-E4' feeling of trance.
Additional little guitar touches hang above it all like a heat haze. In the fifth minute
there is some sampled French text which | didn't really think fitted with the music but
others might disagree. "The Lost Track' starts with a rather shimmering metallic feel.
A bass line is added then some excellent drum programming. It all goes together to
whip up an exciting groove. Rather appropriately the sound of waves lapping on the
shore get "Velvet Beach' underway. The mood soon changes however as guitar
flourishes and a stonking bass sequence strike up. Another sequence, then a third fall
into formation with the first. Little melodic licks and sighing pads hit the spot perfectly.
Yet another rather tuneful sequence comes in mutating wonderfully as we go. What a
fantastic blissed out track this is. "Pure Dreams' is a jaunty little number full of tinkling
melodies, lush pads and cool / lazy syncopations. Great fun. Rapid sequences launch
us straight into “Aquanaut’. The excitement builds still further with the introduction of
rhythm and some wonderful cosmic guitar playing courtesy of Michael Potrafke. This
time things are more like a cross between "Blackouts' and "New Age of Earth'.

“Calm’ only lasts just over a minute and is something of a dreamy bridging piece
which takes us to "The Land of Milk and Honey'. A flute can be heard above more
rainforest / bird samples. It's all very peaceful. A tinkling sequence starts up. It begins
to mutate as the mellotron makes an entrance, the pulsations gaining added oomph
all the time and in no time at all we are back in Arc territory. The power keeps building
to heavenly proportions then a laser sharp lead blasts over the top. Whether your
Utopia is Milk and Honey or Belgian Beer and Kebabs you will find it here! If Berlin
School and the albums | have quoted here for comparison are your thing then buy
without hesitation. (DL)

Brendan Pollard /
Expansion

CD /5 tracks / 60.55 mins

Brendan is one half of Rogue Element and
what we have here could very well be a
continuation of their first album
“Premonition’. It has all the Berlin School /
analogue excitement of that album but
shows a honing of his talent to produce a
more consistently excellent CD. We begin
“Tegula’ with subterranean sounds. Little
water droplets drip from high above as
electronic twitters shimmer from the
speakers. Mellotron “choir' effects give
rather gothic overtones. We then get a section of “cosmic’ winds which lead to more
mellotron but this time of the flutey variety which take us to the first brace of
sequences, one an awesome bass laden monster and the other a rapid high register
pulse chaser. This is absolutely superb stuff containing elements of a host of TD
albums from "Rubycon'’ to “Force Majeure’.

Not sure how many sequencer lines are going as new series of pulsations seem to
shift in and out of the mix all the time. There are lead lines but these tend to be subtle,
like wisps of steam rising from a lake of lava as it bubbles and boils over. In the
thirteenth minute everything seems to morph and evolve now seeming like a steam
train hurtling down the track into the distance. “Toxic Blue' initially sounds as if we are
by the side of some fizzing power source- the engine of a spaceship perhaps. The
mood then changes and the images are of a swamp with some lovely moody flute
lead lines. This has a most definite “Sorcerer' feel to it. Softer, really lush pads herald
the next chapter. The tron is never far away however, making a brief return to take us
to a windy moorland. A cello gives a rather melancholy feel to proceedings.

Every sub section of this track is extremely effective but never left to outstay its
welcome before moving on to the next. The “next' in this case is represented by the
appearance of a slow brooding sequence. Then another- and another as the
excitement starts to build to ball breaking intensity in the sixteenth minute. The
sequences now spewing forth are of the very best bass laden ground shaking variety.
The tron is brought back yet again providing the lead role as unbelievably the
sequences are cranked up yet another gear. This is Berlin School heaven. "Nebulous'
is appropriately cosmic, full of sonic twitters, weird spooky sounds and whooshing
effects. Ideal music to portray an alien graveyard in a sci fi movie.

“Valve' starts off in similar territory but at just over forty seconds in first one sequence
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then another surge forward. Both rather rapid stunning examples of their breed they
are too. A wonderful track but at only seven minutes long it just didn't give them long
enough to fully reach their potential. We finish with the very short *Aquarius’, a lovely
little watery gently melodic number that calms us down just in time to steady the hand
so it can press the play button once again! What an amazing album this is. (DL)

Detlef Keller / Harmonic
Steps

Double CD /6 & 10 tracks /
73.37 & 63.01 mins

To me this seems to be quite an
introspective work where Detlef has looked
deep into himself and his musical career
visiting most of the styles | have heard from
him before over his many other solo
albums but also taking us to realms which if
anything are even deeper and more
emotional than we have previously seen
from him. The overall title of the first CD is
“Electronic Steps' and the second "Piano
Steps'. As you would expect the first is more electronic and the second makes greater
use of the piano but there is still some cross over in styles between the two. The
second disc is somewhat more tender than the first but there is emotion and energy to
some extent in both. "Electronic Step 1' is just as | would have expected being a highly
enjoyable sequencer and rhythm driven foot-tapping piece with just hints of Schulzian
stylisms here and there. The "Second Step' however is much more delicate and highly
melodic, the main rhythm being a snare drum, little sequences adding extra interest
and movement but without dominating the overall atmos. The next "Step' is a simply
gorgeous piece utilizing symphonic pads over which a piano melody almost bounces
along with an equally infectious sequence then rhythm. Beautiful but also uplifting
body moving stuff.

A very similar feeling follows through as Detlef takes another Step but this time with
less piano and the addition of a high hat line. The sequence also becomes a little
more strident from time to time. Now we move to by far the longest "Step' on the
album (at over twenty-three minutes)- number 5. It is a track which has a very gradual
build, one element being allowed to do its thing before another is introduced- then
another. Slow paced melodic multi layered sequences gently seep into the soul then a
wonderful mournful lead line comes in, hitting the spot perfectly. Each time a new
subtle rhythm or melody is introduced the enjoyment is cranked up a gear. The final
Step on this disc starts out in the cosmos and as with the previous track a slow build
up starts as one subtle rhythm after another is added to create a sedate head nodding
number.

We move on to CD two. This is the "Piano’ Disc. Even though the piano isn't actually
present on quite a few of the tracks, it is overall a much mellower CD than the
previous one. The first "Piano’ step is a stunningly beautiful, highly melodic piece
mixing wonderfully played piano with some gorgeous strings. Detlef can't half tickle
those ivories! "Step 2' follows a similar formula with the addition of some subtle brass
backing then gentle sedate rhythm. The next track has a piano intro but it isn't long
before electronics and drums arrive and the pace quickens. It is a piece full of joy and
positive energy. “Step 4' is in complete contrast with some quite heavy electronic
stabs and no nonsense drums then moody melodies. It is an excellent track and
would have been just as at home on the first disc. Indeed there is no piano in this one
at all. The next Step sees a return of the piano- of sorts- the sound being treated and
echoing giving it quite an ethereal feel accompanied by some simply gorgeous cello
backing which morphs into a more conventional electronic melancholy lead line.

“Step Six' begins with shimmering crystalline tones, echoing into the distance - all very
Vangelis. A mournful lead sets the mood. The next episode follows on in a very
similar wistful mood. Again there isn't a piano as such present. The main melody, as
with the previous track, has a bright tinkling quality fitting perfectly with the welcome
return of the cello and a slow pleasant rhythm. As this disc goes on, more and more
the Vangelis comparison made earlier becomes apparent- Vangelis at his most
mellow that is. Other comparisons could be some of the works of John Kerr or Jonn
Serrie. The sound of a windy moorland at night is the image that came to my mind for
“Step Eight'. Some ticking percussion strikes up, almost like the rays of dawn. These
eventually morph into a kind of looped acoustic guitar melodic motif. Other soft “wispy'
lead detail is added. Very peaceful stuff. *Step Nine' is another highly melodic out and
out piano track. All very positive it is too, helped by gossamer soft pads plus the
gentlest of rhythms and sequences. The "Last Step' contains probably the best
melody on the entire CD, and that is saying something on such an album. It is all
rather reflective and soul searching. As such it is a fitting way to finish an album which
would have wide appeal outside the Electronic Music scene as well as inside. (DL)

lan Boddy & Robert Rich /
Lithosphere

CD /10 tracks / 52.43 mins

These two musicians are part of the
bedrocks of the UK (lan) and American
(Robert) electronic music scenes, both with
over twenty years of experience behind
them. And it shows. What we have here is
an album which oozes pure class. If
anything it is even better than their first
superb collaboration “Outpost'. Lovely
shimmering metallic touches almost sigh
from the speakers giving “Threshold' a
rather cosmic feel. Some very deep throbs
can just be heard. They are so deep in fact that | didn't notice them at first. We move
into “Vent' and a quirky percussive bass line strikes up with a haunting lead drifting
mist like over the top. This is simply gorgeous- and gets even better as the lead now
takes on a stunning hybrid guitar / flute sound which | hadn't heard the likes of before.
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“Chamber' becomes somewhat more percussive, the syncopations being delicate but
also fascinating and mesmerizing at the same time. The lead line is just as impressive
and melancholy as on the previous track.

As we move into "Glass' things take a much darker and aquatic twist. It is almost as if
we are listening to boats and floats banging together as they drift in the wind but all
from an under the water perspective. By the half way mark these images have
changed as high register blissful drones make a return. Just close your eyes and be
uplifted by it. Splashing rhythms come back for “Subduction’ accompanied by slightly
eerie, windy, sonic colour. This is so delicate but at the same time stunningly
beautiful, in a melancholy sort of way. | couldn't help but be drawn in by it- giving my
full attention. Indeed | had to play it three times before | could pull myself away
sufficiently to write this.

Rhythms depart in time for us to transcend to "Geode' and 'Stone'. And it is here that
things take a decidedly “odd' turn. Scraping sounds mix with little high register clicks.
It is like some vast insect dragging a heavy object behind it. Bloody weird imagery |
know - but the best | could come up with! Things then change as more percussive
loops and spectral sighing effects make an entrance. Again it is fascinating stuff that
grabs hold of you and demands your full attention. The whole thing is stripped down to
just a little percussion then even this disappears and is replaced by more weird
dragging / scrapping noises. Probably the strangest moment on the album. These
noises disappear to be replaced by more sighing ethereal windy sounds and metallic
string effects then grinding noises.

“Metamorphic' signals a return to “normality’, of sorts, as we float once again in the
cosmos. It is as if we are in suspended animation. Very gradually however more deep
sounds are added to the backing trying to gently shake us out of our sleeping state. A
deep throb starts up in the title track as the engine is engaged then we get quirky
percussion once again and stumble to wakefulness. That wonderful mournful half
guitar, half flute sound then makes a welcome return lifting the soul out from the body
to soar into the heavens. Simply stunning. We are brought back gently to mortal
realms on the back of lovely glistening pads in time for "Melt'. Things slowly become
darker and more bass laden before ending with a section of ethereal beauty. This
must be one of the best “ambient’ albums released in 2005 so far. (DL)

Ken Martin / Psychic
Beacons

CDR// 5 tracks / 62.30 mins

Bountiful cosmic effects get the opener
“Follow The Light' to a rather moody but
also very beautiful start. A sequence starts
up, just on the edge of hearing. Bright
metallic pads, with a hint of melody, make
an entrance. The sequence slowly rises
through the mix eventually settling in the
middle as more whooshing effects and
exciting sonic flashes fly this way and that.
The sequence now seems to have gained
a little extra oomph, fighting to become the
major feature. The wonderful backing collage of sounds respond, some nice soft
textures also joining the fray. Spooky wails and faint organ sounds give “On the Edge'
a very atmospheric and uneasy feel. Another sequence bubbles to the surface
bouncing along quite nicely but as with the previous track it initially provides a
supporting role, nestling in the middle of some lovely tuneful, almost euphoric pads.
This is all rather subtle, lovely stuff.

Again though the sequence seems to gain in confidence and becomes the main,
though sedate, feature. The mind is still brought back to the sonic support from time
to time though as it is so gorgeously lush. "Beings of Supernatural Presence' has an
appropriately eerie start and really takes the mood down to one of ominous
foreboding. In the tenth minute things do lighten slightly with the introduction of some
soft drones but overall this is an extremely atmospheric piece. The title track follows
on in similar fashion but with the mood being more melancholy than threatening. A
delicate tinkling sequence comes in, and a really lovely one it is too. The pads swell
and we are lifted up as if soaring on thermals taking us high up above the mountains.
A lovely track but maybe it went on just a couple of minutes too long. “Shadowlands'
again deploys an excellent sequence which broods like a caged tiger, low in the mix.
Again, this is incredibly moody stuff, the surrounding atmospherics playing the major
role. What we have here is a rather subtle album that will not reward if just used as
background music. It is best listened to on your own, probably in the dark so that your
mind can properly concentrate on all the complex intricacies. (DL)

Craig Padilla & Skip Murphy
/ Planetary Elements Vol 2

CDR /10 tracks / 70.53 mins

The tracks here are from planetarium
concerts held on two successive nights.
The first six tracks are grouped together as
parts of "Night One' and the remainder as
parts of "Night Two'. "Lithium' acts as
something of an introduction with plenty of
dark reverberating drones and cosmic
detail. A little more structure is found in
“Beryllium' as gentle melodic touches float
over soft wistful backing. The track moves
on and a slightly harder edge is developed.
We transcend to “Carbon' on the back of solar winds and it is here that the first
sequence comes in. And what an exciting steam roller one it is too, literally fizzing
around the edges.

A lead line flashes over the top and contrasting softer pads drift beautifully
underneath. The soloing is now really getting into its stride - great for air keyboard
playing! Things calm down again in time for “Nitrogen' but this is only a temporary
regaining of breath as yet another sequence comes in accompanied by a new solo



and some lovely mellotron. "Oxygen’ on the other hand is a short, rather moody
interlude, just the odd percussive sound here, the occasional effect there. "Flourine'
gets the sequencer powered up once more. Initially the pulses fall quite gently from
the speakers but they gradually begin to develop. A second sequence settles into
formation alongside the first and we are soon bouncing along quite happily, a really
nice flutey melody playing along low in the mix. Yet another sequence comes in, all
sorts of mesmerizing patterns now being formed.

We continue without a break into “Neon', the first track from “Night Two'. Siren type
sounds and screeching stellar flashes soon subside to a bed of string and mellotron
pads. Things then become very delicate until a bass sequence starts to rumble and
strings / mellotron return. The pace is sedate and moody. It all remains pretty much
the same as we pass into “Sodium'. A rapid Tim Blake "Crystal Machine' type
sequence then ebbs and flows like waves breaking on the shore then subsiding back
out to sea. We then enter another atmospheric / cosmic section populated by little
touches of sound and tron flourishes. In the fifth minute another rapid sequence starts
to form, soon followed by a second and a rhythm; all remaining low in the brew. | was
rather hoping that they would all surge forward for a few minutes of mayhem but it was
not to be- restraint was the order of the day. We finish with little twittering effects
which take us to the rather short mellotron dominated “Magnesium'.

At the beginning of “Aluminium' a delicate repeated melodic motif calls out almost like
a cuckoo. A superb stuttering sequence makes its presence felt, building gradually.
Yet more swirling pulsations arrive in the seventh minute, subtle lead lines coming
and going all the time. Extra rhythm is tossed into the cauldron and by the tenth
minute we are blasting along in a wonderful foot-tapping groove with excellent lead
lines flying over the top. Things only calm down with a couple of minutes to go as we
subside to a peaceful finish complete with birdsong and running water. (DL)

Stephen Parsick /
Hoellenengel

CD /12 tracks / 72.53 mins

This is the first solo album from Stephen
for many a year. It is, however, nothing like
his last CD, the Berlin School influenced
“Traces of The Past', or his works with
Klaus Hoffmann-Hoock. There is a slight
similarity to his darker moments with
Ramp, especially their last limited Edition
release “Doombient One' but this is even
darker than that. The artwork leaves you in
no doubts that this will not be easy
listening as the front and back cover are
basically one large expanse of skulls with a “Fallen Angel' drawn over the top. The
inner booklet mixes gothic images with more pictures of devastation and surgical
instruments (even instruments of torture?) where the angel on the front is being,
crucified, impaled and otherwise mutilated! | don't speak German so | don't know
what the titles mean in English but | bet they aren't called "Little Fluffy Clouds', or
“Twilight Serenade'!

“Der Tod' starts with suitably eerie, dark, deep bell like drones mixed with explosions
as if heard from far away - but getting closer. We move seamlessly into ‘Der Prinz', a
fanfare for the arrival of some demonic lord perhaps? "Die Konigin' starts up a deep
pulse to which is added a particularly effective Eastern influenced lead line, providing
rays of light over the sinister backing. These underlying pads swell wonderfully from
time to time in reaction to the melody. Believe it or not there is something of a
Vangelis feel to this but given a much darker twist. What a superb track it is. "Die
Burg' is full of mournful gothic organ playing then deep sonic clangs from the very
bowels of hell accompanied by vast sonic whooshes. Certainly dramatic stuff! “Der
Leichenkeller' mixes wonderfully bass laden drones with high register mournful pads
which act like phantoms flying through the air. There is then a gap of a few seconds - |
assume for dramatic effect before "Der Barde'. A sequence rumbles forward over
which plays an excellent echoing melodic lead line. It all goes together to provide
quite an intoxicating and rather exciting brew. Strangely, yet again, | thought there
were some Vangelis stylisms here but oddly and very effectively mutated / twisted. All
slightly over the top, but another stonking piece of music nevertheless.

Deep bass drones and throbs return for “Der Nullpunkt'. Metallic shimmers mutate into
ethereal sighing effects - exquisitely done and so atmospheric. Half heard utterances
can just be heard very low in the mix. We are in fevered nightmare territory. "Einer
wartet immer" initially features bright metallic note droplets that shimmer into the
distance. Beautifully played. It's another one of those contrasting moments, like the
light shining in through the bars high above. Normal service is resumed for "Das Lied
vam Ende’, full of more battlefield type images, conjuring up feelings of melancholy
and great loss. From the half way mark the music becomes more dramatic as if
“things' are emerging from the battlefield being drawn on some mindless quest. Deep
metallic clangs return for "Das Observatorium'. It's all a bit like someone stumbling
blindly through a scrap yard but with the occasional meteor landing around him at the
same time!

“Das Auge des Horus' uses spooky drones through which jingling chains can just be
heard. A similar lead line to that used in the third track provides nice contrast- almost
a feeling of hope- surely not!. Things continue in exactly the same way for "Auf dem
Boden tote Engel verstreut' though with a little greater intensity.

Some artists try and create a feeling of “darkness' through using loads of low register
drones and eerie percussive effects and you will find those here but also much more.
There is melody on the album for instance but wonderfully treated and used in such a
way as to make the more sinister moments so much more effective. Stephen
categorises his music as ‘Doombient' and “(Dark) Ambient' and | suppose Ambient is
a starting point but it doesn't do what you have here justice. This music isn't supposed
to be background fodder or interesting drift. It is music which is ever changing and
demands the attention. Not jolly stuff, that is for sure but the best audio equivalent to a
horror movie | have ever heard. What a superb album. (DL)

David Wright / Deeper
CD /10 tracks / 71.20 mins

An interesting release, ©Deeper' is
impeccably produced and is stylistically
closer to Callisto and ©Walking with
Ghosts@ather than David©s previous
release ©Continuum®. However, ©Deeper©
subtly represents a change of direction with
greater emphasis on mood and texture with
more shade than light and the music takes
on a brooding, understated, more reflective
tone. The set opens with ©Nomad®© which
originally appeared on 1994©s ©Ocean
Watch®© but has been completely overhauled
and reimagined retaining elements from the
Leicester Space Centre gig in September 2004 and is superior to the original

sounding like a new track. The enhanced rhythms and textures and more strident lead
lines give the piece more stridency and the confident soloing nudges the direction
towards prog rock territory but David©s trademark jazz tinged tones imbue enough of
his signature trademarks to make this classic Dave Wright fare.

©The Sound of WavesO© is a gentler, more meditative piece, reminiscent in style to the
chill out moments on ©Ghosts©, and David is completely at ease with this romanticism
but as he demonstrates so ably here, and throughout ©Deeper®, there is more detail in
the music and subtle tones of melancholy give the music greater substance. ©The
Sound of Light© is another shorter, focussed piece with some fluid soloing and is
followed by the title track which features a fine, confident melody accompanied with
lush strings and interesting rhythms. ©Bamboo®© follows and concludes the shorter
pieces which would in the old days been the end of side one. More ethnic tinged
rhythms give this piece an edgier, fragmented feel and provide variation to the mix.

The rest of the album is taken up with a 5 Part opus ©Sea of Dreams®© and Part 1 is an
impressionistic tone poem evoking mystery and wonder before the more rhythmic Part
2 introduces dramatic, cinematic strings which slowly build up the atmosphere. The
mood changes enhance the track with lighter passages and sequences offset with
more melodramatic moments, solos and treatments which whip up quite a
storm.before gently winding down. Part 3 slows down the pace with ambient tones,
thunderclaps and piano crossfading into more familiar rythmic territory in Part 4 and
melancholic strings and piano pile on the atmosphere in a widescreen panoply of
sound. The final part is at 11.50 the longest track on the album. Continuing with
themes laid down before, David produces hypnotic rhythms offset with emotive
strings, a steady backbeat and powerful solos that soar and weave through the mix
and whip up a veritable storm until around the eight minute mark the pace slows
dramatically as the piece winds down to its stately and dignified conclusion.

©Sea of Dreams© was originally part of the ©Dune® project which may still appear in
some form as part of a future live performance and that is something to look forward

to. Dave Massey©s input is clearly discernible and generally enhances ©Deeper® as the
production in 32 bit digital sound is excellent throughout. Doug Lester©s cover is
intriguing too and will have you viewing the image from different angles to ascertain
reference points! ©Deeper® displays the increasing maturity and confidence of the
composer as he heads into the next phase of his career and represents another
highpoint in a long and interesting journey. | hope it is not too long befor we can
experience versions of this music live. (SR)

Robert Fox / Timeless
CD /15 tracks / 76.23 mins

©Timeless®© is an overdue retrospective of
Robert Fox©s career and appears nearly 15
years after Robert©s debut ©Asfafa®© in 1991.
Since then he has built up a loyal fan base
and his epic, sweeping, cinematic sound,
with rich melodies and detailed rhythms has
made him one of the UK©s premiere
exponents of melodic electronic music. His
work has been compared to Vangelis at his
most accessible and although the
comparison is often meant as a compliment
it underestimates Fox©s own template which

has been carefully crafted and undergone subtle changes through successive album
releases. ©Timeless© focuses exclusively on his solo albums and is the ideal
introduction to the unitiated and has been carefully compiled and sequenced.

The tracks are not strictly chronological as the set opens with the magnificent
©Thundering Water (Niagra)© from the ©A Gathering of Spirits© album from 1994,
The orchestral opening sequence prequels the superb melody which uplifts and
inspires reminding us from the outset of Robert Fox©s abilities as a first class
tunesmith. This is underlined by the next track taken from one of his finest releases
©Talking Heads®© (2000), the outstanding ©Queen of Hearts© which like all the other
offerings still sounds fresh and inspiring. ©Four Six Zero© and ©Water Musi@Calso
taken from ©Talking Heads@Robert has been influenced by the landscape and his
travels to Australia and Canada were a rich source of inspiration. The ©Blue Mountain
Suite© (1993) is represented by ©White Man Dreaming@ the outstanding ©3 Sisters©
which still sends shivers down the spine.

The latter has a pastoral, dream-like quality reminiscent in atmosphere to the ©Unicorn
Theme® from the ©Legend®© soundtrack and has subtle ethnic colour to enrich the

sound. ©Asfafa®© is represented by ©Over Turquoise Seas© and a decade and a half later
it still sounds as evocative as ever. 1994©s ©A Gathering of Spirits© is further

represented by ©Moving On© another personal favourite of mine as Fox strips his sound
down to produce a delightful almost folky, piano driven piece. The shimmering ©And

All Shall Be Well© is taken from theT.S.Elliot inspired ©The Fire and the Rose© and
©Angel© from ©Underworld® (2002) revealed subtly darker textures which give the music
a further dimension. ©Heaven©s Gate© from ©The Stuff of Dreams© is simply magnificent
and would enhance the soundtrack of a Hollywood production as there cannot be
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many better spiritual anthems than this. ©Into The Light© has ©Somewhere Out There€

and ©Brother Earth© adding to the embarrassment of riches. The

exclusive edited version of ©Ascension© from Robert©s latest album ©Maya®© underling

the composer®©s strengths as once again he takes his distinctive music into new
territory. ©Timeless© is an entirely apt title as this is music of the finest vintage which
seems to get better as time goes on and that certainly cannot be said of all E.M. The
reason for this lies in the innate quality of the melodies and the rhythmic detail and
textures which Fox steadfastly crafts into his distinctive musical voyages. In

conclusion, ©Timeless© is an excellent ©Best Of© compilation a perfect place to start y«
collection or, a timely reminder of the quality of his output. Essential. (SR)

Pete Namlook & David
Moufang / Koolfang 3 (Be
Aware)

CD/ 6 6racks / 64.23 mins

Koolfang is the collaborative efforts of Pete
Namlook and David Moufang and for me
having been familiar with the music of the
former over the last decade this release
heralds a new direction into hitherto
personally unexplored territory, mind you |
admit to not being familiar with the other
Koolfang releases — somehow they
managed to pass me by.

Being more used to his ambient/analogue works or indeed the Dark Side of the Moog
releases with the legendary Klaus Schulze this album, as the notes suggest is
“dedicated to Neverending Love' and fits within the confines of warm, smooth
ambient/urban jazz.

It is important to note that this release contains vocals on three of the six tracks, more
aimed towards spoken word as to actual singing, although it does have its occasional
melodic moments. The lyrics have a distinct sensual feel and in some respects this
could well be classed as mood music... ahem | think we'll leave it there! Right moving
on, try to imagine the last release by Mark-Almond (not the Soft Cell guy) "Nightmusic'
in a less ambient and more urban jazz orientation and you will have some idea in
which area this music lies.

The album contains 6 tracks all of which are over 7 minutes and in honesty they are
actually quite varied and interesting if you can steer yourself away from those “lovers
meet at sunset in cool bar' style lyrics. The instrumental sections however do have
some of the recognisable ambient noodlery that can be none other than Namlook.

The first (title) track is indeed a good indication of the music on offer throughout,
featuring the sultry vocal both in spoken and occasional harmonic but it trundles along
on a bed (no pun intended!) of cool bass, warm synth chords and decent
sequencer/rhythmic patterns.

‘Don't be a Spooner' is the most ambient orientated track on this set and starts off
with a reversed ambient loop and rhythm section. Additional obscure sequencer
patterns combine forces in a thus far tuneless affair. Extra light percussive elements
take hold and the piece moves through sections of effective transpositions keeping
the attention of the listener.

Warm chords and a steady rhythm grace "Fuerteventura' and its back to vocal
territory, although all in spoken form this time. This piece invokes images of a relaxed
coastal bar at sundown. As you may have guessed it is easy to loose yourself in this
kind of music as it transports you out of the typical hectic working atmosphere of
everyday life with great effect. A jazz electric guitar lead only helps to create further
serenity within the piece.

The instrumental “Jeanne' at just over 12 minutes begins in an atmospheric state with
its occasional moments of underlying obscurity. Warm synth stabs enter together with
an effective sequencer pattern. An interesting bass line and additional sequencer
patterns enter over a light percussive section. A moog styled solo creates depth and
interest as the piece moves into more stable territory with definitive rhythm loop and
additional higher pitched sequence. Oddly enough his track meets its end on an
almost neo-orchestral avant-garde level.

Hmmmmm “All the Motions' is the last of the vocal tracks on offer but is not as
suggestive as the title. Beginning with a pleasant electric piano motif the vocal section
takes off over washes of hybrid effects and steady rhythm loop. Effective and pleasant
but at the same time mildly mysterious. Jazz piano textures, although far back in the
mix help add atmosphere before the vocal enters harmonic territory, sounding like a
more laid back version of David Sylvian. In fact after careful listening this track has
elements of the more obscure works of seminal 70's/80's group Japan. It is also the
jazziest track on the album.

As if the love affair and warm cool climate of Fuerteventura has finally come to an
abrupt end, "Here Comes the Rain' could be seen as a fitting finale of the return back
to reality in a less favourable UK climate. However this instrumental piece manages to
capture the best elements of the previous tracks all blended together into a great
cauldron of sound, featuring neo-classical undercurrents, initially darker chords and
effective bass sequencer patterns. The latter becomes slightly delayed over time but
warmer chord elements are added later. A solo lead then enters with occasional
vocoder and in retrospect this track wouldn't be out of place on a mid 70's Klaus
Schulze album, say Body Love 1 or 2.

Vocal sections aside this is a most interesting release and showcases the unique,
astonishing and varied talents of the duo upon this new release. Different and
interesting enough to keep the listeners attention at all times, indeed it's easy to lose
oneself within this sound-field. This is music ideally suited to ahem, well I'll leave
that up to you, the listener. (DC)
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Pete Namlook and New
Composers / Russian
Spring

CD /13 tracks /59.11 mins

This CD is a collaboration between German
techno/ambient pioneer Namlook and the
"New Composers'. The "New Composers'
are in fact a group of Russian ambient
musicians from St Petersburg. So, an
interesting disc in prospect | think. We are
presented with "Russian Spring' Parts | to
Xlll. The index points are only here to allow
us to locate fave parts, this is essentially a
continuous suite of music in the true ambient tradition.

A Pulsing organ-like tone, bass pulse and simple arpeggios form the backbone of
“Part I'. Occasional percussive "ticks' and atmospheric accent sounds add colour and
detail. The arpeggio begins to twist and turn melodically after a minute or so,
reminding me of some of Kraftwerk's early, ambient moments. It's short, accessible
and rather beautiful. A promising start.

“Part II' opens with a shimmering drone and bright glissandi. A vocal sample is
introduced and manipulated — its topic is, appropriately, Russia! We merge into "Part
III" with abstract sounds, they inter-cut the sample, and include the natural sounds of
water and animals. We also get warm pads and meandering, melancholy motifs. The
mood is highly evocative; suggesting relaxed but mournful contemplation. Slightly
unsettling bass throbs alert us to the next index point, "Part IV' has arrived.
Essentially, it's “Part IlI' with the addition of a very fluid bass guitar part. We fade to
the sound of water before a luscious organ sound marks the start of "Part V'. The
organ pulses rhythmically, but also creates a very beguiling melody. A steady, but
slow bass "thud' adds more rhythm. The sound of birdsong and a low drone move us
into "Part VI'. Beautifully played guitar adds a different flavour to this ambient brew;
again it's tasteful and very accessible. This actually reminded me of John Williams
work with Sky! Treated vocal samples and synth effects remind us that we're
listening to Namlook on the Fax label however!

“Part VII' begins with synth arpeggios and “that' organ pad. The organ tone is
something of a harmonic motif, but it is a truly stunning sound. A subtle bass guitar
part anchors the track whilst the arpeggios multiply in number and move around the
stereo field hypnotically. Things become more tranquil for the start of “Part VIIII', we
simply have a sustained pad, simple melody and very low-key beats. “Part IX' has a
celestial feel, with notes shimmering and dying in the atmosphere like shooting stars.
A crystalline digital pad rises and falls in time with the notes. A more atmospheric and
haunting track you'll go a long way to find | think.

An urgent, sustained organ note and rising synth tone set the melodic template for
“Part X'. This one has an unsettled feel, as if something is building but not arriving — if
that makes sense? Eventually we get treated, syncopated guitar playing — very much
in the Fripp tradition. Acoutsic piano runs are an unexpected but interesting addition
to the track. This is truly an inventive CD. We drop to a single drone for "Part XI',
which gradually rises and intensifies. A spare, piano like melody calls to a distant,
analogue synth swell. Treated vocal samples murmur in the distance — we have
another haunting track here, full of melancholy emotion. An abstract section, quite
cold and sinister arrives after 4 minutes or so — a shame as the preceding 4 minutes
was superb and | could have handled much more of it!

“Part XII' is another arpeggio-based track, and again features bass guitar, pulsing
organ pad and vocal samples. The closing movement, “Part XIII', opens in abstract
fashion with disembodied effects and an odd “marching’, like rhythm. Odd notes
flutter around the mix. And then it's over.

Fax label inaccessible? Namlook too odd without Schhulze? Think again. This is a
beautiful and accessible CD - yes there are some abstract sections, but nothing to be
afraid of. A very fine place to sample some contemporary ambient EM that won't
scare the kids or the wife! (WP)

Lammergeyer / Borders and
Barrens

CD /12 tracks / 56.17 mins

Anthony Paul Kerby, the man behind
Lammergeyer and The Circular Ruins, is, |
think, one of the most interesting and
consistent musicians working in the area of
contemporary ambient music today. The
CD is inspired by natural landscapes and
should evoke “mysterious solitude”.

A “pure' drone and filtered white noise
suggest a quite beach, this is "Where the
sea ends'. Choral pads add a serene
quality to the sonic landscape. Sporadic, spare droplets of melody fleetingly move
through the mix. Sounds gradually mutate, some elements becoming more
symphonic, but the changes are subtle. A haunting, beautiful melody and distant
vocal effects forge a focus for the track. Stunning. We merge into "Leaving the dark
earth' with shimmering drones and faint, symphonic sounds, the latter providing the
merest suggestion of a melody. Subtlety is clearly the “watchword' for this CD. A
synthetic woodwind or reed-type melody builds and is supported by bells.

“The blue path' contains one of Kerby's equisite leads; subtle and haunting in equal
measure and played on a gloriously retro analogue synth type-sound. Drones and a
very laid-back sequence support it for a moment before the track enters a very
abstract section at the 3.30 minute mark. Slowly we return to a subtle drones and
symphonic sounds, but a darker atmosphere. Pulsing drones, a slow melody and

faint “tinkles' open “Promise'. A slightly menacing synth sound melody adds an
unsettled feel to the piece, like a disembodied spirit searching for solace or rest. This
was a very evocative piece.

The slightly unsettled atmosphere is continued with “Rainflower' + again drones and a
subtle melody are the focus of the track, although treated vocal samples are also
deployed. “Genesis' is altogether darker, with sinister drones and synth effects. "We
all fall down' is strangely uplifting in feel, though with a melancholia running through it.
We get vast melodic pads and faint vocal samples. A vaguely “pipe’ sounding melody
can be heard at times, before a brassy lead “scorches' the edges of the mix + the
melodic quality is very high. This is a stand out track | feel.

“In praise of darkness' is not the sinister track | expected. After a very subtle opener a
beautiful melody emerges played on guitar + and it's all over far too quickly! Shame!
“Absence' is another very short but evocative piece. Again drones and “picked'
melodies are the focus. "Everything that lives' is VERY short and consists of a melody
and dark, symphonic pads. It sounded like the intro to a Jarre epic believe it or not!
“Night flight' is a very symphonic mood piece with massed string pads, choirs and
effects. An expressive melody and arpeggios are the rather unexpected opening
combo for "Gyroscope'. The track really highlights the deft touch Kerby has for
melody.

Kerby can be a little inaccessible at times, at others very melodic and accessible. On
this CD he edges more towards his experimental style, but always in a melodic way.

Nunc Stans / The Cerulean
Suite

CDR/ 4 tracks / 55.37 mins

Nunc Stans is a new name to me, and a
fairly strange one! He/They record on the
DataObscura label (CDR wing of the
impressive ambient label Databloem). Let's
get on with the music.

A deep drone and disembodied synth
sounds herald "Endless in Itself'. A
beautiful, melancholy, melody is deployed
at the 1 minute mark. A distant, metallic
sounding ‘sequence’ (in no way berlin-

school) hovers in the background. The melody is joined at the 4 minute mark by
gorgeously thick analogue pads. Most of the mix elements leave at the 7 minute
mark, leaving a simple pad. Out of this rises a simple, “ticking' sequence. Abstract
notes ebb and flow to ensure interest- they constantly move across the stereo field +
Nunc Stans certainly has an eye for detail! Strange vocal samples enter and the
mood darkens considerably. Another mournful melody enters, and again it's rather
beautiful. It seems to be a trademark for Nunc Stans, having beautiful melodies
alongside more challenging backings # it really works.

“A Logic of Dissolution' again opens in abstract ambient fashion with a drone and
various effects. More symphonic elements gradually make themselves heard above
the abstract “soup'. A rather strange rhythm, sounding like escaping steam, kicks into
life at the 6 minute mark. Fragments of melody flash across the track, but don't stick
around + there's a lot going but the mix is skillfully handled. "It Passes Before You'
opens in the bowels of the earth with one of the deepest drones I've ever encountered
in a track! Various synth effects stalk the drone; it's ominous, and creepy, stuff!
Eventually a positively funereal melody begins a slow march across the track. Vocal
samples add to the feeling of isolation or sadness. Snatches of disembodied rhythms,
sounding like distant trains, come and go = this is highly descriptive music. The track
stays in this dark place until the 13th minute (appropriately!) when the sound of a
mellotron signals a distinct change in mood. A rhythmic, ticking sequence adds
structure and vast pads swell to create a more optimistic atmosphere.

A breathy digital pad opens "Plane of Similitude'. Heavily echoed runs of notes hover
in the ether. Metallic effects twitter intermittently. A beautiful melody snakes through
the carefully constructed mix. A fabulously syncopated rhythm, sounding very Boddy-
like to me, makes itself felt + it rises in volume and I'm in contemporary beat-driven
ambient heaven (does such a place exist!). What a superb track!

This is another quality, but at times very challenging, release from
DataObscura/Databloem. Well worth a look if you don't mind experimentation
alongside intelligent musicianship. (WP)
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
