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Synthetik / Precision
Movements
CD / 11 tracks / 58.32 mins
After blasting onto the scene in the early
90©s with ‘The Mind's Eye' (cassette) and
the debut CD ©Technology©, Synthetik built
up a strong following with a high power
blend of  synth sequencing and melody.
Comparisons with Kraftwerk were drawn
and a handful of amazingly
professional live appearances cemented
Synthetik©s credentials. Three further CD
albums followed, ©The Mind©s Eye© (re-
release) and ©Abstract© together with an

extended re-release of  ©Technology©. The high-energy formula continued throughout
but then all went quiet on the Synthetik front. Until now that is. Kevin Bate aka
Synthetik has emerged from deepest Cornwall almost a decade after his last sighting.

I believe a whole new arsenal of equipment has been used on this new album and if
Kevin©s previous works are anything to go by it will have been a long time in the
making to get the sort of "precision" he demands. So after all this time and with a new
plethora of technology to work with you might expect this to be a departure from his
previous style! I did, but I could not be more wrong. Kevin must have been in
cryogenic freeze or something because this album continues where ©Abstract© left off
almost without missing a heartbeat.

High-energy sequencing and in-yer-face dance rhythms abound in this 160bpm speed
fest. After the brief introductory opener, which leaves you in no doubt as to the title of
the album, ©Auto East© explodes onto the scene. I must admit, while listening to this
track I simply can©t get the vision of Cossack dancers out of my head for some reason.
But it©s got all the credentials you want from a high-energy sequence romp with stabby
percussives which dart around the room. ©The Art of Communication© has a great
melody and in common with this album as a whole it©s a grower. Kevin has not shied
away from the liberal use of voice samples both robotic and normal. I can imagine
some saying this sounds dated, but I haven©t heard such an approach for so long I
actually think it sounds refreshing. Sinclair C5s and Spherical TVs will be in the shops
next! ;-)

©Ad Infinitum© lowers the bpm slightly and the rhythm is adorned with a more orchestral
palette of sounds. Again it sounds very 90©s to me but being a fan of 70©s retro it would
be churlish of me to say this was an issue. If anything I©d rather listen to a band
playing to their strengths rather than trying new and radical things just for the sake of
it. The adrenalin returns for ©Alles Klar©, my favourite piece so far as the luscious pads
intertwine with the choppy structure. And again it©s unmistakable Synthetik, it could
literally be from any of his previous albums. The sound of a modem opens ©Virtual
Faces©, we then "connect" to this track in a frenzy of Kraftwerkish electronic beats.
Top stuff!

©Digital World© has a lighter but no less effective air, and genetically the similarity to
some of his previous works may be a too close for some. Must admit I revel in it
though, bring it on and ©All Time is Cyclical© does exactly that. Monster rhythms and
electronic detail, choir pads thrown in for good measure. The title track follows and
confirms that this album gets stronger as it progresses. A fantastic dance-sequence
fest with a scorching melody. Synthetik at its best. More orchestral pads, the like of
which I haven©t heard in quite a while, open ©Time Piece© which soon winds up into
another fine synth-lead dominated piece. Finally a sample-and-hold intro heralds
©Measured Exposure© which is the only piece to feature overt vocals - and what a
totally fantastic track this is. Anyone into 80©s electro pop will find it totally mind
blowing.

As the title suggests this is a precision crafted package of speed sequencing and
rhythms melded together with infectious lead lines. In other words, exactly the formula
which made Synthetik so popular a decade ago. Listen loud and proud, the "Man in
Black" has re-emerged with a vengeance. (GG)

Project Andrew Rotten / En
Passant
CD / 8 tracks / 68.50 mins
Project Andrew Rotten - is it just me or
does that sound truly dreadful? I would
have thought the CD would have been
much better released under his own name,
Andreas Morsch. Andreas is the second
member of Pyramid Peak to go solo, the
first being Axel Stupplich who records
under the name Axess. Both artists will
probably not like me saying this but to me
this could so well have been solo Axess
(from his first two albums) on the purely

electronic numbers and Axess and Maxxess on those including guitar. Whatever, this
is a fantastic album so please don't let little things like the name it is recorded under
put you off. The title track gets things underway and initially it has a rather ominous
feel. Echoing tones, some bright and others heavy bass, fade into the distance.
Things turn quite melancholy then a slow rhythm starts up along with moody lead line.
It all had a rather early eighties Tangerine Dream sound to me. A second lead, this
time a real scorcher, increased the excitement so much it got my hand playing air
keyboard. It gets even better with the introduction of a sequence, firing the second
lead up once again to even more devastating effect than before. A superb way to
open the album. ‘Sharp Sequencer' lives up to its name by wasting no time in
cranking up one of the said beasties immediately, some lovely wailing guitar giving
extra bite. The guitar then seems to develop dual roles, one providing rhythm whilst
the other provides awesome lead lines. This is so exciting! Guitar and electronics in
perfect harmony. Absolutely stunning stuff.

‘Again and Again' has quite a dramatic start with hissing effects before settling down
to soft mellow pads. Things really kick in the second minute as a wonderful sequence
and rhythm combination take centre stage. A wandering lead line gives a contrasting
dreamy feel. The sequence morphs and becomes even faster increasing the
excitement level still further. In the sixth minute it is all change with a new sequence
and rhythm keeping things fresh for a final syncopated blast. ‘Depression' is
appropriately melancholy, slow rhythms and sequences providing a lovely moody
atmos. A guitar enters in the second minute, growling low in the mix as a synth lead
pulls at the heartstrings. Yet another superb track.

‘X-Ray' initially has an almost bouncy Jarre, ‘Oxygene' type feel to the sequence but
as more elements are brought to play it develops a sort of happy jaunty character all
of its own. A little ‘tongue in cheek' maybe? ‘Breath' is another very moody one,
starting with deep drones, sinister sounds and effects and a lovely wistful three note
melodic motif. The feel changes completely a couple of seconds later as a bright
bouncy sequence makes an entrance. The pace quickens with the introduction of an
excellent rhythm and before you know it things have morphed into one of those
numbers that gets you driving way too fast. Again it all sounded like early eighties TD
to me- and all done so well. It isn't all one paced either as the tempo rises and falls,
tending to get moodier during the slower moments.

‘Spiders on The Wall' is a real brooding number. It gets underway with some lovely
melodic interplay setting a rather ominous searching mood through which a delicate
sequence tiptoes. A slow rhythm falls into formation as we continue the steady build
up. Next element to be added is a sort of virtual guitar sound, quite low in the mix,
making things seem even more sinister. ‘Pulse' has a lovely tranquil start. Little
melodic flourishes add extra interest, like the Sun's first rays penetrating the gloom,
then a lovely thick ballsy sequence comes in followed by a second exciting staccato
one. The intensity starts to build and we are soon moving along at quite a scintillating
pace. A sublime melody floats over the top contrasting beautifully with the powerful
boiling main body of the track. There is still five minutes to go however- plenty of time
to step up another gear or two and this is exactly what happens with the introduction
of drums and more exciting leads then finally blistering guitar finishing the album with
a real blast.

This is a superb CD. All the tracks are excellent and should be loved, as mentioned
already, by anyone into Axess or indeed Axess and Maxxess. (DL)

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Inner-Voice / First Light
CD / 8 tracks / 57.23 mins
A fizzing swirling sequence gives a rather
dreamy start to the appropriately titled `The
Beginning'. An excellent melodic lead line
comes in then we really take off on the
back of a foot tapping and head nodding
rhythm. Another superb lead surges
forward followed by yet another. Inner-Voice
certainly are first class tunesmiths. If you
are into melodic rhythmic music it really
doesn't come much better than this - sort of
like a hybrid of Otarion and Synthetik.
`Thanks to JM' is much more atmospheric

with swirling pads and a stunningly beautiful piano melody. An equally
melodic sequence emerges from time to time then submerges. From
tenderness the piece suddenly transforms into a wonderful powerful
rhythmic number so full of joy and energy. The lead lines are again
exquisite and mix superbly with a snarling sequence. As well as the
artists already mentioned I am now also reminded of Jarre and
`Uncertainty Principle' period Ian Boddy. Yet another fantastic track.

`Universal Love' curiously has a rather dark, droney, water-dripping introduction. Not
quit what I expected, thank goodness. A sequence can just be heard as the backing
becomes more windswept, appearing then fading away again once more. We then
enter a more ethereal section with meandering lead lines and sampled spoken words.

`To Be (continued)' is a short piece but fits so much into its three-minute duration,
combining an infectious head nodding rhythm with stupendous melodies. It could
have come straight off a John Dyson album. `Trance' is just as melodically brilliant as
the rest of the CD both in sequence and lead line. Despite the title there really isn't
much laid back about this as we are soon into yet another killer groove with tunes that
will stay in the head long after the album is finished. Now Asana mixed with Daley and
Lorien came to mind- maybe even Binar! `Floating Mood' takes my mind to a steamy
rainforest until the second minute when a curious melody starts to form propelling the
track forward for another couple of minutes before leaving us in cosmic realms only to
come back to Earth with a bump as a wicked sequence, full of attitude, kicks up a
storm getting my whole body moving to the wonderful pulsations. `Magic Time' is a
slow chugging number, quite moody actually. `Strange Reality' begins with a
meandering lead line then a tuneful tinkling sequence starts up. Another sequence
replaces it then as we have come to expect by now another lovely lead line becomes
the main focus.

About ten years ago there were the terms `English School' or `British School' which
referred to a style of melodic music, based around labels such as Surreal to Real and
encompassing many other artists from the UK as well. Much of the UK then seemed
to change in the wake of AirSculpture, RMI then Redshift etc and `Berlin School' was
back in fashion. This CD is very much a return to `British School', though with the
benefits of modern day production sounding better than ever. And yet these guys are
from The Netherlands! The album is so good it could well herald a return to those
earlier days. Maybe we will have to rename it `Dutch School'. (DL)

Alpha Wave Movement /
Beyond Silence
CDR / 11 tracks / 62.38mins
`Beyond Silence' is the new album by
Gregory Kyryluk or more simply Alpha
Wave Movement. It's foundation lies within
the fusion of effective sequencer and
cosmic music throughout the majority of it's
11 eleven tracks, but what is noticeable is
the polished level of production that will
most certainly hold the attention of the most
hardened EM fan.

On the whole it is quite a varied album full
of flowing sequencer work that any of the Berlin School repertoire would be proud of.
There are also occasional Tangerine Dream and pre D-iN Ian Boddy elements thrown
in for good measure but without the TD-um sometimes associated with the formers'
work in recent years.

`Departure Point' is perhaps not the most likely of titles for the albums' opus, however
it all starts off with a low spatial drone and thematic string motif. It is after the first few
moments that the listener is treated to the first of many decent sequencer sections,
this time being delayed in approach and at mid tempo. Light, and once again delayed
percussion creates stability before finally a more definitive rhythm section enters,
taking the piece through to its main theme. Expanded sequencer patterns are added,
occasionally decaying but never for long as the full force of the piece shines through
in majority. This is a great opener for the set and a showcase for the aforementioned
level of production.

`Sunburst Shift' initially conjured up thoughts of some epic piece recorded by a certain
EM super group during the 1979 period. However this eventual Force Majeure of a
track enters on an obscure sequence pattern and rhythm section. Effects are added
occasionally throughout the piece during which time a mildly resonant synth lead
takes hold. Additional sonic textures are provided by organ and electric piano,
creating a dynamic feel overall.

`The Zen Machine' hinting at meditational music begins with calming spatial effects
and an assortment of textures. A fast bass sequencer pattern enters along with some
stylistic resonant chords and percussion loop. Occasional abstract effects interlace
with the music at points. At around 3 minutes a theme is introduced becoming more
defined later. `Farewell Voyager' begins with a mid bass loop section over light
percussive elements. A fast and high-pitched sequencer pattern enters, closely
followed by a string-based theme alongside additional and more defined percussion.
The piece subdues slightly but it is not long before it gathers full force once again with

everything firing off at once. The main theme is reintroduced to a backdrop of tympani
together with a solo lead that sounds like it's been airlifted out of Edgar Froeses'
Stuntman album.

`Further Out' is a piece with its firm foundation in warmth and serenity. With it's
warming synth pads there is a slight mysterious edge to the piece as it wades through
its sea of effects. The piece becomes more expressive as it progresses and is quite
reminiscent of the repertoire of Ian Boddy's more sublime moments during the 90's.

`Two Dimension Expansion' enters with hints of Greek Maestro Vangelis with its
resonant chord, lead lines and organic stabs. A percussion loop begins over a
delayed sequencer section eventually transposing with its occasional subcurrents.
Ethnic percussion is added towards the end of the piece.

`Tales of Ancient Travellers' mysteriously starts with white noise effects before
heading once again into delayed sequencer heaven. An array of effects and a decent
solo lead carry this piece forward with a percussion loop out of Kraftwerk's book. A
string theme is introduced but is replaced later with a prominent slice of Stradivarius!
The music has a distinct Egyptian feel to it, although not obvious from the start.

Dark synth drones and pads grace `Kinetic Transfer'. Bass percussion is added,
sounding not dissimilar to that of an occasional heartbeat. Choral textures are added
over a fast paced sequencer pattern and percussion loop, the latter two appearing to
be in serious competition to see which can outdo the other.

 `Echoes' is another of those reflective pieces, with its suitable warm chordal structure
and occasional light percussion. A resonant mid-tempo sequencer pattern enters,
although managing to remain far back in the mix. Then it's back into fast sequencer
mode once more. Hybrid voice textures are added over a definitive percussion loop,
all of this combined with an underlying string theme.

Track 10, `Electrik Religions' has a slight mechanical feel to it with a sequencer
pattern to match. A sublime theme is introduced over washes of effects eventually
becoming more defined. A solo lead enters over a defined percussion loop,
reminiscent of Tangerine Dream's work during the Rockoon period.

`Ode To an Era' ends the album suitably and offers something thus far not
experienced on the album. With a decent amount of delayed sequencer and
percussive work going on the beauty of the final piece focuses around the textures of
strings and flute samples, created none other than by that old warhorse The Melotron.

This is a good album that should appeal to those who enjoy the work of Mario
Schönwälder, Tangerine Dream (Pre-2000) and Ian Boddy (90's). Great production
keeps the music alive and the listener awake!   (DC)

Klaus Schulze / Moon lake
CD / 4  tracks /  74.04 mins
Hallelujah!!! It's been along time coming,
but it's here at last!!! A bona fide 100%
Klaus Schulze solo studio release.
Surprising as it may sound given Schulze's
prolific output via other sideline projects it
seems amazing that we have not actually
had a proper solo studio album from Klaus
since last century!!! Hell, l think l was still
in nappies way back then, (am
unfortunately much nearer the adult diaper
stage now). OK, well chances are that
`Moonlake' is going to sell one or two

copies along the way regardless of what l have to say here, so for all you folks out
there in SMD land that are still undecided about the release read on, this is a real
upbeat powerhouse of an album.

Schulze wastes no time at all pussyfooting around with bleeps, buzzes and subtle pad
sounds. The cosmic appearance of the cover art belies an album that could have so
easily been subtitled `Let me entertain you' as that's what it sounds like Schulze is
intent on doing in a no nonsense fashion right from the get go. With a largely
percussive set of tracks, (2 studio live recordings & 2 live in Poland 2003) the album
clatters along. Something for everyone?? Well maybe not, no wishy washy sublime
builds or protracted dreamy passages, to me it sounds very much like Klaus is out to
capture a whole new audience as well as bringing along many of his faithful `old
guard' of stalwart followers!!! It's true he sticks to his tried and tested methods of
composition, but at the same time goes down that rhythmic road with many ethnic
flavours thrown into the mix. That said, l'd also like to point out that this is by no
means some kind of new age/ world music album though as the sound of drums
hammers out a very clear path for the tracks to follow.

I am pleased to see that the new release is thoroughly in keeping with the current
series of definitive Schulze re-issues with the gated card folder sleeve and transfer
inlays/images making up the package, all very classy together with a separate 16
page booklet crammed full of live show images of Klaus infront of his `big wall' of
synths.

Poignant is the footnote of dedication to Robert Moog, (famous as the inventor of the
synth which carried his name for many years) who passed away earlier this year. I
can't think of a time when a simple reminder on an album such as this has been more
appropriate. That Moog synth sound leading the way on many many Schulze albums
of yesteryear.

Onto the music proper: - `Playmate in Paradise', (30.07mins) soon lunges forward
from a sedate beginning into a rhythmic backbeat that romps over the first half of the
track sounding very contemporary and `of the moment'. With a distinctly ethnic
undercurrent and an all too familiar Schulze pad and chord progression little time is
spent on outlandish soloing, everything is kept restrained. Klaus playing counterpoint
to some snazzy phrase sequences. A wordless vocal conjures up some Middle
Eastern promise as the track evolves, but again it's an element in the track that is
handled with great care whilst the percussion keeps the piece firmly anchored in
rhythmic territory. Gradually proceedings thin out into a bridging section laced with
effects and general weirdness, but no time to waste as soon a simple three note
sequence beckons to the fore and the pace has picked up once more. Shortly a
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bassline mirrors the sequence pattern and the forceful drums make their presence felt
once again. This is really excellent stuff, and as we hit the 21 minute mark, Klaus
plugs the Moog in and away we go with some wonderful soloing playing against the
wordless vocals which return afew minutes later. Finally we hear things broken down
until just the fractured chords remain and to be honest l really can't fault this epic
track. Start to finish its all paced brilliantly; you'd never think that when all is said and
done the track has lasted more than half an hour!!!

Indian hand drums open up the second piece, `Artemis in Jubilee',(17.49mins) the
mood intensified alittle more by additional ethnic drums played in unison prior to even
more contemporary drum sounds being added pushing things along into an upbeat
groove. This second studio track not sounding a million miles away from the first has
alittle more pace, thankfully it's the Schulzian strings which bring this one back from
brink of becoming an out and out commercial track. The lilting orchestral strings
sounding reminiscent of something from the `Dreams' album or one of his old tape
loops.

Track three, 'Same thoughts Lion',(10.38mins) is the first of the live edits and it's a
pleasant surprise as we find ourselves in Jean Michel Jarre/ Equinox mode the
heavily phased/flanged intro leading into a light synthetic habanera!!! Klaus switches
to a minor key letting us know it's really him and not Jean Michel, the piece playing
out quite happily for some ten minutes prior to Klaus stripping back to sounds bringing
the piece to a close. The sound quality is excellent and with no audience interaction
you could easily be fooled into thinking that this was another track from the studio.

On the quality control front, the same could be said of the fourth and final track,
`Mephisto',(15.23mins). Again a live recording, again an excellent recording. A mighty
speaker busting thwack gets things moving multiple analogue sequencers doing a
pretty good job of keeping us lost somewhere in the mid seventies. A mysterious force
is at work moody string chords rising in the background as the soundfield gradually
fills with the sound of percussion again seated neatly under the polysequenced
blanket Schulze has laid out. A key change signals Klaus to reach for the Moog lead
nine minutes in and away we go on another live solo for the rest of the piece,
freewheeling his way to the end with that big thwack once again.

You know I think this album could just sneak into my top five favourite Schulze
albums of all time truth be known, it hasn't been out of my car all week!!! Though to
be fair we do all look for different things in his music, so l suppose my personal taste
sort of goes out of the window on a review like this. The thing that's really got me
hooked on `Moonlake' is this album's accessibility. Here we have a CD of music that
allows me to go to some one who has never heard of Schulze and may not even be
remotely interested in the electronic music scene and say here, listen to this. Choose
any five or ten minute section of this album and you are presented with music that
most anyone can connect with on some level or other. Klaus showing us once more
that he's still more Hip-Hop than hip op.!!!!!!! Nice one Klaus. (B22)

Sunya Beat / The Jelenia
Gora Sess ions
CD / 7  tracks / 73.31 mins
Sunya Beat aka Harald Grosskopf, Steve
Baltes & Axel Manrico Heilhecker turned
out this performance in Poland at 2004's
Ricochet Gathering. This outstanding live
set brings to mind all of the reasons why l
first became interested in the electronic
music scene way back when. Put quite
simply it has that human element in
amongst all that is going on; a soul,
something which albums of  pure `Berlin
School', wall to wall step sequencing sadly

lack at times. An album too of real musicality and musicianship – these boys must
have been rehearsing for a while me thinks!!!!

Some of you may also remember the rather spacerocky `4 x 3' album back in 2001
from these guy's when they created a real storm of electronicness. Here Grosskopf,
Baltes and Heilhecker,( playing drums/percussion, keys and guitar respectively) pull
together a live set that is just amazing both in its dynamics and diversity with many
synthetic avenues explored along the way. At times the sound of experimental guitar
harking back to the days when invention really was the name of the game,
synthesisers still in their infancy, Krautrock still somewhat of a loose cannon on the
sub-cultural music scene. Unyet at the same time this trio pull together a set that is as
refreshing and as contemporary as the latest Schulze album all with seemingly
surprising ease.

With a rather delightful production job `Jelenia Sky' gets the party started an
arpeggiator gently undulating away to itself soon forming the basis of a layer cake of
sound with much more substance than straightforward electronics. With the piece in
full flow, the chugging guitar winding out a melody over the African vibe created by
Grosskopf's hand drums. The ten minute plus `Miami' is next up after a brief round of
applause. Heavily treated guitar and electronics rumble away – no big deal. Then the
drums kick in, Heilhecker switching between pure pedal effect weirdness and an
excellent riffing technique, through which he chops out a theme,( it has to be said this
all sounding alot like an uptempo Jan Hammer/Miami Vice composition – check out
his recurrent `New York theme' sometime ). Grosskopt plays against the big acoustic
drumset loop and we're in pure Maxxess mode, these guy's can really rock!! Fan-
bloody-tastic. They break things down into a swathe of ambient synth and samples at
the halfway mark only to return to rock mode a minute or two later with added synths
ontop, opting to completely rock out for the remainder of the piece.

`Lys' is next on the playlist. Don't know if any of you out there remember any of the
`Startled Insects' work for TV in the late eighties, early nineties??? This sounds very
similar to their musical interpretations with a strong hint of Satrianiesque blues guitar
work. The piece stalks around for some nine minutes gradually mutating into a section
of synthetic unease and  subliminal speech in the background which on any other day
would have me believing that  l've got an Ozric Tentacles album on instead.

Track four,'Landmarke'',(15.03) kicks off with what l would best describe as Theremin
guitar as Heilhecker has a moment or two of complete musical madness. It's that `l

don't give a damn' approach to the music, pure wackiness and l love it, crazy as it is!!!
Baltes sequenced synth bass suddenly cuts through taking centre stage, gentle
electronic percussion sidling alongside, not sure where these guys are going to take
the piece next. Heilhecker still creating contorted, strangled screams from the guitar,
the slow sequencer bass constantly reminding us that this is synth track just dying to
explode into something more. Grosskopf plays against the electronic drums with
closely miked hand drums creating variation and intensity throughout. What superb
soundtracky stuff this is all pinned together by Baltes' synthwork.

`Gora Slide',(9.54) see's a return to that Satriani humbucking bluesy slide guitar sound
as we veer off into a type of hypnotic mantra. The percussion really picks up at the six
minute mark, a riffing guitar seeing the piece to its close.

A moment of absolute musical magic opens `Gamma Life' as a picked acoustic
guitar/synth echoes away tiptoeing a delicate path to the next chord perfectly sounding
oh so very fragile, l'm transfixed!!! A gentle mood set so faultlessly broken by a
contemporary drum loop and shuffling guitar improvisation. Baltes synths and effects
sweep the whole track as the opening chords return together with industrial strength
electronic drums brought in to close the piece. It is indeed a track of extreme
opposites, but with these guys brimming such confidence l think they actually make
this track work!!!

The ten minute `Drum and Bond' closes the set with a consistency that just does not
let up throughout the entire album. It's obvious that these three muso's work well
together bouncing ideas around, know one trying to single handedly steal the show.
Deep synth clangs and chimes,( ala Rubicon) steal away prior to a very contemporary
drum loop kicking in for Grosskopf to play against. An edgy bass rumbles away, and
whilst we're all having a good time Heihecker starts playing that over familiar James
Bond theme on the guitar. Crazy as this may sound it all works very well indeed,
Baltes bringing festivities to a close with more panned synthwork, those chimes and
clangs taking us back to the early seventies again.

It's difficult to pigeonhole this album as it's both a synth and rock recording combined
with ambient synth washes, subtle charm and tear your head off industrial strength
electronics!! Certainly an album of extremes, very entertaining and inventive it is too.
Repeated listens revealing aspects of the music that you may have missed first time
around.

If you liked the Maxxess albums go for this one, you'll love the way the rock drums
really cut through on the recording against the excellent guitar work. Mr. Baltes does
stirling work throughout on keys making for a really big sound, and the incomparable
Harald Grosskopf is infallible as always on percussion. As live sets go, l can't find fault
in it. The set sounding truly like Andreas Vollenweider at it's most peaceful to hell on
fire Hawkwind at the other end of the scale,( and all else in between!!!) that's quite
some scope!!! What can l say other than if its music to snooze to you're after, look
elsewhere!!! (B22)

Tetsu Inou e / Yolo
CD / 10 tracks / 52.03 mins
Of all the New Ambient sonic explorers
Tetsu Inoue has long been one of my
favourite exponents. This CD is a little
more radical than some of his FAX label
works but demonstrates just as great a
skill in sound manipulation and creation as
ever. It is hard to put your finger on why
some people manage to create just the
right mood whilst others sound like a
confused mess. Tetsu Inoue just has it-
whatever that `It' is. `Tane' is one of the
more challenging tracks on show. Looped
fizzing noises mix with an intriguing collage

of bell type sounds then clicking effects, shuffles and all manner of odd little noises. I
am doing my best but it is really difficult to describe! We then get hints of melody, in a
vaguely attractive sort of way. Nothing here could be described as a lead line and yet
the way all the individual elements merge does give a sort of melancholy tunefulness.

`Remote' shows just as great an attention to new interesting sounds as the opener.
Again we get fizzing drones and what could well be the crackles of some worn out
vinyl (an effect to a lesser extent also used elsewhere on this album) over which hover
string sounds, as if an orchestra is tuning up. We gradually morph to windier realms
which provide a different backing to the strings (well sort of) on their return. On
`Particular Moments' low distorted cyclical rumbles provide a base for first soft
ethereal pads then metallic effects to weave their strange aural tricks in your head.
`Curve', `O Shape' and ''S Equation' are really quite calm and relaxing. Things have a
rather shimmering quality and even though the sounds are just as chopped up,
distorted and processed as on the rest of the album they are put together in such a
way that the listener is soothed rather than challenged. Again there is a melodic
quality to proceeding- though not a tune you could actually hum!  We then take
something of a tropical rainforest twist for `Flow'. A metallic tone hangs above
twittering insect effects. `Sour Cloud' creates a swirling sonic cauldron full of soft
fizzing / hissing effects and another reprise of those string sounds. It soon all settles
down however and becomes quite dreamy.

`Super Nature' does have a rather cosmic feel to it complete with the sound of
slithering beasties. As the track progresses things become darker and more ominous.
Again there is also something of an aquatic atmosphere to proceedings. `Spirit of
Data' initially returns us to more glitchy, clicky territory, a rather difficult listening
experience, but then we get some great swirling rotor blade type sounds which mutate
wonderfully right up to the end. Because of the rather radical sounds created and the
way they are put together this will not be to the mainstream SMD customer's taste. It
will leave some puzzled, disoriented even, as there are very few familiar points of
reference. On a couple of the tracks some might even think they have a faulty CD! If
however you have enjoyed Tetsu Inoue's work in the past or like to listen to
adventurous, though for the most part not abrasive, contemporary sound art (for want
of a much better term) then I would recommend this without hesitation. Tetsu Inoue is
a master at what he does- you just have to be tuned into it. (DL)
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Off t he Sky / Gently Down
the Stream
CDR / 12 tracks / 62.03 mins
Off the Sky is Jason Corder, he records on
the respected contemporary ambient label
Databloem.  He has an aversion to capital
letters, but what of the music?

`adagio a deux' opens proceedings with a
gently pulsing organ pad.  A subtle and
gentle beat develops, along with some
synth swells and unusual effects.  A
disembodied voice (not singing) adds a
real human warmth.  Symphonic pads add
to the harmonic content.  It's all very

melodic and hypnotic ± a good opening.  A `chilly' digital pad, laid-back groove and
gentle arpeggios open `down the stream'.  Snatches of a very evocative melody come
and go - this is a very cool track indeed ± it had me nodding my head gently in the
ambient-fashion!   Bird-song and organ suggest a lazy summer afternoon, a faint
female voice chants, `Gregorian style', in the background - `agonic drift' states it's very
mellow intentions. And ends suddenly after a mere 2.09 minutes!

`low tide' has a faintly jazzy-feel, with electric piano noodlings and a mellow guitar-like
melody.  Again, a beautifully understated rhythm underpins the whole track. Unlike
many of Databloem's recent releases this CD avoids the temptation to challenge ±
melody and relaxation seem to be the goals instead.  `channel movement' is the most
rhythmic number of the set so far - although it's a long way from Air Sculpture in full
flight!  It's also the most experimental so far, with many isolated sounds creating a
very beat-orientated collage.  `floating point' is a very melancholy piece ± reminding
me greatly of Japan's `Ghosts' from the 80's.  It has symphonic leanings, but its
foundations are a slowly pulsing rhythm and highly descriptive synth effects.  It's
rather beautiful, and the highlight track for me.

`ahurani' is another slow-burning atmospheric number, with an odd beat and the
sound of quiet breathing forming a very hypnotic rhythm.  Various synth pads and
notes weave around this unusual backing ± it's very inventive and effective.  As the
track progresses acoustic percussion and a female vocal enter the mix.  Again the
voice is chant-like, no words are sung.  Electric piano and shimmering sounds herald
`gyre of time'.  Soon a scratchy rhythm is deployed and the track is allowed to run a
vaguely `loung-lizardy' course!  This sounded like to type of music you tend to hear in
trendy design/garden shows on TV.   It's well done but a little formulaic I felt.

`red tides' is a more beat-driven track, stylistically it could be an out-take from Boddy's
`Tryptych' collaboration.  The programming is subtle and effective, the melodic content
superb.  A standout track.  `lite raining' is a short mood piece full of beautiful sound
design ± it perfectly illustrates the attention to detail Corder so obviously takes pride
in.  Organ and growling drones open `under current'.   A fractured beat adds structure
and a plaintive melody is picked out on a processed electric piano (I think?).  Fuzzy
analogue sounds suggest a by-gone era of EM, a reference to Corder's influences
perhaps?  Whatever, this is an excellent track.  `ebb and flow' opens in a very abstract
and descriptive fashion with odd blips and bloops and swelling pads.  Gradually,
structure comes in the shape of a subtle beat.

Despite the leanings of one or two tracks towards trendy TV incidental muzak, this is
a melodic and inventive slice of contemporary ambient EM.  It would be a safe place
to begin your exploration of the genre. (WP)

Fanger & Schon walder /
Analog Overdose -  “ The
Ricochet Dream Edition”
DCD /  5 & 3 tracks / 78.12 &
79.05 mins
We are re-running this review because we
at last have more in stock again!

The title and pedigree of the series should
let you know exactly what territory we're
exploring. This is 100% retro heaven from
the opening to closing seconds.

`Electronic Mirrors Ch. II-iV' weighs in at a
healthy 28.10 minutes and is a live recording from the Petrus Kirche in Berlin.  The
opening is appropriately subdued, very in keeping with venue.  Organ tones and
abstract effects take us straight to the mid seventies!  Vaguely demonic sounds enter
the mix, as if something has been awakened from below.  Sonar notes come and go
and mellotron choirs enter the mix ± this is a very sombre tone piece.  An aching,
melancholic lead line and heavily reverberated electronic piano add melodic content.
We end with swathes of mellotron and abstract effects.

Symphonic pads and classic mellotron tones open `Encore'.  Tortured `EMS'- type
effects are added.  Mellotron flutes take us on `that' journey again towards the familiar
rumble of distant sequences.   Slowly, but deliberately, a muscular mid-register
sequence comes into focus, and it's a corker! A simple, bouncing bass sequence falls
into line, mellotron adds colour, and a brassy lead line, very late 70's, flies over the
top.  Do I really have to mention TD at this point?  An abstract interlude silences the
sequences at the 16 minute mark.  Eventually, we come to a close with mellotron
tones and a simple synth lead ± very evocative.

`Liquid tape 6' and `EMS No 1' are short, tone pieces.  Both are very experimental,
without any real melodic content. `Liquid Tape 3 (Sentimental)' is another live
recording, this time from `Liquidrom' in Berlin.  Piano and mellotron get things under
way, and it certainly sounds sentimental!   Truly gorgeous analogue synth lines ebb
and flow in the background.  A very slow, melodic sequence is gradually introduced
along with splashing, white noise-type percussion.  A `vibraphone' melody is deployed
and the backing becomes more symphonic.  A second, more rhythmic sequence is

added.  Grand piano details add emotion.  This is a beautiful piece of music, with
hints of both `Exit' and `Logos' era TD.  Gradually the rhythmic elements fade and an
abstract section enters with symphonic pads, bell tones and whale calls.  Disc one
ends.

Disc 2 contains a mere 3 tracks, with the third weighing in at a whopping 53 minutes
and 8 seconds!  All 3 tracks are live, the first 2 from the Liquidrom, the third from
Toskana Therme. Lush pads, mellotron choir and `tinkling', bell-like effects introduce
`Liquid Tape 4 (The liquid Art)'. Symphonic pads swell in the background.  Like so
much of this CD it evokes late 70's TD, not surprising given the `Ricochet Dream'
association.  After 6 minutes things become very abstract with metallic clangs and the
sounds of deep space communications.  We slowly fade to the end.

`Liquid Tape 5' opens with vast choral sounds and abstract effects.  Deep electronic
drones add atmospheric depth, and then a rapid mid-register sequence is unleashed.
Analogue polysynth notes swell from the depths to be joined by a beautifully filter-
swept lead.  Heavy bass synth notes add to the rhythmic tapestry.  A busy hi-hat
pattern and high register sequence are the final pieces of the jigsaw.  Just sit back
and enjoy, this is absolute heaven.

`10pm At Bad Sulza' (now where have I heard something like that before?!) .
Mellotron choirs and strings open proceedings.  Inevitably, a sequence starts to build
in the background, becoming bolder and more strident.  A second is added and the
mellotron is used for lead duties.  Analogue `drums' join the fray and the track takes
on a very `Schulzian' flavour.  I could go on, but you must have the picture by now!
The sequences gradually die away after 20 minutes or so and we are treated to a
glorious symphonic section with added Hammond organ swells.  But you just know
that the sequences will return.  And they do! - with beautiful accompanying leadlines
and vast pads.  Eventually we close with classical piano and mellotron.  As I said, this
is heaven for any retro fan. (WP)

Steve Roach / Poss ible
Planet
CD / 3 tracks / 73:23 mins
What an unbelievably good CD this is!

In a musical career so far lasting some 25
years, there have been quite a number of
highlights, but nothing prepared me for the
sheer brilliance of this. The remastering
process of his seminal 1988 album ±
Dreamtime Return, which is also being
released at the same was obviously hugely
inspirational, as I reckon, that not only is
this the best release of 2005, it is also
probably his best work overall. First

Murmer gets us underway ± weird insect like sounds give way to huge slabs of
electronic noise. Musical themes repeat themselves, and there is an amazing sense
of movement that it is occasionally quite disconcerting.

At over 31 minutes the next track is Gestation. It starts quietly ± those weird insect like
sounds make an early reappearance, but the overall mood of the piece is a little
lighter, more hopeful if you like ± in common with the name of the piece, which is, I
guess a hopeful process!

Last and not least is Cell Memory ± another 25 minutes of pure electronic bliss ± in
parts it reminded me a little of Edgar Froese's Aqua ± the original, not the 2005 re
release. Lot's of strange electronic sounds, water effects, and at the nine minute mark
a vast soundscape like a howling wind that sounds like nothing else I've heard this
year.

There are no words in my vocabulary that would do this CD justice ± I just love it! I
recognise, however that this is not going to be everyone's cup of tea, and there are no
foot tapping sequencers here, no sir! But what there are, are EM sounds of the
highest order, set in a jaw dropping, fantastically good quality production, by an artist
who is at the peak of his creative powers, and what's more you'll be pleased to hear
that the sleeve notes specifically state that no soft synths were used! What more
could you possibly want? (SJS)

Astrogator / The Darkness
Between
CD / 3 tracks / 58.17 mins
We are also re-running this review because
as the album has proved so popular it has
been re-issued as a conventional CD. The
artwork and music are identical except for a
slight difference to the end of the second
track.

I have known Jez Creek and Steve
Humphries, who are Astrogator, for a little
while now and two more likable blokes it
would be hard to meet. They have both been
producing music by themselves and I am

now delighted to say that in working together they have created a very enjoyable
album. The music is split into three parts of the CD title. Wonderful cosmic wizzers
and whooshes (for want of a much better term) act as an introduction to `Part One'. A
slow rhythm and looped piano get things moving. Another sequence is added as vast
pads swell in the background. This is taking a typical Berlin School type approach but
with also some character of their own. In the eleventh minute a nice lead line comes
to the fore. The sequence remains fairly constant acting as a framework around which
the ever changing backing weaves.

With ten minutes to go we take a breather as the sequence departs and we are left
with lovely soft pads and more cosmic effects. Out of this excellent organic gloop
emerges another sequence which develops nicely then a rhythm is brought into
formation and we gradually begin to motor. `Part Two' has an even more impressive
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cosmic introduction than the opener- the sounds chosen being heavenly. This time
however we stay in atmospheric mode from beginning to end. A deep bass rumble
starts to test the speakers providing contrast to the underlying ethereal beauty. At the
five minute mark there is a subtle change in mood as the soft pads begin to swell. In
the ninth minute a very delicate sequence does make an entrance but it is more like a
gentle rain causing ripples on a lake. Within the last three minutes though the mood
changes again as vast bass throbs can be heard heralding a return of the sequence
and a more active area of the cosmos. I do think the track ended a bit abruptly. Not
sure if it was intentional but if so it didn't work very well. No worries though as
Astrogator save the best till last. As expected `Part 3' also begins with spacey effects
then a little melodic motif, which is heard both at the beginning and at the end of the
track, makes its first appearance - all very `Close Encountersish'.

Quick on its heels a superb sequence hurtles forwards, soon joined by another.
Together they kick up quite a storm, fitting perfectly with the explosive backing. By the
eighth minute they are morphing wonderfully and if things weren't exciting enough
anyway yet another sequence is brought into play. In the tenth minute a fresh melody
is deployed, snuggling nicely amongst all the syncopations. Throughout, this album
has a very improvised feel so it isn't too surprising that the closest comparison I could
think of was AirSculpture- not an exact comparison but we are heading in that
direction. This is an excellent first collaboration and especially on the evidence of the
last track I am expecting great things from them in the future. (DL)

Steve Roach / New Life
Dreaming
CD / 5 Tracks / 68:50 mins
Almost inevitably given the quality of
Possible Planet, there is a sense that
somehow Steve Roach cannot release two
masterpieces at the same time, and whilst
it doesn't scale the heights of that one, this
is another fine CD.

The opener Perfect Dream begins with a
very deep rumbling cavernous electronic
sound that fades away, before reappearing
± it certainly grabs your attention! This
cycle repeats itself for the first five minutes

or so, before another synth takes over and the sounds become more passive, as they
wash over you. It is an incredible contrast to the first five minutes, and all the more
interesting for it. Then without warning at the ten minute mark, the whole track seems
to repeat itself. It is a very strange piece of music.

Where I live is next up, which starts quietly with bird / jungle/ desert like noises, before
those synths kick in, and in many respects this sounds like classic Roach territory.
Occasionally there are those bird/ animal sounds, which I imagine were recorded
specifically for the CD.

The Ancients Way features his regular collaborator Byron Metcalf on “rhythmic
sources”. The track opens up with washes of synth sounds, and an occasional, and
rather strange rattling sound, which I am sure was not my CD player! Then after 5
minutes those rhythms kick in, and the whole track just lifts off, and before you know it
your feet are tapping away. I have to confess that I am not a particularly big fan of this
ethnic EM, which I personally feel has been done to death, but this is ok. (If you ask
me Peter Gabriel's Passion soundtrack has a lot to answer for!)

At just over 9 minutes Deep Sky Time is the shortest track on the CD. It isn't
particularly memorable, but it is pleasant enough.

Then we have In The Eye Of Noche. To me this track sounded disconcertingly like
Robert Rich ± with those strange wailing synths at the beginning that could equally be
a voice. There is also a very muted and probably heavily processed piano, before a
voice does indeed appear.

To be honest this suffers by comparison with Possible Planet though in its own right it
is good ± particularly the first and final tracks, which are really very impressive. It's just
that when I came to review this, I still couldn't get Possible Planet out of my head, and
rightly or wrongly I have had to review this accordingly.  (SJS)

Move D Namlook VIII / The
Art of Love
CD / 6 tracks / 67.23 mins
This is a collaboration between David
Moufang and Pete Namlook.

`The Art of Love' opens the disc; it's a
contemporary, jazzy piece of electronic
`lounge' music, comprising shimmering
electric piano chords, abstract effects,
languid bass and saxophone/trumpet
soloing.  Pretty relaxing, very well done, but
not really for me I'm afraid ± it felt like
something off a `chill out' CD.

`Chattering' synth effects and a ticking rythmn mark the opening of `One after 303'.
The synth is constantly mutated, could this be the 303 sequencer mentioned in the
title?  The effect is very hypnotic.  Swathes of synth pads build in the background ±
this is much more EM.  Gradually a steady kick drum is added, then hi-hats and
snares; this is a real body mover!  Beautiful `glimpses' of melody are deployed next,
played with a bright, bell-like sound.  By the 8 minute mark a squelchy bass sequence
is added and a languid, brassy, retro-sounding lead.  All in all a quality track fusing
retro and contemporary references.  A glorious analogue swell and melancholy lead
open `VS(OP)'.  The `drifting' mood is maintained for a minute or so before a very
`crunching' rhythm is added, along with synth effects and rather distorted `vocal' type
sounds.  It all ends rather suddenly and we have a few seconds of silence before we
get elements of the opening track of the CD repeated!  These elements continue into
the next section, titled `Dial Again' (could this be a reference to the re-cycling of

sounds previously used?).  This track loses the `real' instruments used in `The Art of
O Love', replacing them with distorted effects, but the backing track is pretty similar.
An excellent, syncopated rhythm takes centre stage at the 4 minute mark, punctuated
by bass synth stabs and bursts of noise.  Sounds move around the stereo image in an
interesting way also - try listening on headphones for the full effect. Vocal samples,
distorted heavily add to the trance-like quality of the track.  Challenging, but good.

`Kool Train Intro' opens with a pulsing drone.  A beautiful but spartan melody is added,
showing that these musicians can do `conventional' as well!  Faintly `choir-like' pads
add to the melancholy feel of the track.  What a beautiful track!

`Kool Train Riding The Desert' follows ± appropriately enough! ± and opens with some
train-like sounds, a simple hi-hat based rhythm.  After a minute and a half we get
some very heart-felt sax playing.  I was reminded of the `love' theme from the
`Bladerunner' theme here.  Snatches of complimentary melody come from piano and
synth, but the sax holds the centre-ground.  Contemporary, and very `cool' beats are
gradually added to the mix, along with vocoder vocals.  The last couple of minutes
return to the gorgeous atmospherics from the opening to `VS(OP)' ± but it's a
tantalisingly brief section.  Like the opening track this sounded very `chill-out' to me,
again not to my taste ± but very well done.

This is not an easy CD to sum up.  If you enjoyed the `jazzier' touches of some of the
`DSOTM' series then you should find this CD pretty accessible.  Fans of Namlook's
sound design and arrangement should love it.  Mainstream SMDers?  Approach with
caution I think. (WP)

Jonn Serr ie / Epiphany
CD / 10 tracks / 58:44 mins
For the uninitiated, Jonn Serrie is an
American musician who has written and
produced EM, best described as “Space
Music” (indeed much of his music has
been written to accompany Planetarium
shows). The term was almost certainly
coined for him and for most of his releases
it fits the description perfectly. Down the
years he has released some exceptionally
fine albums, particularly the Planetary
Chronicles Volumes 1 and 2, and my own
personal favourite, And The Stars Go With
you. He was also jointly responsible, with

Gary Stroutsos for the fantastic Hidden World CD, which showed that it is not just his
compatriots Steve Roach and Robert Rich who are capable of melding ethnic themes
with modern day synth sounds.

Occasionally however it all comes across as sounding rather twee, and romantic, and
to my mind this was the problem that befell his 2003 release Lumia Nights. By
comparison to that CD however this is so sugary that it should come with its own
dental appointment prebooked!

 The title of this one gives the game away somewhat, and on the sleeve notes, it
describes itself as “Meditations On Sacred Hymns”. Nine of the 10 tracks are
variations of traditional and it has to be said, overtly religious themes, including the
ubiquitous Abide With Me, and Amazing Grace. It is very well done, beautifully played
and produced, but at times it veers dangerously close to being muzak. It is also rather
one dimensional, and repetitive, and to be honest there is little to distinguish the
individual pieces. The one track written by Serrie himself ± Light of Thy Countenance
is at over 9 minutes the longest piece, and by some distance the best on the CD, as if
we needed a reminder of what an excellent musician he is (and no I didn't).

I am all for risk taking and doing something different, but even so it is hard to see
where the audience is for a release like this. Unlike, Rick Wakeman, who has
released similar albums, Serrie simply isn't known well enough here in the UK, and as
a starting place for someone who hasn't any of his releases this wouldn't be a great
choice. However if you are short of ideas for Christmas presents for Grandma…this
might just be the thing you need.  (SJS)

This is a live recording from the Ricochet
Dreams event in 2003 in the Mojave
desert.  Rather than write a full review I
thought that a `cast list' might be enough to
send most most SMDers diving for their
credit cards ± it goes like this:  Wolfram
Spyra, Free System Project, Airsculpture,
Star Sounds Orchestra, Paul Lawler, Dave
Brewer, Bill Fox and Volker Koenig.  I
decided that a review was needed as well
though, so here goes.

Disc 1

Heavenly pads and a deep drone get `Alluvial elements Part 1' under way in
symphonic splendour.  A melancholy lead is deftly deployed alongside classic
Mellotron choirs, and we simply settle into glorious, tranquil drift.  Already, the
standard of musicianship is shown to be as high as the artist rooster above would
suggest.  At the 5.15 min mark a sequence begins to build, it's high register and rapid.
A second, mid register pattern joins in.  The backing dies away and we're left with
Tron choir and the sequences, a third sequence is added and it just builds and builds
in intensity.  This is classic stuff, something any retro fan would simply adore.  Tron
flute adds some melodic detail ± what else could?  Sequences mutate, the melodies
come and go ± what a fabulous opener.  `Desert Train Part 2' also opens in a tranquil

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way, with gentle guitar like sounds and symphonic pads.  A simple, spartan melody is
heard in the distance ± it certainly suggested vast open spaces to  me. The faint
ticking of a sequence is heard at the 3.30 min mark, it's syncopated and sounded a
little like a train moving over sleepers (Kraftwerk's `Trans-Europe Express' came to
mind).  A heavy kick drum and bass line provides more solid foundations for the track.
A raspy, oscillator synced lead crawls over this rhythmic frame to great effect. A
beautifully played and evocative solo, straight from the late 70's, takes over melodic
duties ± it mutates and twists to the end. Just beautiful.

Abstract sounds introduce `Alluvial elements Part 3'.  They end suddenly to be
replaced by two sequences, one high register and one bass-laden.  Choirs swell from
beneath ± something subterranean has awoken!  We are resolutely in TD territory
here (anywhere between 1975 and 78!).  A heavily filtered third sequence constantly
mutates.  A heavy, very heavy lead muscles into the mix.  There's nothing subtle here
± it's a pile-driver of a track.  It just keeps on going, yes the sequences twist and turn
and the melodies come and go but it just keeps on going ± save for a brief respite at
the end for Tron flutes.  What a track! Essential for any fan of retro sequencer music.

An evocative lead, gently strummed guitar and a stately hi-hat create a slightly
melancholic feel for `Departure From The Mojave Plane'. Abstract `watery' effects
break the mood after a minute or so and we enter a challengingly experimental
section that didn't `sit' with the opening to this track at all.  By the 4 minute mark the
effects die away and we're left with a very menacing bass throb and pad combination
± very atmospheric and chillling.  Clanging `bells' can be heard in the distance, they
build in volume and create the rhythmic structure of the piece.  Rather mournful and
very strange solos are picked out over this simple backing.  An unusual track, one
that left me unsure as to whether I'd actually liked it!

Swelling atmospheric synth sounds are briefly heard, before solo piano takes centre
stage for `Horizon Memories'.  The melody is achingly beautiful.  It dies and a
sequence, bright, rapid and mid-register, takes over.  Atmospherics circle and a
second sequence is added, and then swiftly morphed and twisted.  A simple bass
sequence begins its inexorable build.  An insistent melodic phrase is repeated in the
background as drones and choirs swell and subside from below.  By the 6 minute
mark a glorious Tron flute solo arrives.  The track continues with several leads added
and subtracted to ensure melodic interest is maintained ± some sound very seventies,
some more eighties in feel, but all are effective and skillful.  Again, as with so much of
the CD the classic eras of EM are re-created with deft skill and feel.

`Nipton Meditation' opens with Tron flute, grand piano and abstract effects.  Tron
choirs mass and threaten to engulf the track, but the piano moves to its higher register
and soars above the dense Tron sound.  Abstract effects are deployed sparingly ±
supporting the atmosphere but allowing melody to win the day.  What a beautiful end.

Disc 2

Disembodied voices, electronic `rumbles' and distant organ tones combine to
atmospheric effect for the opening of `Searchlight'.  Gradually, symphonic pads and a
slow, bass sequence emerge to suggest structure.  The effects fight back and a `tug
of war' between the sections begins.  Strange, `ethnic' voices add a new dimension to
this very experimental track ± a rather beautiful lead duels with the voice.  At the five
minute mark `clashing' percussion is added alongside some very `Logos' era synth
stabs.  Dense and syrupy bass `squelches' further enhance the eighties feel.
Snatches of sequence are heard and then depart.  A strange, but enjoyable opener.

`Mojave Dreams' is a slow burner full of atmospheric synth pads and delicate, laid-
back percussion.  Like `Searchlight' it has some experimental, but always accessible,
touches.   A beautifully atmospheric track that reminded me a little of some of
Namlook and Schulze's DSOTM series.

`220V Koenig (Ololiuqui Dreams)' opens in descriptive fashion with smoldering
electronic effects and a dense drone. Gradually a low pulse adds some rhythmic
structure, and delicate pads ease the mood a little but don't break the sense of
melancholy and slight menace.  As with the last track the more experimental vein of
EM is being mined, perhaps early TD or Schulze/Namlook again.

Strange, heavily echoed notes and the sounds of electronic equipment dying open
`Electric Yucca'.  A snatch of radio broadcast adds a humorous touch before some
very heavy electronic effects almost obliterate the mix.  A strangely stilted rhythm tries
to create calm!  It sounds like one of Nagle's more `out there' moments!  A beautiful
melody arrives and the track gradually comes into focus ± sounding very
contemporary with great beats (think Binar or perhaps Boddy).  For me, this became a
standout track, as I love this sort of thing.  It becomes more symphonic, the beats
more contemporary and busy.  By the six minute mark a simply gorgeous `sine wave'
lead just soars majestically above the mix.  Magical.

`110V Kanzler' is another atmospheric track that combines beauty with more
experimental effects and contemporary beats.  The standout element of this track is
the incredibly high quality of the melodic work, picked out predominantly on retro synth
voices and electric piano.  A `rock' drum kit seemingly recorded in a cave opens
`Linda's Ghost'.  Vibes add a delicate melody, whilst effects come and go.  Faintly, in
the background a sequence can be heard, but only just (it comes to life later in the
track).  The tempo speeds up and the track takes on a slightly manic feel ± quite odd
really given the opening and the title of the piece.  The mix settles but remains quite
busy in the beats department.  Vibes and symphonic swells are laid over the beats.  A
raucous solo bursts from nowhere and the drums pick up their pace in answer to this
sonic attack ± all very exciting.  Strange vocal effects/samples close the track.

`Curse-Chill' is again a mix of the old and new in EM.  Cool electric piano and synth
swells suggest the dawn of EM, whilst a stuttering rhythm is very `now'. Synth sax
adds to the `lounge lizard' feel of the track ± I could imagine this one used on TV
design programmes or being played in trendy bars.

`Interstate 15' opens with a mid-tempo, squelchy, mid-register/bass sequence.  Leads
and symphonic pads are deployed immediately, we are back in the land of retro EM.
It's very atmospheric and easy to get on with.  I'm probably wrong but this one
sounded very like the Airsculpture chaps were in charge, it's very like the opening
section of `Moments in Lowell'.

So, how to sum up?  Disc one is very much about retro EM, and it's done with
amazing feel and skill.  I'd say that retro sequencer fans need this disc.  Disc two has
a more contemporary feel and is a little challenging in places, but still has classic
elements.  All of the music is of a high standard.  I think there's something for
everyone ± recommended.  (WP)
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
