Arc rocked my world and was an easy choice as number 1. Howard
Jones's new album is an amazing return to form, a “Human's Lib” for the
21st century. Imogen Heap is beguiling, a melting pot of Laurie Anderson
/ Goldfrapp / Cocteau Twins / Enya / Kate Bush backed by beautiful
electronics. Anything to do with FSP and the band members is essential
Berlin School magic, the only reason Moyland isn't listed is | haven't
heard it yet. Arcane - say no more - please can we have another album!!
Kraftwerk's MaxMin album is notable both for the great music and the
awesome sound quality. The DVD is even better. UtD produced a magical
concert at the NSC so packed full of melodic genius it was in danger of
becoming blasé. RMI continue to be as prolific as they are brilliant.
Goldfrapp is included because ‘Time Out From The World' is one of my
tracks of the year, but the whole album is superb and the SACD is worth
picking up to test the HiFi. Roll on 2006.

Free System Projekt /
Moyland

CD/ 6 tracks / 66.04 mins

Moyland Part 1 was recorded at the third
Hampshire Jam and certainly brings back
some very pleasant memories. Lovely
Mournful tron / organ type sounds are
punctuated by the occasional cosmic
effect. These give way to lonesome flutey
synth and big bass rumbles. As far as
atmospheric intros go it really doesn't get
any better than this. A very deep and
equally melancholy lead line strikes up,
grasping your very soul. This is pure class.
The rather dense nature of the track is kept up as a wonderful thick
steamroller of a sequence makes a bludgeoning entrance. It
increases in pace and a second even faster one joins it as we hurtle
o along in best mid seventies Berlin School fashion. The accompanying
ChO|CQ lead lines are pretty darned good as well, the sounds chosen being

exquisite. The sequences bounce off and morph round each other
perfectly. Absolutely awesome!

SmCJ

The rest of the tracks were all recorded in the studio. ‘Moyland Part 2' has a rather
swirling windy beginning which is soon joined by more mellotron. Yet another
sequence enters in the second minute, surging along in a rather optimistic, questing
fashion. The backing is provided by deep ethereal pads giving the whole thing a rather
majestic feel. The 3rd Part shows just how subtly sequences can be used when
placed in the right hands. A stunning splashing / steam hissing type one is first to
emerge whilst bass pulsations very gradually start to rise in the mix. The interplay
between the two sequences is masterful and the melancholy end pure perfection. Part
4 whooshes into life, propelled on a solar flare as we begin our journey into the
Cosmos. This was so peaceful | thought we were going to have a purely atmospheric
number but no, we are less than two minutes in and the most ball breaking sequence
so far surges through. The atmospherics are still vital here though providing the
perfect combination of lush and yet also spaced out backing. We return to stellar
realms to finish. A slow throb gets The 5th Part underway and its soon business as
usual as we get a similar sequence to the previous track.

The Last Part is again heavy on the sequences, a complex bass one starting things
off. A more percussive one falls into formation whilst a deep rhythm low in the mix
adds to the cascading syncopation still further. | am now not sure if more sequences
are coming in or the existing ones are rapidly mutating. Whatever is going on it's
certainly exciting stuffl What a wonderful way to finish. (DL)

Free System Projekt /
Impulse

CDR /7 tracks / 71.53 mins

What we have here is Free System
Project's first ever album, when it was all
down to Marcel Engels (Ruud Heij and
Frank van der Wel not joining until the third
album). It was recorded between June and
August 1996. All the tracks are prefixed
‘Impulse' and ‘The Closening' features
upbeat sequencing and genuinely strong
melodic themes. The track lasts almost 10
minutes, the first 7 dominated by electronic
rhythms and searing synths. Then the
mood changes as poignant chords are overlaid by piano refrains underlining the
versatility available here. ‘The Nightmare' presents luscious synth pads before
embarking on another top notch sequential outing. Searing synth stabs punctuate the
sound before an ambient interlude gives the piece chance to gather itself and initiate
another sequenced assault. Again a superb lead motif appears to grab the attention
and keep the track moving right to the last note.

Bass sequencing is obviously a forte of FSP and this is amply demonstrated on ‘The
Chase'. Compositionally it's a delightful collection of fairly disparate elements which
together form a cohesive package. The sequence sections do bring to mind an “in
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form” Chris Franke - "The Park is Mine' sort of album. Sombre piano heralds “The
Opening' then out of nowhere a ballistic sequence forms and develops the track
backed by a steady bass beat. Raw synth and choral vox add texture but again pride
of place goes to the sequencing which mutates brilliantly in the background before
being left in isolation for a glorious section. "The Relief' presents some classic synth
sounds and before long an equally classic racey sequence. Neat percussion sharpens
the focus while silken refrains are utilised to close the piece. Finally “The Closening
Part 2' rides on infectious pulsations and breathey synths. Again the technique of
leaving each element plenty elbow room works a treat, creating a transparent and
dynamic experience Make no mistake this is a classy album crafted with an assured
air. Sequencer fans will find this essential material, and melody is not short in supply
either. All in all it's a winning formula.

Well, that is where Graham's review of the original issue of “Impulse’ finished all those
years ago. This reissue however boasts the addition of a fantastic 21 minute bonus
track "And Then There Were Two', featuring Ruud Heij as well as Marcel, recorded
much more recently. Humming, twittering effects make it sound like we are in the
engine room of a Space Ship from some 50s Sci Fi movie. A slow, beautiful melodic
lead line (one of the very finest on any FSP album) adds some structure and focuses
the mind as well as the heart. Things now start to sound very 70s again- think of a
cross between the first Peter Bauman album and Michael Garrison's “In The Region of
Sunreturn'. A rapid, urgent sequence starts up and the pulse begins to race. It has to
be said that this is now extremely Rubycon sounding. As the sequence twists this way
and that lovely little lead touches float over the top like smoke gently hovering above
the sea as it escapes a burning wreck. These develop into more substantial but still
dreamy melodies providing wonderful contrast amongst the powerful pulsations. This
is a track that no Free System Project fan should be without - which of course causes
quite a few problems if you are one of the people who own the rare original release -
but remember SMD do buy second hand CDs. (Based on an original review by GG

Patchwork / Patchwork
CDR /7 tracks / 74.06 mins

During a break from Kubusschnitt but
before he became part of Free System
Project, Ruud Heij joined up with Rene
Jansen. | am sure Rene was equally as
responsible in creating this superb album
but it seems to me that wherever Ruud
turns up the result will be Berlin School
inspired brilliance.

They get immediately into their stride with
“Synthetic Nature'. Robust sequencing
brings to mind Synco, and the percussive
detail nods in the direction of Wavestar.
The 8 minute track takes a time-out at the 5 minute mark to present tropical rainforest
effects with well judges synth motifs. An grandiose and effective way to end a more
than satisfactory opening.

Two tracks weigh in just under the 16 minute mark, and the first of these is "In
Memory of Humanity'. A strange mix of voice samples, analogue textures and general
electronic burbling occupy the opening salvos. Slowly a sequence begins to take
shape - initially just a random set of bass notes however the entrance of percussion
marshals them into shape. The synth layers are particularly well handled - not
overpowering, yet so full of variety and interest. Generally it's slow, moody stuff
however the atmospherics at the 5 minute mark are akin to light breaking through the
clouds. A classic sequence then takes over, and by now fans of Synco in "85 to '89
form will be well pleased with their purchase. Plentiful helpings of Berlin School
pulsations are served up to the 12 minute mark before a delightful melodic cameo is
developed to bring the track to a close.

“Initial Timeline' starts with a tribal gathering before bass laden textures engulf the
soundstage, allowing a sequence to take shape and drive the piece forward. Flutey
synths add detail, and the occasional chord change reinforces that this music charts
the slightly more contemporary end of sequential wall territory.

At 15:56 “Mysterious Discovery' is the longest piece. Bass resonances underpin a
rudimentary sequence which is soon fleshed out to form a rhythmic backbone. The
sequence changes little for 5 minutes producing a hypnotic effect before atmospherics
occupy the mid section. A door opens and closes, footsteps run between the
speakers, then vocoder effects bridge to the start of the second sequential run. String
synths provide lush accompaniment and spoken samples produce a superb mesmeric
collage, complemented by expertly formed synth themes.

“Navigate' opens with more synth lushness before another choice sequence crashes
into focus. Plenty of layers are available for perusal, and the percussion sharpens
everything up to perfection. Listen out for the way the sequence is deconstructed then
jump started in the closing moments. I'm sure this 11 minute gem will find it's way into
many people's personal favourite selection. It does have plenty of competition though,
not least the closing brace.

“Everglades' changes the mood with slightly discordant synth pads which constantly
develop into a dense tapestry of minimalistic themes. Finally the strangely titled
“Meadow' kicks straight in with inviting rhythmics which demand to be unleashed into
a classic sequential outing. The invitation is duly accepted as a Redshift-style bass
sequence hits home and proceeds to underline that his album has the ability to
entertain and impress right to the closing moments.

This is definitely one for sequencer fans, especially those with a penchant for the likes
of Synco's "85 to "89 album. Classic timbres and pulsations aplenty, this should be on
any discerning EM fan's shopping list. (Original review by GG. Slightly edited second
paragraph by DL.

Indra/ Signs
CDR /10 tracks / 54.50 mins

| continue my journey of exploration through
Indra's catalogue with what | think is his
latest album “Signs'. An ominous slow bass
rhythm gets “Atlas On Stage' off to an
excellent brooding start. Little melodic Jarre
type sequences / loops are added to it.
More brooding melody is brought into play
with the skilful use of soft melancholy pads.
As | am growing to expect by now this is
sheer class. Shimmering cosmic drones
and occasional touches of piano provide
quite a cosmic start to “Saltimbanc'. As with
the opener the feeling is quite mournful but this is countered nicely by the introduction
of another quality sequence. Quite a contemporary rhythm is then brought into play
along with Vangelis type melodies. It is certainly an intriguing combination of styles
though the drums, which are bordering on dance (though not of the thud thud variety),
might put off some traditionalists. We return to the cosmos and tender piano to finish.

Things become even more spaced out for the beginning of "Ariel'. Another slow deep
rhythm then comes in alongside reverberating sonic effects which slowly become
more prominent in the mix. Moody stuff. The rhythm becomes lighter, almost jaunty,
lifting the feel of the piece to one of laid-back contemplation but still with a wistful
twist. “The Bride is Happy' would probably win my prize for worst track title so far this
year but it is a belter of a piece. The mood is certainly joyous as we bounce along on
the back of a contemporary foot tapping rhythm (again bordering on dance) plus
wonderfully melodic sequences and lead lines. “Sheik's Dream' is equally as tuneful
as the last number, again having something of a Jarre feel. This feeling of Frenchness
seems to permeate the melody. It is as if we are sitting in a Parisian café watching
passers by and taking in the general rhythm of a vibrant happening city. My favourite
track on the album so far. "Quick Movement' starts full of electronic winds out of which
a superb sequence surges forward to which is added an almost Spyra-ish rhythm. My
hands were beating out time on the table and feet moving to the groove. Sublime little
melodies bounce over the top in blistering fashion. This would be a great track to play
in the car whilst hurtling down the motorway. Simply wonderful!

We keep our foot right down to the metal with “To Jenna'. It is another Jarrish one, a
rapid bouncy sequence blasting forward right from the off. A deep rhythm adds to the
excitement but we are only just starting as more wonderful sequences are deployed
giving a lovely melodic quality amongst all the pulsations. "The Monk' brings us back
down again as strange animal noises mix with solar winds. A delicate sequence lifts
the piece and the mood as if the rays of dawn's first light shine through the mist.
Simply beautiful. Another splashing sequence falls into formation with the first adding
further interest but without spoiling the wonderful sensitive mood so carefully crafted
from the first note. "Next Future' starts with yet more windy sounds giving a rather
apocalyptic feel. This is heightened still further as a mean drum line starts up. Images
of helicopters, heavy with rockets and bristling with guns comes to mind as they
slowly move across an already cratered landscape. A slightly Eastern flavoured
melody then comes in and all the rhythm departs leaving dense swirling pads. The
drums return in a different pattern but even more menacing and thunderous than
before. It is as if opposing forces are mustering for action. This is visual in a similar
way to some of Jim Kirkwood's work but with a much denser production style. Quite
awesome. ‘Telos' has just as ominous a start to its predecessor, full of dark drones.
But this piece stays that way as we close the album in atmospheric moody fashion, a
tender but rather sad sounding lead line providing just the right finishing touch. (DL)

Ramp / Oughtibridge
CD/ 12 tracks / 77.23 mins

This CD was recorded live at Jodrell Bank
on June 23rd 2001. Some of you were
probably at the show and have long since
given up hope of an official release. Well,
despair no longer, here it is. As fitting to the
setting of the concert we kick off with “dron
(e) field', a very cosmic track. This isn't an
easy area of the cosmos though, all deep
dark and decidedly spooky; like a scene
from the film “Alien’. A rumbling sequence
starts up at the beginning of “ozone'. It has
a tremendously powerful feel to it but also
with an evil twist. There is a growl to the pulsations and depth that will shake the floor.
Another sequence joins the first as do fascinating little melodies that at one moment
seem quite bright but then morph to a more ominous refrain. Sonic growls add to
proceedings almost sounding like distorted laser fire, as if heard from a great
distance. Another sequence is hurled into the pot fizzing with pent up energy taking
things to almost apocalyptic proportions then there is a steady stripping back as a
tinkling sequence, like a warning beacon, becomes the main feature. The laser fire
can still being heard in the distance. What an awesome track- one of the best | have
heard from them!

“oughtibridge' returns us to more atmospheric realms but this time things are ethereal
and peaceful. Lovely lush sounds are chosen which are easy to immerse yourself in
and become wonderfully detached from reality. A very similar feeling persists as we
float into “ascension' but things soon take the spooky path again as wordless spectral
female vocal colouring is introduced. As the track progresses the sound becomes
increasingly dense and foreboding. “fibre' sees the return of sequences but as before
these are dense and floor shaking. Indeed they form more of a looped bass line than
a sequence as such. A more conventional, tremendously heavy sequence spews from
the speakers right from the beginning of “tool'. If played in the hills it could cause an
avalanche. If the military get to hear of it, it could well be classed as a lethal weapon!
Unbelievably more sequences are added. This must surely be the equivalent of
Sequencer Death Metal! Another incredible track. “dune’ takes over with a sort of
blood bumping throb then transports us back into space. “lovell' (named after the
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Radio Telescope at Jodrell Bank) takes us even deeper into the barely charted realms
of the cosmos and we once again float in peaceful isolation. Things become even
more tranquil, beautiful even on “stern’. How this album juxtapositions the most
glorious floating atmospheric numbers with out and out mayhem is masterful. This is
exemplified perfectly with the next track “spinegrinder'. From the first few seconds we
are transported to brooding oozing realms as an ominous reverberating rhythm starts
up, joined by first one sequence then another; later accompanied by a blistering,
growling lead line. | presume that was the end of the main set and that they decided
on the CD to just cross fade into the encores as the next track is titled “you want some
more?' It is a short gentle piece for piano and electronics leading into another dose of
sequencer mayhem with the final track "No Hard Shoulder'. An excellent way to finish.

“Oughtibridge' sees Ramp taking a decidedly darker turn than previously though not
as doom laden as their last Limited Edition album ‘Doombient One'. It is a superb
album - highly recommended. (DL)

Skin Mechanix / Fallen
Angel
CDR/ 8 tracks / 52.00 mins

It states on the artwork that this is a limited
edition of just 50 copies so | suspect that
when | have sold out of my small supply |
will not be able to get any more. Three of
the tracks are new studio numbers whilst
the rest were recorded at the Awakenings
concert in February 2005, only three of
these however can be found on “The Secret
Life of Angels' and even these are quite
heavily reworked.

We begin with the title track, the first new
studio recording. Soothing cosmic pads float with tinkling effects. It is all so tranquil-
even haunting. A sequence does start up but it is restrained, adding extra interest but
without destroying the wonderful atmos already created.

The storming ©Dimension Jump® is next. The sequences and Arcish rhythm burst into
life along with a bass beat. As with the studio version the foot is full down on the
accelerator and its impossible to keep the body still but the live setting gives it more of
a fun feel the leads, if anything, having greater bite here than on the original. ©Waving
at Mono®© dates from at least as early as 2002 but doesn't appear on "...Secret Life..."
though it would have been right at home on the album. It comes complete with hissing
steam and the lead line is very T Bass UK - an excellent combination. The bass is
heavier here than on the other version | have heard and overall it has much greater
oomph! The actual track "The Secret Life of Angels' quietens things down a little. It
begins with extremely thick dark cosmic pads. We then get some beautifully played
melancholy piano, if anything even moodier than the original. The delicate backing
adds to the atmos wonderfully.

Shuffling rhythms and a deep bass sequence emerge out of more thick pads on ©A
Chromium Dark®©. A second higher register sequence bounces over the first and then
enters a lovely Mellotron sound. ©Berlin School© | hear you think but it sounds much
less so and more contemporary in this setting. Things get even better as steam-laden
rhythms come in. To me this is one of the best tracks on this limited edition- an
excellent version of an already very good track. The last live number is the initially
rather delicate "Before we Forget' and | must admit that | actually had forgotten about
this track completely and still can't place where is has previously appeared. Yet it is
an exquisite track with stunningly beautiful melody full of joy and melancholy at the
same time. During the second half of the track the rhythm becomes heavier and the
lead line more searing but still returns to the initial tender melody to finish.

“The Journey Home' is another one of the new studio tracks. | wonder if we are
returning from strange alien worlds as to start off with things have a decidedly cosmic
feel. The engine is then engaged in the form of a rapid tinkling sequence. We go into
warp drive as the sequence gains added oomph accompanied by a steady rhythm.
Overall, in melody and rhythm, it contains many of Skin Mechanix' classic signatures.

We finish with the last of the new tracks, "America’. There is a slow rhythmic build up
until it really gets into its stride. It is certainly a happy body moving number with some
excellent joyous melodies and thus finishes the album on a positive high. (DL)

Manuel Gottsching / Die
Mulde

CD /5 tracks /time 72.21 mins

“Die Mulde' is not exactly what you might
best describe as new music on the block;
it's been around for a fair few years only
now finding its way onto an official CD
release in 2005, ( Prior to this only available
through VHS video release). The music of
“Die Mulde' being the resultant effort of a
commission undertaken by Gottsching
back in 1997 for a European arts meets
music festival. Given that the whole arena
of what does and does not constitute great
art is very much open to personal interpretation I'll sidestep that artsy issue here and
concentrate on the music, (something that's probably for the best when you consider
that last month the art worlds prestigious and increasingly controversial Turner Prize
was won by some guy exhibiting his chicken shed!!! I'm a broad minded chap, but
come on...........).

Briefly, the musical idea behind the, "Die Mulde' set was that the music composed
was to be played in the open air at the festival via a number of speaker installations to
an array of some 34 mirrors which were strategically placed around the vicinity
allowing visitors to the festival the chance to stroll amongst the mirrors experiencing
the art and music in a completely different way!!! A pretty wacky idea to say the least
and with that concept in mind | think it's definitely time to move onto the music proper
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as | feel that subjective chicken shed problem creeping up on me again!!!

The CD is presented in a rather simplistic but elegant card clip case. The music on
offer here being split into two distinctive and very different halves. The first being the
music from the arts fest. Digitally remixed and mastered for this release, the latter
being a meditational sounding piece from 1981 which has been worked upon and is
available here for the first time.

The "Die Mulde' set plays continuously through its four diverse subtitled sections for
alittle over forty minutes. The opening, “Schopferische Stille’(2.55) is made up purely
of sweeping modulated synth effects which work their way into the second section/
title track as a dense ambient electronic pad sound fills the air like a cloud as a mid
paced wavesequence steps into the frame. Developments are subtle and slow, the
tracks initial simplicity steadily drawing the listener in. The mood changes again as the
third section,’ Die Spiegel' commences for the following twelve minutes. More
wavesequencing again only this time with more pace and a light new agey feel to it
moving us into the realms and feel of some of Steve Joliffe's solo works, all abit
dreamy but enjoyable. As we drift into the final section, “Zerfluss',(11.33) wild ethnic
percussion/hand drums kick in with increasing intensity. Chords from a light jazz
organ come into play, but to my ears it's an uneasy combination of sounds which | find
rather cold and remote taking the piece to its conclusion. When the music is over |
have to say that | found the "Die Mulde' music set to be all alittle lightweight with no
great depth to be found. | think this may have been an intentional ploy to make the
music easy to get along with in an undemanding, unobtrusive way so as not detract
from the art exhibit which it was designed to accompany, not to be too overbearing or
intense and overpowering.

Onto the second half of the disc and we have the experimental, introspective piece,
“hp little cry' weighing in at a hefty thirty two minutes. Musically it's a million miles
away from the music of the "Die Mulde' set, this piece being built upon a tape
loop/synth experiment from way back in 1981 which was then worked upon again in
2004 by Manuel adding guitar treatments and solo's atop the soup of electronic noise.
Reminding me very early on of the solo instrumental work of Bill Nelson the piece
drifts on, the guitar textures remaining very effective. With the old synth loop stuck at
a constant pitch the guitar struggles to free itself from the lack of any kind of rhythmic
structure to no avail leaving me with the feeling that the piece has overstayed its
welcome somewhat, sounding like the sort of fare you may expect to find on an
alternative medicine, therapeutic relaxation music recording. Life changing music this
ain't, but for any Ashra fans out there I'm sure this won't dampen any spirits,
Gottsching's inventive, dexterous playing will please many if not all of you.

“Die Mulde', superficial as it is, has got to be a must have purchase for any collector of
Ashra related musicians material. It's not the strongest of albums, but does pull
together more of Manuel's solo project work into a tidy package and should feature
strongly in the context of his other work. Indispensable???......it may well be. (B22)

Manuel Gottsching /
Concert for Murnau

CD /12 tracks /time 55.39 mins

Another 2005 release from Mr. Gottsching
and like "Die Mulde' it's another piece of
commission work. This time the music was
composed and performed as the score to a
newly restored, long since forgotten1921
silent movie,' Schloss Vogelod' — The
haunted castle ( a film which Manuel
himself was allowed to select as the film
project he most wanted to work upon). A
fair bit of interesting background
information is given in the sleevenotes
about the music's purpose, production and how the whole project came together for
the film, the composers reasoning about instrumentation used etc,( though
surprisingly Gottsching doesn't use guitar on the soundtrack at all!!! Sorry folks).

The music remains a comfortable mixture of both traditional and electronic
instrumentation which work well together, the material presented having a melancholy
edge as you might expect given the nature of the films subject matter. Non the less
the album represents an interesting diversion for the talents of Mr Gottsching.

The CD is beautifully presented in a very well appointed double gate folded card clip
case. The soundtrack being a selection of twelve pieces split approximately 50/50
between electronic sequencer based music,( sounding decidedly rather Schulzey in
places) and traditional string ensemble,( sounding alittle like some of west coast
America's minimalist composers at times), most themes played out on a solitary horn
lead, again this being something explained in the sleevenotes.

The opening piece,'Ouverture’ gives a clear indication of how the remainder of the
album's ensemble pieces will be geared, sounding very appropriate given the vintage
of the film for which the music was designed. As Gottsching himself puts it, he did not
so much wish to create a soundtrack, but moreover a “Concert for Murnau' — F.W
Murnau being the maker of the original movie.

By complete contrast, at just under ten minutes, track two, “The Party' springs to life in
a very mid eighties Schulzian way with its sequenced drums, riffing piano and little
electronic twists, themes still carried by the strings and horns, all very tight. The
following, "Auf Zur Jagd' dances and trumpets its own merry little tune for some five
minutes. “Der Abend',(4.28) comes out sounding like the Phillip Glass of 1970 had a
hand in it's creation somewhere down the line, a melancholy Cello leading this
simplistic but intricate piece. Two more short traditional pieces follow continuing down
a rather subdued/down beat avenue.

Moving on, other electronic highlights from the album include the nine minute "High
noon' and another ten minuter,'Saint and Sinner' the emphasis here being that the
longer tracks are the sequenced electronic ones which should please many.
Unfortunately the guitar isn't used in any of the pieces on this album, which for a guy
that's really carved out a career for himself playing guitar seems alittle strange. I'm
sure that Manuel would argue quite correctly the case for the lack of guitar featuring in
the music in that he was working to a specific criteria creating music to fit the on



screen images and not necessarily making a Gottsching solo epic. The remaining
pieces played by the ensemble are kept rather short, and this is no bad thing as they
are generally dreary sad sounding affairs which doubtless suit the visuals to a tea but
don't make for the most fulfilling of listening experiences in isolation.

Once again | have to say that this is going to be one of those albums that Ashra fans
will be acquiring automatically, (even if Manuel isn't playing guitar). “Concert for
Murnau' is certainly something alittle different, the traditional arrangements coming
out sounding intriguingly like very early baroque ,Purcell and/or the works of Thomas
Morley from the late 1580's springing to mind,(how diverse SMD is becoming these
days!!!). Entertaining, yes it is though | can't help but feel that a DVD of the restored
movie might have been included making this an extra special purchase at not much
greater cost! (B22)

Various / Awakenings 2006
Volume 1

DCDR / 18 tracks / 156.42 mins

John Sherwood who is responsible for the
Awakenings series of concerts in Leeds
has put together another compilation for us
(the first being "Awakenings 2005
featuring both known and lesser known
acts. Much of the music is exclusive to this
set. The opener "Maametalli' by Chaos
Research certainly covers a lot of ground.
Peaceful shimmering tones develop an
oriental / classical feel then we move on to
a melodic sequencer line. Overall the track
is gently rhythmic with many a twist and turn. Modulator ESP donate "Gynomatik’, a
slowly bubbling sequencer based number mixed with metallic tones. The first of the
bigger names, Skin Mechanix, are represented by a live version of ‘Dimension Jump'.
The sequences and Arcish rhythm burst into life along with a bass beat. As with the
studio version the foot is full down on the accelerator and its impossible to keep the
body still but the live setting gives it more of a fun feel. The leads, if anything, have
greater bite here than on the original.

Another of the more known names is The Glimmer Room who give us the previously
unreleased "One Room Flat'. After a spoken intro we get a series of stunningly
beautifully melodies accompanied by sedate put perfectly placed rhythms. It is a track
that would have been very much at home as part of his classic "Grey Mirrors'. Simply
wonderful. Ramp's fantastic *Ozone’ is from their latest album “Oughtibridge'. It has a
tremendously powerful feel but with an evil twist. There is a growl to the pulsations
and depth that will shake the floor. Another sequence joins the first, as do fascinating
littte melodies that at one moment seem quite bright but then morph to a more
ominous refrain. Sonic growls add to proceedings almost sounding like distorted laser
fire, as if heard from a great distance. Another sequence is hurled into the pot fizzing
with pent up energy taking things to almost apocalyptic proportions then there is a
steady stripping back as a tinkling sequence, like a warning beacon, becomes the
main feature. "A Call to Arms' by Cult of Ashand is a slow relaxed track, subtly
melodic but also with an excellent atmosphere. At around the half way mark a guitar
(real or virtual- not sure) enters to give extra bite and we get a rhythmic flourish to
finish.

“Lost Dreams' by Create is a rather sedate track beginning with melodic echoing
tones. Mellotron takes over then a shuffling rhythm. A jaunty tinkling sequence is next
up, mingling nicely with more tron. The Omega Syndicate are always entertaining and
they donate yet another new track “Out of Hibernation'. A superb sequence slowly
emerges through reverberating sonic growls- and what a superb one it is too, the best
on this two CD set. Some lovely little melodic motifs add another lovely element until
the lead line proper raises its head- and very effective it is too. More sequences are
added as the music continues its spellbinding, hypnotic build. *Good Wolf' by Awen
starts off superbly with infectious rhythms and anthemic melodies. A bit like T Bass
(UK), but then | thought it fell apart a little around the half way mark which is a real
shame as it showed great promise. Gert Emmens' "Rendezvous with 2004 MN 4'
rounds off the first disc. In the third minute a pleasant melodic sequence emerges
through brooding atmospherics. Another sequence and rhythm are added and we are
soon moving along at a nice steady pace with dreamy lead lines floating over the top,
ideal driving music for a summer day.

Disc two gets off to a fantastic start with “Space Junk' by Rogue Element. A slow
sequence provides a little structure around which spooky effects come and go. The
sequence departs and mellotron choir becomes the main feature taking us to a
classic TD, mid 70s sounding, atmospheric section. A bit too close for comfort maybe
but so wonderfully done. With five minutes to go metallic clangs herald another
sequence. This one has much more substance than the first, rumbling along nicely
and combining excellently with a splashing one as it slowly moves into formation.
“Spring' by Nick Robinson was pleasant enough but not really my thing so probably
best left to another reviewer. Starseed Transmission give us "Live in Melbourne (part
2)', a curious mix of sequencer line and more contemporary clicking stabs- the sort of
thing | would expect from Surface 10. Rene van der Wouden's "Blue Traveller' is a
laid back relaxing meditative number until the fifth minute when a high register
sequence then rhythm comes in- not bad but just a tad too plodding maybe.
“Icethrone' by "Hyper Ex Machina' is a very pleasant crystalline tinkling atmospherics
track ideal for chilling out to (no pun intended- honest!). Astrogator come up with the
longest track on this double album with the 16 minute “Standing Waves'. It begins with
windy sounds accompanied by electronic twitters and effects. In other words a fairly
standard intro but effective and very pleasing nevertheless. A slow pulse can be heard
low in the mix. Some nice relaxing string sounds are added then in the fourth minute a
sequence starts to form but it isn't for another four minutes that it develops into
something of any substance and it is around the same time that a second sequence is
brought in and it is here that things start to become a little more interesting. It's OK |
suppose but didn't really grab me as much as their debut album. The last proper track
is "Alien Landscapes Part 1' by Glen Alexander and a very enjoyable piece of music it
too with some excellent foot tapping rhythms, first class melodies and blistering solos.
It's sort of like a cross between Synergy, The Nightcrawlers, Stephan Whitlan and 80s
lan Boddy! One of the best tracks on the album.

There are then two final indexes on the CD. The first is simply a minute's silence for
Bob Moog whilst the second, | assume, is the man himself sharing some of his
thoughts. | must admit that even though | am sure that this was all done with the best
of motives | am a little uneasy about these inclusions on a project such as this. Maybe
it's just me. (DL)

Steve Roach & Vidna
Obmana/ Somewhere Else

CD /1 track / 71.20 mins

A few years ago Steve Roach and Vidna
Obmana released a 3 CD set called
“Ascension of Shadows'. It was a limited
edition of 2000 copies presented in a
simple but stylish black box. This soon sold
out and became a highly prized rarity. What
we have here is a re-release of the second
CD from that three CD set.

It comprises just one track lasting seventy
one minutes. Initially the overriding
impression is one of vast openness, as if you are standing on a mountain above the
cloud line looking into the distance as the planet curves away below you. From
relatively delicate beginnings more and more is added to the sonic tapestry creating
layer upon layer of swirling ambience. Bright bell tones combine with cavernous
drones to create vast depths. So much is happening to so many elements of the
sound and nothing stays constant yet because of this it is very easy to become lost in
all that you are hearing, which is probably the effect that was intended.

About half way in the mood changes to one that, to me anyway, conjures up images of
disused machinery, dripping water and with the wind blowing through rusted metal. At
the hour mark a two note refrain can just be heard deep in the mix. The attention is
attracted to it and your ears strain to hear more but it seems to appear irregularly and
not always in the same format. This really is an excellent album and a welcome
release for those not already owning the rare boxed set. (DL)

Steve Roach / Dreamtime
Return

DCD / 14 tracks / 130.28 mins

We are repeating this review by Phil Derby
because ‘Dreamtime Return' has now
been remastered. This remaster is
available on its own or as a Box Set called
“The Dreamtime Box' along with “Possible
Planet' and "New Life Dreaming'. All you
get in addition to these three albums is the
box and a couple of pieces of printed card.
At the time of writing this review it is quite a
bit more expensive however to buy the Box
Set than the three individual albums. | will
leave it up to you to decide if it is worth it. Anyway, on to Phil's review.

The first CD | ever heard by Steve Roach, ©Dreamtime Return®© still stands the test of
time as one of his hallmarks. Having experimented on his earlier works with both
sequencer-driven music (©Empetus®©) and minimal expanses of ambience (©Structures
From Silence®), this 2-CD set found Roach coming into his own. His ability to blend
futuristic space themes with primitive tribal sounds came into being on this album,
inspired by the aboriginal culture. The resulting music is timeless, rooted in both future
and past. The credits read like a who©s who of the genre, as tracks were co-composed
by the likes of Kevin Braheny and Robert Rich, the Braheny/Roach track being
produced by Loren Nerell. With such an assortment of talent, the strong result is not
surprising. Beginning with my favourite track, © Towards the Dream,© a strange, quiet
sequence slowly fades in. The rhythmic pattern certainly borrows from the technique

of traditional sequencing, but the sound is unique. It is the driving force behind a
dichotomous piece, as the end result is both energetic and peaceful, and quite

hypnatic. After this perfectly relaxing but upbeat beginning, a much more tribal tone is
set by ©The Continent,© with forceful percussion that would become a trademark of
many of Roach®©s later tribal-infused works. ©The Other Side®© is strongly influenced by
Kevin Braheny, with plaintive strings sadly beckoning. Disc one plays with alternating
themes of light and dark, tribal and ambient.

Disc two begins by showing Roach©s penchant for long, very slowly evolving pieces,
with the 30-plus minute epic ©Looking for Safety,© a surreal soundscape to simply
languish in. Bright shimmers and soft winds brush by, joined by beautiful soaring

synth strings. Sparse beats pulse deeply, but seemingly in the distance, lending to the
feeling of being on the verge of a great expanse. The music gently swirls about,
meandering but never boring. The feeling is one of total calm and tranquillity. ©Through
a Strong Eye© mixes deep dissonant echoes with more synth strings and long slow
sweeps. After a very long respite from any significant drumming, it returns in ©The
Ancient Day,© though the broad swaths of ambience continue over the top. ©Red
Twilight With The Old Ones®© is very atmospheric, suggestive of a dark tribal gathering
on a cool evening. Primitive sounding chanting weaves in and out of the music. ©The
Return®© is beautiful, soft space music, alternating brief silent periods with long
stretches of warm, rich tones - a perfect way to close. ©Dreamtime Return© is a modern
classic. (PD)
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Numina / Sanctuary of
Dreams

CD /10 tracks / 73.14 mins

The reverse of the CD case suggests that
we &file under ambient”. So territory
mapped, | began my journey through the
sanctuary of dreams!

A deep drone emerges from silence, it is
soon joined by a faintly choral pad. The
volume intensifies and the “choir' soars into
the heavens. "Awaken within a deep realm'
has begun, and in some style! | imagined
a scene from a fantasy film, as the main
characters entered a vast cathedral perhaps. This is music of cinematic proportions,
very visual, and this holds true for the whole CD. A disembodied voice sighs a lament
in the background; it's wordless but very evocative.

A “glassy' digital pad signals the arrival of "Lost on silica ridge'. Warmer, analogue
sounding choirs warm the soundscape. A deep drone and choirs rise dramatically as
faint and spare percussive sounds are added to the mix. The beat intensifies but is
mesmeric and trance-like, not pounding at all. ‘Elements of time' opens in an abstract
fashion with strange bell-like turns and a “raspy' drone that ebbs and flows. Numina's
“trademark’ (for this CD at least) choral pad is soon deployed in melancholy fashion,
although there is a hint of menace here. This atmosphere is maintained for the
duration of the track.

A suitably mournful, slightly cold pad heralds “In loneliness, the landscape fades'.
Visions of an ice-bound land filled my mind, a lone figure crossing the Tundra. I've
not mentioned sound design yet, but | must. Jesse Sola (the chap behind Numina)
can really program his synths, each track uses a couple of sounds only, but they really
are expertly programmed. Getting back to the track, this is simply blissful, recalling
John Foxx's ecclesiastical instrumentals.

“Beneath the silver surface' again opens with abstract sound design and faint rhythmic
pulse, although it isn't long before highly atmosphere pads bring us into the calming
realms of traditional ambient. A strange, raspy synth adds the merest suggestion of a
melody = it's beautifully judged.

The mix becomes more symphonic and intense, but never loses it's sense of
atmosphere. Sola can certainly control his mixes.

“Thrown into oblivion' moves into position, a drone and faintly Tron-like choir opening
proceedings. Real choral singing, though processed, adds a sense of humanity and
emotion. In feel, this reminded me a little of "Phaedra’ era TD. The three elements of
the mix now weave and soar around each other, like spirits through deserted cloisters.
Beautiful.

“Fractured eyes' is initially cold and detached sounding, but as always Numina add
warm sounds to contrast and balance + creating an atmospheric equilibrium that just
“works'. Pads soar, solar flares echo through the ether; this is another truly haunting
track to relax to. "Dream recogpnition (silhouette of the past)' dispenses with any
abstract elements and simply goes all out to relax, to take the listener on a journey to
wherever. “Lucid ascension' continues the journey with simply glorious choral sounds.

Things take an abstract turn for the opening to “The waking breath’, with odd
subterranean clangs and electric pulses. Drones move into the mix, the abstract
elements subside a little, but the tone of the piece is still a little unsettling and
abstract. Around the 8 minute mark a spartan rhythm moves into the mix alongside a
simple repeating melodic motif. It sounded a little funereal to me, perhaps the
inevitable end of the journey to sanctuary? We fade to silence.

| liked this CD a lot. Fans of space music should find a lot to enjoy here. Anyone who
ever likes to unwind to, largely, beatless music should investigate. This is a very
haunting, accessible and beautiful CD. (WP)

Numina/ Eye Of The
Nautilus

CD /9 tracks / 73:57 mins

I have to confess that until this landed on
my doormat the other day, | was not
familiar with this guy's work. Otherwise
known as Jesse Sola, this is his second
release is on the American Hypnos label,
home to some of the finest EM musicians
in the US and beyond. Furthermore any CD
that namechecks both Steve Roach and
Paul Ellis in the credits has got to be worth
a listen in my book.

It starts so quietly, that even with
headphones on, you wonder if that really is music you can hear, and then slowly but
surely, wonderful synth sounds fill your head and it is an excellent starter to a CD that
| have listened to a great deal over the last few days. The opening piece is called Drift
Catalyst, and at nearly eight minutes long it is really atmospheric.

Secrets From The Flame also starts in a similar low-key fashion, before a very church
like synth comes to the fore. The track features a guest appearance by the New
Zealand ambient musician Rudy Adrian and | imagine that is him on percussion,
which | have to admit is a tad too dominant for my tastes.

The Thirteenth Moon is next and at 5:30 the shortest piece. Initially it just ebbs and
flows. However at the three-minute mark it then gets all heavy” and the tone
becomes much darker. The last forty seconds you can barely hear at all. Interesting.

The fourth track is New lands Approach, which at first appears to be a similar
minimalist soundscape, reminding me of Steve Roach circa Mystic Chords. Then a
rhythm starts up, and a very infectious one it is too! This is great stuff. Other 2sounds”
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appear and still that rhythm carries on all before it, and as | write this, my feet are
tapping away + the best one so far.

Next up is The Nautilus Chamber. This is another moody and rather meditative track,
sounding just great on my headphones. | liked the sense of contrast with the
proceeding piece.

Stranger still is Sundrown = if those are guitars right at the start, then | will eat my
woolly hat. You then hear clanging sounds, resembling empty water pipes being hit
and it becomes all very nightmarish and dissonant. The percussion gets occasionally
louder, and by some distance this one of the weirdest pieces of music I've heard all
year.

Frozen Halo likes up to up to its excellent title + a fantastically atmospheric piece +
best listened to in the dark + those drones are scary! Hypnotic Shores is completely
different again, synths swirling around a repetitive beat, and if that seems samey,
nothing could be further the truth. This is another great track, which again lives up to
its title.

Last and not least is Return To The Crystal Temple, the longest track on the CD. Bell

like sounds get us underway on what | think is a guitar. The synths then kick in and it

sort of meanders on to a conclusion. Another interesting track and again | have to say
that it is best listened to in the dark.

| was very impressed by the variety of the EM and the quality of the production. This is
far from being standard ambient stuff, and there is something here for most people's
tastes. If 80 odd minutes of drones isn't quite your cup of tea, but you want to try
something interesting and challenging you could do worse than buy this. Now if you'll
excuse me, | am off to listen to the fourth track again! (SJS)

Bill Laswell & Pete Namlook
/ Psychonavigation 3

CD /7 tracks / 63.48 mins

Psychonavigation 3 is the latest cd from the
Namlook/Laswell camp and having not
familiarised myself with the former two
releases, this has come as a pleasant
surprise and most certainly will to all those
who prefer their music in the realms of the
analog/cosmic side of things. A decent
collection of tracks is to be found here,
almost half of which are over 10 minutes.

Indeed this is music that is more pure
cosmic/ambient than the previous warm,
jazz tinged Moufang release and will favour those who have enjoyed the Definitive
Ambient Collection or The Dark side of the Moog releases, the latter of which Bill
Laswell has contributed to in the past.

The set starts with “Telepathy 1' and is one of the longest tracks on the album at over
15 minutes. It has a very light/airy feel to it and the splattering of effects moves it
firmly into the cosmic zone. A dark and mildly pulsating drone enters, becoming quite
obscure with distinct resonation, but eventually it ends up being a rather effective
soundscape. A theme is introduced later over an array of cosmic effects and a brief
narrative or sampled voice maintains the overall atmosphere. Soon it's back into
drone territory as before and this continues throughout the duration of the piece, which
somehow has managed to remain sequence free from the offset.

Track 2 begins with an atmospheric motif and manages to effectively invoke images
of a night out under canvas on a clear night, sky watching. Remaining in high register
this is quite a simplistic, but nevertheless effective piece that seems like the perfect
bridge for the track that is to follow, which incidentally leads the listener into thus far
uncharted territory.

“Mind Tranceference Control' begins with a mid tempo bass sequencer. Low spatial
drones and effects take hold only to be accompanied later by an assortment of light
percussive textures at just under the 4-minute mark. Later in the piece we are treated
to more of the abstract narrative/samples that had graced the first track and then it's
back with all systems firing off again, complete a more prominent rhythm section and
further underlying soundscapes.

A high drone starts things off for track 4, "Mind Over Energy' but eventually a theme is
introduced with some more of those voice samples, which appear to be reversed out.
After 2 minutes a rhythm loop enters and a deep bass sound, upon careful listening,
creates the theme. Sequencer patterns are added and an analog theme is introduced,
creating a decent assemblage for an ancient and modern sound stage. The deep
bass, having subsided earlier in the piece returns with force for a short time before
entering atmospheric, voice sample territory again. String synths and various other
analog noodlings take the track to its finale.

“Vocal PSI' is another of those simplistic tracks comprising only of dark drones which
eventually rise to higher obscurity. At just under 3 minutes, this is another of those,
quite fitting “bridging' pieces.

“Telepathy 2' surprisingly sounds more like track 3 than an expected reprisal or
continuation of the opus. A bass loop enters but the inclusion of more defined spoken
vocal textures, both in female and male form creates its own and unique and
somewhat mysterious atmosphere. Then it's back into sequencer territory and it is
here that the connection between the aforementioned track can then be heard. A
theme takes the piece to its conclusion in another moment of analog bliss.

The album finishes with a voice stating 260 seconds to lights out!” The question is,
does it? The sleeve notes state that "Lights Out' is only 1 minute in length but this is
not the case. After the narrative a long section of absolute silence follows before quiet
and menacing textures enter. This finale remains abstract and has a very distinct
horror movie score feel to it with its metallic orientated stabs. Eventually this track
rests around the 7-minute mark.

This is a very consistent album that will appeal to those who prefer their music within

Polaris / Re:Transmission
CDR/ 8 tracks / 52.25 mins

Re:Transmission is the latest CDR release
from Polish EM wizard, Jakub Kmieae
and isin fact a concert recording,
taken during the 7th Ambient event in
Gorlice, Poland in the summer of 2005.

There are 8 tracks on offer, one of which
being the obligatory introduction sequence
that somewhat reminds me of the time
when | first listened to TD's Poland album,
for those of us among us old enough to
remember it upon its release back in '84!
In fact it is interesting to note that later on
in the set some early 80's TD influences can be heard on one track in particular, so
this could well be one for those who appreciate that period of TD 80's output.
Although it has to be said, according to the pictures on this particular album's sleeve
notes, gone are the days of the massed banks of keyboards and wizzardry. Call me
old fashioned but the thought of laptops these days replacing stacks of Moogs and
other electronic mechanical devices just doesn't quite have the same appeal, (sorry
Dave). Putting technicalities aside however, it is the music that counts of course and
what we have here is a very consistent live album, probably one of the better EM ones
to have emerged in the past few years.

Track 1 as already explained to some degree is the introduction and not having my
Polish handbook with me, the narrative literally goes over my head as does the music
(if you can call it that), which is solely intended as a backing track, comprising of white
noise drone-work and effects. This is not a taste of things to come however and
should not deter the listener into thinking that this is going to be one of those albums
to avoid. On the contrary this is a well-produced and competent release from yet
another musician whom | have never heard of.

The “real' music starts at track 2, “"Crumbling’ which is also not a reflection on the
album or direction of the music. Starting off in much the same way as track one
though, with its white noise section, but more interestingly this time adding delay, a
high drone undercurrent is introduced. Sequencer type effects then enter but at just
over the 4-minute mark a slightly odd bass rhythm takes hold, closely followed by light
percussive elements. Further mid tempo sequencer patterns arrive with effective use
of string chordal textures and washes of extra light percussive moments, giving further
direction and stability to the piece. Going through stages of transposition eventually a
more defined theme, expanding to an analog moment, together with a more
prominent rhythm section concludes the first track.

Rain type effects grace the first section of "Recovery Time', the shortest piece on the
album at just under 4 minutes. These effects eventually pan out and the inclusion of
soft, almost bass-like sounds, together with organic textures and mild atmospherics

create a somewhat mysterious feel.

*Ab Ovo', track 4 begins in high drone territory over a backdrop of Birdsong. A delayed
and mid to fast sequencer pattern takes hold over percussion samples and loops. A
“current of resonation’ lies at the base of this piece as it moves forward. A bass
sequencer pattern, not dissimilar to that of Jarre begins but the whole piece manages

to capture a sense of the dark and menacing about it, although towards the end
lighter string chords are encountered.

Track 5, "Code:Voice' does just what it says on the tin and starts with an array of
delayed vocoder effects. An organ styled drone enters alongside light percussives
creating an obscure but nevertheless effective moment. A string synth undercurrent
together with a distinguished solo lead line gives the piece some added melodic
stature.

“Arboretum’ is one of the album's “stand-out' tracks and starts with a sparkling, mid to
fast sequencer line. Again light percussion samples enter and a pleasant string motif
takes hold before further bass sequences add to the mix. Later a slightly tremoloed
analog lead line enters, creating a slight moment of obscurity, but done in such a way
as to enhance the overall feel of the piece without destroying it.

"A Way Back' goes back to the sounds of white noise but it is not long until a mid
tempo bass sequencer pattern enters over string chords. Another sequencer line
takes hold and it is here that the TD influences come to the fore, sounding not
dissimilar to their early 80's sequencer work that is to be found on their “Thief' or "Exit'
releases, or concert music of that period. Moving through effective transpositions a
lead line comes to the fore at just over the half way mark.

“Transmission' ends the set and it is not really an all out fest of synth splendour,
remaining in quite laid-back form throughout. Light synth chords and effects, almost
sequencer like transpose through the piece occasionally. An obscure sampled and
deep percussion loop enters over sections of weird beeps and buzzes, sounding like
the equipment knew it was the end of the set and deciding enough was enough. A
bass theme does give at least some meaningful direction to the piece but doesn't end
things really on a “high' note.

Overall a very interesting album and as mentioned earlier is without a doubt one of the
better EM live albums out there today. It should appeal to those more into the digital
realm of technology but it does however manage to create its own effective moments
inspired from some of the genuine legends of EM at the height of their ‘game’. (DC)
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
