Much has happened on the Download site of our web page since
magazine 117. For a start we completed a two-month migration to a new
dedicated server which is over twice as powerful (with extra bells and
whistles) than the last one. You shouldn't notice any difference but it was
essential for us to keep offering new albums at the rate we were doing
and also be able to cope with the ever-increasing amount of sales by
download. Just to think that only twelve months ago | thought the server
we were using then was massive and would be adequate for the
foreseeable future. It wasn't. | don't think anyone could foresee just how
rapidly the legal downloading of music would take off.

Over the last few weeks we have added yet another exclusive new
download album by Keller & Schonwalder plus four by Under The Dome
and three by Binar. We have many more albums lined up ready to go.

We have also made a change to the Free album downloads. This is to try
and get people used to something called FLAC. This is a quicker way of
transferring music “losslessly” sound quality wise (unlike mp3) and
reassembling it on your computer as a WAV file (that is what you have on
a conventional CD). All this talk of mp3 / WAV / FLAC might make some

people who haven't yet downloaded music think it is all very complicated
but this isn't the case. It is much easier than programming a video for
instance. Speaking of Videos. How many people who had a video don't
now have a DVD player? And when that DVD player was bought was it
really that difficult to use? It is the same with music download. All that is
changing is formats. In the case of the music download format | really
can't think of a single advantage that conventional CDs have over it but
would be willing to correspond with anyone who thinks otherwise.

The rate people have been migrating away from the catalogue sent by
post to downloading it has been pleasing. After all when the catalogue is
printed off you can do everything with it as you could do with the one sent
by post and more. | suspect however that there are still quite a few people
we are sending the catalogue to by post who do have internet access and
could download it (you do not need broadband) but because they live
busy lives have not requested to be switched over to downloading it yet.
By switching over you would not only be help us but it would also help
those without internet access because the more people who do switch
over the longer we should be able to produce the posted catalogue to
those who as yet still do not have any other choice. If you now wish to
switch over please email synthmusicdirect@aol.com asking to be put
on our magazine emailing list.

Radio Massacre
International / Septentrional

CD /5 Tracks / 56.13 mins

RMI's performance at The National
Space Centre 2006 was something
very special, as those who were there
or bought a virtual ticket will no doubt
tell you. Not only was the music they
played quite incredible, but they had
a guest member in lan Boddy!

Something was obviously going on.
What most people didn't know was
that lan had been working with RMI for some time on what
was to be their new studio album (the CD | am reviewing
here). He was working with them in the capacity of producer
however, not musician. In my opinion lan is the best
producer and technician in Electronic Music today so his
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involvement with one of the most exciting bands in the scene had to be a
good thing but just how good we weren't to know until now. | think this
album will go down as a classic. It is one of the most exciting albums |
have heard and my favourite since the Arc album ‘Arcturus’.

We kick off with ‘The First Cry...." Deep intense spooky sounds, covering
all ends of the spectrum, will make the ground rumble and windows
shake. A low throb starts up and a fantastic rhythm really hits home over
tron sounds that seem to give that instrument a fresh and exciting new
lease of life. Then the sequences come in and as you would expect these
are also fantastic, the mix between all the various sounds being heavenly.
We are only three minutes in and already this must surely be some of the
best music | have ever heard from RMI. But of course - the best is still to
come. The lead lines are truly awesome. More sequences, all exquisite,
come and go as we move from one organically ever-changing highlight to
the next. It is hard to find the words to express just how good this track is.
It has everything from deep growling menacing power to ecstatic
excitement.

Surely the ‘Seven Sceptres for Sephulcrave' can't keep up this standard?
Instead of trying to out-do it though they just go for something completely
different. A sort of heavily processed piano melody stands in isolation

echoing into the distance- then clang, twang, creek, the mood is changed
completely. But these are no normal sounds- you sort of recognise where

they are coming from but they have so much power and depth to them.
Words like ‘clang' seem so inadequate. Things do then get seriously
weird for a couple of minutes before calm descends with more Tron (but
not as we have previously know it) sounds joining the sonic collage. From
foreboding we move to melancholy. The piano (of sorts) makes a return
for the finish.

‘Trident', is yet another different offering. Initially it's just as moody,
electronics fizzing to life. A sequence strikes up and again it is of the very
highest order mixing with more mellotron as the barrage of sequences
becomes more intense- then wallop, rhythms really start to kick. These
are not like any rhythms you will have heard on a RMI album before
however as they have a rather cool contemporary feel and really get into a
groove but then descend as quickly as they came to allow for a
completely different but just as stunning sequence to come and do its
thing. Incredibly moody sounds bring us to a finish.

‘Searching Septentrional Skies' starts very quietly, swirling and tinkling
sounds giving quite a psychedelic spaced out feel. An extremely low
rumbling sequence menacingly makes its entrance. Another faster one
joins it, as do yet more stunningly produced percussives. The way this
one is building it will even eclipse the opener! The sequences regroup
and come back even stronger than before, again morphing organically in
a most wonderful way. This is so moody!

e the Last Laugh' starts atmospherically but as to be expected on an
album of this quality the sounds chosen are simply exquisite. It is as if
pure energy is arcing over a vast distance, vaporizing anything that
should stray into its path. Tron softens things but again it seems even
more lush and ethereal than usual. Gentle guitar licks add to the serenity
still further. We slowly descend to silence but it is one of those albums
with a false finish as we get a couple of minutes pause before fizzing
electronics return along with manic laughing and distorted speech, giving
things a rather sinister feel. We fade very slowly to a long very quiet, just
at the edge of hearing, drone.

If ever there was an album that kept all that is good about Berlin School
music but brought it forward to today then this is it. Nothing has been
taken away but instead it has been refined and given that added extra
exciting bite. Maybe a new genre has been started, | don't know but it has
certainly thrown the gauntlet down to see what others can do. A landmark
album for the new millennium. (DL)
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Volt / Star Compass
CD/ 4 tracks / 65.38 mins

“Escape Velocity' initially sounds as if
we are in some sort of windy
ventilation shaft. Gradually things
settle down to a pleasant bubbling
sequence. Moody melodic pads really
hit the spot in a melancholy sort of
way. We are shaken back to our
senses big style in the fourth minute
as a massive steamroller of a
sequence rumbles forwards building
the excitement as it gains extra
momentum. Tranquillity returns momentarily in the seventh minute with
the introduction of a meandering lead before the sequence blasts forth
once more and takes us to the end.

“Hyperspace Drift' is all rather dark and droney but in a relaxed cerebral
sort of way. The fifth minute sees the introduction of a rather bouncy
sequence along with uplifting melodic pads. A second sequence comes in
adding further to the melodic content and also provides additional drive.
This is an absolutely stonking track. A slow melody weaves through the
pulsations, building in prominence all the time but whilst this is happening
the sequences seem to be gradually getting louder. Eventually they
subside into a drifting mellotron sea. Epic massed synth flourishes keep
up the dramatic momentum however and the sequences return once
more along with additional rhythmic backing. This is the sort of sequencer
driven music that should appeal to almost anyone. The title track is split
into three sections. There are no separate index points for them so | am
guessing where each one starts.

The opener “First Direction' begins rather spookily but then develops more
of a melancholy feel. | think “Second Direction' might start in the sixth
minute as a lively sequence powers up. A second rapid ticking one adds
urgency then in comes a fantastic third which really lets rip. It goes from
strength to strength seeming to get more bass laden all the time. A
blistering lead line really does the business, ideal for stage heroics or
even manic air keyboard playing! We descend to tranquil atmospherics
once more in the fifteenth minute and | assume this is where "Third
Direction' takes over. Dramatic fizzing pads punctuate the peacefulness.
Yet another bass sequence thunders from the speakers accompanied by
more wonderfully manic soloing, giving us a few more minutes of mayhem
before coming down to a gentle finish. “First Contact' starts with rocket
engine type sounds then the tinkling of bells. Things just get moodier and
more melancholy until the fifth minute when a loping rhythm starts up.
The groove gets more aggressive in a wonderful way subsiding to gentle
atmospherics to finish (DL)

Gert Emmens / Waves of
Dreams

CD /6 tracks / 72.02 mins

“After the Rain' initially uses a slow
sequence, mixing with dreamy
shimmering effects to create a lazy
laid-back feel. The pace quickens
slightly as another sequence strikes
up. A slow moody lead line continues
the tranquil sunny afternoon feel. By
the fourth minute however it is all
change as things suddenly descend
to dark atmospherics out of which emerges an ominous twangy sequence
and brooding lead line. In the seventh minute a rapid tinkling sequence
then another with greater oomph lift the spirits and pick up the pace. This
isn't all bludgeoning stuff though as the melodies retain that tender
element.

“Another Time, Another Space' certainly starts very cosmically. The
engines are engaged as a rapid morphing sequence breaks through. We
take a breather in the fifth minute. Dark drones set the scene for the best
moment on the album so far as a typical mid seventies bass sequence
surges forward. This really is tremendous stuff! We reach even greater
heights as a lead line enters and the sequence careers this way and that.
Even classic mellotron sounds are tossed in for good measure. We
moodily drift through to the title track. The atmosphere becomes more
positive, as if a door is opened and the sun comes streaming in. More
sequences and rhythms enter as we transcend from beauty to an edgy
excitement.

“Dawn' might be the title of the next track but it certainly doesn't sound like
it is on this planet. When the inevitable sequences arrive they are bright
and joyous like the rays of some alien sun gradually rising above the
horizon. A beefier sequence joins the original combination making it seem
as if things are getting hotter. The temperature rises still further as a
rhythm then positive melodic lead line join in the fun. In the sixth minute

things seem to become more urgent, a serious edge cutting straight
through the frivolity. Dark melodic stabs add to the unease then the
sequences depart and the sun goes down once more. The mood darkens
still further for "Heading Towards Unknown Destinations'. Clangs, as if
from some gloomy cell, mix with the sound of wailing spectres. An
inventive jaunty stuttering brace of sequences takes us into the light but
there is something almost tribal about the syncopations. Wistful John
Dyson type lead lines impart a touch of melancholy. By the sixth minute
the pace quickens still further, maybe the chase is on. The atmosphere
lightens considerably as we near our destination.

“Bright Spot on a Grey Day' starts with deep space Sci Fi type effects. A
similar sequence to that in the first half of "Dawn' breaks through. Things
become even more exciting as a bass line starts to form. | really thought it
would continue to build but instead we chug along nicely before returning
to the cosmic effects. Then silence¥s¥4. before the introduction of a
snippet of strange, mysterious, half whispered vocals and windy pads to
finally finish. (DL)

Keller & Schonwalder -
Jodrell Bank 2001

Download Only DOUBLE album /
3 tracks / 108.08 mins

This is the first double album length
offering to be put on the download
site. Ever since Keller & Schonwalder
played their initial concert at Jodrell
Bank | have been asked if it would
ever be released. Unlike their second
performance which is spread over
"The Reason Why Vols 1 & 2, their
first gig had never seen the light of
day. Well, five years later here it is at last! For this gig they
were very much in Klaus Schulze mode with excellent use of
syncopation and sequences throughout.

The very long (over 42 minutes) "Part 1' gets underway.
Slow ominous rhythms strike up as if accompanying a
strange satanic ritual. A contrasting melodic tinkling sequence falls into
formation as if positive energy is tempering the evil manifestation.
Massed ethereal pads swell as the sequence begins to morph. A lead line
bursts forward in the eighth minute and the Schulze comparisons become
so strong that if | close my eyes it could be the great man himself sitting
there (especially from his X' through to “'Audentity’ periods). The ways the
sequences change are also dead ringers for his work. If memory serves |
even think that the musicians were seated cross-legged on the floor with
their instruments around them just as Klaus himself used to do. By the
fifteenth minute there is a feeling that things are gradually starting to wind
down. The sequence changes once again and a bright piano lead
becomes the main feature. A hissing steam train sequence nestles in the
middle of the mix as the original sequence disappears completely. By the
twenty fourth minute we have descended to drifting atmospherics with just
a little piano detail. Another sequence forms over vast string type pads
(again like you know who). The pulsations become more hypnotic and
higher in the mix as we continue our journey, little melodic touches
floating over the top like morning mist being burned off by the sun. By the
thirty fifth minute things have become very tranquil again, cello lead taking
the major role with just soft pads and shuffling percussive effects to keep
it company. Things gradually become fainter and fainter to finish. The
sound quality is excellent over this whole double album, | assume being
taken directly from the soundboard but there is some audience noise just
during the last two minutes of the first track and the very beginning of the
second. It is as if a microphone had been switched on to record the live
ambience at the end of one set and beginning of the next. It is a very
short section and | found it added to the feel of the recording (which |
assume was the intention) rather than detract.
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“Part 2' begins with two pulsing sequences then in comes a bass rhythm.
The sequences surge forward once more and in no time at all we are
blasting along at quite a pace. Lead lines flash over the top like laser fire.
This is exciting stuff! More rhythm is added as things reach even more
blissfully energetic heights. This level of excitement can't be kept up
forever however without incurring injury so in the twelfth minute the
intensity subsides to a gently pulsating brew. You do get the impression
though that the power elements are simply regrouping and indeed that is
the case as by the eighteenth minute things are belting along again (a bit
like a combination of "Drive Inn' and “Are You Sequenced?') By the twenty
fifth minute things calm down to a nice head nodding pace controlled by
two restrained rhythmic loops through which uplifting pads soar. A
melodic sequence emerges morphing this way and that- lovely stuff. This
section itself builds to a climax then subsides to a fizzing throb and soft
tinkling loop. Things become increasingly moody and spectral, sighing
effects drifting from the speakers. Lead lines take their turn to come and
go- once again all very Schulzian as we float along in a blissed out state.
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The audience demand more so we get the aptly titled "Encore’. Breathy /
windy atmospherics get things going but this is going to be no
atmospheric finish. A sequence rumbles forth slowly rising in the mix and
a ticking percussive loop bounces off the top. Insistent drums then join in
the fun as does yet another sequence, this time sounding rather
Baumannesque as if off the “Trans Harmonic Nights' album. What a
combination! More rhythmic flourishes take us close to a wonderfully
manic overload. The lead lines also start to go ape. The is soooo good!
What an awesome finish. | am delighted that we can listen to this concert
once again. It brings back memories of an awesome evening. (DL)

Paul Ellis / Silent
Conversations

CD /9 tracks / 76.32 mins

The music of Paul Ellis first came to
light personally as part of the
collaborative effort between him and
Steve Roach on the fantastic album,
“Life Sequence'. This time it's a case
of role reversal, where Steve Roach
guests on a few of Paul's tracks. On
listening to his latest release, “Silent
Conversations', it is easy to see the
influence from the aforementioned
album, especially where the sequencer side of things is concerned, but he
also manages to create a sound that is as far apart from the dark
soundworlds of Steve Roach as you could possibly imagine - well at least
in the most part. His music is predominantly lighter and dare | say it, a
little more active and exciting than most sonic explorers out there at this
current time.

The album comprises of 9 varied and exciting tracks and to be perfectly
honest | don't think Paul could have put anything more into this album if
he tried. | mean, what more could you ask for? This is a highly polished
release where he combines some of the most effective sequencer work to
be heard in a long time and upon listening it seems that he has really
created an ultimate sonic “tour-de-force' of a release. None of the tracks
on offer have a duration of less than 5 minutes, but it tends to avoid any
sense of repetition that is to be found on many releases in this genre.

The album begins with the oddly titled “The Only Known Photograph of
God' and at just over 7 minutes it is a fine example of the style of music to
be found throughout this album. In fact this piece is one of a few that
features Steve Roach, although in a slight deviation to his usual mode of
dark soundcurrents. Having expected a track with an air of obscurity it
was a pleasant surprise to find that this is a very embracing track that will
placate predominantly Klaus Schulze fans and perhaps even those into
the works of Jean Michel Jarre, with its perfect blend of harmony and
layered sequencer work. Track two carries things forward effectively but
this time it is a little more laid back in approach. From the offset a high
pitched sequencer pattern emerges, over washes of effects and there is a
slight 70's atmosphere about this piece as it trundles along through
splatterings of synth currents and effects. Paul shows a somewhat unique
ability in his work to be able to keep the listener stimulated by adding new
sections, constantly building on each piece as it progresses, whether it be
on the sequencer, percussive or indeed melodic side of things and here is
a fine example of how he manages to fuse literally everything into one
effective cauldron of sound. Next up is “Peripheral Vision' which includes
the sound of the old beast, the Melotron. Once again this piece features
Steve Roach and with the addition of electric bass this is one of only two
non-sequencer orientated works to be found on the album. Remaining
mysterious throughout, this is about the closest this album gets to
resembling the sonic field of the aforementioned artist.

The next track, "The Wind-up Synthesizers of the Glass Reich' obviously
pays homage to the experimental works of Philip Glass and Steve Reich,
although there is little resemblance in the formation of the music. Obscure
mid-tempo sequencer patterns start things off here, but it is not long
before more patterns are introduced adding stability, together with bass
loops which, in all give the piece direction. Moving through various
transpositions this piece remains fairly complex in approach and is sure to
hold the interest of the listener. Track five begins with a low drone, which
moves in out and of the mix at occasional points. Effects are then added
before an electric guitar theme is introduced. A strong synth theme and
flute textures take hold, until eventually the piece ends on a higher
meditational note, the guitar theme remaining throughout.

“Continental Drift' enters with panned effects and synth pads in higher
register. After a light percussive loop is introduced it's back into
sequencer territory once more and although setting down at mid-fast
pace, these patterns are never allowed to dominate. In fact the sound
seems further back in the mix compared to the other tracks on the album.
After 3 minutes a bass sequencer takes hold and over time the patterns
become slightly obscure. “The Dumb Angel's Periscope' (where on earth
does he get these titles??) again features the talents of Steve Roach and

begins with a mid tempo bass sequencer loop over heavily delayed
rhythm textures. Effective chords help to create what can be best
described as a huge, ever expanding sound field. The next "title' track
features, most notably heavily processed cello and choral effects. Synth
undercurrents enter but the choral theme runs throughout this piece,
creating a most haunting effect. The track moves on through an array of
effects, including mild sequencer textures, although not in a looped
sense, but the primary focus is that of the choral and cello textures.

The final track "Dialing in the Sun' is a special bonus track and is Paul's
own interpretation of the track “Sundial' that originally appeared on the
Steve Roach album, "Life Sequence'. Steve appears on this cut too and
this piece, for those who have not heard the original version sounds very
70's again, with a splendid bass sequencer pattern, percussion loops and
effective, occasional apreggiated patterns and effects. The track does
become slightly obscure in places and eventually the sequencer pattern
subsides slightly to make way for warm synth chords. Later extra bass is
added over further washes of synth chords, but up until the last few
moments, it heads off slightly into obscurity.

I highly recommend this album to anyone who enjoys EM generally. There
are several influences to be found here but for those expecting it to be
another Steve Roach (DC)

Colin Woz Ere (Most of the
Time)

Download Only Album / 12 tracks
/ 68.29 mins

The germs of this album were first
released as a VERY limited edition
CDR without any artwork called “Colin
Woz Ere' (please note that this is a
different album to the similarly titled
“What No Colin). The first seven
tracks were taken from their
“Gatherings' concert in the US 1n
2003. "Meet Me In St Mary's' is
basically an introduction of the band by the host “Chuck van
Zyl'. The first track proper is the fantastic "Launch'. The
sound of a space ship engine firing up gets things going
then a ball breaking sequence blasts us off. A second
splashing sequence engages the warp drive. Wonderful
lead lines, some quite different to the album version, act like wondrous
stellar visions seen from our craft's observation deck. Warp nine is
reached as a rhythm materialises in the middle of the mix. Gentle guitar
refrains float from the speakers as "Dream Sequence' gets underway.
This is a track which hasn't appeared on either of the band's studio
albums. The sequence powers up, acting like a lead line in its own right,
twisting this way and that wonderfully. Bass pulsations let rip in almost Dr
Who fashion for “The Bridge'. This has always been an awesomely
powerful track but during the gig they really let rip with some excellent
electric guitar pyrotechnics courtesy of Colin giving that extra oomph.

“Event Horizon' is very different to the album version, with an even darker
and moodier start than ever before. The sequence arrives after about a
minute, as bass laden as in the previous track, rolling forward with
steamroller power, explosions erupting in the background. This sense of
power continues right through to "Hell'. A synth lead line fairly bounces
over the top then the guitar echoes it. Things build to awesome
proportions, the synths and guitar duelling against each other as we go.
“Solar Gravity' is appropriately rather cosmic but also rather haunting,
again very different to the album version. The sequences do of course
break through mixing with the guitar lead perfectly. Things then start to go
really ape and we end with the inevitable explosion. The next two tracks
were completely new to this concert and haven't appeared on any other
album since. “Sodium Lite' starts with a slow brooding sequence which
morphs wonderfully until a second sequence falls into formation. A bass
pulse acts almost like an excited heartbeat. “Philadelphia Experiment' is
straight into sequence after sequence each bouncing off the other whilst
melodic pads whoosh in and out of the mix. A lovely retro sounding lead
line completes the picture.

On the original “Colin Woz Ere' the album finished with a twenty minute
interview. Instead of that on this album we get three tracks from Under
The Dome's 2005 National Space Centre performance and other than on
the “Virtual Ticket' to that event see the light of day for the first time. "The
Forest Road' is all new music and has never appeared on any other
Under The Dome album before. Another slow deep bass pulse
reverberates from the speakers. A mournful lead line cries out. It is all
rather Tangerine Dream “Sorcerer' sounding. A brighter sequence makes
its entrance as the track gradually builds to become a melodic stunner. |
believe that this is the most recently composed UTD track and if so it
makes me completely desperate for the new album (which unfortunately
isn't even on the drawing board yet). Speaking of melodic stunners
though they really don't get much better than "Return’. The sequence and
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lead line combination are exquisite, talking to one's very soul. When the
second lead comes in simple words such as beautiful seem so
inadequate.

We finish this incredible album with the rather tranquil "The Long Rain'. It
cools our fevered brow and steadies our hand just in time to press the
play button once again. (DL)

Society

Having now listened to “Yeti Society'
four or five times now | can confirm
that we're firmly in “Mars Polaris'
Tangerine Dream territory with a
strong hint of Chicane and the
lightest smattering of the Deep Forest
sound thrown in for good measure.
That pretty much nails it | think!!! So
the big question — is it Berlin School or is it ambient? Well the truth
is¥sYa.neither. It is however an eclectic mix of pure spacified bliss
interspersed with dancified synth riffs and drum loops. Though what all
this has to do with any kind of “Yeti Society' has me at a loss,( we're not
painting any great sonic pictures here folks!!!) the album's concept
actually being based rather vaguely upon Sir Ernest Henry Shackleton's ill
fated South Pole attempt, 1914.

Grosskopf has produced an album, assisted by long time collaborator
Steve Baltes, which carries on in a rather schizophrenic manner skipping
with surprising ease between its rather spacey roots and out and out
euphoric techno beats. “Circumspection'(7.20) setting the scene for the
entire album with World Music type chants leading to a huge nasally
sounding pad. A drum loop stutters its way into the piece and three
minutes in a theme reveals itself in a very modern day Schulzian fashion
which really kicks to life, dominating the track to its close when a sub
harmonic bassline joins forces creating something quite memorable and
fantastic!!! Certainly a track you need to hear on a big speaker setup to
get the most from it. The drum loops are back, as too is the sub harmonic
bass as "Bravery'(5.22) gets going in a Drum n' Bass style that would
normally seem completely out of place leaving the SMD crowd running for
cover, but Harald and Steve make this one work just fine. The percussion
leads the way with a sonic backdrop of synth FX and subliminal voices. A
simple theme is played out as the track gently modulates pushed along
by a simple bassline, coming out sounding not unlike Paul Nagles live
efforts with Binar. The track doesn't really appear to have any kind of a
conclusion though, that outlandish Drum n' Bass sound also being
unintentionally sterilized in a clinical European hi-tech kind of way instead
of being more low—fi and grungy.

Track three,' Elephant Island'(6.34) is a real standout track on the album;
for the first time on this outing a piece that really breathes. Not exactly my
most favourite of style's drifting in with a mystical air and tribal colourings.
Strong hand drumming patterns emerge from the sonic melange playing
against more drum loops and a rather sharp resonant bass. All very World
Music orientated, but none the less a very cohesive track, worthy of note.
As “Endurance’(5.42) springs to life it seems pretty obvious to me that
we've just entered Synthetik, Intelligentsia styled uptemponess. A nice
organ sound bounces around the mix prior to a deep space swathe of
synths taking us back to the beginning's of the track only this time
strongly augmented by a choppy synth sound acting as counter rhythm,
the track just takes off brilliantly in a 100% Chicane trance house mode.
This is great, if not alittle misplaced, enjoy it for what it is!!! Synthwise
we're really into that Mars Polaris sound on this track more than any other
as “South Georgia'(5.30) strikes home. Again like the previous track it
takes until the halfway mark to find its feet, heavily processed guitar and
Hammond organ picking out the tempo in a metronomic way. A
wavesequence unfortunately introduces some slight digital clipping on this
track, an artefact not too noticeable though thankfully.

Track six and "Broad Liquids'(5.25) see's the sub harmonic bassline
return together with a pacey drum loop sounding rather like the System 7/
Steve Hillage ramblings of about a decade ago. All alittle simplistic
seeming like a mere filler track, sounding constructed rather than
composed. A thoroughly forgettable piece. The very cosmic
"Endeavourance'(8.11) announces itself with the chants returning once
more over a deep space soundbed of synths. Voices almost buried in the
huge soup of electronicness chatter away. This a piece with all the
trappings of an epic Vangelis inspired workout. Huge shifting synth pads
drifting over light intermittent percussion. All excellent stuff which see's
the album to its close as the chanting returns. The album also features
extra data tracks which playback as QuickTime movies on your PC/Mac
for the tracks '‘Bravery' and "Endurance’. The visual foray for "Bravery'
should go down well as its typical of the sort of video fly throughs that we
can experience at NSC shows as we buzz over lakes and mountains in an

otherworldly digital landscape. The video, not unlike the audio track failing
to find its conclusion. The "Endurance’ visual takes a very different
approach to video production,( apparently having been first screened at
the 2004 E-Live festival). It's just as valid an artistic statement as the
other track visual, this one asking some big questions along the way
about mundane everyday life but doesn't really serve to help answer
them.

At forty four minutes audio playing time the album is going to get some
flak but not from me, it's a thoroughly modern, rhythmic sounding album
that comes across as the sort of mainstream electronic fair that will
please and surprise many. Though on a personal note | would have loved
to hear the album recorded with real drumming throughout as | find this
culture of over reliance on pre-made drum loops rather facile and one
dimensional. Come on Harald, get ya' drums out!!! (B22)

Rudy Adrian & Ron Boots /
Across The Silver River

As the sleeve notes make clear the
Dutch EM Ron Boots has added his
own musical flourishes to a work
started by Rudy Adrian who lives in
New Zealand, and the result is a CD
of ambient music, that over its long
listening time, is never anything less
than interesting. This is, to the best
of my knowledge their first
collaborative effort, and | hope one
day to hear another. This sort of music is very difficult to produce without
sounding like some wallpaperish “New Age” muzak that occasionally
passes for ambient these days, but as each track flows into the next the
overall effect is very impressive.

There is little point in reviewing each track, other than to remark that the
opener is the only track to feature another musician — Nick Prosser on a
Baroque Flute, which is a bit too prominent for my tastes. Fields in
Evening Light — the third piece - starts with the gentle sounds of birds
chirping and some laid back synth work before Ron's added drums and
percussion kick in. It's a good deal better than it sounds on paper and for
many | suspect it will be the highlight. Even better still in my opinion are
Dawn Across The Southern Ocean and Forgotten Islands Rediscovered,
although they both sound like something Steve Roach might come up
with. The former even has some weird frog like sounds on it, which
wouldn't have been out of place on Possible Planet. The latter has some
fantastic percussion work on it — but watch it — it will make you jump when
it starts! This is my favourite track — just tremendous. The interplay
between the two musicians here is wonderful. I'd pay some serious
money to hear this live.

Night Sky (part 2) is just as impressive. It is the CD's longest track and
again | am amazed by the way the two musicians have complimented
each other. Ron's percussion in particular lifts this track considerably. The
CD closes with a quartet of ambient pieces that to my mind are worth the
price of this CD alone. Both the title track and Fragile Feelings start with
the sounds of water and nature before some really beautiful synth work
comes in, particularly on the latter. The last track — Papanui Lagoon is, if
anything even more laid back as the CD drifts slowly to an excellent
finale.

©Careful With That Patch, Jolene®© features a steady, brooding, pulsing
sequence backed by classic retro synth voices. The feeling of mid 70©s
TD is captured perfectly, and again a great facet of the track is the
melodic content, deftly delivered via subtle riffs and themes. Again the
clock runs to 11 and a half minutes but this time it©s over in a flash, the
piece slowly building anticipation which is delivered in exceptional style
with © Thunder Over City Hall©. The way the sequence emerges from the
previous track and builds into a rampant wall of pulsations is pure genius.
And the way it is achieved without the use of multiple layers is amazing.
And to top it all we get the trademark UtD rasping synth theme thrown in

for good measure. And the form continues right into ©Love Park®, this time

the sequence is transposed to produce an even higher melodic air. This is
sensational stuff! Proceedings are then wound down and the melody
picked out on electric piano. Cue shivers down the spine. ©Espresso
Shake® is another sequence/synth delight, and the way all the sounds
seem to shift and mutate constantly is fascinating. This is perhaps the

most recognisable UtD section so far, whereas ©©White Dog®© is exactly the

opposite. Minimalist atmospherics of the highest merit, it©s a beautifully
pitched piece which sent the tone for the very Eno-esqu ©Title10© which in

far and wide. The guitar treatments are quite simply gob smacking. ©Beast
in the Cellar®© is another atmospheric piece but has a more edgy nature,
leaving ©Morning Glory© to end with more of those brilliant guitar effects,
touch of Vangelis too.
