Fanger & Schonwalder /
Analog Overdose 0.9

CD /10 tracks / 78.10 mins

‘Miniature 1' features a brooding sequence
over soft wordless choral pads. It's all so
moody but with real attitude. We get a clap
of thunder and smoothly float into ‘March
2001'. The sequence this time is a lovely
bass laden one. It mutates, becoming more
complex as a second sequence joins it.
This really is excellent stuff. Little melodic
motifs appear then fade like ghostly
apparitions, mellotron being added to great
effect. Appropriately enough it is all so
‘analogue’ sounding and very much in the spirit of the mid to late 70s.
A tinkling sequence raises its head then disappears again whilst
lovely floating melodic pads do their thing over the top. This track is a
h0| stunner. The sequence on 'Miniature 2' might be a simple four note
C ce one but it bounces along beautifully over some serene backing.
Gradually things becomes more complex. Subtle percussion is added
but the gorgeous tranquil atmosphere is maintained throughout. ‘Rendevous Im
Theater' picks up the pace. Rapid pulsations create the initial structure around which
forms a steam hissing rhythm. The backing swells whilst a pitch bending lead line
playfully darts this way and that. By the half way mark the excitement level is high and
there seem to be more levels to the sequence than | can count. New leads swoop
high and low like hawks diving for the kill then soaring into the sky again before
sighting a fresh target. ‘Miniature 3' (I assume you have spotted the pattern in track
titles by now) is a flutey atmospheric bridging piece to ‘The Trees Turn Tangerine
(Live)'. An aggressive fizzing sequence blasts forward. This is contrasted by a lovely
slow silken melody. The track title is very apt as so far, except for some vocoded text,
this would have been well at home on ‘Sorcerer'. Things become even more powerful
and exciting as we go. ‘Miniature 4' is a short piece, all soft and warm.
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Things become much darker for ‘Electronic Mirrors Part 3'. A slow bass throb starts
up accompanied by very faint ticking percussion and ethereal mellotron. With such a
fantastic build up you just know that the track is going to be a belter and it doesn't
disappoint. Things become more syncopated all the time but the excitement doesn't
finish there as the blistering solos play their vital part in keeping the oomph level high.
‘Miniature 5' is another interlude though a very pleasant one with gentle percussive
sequence and dreamy pads. ‘Slow Polymorph' deploys the sequence right from the
off. It's a sedate bass one which combines exquisitely with mellotron. This is really
moody stuff which is in a similar style to Peter Baumann's first solo album (high praise
indeed). A fitting way to finish such an excellent CD. The material for this album was
recorded in 2001 and it is amazing that it has escaped release until now, as it is some
of the best stuff they have done. If you liked the First Analog Overdose album | am
sure you will love this. Unfortunately it is a limited edition of just 222 and as | write this
(November 2006) there are only about 80 left so if you want one it would be a good
idea to be quick. (DL)

Jim Kirkwood / Rituals of
Intelligent Design

CDR /5 tracks / 69.21 mins

We kick off with ‘The Hour of the Wolf'.
Strange muffled sounds (like Dr Who's
Tardis actually!) are joined by an excellent
steady rhythm then rapid sequence. The
excitement is at fever pitch already but the

transcend this to one of the
most impressive starts to a
Jim Kirkwood album ever.
Even if you already love

Jim's music this will just blow you away! We all know that Jim will never play live but if
this were performed in a live setting it would bring the house down. It is just
impossible not to try and air keyboard and air drum to it at the same time (anyone
seeing me through the window would have been greatly amused). We get a few
moments of relative calm as a sequence stands in isolation with just some ethereal
wordless vocal colouring but the excitement is still high. The detonating plunger is
then well and truly plunged as we take off again, those wonderful sequences doing
their devastating thing. At about the ten-minute mark we get a curious reflective
section with strange percussion before once again diving headlong into the
maelstrom. It's all change in the last four minutes as a flute mixes with gentle
pulsations. It's all rather peaceful and typical of the way he juxtapositions power with
beauty.

‘Alone in the Night' has a gentle airy beginning. This is very delicate stuff providing an
uncluttered backing for some sampled text about God and the riddle of the universe.
As expected we don't have to wait long for the sequence and as seems to be the case
with many of his works at the moment this is ball-breaking stuff but melodically still
subtle- spectres floating above a battle sort of thing. ‘We are Grey' uses deep slow
ominous pulses to create an uneasy feeling. It's as if we know there is something
rather unpleasant out there and are constantly looking over our shoulder in readiness
for flight. A slow twangy sequence starts up as the tension heightens. Delicate
soothing flutey synth heralds our return to sanctuary. Confidence grows as a head
nodding rhythm and further tinkling sequence are added to the mix. ‘I Sitin a
Parliament of Dreams' has a rather Eastern feel with ethnic flutes and percussion
mixing with sounds from a more traditional Kirkwood palette. It's all rather relaxing but
also mysterious. Just before the third minute a more conventional Kirkwood sequence
starts up and we start to motor. An excellent lead line gives added oomph, even
euphoria. This is a superb track, probably even better than the first.

‘A Tragedy of Telepaths' is also heavy on the sequences which come one after
another like waves of helicopters thundering over a blasted landscape. The lead lines
are also very in ye face as if they are flaming rockets fired at an enemy below. Things
become more intense (and wonderful') by the second only subsiding to an eerie
calmness with just over a minute to go. (DL)

Jim Kirkwood / Queen of the
Golden Wood

CDR/ 2 tracks / 66.32 mins

Many will know that Jim is not a fan of his
early cassette releases. He explains in the
liner notes to this album that he considers
them more as drafts of ideas. | would
strongly disagree with him there, though
there is no doubt that he has honed his craft
considerably since then. On this album he
has taken the midi files (these don't contain
music as such) of an old uncompleted early
project and has wrapped his current studio
equipment round it as well as adding a lot of
additional music. If | hadn't known any of this | wouldn't have guessed
its early origins as it sounds like a very fine example of what he has
been doing lately but now | do know | can hear some echoes of the
past especially in the melodies.

Smd
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Birdsong mixing with a mournful lead line gives ‘The Secret Place’
quite a serene feel but then things take a rather sinister turn as ominous sonic stabs
make a sudden entrance. Another lead line answers the first. A very rapid sequence
surges forward. Another wonderful melodic sequence falls into formation. There are
more notes per second than | could possibly count, all going together to form a
mesmerizing wall of pulsations. | just closed my eyes and let it seep into my very
being. My mind is taken on a journey of fantastic mayhem. By the ninth minute all
sequences depart and we are left with deep dark brooding strings. A slow loping
rhythm starts up accompanied by a stunning melody all sounding incredibly analogue
and mid 70s. It wouldn't have been out of place on Tangerine Dream's ‘Stratosfear'
actually. Things become more syncopated by the second but the rhythms play a
supporting role to that wonderful lead line. Very moody stuff indeed. We descend to
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atmospherics once more, a little motif ringing out then disappearing. Another
sequence enters but it is thoughtful rather than pounding.

“The Golden Wood' begins very quietly with wordless sighing. It's really beautiful stuff,
almost spiritual in its delicate tenderness. This is all banished with the arrival of a
forceful sequence accompanied by chaotic effects. A second sequence bounds along
with the first, both then being joined by subtle rhythms. It's all rather hypnotic, easy to
focus the mind too narrowly and miss the lovely melodic detail which unfolds than
disappears. By the twelfth minute the lead lines are becoming more substantial and
well and truly grab the mind and heart taking them on further ecstatic journeys.
Sequence and melody seem to move in perfect balance, each element being just as
stunning as the other. Incredible stuff. All fades away in the sixteenth minute. We are
left with very quiet atmospherics bringing up images of the moon shining through the
mist and trees, illuminating an ancient forest. We then get another typical Kirkwood
sudden explosion of sound as massed maniacal chords shake the foundations,
contrasted by gentle shimmers and soft melodies between the salvos. The best
sequence on the album so far then breaks loose and ups the intensity still furthers as
it runs berserk battling with ghostly spectres, arcing energy singeing the very air as
the supernatural battle rages. The excitement is fantastic! Jim's fans will be in
absolute raptures.

We then get a sort of screeching virtual guitar heralding yet another sequential
avalanche and the struggle rages with renewed vigour. All the pulsations are then
banished by demonic organ stabs which are themselves set to flight by angelic
wordless vocal colouring. What a beautiful section this is contrasting magnificently
with the pure power of before. A slow jaunty rhythm starts up- all rather pleasant,
wistful even. In then come the melodies and even by Jim's standards they are of the
very highest order. | just close my eyes and soak it all in.

This is an amazing album but apparently just the first in a series inspired by early
sketches of ideas found in these mystical midi files. He has done them real justice
using the much greater facilities he has today than fifteen years ago to create an
awesome album of rare power and beauty. | hope we don't have to wait long before
the next in the series. (DL)

Redshift / | (Redshift)
Reissue

CD /5 tracks / 64.14 mins

Long awaited by many fans that had missed
it first time round, here is the magnificent
first Redshift album reissued in identical
artwork (including the CD graphics) and
featuring remastered sound. And before
anyone gets excited about there being 5
tracks instead of 4 - don't. Because there
isn't actually any additional music over the
original.

Newcomers who know and love Redshift's
powerhouse, mesmeric, sequential style will certainly not be disappointed by this
album. What may surprise them is how much the eponymous opener delves into the
sonic pallete of "Rubycon'. It's as if Mark Shreeve, delighted my his recently acquired
Moog IlIC, had to get this one out of his system. There's only one machine that can
create this sort of sound, and in skilled hands it creates EM of unparalleled majesty.
This is a great track in every sense, a true "Rubycon Part 3'. Sequences pulverise the
soundstage, atmospherics take you to the depths of imagery, and the awesome
choral ending is a sensational summit.

If the first track acknowledges TDs influence on Mark's music, “Spin' perhaps is a
similar nod in the direction of Node. Node's infamous EMMA appearance in 1994 did
much to galvanise the re-emerging “retro movement” and the sheer purity of seeing
guys grappling with massive modular beasts again may well be part of the catalyst for
Redshift being born in the first place. Certainly "Spin' displays an edginess and
restrained purity which is a trademark of much of Ed Buller's sequence work. At only 4
mins long “Shine' wastes no time in presenting a bass sequence which will challenge
even the most capable subwoofers. This track really is a “pocket battleship” laying
waste to all which challenge its diminutive stature. The melodic refrains add lustre to
an amazing piece.

Arguably the jewel in the crown, and the pointer to the magnificent crop of albums
Redshift were to subsequently release, comes with the epic final piece "Blueshift'. This
could have been released 10 years or 10 mins ago. It would sit comfortably on any
Redshift album, and displays the very essence of what the band strive for — energy,
power, raw emotion really. The sequences provide the sonic framework, atmospherics
toy with the ear, and synth lines cut through the soundstage portraying a range of
emotions from spiteful to whimsical.

The “sting in the tail” of this album was, and perhaps still is, rather strange and a bit
controversial. Though “Blueshift' clocks in at over 30 minutes, the main meat of the
track is only 20 minutes. What follows is just over 10 minutes of a throbbing heart-
beat type sound, followed by a short “wake up” ending. On the reissue this ending is
indexed as a separate track, hence why there are 5 tracks not 4. This rather strange
ending has been the topic of some debate, and some people even returned the CD
first time round thinking it was a mispress! Anyway, just in case you don't know, it's
designed to mimic a situation perhaps familiar to many. Falling asleep while listening
to something at “full tilt” volume, then being jolted awake some time later as (for
example) the tape rewound to the beginning again hitting you with a fulsome
crescendo!

In terms of the remastered aspect, other than the extra index point, the most notable
difference is the volume has been normalised higher for the reissue. | suspect there
has been some digital noise removal employed too. Either way it sounds fantastic, as
did the original. If you haven't got it, buy it. Simple as that.

Will there be other reissues? | would have thought the clamour for “Ether' would be
even greater, yet strangely the band say that enquiries about Redshift Il are too few in
number to justify a reissue. If you are surprised by this, | suggest you do a bit of
googling and email the band! (GG)

Redshift / VIII (Toll)
CD /5 tracks / 64.23 mins

This is a live album recorded at the E-Live
festival in October 2004. The 18 minute
“Stuka' opens and initially presents
mammoth, stabbing sequences but soon
develops into a wonderful trademark
syncopating sequencer run. Frenzied synth
lines grapple with the twisting turmoil
beneath, the summation creating an edgy
feel. It really is worth investing in a decent
subwoofer to hear Redshift's music,
because in many places there are some
complex, almost sub sonic, bass notes
squirming around while “up top” there is a more simplistic landscape.
S C-J Indeed this track seems to be all about light and shade as Mark
m Shreeve regularly reigns in the beast almost to strangulation point,
. only to unleash it afresh. My favourite section of this track emerges
ChOICQ around the 13 minute mark as a sublime synth motif toys with
sequential ephemera, while a gut wrenching bass throb lurks
underneath. Tremendous!

“Cast Down' emerges on a wave of wonderful arpeggiations and continues in
restrained fashion with an impressive ear for detail exemplified by electric piano
moments. Oscillators freshly tuned Mark Shreeve winds up the sequence salvos at
the start of “Glide' and what classic sequences they are. | just love the high register
interplay as Mark toys with the skip function and produces a lattice of shifting notes
and time signatures which melt together in seamless wonderment. Sensational! The
trump card is played with the bass sequence and Redshift produce another personal
favourite which will see regular outings. And we're not even at the half way point yet!
Next a steady (and sublime) sequential beat appears topped by mellotron flute and
wonderful synth pads. At this point | reach one of those moments when | need to stop
reviewing in “real time” and just listen!

OK, I'm back, and what a track “Glide' is. Awesome. | say again, AWESOME!

Another opportunity for modular adjustment appears in the form of "Rock’ which has
an almost aboriginal feel to it. Amazing sonics and atmospherics which would grace
any album. Finally the title track gets underway. Underwater style breathing effects
herald an atonal percussive sequence which slowly grows as the filters are opened. A
4 by 4 bass throb emerges and | think it's fair to say that this is Redshift doing their
“Node thing” and highly impressive it is too. There's some electric piano work which is
reminiscent of ARC's “Arcturus' concert, perhaps not surprising as they took place so
close together. A more melodic sequence emerges at the 7 minute mark but the main
theme here is rhythm and edge, not Berlin School syncopations. At 17 mins “the
beast” is unleashed again in a “massive attack” of sequencing which must have had
the whole hall rocking. EM just doesn't get any more powerful than moments like this.
Over 30 seconds of audience applause is featured, | bet it went on for a lot longer too.

For me, Redshift produce their best work on the live stage (in the same way a certain
Teutonic band did in the 70's) and "Toll' becomes the 4th live masterpiece in a
growing series. Tracks like "Glide' are the very essence as to why | have enjoyed EM
for over 30 years. (GG)

Redshift / Wild 2
CD /5 tracks / 68.55

"Wild 1' flew off the shelves in no time and
became a highly prized collector's item.
Unlike "Wild 1' however, "Wild 2" is a full
blown CD and as far as | know is not a
limited edition. However, musically it
should be as prized as the first as it
provides a fascinating glimpse into the
history and development of the band.

First up is "Fuel', a rehearsal for their
stratospheric Hampshire Jam 2
appearance. It offers a very different
perspective on the tracks which ended up
as "Aquamarine’ and "Quenzer'. The opening restrained melodics, for me, are perhaps
the highlight of this whole album. Being a fanatic admirer of Redshift's sequencing
prowess, that is no small statement. The opening few minutes of synth chords/motifs
and electric piano | could listen to all day. Fantastic! Then the sequencing emerges.
What can | say? It's Moog. It's Redshift. It's syncopation central. It's Heaven! "Fuel’,
for me, is the highlight of the album.

Fancy listening to a prototype from their momentous '96 Jodrell Bank concert what
spawned "Ether'? Well “State 2' gives you the opportunity. A rehearsal for the track
that ended up as “Static', this is moody “swamp music” territory with a bristling doom
laden sequence accompanied by mournful synth lines.

Next up is the first ever track recorded by Redshift as a 3-piece, back in the summer
of '96. Great atmospherics, some crucial sequencing. Early days it may have been but
the potential is there for all to witness.

“Iron Heart' is unusual for the inclusion of drum loops which creates a more uniform
insistent beat vs the shifting time signatures which usually grace the sequential
tapestry. There are some great guitar effects on show here, and the track builds to a
frenetic finale. A fascinating piece.

Finally, we get another healthy 17 minutes worth of rehearsal material for Jodrell Bank
1996. According to the sleevenotes this is how "Bombers in the Desert' should have
sounded. The live piece was frought with technical difficulties apparently (must admit |
didn't notice them!). Anyway, it's called "Heaven is a Turquoise Avenger', and it's
menacingly moody!

I don't need to review this album really. I'm sure most people have already bought it,
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fearing it will disappear as fast as "Wild 1'. To be honest, despite its less limited
status, it just may do a quick disappearing act so | wouldn't rely on the re-print. Buy
now! Me, I'm going to listen to the opening track again! (GG)

Syndromeda/ The
Resurrection

Download Album / 5 tracks /
70.28 mins

Joy for all' despite its title is initially one of
the most melancholy and heartfelt pieces |
have ever heard from Syndromeda. String
pads and electronics combine together
exquisitely but then in the second minute a
ballsy bass sequence rumbles forward and
the mood changes instantly to one of a
tense excitement. Mellotron and twittery
effects complete a perfect "Berlin School'
picture. Little melodies start to form as this
already awesome track gets better and better. These
melodies solidify into wonderful lead lines (no
meandering doodles here!). Faint, rather Gothic
organ sounds mix with both cosmic and wordless

vocal pads to give the title track a rather brooding but

choice Qﬁ
also ethereal beginning. A staccato melody intrudes

on the peacefulness then a razor sharp lead flashes over the top jolting us into full
action ready wakefulness. The tension builds until all descends to silence at the
thirteenth minute mark. From here a brace of sequences start to form though the
mood is just as uneasy and menacing as before.

*I Dreamed | Could Fly' continues the atmos created in the previous track. A slow
sequence lopes into being like a camel making its sedate pace across a shimmering
desert. The most impressive feature of this track is the subtle lead line which nestles
in the middle of the mix creating a feeling of mystery. In the fifth minute we shift up a
gear, bubbling along moodily until the end. “Learning from the Past' returns us to the
melancholy as wordless vocal pads mix with tron, tinkling sequence and exquisite
flutey synth. The pace gradually increases, my feet moving pleasurably to the beats.
This really is stunning. “China on the Move' features a wonderful mournful cello. The
sequences emerge in classic Syndromeda style creating quite a trance like state,
wordless female wailing giving things quite a psychedelic feel. In the ninth minute
things fade to silence and many will assume that this is the end and take the CD out,
but no, Syndromeda is playing a trick on us as an additional four minute track “The
Circle is Round' fizzes and shimmers into being gaining excitement and menace as
the sequence arrives then fades away again to bring us to the real conclusion of the
album- honest. (DL)

T-Bass UK / The Infection of
Time (Remaster)

Download album / 10 tracks /
51.40 mins

Well it's been nigh on 11 years since | first
heard this album, even now though this
album still sounds contemporary. “Storm
Front' is a very capable and energetic
opener which displays the meticulous
attention to every detail which has become
a trademark of all T-Bass UK's (and
various spin-offs') releases. There's equal
amount of attention paid to the complex

arrangement of rhythms as to the finely
DOUJN paced and often infectios melodic synth lines.
Then “Tranquility Bass' appears and as | said in the original release
ahere's where things get seriously good®. Any fans of 80's TD will be
ﬁ very comfortable with the palette of sounds here, but T-Bass UK
inject a sense of purpose and melodic infection which TD
progressively chose not to (or were incapable of) as the years went by. The track
builds purposefully on a wave of percussive beats and insistent sequencing to be
joined by several synth layers which weave their way around the structure.

The title track employs more breathy synth voices which | personally never tire of
listening to. The main theme is quite anthemic and has an optimistic and air which is
uplifting. Set against the (fantastic!) electronic thunder effects it's a bit like light
shining through the clouds. Then the 2piece de resistance® appears in the form of a
superb lead solo which drives the track to a finish. Top stuff indeed! "Mariner' offers a
moody counterpoint to previous tracks, a doomy and powerful sequential beat is
accompanied by strident synth themes and latent power seems to be the order of the
day here. Back to uptempo thematics for “*Ozone Park' which effortlessly breezes
along, while “Inferno' is the most ambient piece on the album which shows that T-
Bass UK can do atmospherics with the best of “em!

“Four Wheel Jive' returns to the fundamentals of this album with more fine melodics
and rhythm, while “The Torch' portrays a restrained beauty which works wonderfully
well. "Network of the Heart' is a stand-out track with a very different pallete of sounds
used, especially the sax touches. "Lovesong' ends appropriately on an upbeat note
and overall I'm impressed how little this album has aged, if anything it has grown in
stature which is always a good sign.

For this download release the album has been given the digital remastering treatment
and it sounds wonderfully clean and dynamic. (GG)
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Hashtronaught / The
Lambda Variant

Download Album / 2 Tracks /
51.25 mins

Little tinkling melodic tones provide a gentle
start to the title track. They morph
beautifully, caressing the senses. The track
develops as two further sequences, both
excellent, are deployed along with a lovely
dreamy lead line. All the time we seem to
be building momentum, really starting to
motor by the eighth minute with the
introduction of syncopation. By the twelfth
minute the pace does slacken a little as a
DOUJ new sequence and lead line are brought into play and very effective
they are too. The drums which had disappeared for a few minutes

now come back with added urgency, getting me beating out time on

Qﬁ the desk in front of me whilst | try to type this. In the twenty-first
minute all descends to chaotic swirls of sound assaulting the senses
but the bedlam soon disappears and out of the chaos appear

gorgeous soft windy pads. A lovely way to finish.

An organ played over metallic drone gives "Church of Lambda' a rather Gothic
beginning. Massed echoing cosmic twitters increase in intensity then just before the
fifth minute an awesome fizzling sequence starts to hurl itself from the speakers. An
equally forceful solo belts over the top. The mayhem of sequence and wonderfully
crazed solos goes on and on for about the next sixteen minutes before we wind down
to comic effects and slow sonic throbs coming in waves. It sounds a bit like a track
from one of Klaus Schulze's (with also a little Tim Blake and Rolf Trostel thrown in
their for good measure) early box sets where he really lets rip but this is even more
OTT. The heavier and more extreme the better for me- so | love it! Both albums |
have heard by Hashtronaught have had something of a “done in one take' feel and
this is what gives them some of their excitement. (DL)

Hashtronaught / Bottle
Universe

Download Album / 2 tracks /
74.12 mins

We begin the title track with deep spaced
out windy effects. There is an uneasy
feeling as though we are being stalked by
some strange alien creature. The mood
lightens a little as softer pads drift through
the ether. | am soothed into a lovely relaxed
state of float then wallop- in comes the
sequence. This is the second album | heard
by Hashtronaught and | am beginning to
pick up a little of their style. The sequences
DOUJ are always huge and when they arrive there is no subtle build up- its
like an earthquake hitting without warning. A slow questing lead line,

silky smooth, glides above the boiling pulsations. Different elements

Qﬁ come and go. It's all rather organic sounding but also thick and many
layered. Indeed it is difficult to take in all that is going on as we gloop
between one new lead line, to some interesting effects, to the twisting and bending
sequence. By the twentieth minute the sequence seems to be submerging into the
sonic quicksand to disappear altogether as all the shimmers and solar flares take
over. We are nowhere near finished yet however. A repeated echoing motif provides
some focus in a dreamy misty-eyed sort of way. We are then brutally shaken to full
consciousness as an even more aggressive sequence spews forth gloriously like an
erupting volcano.

“Mind Bomb', as with other Hashtronaught tracks starts very twittery and bubbly, the
sounds gently echoing and fading into infinity. Some sort of vast reactor starts up,
throbbing away energetically. The power is shut off but we still speed though the
cosmos on the back of an insistent four note sequence which gradually rises through
the mix A moody lead line weaves its spell causing me to close my eyes and just let
myself be taken along with the flow. It then becomes more intense (maybe a little
overly so?) as | am dragged back to the job in hand just in time to hear another
wonderful percussive sequence emerge, mixing perfectly with the first. They then go
for it big style for about twenty minutes of chugging sequences and soaring lead lines
until a rather strange and abrupt finish. Not for the faint hearted that is for sure! (DL)

| really enjoyed a previous album by Colin,
“Twenty4', so when Colin sent me this (his

latest album) a while back | approached it
with enthusiasm, and | wasn't disappointed.

The opening title track
starts atmospherically but
then engages a deceptively
effective sequential rhythm
over which choice pads and
pleasing motifs are
employed. Details are

altered and the feel of the track develops as the track proceeds to ensure monotony is
never a factor. At times it reminded me of Schulze, at others the sequence detail
brought to mind Ron Boots. A fine opener. “The Light Spiral' opens with Tangerine
Dream style synth washes and the piano detail is very pleasing. Then a subtle




sequence emerges from the mix and slowly gathers stature taking over from the very
effective ethereal layers. A subtle, understated, but highly effective track.

I do like the choice of synth voices Colin uses, they blend together well and “Glimmer'
is another effective example of this. It's not trying to set the world on fire, rather the
purpose is to portray a chillout mood which never becomes soporific. “Glimmer'
touches all the right buttons, bristling with latent power. “River Park' would again not
be out of place on a Schulze album, more blissed out refrains give way to high quality
mood sequencing. If you are looking for a Berlin School onslaught this is not the
place, but for thoughtful contemplation which rises above the purely ambient this hits
the right spot. “Chorionic' continues the high quality, slightly more uptempo than
recent tracks but the mix is cleverly done. Pads and motifs take the high ground
leaving what would normally be an overwhelming rhythmic blast to simmer
underneath. | particularly like the way the rhythmic sequence mutates and changes as
it winds down to close the track, a particularly effective approach that | never tire of.
Again the overall feel would not be out of place on a mid to late 80's TD track.

“Amnion' has a slightly more strident and upbeat mood but the overall tenure is still
restrained and well balanced. Sequential detail, sumptuous pads, more carefully
crafted motifs. Finally “Circular Suspension' brings proceedings to a close with yet
another well balanced and crafted sonic outing. An insistent rhythmic sequence is
cajoled with all manner of synth layers.

Allin all this is a very consistent and high quality offering for anyone looking for the
more thoughtful side of EM. (GG)

Klaus Schulze / Ballett 1
(Reissue)

CD / 3 tracks / 76.45 mins

Here we have another disc taken from the
Contemporary Works box set. ‘Ballett' as a
concept was spread over a total of four
discs from the set, all of which we are now
promised will follow as part of this reissue
series, (Ballett 2 will be with us shortly in
the next batch of re-releases by the way).
“Ballett 1' is not the most jovial of
recordings given the thought behind the
music presented here, it does however
contain three tracks of some variety that on
this occasion were recorded with the assistance of long time happy helper Wolfgang
Tiepold at the Cello. In all honesty | think it would be fair to say that "Ballett 1' is best
described as a joint musical venture for both Schulze and Tiepold, the overall
performance appearing to be very much a 50/50 split between the two of them. For
those of you that have enjoyed Tiepold's inventive playing in the past on the Schulze
recordings of yesteryear, this is definitely the disc for you!!!

The music of "Ballett 1' is all very restrained and carefully regimented in it's
development; nothing untoward happens here, which also means that there's a
certain lack of any great variety and mood change within the pieces leaving the
players with their improvisational work cut out. That said, it is those same protracted
improvisations that lead the way through much of the album adding a decorative
musical veneer to the unending chord progressions strung out by Schulze.

“Ballett 1' is presented in the standard reissue gatefolded card clip case with quality
transfers of the front cover artwork. Included in the package is a 16 page booklet with
a write up from Schulze explaining some of his thoughts about the making of the
album where on this occasion he has a few digs at his contemporaries for being alittle
over pretentious! Justifiable comments maybe, but as we all know when you live in a
house of glass, stone throwing is not a recommended pastime.

“Getting Near',(10.43) springs to it's feet providing with the only real bit of high drama
that you're likely to experience on this particular disc. The garbled half spoken shrieks
and shouts of some classically trained verbal dyslexic's open the ball. A piano key
strikes the time signature and within the opening minute staccato strings strike out
erratically like a burst from a machine gun with an odd rhythmic pattern. All brilliant
stuff, but if you know Schulze's work you'll know by now how he builds his tracks up
on top of these tight sequences - so nothing that unusual there then. In the booklet
notation Klaus has a pop at Paul McCartney for his post pop/rock efforts,( ie:- his
classical opus and paintings of dubious merit) unyet it is with the opening refrains of
“Getting Near' that I'm sure | can hear one or two phrases of the string section from
“Eleanor Rigby'!!! Most off putting for me. To pigeon hole the track | guess you'd call it
minimalism as the repetitive strings sidle around going nowhere in a hurry. Attentive
listening is required here to spot Klaus' handiwork at the synths as it's largely masked
out here by the string riffs. A dissonant Japanese flute signals the end as the piece
gently crossfades into the more regular Schulze mould of “Slightly Touched'(29.32).
This half hour outing demonstrates perfectly how Schulze builds a piece, adding
strings, another sequence or two, then drums without ever overdoing it and sustaining
the mood. Tiepold is there at the Cello throughout playing along harmoniously for
about 99% of the track's duration, but this is still very much a Schulze piece which
makes itself known to us in a "Dune’ kind of way until at the four minute mark the first
of the sequences arrives. As for the sum of the rest of the track it's textbook stuff from
Schulze. Klaus himself opting not to partake in any elaborate soloing, that onerous
task is the job of our resident Cellist.

As the track comes to its end another gentle crossfade brings in the final track
“Agony'(36.30). With Wolfgang at the helm the music is steered in such a way that it's
almost as if the Cello were improvising a state of mind rather than any kind of melody.
Tiepold digs deep for this piece producing what could well be the worlds longest ever
Cello solo!!! The minutes drift by and the strings of Schulze's synths undiscernibly
glide into play. Unphased by this the Cello continues its own musical voyage. The
unfathomable chord sequence of Schulze roles on slowly and steadily creating a
certain tension as this progression is overlaid by another set of shifting chords. At the
ten minute mark the uneasy tremolo of massed strings making for a sustained and
sombre variation. The key is held and Tiepold's improvisations become ever more
disjointed. The interweaving strings are left a window to breathe only to remain as a
droning backdrop for the Cello, the whole piece now sounding very impressionistic

like some doomed aircraft flying out over the sea just waiting for the inevitable
moment that the fuel runs out and a ditch into the water becomes a reality,(hearing is
believing folks!!). All very magical, mysterious and meditational.

By the twenty five minute mark I'm thinking that this piece begs some mild percussion
of sorts, but none is forthcoming (which also has me thinking that maybe this piece is
alittle over extended?). Then again, as Klaus quite rightly points out, if it where edited
down you may miss some of the best bits of Wolfgang's playing. A slight change of
key brings to a pinnacle the dulcet tones of a weeping Cello conveying something
more akin to pure emotion once more as the strings pan out in the background and
I'm thinking, here would have been the perfect place to close the piece, but the
tremolo strings return giving us that darker edge again, Tiepold play's accordingly
through to the gradual fade out and an end to proceedings some six minutes later.

Displaying Schulze's classical leanings throughout "Ballett 1' is quite a collaborational
achievement, Tiepold's Cello work exaggerating the fact. It's a sedate, mournful affair
and as such not an album that leaps out and grabs you, but one which grows on you.
As is so often the case with the music of Schulze, | think that this is one of those
occasions where the listener can get more from the music if they look for their own
interpretation of the tracks rather than searching for any message Klaus may have
tried to convey. This really is Schulze in a reflective mood, but not one of any great
cinematic scale, as the Cello work keeps our feet firmly grounded painting a more
personal intimate picture throughout. True, a melancholy air purvey's the whole mix as
we move smoothly from track to track, though I'm still left with a sense of anticipation
awaiting the release of "Ballett 2'. With Tiepold taking joint command for a better part
of the album repeated listens reveal different aspects of the music that may have
been missed first time around. Definitely not an entry level Schulze album, but then
again | don't believe that for one moment that it was designed to be. (B22)

Klaus Schulze / Inter*Face
(Reissue)

CD /6 tracks / time 75.11 mins

... and so we lift the lid on another
Schulzian episode, “Inter*Face’ from 1985.
An album which served to compound that
digital sound that Schulze had embarked
upon several years before with the
expulsion of all things analogue from the
studio. Here Klaus himself refers to the
recording as being a pretty unconventional
Schulze album serving up a well honed
cocktail of material that is laced with an
almost slick commercial sounding edge at
times and at others pushes the listener that little bit harder to stay with the eclectic
multi faceted direction of some of the pieces. Both fans and reviewers alike having
remained divided over this particular album in the past, | guess I'm pretty much
walking on broken glass here with this write up. Let's try and disseminate some of that
dogma that surrounds the recording and concentrate on what the album itself has to
say.

‘Inter*Face' was released over a year after the "Angst' soundtrack unyet for an album
that was supposed to be alittle more experimental showing a slight change of
direction we find that there is still that familiar musical thread which runs through
many of the pieces presented here that link this album directly to it's predecessor.
Never the less, for better or worse it was time for Klaus to move the Schulze sound
forward and “Inter*Face' emerged as the vehicle to do just that. The reissued album is
presented in a card gatefolded clip case with quality embossed transfers of the art on
the outer cover. The accompanying 12 page booklet contains a brief write up about
the album by Klaus himself,( on this occasion telling us more about his musical
helpers rather than the actual album); manager Klaus D. Mueller adding quite a bit of
background information about the make up of the reissue at the rear of the booklet.
Apparently the original album that we all know was mispressed back in the 80's. This
mistake has now been corrected and | think what we have here now as a result of the
change is a more substantive recording.

Track 1, “On the Edge’(7.58) starts things off very nicely, sounding very modernesque
for it's time. A mid tempo beat soon kicks to life and an obtuse little bass staggers in.
The piece moves on looking for direction at times sounding somewhat uneasy about
where it's heading. Halfway through Klaus strips everything back to just the
percussion, huge 7ths strings return sounding great, but narrowing real creative
narrative by their very nature when used to play counterpoint to any lead sound. Klaus
continues to stab away at the synth's but the track never really ignites ending very
abruptly indeed.

Now here's where it gets a bit confusing — apparently when track two “Colours in the
Darkness' was put onto the original album back in 1985 the wrong version was
stamped onto the album, not the version that Schulze had originally intended. So with
this definitative version he has amended this rather sizable gaff by including the
correct version as one of the two bonus tracks......... that's great news!!! As for the
“Colours in the Dark' that appeared on the 1985 version, that remains unchanged in
the track two position on the CD. The piece commencing with an off-key rhythm, the
drums being the focal point and key feature of the track with large swathes of sampled
synth's filling out the soundfield. Sinister sounding strings fly around the mix with the
odd dissonant Calliope strike, all very very reminiscent of the “Angst’ material. At just
over nine minutes duration this piece again fails to find a real direction which may
frustrate some listeners. If thought of as a piece of drama in the same way as you
might some soundtrack work | don't think you'll have any problems with the track — in
effect it's "Angst' revisited.

“The Beat Planante'(7.24) is upon us with it's light electronic piano chords and twitchy
little shuffle of a rhythm coming over as a Boris Blank/Yello type of track of the same
period. Digital synths dominate this piece locked in a single key against the kick drum,
the composition finally revealing its true nature at the five minute mark when the big
snare drum arrives making everything click into place. A rather frightening sounding
title track rumbles into being with a big bubbling crescendo of epic proportions. A light
pair of ping pong, left/ right sequences start up and a heavily filtered lead sound
squirms its way into being to a point at which the track opens up into a big sample
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driven orchestral hiatus. Six minutes in and the acoustic sounding drums arrive to
merely keep time just as they did on some of the long pieces from “X', the Fairlight
sampler really doing most all of the sonic donkey work here. A busier sounding
sequence rides along overhead as kettle drums clatter through the mix. A high
register arpeggiator adds more fuel to the fire and halfway through this twenty four
minute opus things finally appear to have settled into a steady groove, the soloing
continuing in the middle ground of the mix as more kettle drum and orchestral strikes
fire off like canons. Seventeen minutes in and you'll probably be thinking that the track
has more in common with the "En=Trance' album as things remain pretty strident
dwarfing the improvisations that Klaus hammers out. Another key change and there's
a wonderful little slur on the marching orchestra strikes which really set off the
dramatic tone of the piece continuing though to the finale which again ends rather
abruptly swamped in reversed reverb.

The first of the bonus tracks, now called "The Real Colours in the Dark'(12.02) which
should have featured on the original album is a fabulous track. Certainly the most
readily identifiable classic Schulze piece out of all the album tracks featured here.
Forget any similarity with the track two “Colours in the Dark’, this is a completely
different interpretation to the very rhythmic one heard earlier. This is one of those
more sedate moments from Klaus, percussion free, though strangely still managing to
sound full on. Huge "Audentity’ styled sweeps fly through the mix as the sequencing is
almost completely buried in a sampled synth backdrop as Klaus improvises away. All
said and done an excellent track from Klaus and one which must have annoyed him
not to have had on the original album.

“Nichtarische Arie (A Not So Hidden Track)' is actually a longer version of the
“Macksy' single recorded earlier in 85'. Lasting just under fourteen minutes it comes
into play sounding like we've just paid a visit to the Georgio Moroder school of how to
make a hit record and get away with it. Simple arpeggiated pulsating basslines
weaving in and out, punchy drums thumping out a steady beat and a catchy hook or
two make for a memorable slice of user friendly euro synth pop. Halfway through
there's a drum break followed by a vocal by Rainer Bloss. Set low in the mix we can
only snatch odd phrases and | have to admit, the vocal just about works!!! We even
get a Moroder styled distorted synth lead towards the end. All this has not much if
anything to do with the rest of the album but it is a bonus and again a very welcome
one, thanks to Klaus D. Mueller for choosing it.

So what of the new album package + well again the bonus tracks are well placed,
making for an excellent addition and as a result a much stronger album. | wonder how
differently the music press may have treated “Inter*Face' if the correct tracks had gone
onto the original vinyl back in 85'". It is however the drums that make this album tick
and of them there are plenty. Most of the multilayered tracks are full of clever little trills
and alterations that you may miss at first listen with so much going on in the mix
generally. The digital vs. analogue argument that previous reviewers have applied to
Schulzes work at around this time just don't stand up here as it's not necessarily the
digital synth's that rule the day. Sometimes the cleverest thing to say is nothing at all
is the message | have for those ill informed critic's. Though | think | should add to this
by saying that Klaus did appear to fall into the same digital trap as most of his
contemporaries at this time in the 80's, investing a great deal of time and money into
new fangled digital equipment only to wind up spending a lifetime trying to program it
to sound just like their old analogue gear. Ever so slightly crazy. (B22)

Klaus Schulze / Dosburg
Online (Reissue)

CD /9 tracks/79.07 mins

It was never the easiest of albums to get
your hands on first time around, but now
'‘Dosburg Online' has returned!!! There's
not much by way of changes on this reissue
other than a corrective fade out at the end
of the CD, it's seventy nine minute plus
running time doing away with any possibility
of bonus material being added to the disc.
“Dosburg' is most probably best considered
a personal record of an event with which
Schulze himself was extremely pleased. It's
certainly an album of highs, lows and inconsistencies that will frustrate some listeners
and fascinate others who admire Klaus' sense of freedom within his music.

“Dosburg’ actually having been made up from recorded outtakes of two different
shows back in 1997 and also worked on in the studio in spring and summer of that
same year, (one would assume for overdubs, general edits and the removal of any
other gremlins that found their way into the audio path). It's a disc of styles old and
new; a marital fusion not made as successfully as it was on the previous years more
fluid, “Are You Sequenced?' album. Jorg Schaaf is on hand again to assist with the
rigours of a live performance and to help Schulze tackle no small host of brand new
equipment, (which he was pretty unacquainted with at the time, having only received
his new synths a week before the show!!). There's not much else by way of any other
similarity with "Are You Sequenced?', though with the release of two live albums in
consecutive years Klaus had set himself up to be critically shot down. The
comparisons would be made, no matter how ill founded they were.

“Dosburg Online' is now reissued in a gatefolded card clip case with inlaid quality
transfers of the artwork on the front cover, numerous photos of Schulze and of the
show itself in the accompanying 16 page colour booklet. The attention to detail with
this latest batch of reissues extending to the actual disc with a phoney vinyl groove
effect on the disc transfer which now even includes appropriate breaks in the groove
to show how the track separation on an old 12° vinyl album might have looked!!

With the mention of two live' shows and further studio work you may have thought
that this whole album project sounded like abit of a hotch potch of cut and paste
idea's just thrown together? With track one it's time to revaluate that idea as, "L'Age
Core'(11.50) starts the show off perfectly with a tinkling sequence reminiscent of
“Mirage' together with a chiffy flute sound playing a solo over the top of the
arrangement. At times the flute sounds alittle shrill, but musically this is a first class
track with a hint of Mellotron strings thrown in for good measure!
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The strings crossfade into the second track,' Requiem fur's Revier'(15.01) and thing's
get gray and mournful in a “Timewindish' kind of way. Klaus invites vocalist, Roelof
Oostwoud to the stage whose operatic voice adds an interesting deviation in the live
set. The vocal performance is excellent and well suited to the music, but here we
have one of those inconsistencies | mentioned earlier. It's not the use of an operatic
voice that is wrong, nor is it that the voice is misplaced against the Schulze musical
backdrop. The problem lies with poor lyrical content; gritty would be a good word to
describe it. Unusually worded in “very plain' English the descriptive terminology sung
by Oostwoud is decidedly coarse, juvenile and ill conceived, not much thought gone
into it. The sort of trite rubbish that may have been penned only minutes before going
on stage,(apparently by Lorraine Oostwoud, a lyric to be proud of my dear!! Though to
be fair she should have stuck to that which she had an aptitude for. Song writing
obviously isn't her forte). All said and done, the joint Oostwoud onslaught leaves the
track reduced to a nothingness not worthy of further comment, time to move swiftly
on.

“Groove n' Bass'(6.16) is just that, a four on the floor rhythm is gradually set up and
worked upon so that by the time we hit "Get Sequenced'(3.28) the piece is in full flow.
“The Power of the Moog'(4.47) is abit deceptive as it's a further continuation of the
groove that's ticking over with the addition of a fatter sounding bassline sequence
which soon overlays the first without any true development from the dance rhythm
now thumping along. The real power is switched on when we get to "Up, up and
Away'(8.21) which see's the tempo increase to fever pitch and the soloing reaching an
entirely new level of filtered craziness. This is electronic music going over the top and
I'm sure many will adore it as Klaus just gets alittle bit manic at the keys!!! This track
brings the continuous play to an end with a fade out making for a slight break in the
live performance, which I think is rather befitting of the mood going from flat out
sequencerville back to the more atmospheric leanings of the opening piece.

Things soon getting off the ground again with," From Dawn till Dusk'(4.01). Typical of
the Schulze we all know and musically streets ahead of most anything we have heard
in the previous section this track kicks off with a dramatic entrance leading the way to
a gently synthesized Cello sound which improvises expertly over a moving sound bed
of ambient strings, drifting slowly by until “The Art of Sequencing' fades in with a
simple step sequence and a topset of electronic percussion sounds on the backbeat.
This piece instantly reminding me once more of Klaus' more recent work on the
“Moonlake' album. At eighteen minutes plus this track just cycles along effortlessly as
Schulze shows off his rather deft use of the sequencer and how to modify the simplest
of idea's into a chugging rollercoaster of a track. He gets absolutely everything right
again on this piece as he sticks firmly to that opening sequence and works around it
sounding truly epic by the halfway point, those good old Mellotron choirs getting a look
in making thing's appear even more animated!!!

“Primavera’(7.02) was the encore piece of the live set which again see's the pairing of
Oostwoud's excellent voice with a weak lyric. This track works well enough if not
better than the previous vocal outing, but again begins to sound rather aimless and
lame after a short time. At the seven minute mark the warbling fades out together with
the music leaving a track that to my ears sounds improved but still truncated, all abit
unsatisfying really.

Overall, "Dosburg Online' suffers from the odd click, pop or minor distortion that can
be attributed to the fact that these are “live' recordings and so it's entirely forgivable.
Some of the mid album dance orientated material also exhibiting one or two “on the
fly' mix errors, the vocal tracks completely detracting from what Klaus is up to at the
synths which doesn't seem quite right. These faults aside "Dosburg Online' does
make for a entertaining album, but one which | doubt will make many peoples top ten
favourite albums of all time. With a sprinkling of musical masterpieces across the set,
'‘Dosburg’ simply has to be a highly recommended listen; it's Achilles heel being those
two vocal efforts,( brought to their knee's by nepotism). One must question:- did
Oostwoud receive a standing ovation? Or were the crowd clapping him off? (B22)
