Glyn Lloyd-Jones / Ri
Download / 3 tracks / 51.00 mins

Well, miracles do happen. Nearly 20 years
after its first release on cassette, here is
Glyn Lloyd-Jones's amazing album ‘Ri'
digitally remastered from the original studio
tapes. This album, together with ‘Icesteps’,
have been somewhat of a personal Holy
Grail since | first heard them all those years
ago. The music is *so* sensational, so
dynamic, so melodic, that the cassette
medium simply did it no justice at all. For
me these albums remained the most
important cassettes which had yet to see
the digital light of day. After well over 15 years of
hoping, optimism had all but faded. Yet a “last chance”
email finally found its way to Glyn (who now lives in
Italy) and incredibly he revealed he had remastered the
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ChO'CQ Qﬁ albums, after much hard work because of “sticky tape”
syndrome, a few years ago. Thanks to the new

“download era”, the years of waiting in hope turned into a couple of weeks of rapid
progress to present the albums here in all their glory.

The outcome will delight those who have the cassettes already, and astonish synth-
music fans who have never heard them. Glyn's ability to meld sensational, soaring
melodics with the most sublime counter-point sequencing is totally inspiring.

‘Ri* was recorded in 1988 and opens with the title track. Subtle sequences lay a
delicate backdrop to engaging motifs. At the two minute mark a high register
sequence defines a more complex substructure and the main theme is fleshed out on
multiple synth lines. It's a delight to hear the sequencing given occasional room to
flourish in isolation, and equally delightful to hear it cajoled by infectious, weaving
pads and lead lines. At the mid-point there's a delicate atmospheric interlude, then the
sequencing re-emerges afresh and the melodies weave an engaging spell. Superb.

‘Nokon Bay' opens with a pipey synth which is soon joined by several complementary
layers which paint another beautiful theme. Percussion and sequencing ebb and flow,
hinting at glories to come but not quite unleashing full power. Then at the 3 minute
mark all the elements are released to full effect. What a crescendo and what an
awesome section of music. So much going on, so many complementary themes and
sequences, yet as a listener you can choose to examine each in isolation or enjoy the
majestic interlocking pieces as a whole. Either way, it all works so magpnificently. The
track becomes more restrained at the mid-point then starts to rebuild but this time in a
completely different direction. More sequencing, more melodies, more brilliance.

The 24 minute ‘Lucid Dream' completes the album. The sequencing builds in careful
fashion, the motifs gather momentum as they develop layer-upon layer. It really is
wonderful meld of focal points, then the track really explodes at the 8 minute mark.
The soaring melody is jaw-dropping, and continues to the track's mid point where an
atmospheric section takes over. But, whereas many interludes are presented for
light/shade purposes, this interlude is adorned with such an infectious melody that it
actually becomes a focal point, indeed it possibly becomes the highlight of the album.
It's hairs on the back of the neck time for this section which breezes through 7
minutes until the track again morphs into new territory. Sequencing, power, infectious
majesty: it's all here. The soaring lead line is so uplifting, and a nod in the direction of
the album to follow. Such a sensational track, it's almost unbelievable!

In terms of the remastering the main improvements | hear over the cassettes are
consistent clear highs, much more powerful lows, and less hiss. But the main thing to
say is that the dynamics finally do justice to what | consider to be one of the finest
synth albums to come out of the late 80's / early 90's UK synth “scene” — indeed |
consider this to be one of the finest melodic synth albums ever made. Truly
outstanding. (GG)

Glyn Lloyd-Jones / Icesteps
Download / 2 tracks / 55.16 mins

‘Icesteps’ was first released on cassette in
1989, a year after Glyn's fantastic ‘Ri'. Of
the two, ‘Icesteps' suffered most from
“cassette syndrome”. Hiss, and a complete
lack of dynamic extension particularly at the
top end. Fans who have waited nigh on 20
years to hear this album properly can now
do so. The sound quality is everything you
will have hoped for. | think | recall reading
that part of the origins of ‘Icesteps' was
Glyn's period in an unheated student flat in
Edinburgh, the cold winter temperatures
being a perfect setting for the glacial sound palette of
‘Icesteps’. It certainly does portray a very cold, stark
feeling yet Glyn's amazing ability with melody and
sequence is infused throughout the whole album.
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be honest, this is possibly my melodic EM highpoint. Period. The two separate
melodies constructed in this section, then wonderfully woven together during the latter
stages, are completely sensational. The infection and majesty of this piece is, to this
listener, unparalleled. The high motif, synonymous with Glyn's work, soars to

unimaginable heights. The lower theme, more understated yet just as infectious, is
just as glorious. | say again, in my book melodic EM just does not get any better!

And no more than during the opening section of the
title track. For me, this is Glyn's high-point to date. To

If I had any complaint at all, I'd say that after such an opening where is there left for
the track (or indeed the album) to go? Perhaps this stunning section should have
been the finale, not the aperitif? However, the title track still proceeds skilfully to
present more chilling soundscapes. The way glacial settings are portrayed is very
clever indeed. The elements of the music are kept very separate, sometimes in
isolation, portraying solitude and great expanse. Themes recur, tying the whole 27
minute journey together. Sequential structure emerges with 10 minutes to go and
flesh out another enjoyable section which, thanks to the significantly improved sound
quality, have hidden depths which are finally revealed. The melody in particular,
though not soaring to GLJ trademark heights, has a mood and intensity which was
absent from the cassette.

So to the second track of the album ‘Crystal Reflections', for me the least listened to
section of the album because my cassette version was particularly poor on this side.
And instantly I'm struck by the quality of the sequencing which had been weighed
down by lack of dynamics. | have seldom heard such melodic infection delivered
through sequence techniques alone. The way a low choppy sequence melds with
classic TD-style high syncopation is superb. The themes too are classic GLJ, and
come to a crescendo at the 8 minute mark. At nearly 10 mins the sequences leave to
allow the most beautiful bridging piece to take centre stage. It's pure melody picked
out on a variety of synth voices. The reedy synth motif which emerges at the 12.30
mark is just sheer genius and yet another stunning highlight as it climbs the octaves,
cajoled by the most sublime of understated sequences which are the precursor of the
next section. Pin sharp percussives start to pick out the detail, flowing themes weave
around, latent energy builds. Then at the 17 minute mark, at the risk of repeating
myself, another wonderfully infectious theme emerges with subtly beauty. Suddenly
though the mood changes as the theme is cut short, slowly though the sequences and
motifs re-emerge and that theme, cut short earlier on, graces proceedings once again.
Sequencing then comes to the fore and the tempo is slowly increased to allow a
reprieve of the thematics presented earlier in the track. Finally there is an extended
outro portraying more of that cold, desolate isolation.

Overall ‘Icesteps' is another great album, and benefits the most from the digital
resurrection. It is a moodier album than ‘Ri* which, for me, is a more complete work.
However, ‘Icesteps' does contain the highest of highs — that opening section. And it
has hidden depths which can finally be charted. Basically, it's another essential
album!

Nomads

A growling start to “Overture' is softened
through the use of orchestral pads. Itis an
excellent beginning but didn't prepare me
for the explosive energy that was to come!
Huge rolling, tremendously exciting rhythms
enter like some great giant using the very
Earth as a drum. Euphoric massed pads
swell to join with the rhythmic powerhouse,
reaching a climax then slowly descending
to calm. Wow what an opener! Things are
initially calmer for “Crack the Blue Sky' but it
isn't long before an excellent melodic sequence strikes up and then
more of the same style of drumming found on the previous track. A
stunning melody belts forth and we are now in warp drive. Just two
tracks in and it becomes evident that this is going to be one hell of an
album. From a rather atmospheric beginning the title track bursts into
life with a Vangelis style anthemic lead line.

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“Furious Jam' actually begins with a rather analogue sounding sequence
accompanied by chugging rhythm which quickly develops and really starts to kick.
Amazingly we then get a Hammond organ type lead line. All these elements go
together to create a rather late 70s feel. Less than two minutes in and the sequence
really starts to let rip, new leads flash over the top and the drums gain even more
power. It's just impossible to keep still. | found myself alternating between air
keyboard and air drums whilst my legs were moving so much they almost knocked
over the table! Yet another brilliant track! “Aquatopia’ sets a suitably watery scene.
Gentle percussion mixes with subtle piano, all going together to create one of the
more restrained tracks on the album, providing a beautiful setting in which to catch
our breath after the proceeding maelstrom. “High' picks up the pace once more as an
infectious groove mixes with a lovely sublime melody that will stay in your head for
many a day. Overall it had something of a Celtic feel. All rather rousing stuff.

Gentle winds blow over "Mont Blanc'. Delicate piano brings up images of a soft
snowfall. It's all rather moody in a gorgeous sort of way. There is a rather simple yet
superbly crafted feel to it all. "Drive' is well named, as it's ideal for putting your foot to
the metal and hurtling down the motorway. A rapid bass pulse underpins it all whilst
various different leads riff away in the foreground. "Blue Down There' is initially all
rather dark, like Ocean depths. It does lighten as it progresses but remains pleasantly
atmospheric throughout. "Ritual' starts with images and samples of some hot African
(maybe) landscape. Cool syncopations pick up the pace. A slow sequence ambles
forward but it's the dreamy melodies that have the main impact. "Heat' has a gradual
build up demonstrating a sort of determination and positive vibe. Appropriately
‘Beneath the Ice' has a rather crystalline feel to it. It's all so serene and peaceful.

This is a wonderful CD with the perfect combination of storming power and beauty.
Frank is a true talent and | recommend this album highly. (DL)

Michael Neil / Dies Irae

The recording of this album started in the
same year as “Cornubia’ (1996) and was
finished soon after so is really the follow up
to that album. We start with the almost half
hour long title track (a Mass for the Dead)
and it is as impressive a dark brooding
breezy start as you could hope for. Ethereal
but also sinister washes mix with dynamic
crashes. It's as if we are in some evil place
where death lurks around every corner. Strings swell
but these are not your soft pastoral sort, they are
edgy, even apocalyptic. In the ninth minute it's as if
rays of light momentarily shine through but these are
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warning sonic stabs. Things then subside to near

silence with just the quietest of ethereal shimmers. These gradually become more
prominent giving hope of better times. The strings sounds now take on a more
positive feel that will be recognised by fans of “Cornubia' but still with that faint
melancholy edge. Beautiful stuff. More faint angelic touches give a spiritual feel but as
these gently float through the speakers mournful sounds come to join them and we
again fade to near silence. Ominous strings return, not as dark as earlier maybe but
still dripping with anguish nevertheless. Right at the end hope does seem to return but
it is an uncertain hope. This is a simply stunning piece of music full of emotion and will
paint the most vivid pictures in the mind. There are dynamics aplenty without the need
for rhythm and heart rending melody without the need of “tunes'. A masterpiece.

In comparison "Ecce Homo' is a rather short track and as with much of Michael's
earlier works, has classical leanings. This time however the feeling is of unrestrained
joy as the strings swell and break to regroup once more for another triumphant surge.
“The Ninth Hour' takes us back to dark realms. Deep bass surges give a bestial feel to
proceedings. Wordless vocal pads make it seem as though the very Gods mourn,
becoming increasingly cacophonous in intensity. More wordless choral washes enter
and it's as if different elements are communicating with each other through pure
tones. String pads take us back to an edgy normality but there is still a hint that not all
is well. “Schnittke 1998 begins with a faint percussive beat, as if someone is knocking
on a hatch trying to get out. Piano runs dart this way and that like rats scurrying

strings seem to reprise themes and moods from earlier in the album. Little piano runs
add to the beautiful delicate nature of the whole piece creating a wonderful euphoric
conclusion to a superb album.

If *Cornubia’ was your thing this is an essential purchase and proof that Michael has
been one of the most talented musicians in the UK Electronic Music scene since the
early 90s. (DL)

Michael Neil / The
Constellations

Download / 13 tracks / 56.09mins

This album was recorded in 2001 and as
the title suggests is a journey through the
night sky. Michael chooses “Ursa Major' as
a starting point. Soft metallic tones shimmer
in the air, fading into the distance, shifting
over each other creating the subtlest of
melodies as they do so. "Draco & Hydra' is
much more dramatic, rapid sawing string runs setting a pace over
contrasting lush choral pads. Things then take a much darker turn as
rumbling and breezy effects combine together coming in surges.
String runs fizzing with pure energy dance above turbulent cosmic
winds. “Cassiopeia & Cepheus' is initially all rather mysterious. A
repeated melodic motif enters, like the steady loping walk of some
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divine being. "Andromeda’ is all rather subtle, gentle textures gradually mixing with
wordless vocal pads low in the mix- heavenly.

“Perseus' takes us to much darker realms where cunning little melodies drip like a soft
rain off spiders webs. "Bootes' is another where the melodies are incredible subtle
nestling amongst the most luscious combinations of sounds. “Corona Borealis' is a
lovely track shimmering with bright little note runs and undulating high register tones.
“Cygnus, Aquila & Lyra' is back to deep space atmospherics as tinkling metallics mix
with silken sonic colouring. "Hercules' was not what | expected given its name. Instead
of oozing power we actually get one of the most blissful tracks on the album and given
the very tranquil nature of the album anyway that is saying something. "Auriga’ is quite
a complex track mixing all sorts of bleeps, twitters and percussion. In some ways it's
rather chaotic but somehow a kind of order materialises out of it all. *‘Pegasus' is the
most structured number so far with a gorgeous delicate little melody taking centre
stage. "Cetus' features rapid bubbling runs of notes quite low in the mix over which
slow silvery tones glide and sighing pads breath. Absolutely exquisite. "Orion' takes us
back to the dark spooky stuff, shimmering note cascades adding a touch of detail.

This is the sort of album which is ideal for peaceful late night listening. Switch off
those lights, close your eyes and let the music take you on a journey out of this world.

AstroMill / Method to my
Madness

AstroMill featured on the recently reviewed
"World Wide Kind 2' CD and, though | did
enjoy the track, it didn't really jump out at
me. This CD was totally different however.
From first listen | was hooked. If you are
into melodic, infectious, synth-pop from the
very top drawer then this is for you!

The album opens with "No Promises' which
is based on a lilting electronic beat and
quite whimsical lyrics which get (as with
many of the vocals on the album) the vocoder-type treatment. As an opener it
certainly gets the interest sparked, but it doesn't quite prepare you for the brilliance to
come. | can't quite decide between tracks 2 or 3 as my favourites. Either way, they are
both sensational, and in isolation would make this a 2must buy®. "All the Same' has
more completely superb treated vocals, the electronic rhythmics are great, but the
hook is the infectious nature of every nook and cranny. It's such a finely crafted slab of
synth-pop, | can't get it out of my head! There seems to be only antidote, play the next
track! How to describe “Control-Alt-Delete'? 2WOWP?° seems the only way! A
sensational electro-beat gets proceedings underway, then sumptuous synth lines pick
out a killer riff. Then the vocals, which are totally magnificent, are added to the mix -
heavily treated in so many different ways. So infectious that it should only be handled
in sterilised conditions. About the only way to top it is you listen to it with the
accompanying video (look on youtube) which paints a cutting-edge CG backdrop to
this awesome track. Totally top drawer, if | hear two better back-to-back tracks this
year I'll be very surprised.

But we're only at track 4 and next is “Cold in the Middle' which opens a bit like a
Beatles song! More great vocals, pleasing melody, a real grower. There are a couple
of purely instrumental pieces on this album, and the next track “Ice Station Zebra' is
one of them. It builds purposely as insistent electro-patterns twist and turn, the
percussive beat building in definition. Then it gets stripped down to ambience before
being re-constructed. The approach is often 3less is more® and the subtlety is
impressive Next is the title track which is a real grower. Yes, there are more great
vocals, yes there are more superb lilting electronic beats. Throw in a Numan-style
synth riff, and this listener is in heaven. Brilliant.

The quality continues with “Tea In China'. Downbeat, melodic, infectious (yes | know |
keep using this word, but it really is!). A short piano riff plays with the different
elements; lots of electronic effects keep you guessing. “Spin Cycle' is the most
aelectronic® piece on offer, an instrumental which slowly develops on expert sequence
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lines. The beat is a killer, the quirky electronics very entertaining, but somehow the
purely instrumental tracks don't quite match the quality of the vocal ones. “*Changed
Man' lacks some of the infection of its siblings but is still a great slab of synth-pop,
more 2in yer face® vocals and grungy style rhythmics-with-attitude. The album signs off
on another high both in terms of quality and fun-factor. It's "All Been Done Before' it
may very well have been, but when it's this good | really don't care! The vocal hook is
great, the synth lines rasp and cajole, the rhythm picks you up. Superb.

I'm a big fan of synthpop, especially with vocoder/treated vocals. What transcends
this album to greatness is the way many of the tracks burrow into the brain and take
up residence. I've played this CD more than 90% of the stuff | heard in 2006. And
2007 is only a month old as | write! Yes, it's that good! Buy without hesitation. (GG)

Tangerine Dream / Live at
the Tempodrome Berlin
Sept 21st 2006

DVD / 30 tracks / 3hrs+

Tangerine Dream DVDs are still a relatively
rare commodity, live ones probably even
rarer, so this came as an interesting
exercise. Advertised as 2Roadmap to music
+ three hours of live experience by the
world's leading synth band® you can hardly
criticise TD for hiding their reputation under
a bushel. Packaging can be described as
tasteful rather than stunning. There's no
track listing on the cover, but the pictures of
the venue are impressive and the inclusion of a pamphlet with further pictures and
info is a welcome touch. I'm not 100% certain of the region encoding but would guess
it's Region O (ie all players compatible).

Of prime importance of course is the picture and sound quality and in those
departments there are few complaints. The picture is generally very good and is
presented in a full 16:9 aspect ratio (ie no black bars on your widescreen displays!).
There is some occasional digital blocking, especially on close-up, but this may be
exacerbated by the fact I'm watching it on a projector. Audio-wise there's Dolby Digital
2.0 or 5.1 on offer. An annoying little glitch is that no matter what you select on the
audio menu it seems to default to 2.0. However a quick prod on the audio button at
the start of the concert will reveal the full surround experience. Also included on the
DVD is a 3rehearsal® feature showing some concert 2prep® footage.

So to the show. There's some brief pre concert atmospherics, together with a quick
pan shot of the front row doubtless guaranteeing a few dozen sales for sure. Then
Edgar, looking every one of his 60+ years, walks on stage dressed all in black and
starts to play the mouth organ. This short interlude is a clever contrast to the scene
which greets you after the curtain (literally) drops to reveal the full stage setup. Taking
pride of place in front of 3 plasma screens are Edgar himself, Jerome Froese and a
relative newcomer Thorsten Quaesching. On percussion duties is Iris Camaa, joined
on the back row by Linda Spa with a variety of nozzles (and a keyboard) at her
disposal. And completing the line-up we have Gerald Gradwohl and Bernhard Beibl
on guitars. Life was so much simpler in this respect with Franke/Froese/Baumann or
Franke/Froese/Schmoelling!

There are visual treats aplenty (over and above the delights of the aforementioned Iris
and Linda) including 3 large projection screens which display a continous collage of
visuals. It must be said some of the visuals fit the music perfectly, others are a little
strange however and someone seems to have a particular penchant for articulated
lorries which is, basically, weird!

The plasma screens themselves display the variety of PC interfaces to the plethora of
keyboards at their disposal. Most notable is Edgar's Moog modular interface, |
suspect an Arturia emulation but I'm not 100% sure. Also noticeable is the way the
changing screen displays betray the video editing process as a closeup of Edgar's
ascreen moogP changes in the next wider shot to something completely different. You
don't of course get these problems with physical modulars. :-)

So, on with the music folks. And surely no-one can complain about the quantity on
offer here. There are a gargantuan 30 (yes 30!) tracks presented including no less
than 5 encores!

Haven't felt
so gutted since they left the "Walking in the Air' theme off "The Keep'!

At a superficial level it's easy to see people enjoying this DVD. There's a good
smattering of tracks both old and more recent. There's lots of synth gear on show.
The performance is professional and clearly a lot of organisation and effort has gone
into staging it. It works best on tracks like "Stratosfear 95' which sounds so different to
the original, and you can see and understand why such a group of musicians would
want to take the music in that direction.

But it's on the likes of the very next track, "Mothers of Rain', where things don't work
as well. This TD lineup look largely like passengers, detached from the music which
pounds on regardless, adding a bit of fine detail here and there which is mostly not
needed or unheard. For me, this is far more distracting than 3fingers on keys® not
matching the music which may simply be because of the video editing process. And
the result can be a very hollow and superficial experience.

All is not lost though, | think I've worked out what the 3lorry thing® is all about. It has a
40 on the front of it hence | can only assume it's portraying TD as a 40 year
3uggernaut®. | can see the metaphor. Try to stand in the way of where TD want to go
and you'll be mown down. | was probably 2road kill® back in about '86. (GG)

| didn®t think this would be my cup of tea. Like Graham, give me the Baumann and
Schmoelling line ups rather than anything that came since. BUT | actually found this
DVD tremendously satisfying. | loved Edgar©s harmonica intro but after that thought
the non Froese musicians did a good and entertaining job as the solos were passed
between them. The versions of the old classics | mainly enjoyed and thought the
whole thing was put together in a very professional way. | only watched it on a very
©ordinary®© television and didn©t notice any digital blocking. | have also heard some
people say that they were miming but | couldn©t see any evidence for this. There was
the occasional bit where the music and pictures were a little out of time with one
another but | think that is all it was. It must be difficult to do a high quality audio
recording then marry it perfectly to multi camera images. I©m not saying there weren©t
some prerecorded parts, | will leave that to musicians to decide but there was
certainly enough going on that looked live to me.

There aren©t that many Electronic Music DVDs out there so there isn©t much
competition but even so this is my favourite so far. | have been known to be negative
about some of TD®s recent releases but in my opinion this is excellent and the band
deserve some congratulations for it. (DL)

Maxxess / Offroad

Great guitar growls and sawing chords get
the opener "Pulse’ off in a way that leaves
no doubt that this is a guitar album backed
by synths and electronics not the other way
round. Electronics still play a major role
though as after the first flourish in comes a
melodic sequence and excellently
programmed drums. Guitar now works on
two levels- power axe man stuff and
wonderful melody lines. The mix between
these two elements is pure perfection. It's
just so much fun, oozing with an enormous
feel good factor. Play that tennis racket and imaginary keyboard and just have a
damned good jump around the room! *Miracle' uses a strummed guitar and melodic
loop to chug along nicely. A gently plucked lead does its heavenly thing before more
power guitar and riffing. This is loud proud anthemic stuff so crank your amp up
accordingly! It's not all in ye face though as more tender moments are allowed to
shine amongst the powerhouse stuff. The title track starts with a rapid sequence,
mutating as it goes. When the guitar initially arrives it soars beautifully and gently into
the air then pow! Axe man heroics are the order of the day taking me back to my
cherished Scorpions albums from my leather jacket wearing past. Maxxess is a
master of dynamics as well as his other many talents however, letting the storm
subside from time to time in order to make the manic riffing even more awesome
when it returns.

“Crazy Blue Thing' gets straight into a groove with excellent bass and electronics.
Blissed out guitar alternates between providing tranquil tones and rhythm, indeed
there seems to be so many layers of guitar that it's hard to keep track. It took me to
about the half way mark to finally understand the title. There's a sort of blues sound to
it all, though somewhat heavier than the blues I'm used to and not at first obvious.
Another excellent sequence gets "Adkenaline' underway. The opening section is
rather chilled out in relation to the rest of the album with something of a filmatic feel to
it. This isn't to say that it doesn't have its fair amount of oomphful moments however
and these become more and more prominent as the track progresses until I'm
jumping around the room again. “Sleepwalk’ must be gentle and atmospheric, right?
Well, as with the previous track, that is the case during the first half, with some lovely
acoustic guitar playing and subtle drumming. Again it does become a little more
energetic especially in the rhythm guitar department but compared to the other tracks
here it is one you can lay back to and let your feet gently tap the floor. "Q.E.D." doesn't
completely abandon the gentle approach but intersperses a pleasant chug with more
crazed axe man flourishes which get even more manic nearer the end- wonderful!
Now where did | throw that tennis racket? "Avebury Henge' uses infectious rhythm and
bass round which the synths surge and fall. A sequence starts up, as does subtle
acoustic guitar. More powerful guitar gives bite and again | thought it had something
of a film music feel to it - ideal for the euphoric triumphant conclusion to a blockbuster
movie.

The final "bonus' track is a live version of “Slow Motion'. Delicate guitar licks drift
above soft electronics and appropriately mellow syncopation. It's lovely track and by
far the most mellow here. Finally, an apology to Blue22. | know | promised | would let
you review this one but | loved it too much to let the promo out of my house. Maybe
you can review it next month? (DL)



Mark Jenkins / This Island
Earth

CD /11 tracks / 66.36 mins

From the cover notes | think this album was
recorded in various locations over three
different countries: Holland, England and
the USA. The various tracks are split
between three suites, one for each country.

A bouncy melodic sequence, with just a hint
of menace provides an excellent start to the
first of the three Suites "New Jersey Shore'.
Things begin to kick as an excellent head
nodding rhythm falls into formation with the
pulsations. Sampled chatter provides a bridge to the next section and even faster
sequences which increases the excitement still further. More chatter introduces the
final section from the USA. Pulsations mix with subtle syncopations and little melodic
motifs creating a swirling mesmerizing sonic assault best played loud. The next
selection of tracks under the banner of the album title were all recorded in London (or
I think so- must admit the sleeve notes confused me a little).

Twittering chattering effects mix with sampled text from some early Sci Fi film ("This
Island Earth | presume'!). A rapid sequence starts up accompanied by some fairly
heavy and exciting electric guitar (relatively low in the mix). The momentum continues,
drums driving things forward. Little lead lines give something of a seventies or early
eighties space rock feel. Steve Hillage, Hawkwind, Gong or even Grobschnitt and
Jane came to mind. All a bit funky | suppose. Enjoyable fun stuff. More Sci Fi effects
and swirling sequence get the next part underway. An excellent mid seventies,
Tangerine Dream type sequence surges forward, the backing sounding more like Tim
Blake. A Wonderful dreamy electric guitar can be heard in the background as the
sequence morphs then subsides leaving us awash in spaced out effects that could
have come straight off a Cosmic Jokers album. A new slow sequence and loop mix
together with more samples of text taken, | assume, from the same film as earlier.

The final part of this particular series of tracks changes the mood completely as
sawing strings give things a much more pastoral feel - all very melodic and quite
beautiful actually. The final suite "The Graveyard of Dreams' was recorded live during
the 2002 Alfa Centauri Festival in Holland. It begins in deep melancholy before a
sequence enters and the pace quickens. More sequences and drums increase the
excitement still further. | heard elements of Bernd Kistenmacher, Rolf Trostel and
even Adelbert von Deyen! The third part of this series of tracks particularly lets rip with
scything lead lines, electric guitar (not sure if real or virtual) and sequences really
going ape. This feeling of energy continues right until the end of the album. (DL)

Steve Roach / Proof

There must be something in the water at
his recording studio in Arizona, USA.

The ever prolific Steve Roach has
managed, whilst producing music for those
of you who prefer his ambient stuff (the
Immersion CD's), to come up with this, and
as Dave said in this recent email, this has
been created on analogue synths, with lots
of knobs (!) and boy has he produced
another masterpiece, in a career already
brimming with numerous highlights This is
an excellent Berlin School type release, from an American musician, who has
assimilated all the elements of this genre. His fans will be aware that this is also a
return to a form of EM that he hasn't visited (at least in the studio) for some years, and
given the overall excellence of this, | can only hope we won't have to wait too long for
more.

All five tracks flow into each other, and generally speaking the pace can be said to be
frantic, from the off. Each is sequencer led, and the diversity and variety of the EM is
impressive. There are only a few moments of the kind of ambience that most of you
will know Steve for. In other words if you are doing a lot of motorway driving, this is an
ideal CD to play!

A few brief words on each track:

Westwind, the lengthy opener, gets us underway, and it sets the pace, with an
extremely busy rhythmic pattern that had me ducking and weaving as | wrote this. A
great start.

Living The Pulse is somewhat shorter, but no less interesting, and again, it's the
rhythm that catches the ear. If this doesn't have you tapping your feet nothing will.

Essential Occurrence is even shorter. It reminded me of mid eighties TD + something
off Quinoa maybe. A great track, with a lovely swirling synth sound laid over it that is
extremely impressive.

Adreno Stream, and the title track, at a monster 32 minutes are even better. The
latter, is particularly impressive, with its occasional elements of ambience and
references to some of his more recent releases, make it my favourite track on the CD.

Coming hard on the footsteps of Storm Surge, which | reviewed late last year, this is
further proof (if you'll pardon the pun) that this man really is on an amazingly creative
roll. This is an essential purchase for those looking to get 2007 off to a flying start.

Tangerine Dream / Live

This the first in another series of Bootmoon
/ TDI Music releases, which may or may
not have Edgar's approval, and whilst
there was plenty of criticism of the first
batch - expensive, poor quality pressings,
sleeve photo's that don't match the music
etc, they have been much more interesting
than the official Vault CD's. To my mind
these have been worthy, but frankly a little
dull. The main attraction of either set of
releases though is to give listener's either a chance to enjoy what they missed, or for
us old timers, an opportunity of reliving the good old days!

Some of the earlier criticisms do appear to have been addressed. My copy came in a
proper CD tray, not those horrible card sleeves. The production is, on the whole pretty
good (apart from some high end distortion early on disc one), but the sleeve design
and the notes are, alas terrible.

Whilst | count 3 live CD's from their European tour of 1981, what interests me is how
little the 3Set list° changed from 1980 to 1981. What is different is the sheer panache
and abandon of this music. The arrival of Schmoelling undoubtedly helped
concentrate their minds away from the lack of direction evident in the release of
Cyclone, and this, together with the increasing levels of investment in cutting edge
musical technology, clearly catapulted TD into another stratosphere (pardon the pun).
Live, they also became quite a different proposition. It was also the first tour in which
their concerts had a clearly defined 2structure®, with, gasp, shock, and horror, even
tracks from their studio albums being played.

You would never use the adjective dull to describe this. A glorious sequencer fest
from start to finish, and if you were lucky enough to see them on this tour, you will
undoubtedly remember Schmoelling ducking and weaving from behind his banks of
synthesisers as the sequencers rolled on and on.

Disc 1 gets us underway with Undulation Part 1. Initially it's just electronic effects
water sounds etc, the lull before the storm if you like. A frantic sequencer run then
starts up, very Risky Business, and lots more effects. It segues straight into Objective
II, yet more effects heralding what initially appears to be something from the Thief
soundtrack, before a somewhat clunky rhythm starts off, with | guess both Edgar and
Johannes soloing around it. It's much better than it sounds.

Franke soon gets tired of this, the sequencer dies away, and a brief Rick Wakeman
sounding - like chord sequence gives way to Calymba Caly. This is surely the greatest
piece this trio ever put together, and it is noticeably different than the later versions
most of you will be familiar with. Those pounding drums are there, even in this
embryonic form, but the solos are particularly impressive, and dynamic, and you'll be
playing air synths before too long | promise! There is the now familiar and rather
abrupt chord change about the 8 minute mark, with yet more excellent soloing, and
elements of the later live versions that this became are more clearly identifiable.
Stupendous.

A (very) brief respite follows and we are into Undulation Part 2. That frantic sequencer
makes its reappearance, but again for me, it's what's going on around it, that
impresses.

Grange Park is a piano piece from Johannes, but the electronic intro to it is great. An
all too brief, but tantalising glimpse of Force Majeure follows, before leading into The
Price, which is Logos in all, but name, and excellent it is too

After listening to this, | thought, well that's good...but nothing prepared me for what
was to follow.

Disc 2 kicks off with Silver Scale. Initially some gentle synths whilst everyone is still
getting into their seats, and then the music starts to shimmer, and the sequencer
starts. Early on, there is what sounds like a brilliant solo from Schmoelling, which
fades away slowly before putting in a re-appearance and really this is just so fantastic.
The sequencers then take off, and as | type this, my feet are tapping away madly and |
am trying to keep up!!! Ever heard of the word restraint? You can forget it here. This
is what Berlin School EM is all about - the ability of several tons of electronic hardware
to make you jump up and down like a madman. It also made me laugh actually.
Tangerine Dream music can occasionally be too serious for it's own good, but how
those people at Preston remained in their seats whilst all this was going on is beyond
me.

Horns Of Doom follows after 22 breathtaking minutes. A very welcome respite, and
gorgeous it is too. Five minutes of this, and we are into Phase Change, and now I'm in
seventh heaven as it sounds uncannily like something from Thief, with some really
great swirling synth sounds, and that Logos like drum sound. This gives way to
Diamond Duster and as the sequencers kick in Edgar and Johannes are again
soloing like mad as they strive to keep up with the pace. And then... there is Edgar on
his guitar, and this | do remember very well. For many, this will be the highlight of a
disc already crammed full of them. Play it loud. No, that's not right, ...play it VERY
loud. It makes Cool Breeze of Brighton sound like a vicar's tea party. Diamond Diary
follows and still Edgar marches on. Edgar's guitar work has been captured live plenty
of times, but this has to be up there as one of his best workouts.

Two encores follow and what can | say about Choronzon, (somewhat unfortunately
misspelled on my CD) that hasn't been said elsewhere? A stonking great tune that is
just crying out to be played live, stretched out over 12 glorious minutes here, and last
and not least The Football Museum (presumably because they didn't know what else
to call it + | am sure it wasn't around back then). It starts off as Calymba Caly, and
then Edgar reappears with his guitar, and ends in a squall of feedback, sounding for
all the world like that eighties group The Jesus and Mary Chain!

If you are a fan of TD, this is an absolutely essential purchase. If on the other hand,
you want to know what all the fuss was about this is a great place to start. Live albums
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from TD have been ten a penny in recent years, but this is the best since Poland, and
disc two in particular is going to be a favourite of many for some time to come.
Brilliant. (SJS)

| have to confess, that when | first listened
to this, | thought it was ok, but it didn't really
grab me, the way Across The Silver River
(his excellent collaboration with Ron Boots)
did. However repeated listening has
revealed this to be a beautifully understated
gem.

The title track gets us underway, and what
a great start. Waves lapping on an empty
beach, night sounds, and then layers of
beautifully crafted synth work come
together to make an extremely evocative
piece that | could have listened to all night (if | didn't have 8 other tracks to review that
is!).

Midnight Fantasy Angel Part 1 is next. A heavily processed piano leads the way,
gentle synth sounds working around a main theme, with occasional deep bass
drones, and this is just great. | thought it very reminiscent of Vangelis, and there can
hardly be higher praise.

The extremely laid back and beautiful ambient sounds of Summer Fields are next and
these could have been created by Steve Roach and it's all too easy to imagine fields
of long grass being blown around by a hot summer breeze.

The next three tracks, starting off with Midnight Fantasy Angel Part 2, (which is the
CD's longest track), are | suspect the same piece, divided into three, for they all
sound startlingly similar. The processed piano makes an appearance on all of them,
and once again I'm reminded of Vangelis. However if | am to be honest, | would say
that at over 12 minutes it is perhaps a shade too long, with, unfortunately, little to
distinguish it from Part 1. As | say the next two tracks, Ancestral Legacy and The

Under Orion is the last track created specifically for this CD. This is another
exceptionally beautiful track of first class ambient music. It is the one to listen to with
the headphones on, as there is quite a lot going on in the background.

The last two tracks are two of three live pieces recorded back in 2003, with the Zen
sounding title of Three Views of a Japanese Garden Parts 2 and 3. Initially, they
sound like Midnight Fantasy Angel again, but the first has some occasional wordless
vocals on it, that | strongly suspect are sound effects, and the effect is quite startling.
They are beautiful ambient tracks to complete the CD and they compliment the studio
material perfectly.

This is an excellent CD, and whilst it doesn't quite scale the heights of his
collaboration with Ron Boots, it has much to recommend it. Those of you who like his
more uptempo music, as Rudy himself puts it in the sleeve notes, might not enjoy this
as much, but it is another interesting release from a musician who has quite a varied
back catalogue, and if you are already a fan, you will undoubtedly like this. (SJS)

If ever there was a CD that does exactly
what it says on the tin, it's this one.

Mind Over Matter is none other than Klaus
Hoffmann + Hoock, and for some of you
out there, this is going to be the perfect
antidote to celebrity driven nonsense on
TV, Christmas shopping, New Year sales,
office party hangovers, and indeed any kind
of stress whatsoever. This CD is so laid
back and relaxing that it's a wonder that it
doesn't come with its own gauge to test
your blood pressure at the beginning and at the end!

There are six pieces of electronic bliss, and to review then separately would be a
complete waste of time. | can do no better than refer to the sleeve notes and to the
CD's title, which make the purpose of this release quite clear. Fans of Steve Roach, in
particular and vidnaobmana (especially if you liked his Soundtrack For The Aquarium)
will also find much to enjoy here.

For me, | thought it wonderful, especially with my headphones on, and there is the
occasional percussive and electronic effect to keep you from completely nodding off.

The overall impression of this CD is one of peace and tranquility, and 57 minutes of
that in this day and age are beyond price.

This was the debut release by Paul Lawler.
The album opens with ©The Shadow®, a
stunning piece of driving synth music. It
opens with the sound of thunder and a
gentle night ©twittering©® sound which builds
up with a great percussive rhythm into a
superb melody line with powerful layered
piano and synth rhythms. This is a real
standout track which compels you to listen further. The track ends
with a nice fade in to ©Ghost Town®©. This begins with some brooding
synth work which develops into a lovely atmospheric piece with a
great smokey jazz saxophone sound which brings to mind dark
empty streets at night and some of the more atmospheric moments
of the TV program ©Twin Peaks®©. Track 3 is an altogether different

piece. The track, called ©Area 510, is a very spacey affair with plenty of dark vocal
effects that make an altogether rather frightening piece. ©Desert Drive, the fourth track,

has a great driving percussive synth lead that develops into a great powerful synth
rhythm with some excellent counter melodies cropping up all over the place.

This fades into track 5, ©Eye For An Eye®© which starts with a nice trumpet sound, laid
over some excellent keyboard and percussion work which builds up halfway through
the track into a ©Miami Vice© style drum sequence and on into a nice oriental rhythm
that brings to mind ©Mind Over Matter© and some of their more driving pieces. Track 6
is the title track and this has a very ambient feel to it with a steady drum rhythm
overlaid with various short melodic synth bursts. This track really shows Paul©s
versatility and his willingness to experiment with more ambient styles along with more
accepted EM styles.

Next up comes ©John Doe - 1742© which begins with crowd noise, gun shots and
police sirens before changing into a nice, dancey, drum rhythm. This is overlaid with
some excellent melodies incorporating some vocal samples and is a very infectious
piece of music. From here we progress to ©The Harbour®©. This is very different from
the previous track and begins with some electronic bird noises over a brooding synth
line with a nice bass guitar sound. This builds into a driving, almost "industrial",

melody that continues along nicely before ending ending with a nice descending, echo
effect. This goes straight into track 9, ©Targets© which starts with piano and a pulsating
rhythm that has a very eerie feel to it. This continues in a very dark vein with more

great piano and spacey synth work with a slight "XFiles" feel to it.

The final track, ©Day Of The Dead®© begins with some more drums, leading into a nice

melody that is not quite dark as the title suggests. A nice trumpet voice keeps the
momentum going with changing percussive styles and synth voices overlaid with
frightening vocal samples speaking of zombies.

sense and those in tune with this style will by now be settling back confident in the

laser. The sequences fade to herald a return to piano themes.

©The Aeon©s Day®© opens with dense pads and well placed effects which thin out at 3
minutes to usher in the sequence. Yet again its a superbly constructed rhythm
embellished by bright synth themes which form an unlikely but hugely effective
partnership with the moodier sequences. Another pleasing aspect is the subtle way
emphasis switches between the sequences and synth lines, underlined at the 9
minute mark as the pulsations mutate and settle into a holding pattern allowing the
lead lines to undergo a complimentary shift. At 15 mins the sequences fade leaving
beautiful and poignant flute refrains to build anticipation again. That anticipation is
duly rewarded in the shape of an explosive sequence which crashes onto the scene
and transcends the piece to even greater heights. The supplemental patterns are also
a joy to behold and the thematics are tremendous. Perhaps the highlight of the album.

©The Bridge© opens with atmospherics and then optimistic refrains which hint at
sections of ©Rubycon®©. At 6 minutes the sequential wall hits home and again it©s
another blistering section. Discordant synth-guitar style textures portray a harder edge
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and contrast well with previous sections providing balance and variety, and the overall
result brings to mind TD in ©Pergamon Part 2© form.

Finally ©Hell© and at a touch under 24 minutes this is a substantial track in every
respect. Surging synth pads open proceedings and a variety of motifs add detail
before the touch paper is lit at the 7 minute mark. Sequencing is undoubtedly a strong
feature of this album and the expert construction here does nothing to diminish that
statement. Synth themes ebb and flow as different elements are introduced to ensure
momentum is maintained. At 15 mins the sequences fade to be replaced by a
collection of the choicest cameo roles - | picked up shades of Floyd©s ©Shine On You
Crazy Diamond Pt 20 and Vangelis©s ©Spiral© - before sequencing is reintroduced to
bring the track to a close in fine style. This is a marvellous debut album in every sense
and a must for collectors of quality EM. (GG)

This album heralds from 1989 and if
memory serves was lan's first ever CD
release. It marked the start of his mid
period, finishing with the classic
“Uncertainty Principle' and “the Deep'.
Unlike those albums however this one has
never seen a re-release so of all the post
“Climb' recordings it is by far the rarest. But
what of the music? Well you can't beat a good old crashing sound to
start an album and boy does the opening of "Hyperion' crash! Then,
in marked contrast, we get some lovely floating, soothing pads with
little tinkling effects. A gorgeous plucked string melody takes us
forward. Things become even more beautiful as we progress. A
melancholy melody soars into the heights in uplifting Vangelis

fashion. This in turn is replaced by plucked strings and then an almost John Dyson

style lead line. "A Time Remembered' is just as beautifully as its predecessor with
acoustic guitar and flutey synth over exquisite synth washes.

“Amazonia’ starts with appropriate rainforest type effects, ethnic flute and percussion.
The pace picks up with a gamelan lead line then more flutey synth. Just after the half
way mark it is all change with a sort of medieval rhythm that reminded me a little of
one of the tracks off "Phoenix'. Very infectious and joyous stuff. "Masquerade' provides
us with more acoustic guitar and layer after layer of excellent melodies, which
continue through, to ‘Lammergeyer' that has a feel not too dissimilar to the earlier
ethnic tinged "Amazonia’. Things take a darker and almost film music turn with the title
track. Ethereal pads mix with orchestral and organ sounds to give a large epic feel.

“Chameleon' is a much more conventionally rhythmic affair, slowly winding up the
pace until we are belting along, lead lines flying over the top. Ideal for air keyboard
playing. It has to be said that this is lan's most tuneful and quite frankly undemanding
album taking his earlier style and adding ethnic and even chamber music influences.
It is the antitheses to what he was later to produce on his own DiN label. (DL)
