Nemesis / Stereofields
Forever (Live Archive Vol 2)

The first four tracks were taken from
a live performance during 1997.
‘Entrance’ sounds like an introductory
track and that is exactly what it is. A
cosmic storm full of bleeps and windy
effects gushes from the speakers.
Things then become tranquil and more like the
sound of a tropical jungle. It is an excellent
scene setter for ‘The Cosmic Garden'. The
sleeve notes mention that this was probably
the first ‘retro track’ in their repertoire and sure
enough a sequence starts up but it is fairly low
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in the mix. That can't be said for the next which is mean and moody and
bounds forward with some menace before submerging in a sea of watery
effects. ‘Desert Miracle' is very different in that it sounds like quite a
contemporary upbeat number. My favourite bit was the sublime melody
which appears in the second half.

‘People at Sunset' is again very different. A slow and gentle rhythm (or
maybe just melodic percussion might be a better way of putting it) sets
the scene. A snare drum falls into formation then replaces the initial
syncopations. Everything on this track so far is incredibly subtle as is the
most gorgeous of electric guitar lead lines. The next three tracks were
taken from a performance the year later. ‘Intro' is a short self-explanatory
atmospheric piece which takes us to ‘Sky Archeologist'. This was an early
prototype to ‘Sky Archeology' but this version is quite different in that |
would say it ‘rocks' more. A staccato sequence starts to build low in the
mix, really starting to exude energy as it rises to the surface, electricity
arcing from each pulsation. A further more melodic sequence and
mellotron type sounds / lead lines add a little contrasting softness but
overall this is the most powerful track so far. Again there is guitar but it is
of the more cosmic variety, little licks here and there rather than axe man
stuff. It just makes an already fantastic track even better.

There is yet more superb guitar on ‘Lunar Mansion' but to start off with it's
the ball breaking bass sequences that take centre stage. The pulsating
barrage subsides in the fourth minute. The guitar makes its entrance with
the next avalanche of sequences. This is wonderful explosive stuff!
‘Gigaherz' comes from a performance in 2002 and if anything is even
more powerful than the recently released album version. A melodic
sequence sets the scene then a killer bass line and rhythm combination
let rip. We get breathers between the mayhem but basically this is
devastating stuff that shakes the foundations. It surely is one of the most
exciting tracks that Nemesis has ever done and this version is absolutely
magnificent! ‘Finale' is from 2004. Two notes pulse out, a little like a slow
heartbeat then a moody piano line sort of mimics the pulse. A lonesome
melody hangs above it all. This is augmented by the subtlest of guitar
licks. It's so atmospheric. There's a chill to it all somehow, a brooding
uncertainty that could be hinting at something good- but the abrupt
conclusion makes me think maybe not. A wonderful track with which to
finish the album. (DL)

Rainbow Serpent / Voyager
(Reissue)

CDR /11 tracks / 72.21 mins

©Voyager© has been long out of print
and has become very rare, which is a
real shame as it is, in my opinion, the
best album Rainbow Serpent ever did
and with such a superb back
catalogue that is saying something.
The original was split into three long
pieces, ©Past©, ©Present© and ©Futy
each track then divided into sub
sections. ©Past© starts with a rather
sweet tinkling piano and strings section. Not at all what |
expected so | reach to see if | had put the correct CD in the
machine. Just as | was doing this the whole thing comes to
a shuddering halt amongst a mass of noise and chaos. This
proved an extremely effective beginning. The chaos
subsides and some deep space chords take over. After a couple of
minutes these are joined by a rather restrained drum sequence which
mutates and builds, really holding the attention. A more conventional 70s
style sequence is then superimposed over the top which fades away as
the underlying sequence builds still further. This really is riveting stuff.
Calm returns and we are left to float for a few minutes before another
drum sequence returns slightly in Steve Roach mode but more strident. A
couple of minutes later it is all change again and an AirSculpture-ish
sequences is introduced with a superb melody played over the top. The
sequence quickens and the drums return accompanied by some sampled
vocals low in the mix which bring the track to a close.

©Present®© is heralded by a thunder storm which fades away to reveal
another superb 70s sequence of outstanding quality, very much in the
Klaus Schulze circa ©Body Love®© to ©X®© era. A wonderful lead line is
introduced and we have a piece that is now so close to Klaus that | know |
could play it to most of his fans and they would believe that it was a long
lost classic. | know | would have believed it. A reviewer must be very
careful with superlatives as they tend to leave him with no where to go in
other album reviews but this really must go down as one of my favourite
all time pieces, stunning, stunning, stunning! After eight minutes the
thunder storm returns and signals the end of the sequence which is
replaced by machine like noises which after a couple of minutes are
themselves replaced by the most stunning relaxed lead line which just
doesnC@t last long enough for me before all is change again and another
beautiful melody comes to the for, as heart felt as John Dyson at his best
but again after another couple of minutes all is change. More ideas are
used in this one CD than some artists come up with in a ten year career.
A heavy bass beat enters which brings the track to its close.

The third track ©Future®© initially returns us to deep space. Another superb
sequence builds and again this isn©t a million miles away from Schulze.
After about ten minutes this sequence fades away and is replaced by a
thudding base beat and Tangerine Dream-ish sequence. If | was driving
this would have my accelerator pedal right down to the floor. This is where
the original finished but now we have two additional tracks (under the
‘Beyond' banner). ‘Dreams and Darkness' is a beautiful piece complete
with little tinkling sequence over which Thomas Kagermann plays a
gorgeous violin melody. A clap of thunder heralds ‘Elohim' which then
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moves on in rather ethereal mode. Before long gentle rhythm is added but
without spoiling the tranquil atmos. | finished the review of the original
album with the following. “There is so much in this CD that there is no way
that more than a fraction of its contents can be appreciated on first listen.
This review is being written while | play it for the fifth time. | love it even
more than before and am still discovering new aspects of it for the first
time. If this album doesn®©t go down as an all time classic there really is no
justice in the world'. Well, it did. If you didn't manage to obtain it first time
round now is your chance to get it. (DL)

Rainbow Serpent / The
Sequel to Voyager (Reissue)

The 12 tracks are grouped into 4

The next 3 tracks comprise the 18 minute ©Scenes of Everyday Life© and
©Crusaders© gets it off to a lively start with neat rhythms and catchy main
theme which again nods at our cloistered friends. ©The Turn of an Era©

winds the clock back to Jarre©s ©Equinox®© era, and what a corker this track

is. Understated yet so effective, and the last couple of minutes are simply
incredible. ©Be Above It All© changes the mood completely, and embarks
on yet another highlight. Delightfully chunky sequencing offsets some
choice motifs.

22 minute ©Scenes of Old Legends© spans the next 3 tracks.

Magic of Ayers Rock® is suitably aboriginal and atmospheric,

Actually now we are in more Tangerine Dream territory from the same
period though the lonesome lead is still decidedly Schulzian and 100%
fantastic. The unbelievable quality continues through to “Anthology'. The
sequences are simply mesmerizing and surge forward right from the very
first minute. This time though it's as if there is a melding of Schulze and
Jarre! Difficult to believe | know but incredibly effective. Then in come the
slow but insistent drums (or you could say bass sequence) as well as all
manner of other sonic wizardry in the background. Absolutely incredible!
More waves of sequences arrive and the rhythm becomes even meaner
but still fitting in perfectly with the rest of the track. I'm really at a loss for
words. Things calm down in the eleventh minute to swirling atmospherics
but then a beautiful delicate tinkling sequence comes to join in. This
section might not be as powerful as the last few minutes but the sounds
chosen are exquisite. I'm in Heaven. The heavier rhythm / sequence
returns in the sixteenth-minute and | found myself really cranking up the

sections. ©Scenes of Capturing Auras@olume. By the twenty-sixth minute things have started to calm down

again, becoming increasingly moody. Yet another sequence enters with
just five minutes to go. It is a sedate one and slightly alters the
atmosphere already created to one of subtle melancholy.

This is simply one of the best Berlin School albums to have been
released over the last 12 months and as far as | am concerned the
pinnacle of Indra's career thus far. (DL)

Indra/ Colosseum
CD/ 3 tracks / 67.09 mins

We begin with the curiously titled
“Passion Around'. Spaced out pads
float from the speakers. Staccato
notes provide detail but with no
obvious melody. The atmospheres
hinted at Klaus Schulze but when the
sequence started up the comparison
became even more obvious. It
bubbles along in a rather understated
way, all lush and tranquil. The sharp
stabbing notes return but this time
they form a more discernible melody, moodily rolling above the sequence.
In the eighth minute all descends to shimmering atmospherics. The
sequence emerges once more and a rather breathy lead line weaves a

these "bonus tracks" are there as filler. Here, nothing could be further
from the truth. This is the best thing I©ve heard from RS, and it©s why this
album is possibly their best so far. It starts with the felling of a tree - be
careful, it©s so well recorded it could almost be falling through your front
window. Then it builds slowly on a colossal wave of sequencing which
threatens to break loose but then is pulled back to allow the most
delightful arpeggiations to take over. A melody starts to form, and the jaw
begins to drop.

Indra/ Tara
CD/ 3 tracks / 69.26 mins

This is the second in a series of
“Special Edition' albums, “Kali' being
the first. Now, Kali was an excellent
Berlin School album but this one is,
amazingly, even better. "Nectar Point’
starts with sounds that could,
appropriately, be the buzzing from a
huge hive of bees. This backdrop is
punctuated by lovely little note
droplets. A slow sequence starts up,
added to by splashes of sound. It's
wonderfully meditative stuff and very (as | often seem to say
in Indra reviews) Klaus Schulze like, this time from the "Body
. Love' period. The sequence fades away and a new one, if
ChOICQ anything even better than the first, takes over. It's best just
to close your eyes and let yourself go with the flow. Yet
another sequence comes in and the pace quickens. Stunning stuff. "The
Long Journey' continues in a similar style, a brace of lovely bass
sequences propelling us forward right from the off, wonderful lonesome
undulating pads underpinning it all. It's just so mid 70s sounding. More
vast walls of sonic perfection swell making me think of the double "Live'
Schulze album from this period. From an already brilliant start the album
just gets better and better. The sequences subside leaving a lovely
atmospheric section that could have been very at home on “Blackdance'
or even ‘Timewind'. As expected the sequences emerge once more. The
first is very similar to earlier but it is accompanied by a heavily processed
“tom tom' type one. A third falls into formation, morphing superbly. It's all
S0 exciting - a real roller coaster ride of how sequencing should be done.
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“Colosseum' is a live track and clocks in at over half an hour. It kicks off
with a rapid bright melodic sequence that rapidly mutates this way and
that. Another more bass laden sequence comes to join it and what a
wonderful combination they make. A ticking percussion line is added, the
sequence still changing direction from time to time. By the eighth minute |
was thinking this is OK but | need a little more substance rather than just
shifting between one sequencer pattern and the next. Things become a
little moodier in the tenth minute. Crashing sound effects are heard low in
the mix and the sequences start a slow fade to oblivion. Little tinkling
percussion and piano then take things away from the Berlin School into a
more Vangelis like section. All dissolves to gentle float for a short time.
Drum flourishes add some detail and another sequence begins to form,
solidifies and is joined by a more regular rhythm. Gradually things return
to Schulzian territory but | would have preferred to hear a little more bite
and direction instead of gradual meander until a minute before the track's
conclusion and a reprise of the main sequence from earlier in the track.

“Deus Magnificent' has a good start in an atmospheric Schulze sort of way
with an effective gentle rhythm which fits perfectly with the backing. Other
little drum flourishes around the main rhythm create even more interest.
It's all extremely moody stuff, ideal for closing your eyes to and letting
your mind voyage where it will. In the tenth minute a delicate melody is
brought in, hanging in the air, used sparingly but fitting the rather tranquil
mood. In the thirteen minute all descends to float with just the slightest of
percussive detail. So to sum up, there is some nice stuff here but the title
track just didn't do enough to hold my interest. (DL)

Syn / The Glass Bridge

CDR/ 3 tracks / 74.30 mins

We start Syn's latest journey through
all things analogue and seventies
sounding with the three part title
track. Soaring cosmic whooshes and
little melodic motifs echo from the
speakers as from a far distant pulsar.
Using the word “Pulsar' was probably
drawn from the subconscious level as
I now realise that there are actually
many elements of the sound palette
here which are distinctly like early
Vangelis. A chugging sequence picks up the pace, delicate mellotron
melody providing soft contrast, supported by flutey synth. A rhythm moves
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into place alongside the pulsations. The feel is now more Jarre meets
Tangerine Dream. The relative strengths of the flute sounds and tron
keep swapping. We subside in windy whooshes. Subdued bell tones ring
out, being answered by bright synth. A high hat line slowly rises in the mix
being accompanied by a foot tapping rhythm. It's all rather IMJ “Magnetic
Fields' in the syncopations department but again the melodies are more
Vangelis. A deep reverberating drone gets “Shadowfall' underway. A
bright note rings out. More drip through the ether. Crystalline pads are
added, the “dripping' notes forming a subtle melody. Mellotron choir
effects add to the ethereal atmosphere. Turn those lights off and just drift.
This is simply one of the best spaced out trips | have ever heard.

We finish with "Heart of Orion Parts 1 to 4'. Bright tones ring over
rumbling backing. Lonesome wailing synth calls out. Sharp almost whip
like crashes of sound punctuate the soothing atmos. Rhythmic flourishes
start up as if heard from some distance. In the eighth minute things
descend momentarily to a solitary “ping' around which string and choral
pads do their gentle thing. A delicate bell can be heard juxtapositioned by
crashing gongs, as the mood turns decidedly melancholy. (DL)

Frank Klare / Sound track
For Dreams

CDR /17 tracks / 69.44 mins

If I understood German | am sure
the sleeve notes would make more
sense but it seems to me that this
album has been released before,
almost ten years ago (with the same
title) but in a very different format to
what we have here. At least eight of
the tracks on this version were not
on that original release. Much of the
album is very much in Tangerine
Dream “Thief' mode. The opener “Labyrinth' is a good start. A moody
rhythm full of attitude roles forward as little melodies weave around a
menacing bass line.

“Unknown Excursion' is an absolute dead ringer for "Dr Destructo' as a
rhythm really kicks and cranks up the excitement level. "Orientalic
Excursion' takes over with excellent and quite complex shimmering
sequences mixing with a repeated melodic motif and rhythmic flourishes.
An Eastern sounding lead line weaves its magic above the pulsations.
Another cracker. A further stonking sequence gets “Through the Spheric
Timegate' underway. A sublime melody joins it, drums adding that extra
oomph which become even more powerful as we progress. “Stratospheric
Impression' with its tinkling loops, loping rhythms and wordless vocal
colouring is a completely different kettle of fish. It's hypnotic and
mesmerising, sometimes cleverly stripping down to rhythm and vocal
effects which give something of a spiritual feel. Absolutely wonderful.
“Living lllusion' might be a short track but is as melodic as anything on the
album building in rhythmic intensity until it fades out all to quickly.

“Twilight Situation' is a rather moody number which quietens things down,
giving us a breather. A jaunty rhythm picks up the pace a little for
“Timegate through Underwater Worlds', which takes us to “Cosmic
Lovescene' (who thinks of these titles?!). An effective undulating
sequence is augmented by staccato lead line. The feel is more Schulzian
at this point than TD and a cracking track it is too. | found my head
nodding gently to the subtle rhythms and my hands drumming out time on
the table. "Confrontation’ is a return to dark brooding “Thief' territory as a
bass pulse and slow mournful drum provide the base for a sinister
melody.

‘Dream-Surrender' is a short sequencer dominated number which
bounces along very pleasantly taking us to the initially rather abstract
"Running Away', full of clanging effects and weirdness. Sequences and
rhythms soon storm forward however and it isn't long before my foot is
firmly down to the metal and we are hurtling down the motorway. Again |
wished it could have gone on longer.

“Vision of a Timebridge' sounds like it could have come from "Le Parc' as
it is highly melodic but also full of joyous energy. Gentle guitar licks (I
assume virtual) provide the main lead, adding a little extra colour to an
already lovely track. “Garden of Wonders' acts like a tranquil bridging
piece to "Awakening out of Dreams'. A percussive piano provides some
dynamic over swirling pads then in comes a blistering rhythm / sequence
combination quickly followed by electric guitar courtesy of Maxxess. It
sours high into the air but also growls in the depths, fitting absolutely
perfectly with the backing. Simply awesome! This is probably the best
track on an already fantastic CD.

"Rising back to the Dreamland' is another pleasantly rhythmic number
with repeated melodic motif. We finish with “Dreamagirl...... "and a lovely
track it is too. Again it would not have been out of place on "Le Parc'. This
is one of Frank's very best albums. (DL)
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Robert Fox / Touching the
Serpent’s Tall

CD /9 tracks / 66.25 mins

A soft soothing lead line drifts above
deep reverberating drones. There's a
warmth to it all that is comforting, the
subtle melodies caressing my soul.
The track is called "Earth' put to my
mind sounds more like Heaven as
ethereal pads join the lead, almost
like angels singing along to it.
‘Another Time, Another Place' has a
rather abstract and slightly eerie
beginning. A rhythm comes in and instantly the atmosphere
lightens and we are taken forward in joyous mood. A
beautiful piano lead line increases the feeling of well being
still further. This is an amazing track that would melt the
coldest of hearts. Simply stunning.
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"The Serpent's Sweet Song' uses melodic percussion as a backing for
synth strings to create a slightly mournful atmosphere. Slow faintly ethnic
sounding drums increase the feeling of melancholy. From brooding
beginnings "Weaver of Chance' becomes quite soothing as wordless
choral pads mix with tinkling piano. More ethnic drumming picks up the
pace and the piano responds to it lifting the spirits high. It's as if | am
standing on the top of a mountain, a gentle wind blowing as the cloud
shadows chase over the ground below. Another beautiful piece. “Strange
Voice in Ancient Tongues' starts with Gregorian Chants, OK hardly
original but | still love it. A loping percussive rhythm takes things forward
as gorgeous thick melodic pads then a delicate lead line once again reach
for the heart. Unexpectedly as we approach the middle of the track the
mood seems to darken a little but gradually the melodic pads return, as if
the clouds that had momentarily obscured the sun had drifted away but
there is still a slight edge of unease hinting of their possible return.

“Flying Free' also features chanting but this time it sounds much more
Arabic (though | could be wrong, not being an expert on chants!). A
twangy rhythm strikes up. Rather than flying the images that came to my
mind were those of camels unhurriedly crossing the horizon. | found my
feet gently tapping as | was carried along with the flow. The piano playing
throughout this track is wonderful, giving it that extra energy that keeps
the interest and excitement throughout. Windy effects get "Of a Time
Gone By' underway. Orchestral pads impart something of a biblical feel.
Some sort of mournful horn sound cries out then the Gregorian chants
return. It's a gentle reflective piece maybe bringing up feelings of
something or someone lost in the passage of time. More lovely piano
bounces over a sedate but still infectious rhythm ensuring that “Above the
Still Waters' maintains the feeling of wonder and beauty so carefully
crafted over this whole album.

"The Serpent's Tale' brings things to a close. Sampled mystical echoing
text over more angelic pads sets the scene then the most forceful rhythm
thus far really starts to kick, giving things a guitarless Code Indigo feel,
finishing things on a real high. Is this Robert's best album to date? Hmm,
could well be. (DL)

Soft crystalline tones hanging in the
air accompanied by bright tinkling
effects low in the mix announcing the
epic thirty-four minute title track. A
lovely slow moody understated lead
lines weaves a magical spell drawing
us in. The overall feel is one of wonder and
mystery. It really is gorgeous stuff. Things

|7 become increasingly dynamic and surging as if
ChOice Qﬁ a storm is approaching. More lovely melodies

emerge but the clouds still seemed poised on

the horizon. The music now becomes very tranquil as if all danger has
departed and we float gently on in a wonderful state of bliss, subsiding to
near silence in the eighth minute. It is only with the greatest effort that you
will be able to pick out the musical detail. It is as if we have retreated into
our deepest thoughts and it remains like this for almost a minute until
more soft shimmers appear. The feeling now is one of a sultry steamy
climate full of relaxation and peace. Melodic pads begin to swell, lifting the
soul to new realms of wonder. Things again momentarily subside to near
silence out of which emerge shimmering tones of deep spiritual quality.
The music of Heaven.
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A deep metallic drone now provides the base over which crystalline tones
shimmer and euphoric orchestral pads surge forward, recede then come
again with new emotional energy. The mood then changes to one of
mystery as the orchestrations depart and little flutey synth flourishes mix
with silken pads. A lone undulating drone takes over making things feel
rather cosmic. Tinkling bells add a little detail leading to subtle melodic
touches that bring us to this well named track's conclusion. Shimmering
delicate melodies flutter around each other at the beginning of “La Danse
des Papillion's'. Deeper drones are added amongst surges of energy, like
the oppressive rays of the sun. Piano notes are sparingly used bringing
up pictures of dew dripping from a tree.

Next up is the first movement of “Three Shires Suite'. It's all rather
“Cornubia'ish , the way gorgeous lush pads mix with stunningly beautiful
wordless ethereal vocals. The intensity of it all rises and falls as we move
to the massed strings of the second movement. This has more of the feel
of some biblical epic- high emotion and momentous events. The vocal
colouring is still there, as intense as the surging backing, working together
to impressive effect and reaching an emotional peak at around the 5
minute mark but staying dramatic right up to the third movement. This
movement serves up more of the same and as with its predecessor
reminded me a little of The Enid's "Fand'. An absolute must have for any
Michael Neil fan. “Siren of the Sea' keeps up the orchestral feel with
female vocal pads (the sirens in the title | presume) taking centre stage.

Raw emotion | suppose. | assume
(but am not certain) that the piano is a digital one but even if it is this first
section of the album isn't really Electronic Music. “Inscape' on the other
hand most certainly is Electronic Music but of the more experimental end
of the spectrum. Looking at the "Ephemera’ collection first. There is a long
windy fade into "On a Drop of Dew'. Piano notes mimic the sound and feel
of falling water beautifully, hanging in the air creating the subtlest of
melodies which solidifies as more notes are added. It is a short track
which says all it needs to then fades away. “Intimations of Spring' is
similar but features a more complex melody.

"A Limpet Dreams of Flying' and "The Limpet Awakens' feature a little
more synth but are again based around the piano. This time things are a
little more abstract and moody. Things get even stranger for "A Starless
Lake of Blue' where piano chords full of natural reverb create a melody
that is hard to come to grips with but is strangely compelling nevertheless.
Easier melodies to latch on to come with “To a Child Dancing in the Wind'
and "Light of Grace' Again there is loads of natural reverb but also quite a
bit of synth backing. "Fire Wreath and Spangled Ice' has a very light airy
feel. It is also quite romantic and about as far away from the sort of stuff
we usually sell at SMD as it is possible to get. "The lllusion of Distance' is
all rather dreamy, whimsical even. The last four tracks comprise the
“Inscape’ section of the album. Even though less in number than the
tracks on the opening section they are longer in length so represent over
half the total album. "Dissolving Sun' is initially so quiet that it can hardly
be heard. A very deep drone slowly becomes apparent and slowly
evolves. It is as if waves of energy are being emitted across the vastness
of space, getting stronger as we get closer to the source. Half heard
voices then seem to be heard deep in the mix but it is impossible to make
them out. It's as if they are trapped, in some sort of Hell, trying to get out.
Gradually the mood lightens a little. In some ways it reminded me of
“Towards the unknown Region'. The fade out takes just as long as the
fade in.

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be too much. If something were removed the track would not be
complete. Perfect. "Empty Human Cells' features melodic stabs over
almost growling bass shudders which form a melodic focus all of their
own. A deep rhythm purposefully stutters underneath. It's almost as if
some awesomely powerful but injured creature is making its way through
the darkness. You wouldn't want to meet it! “Increasing Complexity' has a
wonderfully moody five note repeated melody to which another rather
sinister lead is added. A gentle rhythm compliments the melodies
wonderfully but it's the sounds chosen for the beats that are the most
impressive feature- subtle rather than bludgeoning. Even though it's all
incredibly beautiful, there is something slightly unsettling about it at the
same time.

“Into the Caves of the Mind' uses a repeated three-note melody which
slowly rises up, floating through a sea of tinkling percussion. Mean drums
crash out like a whip, joined my all manner of other fascinating
syncopations- then its all calm again for a few moments. Weird
manipulated and scrunched sounds mingle with each other, at one
moment trying to meld into harmony then at the next seemingly vying for
supremacy. Whip- the drums return. Scratching creeping creatures
emerge for “Interlude’, creating quite an eerie atmos. "Reflective' starts
with very moody pads. The drums give a feel of foreboding, a squelchy
bass line heightening the tension whilst a lovely little questing melody
provides a mysterious contrast. I've heard nothing like this combination of
sounds and rhythms before and I'm completely drawn in by it all.
"Mindmists' contains yet another wonderful collage of sounds then piano
and gurgling slithering effects. We start to chug along again and there's
even mellotron thrown in there adding a further level of mystery. There is
an unclutteredness to it all and yet so much is going on that it is just
impossible to take it all in. "Pale Yellow Sky' rumbles into life. And these
rumbles are so incredibly deep. Little melodic note droplets fall like water
from a carven roof high above. Ticking percussion mixes with the coolest
a beats which grab the attention and don't let go.

‘Distracted' is initially a riot of bleeps and twittery sounds. Two sequences
and a rapid staccato rhythm suddenly propel the track forward and I'm
taken with it on the back of the bubbling cauldron of pulsations. Then it's
all stop and I'm left in a delightful state of float before the syncopations
return and I'm off again. We finish with another rather spooky section, a
voice being heard so low in the mix that it is impossible to work out the
words. This of course makes it seem even more sinister. "Crying Spells'
has a slow build up, a throbbing pulse and swirling effects very gradually
getting louder but never really bursting through. Again it's all so
tremendously moody but this time in a brooding understated sort of way.

What an album! File under "God Knows' or "Genius', both would be
applicable. Truly unique and Very Highly Recommended to anyone who
wants to try something that is new but also accessible.

The closest project to this | have ever
seen before is Dave Barker's
‘Archive' but that pales into
insignificance compared to the huge
collection we have here. What
Something Completely Different (aka
Jacob Boele) has done is include every recording he has made over the
last 25 years and put them on one disc. That is 310 Tracks totalling over
24 hours of music!!! These recordings are all high quality mp3 (320 kbps)
and can be played on a DVD player / PC or MAC and via these devices
and Apple itunes transferred to an ipod or mp3 player. It will not play on a
standard CD player. There is even some video material included as a
bonus which | could get to play on my PC but not on the DVD player
(though the DVD player did play the sound files perfectly). Please note
this is a professionally produced “silver' DVD not a home produced effort.

There is a vast range of styles of music on offer as would be expected of
recordings over such a period of time. Quite a bit of the early material is
piano or guitar based and all very pleasant, even whimsical, some of it is.
There are styles throughout this disc that are a little like Vangelis, Jan
Hammer, even Jarre. What all the music has in common though, whether
the track is delicate or powerful, is a real feel for melody, it's the “tune'
that counts. My own favourite material comes from the mid nineties to the
present day but there really is something for everyone here.

Hardly surprisingly on such a vast body of work | am not going to give a
track-by-track breakdown. If | had time | would like to sit down and put
together a few albums worth of material and if | did so | think | could
compile five to six excellent ones. Quite gob smacking! (DL)

Cool futuristic sounds give way to an
excellent energetic sequence as “Out
of Silence' gets the album off to a
superb start. Another sequence, lower
in the mix, adds extra excitement
whilst a percussive melody really hits
the spot. The initial sequence seems
to gain even greater oomph and an
infectious melody moulds it all
together perfectly. We then get a
gentle section containing ethereal vocal colouring before the sequences
start to take centre stage again. What a stonking track this is! The way
"Hymne de la lune' started | thought we were going to go into a cover
version of the Dr Who theme tune but no, a heavy bass beat comes in
and we are soon propelled into dance music territory. The mood soon
changes again a couple of minutes later as all rhythm momentarily
departs and we descend to a collage of interesting sounds. As expected
though, this is just a breather, the excitement building once more until we
are again chugging along quite nicely, a delicate melody providing stark
and very effective contrast to the much heavier backing.

"Genesis Device' uses some wonderful breathy deep space sounds that
could have graced any Sci Fi movie. There are then some samples
counting up to ten that somehow just go to intensify the sort of out of body
feeling already created. Sampled text explains what the title of the track is
about. Things become more syncopated, the rhythms seeming to exist in
a different dimension to the rest of the track, as if the backing is external
and the beats represent a machine separate from its environment. Again
it's all extremely effective. As we pass the eight-minute mark things really
do start to kick and now I just had to let myself go with the flow. There is
always something happening as each element shifts and changes
keeping real interest throughout every minute of the track's fourteen-
minute duration. “lllusion’ uses an appropriately swirling sequence and
mysterious little melody. A stabbing (almost Morse Code) like bass line
adds tension. A rhythm is deployed and the track builds in rather Otarion
fashion. String pads give some contrasting softness. The rhythm is just
superb, not forceful but infectious enough to get the body moving and
swaying slowly to the beats. As it progresses a sort of moodiness and
attitude is developed which takes the track to even greater heights. Just
superb. The title track is all rather tranquil to start off with. Cello sounds
create a lovely atmosphere, gentle piano adding detail over the top. A
skipping sequence joins in and is just as delightful. There is a definite feel
of “Chariots of Fire' to it all, especially in the melody department. Yet
another fantastic track.

“As Time Goes By' is initially all rather crackly, maybe hinting at audio of
the past. This fades away, a clock ticks and a driving rhythm and piano
lead line become the main features. Mellotron is also added to the brew.
This is a beautiful piece full of joy and even a little humour. Swirling
atmospherics give way to a squelchy sequence as “Antagonism' kicks into
life. A high hat line gives a little extra drive put this is softened by some
lovely flutey synth. It's all rather relaxed but even so quite a groove is
developed. We finish the “standard' CD tracks with a remix of the Erik
Seifert track "Haka', a celebration of the Maori war dance. And what a
fantastic mix of ancient and modern it is too taking tribal type beats and
giving them a contemporary kick full of venom and energy. Awesome
bass line too. Again, fantastic but still, to these ears, with a hint of a smile.
If you are just playing this album on a standard CD player that is where
the entertainment finishes (though you will already have had a decent
running time of over 70 minutes for your money). If you have a computer
though there are three more very good quality mp3 tracks that can be
accessed containing an extra 23 minutes of music.

The title track provides a rather
melancholy symphonic start with
some really nice string sounds. A
bright almost medieval melody rings
out over the top as little rapid
seqguences shimmer away
underneath. The mood changes
completely as the drums come in and
we bound forward, an excellent bass
line giving still more oomph. It all has
a rather prog rock feel to it and I'm reminded a little of Bjorn Lynne.
Things come to an abrupt finish then a tinkling sequence takes us to
“Lightconversation'. Another sequence bounces over the top. Melodic
pads and a steady rhythm become the main features. The whole thing is
rather airy and joyous.

“Alpengluhen’ begins with moody organ and strings. More like a requiem
actually but stunningly beautiful. A sequence returns us to Electronic
Music territory then, wallop, we are hurtling along on the back of a driving
rhythm. Euphoric melodic stabs, further drum flourishes and a laser sharp
lead take us to even greater heights. What a wonderful track. The best on
the album so far. "Harfentanz' starts with the most delicate of sequences
which gently morphs as silken pads glide underneath. Another more
substantial sequence falls into formation as the track continues to build
becoming more rhythmic all the time, reaching a pinnacle as electric
guitar skips over the top. "Aqualin’ really cranks up the pace as insistent
drums charge through swirling sequences and a lovely traditional
analogue sounding lead weaves a soft melody. Again it's a bit proggy but
keeping at least one foot firmly in the EM camp. In the fourth minute
rhythms depart and we are left with shimmering sequences and soft
sighing pads before the drums return. This time however they are more
sedate with a delicate melody leading the way. Soothing ethereal pads
give "Quantium' the most heavenly of beginnings. A really excellent rapid
70s style high register sequence takes things on, a bass sequence joining
it whilst a lovely little melodic lead line weaves amongst the pulsations.
Overall the feeling is gentle and relaxed. Lovely track.

A piano introduction to “"Nebula Sources' provides an effective foil to little
guitar licks. The guitar gives way to electric organ but that also fades,
momentarily leaving the piano as the main feature until a wonderful flute
takes centre stage. The guitar makes a gentle return nearer the end. The
whole track is simply blissful. *OSC Trip' starts to increase the energy
level with an intriguing twangy percussive sequence. It really starts to

seep into the mind and provides excellent backing for the most superb
oriental sounding cosmic lead line. Some ethnic type drums come in
creating quite a spaced out psychedelic trip- the sort of thing | would have
expected on one of Cosmic Hoffman's less meditative Mind Over Matter
tracks. ‘Between Stars and Ocean' is a very chilled out way to finish the
album. It's all airy and shimmering. A bit like the sun rising above the
horizon banishing a soft mist at the beginning of a new day full of
promise. (DL)

An echoing pulse is augmented by a
real kick ass rhythm as the title track
belts forward oozing real attitude.
Tracks like "New Dawn', "City
Dreamscape', "Memory' and
“Neutron' however are the antithesis
of the previous number as soft pads
swell then fade away with little
tinkling shimmers over the top.
Peaceful and relaxed. “Tectonic' and
"Ambient Trip' are all rather contemporary sounding with very staccato
beats mixing together creating a feel that is cool, chilled out and decidedly
hip. "Production’ and "Brighter Future' both have a rather industrial edge to
them, all bleeps and clangs but developing a rather infectious groove, like
robots working in a factory, dancing away as they get on with their work!

“Console' and "Dissonance' are quite fun being a montage of electronic
effects and trippy beats, a bit like Conrad Schnitzler meets Banco de
Gaia! They left a broad smile on my face. ‘Biocube’, "Ghost' and "Bit
Stream' are decidedly cosmic, little electronic shimmers and light metallic
tones combining together to take us to galaxies far away. "Static' is a very
stripped down track, a cool rhythm being the main feature but the
accompanying embellishments, though subtly used, are just as effective
as the beats. "Transmission' is all moody and tense, little beats mixing
with a rather ominous melody. "Evolver' and “Travels' are the fastest
tracks, simply exploding with energy. "Cyber Driven' is very melodic with
infectious beats contrasted by sparse backing. "Algebraic' and “Electricity'
are decidedly weird and avant-garde, just bleeps, scrapes and rumbles
mixed together in an interesting way. “Metropolis' is a fantastic track that
belts along with wonderful rhythms and a lovely little melodic motif. It
would be just as good live as it is here.

Library discs are all about setting moods to images. lan is a master of this
with quite a few such CDs under his belt. His music can regularly be
heard on Film and TV. Commercial producers use these discs when they
want to put a soundtrack to their creations. The discs form a "Library' of
music from which they can choose, thus their name. (DL)
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
