Javi Canovas / Red Metal

Download Album / 12 tracks /
64.13 mins

‘Circadian Rhythms' gets straight into
an infectious groove that should get
your whole body moving to the
wonderful beats. Things get even
better as the strongest melody Javi
has come up with on any of his
albums so far weaves through the
wonderful pulsations. A rolling
percussive sequence provides a
rather reflective start to ‘Radiometry'.
Slow drums take up this mood. A second
sequence comes in, upping the pace a little
but even so there's still an edgy moodiness to
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Ch Q \Qod it all. ‘Conmutation Q' quietens things down a

bit as shimmering drones bring up images of

sunlight reflecting from gently undulating water. Sequences return with a
vengeance for ‘Cibercafe’ as two blast forward wonderfully, heavy bass
pulses shaking the floor. The pulsations themselves are quite melodic but
are also accompanied by subtle lead lines. The sequences surge forward
from time to time in increasing waves of devastation.

‘Dark Memory System' features an appropriately moody swirling
sequence. This is underpinned by another, this time full of rumbling bass.
There are so many pulsations flying around here that it is all rather
mesmerizing. Fantastic stuffl We journey through the dark and brooding
‘Liquid Crystal' to ‘Circadian Algorhythm'. It only takes about 30 seconds
before a melodic high register sequence and awesome earthquake of a
bass sequence strike up. A laser sharp lead line flashes over the top and
a real kick ass rhythm makes those foundations shake even more. The
sequences dive this way and that like cruise missiles darting over enemy
terrain, one awesome lead after another joining the mayhem. What a
brilliant track- one of the best, if not the best, Javi has ever composed and
probably the most exciting piece of music | have heard all year. The title
track uses deep swirling drones to bring up images of an early morning
fog shrouded landscape. Crashing heavy rhythms and sequences burst
onto the scene again for ‘Sphinx'. A sublime little melody contrasts all the
power, leading the way for other lead lines to weave their wonderful
spells. The ideal combination of force and beauty.

A very low reverberating drone, almost like a snarling animal gets ‘Radar'
going. Sequences emerge forming a wall of notes; with a subtle beauty all
of their own, like a waterfall scattering spray as it lands in the lake below.
In the third minute things subside to a delicate bell chime melody. It's
simply gorgeous stuff but with a moody twist near the end. ‘Voices in the
Space' features yet more superb ballsey sequences. They morph
wonderfully, another lovely melody skipping amongst the pulsations.
Things become more syncopated as we reach another pinnacle of the
album- very nearly as good as the incredible ‘Circadian Algorhythm'.
‘Epilogue’ finishes things in a pensive, slightly melancholy mood. Ideal for
steadying the racing heart just enough to get up and press play once
more.

Yet another excellent album by Javi that from time to time reminded me a
little of Rainbow Serpent. (DL)
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Klaus Schulze / Kontinuum
CD /3 tracks/ 76.22 mins

It's a busy old time in the world of
Klaus Schulze at the moment, what
with his new studio album and the
almost simultaneous release of the
latest of the reissues of recordings
from yesteryear. The new CD can
boast a pedigree as an entirely new
studio album; it's certainly a
recording which veers well away from
his previous outing, the largely up-
tempo ‘Moonlake'. ‘Kontinuum’
coming across as a more refined affair, breaking no new
ground, but clearly demonstrating that Mr. Schulze can still
turn in a classy album when the mood takes him.
‘Kontinuum' finding it's momentum through the
implementation of good old driving sequencer runs which
push the tracks along, (just like in the good old days!!!). For that reason
alone | think it's an album which will fulfil most any SMDers wants and
needs from the wild and wacky world of electronica, whilst at the same
time remaining true to the format that made Klaus a household name,( in
my household at least anyway!!!). This is an album of Mr. Schulze doing
everything that he does so very well, compounding those tried and tested
methods of composition and proving once again that the twiddling of
knobs need not only be a pastime, but also a successful career move!!!
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‘Kontinuum' comes to us packaged in the now familiar gatefolded clipcard
case design,( thoroughly in keeping with the current reissue series)
together with a separate 16 page booklet filled with images of Klaus and
his musical toys in the studio. The sleeve art is both startling and
contemporary in design, so we do appear to be ticking all the right boxes
so far, but what of the actual music.......

In goes the CD and straightaway we're into the twenty five minute opening
piece entitled,'Sequenzer {From 70 to 07} This is a track that is just pure
class; as | say its Schulze doing what Schulze does best. A pair of
sequencers ticking over in a very analogue sounding way being
continually manipulated and modulated. Afew minutes in and another
sequence played on an acoustic guitar sample mirrors the opening
patterns taking us off on an ever changing journey through a carefully
crafted sound. Quite simply everything and nothing happens for some
twelve minutes as the layers build. It's not quite retro heaven, but it's
pretty darn close. Klaus's familiar chord patterns arrive, drifting along in
the background, the whole piece moving along effortlessly. Theres a
haunting beauty about the track, one which | just can't simply pigeon hole
as a late seventies trip down memory lane. Here there is a delicacy that
we just didn't get back then; with his sonic backdrops in full swing I'd have
to say that overall | was reminded alittle of the sound and sequencing on
the ‘Dreams' album from the mid eighties. With about six minutes left on
the clock the sequencing has all but completely vanished leaving us with
just the chord structure and a drifting synth lead lethargically cycling
around overhead.

Track two, ‘Euro Caravan',(19.41) is again familiar Schulze territory, the
whole piece coming across as a vehicle for a range of vocal samples from
an uncredited singer/source. These sung and chanted phrases are
expertly pieced together to give the impression of a vocalist being present




at the recording session and very effective it is too. From its mercurial
beginnings a voice rises up followed at the halfway mark by a mid tempo
pulsing Tangerine Dreamesque sequence. Light topset percussion and a
bouncy resonant arpeggiation enter the fray as the vocal work subsides.
The percussion is overlaid with another light backbeat and the vocals
return seeing the piece to a close, the track itself never really building to
the intensity that one may have hoped for.

The third and final track is entitled,' Thor{Thunder} which rolls into town at
just under thirty two minutes, and yes we do in actual fact get some
synthetic thunder during the introduction of the piece!!! Starting off in the
doldrums the track progresses from eerie horror soundtrack type material
into more regular Schulze fare once the chords and sequencer arrive
seven minutes later. Things step up a gear when the galloping topset
percussion fires up and Klaus switches between hollow sounding synth
leads and string sounds. Unfortunately Klaus doesn't grasp the moment
and get into any rip-roaring soloing during this middle section of the piece
which is a great shame as it largely washes over me leaving that feeling
that something is missing here. Into the last eight or so minutes things
revert back to their unsettling beginnings and Thunder brings the album to
a close.

So there we have it, "Kontinuum', or as | prefer to call it, 'same Klaus,
different year'. | can cheerfully recommend this album to anyone that has
the remotest interest in that school we call Berlin. The opening track
stands head and shoulders above all else on the album, but that's my
own personal opinion so take with a pinch of salt!!! There's much here to
please many Schulze fans who still yearn for those old analogue days,
though you won't find any big Moog leads or swashes of Mellotron in the
mix. It's quite a noisy recording which again should add another bit of
nostalgia for all those amongst you who miss all that vinyl rumble and
crackles from their old record collection. Is “"Kontinuum' something new
and truly inspired? Errr%..no, but then again it doesn't try to be, it's a
modern take on his old classic sound, a sound which so many copyist
musicians and bands out there try to emulate time after time. Obviously
Klaus can still switch it on any old time he wants and do it better than the
best of the rest,( maybe it's time for those bands to stop copying and
move onto something else ). There is also a three or four page dialogue in
the accompanying booklet by Georg Boskamp,( a friend and colleague of
Schulze). He could have written something really worthwhile, but not on
this occasion. Well over a thousand words of tripe to tell us that Schulze
is just an ordinary Joe like you and I. Likes the odd smoke and a laugh,
with a tendency to want the studio equipment to work properly every once
in awhile. Klaus is as Klaus does, but that individuality isn't something
that makes him special, it is his music that does that and long may it
continue. (B22)

Robert Rich & Daniel Colvin
| Atlas Dei

DVD /93 mins

| warn you now - this is a huge
review, the longest | have ever
written | think! “Atlas Dei' is a
fantastic release and by far the best
Electronic Music DVD | have ever
seen. Nearly all the review concerns
the images by Daniel Colvin. This
isn't to say that the music from
Robert isn't also excellent - it most
CJ certainly is but as | am reviewing the CD companion to this
Sm release separately it would have just been unnecessary

. duplication to also cover the music here. This DVD isn't just
ChOICQ about superficial eye candy. It's a work of art- or should |

say series of works of art where the images are not only

exciting but also thought provoking and deep. The professionalism to the
whole package is breathtaking. It starts with a quote by Albert Einstein
“The Most Beautiful thing we can experience is the mysterious' followed
by the title of the project. This is replaced by colourful mesmerizing
kaleidoscopic effects which explode sending shards flying into the
distance. A swirling cloud materialises, dissipating to reveal an Egyptian
type scene with mountains in the distance and sphinx in the foreground.
Mysterious spheres hang in the heavens. The picture of a beautiful girl
rises to the surface to disappear all too soon and be replaced by revolving
circular effects then three panels of contrasting images - each on of them
stunning. A forest appears, rainfall of light dancing from the screen. We
join another sphere as it nestles between a rocky outcrop.

Our journey now takes us to the mountains at night with a statue in the
foreground and a lonesome structure, maybe an observatory, on the
horizon. The images are coming so fast that it is hard to keep up, every
one wonderful both in subject matter and colour. The way we move from
one idea to the next is not as simple as fading one out and another in.

Instead elements of an image change at different rates whilst other
effects twist or rotate over the top. The statue disappears and we look
down at the observatory from a higher perspective as the sky lightens.
The sun rises, followed by another celestial body causing a whirlpool of
cascading light. The images quickly change once more to a misty tree
lined lake above which a sort of gyroscope hovers before we move to
gently rolling hills. These disappear as we enter more abstract realms of
rolling colour, transforming into what could be a basic outline of a face
which itself vanishes over a new mountain range. Wispy shimmers are
followed by more spheres which hover over an old map of the Earth. We
are now taken back to more mountain images but these act more as a
wash in the background over which a cosmic scene is superimposed,
rays of light emanating from a planet like object. The combination of these
scenes is simply exquisite. The cosmic images rotate and the camera
pans out to show a picture of the Earth hanging in space but this is no
ordinary vision of the planet as along with the oceans and continents are
other images, some clear such as trees, others much more abstract. It's a
beautiful montage made even more effective by being framed by a
backdrop of stars.

The Earth moves away from us and the picture changes to one of another
ancient map, this time of the Solar system which fragments and becomes
full of movement as the universe rotates on its axis. In contrast we see
what could be an explorer suspended in the clouds, Saturn just above his
left shoulder. He now stands in isolation on a hilltop with a stylised
swirling sun behind him. The various cosmic images from before return in
the sky and we get a sort of ancient ghostly portrait looking down on it all.
It's all change again as the screen splits showing three different blue
circular objects. The images in each panel gradually change to be
replaced by a fresh map of the solar system superimposed over a flowing
liquid fire. Hypnotic swirls emerge from the centre of the fire which
gradually transmute and rigidify into hard granite out of which shines the
moon. This granite now morphs into a nebulae type fog which becomes
more colourful then returns to rock once more with a lone tree growing
from the middle of the image, reaching upwards yggdrasil like. A forest
scene is cleverly manipulation so that it develops facial characteristics.
Things become rather abstract, wavy effects hinting at the image of an
eye. This acts as a portal through which we return to the cosmos, mixing
graphical pictures with mesmerizing swirls. Next it's as if we are looking at
a city from space, stars rushing towards it. The city becomes the centre of
a revolving galaxy. This galaxy is flanked by other images that seem to
have nothing in common except subtle but mysterious beauty before
returning to a single cosmic scene with inter revolving circles and various
other geometric shapes. The stars and planets become fluid, developing
milky trails that mix with each other, as ink flowing through gradually
rotating water. We go through another portal to the very heart of a
nebulae, more geometric shapes providing a transition to completely
contrasting images. Nothing is distinct but the feeling to me was of
something ancient. Planets momentarily return then dreamily transcend to
misty woodland through which more beautiful rotating structures emerge.

The next sequence starts with a desert landscape, a column with a statue
on the top protruding to the left. Geometric shapes hover in the air. We
look upward into a rather abstract trippy universe, the stone image of a
Greek God looking on from the right before our attention returns to the
desert below. A bright light shines from the horizon then through subtle
changes swirling droplets of water become the main focus. The lovely
image of a girl / divine spirit, mentioned earlier, looks on once more as
does the Greek God. Things change again as we get a statue of Venus to
the left with rotating starbursts to the right. A tornado can be seen over a
barren landscape with a radio telescope pointing at the sky to the left. The
tornado is replaced by a softer circular image which lands on a sextant
type piece of machinery. It touches then transforms the Earth as letters in
a multitude of languages fall from the sky. The statue that was first seen
in the desert now becomes the centre for a revolving disc. We focus on
the statue that now materialises on a rocky pinnacle emerging from the
sea accompanied by the same geometric shapes from earlier, before
returning to the desert then the stars. Flashing, swirling, circular images
pulse away over a backdrop of storm clouds. Venus momentarily
reappears as the circular objects become even more aggressive over a
backing of blazing white light.

Calmness returns, cosmic images being overlaid with a very complex
series of radiating circles. A ring of fire emerges in the middle followed by
a blinding flash of light. The background changes but more swirling balls
of light dance around the screen before returning to the nebulae. Light
pulses transmit the same sort of letters that were seen falling to Earth
earlier. Images of the desert, statues and geometric shapes come back to
finish another chapter. The next section starts with a sort of drifting
smokescreen which gradually dissipates to reveal a mountain range
ornamented by another statue. Waves of light surge from the horizon. A
tree starts to grow from a mountaintop. The camera pans out and more
statues can be seen- all rather gargoyle like. Further pictures are overlaid
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as if flowers are reaching for the sun. A central light source becomes the
sole image and in the centre can be seen a leaf. We are now left to drift in
space for a few seconds. A picture of the Earth transmutes into more
kaleidoscopic effects. These images morph back and forwards between
themselves until we focus with more detail on the Earth, getting so close
that a forest emerges over more trippy effects. The ancient statues
reappear momentarily as the background changes to grassland, a stylised
representation of the Sun hanging in the sky. A really gorgeous colourful
abstract picture takes over. The sun returns accompanied by animated
raindrops. A separate circular image materialises to the right pulsating
away as we get yet more wonderful abstract works of art. Pictures of trees
emerge from the centre of the screen but the way they materialise is so
organic that the very motion of the image seems just as alive as the
subject matter. Colour oozes from the screen like futuristic flowers coming
into bloom. The colours mutate into something that looks more like a
riverbed. We pan up to see overhanging trees and a beautiful waterfall.
The water and flowers combine to create an incredible combined image
where each element looses its individual identity creating something new
with a life of its own. It's now as if a pebble has been dropped in the
water, the images shimmer and soothing circles radiate from the centre.
This centre then morphs into a human eye and then angelic face. One
half of the head seems to age before rejuvenating once more. A further
portrait of an eye materialises to the left. The next image, of a pebbly
beach seems in complete contrast.

We look upwards towards the sky and in a circular insert we see a human
ear! This morphs into a geometric shape, similar images appearing to the
left and right. We return to mountains and gargoyle to finish the section.
The mood becomes very tranquil with the reflection of trees in water. The
water parts to reveal a sort of mausoleum. Spooky stuff. We travel
through a door into a completely structureless void where what seems like
many millions of pinpoints and smudges of light drift in layers, one strata
moving one way whilst another moves the opposite. Under it all we start
to see the trees once more but things are very unclear giving quite an
eerie feeling. Gradually what we see changes, becoming more industrial
and incredibly complex. Rotating pictures of what look like thousands of
metal girders (parts of bridges and towers) weave over and through each
other. It's all rather cold and nightmarish. Further images of concrete with
strange symbols etched into it take over. This is such a contrast to the
more organic feel of the DVD so far. Here everything is harsh and
uncompromising. The girders return and their movement is a little
disorientating as if we are falling over. Distorted images of buildings are
added to the montage and these increase the sense of unease still
further. | think the term Video Concréte (as opposed to music concréte )
would be a suitable term to use. Some sort of order starts to appear out
of the chaos as the manipulated images start to form into more regular
moving patterns. These pictures become increasingly delicate until before
we know it the steel has become more like grass. These softer scenes
are enhanced by being superimposed over a lake. We pan up toward the
clouds, kaleidoscopic effects taking over once more. These subside into
soothing washes of colour as we journey to some far horizon.

Clouds emerge then some strange stone structure appears emitting a
spiritual light. This slowly floats up to the heavens giving once featureless
spheres life. These spheres float amongst a vast array of minute pictures,
each too small to make out but it is as if each might contain some vital
piece of information, combining together to form the sum knowledge of
the universe. Stunningly beautiful stuff. Our journey takes us back to the
tree of life reaching up to Heaven. The tree slowly morphs into Venus
which then sprouts arms and becomes a woman of flesh and blood, no
longer a cold statue. We return to a different statue that | probably should
recognise but quite frankly the symbology is getting a little deep for me at
this point! The statue changes into a building and as the door is opened
things erupt with a quick succession of images from the recent past
coming as a sudden memory surge. The world around us starts to spin
faster and faster as we finish with a final flash of white light. The next
sequence features another montage of disparate images, some abstract,
some geometric, others real (eg lamp posts!). They all combine with
minute pictures, slowly drifting to the edges to reveal another landscape
and another statue. A starburst becomes the central feature with a
botanical manual providing backing. The face of a monkey appears
through all the flora then morphs into a man. This image is washed away
by a synthetic impression of water which itself evolves into more
kaleidoscopic geometric shapes. The tree reappears and seems to
twinkle with light. This light lifts up from the tree, journeying towards the
stormy sky. We return to the trees, now wintry, and another statue (the
“Thinker'?). Venus emerges once more and we look towards the Heavens
whilst on Earth more statues sprout amongst the trees. In the distance a
volcano erupts. Next, we enter tropical realms before returning to a
column-strewn desert, stylised suns and planets traversing across the
sky. We get a reprise of some earlier images but combined differently
then a picture of a speeded up clock. The face disappears to be replaced
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by a ball of energy. Next up are images that are fascinating but hard to
get any real focus on. The mist momentarily clears and a mosaic seems
to appear before once again being obscured. A vast series of 1s and Os
scroll across the screen. These are replaced by images of cloud
formations moving across the surface of the planet. We dive down into
the clouds, flowers emerging through the vapour. We now see the
continents emerging from beneath the clouds before panning out once
more to be left with a pure image of the Earth which gently fades into
white light and the credits emerge.

The DVD also contains extras such as biographies and more of Daniel's
artwork. It is hard to imagine the amount of work that has gone into this
project. So many images are presented to the viewer, every one of them
wondrous, but this is no quick cut of one after another assaulting the
senses. The images move around and through each other, gently
complimenting or contrasting one another, making subtle entrances and
equally as delicate exits. This is quite simply a classic DVD that deserves
to be showered with awards. A truly awesome work to which Robert's
music is the perfect companion. (DL)

Robert Rich / Music From
Atlas Dei

CD / 13 tracks / 66.24 mins

The short brooding atmospheric first
track accompanied the opening menu
of the DVD. We get into the main
body of the CD with 'Mythos' which if
anything starts off even moodier then
a slow sequence pulses away
underneath whilst a lonesome flute
weaves it's mournful spell. A second
sequence, a little more powerful than
the first, picks up the pace. This really is gorgeous mesmerizing stuff. The
first two tracks were especially composed for this project but the source
for the next “Starmaker' was originally on "Below Zero'. This version
however is remastered and has additions. Percussive scrapping effects
rise higher in the mix through a very deep bass drone. Crashing cymbals
make things even more dynamic. This is very eerie stuff.

“Glint in Her Eyes' comes from “Echo of Small Things'. The deepest drone
on the album so far is punctuated by faint bell tree type sounds. Ethereal
pads float from the speakers providing a nice contrast but there are also
strange slithering sounds that retain the edginess from earlier, keeping us
on our toes. We float straight into "Night Spinning Inward' on watery
effects though the dronal backing stays fairly constant. Half heard
distorted vocals can be made out enhancing the feeling of menace, as do
synthetic moaning effects. We make a smooth transition into "Poppy
Fields' which is a remix from “Electric Ladder'. A delicate bassoon lead
line provides a little softness with added interest coming in the form of a
skipping percussive sequence. "Deconstructions' begins with deep windy
effects and faint crashes. It is as if a storm is raging, becoming more
violent by the moment. Things grow increasingly metallic and aggressive.
The mood softens considerably for “Symbolics' (another piece recorded
especially for this project) as a soothing flute drifts through the air. The
backing is still rather “breathy' but this is a gentle breeze compared to the
raging hurricane from before. A slow drumbeat starts up but the flute
remains the main focus. "Liquid Air' was originally from "Below Zero' but is
now remastered with additions. Wailing sirens combine with gentle water
droplet type notes and a menacing drone. It's all rather ominous.

“The Core' was also created for "Atlas Dei'. This is all rather calm and
relaxing with faintly vocal sounding pads. Bright warbling shimmers act
like sunlight shining off water. Intensity builds but this is of a more
optimistic even euphoric nature. The positive vibes increase still further
with the introduction of a sequence which then seems to spiral out of
control finishing in a sort of Dr Who Tardis sound! "Never Alone' is a remix
from “Electric Ladder'. It's all rather calm and tinkling, mixing whale type
sounds with those of strange slithering creatures. "Minaret (Layered)' has
a very similar feel to the previous number and if anything is even more
chilled. "Terra Meta' was also written especially for this project and is one
of my favourite tracks on the album. We are again taken back to
sequencer driven territory, the pulsations mixing beautifully with more
exquisite flute playing. By the context of Robert's other works this is fairly
energetic stuff, full of joy and positive vibes. A lovely way to finish.

This is rather moody stuff that works very well as an album in it's own
right but also is an essential part of the whole experience when watching
the amazing DVD it is was designed to accompany. (DL)



Klaus Schulze / Live
(Reissue)

Double CD /5 tracks/72.24 +
78.18 mins

Okay, well if you're running around
buying most everything you can
that's Berlin school related you could
do much worse than getting your
hands on Mr' Schulze's 1980 release
“Live' which as you've probably
already guessed is a collection of
live recordings from shows various. It
was an epic double album to start with, then it was extended significantly
for it's debut release on CD, only to come to us now reissued with a
further eighteen minute bonus track tagged onto the end — that's two and
a half hours of music from the master of the live “electronic'
environment!!!

As with most all live albums the sound and production quality suffers to
one extent or another. This was a factor which concerned Klaus so greatly
that a “live’ album as such was never issued back in the seventies. So
with some arm twisting and gentle persuasion some of his personal tape
recordings of the shows were selected and compiled for this long overdue
release. I've just listened through the whole two disc set once again and |
have to say that this is simply a superb album, | thought this more than
twenty five years ago and I'm sticking with it. Some of the things Klaus is
doing with the equipment is just amazing and of course you must
remember that for much of the time this is just Klaus performing
unassisted, improvising with just afew prepared sequences.

“Live' is neatly packaged in a gatefold card slipcase in the standard re-
issue design together with a plethora of photo's strewn throughout
accompanying 20 page booklet. There's an excellent write up from
Schulze in there too, together with some finely tuned facts from Klaus D
Mueller on the back page. If it's Berlin school you want, here it is.

Onto the music and 'Bellistique’ get's the show on the road. It's twenty
one minutes of faultless performance from Klaus at one of his shows back
in 79'. When he hits the stage infront of a rowdy audience he subdues
them quickly with a devastating run of classic sequencing that hurtles
along at a galactic pace barely pausing for breath. Familiar sounding
soloing gets underway within the first few minutes, the single synth
improvisation reaching a heady climax some ten minutes later. Events
gradually letting up into the last seven minutes of the piece as we drift off
into space for more cosmic developments in an “X' type fashion together
with the odd dissonant synth slam,(ala Vangelis's "Beauborg’). There's a
steady build to a mighty choral finale and suddenly it's all over. A truly
inspiring and unbeatable performance from Schulze, what a way to start!!!

The fifty one minute "Sense' from a show in 1976 is up next starting with
the gentle swash of the sea and subtle electronics in a "Mindphaser' kind
of way. From here Schulze graduates to a single arpeggiated note
sequence that echo's from the PA with a synth backdrop that wouldn't be
used again until the following years "Mirage' album. The way that Schulze
builds up the synth textures seamlessly changing between synths is just
amazing; it's true that back then there really was nobody that could get
close to Schulze in the live performance arena. We get just the slightest
hint of the "Ways of Changes' sound from “Blackdance' before the main
sequence arrives. Again the sequencer build from Schulze is superb; it's
absolute fluid genius at work; focused and flawless. Grosskopf's drums
have arrived in the mix and work their wicked way into events, the
intensity of play growing along with developments from Klaus. It's
eighteen minutes in before the soloing from Schulze kicks in, the drums
just playing along in this section to help beef up the electronic rhythm.
Things settle into a groove and solo's smoothly erupt from Schulze as the
two musician's effortlessly play off one another perfectly. At the halfway
mark things simmer down alittle as Klaus starts mucking around with
modulation and mix of the synths and sequences, the drums holding off
for awhile as Klaus decides what's coming next. The arpeggiations once
again become more intense and the drums return with more gusto than
before, Harald playing more freely in a jazz style similar to Schulze's own
drumming. This section takes care of a further ten minutes prior to Klaus
closing up for the night with a return to the opening atmospheres of the
piece. Again it's a faultless performance played superbly with a real sense
of conviction and purpose — and after fifty minutes the crowd want
morel!!!

In goes disc two and on “Heart'(30.49) there is again variation in the mood
created on this 1979 recording,(this one being almost Tangerine Dream/
Edgar Froese in the way it develops initially). It's the spartan sound of a
single bass note barely moving that Klaus has set himself up to play
against. Needless to say the synth textures and atmospheres created are

straight from off another planet, stunning!!! With so little sequencing
going on Klaus has to work that much harder and more precisely to get
everything right. Eleven minutes in and a harsh sounding metallic sweep
heralds the start of the sequences and electronic percussion which
uniquely see's Klaus move from the old to the new in one foul swoop. The
new digital equipment having that harder edge and is consequently used
to play bolder more strident themes. This was to be the future sound of
Klaus for several years to come, producing a sound which polarized the
opinions of critics and audiences alike. What's your poison? Is this
polysynth heaven or polysynth hell?

A hollow sounding synth lead cuts through and with just ten minutes left
the tempo is stepped up a gear making way for a wonderful sync lead
solo on the synths. You may have been fooled into thinking that this
section would see the piece to its close, but afew minutes later Klaus
fades up an entire mid tempo submix which rounds things off nicely,(
though it has to be said that there has always been abit of controversy
about this final section; that it was edited onto the end from another part
of the same show, providing a fitting end to the music for the vinyl
production. Thus, 'Heart' becomes more of a “best bits' from this particular
show). I've never really had an opinion on this argument really, | just
enjoyed the music for what it was at the time as there was nothing else
quite like it.

Onto "Dymagic'(29.31) from 79" which feature's the vocal talents of Mr.
Arthur Brown, the music of Schulze acting as a kind of electronic
backdrop for Brown's vocal ramblings in much the same way as it did on
the "Dune' album. The mid tempo percussion and sequences plod on
arduously as Brown voices line after line of gibberish lyric whilst Klaus
interjects at the keyboards to solo between phrases. I've barely caught a
word of what he's saying/singing, but | do recognise the odd line from
“Shadows of Ignorance' so | guess that's what it is. Eleven minutes in and
we step things up a gear and my interest is regained. For Brown's part in
all this it sounds like he's been getting out of hand down at the local pub
and now he's being shown the door — if only Klaus can get more noise out
of the synths he might just be able to drown him out completely¥a%s..but
no such luck. Suddenly Klaus clicks into a groove that Brown responds to
in an instant only to spoil it all by cranking up the tempo once again,
neither artist seems to be listening to the other anymore. After a short
spell of soloing Klaus pushes the tempo off the scale bringing everything
to a screeching standstill and for the closing three minutes things settle
down nicely bringing the synths and vocal theatrics to an end.

Finally there's the bonus track,'Le Mans au premier' which on this
occasion is more of the concert tape first exhibited as the bonus track on
the reissued "Dune' album. There we heard twenty three minutes of the
show; here we hear a further eighteen minutes from the beginning of the
same concert. The bonus kicks off in typical 50's sci-fi 'B' movie style
reminding me in an instant of Froese's "Macula Transfer'. Klaus holds the
mood and it's all done with a certain panache that is unmistakably
Schulze. Seven minutes in and ominous undercurrents start to stir, but it
is not until the last five minutes that things really get moving and the
soloing starts in a "Dune’ type way. However, this really does seem to be
more like an excerpt from the live show rather than a self contained piece,
so | elect to reach for the “Dune’ reissue and flick straight through to the
bonus track there. Hallelujah, that bonus track kicks off right where the
one under review ends!!! That's brilliant, or is it a carefully planned
marketing ploy???

Either way, Klaus Schulze "Live' is a real tour de force and shows the
man's ability off brilliantly at the height of his artistic power. It
encapsulates every aspect of his music up to that time in his career, I'm
sure those original tape recordings of the shows were carefully chosen to
demonstrate just that. An essential purchase? Only if you like synth
music. (B22)

Klaus Schulze’s Wahnfried /
Trance Appeal (Reissue)

CD /12 tracks / 75.53 mins

The Wahnfried “Trance Appeal'
album from May 1996 see's Klaus
working on equal terms with co-
conspirator Jorg Schaaf. It's an
album packaged in the same card
clip case style as the rest of the
reissue series,( but being a
Wahnfried album it doesn't get a
series number on the spine — file
away next to "Are You Sequenced). It's an album | missed first time
around and having read the accompanying booklet notes before having
listened to the album proper | rather formed the impression that this was a
hastily put together production that was about to get critical holes blown in
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it. Lots of short tracks, talk of a lack of planning, a scrap book of ideas me
thinks. Then Klaus makes a comment about a strong techno influence on
the recorded set and not being concerned as to whether fans like the
album or not, only to contradict himself shortly after!!! Time to sharpen
my quill as it's beginning to sound like this one's about to crash and burn
in what should be a decidedly interesting literary slaughter.

With the CD playing and my biro at the ready | am poised to do some real
damage, but hold on a minute this first track "Suspense'(3.40) is rather
disappointingly good!!! It's one for the subwoofers and has synth effects
firing off like screaming fireworks in all directions. "Bizarre'(5.43) breaks
the mood in an instant with all manner of sampled and percussive effects
played over some really edgy suspense filled strings. This is all very
cinematic reminding me of a kind of updated excerpt from “Sebastian im
Traum'. The industrial sounding "Rubbish'(4.06) follows up smartly, again
changing the mood completely sounding almost identical to the kind of
heavy electro pop dished out by bands such as the "Severed Heads' or
‘Bio-Tek', with it's electronic percussion hammering away. It's certainly a
track of two halves as the piece winds up very differently with an epic set
of strings that are almost pure Vangelis!!!

Already | find that I'm really beginning to like this album alot with it's ever
changing variety, "Angel Heart'(8.50) just building on the success of the
opening tracks. This is a superbly proportioned piece of modern day
electronica, a wistful flute over heart beat percussion introduces the piece
as again those wide cinematic strings build to a mid section of tabla and
fretless bass. A phased synth pad sound making space enough for some
delicate sequencing in the last few minutes, a wonderful track. “So
What?'(3.43) is another short uptempo number which seems alittle weak
after the previous number. The bridging section see's more muscle added
to the bare bones of the piece as it moves swiftly by. At this point | feel
the need to point out that | know what techno sounds like and this ain't it;
not that that's a bad thing in this case. In fact to apply the term techno to
the album at all is rather misleading. Onto the next piece,
“Towarisch'(4.06) which kicks to life with a drum n' bass slant which soon
evaporates into a steady sea of sampled effects and electronics never
really finding a direction and again sounding rather like “Bio-Tek'. Don't
skip over this track though as the finale is a real choral treat.

Tracks seven thru ten now go on to form one long composition based
around a similar string theme which runs throughout. Once more there is
great variety here,(hence the titled sections). Klaus did a similar thing with
large portions of his live show material,(see “Are You Sequenced' and
"Dosburg Online' reviews). "Das Madchen mag es'(2.20) mysteriously
shifts into play and suspense is once again high on the agenda as
staccato strings introduce,'A Chilly Fiesta'(9.34). With a trumpet lead and
fretless bass we really are performing music very similar to the live show
recording's that would follow. It all seems abit laid back after the other
styles presented here and is cut short at just the right moment as the hard
sequencing of,'Esprit sans fronti res'(8.37) arrives. A change of key soon
has us in regular Schulze mode only to go on to switch to heavy duty
sequencing modus with a pounding kick drum sound. The light and heavy
sequencing patterns cycle around for the entirety of this section and
surprisingly it all works rather well. "Psychedelic Clubbing'(9.00) see's
things break down abit as we go mad with just the percussion and off-the-
wall sampled effects, great!!! Briefly the sequencing of the previous
section appears prior to a short section of track eight returning, the set
going full circle when an augmented track seven re-emerges for the
closing few minutes. This my friends is not musical economy but
composition.

‘Le Sleep des Animaux'(3.02) brings the original album to a close and like
the earlier tracks its roots are firmly set in the world of percussion. Again
this is a wonderfully moody cinematic piece sounding not unlike Paul
Haslinger's more contemporary soundtrack work. Now the real surprise of
the whole album, the single bonus track entitled "Marooned'. At just over
thirteen minutes this really is the killer punch for the album, it is simply
superb!!! Recorded around the year 2000 with Schaaf again sharing the
duties the four minute introduction is completely bizarre, but absolutely
brilliant; remaining completely focused, it's impossible to describe really +
just total synth madness!!! Those huge epic Vangelisy strings are back in
action playing a subdued and mournful theme, alittle like an over the top
version of something Jan Hammer may have cobbled together for the
Miami Vice TV show back in the eighties. It's sublimely grandiose and |
love it as synths swoop and twitter overhead. The rest of the album is
good, but this is something else + very unSchulzelike but receives top
marks easily.

So there we go,'Trance Appeal' managed to successfully navigate it's way
around my critical wrath. As an album | found it to be very diverse, very
entertaining and littered with really fantastic bits that I'll be revisiting on
the CD player shortly. As for the techno/trance influence, if it's there |
didn't hear it. I'd actually pay good money to see folks out there try and
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dance to nine tenths of this music!!! Klaus is doing something alittle
different here, that much is true, but then again, that's why Wahnfried
exists + to allow for a certain creative diversity. However, it's that
“something for everyone' approach that really works very well indeed, (as
was also the case with "Are You Sequenced', like a sister album to this
one). Trance Appeal' will keep you listening attentively as you never really
know what's coming up next, all very entertaining. If you're put off by the
‘rave' element, fear not + this is a rather good mid nineties album of
contemporary and classic electronica from Schulze and co. Try itYayou'll
like it. (B22)

Robert Rich / lllumination
CD /7 tracks / 71.06 mins

On “Echo I' a shimmering metallic
drone becomes awesomely deep.
Turn up the volume and make the
ground shake! Things then subside a
little and become increasingly
“breezy' with the occasional gong
sound adding just a hint of detail.
This is beautifully relaxed stuff with a
slight eerie edge. Vast choral sighing
gets "Prism' underway. It's all rather
ethereal but also with something of a
mournful quality. Really gorgeous stuff. *Point Line Plan’ returns us to
deep bass rumblings with a bright contrasting tone shinning over the top.
It's like being in some huge cave hearing something incredibly heavy
being moved, rolled or pushed, from further below. From above light is
shinning down. This brightness increases as the track progresses, like the
sun getting higher in the sky but accompanying it is a sense of
foreboding, as if what the light reveals is not always pleasant. The
rumblings also become more intense only for everything to slowly
subside. There is now the feeling of hearing waves crashing. Maybe our
cave is by a shore. The overall intensity of the track ebbs and flows but
gradually things are becoming calmer as each successive peak seems
less threatening than the last. Even though the depth of bass is still there
on "Curtain', the atmosphere created this time is much more relaxed and
peaceful. Really lovely meditative stuff.

“Plato's Cave' has an almost reverential feel as hushed half heard chatter
nestles over deep warm drones, little sonic effects flying over the top like
birds gliding from some high roost. Initially it seemed as if we were in
some sacred space, voices being kept low in respect for the setting.
Sometimes they can be heard amongst the soft sonic colouring more
distinctly that at others but they are nearly always there. At fourteen
minutes this is a relatively long track and as it goes on | found the “chatter
a bit disturbing, as if it were trying to get into my head, delivering some
sort of subliminal message. It gave me a bit of a shudder and | was quite
relieved when “Temple' arrived. A gong chimes out over misty dripping
effects. The title of the track is probably leading my imagination but my
mind brings up images of some Buddhist place of worship high up in
tropical mountains. These images persist into the final track "Echo II'.
Little percussive tinkling effects that were also on the previous piece of
music seem even more noticeable here, creating quite a dreamy
atmosphere. The dream momentarily takes an unpleasant twist as more
of the half heard vocal chatter from “Plato's Cave' intrudes on our
consciousness. This soon subsides however and a feeling of
peacefulness returns once more.

When | gave this album it's first listen | wondered whether the title was
supposed to be somewhat ironic as the music contained is for the most
part incredibly dark. But then | think | got it. As the music is designed for a
video ‘Installation' taking different takes on 'Light' as its subject, the best
setting both physically and aurally would be dark. So in that respect | am
sure the music does provide a suitable backdrop through which the
individual elements of the exhibit can shine. (DL)

Numina/ Shift to the Ghost

CD /7 tracks / 69:48 mins

| must confess to some slight
trepidation upon being asked to
review this, as good though it was,
his 2005 CD, Eye of the Nautilus isn't
exactly easy listening, and I'll admit
that after a long hard day at work, it
isn't necessarily a listening
experience that springs to mind!

However, you should never judge a
book by its cover as they say, and
this is a completely different aural experience, with just over an hours




worth of exceptionally beautiful and interesting music, that if anything has
improved upon repeated plays these last few days.

Like his previous releases this is released on the Hypnos label and
devotees will know exactly what to expect, and whilst | wouldn't say that
this is earth shatteringly innovative, | like it very much.

There are seven pieces of music in all, the longest over 13 minutes, and
the shortest just under 6 and they all glide effortlessly into each other.
“Through The Unseen Barrier”, the second track initially reminded me of
Roedelius' masterpiece that appeared on the first CD of the Infinite
Horizons release of a few years back, and for me praise doesn't come
higher. This is also the only track with any discernible rhythm of sorts, and
it really is very impressive.

Also worthy of mention are “Arrival To Nowhere”, and the last track "The
Hostless Ghost”, which are ambient sounds of the highest quality. “Light
Travelling” with its great slabs of organic, orchestral sounding drones is
my favourite, and | really love the way this piece fades out over almost
two minutes. Very brave.

2007 looks to be a great year for listeners of ambient drones. Already
we've had Steve Roach's Immersion 3 (yes - all three CD's of it!), Ramp's
fantastic release with Markus Reuter, the latter releasing a CD with
Robert Rich in September (and what a mouth watering prospect that is).
With Robert Rich himself making a long overdue return with two new
releases over the course of the next month. In that marketplace this
release more than holds its own. (SJS)

Ron Berry / Void
CDR /6 Tracks / 62:40 mins

Hard on the heels of Sun Dance
highly praised by Dave in the last
magazine, comes this, and from his
own sleeve notes it is clear that Ron
wanted to produce something more
than a little different, and whilst |
haven't yet heard Sun Dance, |
strongly suspect that this sounds
absolutely nothing like its
predecessor.

“Tight as the Drum” gets us
underway, and boy did those percussive effects make me jump! Weird,
ghostly electronic effects reverberate around the percussion, and to me it
sounds like something that Johannes Schmoelling might have done
around the time of his groundbreaking “The Zoo of Tranquillity” album.

“Artic Flow” follows, and it's an effective and contemplative piece given
what went on before. The electronics appearing to breathe in and out and
it really is very moody.

“For whom the Bell Tolls” is if anything even more abstract. Heavily
processed electronics and yes a (virtual) bell chimes from time to time. |
cannot pretend that this is easy listening, but as a collage of electronics
and sound effects it is impressive.

“Sea of Storms”, is next. Given its title | was expecting some mad
sequencer fest, but instead | got more weird sound effects and
electronics.

“The Tank” the longest track, at over 15 minutes, starts off with what
sounds like someone hitting a metal pipe, in a vast underground cavern -
all very “Alien”, with Ripley stalking the Xenomorphs! It's all done with
electronics of course, and | must confess to being ever so slightly
impressed. This is indeed a brave new world, and to me it sounds like
nothing I've ever heard before, and as far as EM goes, this really is
pushing the boundaries of what most people would understand as music.

Last up is “Lava Flow”, an obvious companion piece to “Artic Flow” - a
fantastic way to bring the album to an end.

Wow, what an interesting hour! To say this is a brave release is
something of an understatement, and in an era of instant celebrity's and
rubbishy TV, such a statement could be construed by some as a kiss of
death. Suffice to say, you won't see this in your local HMV, and maybe
that's just how it should be.

| always try and give some sort of point of reference, to say that it sounds
like so and so. Well, as | have said, this doesn't sound like anything I've
heard this year, and | strongly suspect that nothing else | hear this year
will sound like it either! The closest sort of comparisons that spring to my
mind are the aforementioned Johannes Schmoelling, particularly
“YaZooY+" and “White Out”, and our Gallic friends Lightwave.

That said, if you want to try something REALLY different, then this is a
must buy. (SJS)

Astrogator / The Darkness
Between

| have known Jez Creek and Steve
Humpbhries, who are Astrogator, for a
little while now and two more likable
blokes it would be hard to meet. They
have both been producing music by

themselves and | am now delighted
to say that in working together they
have created a very enjoyable album.
The music is split into three parts of
mGgQ the CD title. Wonderful cosmic wizzers and whooshes (for
want of a much better term) act as an introduction to ©Part
d One®©. A slow rhythm and looped piano get things moving.
60 Another sequence is added as vast pads swell in the
background. This is taking a typical Berlin School type
approach but with also some character of their own. In the eleventh
minute a nice lead line comes to the fore. The sequence remains fairly
constant acting as a framework around which the ever changing backing
weaves. With ten minutes to go we take a breather as the sequence
departs and we are left with lovely soft pads and more cosmic effects. Out
of this excellent organic gloop emerges another sequence which develops
nicely then a rhythm is brought into formation and we gradually begin to
motor.

©Part Two®© has an even more impressive cosmic introduction than the
opener- the sounds chosen being heavenly. This time however we stay in
atmospheric mode from beginning to end. A deep bass rumble starts to
test the speakers providing contrast to the underlying ethereal beauty. At
the five minute mark there is a subtle change in mood as the soft pads
begin to swell. In the ninth minute a very delicate sequence does make an
entrance but it is more like a gentle rain causing ripples on a lake. Within
the last three minutes though the mood changes again as vast bass
throbs can be heard heralding a return of the sequence and a more active
area of the cosmos. | do think the track ended a bit abruptly. Not sure if it
was intentional but if so it didn©t work very well. No worries though as
Astrogator save the best till last.

As expected ©Part 30 also begins with spacey effects then a little melodic
motif, which is heard both at the beginning and at the end of the track,
makes its first appearance - all very ©Close Encountersish®©. Quick on its
heels a superb sequence hurtles forwards, soon joined by another.
Together they kick up quite a storm, fitting perfectly with the explosive
backing. By the eighth minute they are morphing wonderfully and if things
weren©t exciting enough anyway yet another sequence is brought into
play. In the tenth minute a fresh melody is deployed, snuggling nicely
amongst all the syncopations. Throughout, this album has a very
improvised feel so it isn©t too surprising that the closest comparison |
could think of was AirSculpture - not an exact comparison but we are
heading in that direction.

This is an excellent first collaboration and especially on the evidence of
the last track | am expecting great things from them in the future. (DL)

Max van Richter /
Resurrection

At last the long prophesised album
by ex Arcane member Max van
Richter is released. The story of how
this album came to be is strange
indeed, for more details see the
footnote to the review. However, in
keeping with the Arcane albums, it
encapsulates and extends the
classic melodic/sequencer style
which TD used to perfection in the early 800s.

The opening title track demonstrates this perfectly, building
on a wave of pulsations it produces a massive symphonic
melody which sticks in the mind long after the piece ends.

In many ways this is another Arcane trait, the infectious
nature of the pieces is undeniable and completely irresistible. ©The House
of Visual Transference® repeats the recipe, a sumptuous flowing
concoction of heavy symphonic themes and low pulsating sequences,
topped by robust drum lines. ©The Abduction Syndrome®© opens with
superb electronic effects and builds the atmosphere superbly.

Footnote - Resurrection, Music from the Flames?

Since his untimely combustion, rumors and theories were rife as to the
existence of an unreleased collection of solo tracks by Max van Richter.
Many pointed to the long hours Max spent alone in the Arcane studio.
Others spoke of the charred cassette box which was found grasped in

Max©s right hand, strangely the only part of the torso spared from the

©Psychokinetic Hymn®© reveals a slightly lighter edge, opening with a
delightful sequence which builds from simplistic roots into a mesmeric
collage.

sequencing. Piano and guitar detail give the piece a slightly modern edge,
but it©s still all in keeping with the van Richter sound. Finally ©Last Exit©
opens with chugging rhythm and sequence but again the piece builds into
a heavyweight piece with massive symphonic chords meshed with guitar
style detail.

Debate still occasionally surfaces about the pro©s and con®©s of using

comparisons in reviews, but when you hear an album like this it is totally
appropriate to make comparison with the very best EM ever made. Had
Schmoelling or Froese released this as a long lost TD solo work no-one

cassette was so badly damaged the musical content remains a mystery,
the only clue being the partially preserved hand written label + it began
"Re" and ended "on". In part this is where the album title came from,
however the main reason for the title is stranger still.

Some years later, the new owners of Max©s house uncovered a box of
reel-to-reel tapes hidden behind a false panel in a cupboard. The tapes
were packaged ready for shipping to Arcane®©s label at the time - Verging
Records. Verging passed the material to Neu Harmony who quickly
discovered that they contained 5 complete and magnificent tracks from
the late van Richter. Then another package arrived at the Neu Harmony
HQ, seemingly from Verging Records. This time two more tracks +
completely magnificent and completely unmistakable as Max©s own work.
Were there any more? Neu Harmony contacted Verging Records but to
their astonishment Verging revealed they had only sent one package. The
source of the second package is a mystery. Stranger still, musical experts
say that the synthesisers used on the latter two tracks were not
manufactured until after the pyrotechnic episode. Could it really be that
the charred torso was not Max after all? Instead, perhaps a visiting
acquaintance with a liking for Reo Speedwagon? Perhaps Max realised

would have batted an eyelid as to its credentials, and it©s stature as one of hjs unfortunate death may have offered a convenient opportunity to step

the best solo albums to emerge from the scene. It is totally magnificent,
totally captivating, totally essential. (GG)
