By the time you read this Radio Massacre International's concert at the Y
theatre in Leicester UK will almost be upon us so if you want to go please
buy your ticket now. If you have left it till after the 24th of August it is
probably best if you buy your ticket now for collection on the door. | hope
as many of you as possible can make it so that we can get this new
venue off to a good start. The Y theatre is a traditional type theatre with a
really nice bar. It is almost opposite Leicester station; fairly central to the
city so is easy to get to both by car and rail. Please see the back of this
magazine for further details. Directions will be sent with the tickets.

One of the first largely electronic bands | got into (even before Tangerine
Dream and Klaus Schulze believe it or not) was Neu! Closely followed by
the even more electronic Harmonia. Both these bands, being around from
the early to mid 70s, had a huge influence on me. So much so that the
name | gave to my record label ‘Neu Harmony' was really a homage to
them. Harmonia was born out of the mixing of Hans-Joachim Roedelius
and Dieter Moebius from Cluster (one of the very early Electronic Music
groups) with Michael Rother from Neu! The sounds they produced from

the varied collection of instruments they used and abused was like
nothing | had heard before or since. On top of this they created some of
the most exquisite melodies | had ever heard. Sometimes their music was
silky smooth but most of the time gently rhythmic (but with a really
infectious groove) whilst just occasionally things became quite manic. |
am therefore delighted that at last their two main albums (there was also
a third recorded with Eno in 1976 but release much later) have at last
seen an official release on CD- beautifully presented in faithful
reproductions of the original covers but with some extra photos and
interesting reminiscences by Asmus Tietchens. If you buy them don't
expect anything like what TD or Schulze were doing at the same time (73
to 75) but be prepared for a new musical experience. You might like it,
you might not. | have tried to give as accurate a description as | can in the
reviews contained later in this magazine.

We get a wonderfully metallic twangy
start to Memories of Yesterday Part
1'. An absolutely fantastic flutey

# mellotron lead floats upward like a
mist from a river then a slow but
exquisite sequence bubbles through
the mix. This really is an impressive start. The sequence morphs
beautifully as Bas weaves a gentle rhythm that accompanies the
pulsations perfectly. The pace starts to quicken in the seventh minute, a
half organ / half flute lead propelling things forward. This is now very
Schulze inspired showing influences from both the mid to late seventies
as well as early eighties (as indeed does much of the album).

In the fourteenth minute we get a brief drum solo as a new sequence and
subtle lead line take us off in a fresh direction before a steady wind down
and transition into ‘Londermolen #21'". It's all slow and moody, dreamy
string sounds mixing with very low bass noises- almost like a throb.
Gradually a rhythm starts to materialise and then what has become a
concert favourite- just a glimpse of melody from Klaus' ‘Ludwig Il Von
Bayern'. As the track becomes more syncopated the melody gets
stronger, the crowd recognise the tune and show their appreciation. Every
time | hear them do this it is placed in a different setting but however they
introduce it, it is always wonderfully effective. Things keep building,
sawing strings counterbalanced by ethereal effects as the rhythm
continues to seep into ones consciousness. That wonderful old melody
departs after making it's cameo to be replaced by gentle tinkling piano
then chimes. Gorgeous lush pads rise and fall in the background, the
sequence and rhythm still providing structure.

More lovely tron gets ‘Memories of Yesterday Part 2' underway but a
sequence soon propels things forward accompanied by Bas' sympathetic
percussion. 50s Sci Fi warbling effects (a bit Theremin like) warble in the
air. The exquisite standard from the first two tracks is continued into the
third. A further sequence starts up, the rhythms become increasingly
complex and things become even more exciting, Bas giving a particularly
impressive performance in the ninth minute with yet more scintillating Sci
Fi sounds. By the thirteen minute a bass pulse materialises accompanied
by crashing effects. Things build to another piano led climax and another
recognisable melody. Fantastic!

‘Memories of Yesteryear Part 3' is launched with a no nonsense bass
throb / sequence and sublime mellotron lead line. Another sequence, this
time more melodic, joins the first as the energy level rises all the time,
drums then electric guitar joining in the fun. The sequences start to crank
up the pace. Blistering lead lines stab over the top as things really start to
go ape. It's as if we are winding up to some explosive conclusion but
instead when things have reached an amazing peak, first one element
after another disappear as the track is gradually deconstructed until just
one sequence with the odd effect remains. A stunning track to finish a
fantastic album - get it while you still can! (DL)

| have no idea of the meaning behind
this title but rest assured that it has
nothing to do with the American
synthesist; indeed it is as far away
from Steve Roach as it is possible to
get! ‘Helixir' sets the album's agenda
right from the first second in that it
quests forward on the back of the
most exquisite rhythms creating sublime grooves that
immediately captivate my whole being. Around these
awesome syncopations weave glorious laid back echoing
little guitar licks combining with touches of synth to create
just a hint of melody. JIC become better, more professional
and ‘slick' sounding with each album but don't mistake this
to mean all production without content. The level of musicianship is high
and used to conjure absorbing, body moving and mind stimulating music
of the highest order.

We get an interlude of wailing distorted guitar (just a minute or so) called
‘Crunchy nut Pornflakes' which acts as a sort of portal to ‘E flat black flat'.
This time a slow rhythm combines with a really evocative organ sound,
subtle guitar touches shimmering over it all. At about half way through the
pace quickens as a squelchy sequence gives the whole thing added
depth. It's all rather funky and | just couldn't keep my feet still- traditional
Electronic Music this ain't! ‘Turtle Haze' however brings things back to
gentle normality as we drift along dreamily on the back of the most
gorgeous synth pads. ‘Gem B' returns us to mean groove territory with the
coolest of guitar colouring. This is the first of 5 tracks recorded at the one
and only Electronic Music concert anyone ever played at Birmingham's
Think Tank. Rapid little staccato melodies circle around the complex
rhythms with just the right amount of guitar. It really kicks ass and should
bring back pleasant memories to all those who attended this sold out gig.
As we continue the guitar becomes more prominent but without resorting
to axe man heroics, the technology used so that it can provide both
background textures and lead duties at the same time. Those rhythms
though - awesome!
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Just when | thought things couldn't get any better the next Think Tank
track follows. ‘Helioseismology' begins with moody growling guitar,
electronic twitters and a bass sequence which slowly develops. We get
some sampled text about ‘flying across oceans', more killer beats forming
in its wake. An Eastern sounding synth string melody rises to the surface
as the rhythms gain even greater ‘attitude’. Yet more awesome thick
analogue leads are deployed as the track continues on its incredible
inexorable build. ‘“Your weed is Queen' is a short two-minute studio
penned transitional piece but even so it's full of subtle gentle beauty,
hanging in the air like a bird on the wind. Back to the concert with ‘A flat
float'. To start of with it's all rather ominous and brooding- and then there
is a complete reversal in mood as a simplistic almost Bossa Nova type
beat combines with delicately played Piano and dreamy guitar. If this was
any more laid back | think | would just liquidize into a puddle of gloopy
custard! Yes, it's all very nice but in the context of the rest of the album-
just a bit odd. ‘Drizzolve' continues the concert music and quickens the
pace once more as a rapid sequence and tabla type rhythm surge
forward, soon joined by a bass pulse. More drums are deployed and we




are back to wicked body moving syncopations. "Post party Pondering' is
another short breather but as with all the other transitional tracks just
because it is short doesn't mean that care hasn't been put in. This is as
ethereal and angelic as you could hope for- just the contrast needed
before we enter “A-potent’, probably the moodiest track on the album. It
starts with subtle tabla drums before a second rhythm, like the cracking of
a whip, makes it's entrance, hitting the spot perfectly but at the same time
retaining the wonderful atmos so carefully crafted. Lovely soft choral pads
act as backing whilst gorgeous guitar almost weeps from the speakers.
We wind down to a finish with the curiously titled and incredible
melancholy "Huh?'. Joint Intelligence Committee go from strength to
strength. (DL)

Volt / Nucleosynthesis
CD/ 3 tracks / 62.48 mins

After an appropriately explosive start
to, well, err, “Explosion’, a rapid
sequence emerges over a sea of
fizzing electronics. A second
sequence bubbles up, remaining
quite low in the mix, more darting in
and out of the pulsations rather than
falling into formation. Dark, faintly
melodic but also menacing drones
heighten the tension then a mournful
lead quests forward over the
mesmerizing, hypnotic backing. A bass throb can just be heard, slowly
developing and increasing in volume until it becomes the main
devastating feature, surging to the surface as tron type pads swell behind.
A fantastic lead is then deployed and we are belting along wonderfully.

Things descend to twittering atmospherics and we flow straight through to
“Evolution'. A lovely thick squelchy lead line meanders dreamily. We are
shaken awake as a heavy, melodic but also quite menacing sequence
suddenly surges forward. A bass pulse adds to the tension. Breathy
mellotron creates a more sinister feel than is usual of that instrument. A
further very rapid sequence blasts away and it was with quite some
surprise that | was reminded of Jim Kirkwood (something that | would
never have associated with Volt before). Further lines of pulsations join
the party. Things momentarily become more optimistic in the twelfth
minute due to a lovely whimsical analogue sounding lead that wouldn't
have been out of place on a Wavestar CD only for the mood to become
darker again with three minutes to go as the no nonsense threatening
sequences from earlier makes one final surge. Volt have saved the best
to last however with the superb Twenty-Five minute “Implosion'. Vast pads
swell like an expanding sun. Solar flares fly. There's a pulsating organ
sound below it all as well as loads of static fizz. Another lovely analogue
lead line is brought into play. All that is needed to make the picture
perfect is a stonking sequence and in the fifth minute that is exactly what
we get. To start off with it is quite slow but oozing power and menace. It
gradually winds up momentum to wonderful earthquake proportions. As if
things weren't exciting enough already another sequence and then a third
are cranked up winding their way around the initial monster.

A slow apocalyptic type lead contrasts the spewing sequences. More
leads are added but they are of a similar pace whilst unbelievably the
sequences just seem to get faster and faster. In the eighteenth minute a
steady bass beat arrives along with yet another sequence that attacks
then subsides in wave after wave of devastation, each pulse like laser fire.
More Wavester style leads perform wonderful solo duties over the top
whipping up even greater ecstasy! What an absolutely awesome track. If
played live it would surely bring the house down. Wow!! (DL)

Syn /61 Cygnus-Alpha
CDR /5 tracks / 77.53 mins

Some lovely deep analogue cosmic
twitters reverberate and then echo
into the distance as the fantastically
spaced out "Cygnus-Alpha' gets
underway. If | were to put on more
planetarium concerts | think | would
play this over the PA as people were
coming in. It would set just the right
atmos. Close your eyes and let your
mind take you to the depths of
uncharted space. There is a warmth
to it all though, a sort of comforting environment enveloping
and protecting us on our journey. Some of the effects were
so bass laden my speakers could hardly cope. From the
eighth minute a lovely retro organ sound comes in giving
things a rather “Zeit' feel but this is more the backdrop than
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the main thrust, as a sort of slow moody guitar lead line takes the main
focus. This is the only track on the album not to use sequences and the
same laidback feel initially continues through “Sea of Orion'. A suitably

watery scene is set as waves break on the shore. Sonic shimmers add to
the peaceful setting and seabirds fly overhead. Wonderful lush analogue
drones rise through the mix. A slow relaxed rhythmic loop appears in the
sixth minute driving things forward. A lovely ethereal melody dreamily
plays over the top. It really come to life however when the sequence
makes an entrance. An aggressive lead line completes a compelling
oomph laden picture.

“Crystal Dreaming' has a very effective organ lead that is played in quite
an aggressive percussive way, repeating a rather staccato melody. This
forms the backbone for the entire track. A delicate ticking rhythm falls into
formation accompanied by some excellent high register splashes then
angelic mellotron choir. The wonderful mesmerizing brew seems to
become more intense by the moment. Things get even more powerful and
awe inspiring as yet another excellent sequence is launched into this
fantastic bubbling cauldron of sound. A new lead line meanders over the
top. What a superb track! The first three mammoth pieces on this album
totalled over sixty seven minutes of music and many would have been
happy to leave it there but not so on this CD as we have two extra shorter
tracks as well. The first “Silbury Hill' explodes into life on the back of a
hundred mile an hour sequence, a lead line sort of skipping over the
pulsations. A slow snare is added enhancing the depth of frequencies
deployed.

A burst of tron introduces “Northwind' and a really nice sequence starts in
its wake. A slow moody lead contrasts the energy oozing from the rest of
the track. We finish as we started with a burst of mellotron. There is an
honesty to this album. | don't think Syn was trying to do anything too
clever, instead just enjoying making the sort of music he loves on the sort
of retro pieces of kit that seem equally as close to his heart. He does
have a natural feel for 70s based sequencer music and to me this comes
over more on this album than any other | have heard by him. (DL)

... | Thorsten Quaeschning (aka
PicturePalace music) /
Somnambulistic Tunes

CD /17 tracks / 75.05 mins

Thorsten Quaeshning has played on
many a Tangerine Dream album as
well as being part of the band's live
performances. Some of this album
was even recorded at Edgar's
Eastgate Studio. The CD was
inspired by Robert Wiene's "Das
Cabinet des Dr Caliga'. | believe that
the music here could be thought of as a soundtrack to the film. “Overture'
does have something of a TD feel, dramatic stabs setting the scene whilst
a little melody shimmers over the top. Drum flourishes build a feeling of
tension. Sawing strings materialise giving proceedings an appropriately
cinematic feel. A good opener. A sequence emerges as we transcend to
the second part. Moody electric guitar and harpsichord type lead line join
it. This is all rather stripped down stuff where subtlety creates the atmos.
A more energetic forceful rhythm starts up as we enter the next stage. A
real groove is developed helped by a really nice bass line with faint
melodies weaving between the beats. Angelic vocal colouring can be
heard from time to time which continue through to the title track. The
vocals overlay each other creating a quite beautiful serene atmosphere.
Near the end a sequence bubbles to the surface but then quickly decays
again. As we move to the next section a more prominent sequence
emerges accompanied by lovely guitar licks.

Things become more symphonic again as we move through to the next
part. It's all quite nice | suppose, though rather soporific but as the title is
“Night, Night, Night' that is to be expected. More rhythms kick things back
to life, propelling us through the next scene, TD stylings showing once
more. For the eighth part, slow drums create a very effective moody
atmos, the sparseness of the backing making things even more effective.
The following part features nice brooding symphonics which create a
lovely melancholy feel. As you would expect “The Funeral Night' is all
rather tranquil with a slow melancholy sax lead. A sedate sequence
emerges in support of the melody. Things wind down through a short
bridging section before crashing drums energise proceedings for "On the
Run'. Strange growling animal noises can be heard as the intensity of the
rhythm grows. We transcend to eerie nightmarish electronic effects for the
next section and very effective they are too. Next up is (at thirteen
minutes) by far the longest track. A repeated piano melody shimmers
from the speakers accompanied by dreamy lead line with just a hint of
melancholy. Once again this has quite a TD feel. Fresh leads come and
go but the mood remains the same. The pace quickens slightly as things
become more syncopated.

Piano returns as we go with the ebb and flow. Little percussive guitar licks
hit the spot perfectly. We pass through a short symphonic bridging
section then vast drums pulse out like the hammering of some Hellish
mallet. More strings swell underneath as malevolent hissing noises rise
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from the depths. The album comes to a mellow close with more strings.
Even though this album does show Tangerine Dream influences on quite
a few tracks, Thorsten also takes things off in different directions letting
the film that influenced the work lead him where it will, giving the project
an identity of its own. (DL)

Harmonia / Musik von
Harmonia

CD/ 8 tracks / 42.35 mins

“Watussi' is an excellent opener as it
is an ideal demonstration of what
“Harmonia' are all about. They
comprised Roedelius and Moebius
from Cluster plus Michael Rother, an
early member of Kraftwerk but more
importantly for this project a member
of Neu! In many ways you can see
elements of both Cluster and Neu!
here but the melding of the two
genuinely created something new. Electronic drums mix
Sm with a melodic loop and slow silken lead. The overall feel is
. extremely synthetic and in 1974 it must have seemed
ChO|CQ somewhat radical and mechanical sounding. Growly guitar
type drones reverberate underneath whilst all manner of
other electronic detail comes and goes over the mesmeric pulsating
backdrop. It's best to just let your body and mind go with the flow. Even
today it sounds rather unique. | wonder how easy it would be for the
modern Electronic Musician to create something quite like this.

“Sehr Kosmisch' calms things down a little but this is no simple drifty
piece. A very deep slow bass throb can be heard underpinning everything.
It's very much like a heartbeat around which calming washes of sound
flow, some more melodic than others, being a mixture of strings with a
metallic edge and very processed undulating organ type sounds. These
sounds swell and subside as bass rumbles shudder underneath. The
heartbeat has now departed to be replaced by another rhythm. The range
of frequencies is tremendous and should really provide a good workout for
your hi fi. "Sonnenschein' is as rhythmically powerful as the opener, if not
more so, coming over as a vast wall of sound but without the softening
electronic washes. Heady exciting stuff. "Dino' also develops into a
rhythmic groove but maybe a little gentler than the previous track and
certainly more melodic with some nice restrained guitar colouring. I find it
impossible to keep my feet and head still whilst listening to this one, the
beats are just too infectious, the melodies simple but exquisite. *Ohrwurm’
snarls into life. This is the weirdest collage of sounds so far, it sounds like
abused string instruments being attacked by buzzing cyborg bees!

After this rather strange interlude “Ahoi!"' takes things in the opposite
direction. Gentle little guitar licks float in the air. All is then change as
melodic loops combine with a rather chaotic backing to give us a gentle
shake back to wakefulness before moving to "Veterano'. This track is a
little similar to "Dino' but with a slightly harder edge to the rhythms. To my
ears "Hausmusik' is the most experimental track here and didn't really
work as well as some of the others but overall this is an album that meant
a lot to me when | first heard it and still does. Quite how they managed to
create these awesome sounds with the equipment they had available is
something of a mystery. There is a magic to these recordings. | know no
other Electronic Musician who is producing albums today that sounds
quite like it and yet it doesn't come over as dated. Modern musicians
might be able to replicate the structure (though that can be quite complex)
though | reckon it would be a real challenge to also recreate the sound
palette. (DL)

Harmonia / Deluxe
CD /6 Tracks / 41.59 mins

‘Deluxe (immer wieder)' starts with
the most sublime synth melody
wafting over a lovely restrained
rhythm followed by a second equally
as wonderful staccato lead line then a
half spoken, half sung vocal in
German. | know this might put some
off but | think it really worked, the
words providing a rhythmic quality all
of their own. The melody is so
stunning it just made me want to play
d the track again and again. Unlike on the first album they
Sm also used a drummer on some of the tracks- and no other
. than the highly respected Mani Neumeier. Usually the
ChO|CQ drumming is very subtle such as on "Walky-Talky' where it
just provides a steady almost dreamy rhythm around which
weaves some nice guitar flourishes and faintly Eastern sounding synths. It
all fits together so appealingly with many a change as one melody is
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replaced by another, and as is always the case with this band each
having a unique feel all of its own. Yet another winner. "Monza (rauf
runther)' on the other hand, even though it starts superbly with some
sublime soothing electric guitar colouring over soft deep drones, becomes
one where the drums and everything really let rip including for the second
and last time on the album vocals (though they do remain low in the mix).
This really is crazed manic stuff- great to let yourself play air drums and
guitar to.

“Notre Dame' begins with sawing processed organ which really goes for it-
an electronic rhythm chugging away over the top. It's then all change just
after a minute in as very soothing washes of synth are punctuated by little
melodic motifs - really beautiful stuff. Yet another incredible electronic
melody rings out for "Gollum', supported by some more exquisite
restrained drumming. The underlying supporting melodies are also just
beautiful, shimmering away reaching right for the soul. It's the sort of track
you listen to and wonder how your music collection has survived so long
without it. More wonderful melodies, some with an almost music box
quality to them, whilst others floating and silken smooth, materialise on
the final track, ‘Keske'. It's all change in the second minute though, as
now it's as if we're dozing by some hot lake with the sound of frogs being
heard in the background, heat shimmers distorting the air. We finish with
an exquisite duo between piano and acoustic guitar- truly beautiful. It is
really hard to say if | like this album or their first "Musik von Harmonia'
best. Pleased | have both in my collection! (DL)

Mooch / Dr Silbury’s Liquid
Brainstem Band

DCDR / 17 Tracks / 128.59 mins

This is probably the most Space
Rock orientated album we have ever
reviewed within the pages of SMD.
Must admit that this isn't a particular
area of expertise for me but | will
give it a go anyway as | did enjoy
much of the album. It is quite a while
(OK, probably twenty years!) since |
seriously listened to this sort of stuff
and it reminded me a little of Gong,
and even maybe of Hawkwind but going off in all sorts of other directions
as well. The opener "Eight Spokes' is probably my favourite track on the
album, echoing chimes giving way to a steady groove and the sort of
psychedelic lead line that pretty much sums up the almost hallucinogenic
feel to much of the album. A rip-roaring electric guitar soars over the top
injecting loads of excitement. Echoing tripped out vocals, kick ass rhythm
and cosmic guitar riffs swirl around on *Cwmyoy Dub' then further dreamy
echoing chimes mix with playful guitar on “Jupiter Event' which features a
vocal that reminded me of David Bowie! Not really my sort of thing I'm
afraid. Things get a little more to my liking as quite heavy guitar and high
register synth take turns at lead duties- real crazed acid tinged stuff! We
then go through manic screaming and echoing effects before returning to
a vocal lead similar to earlier in the track.
