Greetings.

What a superb concert we had by Radio Massacre International earlier
this month. For a start the venue (The Y Theatre) had a really lovely feel
and the staff couldn't have been easier to get on with or more helpful.
There was no stupid bureaucracy, just a willingness to get on with it and
have a good gig. RMI themselves gave an incredibly powerful Space
Rock / psychedelic set similar to one of their two latest albums ‘Rain Falls
in Grey' (a tribute to Syd Barrett). Some people who just like sequencer
based CDs maybe won't like this direction and I suppose we all like what
we like. For me, I can appreciate both styles of music as long as they are
done well and as the RMI guys are some of the best musicians in the
Electronic Music scene they put on a fantastic show whatever style they
are performing. If you are into their more ‘electronic' based material then
their other new album ‘Blacker' would probably be more your cup of tea.
Both these albums are reviewed in this magazine.

Still on the concert front, it is the Hampshire Jam on the 20th October.
SMD will be there with a very large stand of CDs. If you want to go to the
concert but haven't purchased your ticket yet please contact Steve
Jenkins now steve@jenkins.demon.co.uk  as when I spoke to him a
couple of weeks ago there were only 10 tickets available.

In the next issue of this magazine it is likely that we will have some big
news on the Download front. I know there are many Audiophiles amongst
our customers who are completely against download but even some of
those, to their amazement, are finding the download quality to be
BETTER than CD. How can this be I can hear the shocked cries of
disbelief? Well the situation is as follows:

When an artist masters his new album he does so in the WAV format. He
then burns it to a CDR (a physical medium) to send it to the CD
manufacturing plant. The manufacturer then creates a glass master
(another physical medium) and from this glass master the CDs are
manufactured (yet another physical medium). With the creation of each
physical medium errors are introduced.

Then look at the way that download is working on such sites as SMD. The
musician can upload his mastered WAV files directly to the SMD server,
each bit copied one at a time- an exact copy still in the WAV format- no
errors introduced. These files are then downloaded from our Server to the
customer's computer- again losslesly. The files on the customer's
computer is an EXACT copy of the original mastered files. The system we
use to transport the files from our computer will not even open the file on

your computer if a single piece of information in that file is lost or
corrupted. The file will only open if it is an exact copy.

Criticisms of sound quality through download are because of the mp3
format. All the major download sites use mp3. With SMD however (even
though we do offer mp3 for those who want it) the main thrust is on WAV
and this is a completely different way of doing things as highlighted
above.

What is more there are now some amazing new pieces of audiophile kit
that can play these files directly, some with amazing functionality. Some
of these bits of kit, like CD players, can be quite reasonably priced but
others can also get very expensive and specialist. One very nice pieces of
equipment we have seen costs about two thousand dollars- but as I say
there are very very much cheaper ones as well. So as far as Hi Fi is
concerned there is nothing different. Your Hi Fi can be as amazing and
expensive as you want- whatever the medium you are playing.

Things are moving on. CDs are on their way out and download is
becoming the new main medium. Synth Music Direct and other
companies within Electronic Music can bury their head in the sand and do
nothing then slowly fade away. Alternatively we can do a lot of
Development to give the artists the finest possible medium for selling their
music and customers the best sound quality. I would argue that SMD can
now offer the best sound quality we have ever been able to deliver by
whatever medium. But much more of that (I hope) in the next magazine.

Because of everything that is going on October is likely to be an
extremely busy month for us so I am not sure if I will be able to get
another magazine out before the Cosmic Smokers concert on the 3rd
November. This is likely therefore to be your last reminder. If you want to
go please purchase your ticket now otherwise you might forget (details on
the back page). For those who don't know, The Cosmic Smokers are
something of an Electronic Music super group made up of members of
AirSculpture, Under the Dome, Kubusschnitt and Joint Intelligence
Committee. Their performance of a couple of years ago at the National
Space centre has become something of a legend and I have been asked
so many times since if they would ever get back together again- well
obviously the answer is yes. Don't miss this one- it should be superb!

Finally, we have some reviews here of albums by Dom F Scab from
Spain. I know this name doesn't exactly sound too appealing to a UK
audience but the name isn't the issue, it's the music that is important. And
the albums we have reviewed here are superb Berlin School stuff. The
same can be said of Dom's compatriot John Lakveet.

Radio Massac re
International / Blacker
CDR /  4 tracks / 58.02 mins

‘Dudly' gets underway with an
ominous bass line, mellotron and all
manner of eerie Electronic Effects.
Guitar cries out like a tortured soul.
It's all rather meditative but also
disturbing. Almost half the album is
taken up with the next track ‘This is
Scenery?'. We drift on the back of
rather windy / stormy effects. Things
then become all spooky again as

strange cosmic shimmers dart around bass twangs. There is a rather
sparse feel to it all. Mangled growling effects increase the unease. Moody
mellotron and strange scraping noises seem to take us to new areas of
the nightmare then a wonderful heavy sequence blasts forward changing
the feel completely. The tron returns but this time the effect is more
ethereal, providing the perfect base over which pulsations travel, guitar
giving a little extra colour. The sequence morphs this way and that, a
bass one joining the first in a very ‘Rubycon' type way. The sequences
start to decay only for another ball breaking bass one to take over the
central role before being swamped in a vast wave of mellotron choir. More
lines of pulsations emerge before subsiding once more leaving some
moody atmospherics to finish.

 ‘No Bones' is a rather subtle short track; some gentle looped guitar licks
echoing into the distance, only accompanied by a scattering of
percussion. Other guitar embellishments arrive augmenting the loop. The
mellotron returns for ‘Enormodome' then things get very strange with
bizarre vocal utterances and all sorts of clattering percussion and gloopy
electronics. In the fourth minute normality returns. A high register

sequence and lovely low rumbling rhythm set the pace, a bass heavy
sequence soon coming to join them. Gary adds an aggressive edge with
some lead flourishes over the top. Yet more sequences arrive- awesome
brooding menacing stuff. We return to the darkness to finish. RMI at their
very electronic best. On one final note, Spinal Tap fans should enjoy the
artwork! (DL)

Radio Massac re
International / Rain Falls in
Grey
CD / 7 tracks / 59.57 mins

This album is a heartfelt tribute to
Syd Barret, the first (title track) and
last pieces being recorded just after
his death. A montage of blissed out
guitar effects transport us to a
strange trippy world. Electronic
twitters and reedy bass rumblings
take things to even more crazed
levels. Then Steve's wonderful

drums, Gary's thunderous guitar and some fantastic period
organ playing propel things forward with earth shaking
power. Electronic Music as we know it this ain't but bloody
exciting it most certainly is! Saxophone, courtesy of guest
musician Martin Archer, momentarily duels with the guitar

then some more excellent organ playing takes over lead duties. Call it
what you will - Space Rock - Psychedelic - whatever, it doesn't really
matter, if you have a yearning to listen to more of these styles of music
you will be blown away by this. We then descend into a sea of electronic
drift which acts as tranquil backing to some lovely gentle guitar licks.
Despite what it says in the artwork this album rarely has anything in
common with Tangerine Dream or Klaus Schulze. The other comparisons
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of `Medal' era Pink Floyd and Djam Karet however are much closer to the
mark. `Better'r Day-s' continues the mood forward as a steady groove is
developed, an excellent bass line falling into step with the cool rhythm.
Shimmering guitar touches shine out. It's a little like the more blues end
of the Kraut Rock spectrum I suppose- early Jane came to mind (with a
touch of Cream thrown in for good measure!). The drums subside as
twittering electronics and, shock horror!, a sequence chimes up- and
rather excellent it is too. Now this is where the TD comparison is apt but
really it is just a fleeting moment.

`Shut Up' is a rather abstract piece featuring a montage of electronic
effects creating a nightmarish other worldly soundscape. There is no
rhythm here at all so in some ways it gives us a bit of a breather- though
quite a disturbing one. We follow straight through to `Syd' and this is
where the band really let rip and give it the full rock treatment. The drums
pound out over another powerful bass line. Shreaking electronics and a
wall of guitar sounds all go together to create the most amazing two
minutes of angst ridden excitement- simply awesome! The shadows of
the previous track subside as we float into the gorgeous `Emissary'. The
gentlest of guitar colouring floats above a sea of electronic twitters.
Gradually things become a little more syncopated and melodic creating a
relaxed head nodding and foot tapping mood which takes something of a
`Canterbury' turn with the introduction of some sax, bouncing off more
excellent guitar work from Gary (Steve Hillage and Gong meet Floyd!).
`Legacy' is all rather whimsical and trippy, getting us in a blissed out state
before `…….. far away'. Moody guitar licks hang in the air over the
sparsest of backing. Gradually more electronics and a bass line emerge
but it is still all incredibly subtle. Mellotron is deployed and things become
even more emotional. What a beautiful and yet heart rendingly
melancholy track.

Berlin School this isn't but a wonderful album nevertheless which probably
demonstrates more than any other of their CDs just what fine musicians
these guys are. (DL)

Pyramid Peak / Evolution
CD / 5 tracks / 73.49 mins

The opener `Gravity' simply has to be
a homage to `Exit' period TD. The
sound palette and compositional style
are spot on for that era. Indeed the
whole track is just perfect. Notes are
struck and left to fade into the
distance. A slow beautiful flutey
melody drifts through the ether. A
sequence starts up. Another melodic
sequence bubbles to the surface
taking us back to those heady days

when our heroes still had something exciting to say. This
second sequence gains in power all the time whilst a
stonking lead line hits all those musical pleasure receptors
(ooh err missus!). We even get some recited foreign text as
in `Kiew Mission' (I think!). It all works so well. A wonderful

way to start the album. The title track, at almost half an hour, is a real
epic. Tranquil pads waft from the speakers then a casual Eastern
sounding lead line can just be heard. Enter a tabla type rhythmic
sequence and it's instant `Hyperborea'!

Another sequence falls into formation. The backing swells and things
become increasingly syncopated. This is rapidly turning into another
cracker, but they are not finished yet as another sequence bursts forth
and the excitement level goes up yet another couple of notches. There is
a definite moodiness to the lead lines; a sort of edgy melancholy which
when contrasted with all the powerful pulsations makes things even more
effective. We get an explosion through which the pulsations surge, like
fighter aircraft through a ball of flame. Some more sampled speech gives
a sinister twist. A bass beat strikes up and in its wake the sequences
morph to give a more optimistic feel, enhanced by some lovely soft pads.
In the seventeenth minute the sequences start to subside, we get some
manic laughing then distorted echoing utterances. The mood changes
once again as a tinkling sequence emerges from watery effects like air
bubbles rising from a diver far below. There is a delicate beauty to it all.
Backing drones create a contrasting melancholia. A more percussive
sequence enhances an already excellent passage of music still further. A
slow thoughtful lead glides above the pulsations taking us to the end of
another excellent track with many a twist and turn along the way.

`History' explodes onto the scene with vast reverberating fizzing stabs of
sound. Sampled text calls out to a crowd on more than one occasion,
relieving important events from the past.  The tension builds and builds
embellished by Jarre type electronic whooshes. The pace quickens as an
insistent rhythm drives things forward along with a lovely thick bass line. A
little melodic motif skips over the top. This is excellent body moving stuff.
A sharper lead line cuts through the air. Ethereal pads and a more
delicate sequence bring some contrast nearer the end but overall this is a
non-compromising track full of power and attitude. With a track called

`Sequenced' there are certain expectations but it isn't until the third minute
that the expected rapid note runs burst through. They are well worth
waiting for however as my hands are soon beating out time on the table,
being taken along by the mounting excitement. Things become
increasingly syncopated until just before the half way mark where the
energy level subsides a little only to make things seem even more ball
breaking when the vast wall of notes reappear.

`Dive' appropriately starts with a drone that seems to go deeper and
deeper until it is replaced by ominous dark pads. You can almost feel the
vast weight of water above you. A tinkling loop shines through the
blackness like a laser, bass pulses getting the heart to race. Thick
mournful pads make a fleeting appearance then wallop, sequences and
rhythms start to surge forward faster than I could take them in. An almost
anthemic lead completes the picture. Wordless female vocal colouring
momentarily adds a little softness before we surge forwards once more.
What an awesome way to finish what is I reckon the best Pyramid Peak
album yet.  (DL)

Robert Schroeder /
SphereWare
CD / 9 tracks / 76.29 mins

`Access to Dreams' is an excellent
way to start the album. Exquisite
reverberating, swirling and pulsating
sounds and a looped piano melody
echo into the distance as if calling
out, hoping for an answer.  The
underlying pads get darker and
increasingly ominous as we
progress. `A Quarter of an Hour'
lasts, appropriately, for fifteen

minutes! Imaginative title aside though, this is an excellent track, one of
the best on the album. Crackling electronics give way to ringing tones.
The whole feel of the track is shimmering and warm - like looking out on
to a desert landscape. Ethereal pads sigh over the top. Little cosmic
guitar licks float from the speakers like a heat haze. An excellent thick
squelchy sequence starts up (taking me back to Robert's 80s work) and a
steady rhythm comes to join it. The wonderful guitar gradually becomes a
little more strident, taking the lead role but still in a fairly laid back way.
After the half way mark a cracking synth solo replaces the guitar.

`Data Stream' fizzes into life. Soon a shuffling rhythm picks up the pace
creating quite a groove, lovely little melodies bouncing over the top.
Further rhythm is added. This is really infectious stuff that should get you
beating out time with your hands and nodding pleasantly. Incredibly, if
anything, this track is even better than its predecessor.  A delicate melody
floats out then `Solar Panels' really gets into full swing with looped
percussion and rapid questing sequence. In then comes a slow but
powerful lead line. It's full of wonder but also from time to time a hint of
melancholy or even angry menace. `Illuminated Signs' and `100%
Synthetic' are pleasant and `OK' I suppose but not as good as the other
tracks on the album. Personally I would have left them out, as the running
time of the CD would still have been over an hour even without them.
`Dancing Clouds' is far better than the rather naff title. An excellent rhythm
forms a firm base around which a couple of lead lines shimmer and
bounce in a most mesmerizing manner, coming and going, allowing
moody little sonic embellishments to conjure spells all of their own.
Another very fine piece. A melodic bass line punctuated by solar flare
type shimmers gets `Flying Saucers' underway. A cool rhythm strikes up,
backed by mellotron and the most exquisite of mournful leads. The beats
become increasingly dominant but overall the feel is still laid back, oozing
a subtle beauty and a relaxed calm. We finish with the title track and it's
another one of the very best. From a sea of cosmic twitters a slow
mournful melody emerges. This is underpinned by yet more ethereal
`tron'. An excellent no nonsense rhythm adds structure. This develops
and really starts to kick providing a superb contrast with the delicate
mellotron and moody lead. What a superb album this is. All those who
thought we had long since heard the best from Robert had better think
again. (DL)

Dom F Scab / Analog ical
Confess ions (aka Acon)
CD / 8 tracks / 54.07 mins

The album gets off to a fantastic start
with `After Secrets'. Eerie dark
rumbles give way to a steady deep
pulse over which flies a lovely
energetic tinkling sequence. A
beautiful piano melody floats
wonderfully above the pulsations. A
sedate snare drum adds a little extra
detail as that spellbinding sequence
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works its way deeper and deeper into my psyche. With a couple of
minutes to go the pace quickens, finishing this fantastic opener on a real
high. 'Insomnia' blasts forward as more pulsations immediately spew from
the speakers, coming thick and fast like fragments of rock in a meteor
shower. A further sequence can be heard forming lower in the mix, subtly
at first like the faint rays of the sun making their delicate appearances
above the horizon before really unleashing their full power as things
progress. At the five-minute mark all but one of the sequences subsides.
A brief piano melody makes an entrance to be replaced by plucked
strings whilst one after another fresh sequences come and go. Highly
crafted stuff.

`Materia Obscura' is a short subterranean sounding track with all sorts of
electronic twitters and effects. An almost Morse Code series of notes
increases the unease. This same feel continues through to `Navigating
Lights' until the most powerful bass laden sequence on the album so far
breaks through. Piano colouring creates a lighter contrast but there is no
disguising an overall feel of tension. String pads swell, subtly changing
the mood to euphoria as things becomes much more positive. An
absolutely brilliant track. `Procesos' is initially sedate in both rhythm and
sequence. As time goes on however the pulsations are cranked up, guitar
licks are added and more sequencer lines are introduced. Unexpectedly
(which is a good thing) all subsides to tranquil floating synth in the fifth
minute. From this interlude a bass pulse forms and once again we build
up a head of steam enhanced by more wonderful guitar touches. `Alien
Advice' is another short track- all appropriately strange and cosmic. This
same mood continues forward into `Cuerpos Celestes' until a playful
sequence and contrasting melancholy lead line waft through the air
weaving the most wonderful spell. Things get even better as a lovely
piano melody is added. The pace quickens and mood lightens as another
sequence and rhythm break through, getting my feet tapping and head
nodding to the beats. What could be machine gun fire provides a curious
beginning to `2000 Kms' but as expected a sequence soon breaks forth- a
real corker it is too. A two note bass loop (almost like a heartbeat) is
deployed underneath. More pulsations are layered throughout the track
and a superb infectious lead skips over the top. My whole body is moving
to the music again. An excellent uplifting finish to the album.

I haven't so far compared any of these tracks to anyone else because in
my opinion there is only one name to mention. Every piece of music here
sounds as if it could have come straight from a Tangerine Dream album.
Now TD are often used by reviews as a comparison for almost anything
Electronic, even if the music has nothing in common at all to our heroes
BUT here the best characteristics of the band from the 70s, 80s and 90s
are melded it into an awesome album that is simply impossible not to
love. It would be easy to say that this is one of the best Tangerine Dream
sound alike albums I have ever heard, and that would be true but also
could give you a wrong impression of Dom. Sure, this album is a dead
ringer for TD but he has done many albums over the years and every one
I have heard is excellent. He has such a talent for both melody and
sequence that he can turn is hand to almost anything. It just so happens
that what he has produced here sounds like Tangerine Dream at their
very best. (DL)

Dom F Scab / Binary
Secrets
CD / 10 Tracks / 58.12 mins

The Lakveet & Scab CD ©Silent Mars©
proved to be extremely popular
amongst SMD members. It was
heavily influenced by 80©s period TD
and pulled off extremely well. Here
we have Dom©s second solo CD (the
first being ©Innerseed©) and again it
shows strong Tangerine Dream
influences.

We get straight into a vast stabbing sequence on the opener ©Zero and
One©. Another one joins it as we hurtle along in fantastic Schmoelling
period TD style. I can©t over emphasise just how good this track really is.
Its wonderfully powerful and yet also infectious stuff that is impossible to
sit still to. The changes in tempo and sequence are all handled
masterfully. It©s a wonderful slab of pure brilliance! ©Cause & Effect© has a
floating beginning but it isn©t long before another great sequence appears
but its in the melody department where this number is most impressive.
©Signos© is another exciting track using a fast high register sequence to
underpin another lovely thick bass laden one. It motors along beautifully
in a more 70©s TD style to the previous tracks and there are lovely
melodic motifs providing a little detail here and a little detail there. As in
the earlier tracks Dom is constantly changing the pace and sequences
deployed which keeps you on your toes and at times will leave you
breathless- its all just fantastic stuff. ©Zinc© immediately gets into a cool
laid back groove, the melody and rhythm almost dancing round each
other. Then a guitar sounding lead line comes in and gives the piece even
more attitude.

©The Unpredictable Device© is another extremely bubbly number and I am
reminded of TD©s ©Exit© album maybe with a little ©Hyperborea© thrown in for
good measure. ©Difficult Encounter© is a short but very atmospheric piece
of picture music acting as a bit of a breather in the middle of the album.
©Crazy Trigonometry© on the other hand is back to sequencer territory, one
building on top of another to make a wonderful pulsating brew. A fantastic
almost bell like lead line then rings out over the top but it is gone again
very quickly and the sequences are left to mutate round each other with
extra detail added when it is needed, all perfectly crafted together. When
the lead returns it does so at just the right time maintaining the excitement
until the end. ©Shunt© is another bubbly energetic one with the sequences
dominating. ©Secrets© is the longest track on the CD at ten minutes and
initially I am reminded of ©Stratosfear© but then as things develop ©Thief©
comes much more to mind but with a little ©White Eagle© as well. ©The
Peaches are skiing in the Shade© is another fast sequencer number with
powerful synth stabs.

As with ©Silent Mars© Dom has come up with a tremendously enjoyable
album but like that album he tries very hard not to be over indulgent, the
tracks say what they need to say then finish thus they tend to be rather
short. For the next CD I would encourage him to let his hair down and let
things run for a bit longer. (DL)

Rudy Adrian / Iridescence
(Sequencer Sketches Vol 2)
CD / 7 tracks / 53.13 mins

Ethereal, almost flutey wordless
sighs get "Rain Shadow (transparent
mix)© underway. Its all very effective
but also a rather misleading way to
start an album which goes on to
show that Rudy is now really
beginning to ©feel© what is necessary
to produce a first rate sequencer
album. At around three minutes the
first sequence enters, it is a rapid

one with a great deal of depth- something to really get your teeth into. I
just wish it could have gone on a little longer. The title track comes next.
Breathy then rather metallic pads act as a backdrop to a gorgeous tinkling
sequence which is underpinned by a bass one. The lead line is spot on
with a distinctly 70s feel to it. The track just gets better and better and
another sequence and lead line are chucked in. Things don©t get out of
control however instead maintaining a subtle beauty.

©Our Favourite Robot© begins with Tangerine Dreamish early to mid 70s
atmospherics but these are quickly dispersed by a chugging sequence
over which play relaxing melodic touches, providing detail rather than the
main force of the track which is still the job of the swirling sequence.
Again I wish it could have gone on longer. ©Song of the North- Kinetic
Flow Revisited© is a re-working of the track ©Kinetic Flow© from the album
of the same name and to these ears is far superior. After a relaxed
melodic start we get twittering atmospherics and slightly Eastern sounding
piano colour (very low in the mix). The sequence enters in the fifth minute
and soon takes centre stage, pads swelling and swirling around it. It
increases in intensity and complexity until at the eight minute mark it is
really starting to rock, an electric guitar sounding lead line adding to the
power. This would be great to listen to whilst driving far too fast.
©Luchtkastelen (©Castles in the Air)© makes use of suitably ©airy©
atmospherics. Its all rather metallic sounding, as if the wind is blowing
through old air conditioning pipes.

©Reflections on Blue© is again atmospheric but this time the pads are much
deeper. The images created now are of being under the water. The main
melody is very tranquil but also full of wonder, like watching some huge
whale gently float past. At the three minute mark two sequences start up-
one each end of the sonic spectrum as if a storm was disturbing the
peaceful setting and this mood continues until the end of the track. ©A
Postcard from Karnak© finishes the album off peacefully but with
something of a dark edge to it. This is atmospheric music with attitude.
(DL)

René van der Woud en /
Altostratus / Cirrostratus
Double CDR / 13 Tracks / 121.29
mins

The first disc kicks off with `Clear
Altitudes'. A sonic jetstream
whooshes forth leaving soft pads in
its wake. Images of a bird gliding high
in the air came to mind. Water
droplet type notes add a little detail.
`Mezzanine Blue' has a similar feel
though the sonic palette is subtly
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different. If anything this is even more chilled and blissed out than its
predecessor. The title track to this disc is back to the jetstream effects.
There is an almost hissing brightness and shimmer to proceedings which
is decidedly pleasant as well as subtle melody created by the various
elements shifting against each other in the gentle ebb and flow. Very nice.
`Hydrogen and Helium' turns the prevailing mood on its head. Initially this
is sparse dark stuff with vocal samples crying out `Watcha!'. There is
loads of space with just the odd effect here, electronic twitter there.
Gradually things develop as we move to even more disturbing
manipulated samples until exquisite little motifs, which seem in complete
contrast to the established atmosphere, slowly change things from dark to
light.

`Frozen Spectacles' has a rather fifties sci fi feel. It's as if a spaceship has
landed on a far distant planet, which at first seemed alien and hostile, only
for the mood to lift as more of the surroundings are explored.
`Remembrance' seemed to me just like an even more tranquil
continuation of the previous track until a sequence started up in the third
minute. Quite a beefy one it is too providing one off the heavier moments
on the album. `Mezzanine Red' wasn't too bad either though it was spoilt
a bit by the rhythms near the end. I think that on the whole René is much
better at the atmospheric tracks than the upbeat numbers.

Bright swirling melodic pads punctuated by little melodic flourishes gives
an appropriately `airy' feel to the title track of the second disc. `Fin de
Siecle' is a lot sparser with a little melodic warble here, a little sonic
colouring there. A similar pattern follows through to `Pro Silencio' the
melodies darting in then rapidly departing like an insect hovering over a
patch of water to suddenly shoot off in another direction. A slow sequence
emerges like a soft rain only to depart all too soon. Pads swell then
submerge. Different sonic effects and colouring come thick and fast,
things never staying still for long but at the same time there is a
peacefulness to it all which increases as the track progresses. Just sit
back and relax.

`Halo Phenomena' initially takes a darker turn, timpani giving way to
staccato stabbing notes. A slow almost militaristic rhythm strikes up over
symphonic pads then the most melodic lead line so far drifts from the
speakers. To start off with `Enschede' is all rather abstract and `bleepy'
before a rather quirky rhythm enters. In the sixth minute we return to
some soothing tranquil pads. We drift straight into `Mezzanine Green'
which finishes things off in a similar fashion to the opening track on this
disc- all rather chilled and bright but with something of a melancholy twist
at the end.

If subtlety and sonic textures are your thing maybe you should give this a
try. The first disc is especially good even though for my taste it seemed a
little too relaxed and well, `nice'. The second disc wasn't that bad either
even though on the two tracks where there were drums they did sound
dated. As of writing this the album is a budget priced double so maybe
even if you don't like every track there is still more than enough for your
money. (DL)

Frank van Bogaert / One out
of Five
CD / 14 Tracks / 77.20 mins

I often lump albums together under
the melodic / rhythmic banner. What I
tend to mean by this is music which
is accessible, that even your friends
might like, without compromising on
sound Electronic Music credentials.
Frank Van Bogaert fits that
description perfectly. This is a ©Best
Of© budget priced (at least at the time
of writing this) compilation that well

showcases this fantastically talented musician / tunesmith and as such is
a perfect way of sampling his work. Little wordless vocal touches mix with
twangy sequence and foot tapping rhythms on the wonderful opener
©Human© from the album of the same name. A plucked string melody adds
an irresistible joyful element. Like everything on this album it is all so
tuneful but also easy to get on with.

©Closer© is the title track from his latest album and fairly cracks into life as
static laden electronic fizzes mix with multi layered rhythms and melodies
which you could actually hum. The pace picks up at just over the half way
mark reaching ecstatic proportions. It©s all so catchy and just bloody
marvellous! ©Deserts© from ©Geographic© is based around a jaunty
sequence accompanied by melodies which will stick in your head for a
long time after the CD is out of the player. Very uplifting and exuberant
music that would make a great theme tune to a sports programme.
©Rorogwela©, from ©Closer© is a very gentle piece which slows the pace
down a little, the restrained rhythms being of a faintly ethnic variety but
with the most stunning piano melody. There is even something of a
Scottish sounding flourish at the end! Over all it is fairly romantic I
suppose but not overly smulchy. ©Home by the Sea©, from ©Docking© starts

appropriately with the sound of waves breaking on the shore then various
ethnic sounds including flute and tabla type drums are introduced. The
overall feel is a combination of East and West. Again, the lead lines are
just irresistible. Even the rhythms are so damned catchy. The track builds
and builds into quite a frenzy then comes down to a gentle calm
conclusion for the last minute. It©s just like having a quiet brandy on the
veranda at the end of a day of partying. ©Ballet©, from ©Human© is a curious
title for a track that sounds anything but balletic. It starts relatively slowly
but still powerfully. As we progress the pads and melodies begin to swell
to epic proportions. I can just see if being used as a backdrop to some
African nature programme.

I must admit that ©Falling Leaves© from ©Closer© does rather trip the SMD
©twee filter©. It is just too ©nice© for my tastes being mainly a short piano
solo. I suppose people with more mainstream tastes might consider it to
be a highlight of the album though. ©Violet©, from ©Colours© begins with
some ethnic chanting to which is added a beautiful slow melody bringing
up images of lazy summer afternoons. Dark undulating drones overlaid by
all sorts of effects and swirling sounds get the title track from ©Docking©
underway. At just under three minutes a jaunty sequence starts up and
we get some brief snippets of heavily vocoded speech. The drums come
in at the same time as a gorgeous melody played on plucked strings. The
contrast between such beautiful optimistic music and the darkness of the
first couple of minutes couldn©t be more marked. Those that like a good,
almost lyrical, tune will just love this. At six minutes the pace starts to
quicken and the whole sound becomes even more powerful but still
retaining the melodic quality of before.

On ©Geographic© warbling atmospherics make way for a great melody. We
then get American Indian style chanting which does rather bring to mind a
multitude of other CDs using the same sort of sample but it isn©t just
chucked in for the sake of it, it fits very well with the driving rhythm and
the whole mood of the track. When the chant momentarily disappears a
beautiful piano melody takes the lead role. ©Blue©, from ©Colours© starts
with a repeated melodic refrain to which is added a chugging rhythm. It
develops into a lovely dreamy number.

©Atmospheric Conditions©, from ©Human© uses the sound of a rainy, stormy
night as a backdrop for tuneful colouring with a slight oriental feel to it.
Then in come vast drum flourishes and the track really takes off with
looped angelic vocal effects in the middle of the mix softening slightly the
wonderful rhythmic salvos. Exciting stuff! ©A State of Mind©, from ©Docking©
is slow paced but again jaunty and rhythmic. It has some spoken vocals
low in the mix which work very well in the overall context of the piece. We
finish with ©Earth© and for the first few seconds it sounded just like a cover
of ©Chariots of Fire© but the piano melody turns out to be very different - an
absolutely fantastic ©tune© nevertheless which I defy anyone not to like.

I don©t believe anyone can learn to create music as beautiful and ©stay in
the head© as this. It is a gift that few have but boy does Frank have it! The
lucky sod. (DL)

Frank van Bogaert / Colours
CD / 12 tracks / 56.34 mins

In the promotional blurb for this CD it
said that it was a unique fusion of
Deep Forest, Enigma and Vangelis.
True? Well partly, I can't hear too
much Vangelis but the other two
comparisons are accurate to a
certain degree. I wouldn't call
anything about the album particularly
unique, but so what. I could bring out
an album of some very unique stuff
but I doubt anyone would want to buy

it, unless you hate your neighbours that is. What we have here is a very
enjoyable, well produced collection of mainly up tempo pieces in the 90s
tradition with some vocal samples / chants thrown in at just the right time.

`Amber' is one of the best tracks here and kicks the album off beautifully,
straight into a rhythm which takes no prisoners. A sequence bubbles
away accompanied by very fine melodies, the occasional bass rumble /
explosion adding to the excitement. `Green' continues the formula but
adds a really nice twist in introducing a vocal sample which provides the
melody but then a young child copies the sample. OK so it is a bit sweet
but honestly it works very well, unless I am becoming a sentimental old
sod in my old age that is.

The rest of the tracks follow the same formula, catchy rhythms and
superb melodies with vocal samples used to provide colour. This winning
combination makes it the ideal CD to play to your friends to get them into
EM as it is the sort of album almost everyone will like, even an old retro
freak like me. Music to veg out to. (DL)
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Harald Grossk opf / Yeti
Society
CD / 7 tracks / 44.07 mins  + 2

Having now listened to ©Yeti Society©
four or five times now l can confirm
that we©re firmly in ©Mars Polaris©
Tangerine Dream territory with a
strong hint of Chicane and the
lightest smattering of the Deep
Forest sound thrown in for good
measure. That pretty much nails it l
think!!! So the big question – is it

Berlin School or is it ambient? Well the truth is¼¼.neither. It is however
an eclectic mix of pure spacified bliss interspersed with dancified synth
riffs and drum loops. Though what all this has to do with any kind of ©Yeti
Society© has me at a loss,( we©re not painting any great sonic pictures
here folks!!!) the album©s concept actually being based rather vaguely
upon Sir Ernest Henry Shackleton©s ill fated South Pole attempt, 1914.

Grosskopf has produced an album, assisted by long time collaborator
Steve Baltes, which carries on in a rather schizophrenic manner skipping
with surprising ease between its rather spacey roots and out and out
euphoric techno beats. ©Circumspection©(7.20) setting the scene for the
entire album with World Music type chants leading to a huge nasally
sounding pad. A drum loop stutters its way into the piece and three
minutes in a theme reveals itself in a very modern day Schulzian fashion
which really kicks to life, dominating the track to its close when a sub
harmonic bassline joins forces creating something quite memorable and
fantastic!!! Certainly a track you need to hear on a big speaker setup to
get the most from it.

The drum loops are back, as too is the sub harmonic bass as
©Bravery©(5.22) gets going in a Drum n© Bass style that would normally
seem completely out of place leaving the SMD crowd running for cover,
but Harald and Steve make this one work just fine. The percussion leads
the way with a sonic backdrop of synth FX and subliminal voices. A
simple theme is played out as the track gently modulates pushed along
by a simple bassline, coming out sounding not unlike Paul Nagles live
efforts with Binar. The track doesn©t really appear to have any kind of a
conclusion though, that outlandish Drum n© Bass sound also being
unintentionally sterilized in a clinical European hi-tech kind of way instead
of being more low–fi and grungy.

Track three,© Elephant Island©(6.34) is a real standout track on the album;
for the first time on this outing a piece that really breathes. Not exactly my
most favourite of style©s drifting in with a mystical air and tribal colourings.
Strong hand drumming patterns emerge from the sonic melange playing
against more drum loops and a rather sharp resonant bass. All very World
Music orientated, but none the less a very cohesive track, worthy of note.

As ©Endurance©(5.42) springs to life it seems pretty obvious to me that
we©ve just entered Synthetik, Intelligentsia styled uptemponess. A nice
organ sound bounces around the mix prior to a deep space swathe of
synths taking us back to the beginning©s of the track only this time
strongly augmented by a choppy synth sound acting as counter rhythm,
the track just takes off brilliantly in a 100% Chicane trance house mode.
This is great, if not alittle misplaced, enjoy it for what it is!!! Synthwise
we©re really into that Mars Polaris sound on this track more than any other
as ©South Georgia©(5.30) strikes home. Again like the previous track it
takes until the halfway mark to find its feet, heavily processed guitar and
Hammond organ picking out the tempo in a metronomic way. A wave
sequence unfortunately introduces some slight digital clipping on this
track, an artefact not too noticeable though thankfully.

Track six and ©Broad Liquids©(5.25) see©s the sub harmonic bassline return
together with a pacey drum loop sounding rather like the System 7/ Steve
Hillage ramblings of about a decade ago. All alittle simplistic seeming like
a mere filler track, sounding constructed rather than composed. A
thoroughly forgettable piece.

The very cosmic ©Endeavourance©(8.11) announces itself with the chants
returning once more over a deep space soundbed of synths. Voices
almost buried in the huge soup of electronicness chatter away. This a
piece with all the trappings of an epic Vangelis inspired workout. Huge
shifting synth pads drifting over light intermittent percussion. All excellent
stuff which see©s the album to its close as the chanting returns.

The album also features extra data tracks which playback as QuickTime
movies on your PC/Mac for the tracks ©Bravery© and ©Endurance©. The
visual foray for ©Bravery© should go down well as its typical of the sort of
video fly throughs that we can experience at NSC shows as we buzz over
lakes and mountains in an otherworldly digital landscape. The video, not
unlike the audio track failing to find its conclusion. The ©Endurance© visual
takes a very different approach to video production,( apparently having
been first screened at the 2004 E-Live festival). It©s just as valid an artistic

statement as the other track visual, this one asking some big questions
along the way about mundane everyday life but doesn©t really serve to
help answer them.

At forty four minutes audio playing time the album is going to get some
flak but not from me, it©s a thoroughly modern, rhythmic sounding album
that comes across as the sort of mainstream electronic fair that will
please and surprise many. Though on a personal note l would have loved
to hear the album recorded with real drumming throughout as l find this
culture of over reliance on pre-made drum loops rather facile and one
dimensional. Come on Harald, get ya© drums out!!! (B22)

Mooch / Postvorta /
Starhenge
Double CDR / 12 tracks / 148.38
mins

This release sees the grouping
together of two archive albums
`Postvorta' from 1993 and
`Starhenge' from a couple of years
later. I will review the earlier of the
two first.

`Extended Life' begins with what
sounds like an out of tune radio full
of bleeps and static before calming

down to pulsing echoing tones. A high hat and bass drum rhythm start up.
There's all sorts of weirdness going on in the background giving it
something of a fevered dream feeling. Nearer the end some gentle guitar
licks add a little detail. The title track uses looped ethnic percussion and
bells to set the scene before rhythmic space guitar, a good bass line and
steady drumbeat whip up quite a groove. There's a touch of Ash Ra
Tempel about it all from around the `Seven Up' period. Real freaked out
stuff. Things momentarily subside to gentle percussion until strange
vocals can be heard rising and falling then the psychedelic montage of
guitars and electronics return. Another break for weirdness which
becomes increasingly `spaced out'; electronics, flute and more ethnic
percussion combining to conjure sounds from some ancient Buddhist
temple. What a wonderful contrast to earlier in the track. Running water
and a rapid looped dulcimer type sound, effectively forming a sequence,
initially acts as the backbone for `Winged Beings'. A slow melody unwinds
as the dulcimer subsides. It's all rather tranquil but also moody. The
dulcimer sequence returns once more to finish. An infectious head
nodding rhythm strikes up for `Biomass Transputer'. Some sort of
processed wind instrument wails over the top whilst snatches of ethnic
sampled chatter come and go underneath. We finish this first disc with
the over twenty minute `Human Euyyueh'. Chimes ring out then very
gradually cosmic twitters arrive, a bass beat and all manner of additional
syncopation upping the pace. Little echoing guitar licks add a real tripped
out feel as does some unintelligible, faintly Eastern sounding vocal
colouring. It's sort of like early Hawkwind meets Manuel Gottsching, or
even `Inside' type Eloy but without the vocals. The chimes return in the
eighteenth minute and take us to the end.

Now onto the second disc `Starhenge' and the opener `Catal Huyuk'.
Quiet, unintelligible chanting, a steady bass pulse and electronics mix
together creating a dreamy feeling. The sound of strange creatures
howling provides an atmospheric opening to the title track over which a
futuristic radio transmission materialises then soft melodic pads. A steady
rhythm gently takes things forward but really this is just as sleepy as the
opener. In the fifth minute a curious lead line (God knows on what
instrument) adds to the pleasant atmos still further. `Osiris' makes use of
yet more ethnic vocal samples over a very deep looped bass rumble
(providing the rhythm) through contrasting high register electronics. It was
reminding me of something but it took a while before I located the
comparison- Popol Vuh. The subtlest of guitar colouring completes a
quite beautiful picture. `Culture' is again all swirling echoing psychedelics.
By the fifth minute what sounds as if it could be mellotron and other soft
string pads give things an even more laid back blissed out feel which
basically continues through for the next eighteen minutes. Chilled out stuff
or what! `Jericho', even though wasn't on the original album (so making its
first appearance here) and is completely electronic, still has that same
dreamy feel. `Abu Hureya' gets straight into a shuffling rhythm. Various
vocal samples, both Eastern and Western, combine as the intensity
gradually starts to increase until my feet were moving to the groove and
head nodding pleasantly to the decidedly tribal sounding vibe. `Dr
Strangelight' on the other hand is all together, well, stranger! Creaking
abounds like hearing complaining stretched ropes on some, other than
our own presence, abandoned tall-ship. Metallic tinklings form a loop and
are accompanied by a bass pulse, all going together to create a feeling of
lonely desolation. Senses are heightened as we listen to our own
heartbeat. What sounds like tropical birds hints at us being in a more
equatorial area of the planet. It's a very abstract track but certainly paints
vivid pictures - not all of them pleasant. (DL)
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Van Zyl & Gulch & Rath /
The Sound Museum
CD /  4 tracks / 74.48 mins

This is a wonderful album, quite the
most accessible CD that Van Zyl has
been associated with. At the same
time however it should also be liked
by those people who were in to
©Celestial Mechanics© and ©Relic©
though it isn©t as spacey. The first
number is ©Shadow Chasers© and we
get straight into an infectious
sequence which takes a break from

time to time for superb melodic interludes. The starting and stopping of
the sequence even develops a sort of rhythm all of its own. Really nice
lead lines are played over the top , the track working on every level. We
then enter an atmospheric and gently laid back section. A new sequence
develops, ticking along slowly just adding a little extra detail to the track. It
then fades away and we float along peacefully on silken pads for a few
minutes before another relaxed sequence is brought in then it is added to
by another to create a subliminal hypnotic effect. A lovely melody plays in
the middle of the mix. Its then that you realize that the sequences is
slowly, oh so slowly, getting louder. Just when it is getting quite strident it
changes completely and we enter the closing section, pads become more
prominent and we are brought to a gentle conclusion.

©Aural Explorations© begins with a bright metallic drone over what sounds
like insect noises. We then get some lovely spooky effects that could
have come off early Tangerine Dream albums like ©Zeit© or ©Atem©.
Cavernous scraping noises and big whooshes of sound can then be
heard. More and more space effects are introduced and others taken
away so the impression of travelling through one awesome area of space
to the next is created. At four minutes a simple sequence comes in then
unexpectedly a flutey synth. This completely transforms the mood to one
of relaxed contemplation. Another sequence comes in and more
symphonic pads develop underneath. Its now quite a complex track with
many pulsating layers. In the sequence department it is rather Schulzian
but the rest of the instrumentation is completely different though it all fits
together beautifully. ©Shifting Sands© starts with a combination of wind and
cosmic sounds. At six minutes the sequences start to develop over slow
melodic pads. The pace starts to quicken and a piano lead line can be
heard. A rhythm is also added and we have another complex but
thoroughly enjoyable combination of sounds - sounding slightly Turkish to
me. Its one of those things that©s rather difficult to describe in a review but
I loved it!

In ©The Domain of Arnheim© we get multi layered pads creating a perfect
atmosphere to just let yourself float but just when you feel your mind
starting to drift the attention is brought back into focus by a "ticking"
sequence then a piano melody. Its all very relaxing and is the most
improvised sounding track on the CD. A new lead is brought in with seven
minutes to go and all of a sudden the track just bursts into life, stop your
floating and let yourself be lifted up by these gorgeous melodies. Fly
above the world and marvel at it all. This album was originally recorded 12
years ago, why on earth has it taken so long for a CD release? It©s
fantastic. (DL)

Harald Grossk opf & Steve
Baltes & Axel Heilhecker /
Four Times Three (aka
Viermaldrei)
CD / 4 tracks / 54.18 mins

So we effectively have half of the
current Ashra line up plus Axel
Manrico Heilhecker. They open with a
barrage of noises all going together
to conjure up images of a rather
violent area of space or maybe water
as the track is curiously titled ©Blue

Lake©. A sequence emerges from the depths and the track starts to
acquire more structure. The drums then come in and we get into a superb
groove. The volume steadily increases building the excitement all the
time. Some Gottsching style guitar is added and its pure bliss. The effect
is almost hallucinatory. And just listen to those fantastic drums when they
get in full flow!

Actually I played this after a couple of beers and it felt more like I had had
six. This is a wonderful track, it is impossible to overstate how good it is
and it©s the closest we get on the album to the Ashra sound (a little like a
turbo charged ©Inventions© actually). ©Crazy Snake© is well named as the
track does thrash around a little and there is a sort of rattling sound in it.
The rhythms and guitar are all rather intense - given the right substances

and played under the flashing lights of a club setting it could sound
awesome but to most SMD customers I think it would be a little too heavy.

©White Deer Skin Dance© begins with a slow sequence over which a
dreamy guitar line is played. Actually they do credit a sample from Manuel
on this track - probably from ©E2 E4© . This sample plays a prominent part
in the whole track. Another sequence is added and this again could be an
Ashra track until the heavy dance beat is introduced. This beat might put
some people off who would otherwise have liked the track but others will
think that it enhances it. Initially I wasn©t too keen but actually after a few
plays I hardly seemed to notice it any more. What is certainly unavoidable
is the second dance beat that comes in during the last five minutes. Could
have sub titled this track ©Boy Racer© as it just reminded me of seventeen
year old boys in their hot hatches bombing round the city streets with their
car hi-fi©s (worth more than the car) pumped up to max. What an old
bugger I am!

©The Long Walk© is very atmospheric, made up of a collage of dark sounds
and effects. Even though its atmospheric however it doesn©t stop it being
rather dramatic with many a crash and other abrasive sound. It isn©t until
the last third of the track that any real rhythmic content is deployed and
even then it is all rather manic as is the guitar that accompanies it. It©s
weird but I really liked it. (DL)

Phrozenlight / Starlight
CDR / 1 track / 64.59 mins

Albums like this are very difficult to
review because what you get is a
sound environment that most people
would be hard pressed, if you
selected a point at random, to tell
you exactly where on the CD you
were. Yet there most certainly is
progression in the sounds used, as
well as their intensity but as there is
no melody and very little added
detail other than the drones, I find it

very difficult to orientate myself- which might even be the point- you can
lose all track of time. It is just a personal thing but if I try and listen to this
all the way through (as I tried to for this review) my brain basically shuts
down. There isn't anything for it to gets to grips with so it just meanders
off in any direction but without latching onto any thought long enough to
be of any use.

I know some people consider that pure ambient music such as this isn't
really designed to be listened to. It is supposed to be on while you are
doing other things - subtly affecting your mood while your concentration is
elsewhere. This is a concept I find a little difficult to appreciate but there is
no doubt that I got some positive feedback from customers concerning
the first Phrozenlight album and many of the comments I am making
about this album could also apply to that. The sonic palette used here
though is new so might well effect the listener differently. In addition the
first album was split into four tracks instead of just one so the listening
experience on that album was not as intense as we have here. On one
final note, even though the title is `Starlight', I actually found the album
quite `dark'. (DL)
