A really deep menacing but
contemporary sounding rhythm
provides an impressive start to the
title track. There is a snarl to
proceedings full of menace. A
superb melodic sequence bounces
forward, forming quite a contrast to
the earth shaking syncopations.
Things subside for a moment but the
bass rumbles soon return, this time
accompanied by a slow but

stunningly effective water droplet lead. Shuddering rhythms
reappear juxtapositioned by the most sublime of melodies.
The level of sound manipulation and production on this
track is just awesome. More wonderful sounding
sequences weave around each other from the very first

moment of ‘Departed'. A haunting lead line floats above the pulsations
like some lost soul. Another lead conjures a feeling of longing. As with the
first track it's the way that the melodies combine with the rhythms that is
so impressive, both elements exquisite in their own right. Then quite
unexpectedly the rhythms depart for a piano solo before the intensity
builds once more to epic proportions. It's the sort of music that would
accompany some triumphant conclusion to an intense film. The film would
have to be one Hell of a classic to justify music of this standard however.
‘Slipstream' uses deep sonic stabs and string pads to create quite a
melancholy atmosphere through which another bass laden sequence
(fans of their last album should love this) rumbles forward. Another
sequence, much brighter that the first is deployed then a playful organ
lead. The sequences morph and combine in differing patterns whilst fresh
leads come and go so that the mind is kept in a state of wonder.
Sometimes it all seems quite mellow and then at others, when the
growling sequence snarls to the surface, we are treated to that ever-
present darker edge. ‘Friction' takes the standard of production to even
greater levels, the pulsations so bass laden that they are felt as much as
heard- then in come layer after layer of melodic but intense sequences.
This is really in your face stuff. As is becoming quite a trademark of this
album the lead line is simply stunning but also a softening element to the
mayhem.

The final track, the twenty-two minute ‘Rapture' is well named, as it will
have fans of ‘Arcturus' in Berlin School bliss. We commence with
atmospheric swirling sounds with quite ominous undertones. These take
over the mind providing a sort of uneasy peace until we are brought back
to wakefulness with strange animal noises. A storm starts to brew and the
biggest beast of a sequence on the album so far (and that is really saying
something) is unleashed. A lead skips over the top, and excellent it is too,
but it is that sequence that will grab you most, getting the whole body
moving to its irresistible power which grows and grows -  turn that volume
right up and really let yourself go! We return to fantastic moody
atmospherics to finish.  Absolutely awesome! (DL)

Echoes

Sounds from some alien swamp then
a very slow bass sequence provide
quite a tranquil start to the title track.
Gorgeous mellotron adds to the
peaceful scene. At first it is just in the
background but it isn't long before it
takes lead duties. It reminded me a
little of some of Edgar Froese's
earlier solo work. In the fifth minute
we descend to cosmic twitterings out

of which emerges a rapid high register sequence, more tron
and bass pulses. A second rather tasty sequence joins in,
then a third, creating pure Berlin school heaven. They are
cranked up, increasing the excitement all the time. Now
Edgar never quite gave it this much oomph! Indeed we are

probably entering AirSculpture at their most aggressive or even Redshift
proportions. In the fourteenth minute the sequences all seem to change
pattern, the transition accomplished masterfully, keeping the interest high.
Indeed nothing here ever outstays its welcome. We finish with the finest
mid 70s style Tangerine Dream atmospherics. A fantastic opener.

‘Radiant Transmission' is initially all rather dark with deep rumbles and
windy effects. Out of this the heaviest sequence so far emerges (very
Rubycon / Arcturus) which continues its devastating progression
becoming more powerful by the second accompanied by yet more
mellotron. Yes, it's the classic formula but it doesn't get done any better
than this. Lead stabs add even more aggression. The mellotron swells
trying to sooth the feverish wall of pulsations but all it does is create a
backing over which the barrage of notes seem even more effective. A
mournful virtual guitar lead adds a moodiness to proceedings. In the
seventeenth minute the sequences submerge under a sea of bubbling,
twittering, sighing atmospherics with crashing percussives and half heard
vocal chatter (yet again sticking to the tradition of a mid track break). And
true to form a couple of minutes later another slow but mean sequence
growls into being, a more rapid one bouncing away lower in the mix.
Lovely flutey synth plays over the top.

‘Phosphor Skyline' starts all ethereal and well spaced out. All very fine it is
too but the ‘tone' of the album has already been set so you know it is just
a matter of time before the sequence arrives. When it does it takes
moodiness to new levels. If ever there was a grumpy teenager of a
sequence this is it! Flute gives a melancholy edge whilst a faster more
positive sequence darts around underneath like some pesky little brother.
We get another atmospheric interlude full of attitude then the sequences
return once more bringing a few friends with them. Even though this is
quite heavy sequencing there is still a subtlety that works very well.
Surprisingly the track concludes with a very pleasant piano solo. We finish
with the rather short ‘Torque' which takes us back to the deepest and
spookiest realms of the galaxy complete with TD type half vocal twitters.
For Berlin School fans this will probably be one of the favourite releases
of 2007. (DL)

©Timelines© has taken on an almost
mystical air for fans of Glyn Lloyd-
Jones over the years. Mesmerised by
his ©Ri© and ©Icesteps© albums, there
was occasional mention of a
precursor. Information was scant, but
the mere fact that it existed
"somewhere" led many to speculate
on what sort of an album could
spawn some of the finest melodic EM
to come out of the UK in the past 25

years. Well, the waiting is over. Here you can get your
hands on that very album, remastered from Glyn©s own

master tape.

I almost feel obliged to set expectation. The equipment this was created
on is rudimentary compared to many modern artists, or indeed many
artists contemporary with the time. But I don©t need to set expectation,
because as soon as you hear the opening refrains of ©Icons© the quality
just oozes out. Building on extended chords and a superb motif picked out
on the classic 80©s "flutey synth" the track literally explodes onto the
soundstage at the 1:53 minute mark. This is sensational form right from

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the outset. The chord laden melody is quite simply brilliant, and brings to
mind many sections of a TD concert contemporary with the time. As an
added bonus, you can literally sing the tune and lyrics of ©Bent Cold
Sidewalk© from TD©s ©Cyclone© album to this section. "Upon this key, time
will slide". Oh yes, time certainly does slide back to Glyn©s cassette
releases as the melodies soar through the soundstage. The track then
takes on its own shape and personality. That ticking percussion is great,
and all manner of motifs and melodies intertwine to form a work of pure
brilliance.

©Reconstructing Charlie© was written to accompany a video showing a new
technique for the photo-realistic reconstruction of a human head using
computer graphics. It does sound very filmic with chattering percussion
and sequencing, and a slightly more stripped down and atmospheric air.
However the melodic undertones are constant and come more to the fore
as a lead line grips the track and propels it to new heights. The complexity
increases as Hyperborean percussion dances and more motifs weave a
heady concoction of sound. With just under 2 minutes to go the track
takes a more atmospheric twist with wonderful pads and synth leads
backed by the merest hint of percussion.

©Pvision© utilises choppy percussion and a mazy tapestry of themes and
pads to form a deceptively complex composition. At the midpoint
trademark sequencing appears to add further lustre and the track then
slowly shapeshifts into a markedly different mood as classic GLJ soloing
appears.

On ©Timelines© you really start to hear that unique form of sequencing
which Glyn can create, in isolation a complete work of melodic themes.
Layer on that some great chords and the most delicious lead synths and
you have another blistering track. Infection like this is so hard to create,
yet it©s almost reeled off at will on this track. The synths then leave to
allow the percussive structure time to dominate, before the melodics
return to create that awesome sound.

©Deadline© was written and recorded in under 1 week as an entry to the
1986 Roland Computer/Synthesiser Tape Contest (and indeed was one of
the runners-up in the professional musicians© category!). Again it sounds
very filmic, with distinct percussion forming the backdrop for strong
themes. Again the soloing is sensational, complex and infectious. The
arrangement is complex and the track twists and turns frequently to keep
you guessing.

Finally ©Closing Titles© as its name suggests creates another soundtrack
akin to TD©s ©Firestarter© or ©Thief©. Carefully paced it brings the album to a
satisfying close.

©Timelines© is a fascinating insight to the development of Glyn©s trademark
sound. The building blocks of ©Ri© and ©Icesteps© are evident for all to hear.
Another fantastic GLJ album! (GG)

Glyn L loyd Jones / Ocean of
Serenity

This album was created 4 years after
©Icesteps© and was rightly hailed by
many as his most inspired work to
date. Considering the quality of his
previous albums, the fact that he
seems to "raise the ante" with each
release is amazing.

Glyn©s previous works displayed his uncanny
ability to harmonise sequences with breathtaking
melodies. ©Ocean of Serenity© continues this

approach and the title track, like so much of Glyn©s work, is based around
a stunningly beautiful yet simple theme which manifests itself in many
guises. The opening refrains build to a climax then relax to a solitude
which initially hints at, then leads into, the sequenced section. Here a
rhythm is woven around a trademark synth lead which embellishes the
main theme. A quality opening.

©An Alternative Reality© is again based around a superb chord sequence
which Glyn seems to reel off at will. The way the sequence interacts with
the main theme is a revelation. Initially the sequence is fired off in
harmonic packets, to great effect, before being let loose. The whole thing
works magnificently and is probably the highlight of the album ... along
with the next track. If ©Return Flite© was described in its constituent parts
one would not believe that such a concoction could work. Laid back synth
themes combine with complex sequences, a cuckoo-like call sits
alongside a guitar axe, choral voices mingle with bass rhythms. Pipey
synth, flutey synth, reedy synth, synthy synth! It©s all here bar the
proverbial... and it all sounds fantastic.

©Xiological Sky© is very much a follow on from his previous album
©Icesteps©. The glassy synth leads combine superbly with the sequences

which increase in complexity as the track draws to a close. ©Hymn© again
has all the GLJ ingredients and the choral voices which open are
magnificent producing a poignant end to the album.

A good friend of mine recently heard ©Ocean of Serenity© for the first time.
His experience of EM is substantial to say the least. The fact that he was
so bowled over, as I was and still am, by this album says it all. Quite
simply work of the very highest calibre, and a must-have for any EM
collector. (GG)

Arcane / Pulse

©Pulse© is one of Arcane©s lesser
known film soundtracks, a police
thriller made in 1981 and set in
Northern Poland on the Hel
Peninsula. It©s of some surprise that
it©s finally seen the light of day such
were the contractual issues around
the film©s ownership. The film©s Polish
director, Ulap Wellar, hit financial
difficulties because of the number of
Trabant cars that were trashed in the
complex car chase scenes and had to

seek financial backing. Hence the film©s ownership remained
embroiled in deadlock until very recently.

In isolation, many soundtracks can be hit-and-miss affairs. Glimpses of
brilliance outweighed by filmic acoustics which become lost without the
visuals. ©Pulse© is a completely different matter. Though the perfect
backdrop to the cut-and-thrust action, as a stand-alone Electronic Music
album it is a total masterpiece. Anyone into Arcane©s ©Way Out©,
©Hyperbole© and ©Alterstill© albums will be completely knocked out by the
tracks presented here. The DNA of those albums are stamped all over
©Pulse©.

The opener ©Hel Bound© creates an ominous tapestry before a totally
captivating sequential/percussive rhythm takes centre stage. The guitar
synth solos are genius. The whimsical middle-8 at the track©s centre-point
is infectious genius the likes of which only Arcane, and Johannes
Schmoelling, can create. A phrase here, a chord there. It©s instinctively
right. This opener is instinctively brilliant.

©Aftermath© could be ©Alterstill Part 6©. It©s totally contemporary with that
album, with careful melodics, chugging rhythms, a stripped down air
which oozes quality. The percussion that emerges sounds straight off the
title track from ©Hyperbole©. Brilliant.

A classic digi-stab opens ©Slaska Escape© which rides on an insistent
rhythm that is embellished by the sort of infectious synth soloing that
made ©Future Wreck© arguably Arcane©s finest hour. Again, Schmoelling in
full-flight-Logos-mode is the over-riding imagery.

©Dobranoc© exudes latent power with synth stabs that transform into a
melodic wall of sound, and the drums are just tremendous. Strip the
components down and they are relatively repetitive and simplistic. Like
any gourmet meal, it©s all about how they are put together. This is genius,
can it get any better?

The answer is yes. For simplistic genius it©s hard to think of anything
topping the opening section of ©Hymn©. In fact, it©s hard to imagine
anything topping the track as a whole. Melody. Sequencing. Infection.
Structure. Pace. Mood. Atmosphere. Any aspect you care to choose. This
track was the backdrop to the climax of the film. And it was not found
wanting. You can literally feel the anguish of the film©s lead character,
Lekz Volar, embracing his fallen partner in his dying moment. Cinematic
and musical genius. Quite simply a masterpiece.

Yet, we are only at this expansive album©s mid point. ©Route 216© is a real
chugger, beautifully constructed as multiple synth refrains weave in and
out of the rhythmic structure which changes pace and mood in classic
fashion. Beautifully composed, and featuring the most mesmeric synth
soloing.

©Ulica Brzozowa© again builds carefully, in common with all the tracks on
this album there is not one superfluous moment, at no point does the
standard drop. Subliminally we find ourselves in wall-of-sound power-
house territory. The compositional skill almost defies belief.

At 15.43 ©The Kashubian Connection© is the longest track and initially
shows Arcane©s ability to construct abstract tapestry with the best of them.
Gradually a sequential rhythm emerges backed by a hypnotic guitar line.
Classic synth lines the "V man" himself would be proud of permeate the
soundstage. Just as you think the track is going to rest on its already
impressive laurels it shifts up a gear as the percussion takes centre stage
and lush stabbing synths scatter all before it. Then we move into a section
akin to ©Dystopian Fictions© from ©Gather Darkness© as a Logos-style
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sequences dance around. It©s just fantastic!

It©s really tough getting to this stage of an album trying to find a different
way of describing how good the next track is. ©Pulse© doesn©t make it any
easier at all. All the elements are there, melody, sequence and
percussion formed into an infectious and anthemic wall of sound. Just as
you think the album cannot get any better, it does. This track is totally
astounding.

©End Titles© is a sumptuous conclusion to the album. Anyone leaving their
seat before the end of the credits will have missed another fantastic slab
of totally captivating electronic music. Another highpoint in an album
littered with them.

Arcane have done it again. ©Pulse© is up there with ©Future Wreck© and
©Alterstill©. A totally essential purchase. (GG)

Create / Space Time

This is the album by Create I have
been hoping for ever since I heard
the demo to his first album. To me
the CD marks something of a coming
of age, his very best album so far.
Deep, windy, swirling vortex sounds
abound at the beginning of the title
track. We get a sample of the
computer from `2001 A Space
Odyssey' telling Dave that all is fine.

Softer silken pads make a fleeting entrance then the vortex returns.
Another sample from the computer gives things a darker twist before
returning to soothing drones and ethereal wordless choral effects. A slow
high register sequence emerges. A heavyish rhythm nicely fits alongside
the pulsations. Lead lines of varying intensity, some flutey whilst others
laser sharp, are released one by one. A further melodic sequence joins
the party. An impressive feature of the track is some lovely use of
mellotron. Indeed this can be said of much of the album.

`Ghost in the Machine' has a very weird but extremely effective sound at
the beginning. It is almost as if it is speech but so distorted as to turn it
into unintelligible crackling static. Are we hearing someone trying to
communicate with us or is it just our imagination? A soft contrasting
melody floats through it all. It's an excellent opening section which gets
even better with the introduction of more `tron' and soft pads adding just a
touch of melancholy. A slow deep rhythm and percussion line take things
gently forward. `Cryogenics' begins with a lonesome flute and yet more
mellotron. It's all rather moody but also beautiful stuff. A slow pulse gives
a little structure whilst sedate sequence starts to form. A rapid sequence
is deployed increasing the excitement levels. More sequencer lines seem
to be coming all the time and as the note count per second increases so
does the pleasure level. An excellent track.

Well if you still haven't had enough tron, yet more gets `Footprint in the
Sand' underway. A slow five-note sequence emerges from the lovely
dreamy atmosphere. Things continue to build in classic Berlin School
fashion as a second sequence joins the first, morphing nicely. `Fading
Lights Grow Brighter' is appropriately all rather shimmering until ethereal
mellotron arrives. We then get a really effective, extremely bass heavy,
melodic motif that provides just the right darker contrast. A sequence
does arrive but it's rather subtle, fitting in with the mood of the rest of the
track. Overall though I did think that the track was a bit plodding. The rest
of the album was much better, the first track especially being a real belter!
(DL)

From what I can make out all tracks
on this double album are otherwise
unavailable except one by Ion.
Brendan Pollard kicks this latest
volume off with `The Neon Chamber'.
With Brendan sequences are never
far away and a lovely skipping bass
one propels the track forwards within

the first few seconds.  The most gorgeous of tron melodies floats over the
top providing a little softness. We then get a pastiche of one mid
seventies Tangerine Dream sound after another but also with some of his
own inventiveness.

The enjoyment from the opener continues through to Pete Tedstone's
`Oscillator'. Ethereal wordless vocal pads drift through the air. A subdued
organ type sound adds to the gentle mood then a slow loping rhythm sets

up some structure around which a sequence starts to develop. A second
sequence is deployed and we are soon hurtling along. The initial
sequence comes and goes within the ebb and flow of the track until after
the half way mark, when everything is thrown in. With such an opening
brace of tracks it is hard to believe that the quality can be maintained but
it most certainly is with Xan Alexander's (from the Omega Syndicate)
curiously titled `Dr Louis Brain Freeze and the Comet's Tale'. Xan has a
real feel for melody as is displayed by the initial stabbing lead line and
sequence combination. Infectious beats and yet more wonderful lead
lines come one after another reminding me (not for the first time with his
work) of Wavestar. Maybe the track should have been edited down a little
but nevertheless it is still excellent.

`Voyager' by Ion continues the sequencing excellence over some really
nice backing, a melancholy lead line providing a bittersweet moodiness.
Eppie E Hulshof is currently making quite a name for himself after his re-
appearance on the Electronic Music scene and his sixteen-minute
contribution to this project `Seq Maniank' can only heighten his profile. A
slow hypnotic four-note loop provides a base over which a lonesome lead
line ploughs a moody furrow. A sequence replaces it just before the third
minute giving a more aggressive edge to proceedings. The track is
stripped down to silence in the sixth minute only for a rapid two-note
sequence to pick up the baton along with some quite curious harpsichord
flourishes. This section is quite brief however as a deep bass pulse soon
becomes the main focus. Another sequence emerges, this time
accompanied by a really nice lead full of attitude. The pace quickens
increasing the excitement almost until the end. Phrozenlight's `Sea On A
Liquid Sun' is very different to anything I have heard from them before as
instead of their usual slowly evolving ambient soundscapes, it features a
sedate and fairly melodic ten note (I think!) sequence over as fine an
atmospheric backing as I have ever heard from them. The sequence
slowly morphs as we go, sometimes disappearing altogether. This is
subtle and enjoyably crafted stuff and my favourite track by Phrozenlight
so far (though it probably could have been edited down slightly).
Chromengel round off the first half of this two album set with `Jovian
Airbrake Manoeuvre'. Most of the tracks on this disc are sequencer and
mellotron dominated and Chromengel continue that legacy with just as
much enthusiasm. Quite a driving rhythm joins the pulsations as well as
sonic blasts like a spaceship hurtling across the horizon. Things become
even more intense as another sequence skips amongst the mayhem.
There is also some fairly upfront lead lines that give the whole thing a
faintly prog rock feel.

Eppie Hulshof returns alongside Frederic Wurtz (together known as Von
Haulshoven and AEM) to start the second disc with 'Travelling Back to
Point Zero'. This is really cosmic stuff full of sighing drones punctuated by
crashes and whooshes. It isn't destined to an ambient number however
as in the second minute a rapid, though rather simplistic, sequence
surges forward. We return to the cosmos just before the six-minute mark.
Two moody but rather tasty sequences (accompanied by mellotron of
course) emerge from the tranquil backing only for us to return to
atmospheric realms once more. It is as if the track is separated into
distinct sub tracks, each framed by ambience. The third sequencer
passage is the most melodic but also quite driving. Ideal for travelling
down the motorway. There is a short interlude in the middle before
sequences return again but to me it seemed more of a variation of the
same theme rather than a completely new section. The final section is
just beautiful, as gorgeous pulsations mix with moody lead line and more
tron. Really lovely stuff. The second offering by Ion, `Evensong' continues
with more sublime melodic sequencing then ups the pace nicely giving it
added oomph. If you haven't checked out the album from which it is taken
yet (`Future Forever') I recommend that you do. `Create' contribute
`Rohan's Journey to Belvedere'. We get a fairly standard formula start of
rapid tinkling sequence emerging out of atmospherics. By the fifth minute
it has departed and we enter a gently pulsating meandering section. By
the tenth minute things have returned to pure atmospherics out of which
emerges the returning initial sequence joined by a nice bass line. I really
thought it was about to take off, and yes things became more energetic
but it still never quite reached the heights I had been hoping for. René van
der Wouden donates `Soledad'. This is very different to anything I had
heard from him before as previously I had thought René was much better
at atmospheric numbers to rhythmic ones but here he really cranks up the
sequences and drums and it's superb. A real blast done very well indeed!
`Indian Persuasion' by Mooch doesn't initially start off as Eastern
sounding as I was expecting though it is certainly all shimmering and
dreamy. When the drums arrive I suppose they did have a faintly ethnic
quality but that wouldn't have been the first thing that had come to mind if
the track had been titled differently. A very pleasant track nonetheless.
Magnetron combine Steve Humphries (aka Create) and Xan Alexander.
`The Road Without Cats Eyes' is the first collaboration I have heard by
them. I couldn't really detect much of what I associate with Xan's work as
it came over much more like a very good Create track to me with lightly
skipping sequence and gentle synth washes but whatever, I found it very
enjoyable. Modulator ESP comes next with `Grinder' And a very
impressive start it has too with a superb heavy sequence along with quite
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aggressive sonic whooshes and power plant type effects. A further rapid
sequence carries things forward as the track continues on its blistering
journey.

In my opinion this album contains some of the best music in the series so
far. With a running time of over two and a half hours and yet priced as a
single album (at the time of writing this) it has to be a bargain! (DL)

Various / Awakenings 2007

Alpha Wave Movement's `Subtle
Circuitry' is a very fine opener
combining lovely contemporary
sounding ticking rhythm over a
superb understated melodic lead
shimmer. Another pulsating lead line
comes to join the first and even
though much of this track comes over
as rather understated it is also

deceptively complex and absorbing, drawing you in. It's the sort of track
you can play time and time again without ever getting bored and is thus a
wonderful way to get started. The end of this track is cross-faded into
Architexture's `Shores of Orion'. A very nice acoustic guitar type lead
shines over some drifting whooshing backing. A repeated melodic motif
creates a rather hypnotic focus as the track just continues on, providing a
sedate soothing atmos.

The pace quickens a little for `Picoseconds' by 4m33s. A rapid staccato
sequence (a nice melodic one at that) bounds forward from the very first
second. Other note droplets fall then echo like a gentle rain falling on a
puddle. The sequence fades away leaving the droplets but soon other
echoing sounds, almost like a train as if heard from far away, become the
main feature. The initial sequence re-emerges as the track runs its
duration. Phrozenlight's `Starkraut' is well named as it is all rather `stark'
and dark, being a montage of windy and eerie sounds. Very much a piece
of music in the truest ambient tradition as is Russell Storey's `Carinae'.
Quite a storm of electronic rumbles and whooshes is served up. A pulse,
almost like a warning beacon, rings out then disappears. Things start to
become calmer but still with an uneasy edge to proceedings. Rene van
der Wouden's `North Sea Ambient' on the other hand is a much warmer
and lusher affair.

HyperEx Machina's `Dead (JS mix)' is a track which will divide EM fans as
it is basically a monologue about the inequalities of the planet set over
melancholy synth backing (good guitar solo too). Must admit that the text
really ain't bad at all but some people will just reject any vocals in their
music out of hand, which in this case would be a real shame. (DL)

Indra / Trifura Sund ari
CD / 2 tracks / 71.59 mins

This is the third album in the `Special Editions' series, the first two being
the superb `Kali' and `Tara'.  A two note sequence surges forward then
subsides, coming and going like a sound in the wind. It's all rather
lonesome and sparse. A second sequence falls into formation behind the
first, forming a constant in the middle of the mix around which the first
comes and goes in waves. Slow, soothing, sighing lead lines hover above
all the pulsations like a layer of fluorescent gas over a gently throbbing
computer. I was suddenly aware of a third sequence but it had been
introduced so carefully I did not notice its initial appearance. Now more
alert however I did pick up the fourth which increased the pace slightly but
really this isn't blistering stuff, instead rather complex and subtle.
Unbelievably fresh sequences keep coming but as the existing ones also
have a habit of disappearing only to return later things don't get
overloaded - though I must admit it is very hard to keep the mind
focussed on all that is going on. There is a natural ebb and flow to it all as
things reach levels that could almost be described as powerful - but not
quite, whist at others things could almost be described as sparse - but not
quite. It isn't only in the sequence department that there is this level of
complexity and subtlety however. Delicate lead colouring comes and
goes, seeming so natural in the context it is placed that it can almost go
by unnoticed and yet forming an essential element of the whole
experience. I suppose the word `experience' is the right word in listening
to this music.

The track lasts over fifty minutes and there are no obvious hooks or
blistering moments. It is just there doing its mesmerizing thing. Some may
find it all a bit too much whilst others will just let themselves be
submerged, being at one with all the pulsations, letting go and being
transported into a blissed out state. The second track (a mere minnow at
20 minutes) immediately returns us to rapid multi layered sequences but
this time with the introduction of a restrained but sympathetic rhythm. This
isn't quite as complex or intense as the opener but it is still very subtle
even though there are more obvious elements, even melody, to get hold
of and stop oneself being completely submerged in the sea of pulsations.

As the track progresses it seems to develop a sort of moodiness, even
attitude A particularly nice sequence is deployed in the twelfth minute
adding that extra bit of interest just when it was needed and indeed
enough happens to keep the mind tuned in, right until the end. (DL)

John L akveet / Building
Sequential Stones Vol 1
CD / 14 tracks / 74.43 mins

Drum flourishes then flutey synth get
`Call' underway. It only takes a
minute however before an awesome
sequence spews forward with an
avalanche of notes. It gets beefier by
the second, a staccato melody
bouncing amongst all the pulsations.
A bass beat imparts even more
energy. A new sequence emerges (a
little Jarre like this one) then the first

returns to join it. All comes to a sudden halt only for an even better
sequence and melodic loop to emerge for `Stone on Stone'. Things start
and stop but then the foot in really put down on the accelerator as the
sequence belts forward once more. If you like your sequences loud and
proud, that really get those foundations shaking, then look no further! As
all the notes rush at you there is also constant mutation in the patterns,
keeping things incredibly exciting throughout. This is a feature of every
track here. `Walk' deploys yet another sequence. It's all pleasantly
melodic, having a rather Peter Baumann feel to it. It's amazing that so far
each track has managed to be even better than the last and yet I was
even in raptures about the opener!

`Flying Buttres' is a curious title but yet another winner. The initial
sequence is a rather staccato quirky affair. It morphs cleverly and
becomes the perfect backing for a slow wistful lead line. Bass pulsations
and drumbeat carry things forward as a very effective solo fires off like a
laser. Things seem to become more complex but also more exciting by
the moment. There is a rather different feel for `Exodus 3:14' as a forceful
repeated lead line blasts out and is joined by quite a heavy bass rhythm
then very rapid sawing sequence. So much has already gone on but in
the second minute things start to unwind, resulting in quite a
(intentionally) chaotic section out of which yet another fantastic sequence
emerges, building all the time, until another slow down in the fifth minute.
We are left with just a seven-note sequence which fades into lush
mellotron. `Reflection' has a mass of swirling notes just like rays of light
shimmering from a gently undulating lake. Crystalline note droplets act
like a gentle rain on the water. A rather curious lead line almost screeches
over the top- not the most successful track on the album. `Prayer' starts
with a lovely flute solo. Just before the second minute it is as if things
have changed from beauty to ominous danger. The melody if repeated
but this time in a mournful sort of way. One of only four tracks on the
album without a sequence- but emotionally very powerful. `Darkness' is
the second, it is very short, more of an interlude. I would say it is more
melancholy than dark though.

`North Column' returns us to sequencer driven territory. Initially a bright
high register sequence rings out but it isn't long before a ball breaking
bass one comes to join it. A new sequence comes to replace the first and
exciting stabs of energy act like a solo through all the pulsations. The
sequences move up yet another gear, the solo now coming in salvos,
pitch bending all over the place. Absolutely fantastic!  Lovely thick flutey
synth mixes with the sound of the wind creating quite a beautiful setting
for `Meditate'. A sequence, almost like a sawing cello adds a little energy
(don't quite know how I would meditate to this) and also inventiveness
that is so effective. The sequence disappears and tranquil pads take us to
a gentle finish. An organ strikes up for `Melancholy', another rare
sequenceless track. It fades away to be replaced by tinkling effects, more
flute then mellotron. Just exquisite. Back to another rather
Baumannesque sequence for `The Insolent Walk Nocturne of Gargoyles'.
It's all slow and moody until the third minute when another sequence of
Earthquake proportions enters along with heavily pitch bending lead line-
ideal for solo heroics. The sequences keep coming, each one superb,
creating a devastating wall of sound. Absolutely fantastic! Things calm
down once more for `Towers', a really effective little atmospheric piece.
`Cupola' initially retains a similar atmosphere (though maybe a little
darker). It's like being in some very large enclosed area with water
dripping from the ceiling. Soft pads lighten the atmosphere a little then
gradually an echoing sequence emerges followed by a second one that is
like cracking static, then a deeper and meaner third. A moody lead plays
along with the pulsations. Yet another excellent track which winds up a
really special album. (DL)
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John L akveet / Building
Sequential Stones Vol 2
CD / 16 tracks / 69.25 mins

The most wonderful combination of
delicate crystalline melody and lone
wafting sequence provide a
deceptively beautiful start to
`Presbytery'. Without warning a much
heavier sequence and electronic
growl give us shake. A Morse code
type sequence and aggressive lead
impart even more attitude. We return
to softer realms to finish but on the

whole this was a fairly uncompromising start. An extremely rapid brace of
sequences propel `West Column' into life as the head of steam built up on
the opener is continued here. Suddenly though, it's all stop and we float
on gentle pads and soothing birdsong. The contrast between the two
halves of the track is very effective. `To Prop Up' maintains this more
relaxed approach for just a matter of seconds before more sequences are
deployed. These are the most melodic on the album so far but they come
in large numbers and pack quite a punch. A retro organ type lead gives it,
for a few moments, a slightly proggy feel but then a jaunty solo sequence
takes over the baton (a high register tinkling one in the background)
reminding me of `Magic Fly'. It's a track with a surprise around almost
every note!

Multi layered sequences continue through on to `Precision', mutating
constantly, twisting in and out of each other so you have to keep on your
toes to keep up, especially as the pace is so quick and the pulsations so
full of melody that you find that your mind is constantly being pulled
between `tune' and `rhythm'. On first play I knew I loved it but it took many
a repeated listen before I could take it all in. Something that is true of
many of the tracks here. `Time is Gone' gave me chance for a bit of a
breather as soothing tinklings, soft drones and the most laid back of leads
waft through the air. Initially things become even mellower for `Cheer Up'
but then some very curious string melodies arrive, then others on what
almost sounds like they are played on a children's instrument- quite
bizarre- until, to some extent we return to more familiar sequencer
territory. There are still some rather, to these ears, inappropriate melodic
stabs going on in the background though. Extremely odd, maybe Volume
2's equivalent to `Reflection' from Vol 1.

`Crypt' is suitably spooky, with ominous breathy noises. These are
juxtapositioned with more soothing melodic touches but, on balance,
things are still fairly malevolent. `Wall' is certainly a return to exciting
pulsating sequences, melody oozing out of each note. There is an ebb
and flow though and gradually over time things become relatively tranquil
but moody. `Thanks A Lot' is initially quite symphonic. In the middle
section the string sounds morph into more traditional electronics only to
return to strings again by the end. A lovely melancholy track, as indeed is
`Sentry' though this time the predominant sound is the sea breaking on
the shore. A really vivid piece of picture music. `House of Sky' continues
with the atmospherics as flute and bubble effects, then the wind, create a
lovely peaceful mood.

Jonn brings back the sequences for `Nobody', but there is still a
moodiness to the backing even though an almost playful lead is in
marked contrast. The pace quickens as more sequences are deployed.
`South Column' picks up the heaviness of the pulsations still further. The
intensity varies but overall the excitement level is high. One of my
favourite tracks here. `Recently' is the shortest track on the album buts it's
decidedly fun, sequences and quirky melodies bouncing off each other in
the most curious way.

`High' is completely different, again rather symphonic and moody but also
extremely beautiful. `Class' is another demonstration of melodic
sequencing but of the subtle variety, even developing a bit of a Japanese
feel near the end. Thus ends a much more varied album than Volume 1.
(DL)

Hemisphere / Beast in the
Heat
CD / 11 tracks / 76.37 mins

Spooky or cosmic starts to albums or
tracks are really fairly standard
Electronic Music practice but the
tapestry of dark sounds we have at
the beginning of  `Starlight Casino'
really are of the very highest order.
On one hand there is a warmth to
them and on the other an uneasy
edginess. A really deep melodic bass
line becomes the main feature along

with a percussive rhythm. Delicate bright timpani and soft wordless
female vocal colouring (a major feature of the track) completes a quite
gorgeous picture. Gentle tinkling piano is used sparingly taking us
forward, reminding me a little of Code Indigo. This is highly melodic,
gently rhythmic but above all beautiful stuff. There is a sort of dreamy
softness to `Chroma'. Sighing pads waft across the ether with, again, just
the faintest touch of piano. It's a bit like `Planetary Chronicles' Jonn Serrie
I suppose but with also a touch of Michael Neil.

The mood becomes a lot darker for `The Frogs'. A squelchy rhythm
strikes up. At around the four-minute mark an ethnic flute joins
proceedings, giving things a rather mysterious `Eastern' feel. Yet another
excellent composition. You would expect `Shadows in the Basement' to
be rather creepy and indeed that is what you get. It would have gone well
with a Sci Fi horror film such as `Alien'. `Hydra' really picks up the pace
again as a blistering rhythm provides quite a heavy frame around which
delicate pads swirl like an autumn mist. The main drums subside from
time to time so that percussive loops can shine thorough, the change in
pace and `feel' maintaining interest. Solar winds blow as `M8812' takes us
to the depths of space. A similar sound palette is used to the earlier
`Shadows….' so again it's all rather spooky.

This uneasiness continues through to  `Energy Brand' with the addition of
all sorts of other effects including crashing metal and various sounds from
Hell. A pulse arrives in the second minute and the pads soften a little. A
rapid sequence breaks through which completely transforms the track into
an ideal piece of music for driving far too fast to. I felt like I needed a bit of
a breather after such a stormer and `Alpha Order' was just perfect. Lie
back and relax on the back of some gentle pads, almost like the sea
breaking on the shore. `Pallas' is gently rhythmic with a nice bass line and
dreamy little melodic touches including some lovely subtle guitar licks.

`Mura' is all rather angelic and soothing. From the artwork it looked like it
was the final track but no, there is an extra piece of music not listed (so I
don't know the title). It does however have a very similar mood and feel to
the previous track. This is an album covering quite a few styles, each
wonderfully done. (DL)

AirSculpture / Impossible
Geometries

Adrian Beasley, John Christian, Peter
Ruczynski. Three guys from Reading.
They like to improvise. That©s all we
need to know really.

©Floe© opens with a repetitive chord
structure creating a dark, gloomy
atmosphere. Synth riffs attempt to

pierce the murk, but to no avail. Six minutes in and
the clouds start to disperse. Anticipation is built
carefully. The sequences arrive, and (in the words
of Dave Law) "what a sequence"! Constantly

shifting, constantly developing. At times an echoing pulse, at others a
scything wall of sound. It dies momentarily, only to herald in another
sequenced section. Well paced, superbly structured, and backed by some
brilliant drum lines which really do make the track stomp. Synth lines
weave their way around the sequential lattice work before being left in
isolation to form a poignant close.

©Impossible Geometries© opens carefully and melodically, the improvised
themes growing in stature with familiarity. A sequential throb introduces a
superb arpeggiating section which is adorned by yet more synth mastery.
It is faded, then restarted as it constantly mutates and distorts. Eventually
it breaks down to leave brooding synth chords to bring the piece to an
epic close.

Classic TD voices herald ©Stranger Tractors©. The sequencers which soon
follow are sheer brilliance, accompanied by superb synth sweeps and
refrains. A swirling cacophony of synthesis punctuates the mid section of
this piece, before Air Sculpture play their trump card. A sensational
section follows featuring mellotron ©washes©, sequences and rasping
leads. Fade to close, and it©s over all too soon.

If you haven©t seen the adverse comments which have already started to
circulate about "retro", then you haven©t missed much. If however you
have read them and are wondering why certain factions are so unhappy,
well take a listen to this album. You will witness a stark reminder of what
improvisation has to offer. And what©s more, it ain©t going to stop here.

The complete set of AirSculpture©s
triumphant Alpha Centauri
appearance is now available on this
CD. This is a review of the actual
concert, and though musically
identical the order on the CD has
been changed slightly. Dense
textures open proceedings, with
crescendo after crescendo being

delivered as the first sequencer run is prepared.
As it breaks through the background subsides
leaving the electronic pulsations almost in
isolation. Soon themes re-emerge and consolidate

as the sequence lines pile on the pressure. Focus shifts to Prophecy
leads as they slice through the soundstage. As the sequence regains the
high ground, it is constantly manipulated into an array of contortions. The
fade heralds another wave of rasping synths, and almost immediately
another sequence starts to take shape. A holding pattern is formed from
high and low register patterns. A percussive element joins the fray, then a
heavy beat takes centre stage. Guitar synth motifs clutch at the
sequential rhythm. The heavy beat drives on as more effects show their
hand. Suddenly the beat stops to leave the sequence to fade, bringing to
an end the opening 22 minute section of the concert.

Audience applause subsides into a brooding soundscape. The
atmospherics are built skilfully into the organic sequence which emerges
from the malaise. Counterpart rhythms are set running, and subtle synth
layers are created to match the mood perfectly. The band really are
tuning into each other©s directions and intentions on this piece, skills
which are further developed with each session they perform. Section 3 is
introduced by a wall of synth layers from which a racey sequence
emerges. The pulsations form a shifting tapestry which is populated by
darting electronic motifs. The way the sequence constantly mutates is
great, and shows the effectiveness of real time "hands on" sequencing.
The patterns break down into a mass of oscillations which in turn reveal
more brooding synth work which is developed into an impressive section
of atmospheric EM reminiscent of TD©s ©Desert Dream© from ©Encore©.
Again it shows how another aspect of AirSculpture©s work is progressing
at a pace. Audience reaction demands an encore and the piece which is
delivered is, for me, the highlight of the album. The sequence work is
tremendous and the whole section shows what AirSculpture in full flow is
all about. Simply a tremendous piece of "full on" Electronic Music.

A second encore was demanded, and the short pastiche which ends the
concert is based around a steady sequence which is wound down almost
to a standstill. Great concert, great album. AirSculpture go from strength
to strength. Hear the proof. (GG)

Gert Emmens / Waves of
Dreams
CD Back in Print / 6 tracks /
72.02 mins

©After the Rain© initially uses a slow
sequence, mixing with dreamy
shimmering effects to create a lazy
laid-back feel. The pace quickens
slightly as another sequence strikes
up. A slow moody lead line continues
the tranquil sunny afternoon feel. By
the fourth minute however it is all
change as things suddenly descend

to dark atmospherics out of which emerges an ominous twangy sequence
and brooding lead line. In the seventh minute a rapid tinkling sequence
then another with greater oomph lift the spirits and pick up the pace. This
isn©t all bludgeoning stuff though as the melodies retain that tender
element.

©Another Time, Another Space© certainly starts very cosmically. The
engines are engaged as a rapid morphing sequence breaks through. We
take a breather in the fifth minute. Dark drones set the scene for the best
moment on the album so far as a typical mid seventies bass sequence
surges forward. This really is tremendous stuff! We reach even greater
heights as a lead line enters and the sequence careers this way and that.
Even classic mellotron sounds are tossed in for good measure. We
moodily drift through to the title track. The atmosphere becomes more
positive, as if a door is opened and the sun comes streaming in. More
sequences and rhythms enter as we transcend from beauty to an edgy
excitement.

©Dawn© might be the title of the next track but it certainly doesn©t sound like
it is on this planet. When the inevitable sequences arrive they are bright
and joyous like the rays of some alien sun gradually rising above the
horizon. A beefier sequence joins the original combination making it seem
as if things are getting hotter. The temperature rises still further as a
rhythm then positive melodic lead line join in the fun. In the sixth minute
things seem to become more urgent, a serious edge cutting straight
through the frivolity. Dark melodic stabs add to the unease then the
sequences depart and the sun goes down once more. The mood darkens
still further for ©Heading Towards Unknown Destinations©. Clangs, as if
from some gloomy cell, mix with the sound of wailing spectres. An
inventive jaunty stuttering brace of sequences takes us into the light but
there is something almost tribal about the syncopations. Wistful John
Dyson type lead lines impart a touch of melancholy. By the sixth minute
the pace quickens still further, maybe the chase is on. The atmosphere
lightens considerably as we near our destination.

©Bright Spot on a Grey Day© starts with deep space Sci Fi type effects. A
similar sequence to that in the first half of ©Dawn© breaks through. Things
become even more exciting as a bass line starts to form. I really thought it
would continue to build but instead we chug along nicely before returning
to the cosmic effects. Then silence……. before the introduction of a
snippet of strange, mysterious, half whispered vocals and windy pads to
finally finish. (DL)

Recorded at AirSculpture's Eurosonic
festival gig in Sweden. Everything
AirSculpture plays is improvised, this
is 100 % unique music inspired by
the moment not just live versions of
already available material. In fact
there is very little difference between
an AirSculpture studio album and a
live one. The music is created

spontaneously whether it is in front of an audience
or not. Many people including other musicians
refuse to believe this however such in the quality

of the music and almost telepathic understanding between the three band
members. AirSculpture create a music that is inspired by the mid to late
seventies analogue sequencer pioneers but this is not copyist, there is a
big difference between being influenced by something and plagiarism.
The title track drifts into your consciousness and images are created of a
cold sun rising above the mountains to shine on mist covered water. For
AirSculpture this is extremely delicate stuff more beautiful than dark,
probably inspired by the location of the gig, an island in the middle of a
lake.

At three and a half minutes more typical AirSculpture type cosmic effects
start to bubble to the surface but peace and tranquillity are still the
dominant images. A gossamer melody warbles forth at the seven minute
mark. The first sequence begins to build and rumbles forward, the
underlying sounds would not have been out of place on `Sorcerer' or
`Encore'. From the delicate start we are now moving into darker territory.
The sequence mutates and distorts. The lead lines compliment the
sequences superbly becoming very mean and menacing. Another
absolutely brilliant sequence is thrown in to the brew. There now seems to
be three sequences side by side- brilliant, just bloody brilliant! Things then
quieten down and you will think we are winding down towards the end but
no, the sequences come back for more only dying away as the track
fades out. The Sculpture boys' sense of humour strikes again for
`Traditional Folk Music', as we are instantly plunged into a vast grating
metallic hiss at top volume accompanied by all sorts of industrial sounds.
Things then calm down amongst a backdrop of well out there cosmic
effects. This is very descriptive space music but in their region of the
cosmos we don't get gentle floating pads, oh no! Solar flares, explosions
and plasma storms are more the order of the day.

When some semblance of order does appear the music that results
reminded me very much of TD's `Alpha Centauri', the organ sound being
particularly effective but not over used. Just when you think that this is
going to be one of AirSculpture's atmospheric interludes up steps a high
register sequence and as usual it really hits the spot, twisting and turning
all the time. If this is traditional folk music then I think I'll take up Morris
Dancing. `Gloria Mundi' wastes no time in getting into a slow deep bass
sequence, very moody stuff. The temptation to clutter things with layer
after layer of atmospherics is resisted and plenty of space is given,
making the melodies and carefully chosen effects stand out even more
and giving them greater impact that would otherwise have been the case.
Drums are introduced at six minutes but mutate into a snapping sequence
only to go through more metamorphosis to change back into a drum
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sound. The sequence / drum keeps changing between the two sounds
and very effective it all is too. Things are then stripped down to a very
moody rhythm which fades into a swamp of drones and vicious effects
which get even moodier right up to the end. My favourite AirSculpture
album ever. The sequences are of course superb put the lead lines that
accompany them are better than ever before and the atmospherics reach
new heights of descriptive power. Absolutely fantastic. (DL)

The opening track `Dark Design' kicks
off with some seriously weird effects
before a foreboding sequence begins
to take shape at the two minute mark.
Subliminal white noise percussion
adds the merest suggestion of detail
while held choral pads flesh out the
sound alongside all manner of other
synth vox. The sequence continually

gains momentum - we're only 5 minutes in and
already AirSculpture have developed a massive
wall of electronic pulsations. It's hugely impressive

stuff and the way the sounds constantly mutate is breathtaking. Focus on
anything you like - synth pads, effects, or any of the sequence layers -
they all shapeshift with incredible regularity. Electric guitar vox scythe
their way through the track until proceedings are expertly dampened down
from the 10 minute mark.

Sequence pulsations immediately get `Aerostatic' underway. Restrained
synth voices bide their time, toying with the senses until the sequences
take more of a lead role allowing the synth detail to grow in stature. At
one point the synth lines surge, totally engulfing the sequences which

then break free from the malaise after a fascinating battle.

The dodgy title dept worked overtime to produce `Pogofish', however once
you've heard the uptempo sequences which immediately crash onto the
scene you'll realise that actually it's quite an apt title. This track finds
AirSculpture in surprisingly optimistic and playful mood, with mesmeric
rhythmics and a barrage of electronic sounds. Drums then join the fray
and the piece as a whole really is a masterpiece. It's possibly my favourite
of the lot, not least because I haven't a bloody clue how they got their
sequencer software to create such a seemingly random yet emphatically
cohesive high sequence!

The optimism doesn't last long however, and the boys soon depart for a
distant planet and dive into the nearest swamp to produce `Polarvoid'
which, in all seriousness, is a cracking example of unsequenced
weirdness. Lastly, but definitely not leastly, we are presented with
`Thunderhead'. It is a gargantuan piece in every sense and underlines the
credentials of the whole album. With massive synthscapes aplenty and
awesome sequencing, this piece and its companions combine to create
the finest AirSculpture adventure so far. It's akin to scaling Everest
without a route map. (GG)

The Birth of MusicZeit
Up until about early 2005, in my heart of hearts, I had always been a
fervent anti downloader. It was not that this view had been based on any
sound knowledge, just some vague notion that the sound quality was not
up to it and that somehow it just wasn't `real'. Whether there were any
good reasons for these views was quite irrelevant - they were there and I
was sticking to them! It was obvious from speaking to some of my
customers however that they were already downloading music so SMD
started some experiments with download on our site. This brought me into
contact with more experienced downloaders (many more than I would
ever have guessed). As always I listened to what they had to say and it
was quite shocking just how ignorant I was. I had based my assumptions
on sound quality on some rather ropey mp3 files I had heard. It transpired
that there were many levels of mp3 and that at the higher end the sound
quality was not that bad, not good enough for audiophiles maybe but for
many quite adequate. But then there was the real eye or should I say `Ear'
opener- FLAC. Here was a way of preserving an EXACT copy of the
music files that were on an artist's computer, as he had mastered them
and transferring them to the customer's computer. Even CD can't boast
that. With CD a physical master (CDR etc) would have to have been
made by the musician then the manufacturing plant would have to have
made a glass master from this then from that the CD itself would be
manufactured. At each stage errors would creep into the procedure. Not
so for a FLAC download transfer. With FLAC if even one byte of
information from that original master is lost or changed the download
simply will not work so an identical copy is assured. So one of my
preconceptions shattered. Download can sound even better than CD!

There is then the other point about downloaded music just not seeming
`real' to people of my generation. After my experiences over the last few
years I suspect that this is something that will pass with time but let's just
accept that it is a mindset that many will have for quite some time. The
thing is though that it doesn't have to be an issue at all. There is nothing
stopping full artwork, including an on CD image being downloadable along
with the music. I recently purchased a printer for my computer which cost
just £75 including VAT. This printer has software and a special tray with it
that allows for printing Directly onto the non-playing surface of the CD
itself (no transfers needed). I used some good quality paper to print the
booklet and back tray card and was amazed that within an hour of
purchasing an album I had a CDR on my shelf that looked as good as any
other of the CDs I had purchased via conventional means except that it
was much cheaper (even after costs of producing it), it hadn't been
delayed by a postal strike, and was of at least as good sound quality to
the other albums at either side of it. The main difference was the superior
way I had been able to get it.

In gaining the above knowledge an uncomfortable reality was dawning. I
was not the only one that was coming to the above conclusions - indeed I

was late on the game. If people could buy through download something
as good, probably better, than the CDs I was selling through SMD, at a
cheaper cost and they could get them in a fraction of the time I was
getting them to them, SMD was in trouble.  Something had to be done or
else over time we would just fade away as an out dated and very inferior
relic of the past. We stepped up our experiments of selling downloads on
the SMD site and almost instantly it became obvious that this is what a
large number of our customers wanted (most downloading the FLAC
rather than mp3 and also downloading the artwork). The service we were
offering was better than that being provided by anyone else within our
scene but I was well aware of how much better it could be.

In February 2006 I approached a firm of professional web page
developers who had developed music download sites in the past and had

also done work for other national companies as well as local government.
They were quite excited by the initial plans we submitted so put a costed
specification together. Two problems became evident straight away.
Firstly I did not remotely understand the complexity of what I had asked
them to create. Even though they had tried to be as simplistic as they
could it was way too technical for me. Secondly it was five times the
budget I had estimated for the project! In short, I was way out of my
depth.

At first I just despaired, sort of resigned myself to running SMD until the
decline in demand for CDs made it unviable. I mentioned my frustrations
to a few people, outlining what I had had in mind and to my utter
amazement people wanted to be involved with the project. Indeed so
many that I was spoilt for choice! In the end, long term SMD helper
Graham Getty came on board on an official basis as did probably the
most professional Electronic Musician in the UK, Ian Boddy. We joined
forces and set up the new company Music Zeit Ltd.

Music Zeit not only had the vision to enable customers to have full FLAC
quality downloads and artwork so that, if they wanted, they could make
wonderful looking and sounding CDRs but to also make the choice of
material available much wider than it was. This was to be achieved by
Music Zeit not only being a vehicle for SMD to sell music but also to act
as a platform for other labels or independent musicians out there who
wanted to use the facility to sell their music via download as well. The

plan was to provide these musicians with a facility to upload their music
and artwork to the site plus provide many levels of administration pages
where they could administer and edit their uploaded material as well as
keep a real time view on their sales. The level of administration pages we
are providing, we believe, are way better than anything else that is
currently out there in whatever field of music.

This was a vast project that took many months to develop and test. We
don't believe there is anything quite like it in the world that is providing
both the customer and musician quite the level of quality and control. Not
only do the musician's have their own administration pages but so does
each customer, protected by a self chosen password, containing the
albums they have purchased ready for download plus facilities to change
personal details etc. If a password is forgotten you can even request an
automatic email to be sent to you with it in.

We have already had a great deal of interest, even amongst musicians
and labels who had previously been anti download - until they saw the
quality of the product that this service could deliver. Bands who have
currently signed up are Redshift, Radio Massacre International, Free
System Project, Ramp (via the Doombient Label), Intelligentsia (via the
Earth Academy Label), Joint Intelligence Committee (via the Bogus Focus
label) plus many others as well with new artists and labels getting
involved every day. Some of these artists have already got albums
available for sale whilst others are currently preparing music for upload.
