The fact that Music Zeit offers FLA@s convinced every musician
I have talked to about the sound quality issuetterte is still the illegal sites point. It doesreéally matter what medium music is
sold in- CD or anything else, it still works its yanto the illegal sites. There are so many peopie however who only buy their
music on download (not CD) and for some of thesetéimptation is always going to be there thatefrttusic is not available for
download on a legal site they will obtain it fromilegal one. If however they can buy it from gaésite they are more than will-
ing to do so. This is especially so if they canigat FLAC quality (something non of the illegates offer as it is too expensive an
option for them). So putting up legal FLAC downlsdtklps combat the illegal sites. Of course thallealways be people who will
just use the illegal sites because they simply matl pay for music. These people would thereforenbave purchased a CD or any
other legitimate way of obtaining the music anywRwytting music up for FLAC download is a way of dmating the illegal sites-
not helping them.
