Klaus Schulze / Live & Klangart
DCD /10 Tracks / 154.57 mins

This double album was originally
released as two separate single
CDs in 2001 but they both sold out
and deleted very quickly so rapidly
became desirable items on the
second hand market. They are
also my favourite albums by Klaus
so far this millennium. It is very welcome therefore that they
have been reissued, wonderfully packaged and with two
bonus tracks.

The first track is rather appropriately called 'Breeze to Se-
quence'. We get garbled chattering vocal samples amidst
all manner of twittering cosmic effects. The rhythm comes
in on the back of an explosion which then merges with a
sequence which has Klaus' signature all over it. Ethereal
pads provide a tranquil backdrop to the pulsations as they
mutate. The style has similarities with other works from this
period but there are frequent moments which take me back
twenty-five years or more. The sequences and rhythms
subside from time to time to give the lead lines plenty of
room to let rip, at times sounding almost manic and at oth-
ers becoming rather tender. We growl straight into '‘Loops
to Groove'- initially rather demonic sounding then a slow
loping rhythm strikes up- it hits the spot perfectly taking you
along in its relaxed groove. A lovely melancholy lead joins it
sounding like a cross between brass and strings. It's kept
relatively low in the mix and has an exquisite delicate qual-
ity to it but even so it demands your attention. With six min-
utes to go we get some female wailing effects which | could
have done without but they stay around for a very short pe-
riod and are replaced by some excellent understated lead
doodles which make an ideal compliment to the laid back
mood.

As we drift into 'From Church to Search’' everything
changes, cosmic effects and chants create a very atmos-
pheric beginning. A high hat line splashes over the top and
complex rhythms form around everything else. It’s like be-
ing in a church but only vaguely concentrating on the pro-
ceedings whilst your mind darts this way and that. With ten
minutes to go everything descends to calm then the high
hat returns providing some structure around which the track
reforms. One of the lead lines does sound rather cello like
but apart from the bonus track Wolfgang Tiepold is only
credited on the second CD so | will assume that it was syn-
thesized but there do seem to be three lead lines weaving
around each other- maybe just Klaus being extremely
clever. During the last four minutes we get the chants re-
turning fitting in nicely amongst the delicate and carefully
woven backing. We then get a wall of deep pads which re-
place everything else and take us to the end. A light breezy
sort of skipping sequence immediately propels 'l Loop You
Schwinderlig' forwards. A bright rhythm joins it in typical
Schulze style. It's as if light is sparkling over boiling water
with rainbows being seen through the rising steam. This is
a track that is full of energy and yet the host of pulsations
and beats are kept under tight control giving a feeling of
space rather than clutter which adds to its subtle beauty
still further. After a bit the mind becomes mesmerized as
you are taken into a state of trance. More detail is added
during the last ten minutes of this twenty eight minute mon-
ster but even so | did think that it went on a tad too long but

this is only a minor quibble and | know that many a Schulze
fan could listen to this sort of thing forever. The first bonus
track ‘Short Romance’ (originally on the rare promo CD for
‘Contemporary Works’) consists of synthesised strings over
which Wolfgang Tiepold plays a slow solo melody. A se-
date pulse then sympathetic sequence do enter near the
end and are welcome but it is the moody cello and textures
which have the most impact. It is stunningly beautiful stuff
and for those who aren’t fortunate enough to have the
promo will be a hugely welcome addition.

The second CD is even better than the first one. Cosmic
twitters and flutey type wind sounds abound on the opening
section of 'La Fugue Sequenca'. We then get some dis-
torted stabs and deep ominous rumblings out of which
emerges a mean bass sequence. It's a real cracker but bet-
ter are still to come as yet more sequences arrive, a
plucked string one being particularly effective. This is awe-
some stuff, so much is going on. Yet another sequence en-
ters at the six-minute mark- a high register one then the
drums come in. How on Earth he manages to control the
maelstrom and then construct a scorching lead line over
the top | will never know. It's all extremely exciting and
Klaus sounds as if he is having fun.

The pulsating brew momentarily takes a back seat as he
gives the lead loads of oomph but it isn't long before the
rhythms come back. There is so much going on here that
its very hard to take it all in on first listen. It gets my pulse
racing faster and faster with each play. 'Cavalleria Cellisti-
cana' is the first of the collaborative tracks with Wolfgang
Tiepold and it's absolutely fantastic! Wolfgang's deep cello
can be heard over an electronic drone gently but mournfully
crying out. It's so serene and relaxing. Each note is a ca-
ress as the gorgeous melody seeps into your soul. Half
way into the track the mood is changed dramatically as the
sequences surge forward- then in come crashing drums
taking you by the shoulders and giving you a shake. Initially
Klaus takes over lead duties but Wolfgang soon joins him
though again subtlety is the order of the day. He doesn't
axe it, that duty is left to Klaus, instead he provides colour
and texture. For the last couple of minutes its back to the
cello over drones combination which worked so well at the
beginning.

‘Tracks of Desire' is a stunning little piece beginning with
solo cello which becomes very deep at times then after al-
most two minutes is joined by soft synth pads. For the rest
of the track both pads and cello weave rather sad sounding
picture music. The feeling of melancholy is emphasised still
further during the last minute by choral effects which can
just be heard very low in the mix. 'Last Move at Osnabruck’
is again Klaus on his own and begins with a bouncy se-
quence / loop. Some rather strange heavily distorted vocal
samples are added as is a rhythm but it isn't until the three
minute mark when the thing really seems to take off with
the introduction of rather symphonic pads. A tinkling se-
quence is added and the earlier loop fades away but this
sequence itself then mutates into a similar pattern of the
loop before coming to a tranquil conclusion. This is a much
simpler track than much of what has gone on before. It's
OK but not my favourite number here, mind you it does
have some rather stunning competition. The second bonus
track ‘OS 9.07’ starts with deep moody atmospheres. It was
recorded especially for this set and again features a very
realistic cello solo but as Wolfgang in not credited | assume



it is synthesised. There is also some spoken text low in the
mix. A rhythm starts to kick as things become increasingly
syncopated, eventually working itself up to a steady head

nodding groove. One of Klaus’ very finest live albums. (DL)

Jim Kirkwood /
Where Shadows Lie
CDR /2 Tracks / 72.16 mins

To me it seems as though Jim
has been struggling with the is-
sue of what to do about his early
cassette releases for some time.
His fans have been trying to get
him to re-releases them for years.
Jim however is as critical of his
own work as anyone and simply didn’t think they were up to
it. But instead of disappointing his fans he decided to com-
pletely rerecord this historic release from 1990. This is no
simple remix or overdub of the original however. Instead he
takes the basic themes and sequence ideas and replays /
reinterprets them, with better sounds. He then greatly ex-
pands on the resulting ideas so that this album has a run-
ning time of almost twice that of the original cassette. He
has also utilised his vastly superior production skills ac-
quired over the last seventeen years. | believe that he in-
tends to do the same for all his early cassettes- a task that
will surely take him many years!

‘Where Shadows Lie’ is one of a number of albums inspired
by JRR Tolkien. A very low ominous rumbling drone acts
as backing to a shimmering tone then all sorts of eerie ef-
fects and rolling drums. Sinister organ creates quite a dark
foreboding setting. A little delicate melody can just be
heard amongst the shadows. A most wonderful, almost
playful sequence emerges accompanied by an extremely
moody and somewhat mysterious lead, rising and falling
amongst the pulsations. Staccato stabs of energy increase
the excitement in classic Kirkwood fashion. The balance
between tenderness and pent up aggression is pure per-
fection. A further high register sequence and sighing mel-
ody add yet another dimension. All then dies away to a
moody landscape with just that delicate little melody calling
out in isolation. A ball breaking sequence then surges forth,
developing even more oomph as it goes, assisted by a
sympathetic rhythm. Anvil sounds and sawing strings her-
ald the beginning of the next section. A triumphant theme
cries out and becomes even more awe inspiring as new
rhythms enter. Things build and build reaching epic propor-
tions then fade back to lovely tranquil sounds of running
water and birds. A little tinkling, almost musical box type
melody hangs in the air. More vast strings swell then sub-
side leaving a much moodier atmosphere, ethereal word-
less vocal pads and surging strings giving an ominous
edge. Without warning more mean rhythms and sequences
appeatr, as if an army has suddenly materialised from no-
where. They sweep through leaving lonely desolation be-
hind them, wind blowing over a ravaged landscape. All Hell
then breaks through once more as another triumphant
surge of blistering lead lines and rhythms herald an an-
swering army lead by ‘The White Rider’, breaking on their
unexpecting foe. A quite awesome way to finish this forty-
three minute classic.

Startled birds launch themselves into the air at the begin-
ning of the second and final track. Manic laughing scatters

the crows still further. The fastest and most devastating se-
gquence on the album so far spews notes at one hundred
miles an hour. Lead flourishes are hurled into the sky, issu-
ing a challenge to all that can hear whilst thunderous pulsa-
tions make the ground shake. This just has to be played
loud! What is more, it keeps building and building, each
element becoming increasingly more intense, each high
must surely be the limit, we must reach some sort of melt-
down soon, but no, it keeps building. Surely something has
to give. Then without warning, in the ninth minute every-
thing just stops, leaving an atmospheric backdrop. | take a
few deep breaths to recover then ominously, drum flour-
ishes beat out. A lovely tinkling sequence settles the
nerves then a wonderfully thick analogue sounding melody
playfully weaves around the pulsations. Searing lead stabs
act like distorting explosions of pure energy whilst euphoric
pads flow over the top. A laser sharp lead line completes a
captivating but also devastating picture. Yet another fresh
sequence emerges, standing in isolation, only for the previ-
ous mayhem to return just as suddenly as it departed. Ee-
rie atmospherics then take over, like a nighttime fog de-
scending over a battlefield. A repeated melodic motif her-
alds a renewed optimism which is heightened still further as
a lovely lead comes to join it. There is just time left for one
more manic flourish so Jim obliges. Yet another rumbling
bass sequence leads the way, rapid lead lines darting this
way and that like a flashing sabre wielded by a master
swordsman. What Jim has done with this early recording is
quite incredible and | can’t wait to hear the results of his
breathing fresh life into other early works. (DL)

Jim Kirkwood / Foxhalt Marsh

When Jim composes a new al-
bum he always creates much
more music than can be used on

- a single CD length project.
Somet|mes the music can be excellent but for some reason
it doesn't fit easily amongst the other tracks chosen. It
would be a shame for such music to remain unheard so it is
for this reason that Jim has decided to release a series of
EPs where such tracks can be heard. In this case the title
track is one that was composed for ‘Foxhalt Edge’ but
never ended up seeing the light of day. Mournful drones
are contrasted by peaceful birdsong creating the perfect
opening moments. This is so peaceful but also incredibly
atmospheric. A slow deep melancholy flute and strange
gurgling noises give a slightly darker edge. A mid paced
sequence lopes forward accompanied by a moody lead
line. A second sequence falls into formation with the first
and a sighing wordless vocal hovers over it all like some
lost soul. A cracking rhythm adds a little urgency and a
new, slightly more strident lead carries things forward.
Even though the track has gained more structure and a lit-
tle more oomph as it has progressed it hasn't lost the ten-
der melancholy that is present throughout. By the fourteen-
minute mark we have descended back to floating atmos-
pherics with more sounds of the dead still haunting the wa-
tery realm. ‘Black Dog Moor’ was composed for the
‘Hecate’ project but fits very well alongside the title track. It
starts rather dreamily with half heard voices and angelic
sighing. All is at peace. A slow sequence and flutey synth



lead start up. A faster sequence falls into formation,
morphing beautifully. Forceful synth flourishes really
heighten the excitement and in response the sequences
are cranked up to an even more urgent pace. Momentum
picks up all the time like an avalanche careering down a
mountain. We return to our dreams to finish. What a su-
perb track! To think that if it wasn’t for Jim’s EP initiative
we would never have heard it. What a waste that would
have been! It also makes me wonder though just how
much more material of this calibre is just sitting there in his
archive.

What a beautiful shimmering start.
™ This is far away from ‘Kirkwood the
dark’, just gorgeous dreamy won-

derfully relaxed and blissed out stuff. Of course it can't
stay that way for long. Strange animal noises can just be
heard, then a bass pulse followed by a slow twangy se-
quence. Brooding moody stuff. The subtlest of melodic
motifs is repeated low in the mix, gradually rising as the
melancholy increases. A slow lead, again almost bestial,
wails its mournful message. A more conventional soothing
melody replies. More little melodies and tinkling sequences
arrive but somehow things don’t become too cluttered and
the delicate atmosphere remains. Behind all this is a quite
complex track meaning that it can be listened to many
times without losing its interest. You can analyse all that is
going on as much as you like however but it is probably
better just to switch off and let the music take you where it
will, which in my experience has been a different journey
each time. In the twelfth minute it is all change as a great
big gargantuan bass sequence steamrollers forth accom-
panied by mellotron. Another even faster sequence sprays
notes amongst the rumbling pulsation. A blistered lead
flashes towards the Heavens. Then, as if we had been hit
by a swift but ferocious storm, all starts to calm down,
though the sequences still tinkle away. This is only a mo-
mentary reprieve however, the eye of the storm | suppose,
as things soon take off again, continuing on the same de-
structive path. Fresh sequences emerge in the twenty-
second minute, changing the mood substantially to one of
awe and wonder. All sequences then depart to be replaced
by a steady relaxed rhythm which itself fades away leaving
us with angelic wordless sighing pads. As with much of
Jim’s work however there is a twist, a sort of uneasy dark
edge which lives side by side with beauty and wonder. The
dark and light sides to the same coin as it were. (DL)

David Wright / Momentum
CD /13 Tracks / 79.58 mins

The seed of this album was a
mainly improvised concert David
did as part of The Gatherings se-
ries in the States. It was a quite
inspirational performance but un-
fortunately because of technical
issues the tapes were not usable.

David therefore treated it as a studio album of all new ma-
terial, putting right what needed ‘fixing’ but as far as possi-
ble keeping the original ‘key structure, development and
mood’. A very quiet solar wind effect is joined by a deep
bass rumble then explosive thunder claps, reverberating
into the night sky. All this provides a rather dramatic start
for what is basically the introductory and appropriately titled
track ‘The Gathering’. Things calm down substantially for
‘Desire — part 1'. Little note droplets fall onto lush tranquil
pads, enough to soothe the most stressed mind. A slow
peaceful, faintly ethnic, rhythm starts up as we flow into ‘A
Solitary Moment'. A beautiful melody floats above it all
seeping into the very soul. The pace increases a little and a
plucked string acoustic guitar type loop bounces wonder-
fully off the original melody- quite exquisite it all is too.
Again we flow into the next track (all the first seven num-
bers seamlessly progress from one to the next) ‘Panic At-
tack’ but instead of the rather frantic music | was expecting
we again return to deeply atmospheric tones and effects- |
know it is an overused term but ‘cosmic’ really does fit the
bill here. A similar rhythm to that found on ‘... Solitary Mo-
ment’ appears on ‘Emergence’ and another delicate little
melody drips like water gently landing on a mirror lake. An-
other lovely guitar type loop gives that little extra oomph as
we continue through to ‘Out of the Blue’. ‘Desire- part 2’ is
basically a reprise of the first part, in other words as chilled
as it is possible to get. We pause before entering what is
effectively the first track on the second half of the album,
‘Secrets of the Mist — part 1'. The sound of a calm sea
breaks onto a peaceful shoreline. A brass type melody calls
out like the sun rising above the horizon (even had a bit of
a Spaghetti Western feel to it!) then ethereal pads float
from the speakers like an early morning mist burning off the
water. ‘Evolution’ introduces a tinkling sequence like heat
shimmers over a scorched landscape. A second sequence
and driving rhythm really pick up the pace as we enter the
most forceful passage on the album so far, that lovely laid
back brass melody still shining above it all. A bass line with
real attitude adds a contrasting bight. Wonderful stuff! We
now enter the three-part title track, still in quite a groove,
the main addition being more wordless ethereal vocal ef-
fects. A stunning lead solo adds an even greater element of
class. This album just gets better and better! ‘Part 2’ calms
things down again with the return of water on shore but
now all rather eerie and melancholy. Another excellent
bass line can be heard then a ticking rhythm adding a little
structure as things become more syncopated but with a
wonderfully moody edge. As we move into ‘Part 3’ a piano
lead is added which softens things a little but there is still a
sense of determined purpose here that will not be diverted
from its path. A second absolutely corking lead takes turns
with the piano which itself responds and becomes even
more inspired. Absolutely fantastic! ‘Secrets in the mist —
part 2’ provides a spaced out and moodily melodic atmos-
pheric finish. | would say that after the incredible ‘Walking
with Ghosts’ this is my favourite David Wright album. (DL)

The late 60s to early 70s saw the rise of
The Kraut Rock scene in Germany giving
birth to such bands and artists as: Amon

Sculze, Tangerine Dream and loads more. The original
book of this name came out in 1996 and really amounted to
the repository of a lifetime of knowledge built up by broth-
ers Steve & Alan Freemen, the two people who I certainly
think of as the world experts on this scene. This COROM
covers that book with another ten years of research in-
cluded plus ‘thousands of extra pictures, an albums worth
of music samples plus loads and loads of bonus appendi-
ces, and lots of other extra features, sections on Austria,
Switzerland, the former DDR’ it also covers other related
genres such as Avant-Garde, Synth Music plus others. The
immensity of this project is mind-boggling and will take you
many days to fully go through. What is more you even get
two Free additional promo CDs featuring the Kraut Rock
inspired ‘Auricle’ and ‘Garden of Delights’ labels.

Many of the features on the bands and artists include pic-
tures, posters plus scans of rare album and single covers.
As for the Kraut Rock section, as well as the artists men-
tioned above you will also find articles on: Birth Control,
Eloy, Embryo, Grobschnitt, Harmonia, Guru Guru, Kluster,
Kraftwerk, Magma, Mythos, Novalis. Popol Vuh and almost
600 others! Absolutely astonishing!

Also covered is a Synth Section. Now this looks at things
from a different angle to SMD. Even though it features arti-
cles on the likes of Peter Baumann, Rainer Bloss, Deuter,
Chris Franke, Thomas Fanger, Michael Hoenig, Paul
Haslinger, Peter Mergener, Pete Namlook, Pyramid Peak,
Rainbow Serpent, Roedelius, Johannes Schmoelling, Con-
rad Schnitzler, Mario Schonwalder, Robert Schroeder, Soft-
ware, Spyra and Synco PLUS OVER 300 others it looks at
things from the German scene so you will not find anything
relating to the UK. There is much here however that we
have not covered in SMD. It is an interesting read and you
are certain to find out things you didn't know before.

Even though the Synth and Kraut Rock sections are maybe
those that will attract you most there are also hundreds
more (could even be over 1000) write-ups on bands from
other interesting and related genres. The scope of this pro-
ject is quite simply breathtaking!

We haven't stopped there though. There are audio inter-
views with Manuel Gottsching (3 of them!), Christian Bur-
chard, Michael Gunther and Chris Karrer as well as written
interviews with Klaus Schulze, Florian Fricke, Mario Schon-
walder, Lightwave & Paul Haslinger etc. You will also find
promo videos of Faust both from 1971 and 2007 as well as
Guru Guru, Xhol Caravan and Embryo.

It is one of the most incredible works of love (even obses-
sion?) | have ever read. (DL)

B Intelligentsia /
The Other Side of the Screen

CDR /15 Tracks / 71.31 mins

‘Zonderland’ kicks things off impres-
sively with a wonderful harpsichord
melody backed by swelling organ
and triumphant lead line. It really has
a very uplifting, even epic feel to it
all. Incidentally you can also find this
track on the album of the same
name. Cracking, driving rhythms pick up the pace for ‘2013'.

There is a really nice bass line in the second half of the track
but over all | thought it had a rather 80s feel. ‘Himalayan’ is
much moodier, a really nice lead line emerging out of tinkling
atmospherics. This is then replaced by a flutey melody only to
return again later. The whole track skips along nicely getting
my feet moving in time to the beat, hands playing along to the
solo. ‘Venturer’ is rhythmically similar to ‘2013’ and again fea-
tures good bass backing but has greater depth with more light
and shade. ‘Parthenon’ is initially quite subtle with piano lead
but it isn’'t long before relaxed rhythms enter. As with most of
the tracks here however it is the melodies where the greatest
strength lies. With ‘Klock Work’ the music surges, becoming
quite symphonic and euphoric then subsides again to regroup
before a more forceful rhythm takes things forward once more.
There is a feel throughout of the ideal combination of synthetic
and organic. ‘Hong King Nights’ gets into a real groove, mainly
thanks to a mean bass line nicely contrasted by rather quirky
leads which again take me back to the 80s in a rather synth
pop way. ‘Eclipso’ is quite jaunty backed by a sort of squelchy
sequence. Pleasant melodies, one a staccato piano type and
another sighing wordless vocal work well together. ‘No Op-
tions’ is a real fun piece with a rather ‘Magic Fly’ feel about it,
especially in the sequence department. Even though the next
track is titled ‘Wanderer' it is in fact ‘Ludwig’. Hardly surpris-
ingly it has a rather classical feel featuring multi sequences, a
piano one providing the main base, a thoughtful lead line float-
ing above it all. After a couple of minutes the sequence de-
parts and a lovely bass melody floats almost in isolation.
‘Olmedreca’ starts with another lovely moody bass line. This is
initially replaced by a deep sequence then a second tinkling
one joins in whilst a mournful lead almost weeps above it all.
The mood changes a little in the second half of the track as
drums and more playful leads are deployed but the melan-
choly is not dispersed entirely. The next track is labelled as
‘Ludwig’, but it ain’t. My first thought was that it could have
been swapped over with ‘Wanderer’ but if that were the case
this is a very different version of the track though there are
some similarities in the sequence. Whatever it is called how-
ever it is a real belter with driving rhythms and exquisite se-
guences storming forward. My favourite track on the album.
‘Renai Universe’ calms things down again with brass lead hov-
ering over a tinkling raindrop type sequence. ‘The Other Side
of the Sky’ is another body mover, melodic bass stabs initially
carrying things forward before being joined by a rapid se-
quence. Majestic pads make an entrance giving a lighter feel
which is heightened further by an optimistic joyful lead.
‘Farewell Oncemore’ is a very tender way to finish with high
register sequence providing the base to an almost lullaby type
melody. Even though this is an enjoyable album a third of the
tracks can also be found on ‘Zonderland’ but | am not sure if
they are the same versions as | didn’'t have time to run them
against each other. These albums might not be as ‘polished’
as the more recent ‘Civilisations’ or ‘Federation’ but they con-
tain some nice tracks nevertheless. (DL)

Michael Garrison / In the Re-
gions of Sunreturn and Beyond
CD /11 Tracks / 49.02 mins

‘In the Regions of Sunreturn’ was
originally released in 1979 and ei-
ther that album or this expanded
version (which itself has been out
now for over 15 years) should, in
my opinion, be in the collection of
every lover of truly analogue sounding sequencer based
music. | couldn’t believe just how good it was when | even-



tually got round to hearing it in the early eighties. Se-
quences just how they should be, big and proud and the
melodies highly crafted and subtly changing, no meander-
ing waffle here! We begin with “To The Other side of the
Sky'. Those gorgeous spacey analogue sounds twittering
away over tinkling effects really take me back. Then enters
the most awesome of rumbling bass sequences that to me
was the first hint that this album might be something spe-
cial. A wonderful lead line cries out over the pulsations hit-
ting the spot perfectly. Unbelievably ‘The Search’ gets even
better, the sequence just as powerful as on the opener, the
leads soaring skywards almost like a triumphant challenge.
‘Dreams’ uses scintillating cosmic wind effects over which
the most gorgeous slow moody lead line almost weeps
from the speakers. It's the ideal foil for the powerful pulsa-
tions of the opening two tracks. | can’'t imagine anyone not
being moved. ‘Take a Chance’ is one of two additional fe-
male vocal tracks not found on the original aloum. A se-
quencer kicks things back to life as the whimsical vocal en-
courages us to follow. | suppose it is all a matter of taste.
It's not bad in a dreamy fantasy sort of way but then at the
same time | was perfectly happy with the original aloum as
it was. Normal service is resumed for the quite fantastic
‘Twilights Return’. There are more sequencer lines than |
can count, each weaving a melody of its own, supported by
superb leads, every element complimenting each other per-
fectly. It just made me want to punch the air in pure joy.
Variations on a theme both in sequence and melody con-
tinue through to ‘Escape’. The feeling of euphoric energy is,
if anything, even higher than before. More wonderful me-
lodic sequences weave around each other giving
‘Animation’ a bright optimistic feel, a soothing lead line pro-
viding nice contrast. ‘Theme to Onday’ starts with a lovely
slow melancholy melody before those beefy sequences
steamroller forward once more and we return to one hun-
dred miles an hour mayhem. This isn’t all bludgeoning stuff
however, as there are some lovely little interludes where
playful staccato melodies shine through the insistent pulsa-
tions. ‘The Black Hole' is a dark atmospheric breather, un-
derstandably cosmic with sonic twitters, solar winds and
slow pads. A really nice track. ‘For you and Me’ is a reprise
of the vocals, her words almost doing a duet against a tin-
kling lead line over a pulsating backdrop. Just programme it
out if it isn’t your thing. ‘The Voyage’ finishes our journey at
breakneck speed but with really strong melodies still to the
fore, ideal for air keyboard playing as your feet move to all
the wonderful syncopations. | still have the vinyl of this al-
bum in my collection and it takes a prominent position.
Think of the two vocal tracks not found on the original as
‘additions’, to be played or not depending on if you think
they are a ‘bonus’ or an unnecessary supplement. (DL)

N Konrad Kucz /
Via Contemplativa Litania

A lone Gregorian chant calls out
over some of the most wonderful
dark windy drones | have ever
heard- then abruptly, as if a guillo-
tine has fallen, silence descends. A
mixture of wordless vocal and
string pads now float through the ether. These have a
slightly lighter feel to them- but not much. More really deep
bass drones arrive. This is incredibly impressive- and we
are still in the ‘Intro’! ‘Part 1’ has a more metallic feel but

even these tones have a deep reverberating feel to them. A
slightly disturbing haunting quality is emphasised by the
delicate and sparse use of more Gregorian utterances but
these are not of the ‘singy’ type, more like a mournful warn-
ing. ‘Part 2’ shimmers into life, it's like a spinning coin
slowly winding to a halt then speeding up again. A most
curious and compelling effect. Then in come some tinkling
water droplet type notes marking out the most delicate of
melodies. There is such a subtle beauty to it all but with a
feeling of unease still hovering in the background. Again
there is a sudden change as the warning chants give a sin-
gle utterance then fade away leaving a simple organ line
which at first is so deep that it hardly sounds like an organ
at all. Angelic wordless choral sighs give a rather spiritual
feel. Their memory slowly fades into the distance as we
move to ‘Part 3' More conventional Gregorian chants re-
turn, beautiful in their own right (and not overdone), their
exquisiteness heightened by the most subtle of melodic se-
quences. ‘Part 4’ returns us to dark windy realms with
doom laden string flourishes. The contrast with the previ-
ous track couldn’t be more marked. Choral pads do soften
things nearer the end but there is still a mournful feel to it
all. The mood does lift again a little for ‘Part 5’ as things be-
come rather spiritual again. Ideal for a quiet moment of
contemplation from which we are awoken as the backing
swells. It's as if there is a sudden realisation of something
that has been eluding us. ‘Part 6’ lightens the mood still fur-
ther- simply Heavenly stuff. The next part fills my mind with
pictures of the cover artwork- a moody black and white im-
age of a boat floating on a very still lake as the sun rises
and the morning mist disappears. It's a very beautiful and
serene vista / soundscape. A delicate sequence slowly
rises as ‘Part 8’ starts to form. The subtlest use of chant
colouring punctuates the wonderful pulsations as they seep
into your soul then something is said and immediately we
descend to silence. ‘Part 9’ starts with deep crashing ef-
fects as we enter more malevolent realms. It's as if doors
are being slammed behind us, cutting off any chance of re-
treat. ‘Part 10’ sees no let up to the uneasiness as watery
effects mix with eerie strings. Moaning from the long dead
rises up from the depths of the dark lake. Clanging effects
and the sound of something being thrown into the water
heighten my dark thoughts. The ‘Finale’ finishes things with
a more positive and again ‘spiritual’ feel as subtle organ
mixes with gorgeous deep pads and just the slightest word-
less vocal colouring. The sound starts to surge, even be-
coming quite euphoric but there is still a hint of sadness
right until the end. Sure, this is an ‘atmospheric’ album but
that term simply does not do it justice. It is a masterpiece of
painting pictures with sound and quite frankly I am in awe
of Konrad'’s skill. Surely we must hear more from this guy in
future. Musicians of this talent are rare in any form of mu-
sic. | absolutely loved this album. A truly amazing release.

Aquavoice / Cold
CD /13 Tracks / 67.33 mins

A lovely bright metallic tone (with
the subtlest of vocal qualities) shim-
mers through the air over beautiful
tinkling effects, like water slowly
trickling through a fissure in the
rocks down to some subterranean
lake. Ideal music for summing up
the band’s name | suppose. A pulse starts to be heard then
fades away as we enter ‘Part 2’, odd little samples accom-



pany the transition. The feel now becomes a little warmer.
There are quite a few layers of sound here, each working
as one wonderful whole but not over cluttering things so
retaining the exquisite beauty. We again move through to
the next part on the back of samples of someone clattering
around doing some work. Faint speech can just be heard
as more lovely shimmers, most quite metallic sounding with
a strange warmth to them, float through the air. ‘Part 4’
starts with a strummed two-note loop with a strange
scraped aftersound. A second loop, this time forming a

bass line joins the first and between them they create quite g

a hypnotic effect. We are back to shimmering drones for
‘Part 5’ but this time seeming more like a heat haze accom-
panied by odd animal noises. Manic utterances made me
think we were going to take a walk on the dark side but
then a lovely slow melodic line materialises changing the
mood completely. The 6th Part starts with some echoing
pulses that almost mimic the sound of a cuckoo. We then
get samples of what sounds like a busy café. These are
then juxtapositioned by a series of explosions. All this is
over a very sparse backing which heightens the eerie ef-
fect. Soft mellotron pads and flutey synth then make an en-
trance but their lightness and beauty seems in strange con-
trast to the backing. This is a very curious but highly com-
pelling track which | just had to play again before moving
on. | wouldn't say that revisiting it increased my under-
standing but it did heighten my appreciation still further.
‘Part 7’ initially strips things right back with plucked strings,
the sound of a man and child speaking and subtle little ef-
fects. Repeated echoing tones take over with curious
scraping sounds in the background. The next part features
an organ rising out of a sea of ticking and rumbling effects,
to eventually stand in near isolation until the most promi-
nent melody on the album so far wafts over the top. The
9th Part has a little warm warbling tone over some im-
mensely deep rumbles. There is a sense of unease how-
ever though this is contrasted by a simple almost playful
melody. The drone fades away as tinkling effects become
more prominent. Relaxing stuff certainly, but with a strange
edge to it. The deep drone returns for Part 10 but it is so
low that it is on the edge of hearing. Slow footsteps can be
heard as crystalline tones drift skywards. A door creeks. It
all has a rather dreamy feel to it that could at any time turn
to nightmare but doesn’t. Whispers can just be heard but
not made out. Part 11 is somewhat more experimental in
that it uses a rather unsettling glitch effect followed by rapid
note loop. Other than this the backing is rather soothing but
on the whole | didn't find this track an easy listen. Part 12 is
a completely different matter however in that it is supremely
relaxed with sampled monologue over the top. The Final
Part is another curious but somehow satisfying piece that
has to be heard a number of times to be fully appreciated.
All sorts of effects, some windy, some like deep breathing,
others insectile or bestial all weave a strangely organic tap-
estry over which a slow three note mournful melody hangs,
subtly mutating as it goes. There is a curious repeated
hissing stab that brings the CD to its conclusion. This is an
‘ambient’ album of the highest quality. Every piece is su-
premely crafted. It seems like tremendous care and skill
has gone into creating or selecting every sound and then
combining them together in just the right setting for maxi-
mum effect. This might make you think that the music
would be rather clinical but that most certainly is not the
case. It's rather as if the artist knew what he wanted to say
and made sure that the sounds were just right to do so. |
am sure the ideas come first then the sounds. These tracks
are true compositions not just a series of nice multilayered

pads (as is the case with some inferior ambient music).

Phrozenlight /
| Far Side of the Galaxy

| wouldn’t say | was an expert on
Phrozenlight as he has quite a large
catalogue but most of what | have
heard until now has been ambient

& music in the more traditional sense. |
was amazed therefore that almost
from the very beginning of this mam-
moth seventy-seven minute piece we get sequences. All
rather fine they are too, sounding distinctly Schulzian, in a
restrained rather rumbling way. In the background little cos-
mic effects hiss and twitter. Actually there seems to be
quite a bit of movement in the sequence as it morphs this
way and that. At around the ten minute mark the backing
has become ‘windier’ and overall everything sounds more
bass laden. The sequence also seems to be a little higher
in the mix. By the fifteenth minute the pulsations seem
much more ‘tinkling’. Five minutes later the sequence has
all but departed as we gradually descend to pure drift with
little metallic shimmers then really strange distorted sam-
pled chatter- or it is to me anyway as | think it is in Dutch or
German. High register metallic shimmers enter as the chat-
ter slowly subsides and a fresh very bass heavy rhythmic
sequence can just be heard forming low in the mix, so low
in fact that it as much seeps into the consciousness as is
actually heard. At the half hour mark the distorted chatter
momentarily returns. A second very subtle sequence
makes an entrance but again it is low in the mix compared
to the shifting sea of rather complex pads. Both sequences
increase in intensity but at such a slow rate | didn’t at first
realise it. From time to time the backing becomes a little
more violent, even stormy, then subsides again. By the
hour mark all returns to atmospherics. | suppose it's quite
tranquil but there does seem to be a darker edge to it. The
pulsations haven't left us completely however as they do
return, initially so low in the mix they were more of an
imagination but slowly they once again start to form a more
prominent part in the overall flow until they are quite posi-
tively skipping along. The ‘chatter’ makes one last appear-
ance at around the seventy-minute mark. To me it seems
that the last half-minute is pure silence, or is that my ears
just getting too old? | enjoyed this album very much and of
those | have heard by Phrozenlight so far it is certainly my
favourite. It must be said however that with such a long
track where the changes are so subtle it is hard to com-
pletely concentrate on it throughout its duration. My mind
kept wandering but there is no doubt that it was a su-
premely relaxing experience. (DL)
