Welcome to the latest Omega Syndicate Lim-
ited Edition of 100 release containing all 
previously unreleased music. ‘Eastern Prom-
ise’ starts with lush warm pads over which 
soars a beautiful lonesome lead. A slow se-
quence emerges without detracting from the 
exquisite melody. A second tinkling se-

quence falls into formation with the first but then the oomph level is really 
intensified as yet two more layers of pulsations are deployed, one being a 
rumbling ground shaker whilst the other provides just the right high register 
contrast. ‘Anamorphosis’ features Javi Canovas and cranks up infectious 
multi sequencer layers right from the off. A synth lead then starts to spar 
with electric guitar. Just before the half way mark a slow steady rhythm adds 
a sharp ‘cracking’ contrast to the duelling leads, the guitar especially re-
sponding with real vigour. As with the previous track ‘Inferno’, wastes no 
time is spewing the most wonderful pulsations from the speakers, synth and 
guitar (courtesy of periodic Syndicate member Rob Clynes) weaving around 
each another- one moment calling, replying the next. A new deep almost 
growling loop and infectious rhythm really add to the power as the guitar 
starts to soar above it all, the synth lead responding in kind with the most 
awesome solo heroics. Softer leads do provide a lovely contrast from time to 
time but really this track is all about excitement and power- and I loved it! 
For ‘Millennium (Live in Liphook 19/10/07)’ John Sherwood helps out. It 
begins with the most delicate of raindrop type pulsations. A second line turns 
the heat up a notch. The overall feel so far though is all rather mysterious. 
There is a nice ebb and flow up to around the half way mark where all se-
quences descend into an organic gloop, crows flying over the top. The mood 
now changes completely becoming purposeful, even anthemic, as a positive 
slow rhythm and uplifting lead take us forward. It sounds like the band are 
having fun playing for the audience- studio track this certainly ain’t.  
‘Arcadia’ features the fantastic Stephan Whitlan. A tender flutey lead floats 
above tinkling electronics until the first sequence picks up the pace. This is a 
track that builds slowly but never becomes too boisterous, instead staying on 
the right side of tenderness but with a moody twist.  As with the previous 
limited editions by the band this is bound to sell out very quickly so get it 
while you can! (DL) 

 
Javi Canovas / Nights of Brightness 
CDR (made up individually for you) / 7 
Tracks / 62.01 mins 
 
Twittering echoing sounds give way to soft 
shimmering drones. I must have given this sort 
of introduction to many an album and that is 
the problem with trying to use words to de-
scribe music. That same phrase can be used 
for a fairly standard but unexceptional start to 
so many Electronic Music tracks. So it really 
doesn’t do justice to the wonderfully crafted 

piece of atmospheric perfection we have here, never mind how ‘accurate’ the 
words are. We are not given long to luxuriate in the quality of this sonic land-
scape however as within two minutes the first sequence rumbles forward, 
morphing skilfully all the time, coming in waves, developing a real snarl from 
time to time. A sublime but subtle lead lines makes a brief entrance only to be 
replaced by a second, taking the story to the next chapter. Another sequence 
masterfully comes and goes playing with the first line of pulsations. The origi-
nal lead returns, hitting the spot perfectly. Yet more sequences further increase 
the excitement. This is an awesome way to start an album- I reckon the best 
track Javi has ever composed and at over 16 minutes is something to really get 
the teeth into. The second track cranks up the sequences right from the off and 
the most melodic infectious ones they are too. A scorching anthemic lead line 
flashes forth. Body moving rhythms complete a perfect picture making me 
want to punch the air for pure joy. It would be amazing live, ideal for solo 
heroics! It is a very different track to the opener and with a duration of just five 
minutes as well as having so many melodic hooks, would make an ideal 
‘single’ or ‘radio track’. The third piece provides confirmation, if that was still 
needed after the opening two numbers, of just how good Javi is at manipulat-
ing the sequencer. The pulsations move from one exquisite pattern to the next, 

fitting perfectly with the equally as skilfully crafted backing. There are two 
main sequences here, the first high register, making it hard to keep the hands 
still, whilst the second is a contrasting deep bass rumbler that should get the 
ground shaking. If you have them as part of your Hi Fi  the purchase of your 
‘subs’ would seem more than worthwhile. It is because of this sort of track 
that I would advise you to either get us to make you up a CD through SMD’s 
download CDR service or purchase the FLAC download from Music Zeit as I 
don’t think even high quality mp3 would do it justice. The fourth track is 
something different yet again- more like a cross between Tim Blake and 
Kraftwerk! The sequence is wonderfully ‘squelchy’, the initial lead mesmeriz-
ing and infectious whilst its organ drenched partner provides another excuse 
for wonderfully over the top solo heroics- and all this backed by subtle 
rhythms. It’s a track that will make you glad to be alive. The Fifth Track starts 
with rather Schulzian atmospherics before cranking up a much beefier Tan-
gerine Dream style sequence accompanied by gorgeous mellotron lead line. A 
second sequence falls into formation with the first. This is yet another awe-
some track on an already quite incredible album. The sixth track however is a 
completely different cauldron of pulsations. Javi’s equivalent of ‘Chorozon’ I 
presume with the most infectious lead lines and driving rhythms- not one for 
the 70s purists perhaps but for those who also like early eighties barnstormers, 
an essential purchase. Again another track which would be ideal for the radio. 
The final track has just as impressive an atmospheric start as the opener but 
this time with a far darker feel. A slow brooding sequence emerges, soft tron 
soothing the steady purposeful rhythm. It’s a track just dripping with 
‘attitude’. In my opinion this is the best Javi Canovas album so far with a 
perfect balance of tracks. Indeed this could well be the best Berlin School 
inspired album of 2008 so far. (DL) 
 
The Omega Syndicate /  
The Eve of the Holocaust (Live @ Awakenings 10th June 2005)

‘Control Freak’ is initially all rather dark, swirling and mysterious. An almost 
playful sequence strikes up morphing beautifully as all manner of cosmic 
effects fly over the top. Vast heavy bass flourishes explode onto the scene, 
mellotron adding a soothing element. Slow wistful leads hover in the middle 
of the mix. Sampled speech telling us that ‘there is nothing wrong with your 
television set’ is used effectively (I can’t remember which old TV series it 
was taken from- ‘Twilight Zone’ maybe?) then all Hell is let loose as the bass 
flourishes surge, forming a bludgeoning sequence of Earthquake proportions. 
A lead line does briefly try and provide accompaniment but didn’t really do it 
for me, I am quite happy just to absorb the waves of power surging through 
my body. ‘Secrets in the Sand’ gets straight into lovely lush tron with mean-
dering flutey Eastern backing. It really comes alive however when a rapid 
sequence enters in the fourth minute. This is soon followed by a second. 
These are allowed to bed down before synth solos are deployed, some of them 
blistering while others more subtle. ‘While my filter Gently Sweeps’ features 
yet more Mellotron. A ballsey sequence contrasts these lush tones beautifully. 
A second higher register line of pulsations hits just the right mark, tron swell-
ing in appreciation. Things don’t finish there however as a lead line and an-
other sequence try to do justice to the wonderful pulsating brew. ‘Eerie Inter-
val’ is one of the band’s very few purely atmospheric tracks. It works ex-
tremely well, the title summing it up perfectly. It is an excellent piece of mu-
sic in its own right but also gives a break in proceedings which only gives 
what is to come even greater dynamic effect. ‘Yersinia’s Genesis’ immedi-
ately heralds a return to sequences. These are subtle at first but a bass throb 
emerges hinting at things to come. Rhythms enter in the seventh minute and 
we start to storm forward. This is thunderous stuff supported by lead lines 
nestling in the middle of the mix. A cracking track. ‘Omnicron’ initially 
makes great use of melodic sequences and positive (even happy!) staccato 
lead line all backed by mellotron washes. A kick ass beat strikes up and in no 
time at all we have an infectious body moving piece of music. Searing lead 
lines join in the fun finishing things off in euphoric fashion. The audio CD 
just reviewed has had some tarting up but the DVD that forms part of this 
package is the concert exactly as it was- warts and all. It does have multiple 
camera angles so there is some sense of movement but even so it is of home 
movie type quality- still entertaining though!  
 
This album / DVD was initially sold at their gig in Hull on 23rd August 2008 
as a thank you to people who turned up. I will get all I can but I’m really not 
sure how long this title will be around. (DL) 
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Klaus Schulze & Lisa Gerrard/Farscape 
DCD/7  tracks/ time 78.55 + 75.03 mins 
 
Unashamedly Schulze – if you ever for a mo-
ment thought that Schulze may have been one 
to compromise on his musical approach when 
working on a joint venture, this new release 
‘Farscape’ is one that should make you think 
again. Both performers come across very 
strongly; both performers are obviously com-
pletely focused, both performers excel them-
selves. On this two disc set we are presented 
with moments of tenderness, high drama, con-

templation, and yes you guessed it – the ubiquitous Schulzian sequencing that 
mean’s a lot of things to a lot of people. The album has already been described as 
amazing and Schulze as a complete visionary in his field. I’d use the term vision-
ary with a great deal of care, but to call the album amazing may for once not be 
that far removed from the truth! Lisa Gerrard’s vocal ability is astounding with a 
creative dexterity which parallels that of Schulze himself – her voice working 
wonderfully well alongside the music of Mr. Schulze. Then of course there’s 
Schulze himself who is clearly firing on all cylinders here. From start to finish the 
whole musical ebb and flow of the pieces are succinct offering up a steady elec-
tronic world of escapism that is quite simply captivating.   
‘Farscape’ is packaged the now typical gatefolded card clipcase design as used on 
all of the ongoing re-issue series together with an accompanying 14 page booklet. 
It contains informative write ups from both Gerrard and Schulze about the way in 
which the album came about aswell as several photos along the way. Speaking of 
the booklet photo’s, there is one almost freakish looking picture of Schulze and 
Gerrard sitting together – l say freakish as for some bizarre reason somewhere 
down the line someone has decided to haphazardly cut and paste a new picture of 
Schulze’s head onto Schulze’s body…….what’s all that about? I’ve seen the 
original unadulterated photo on the official site and there’s nothing wrong with it. 
Now we have a picture of Gerrard sitting there apparently working what appears 
to be a Klaus Schulze ventriloquists dummy……as l say, very strange? In some 
of the booklet notes l found that Klaus got alittle too technical and Lisa got alittle 
too spiritual for my liking, so what with that and dodgy photo’s l guess you’re 
thinking l’m getting a tad too cynical about this whole release. Let’s get back to 
the music as that’s where it’s all happening. 
Disc one contains three extended pieces entitled ‘Liquid Coincidence’ parts 1,2 & 
3,( disc two containing parts 4 to 7) the opening track setting the scene for the 
entirety for the first disc. This twenty two minuter drifts in on a smooth sea of 
shifting synthetic strings courtesy of the maestro and it’s not long before Gerrard 
joins the party in a surprisingly almost masculine low register. Pretty soon every-
thing is going according to plan as the voice lifts over wave after wave of sedate 
silken synth pads. A light sequence steps through the mix about six minutes in, 
only to be augmented some three minutes later by a more bell like arpeggio and 
light percussion. 
As Klaus suggests, active listening is required on the part of the listener and it’s 
true. If you listen carefully you can hear Schulze’s improvisations hammered out 
in the background in a rather subdued fashion set low and wide in the mix. A 
slight tweak on the percussion has all the parts in place and though you may have 
barely noticed the vocals vanishing as the piece developed they return in the last 
seven minutes seeing the piece to an effortless close. 
Part 2(30.56) kicks off sublimely with a rather choppy gating, panning effect 
making you wonder what is going on with the mix. Gerrard is already busy with 
the vocal ad-libs as a tiny arpeggio bounces into the soundfield, again this is all 
very chilled out, laid back stuff. Light tabla and percussion arrive as those drifting 
chords change undiscernibly leaving tons of room for Gerrard’s voice to take 
centre stage, something she does with the greatest of ease. Again there appears to 
be a great synergy between these two great performers as they interact, this is 
absolutely enthralling music of pure fantasy. Halfway through l’m completely 
relaxed listening to the gentle ripping synths weave their way through the mix 
like some floating lullaby. The vocal rises once more as the piece reaches a con-
clusion of sorts, the percussion returning to the mix. 
The twenty six minute third part unsurprisingly drifts into play, the vocal styling’s 
returning from the outset. A more deliberate sequence appears giving the track 
alittle more momentum. I think we actually hear Gerrard clearing her throat about 
four minutes in,( something they forgot to edit out maybe?). Either way, a barely 
noticeable quibble as soon the drums arrive, lacking the contemporary frills that 
have so often spoiled previous Schulze recordings of the last decade. The metro-
nomic drum pattern and steady backbeat continues as further alterations are made 
to the sequencing and modulation. The vocal vanishes making way for the se-
quences to flourish until in the closing nine minutes the voice returns in an almost 
operatic fashion at times. Again the measure of vocal verses synth is absolutely 
spot on, the track coming to a timely end and l’m already reaching for disc two! 
Whoa!! What’s going on now – l thought l was listening to a quiet relaxing New 
Agey album here? l should have known better this being Schulze. Part 4(18.24) 
really does spring to life in a solemn dramatic and cinematic way,( stock in trade 
material for Gerrard’s usual film work). Fender Rhodes piano plays against off 
the wall electronic effects, dissonant brass sections and disaffected synth. The 
vocal acrobatics go into overdrive as we shift from a hellish sound into the pro-
gressive groove of a more typical Schulze track at the halfway mark. This track is 

all such a surprise after the tranquil nature of disc one, Gerrard making some 
amazing vocal interjections throughout. I’m sure Schulze used the piece to give 
free reign to her full vocal range. A superb track that just creeps up on you. 
Part 5(18.53) is upon us and l can’t wait to see what comes next. Brilliant – more 
sonic weirdness! This album really is turning out to be something else. More dis-
turbing epic strings and voice open up proceeding’s prior to a shift into the light 
of something closer to that experienced on disc one. A sequence arrives as Klaus 
plays at the electric piano again. Five minutes in and a very deliberate sequence 
plods in joined by simplistic but very effective drums offset against the sequencer 
patterns, classic stuff, classic Schulze maybe? 
The twenty four minute ‘Part 6’ rolls into town like some great lamentation as 
Gerrard’s voice takes on an operatic timbre once again over symphonic strings. 
Like a variation on ‘Part 2’ the track evolves at no great pace as Gerrard almost 
morphs her voice from one register to another in a most absorbing way. At times 
feminine, at times masculine, at times childlike – l’ve never heard anything like 
it – it’s almost as if there were several singers in the vocal booth. Schulze takes a 
backseat here as the wordless vocal workout continues. Due to the improvisa-
tional nature of the music the voice doesn’t always catch the constantly changing 
chords of Schulze’s synths and for a short time there are words from a wordless 
voice adding more interest. Klaus virtually see’s out the last eight minutes of the 
piece on his own the voice having served its purpose. 
The final instalment, ‘Part 7’(13.38) is with us fading in slowly with a slightly 
sinister undercurrent. An arpeggiation tinkles around the mix as the voice starts 
up for one final outing. Five minutes in and a rather busy rhythm leads the way. 
Klaus is also kept occupied on the peripheries with the synths, but never once 
pushes his efforts to the foreground. This once again is a piece for the voice to 
excel, Gerrard having a tougher time of it with drums plastered all over the track. 
The closing few minutes seeing all that remains are the resonant arpeggiations 
and those strings drifting endlessly on – truly celestial stuff indeed.  
Quite simply, ‘Farscape’ is a far reaching album, period. ‘Liquid Coincidence 1-
7’ really do appear to be one single cohesive mass of music and with Lisa Gerrard 
on hand what music the two of them make. The breadth and depth of the material 
presented on this release is amazing, Schulze really is on top form here with com-
positional developments that are pretty much perfect. I was abit concerned upon 
reading in promotional blurbs that Klaus described the music as only being ‘half 
composed’ and again he mentioned ‘active listening is required’ – l honestly 
thought this was about to become one of those collaborative moments that proba-
bly shouldn’t be committed to disc at all, how wrong can you be. 
Both Gerrard and Schulze give truly inspired performances, with music that 
ranges from the cerebral to the cataclysmic and all else in-between. No great 
solo’s from Schulze unfortunately, most all of the work with the electronics de-
partment being kept just one notch above subtle. Klaus clearly states that he 
wishes to work again with Lisa Gerrard and l think it’s clear to see why having 
listened to this recording. They are artistes in different fields of music, but most 
certainly appear to be infused with the same mind set in their approach to their 
art.  (B22) 

 
Craig Padilla & Skip Murphy / Analog 
Destination 
CD / 4 Tracks / 76.33 mins 
 
As you might have guessed from the title this 
album shows the team deep in improvised 
Berlin School territory. Wonderful dreamy 
echoing sounds and slow moody melody get 
the title track underway. A purposeful bass 
sequence begins to form which is soon fol-
lowed by more lines of pulsations; one me-
lodic while the other provides a splashing 
contrast. The excitement level increases all the 

time as flashing solos and a driving rhythm are added to the brew. Next up is the 
almost half hour long ‘Stellar Nursery’. Little computer twitters mix with suitably 
out of this world cosmic effects taking me way back to those heady mid seventies 
days of analog synthesis. Soft peaceful pads float above it all. A gentle note drop-
let melody hangs in the air, the feeling of dreamy peacefulness enhanced still 
further by wordless choral sighing effects. In the seventh minute the first se-
quence strikes up, soon joined by some relaxed chugging beats. A lonesome lead 
line takes us forward. At around the half way mark the original sequence and 
rhythm depart to be replaced by a slow rumbling bass line contrasted by little 
flutey flourishes. Deep bass drones give ‘Live Illusions’ a rather subterranean 
feel. It’s so peaceful as if drifting on a subtly lit underground lake. Ripples start to 
disturb the water as a shimmering sequence emerges in the fourth minute. The 
relaxed state continues until the last few minutes when searing triumphant soloing 
lets rip. ‘Quantum Swirl’ initially returns us to gentle realms, a beautiful but 
slightly haunting flute drifting from the speakers. A wonderful deep but also me-
lodic chugging sequence slowly seeps into the body, my feet moving to it as the 
pace gradually increases. A moody staccato lead skips amongst the pulsations. 
More sequences are deployed as the track gains added oomph, spitting attitude. 
Well it seems as if the guys have saved the best till last- this is an awesome track! 
The closest I have heard them sound to ‘Rubycon’ but still with plenty of charac-
ter of their own especially in the lead department. What a way to finish! (DL) 
 



Various / Awakenings 2008 Vol 1 
DCDR / 12 Tracks / 153.24 mins 
 
These Awakenings compilations are always 
interesting, featuring a selection of previously 
unreleased tracks from both well-known names 
amongst the Electronic Music scene and those 
who might not be quite there yet but on the 
basis of some of their offerings often should be! 
The opener ‘Synbiosis’ by Alpha Wave Move-
ment is incredibly Vangelis like both in sym-

phonic backing and sequence departments. Create’s ‘Iridium’ might start off 
in similar fashion but introduces a more contemporary rhythm. One of the less 
well know names, to me anyway, was Chromengel (though there is some nag-
ging recognition in the back of my mind) who donates a track initially formed 
around tinkling metallic percussion. This part of proceedings I thought 
worked quite well as did the various other atmospheric and gently rhythmic 
sections of the piece. The sequence was also good and there is plenty of 
movement throughout. The only thing that spoilt it for me was the piano lead 
in the middle section which I didn’t think worked. Overall though, it showed 
great promise. Phrozenlight has really started making something of a name for 
himself lately in that he can turn his hands with equal skill to the most intense 
long ambient pieces as well as sequencer based numbers. This track 
‘Perpetuum Mobile Part 1’ follows the middle path between these two styles 
and is another very worthy listen. Magnetron certainly don’t let themselves 
down with the slowly evolving sequence and gently rhythmic number 
‘Ignorance is Bliss’. Another one to watch out for in future. Peter Tedstone 
has been around on the scene for yonks but over the last couple of years he 
has made a real resurgence and ‘Marriji’ shows why. His use of gorgeous 
mellotron and lovely delicate sequences (though he can really let rip when he 
wants as well) is irresistible. The moody lonesome lead line is simply exqui-
site as well. What an awesome track- my favourite on the album. While the 
Omega Syndicate seem to be taking a break Xan Alexander has been concen-
trating on his solo work and he has been coming up with some fantastic stuff 
as demonstrated by ‘Andromeda (i) Mutation’. It’s a track that is brooding, 
slow sequences and mean bass lines mixing with moody tron to create a track 
that is simply dripping with attitude and spitting venom- quite incredible. I’ve 
never heard of AEM before but they come up with a stonking track right out 
of the ‘Rubycon’ tradition. More please! Modulator ESP give us ‘Broken 
Orbits’- a track of two distinct parts. The first is all rather cosmic, alternating 
between sinister and chilling areas of space, where death could be waiting to 
claim you any second, to ethereal wonders. For the second half however the 
sequencer is powered up and little tinkling pulsations start to form very ap-
pealing patterns. One of the best tracks I have heard by this artist. Not sure 
who Zeitos are but ‘The Rift’ is also one subdivided between atmospherics 
and more upbeat sections. The former is dark with an added ethnic element to 
the sound. In the second half a rhythm and sequence provide the basic struc-
ture, a guitar being added to excellent effect. Certainly another worthy inclu-
sion. Almost Twenty Minutes of the album is taken up with Parts 1 and 2 of 
‘Trilogy’ by Russell Storey and Rudy Adrian who’s styles seem to compli-
ment each other well in producing hypnotic spaced out atmospheres combined 
with gently pulsating sequences. Of all the albums in the series so far this is 
the most consistent throughout, the lesser-known names not being over shad-
owed by the established acts. Great stuff. (DL) 
 

 
Various / Awakenings 2008 Vol 1.5 
CDR / 6 Tracks / 74.38 mins 
 
Over the last three years the 1.5 and 2.5 volumes 
have been vehicles for the more ‘ambient’ con-
tributions to the series. The first track however 
has a bit too much syncopation (though still laid 
back) to be strictly thought of as ambient in the 
traditional sense but I am very grateful for its 
inclusion all the same! The Glimmer Room (aka 
Andy C) is a rare breed in that he can compose 
very catchy upbeat numbers (as on his 

‘Tomorrows Tuesday’ album) but also heart felt slower laid pack pieces (as 
on sections of ‘Grey Mirrors’). ‘E32’ is a really beautiful example of the lat-
ter, creating the most gorgeous sounds then weaving them around tinkling 
sequences and subtle percussion. The next few tracks however are most cer-
tainly in the ambient tradition. Peter Tedstone shows his prowess in this style 
(as apposed to his recent Berlin School successes) with the decidedly spooky 
‘Plasma’. The subtlest of sonic shimmers and metallic drones are given loads 
of uncluttered space to create the most vivid of images in the mind- spectres 
floating through graveyards, that sort of thing. Brilliantly done. Phrozenlight 
follows straight on in a very similar mood, with the occasional slightly lighter 
sounding interlude. There was something rather spiritual and even ‘Gothic’ 

sounding about it but now rather than being out in the open to me it seemed 
that we had entered some vast cathedral at night. Seren Ffordd gives his own 
ghostly contribution but this time the sounds are more airborne, like a gentle 
but still potentially powerful Arctic wind. The baton is passed to 4m33s whose 
fizzing hissing soundscapes continue our eerie adventure which now, if any-
thing, becomes even darker as we progress. Tracks two to five amount to a 
superb spaced out journey that I could well believe had come from a single 
artist, instead of four. They fit that well together. The final part of Russell Sto-
rey and Rudy Adrian’s ‘Trilogy’ (the first two parts being on 2008 Volume 1) 
finish off this album and see a return to laid back sequencing which provides a 
pleasant and gentle conclusion. (DL) 

 
Stefan Erbe / Speed of Life 
CD / 12 Tracks / 54.30 mins 
 
The title track gets things underway and in some 
ways sets the tone for the rest of the album. 
Tranquil plucked strikes are replaced by an eth-
nic sounding drum loop. We then get rapid 
rhythms of the more dance variety and the first 
of many superb staccato melodies. It all goes 
together so well, whipping up a really infectious 
groove. The whole thing is made even more 
appealing by the skilful use of lovely laid back 

tuneful interludes where the rhythm departs for a few moments. Some of the 
tracks flow into one another and even though the Eastern influences never return 
and a variety of different paces are used they are mainly gently pulsing with the 
most delightful of melodic hooks. Nothing gets too bludgeoning or in your face. 
The album will get your whole body gently moving to it- not causing you to par-
take in a frenzied thrash! Some of the tracks such as ‘anybody out there’ are ones 
that just stick in the mind for days- they get under the skin (in a very pleasant 
way) so much! There is nothing extreme or ‘difficult’ about this CD in any way. 
The tracks range from ‘pleasant’ to exciting. Call it what you will, Chill Out. 
Trance etc etc, if this is the sort of music you are into I would recommend it with-
out hesitation. (DL) 
 
 

Intelligentsia / End of Civilizations 
CDR 13  Tracks   78.41 mins 
 
If infectious melodies and driving rhythms pre-
sented in a relatively commercial setting are 
your thing then Intelligentsia in ‘Federation’ or 
‘Civilizations’ mode really should tick all the 
boxes for you. Think of Jarre meets Ultravox 
meets mainly instrumental synth pop and you 
will not be too far off the mark. ‘End of Civili-
zations’ is a collection of remixes (often quite 
radically so) from the ‘Civilizations’ album. 

There is even more oomph and power here than on the original CD but with an 
updated contemporary edge. For instance you really can’t get much more of a 
crowd pleasing body mover complete with female vocal colouring than the 
opener ‘Civilization Zero (Live Mix)’ or indeed the even more powerful and in 
yer face ‘Interstella (White Light mix)’ with OTT manic soloing. They are both 
amazing tracks exploding with excitement. OK, so Gregorian type chants along 
with driving rhythms isn’t exactly a new concept but ‘Interstella (Hyperspace 
Mix)’ pulls it off so well and manages to add a fresh and again highly powerful 
slant on such a tried and trusted formula. Sequences feature heavily on 
‘Civilization 23 (Nibiru Mix)’ creating a rather Jarre / Jan Hammer hybrid- 
again simply irresistible. ‘New Civilizations (Atlantean Mix)’ has a slow but 
enormously deep and heavy beat as if someone is using the very planet as a 
drum. ‘Touchdown (Andy Hagerty Remix)’ is by comparison to what has ap-
peared before quite relaxed though it’s still fun (and maybe a little tongue in 
cheek?). Again there are Jarre touches but I am also reminded, instrumentally at 
least, of some of the best of 80s synth pop. It can be no surprise that the Jarre 
references continue in abundance into ‘Jarreologie (Global Jarre Mix)’ but this 
time from his classic Oxygene / Equinox period. Great bouncy sequences 
abound. ‘Dreams of the Future (Marcorporation Mix)’ is a bit of a schizo-
phrenic track in that it is full of dance references and at times does get a little 
cheesy but it also has some great power moments when it really rocks. 
‘Interstella Live @ Osaka Big Cat’ is a blistering OTT track that has everything 
including the kitchen sink thrown into it, which are then propelled from the 
speakers like lava from a volcano! ‘Civilizations 42 (Installation Mix)’ is a very 
different track to anything else here in that it is a nightmarish sound collage. It’s 
like being stalked or pursued. Rather scary and not a rhythm to be heard. 
‘Civilizations on the Radio’ mixes Intelligentsia music with interviews with 
Mirai. ‘Civilizations (Medley Mix)’ is pretty much as you would expect, acting 
as a sampler for the main album. We finish things as we started with Civiliza-
tions Zero but this time the Single Mix. It isn’t a million miles away from the 
live version but still a brilliant track. At the time of writing this review I like 
this album even better than the original. (DL)

Oophoi / The Spirals of Time (Limited Deluxe

Oophoi is a prolific and highly respected ambient 
musician. The way he combines sounds within a 
rising and falling dynamic range is really quite 
exceptional. The trouble is that such seemingly 
structurless music can be very hard to review. On 
one level the sonic flow might seem quite simple 
but its rather organic quality disguises greater 
complexity. This 3 CD set is some of the most 

appealing music I have heard by the artist and I am keen to try and spread it to a 
wider audience. I am sure the music will say different things to different people. 
The first disc starts off very quietly, in a rather sparse but still warm and shim-
mering way. Gradually very faint sounds of some beast crying out can just be 
heard (I think it is supposed to be a Whale actually). Everything happens slowly 
on this album so very gradually these sounds become increasingly complex. Deep 
rumblings add a slight feeling of tension but then shimmering metallic drones 
provide a much brighter contrast and lighten the mood. Things become even more 
tranquil, water gently lapping on the shore augmented by the subtlest of birdsong. 
The mood then changes quite a bit as the shimmering and the softer elements 
depart leaving a swirling wind. This is only a momentary disturbance however as 
more birdsong enters. It’s as if we have been transported to a rainforest though 
there still seems to be an uneasiness in the background. The mood slowly changes 
and now I am reminded of more subterranean realms and the habitat of cave 
dwellers. The sonic backing becomes more intense punctuated by the sound of 
insects. We now return to a more comforting feel, as if relaxing peacefully 
through a sultry night. The first disc is drawing to an end but there is a sting in the 
tail. A sort of heavy breathing as if from some immense beast or creature from the 
underworld can be made out, accompanied by a host of other demons. It is as if 
we are being stalked. Disc Two is initially rather stormy with winds blowing over 
distant thunder. Gradually a deep drone rises through the mix increasing the ten-
sion. Eventually the rain starts to fall but in contrast to the prevailing mood it is 
rather gentle. Soft mournful tones emerge then fade away one after another. The 
storm seems to evaporate and is replaced by a comforting warmth. The rain re-
turns and my mind visualizes a steamy environment as the water evaporates. 
Things are so peaceful and relaxed but then the sound of the Whale emerges once 
more. Maybe we are looking out to sea, sitting on a deserted beach, the forest 
spreading out behind us. Some very faint percussion can be heard but it’s more 
like an object being gently blown by the breeze. I can now just make out some 
very faint talking as if from a tribe camped some distance away. The percussive 
sounds become more prominent and metallic in nature. Tranquil female ethnic 
chanting meanders to the surface and fades away as we settle down for the night 
to a soothing backdrop of twittering insects. The sound of the wind returns for the 
Third Disc creating images of a shimmering heat hazed desert, a melancholy lone-
some breeze gently blowing over the top. In many ways it reminded me of Steve 
Roach’s ‘Slow Heat’. Subtle percussion is used from time to time as if things are 
being blown around, buffeted by tumbleweed. Strange noises, almost like the 
howling of wolves heard over a long distance add an uneasy tension. Eventually 
the sound of running water can be heard but this comes and goes as if surging in 
waves then fading back. With each flourish the sound increases in intensity until 
it can be heard continuously. It is at this point that the mournful cry of sea birds is 
added to the mix. Maybe our desert trip has reached the shore. Night seems to 
descend as the soundstage becomes sparse and somewhat darker. The wind in-
creases in intensity. New melodic tones float in the air along with a repeated 
noise, a little like that of an owl, creating a softer moonlit atmosphere. Once more 
the mood becomes sinister and more percussive though there are some nice sam-
pled ethnic chants (surprisingly with rather Gregorian tinges). This is a wonderful 
atmospheric album creating vivid image after vivid image in a very appealing 
inventive and at times thought provoking way. (DL) 
 
 
Konrad Kucz / Railroad Paths 

CD / 6 Tracks / 55.06 mins 
 
Konrad Kucz’ last album was one of the best 
ambient CDs I had heard in a long time. When 
this one dropped through my letterbox I was 
expecting more of the same. This however is 
nothing like it’s predecessor in style as now in-
stead of exquisite sonic soundscapes we get a 
blistering Berlin School tour de force! A gor-
geous relaxed bubbling sequence merges with 
lovely peaceful flute on the first of five ‘Paths’. 
We then get a storm surge which combines with 

the mutating sequence to create a feeling of grandeur. Sounds swell to majestic 
proportions gaining an almost euphoric spiritual quality. This really is superb 
stuff, a little like a mixture of Tangerine Dream and Jarre. The second Path erupts 
with a rapid deep bass sequence of almost earthquake proportions. It morphs 
wonderfully as whooshing electronics fly from channel to channel. A second 
higher register sequence flashes over the top. From this highly exciting almost 
manic track we move on to the third Path. Again a heavy but steady bass se-
quence provides the initial structure around which more pulsations begin to 
weave. There is a grungy almost growling mid section through which the patterns 
evolve, re-emerging with a rhythmic backing and vocoded speech (which didn’t

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really work for me). The fourth Path starts with what could be the sounds of a 
railway siding, gorgeous soft pads completing a misty early morning picture. Just 
when I thought we were going to get a more abstract piece however a fantastic 
sequence bubbles forward like an unstoppable force. The track just gets better 
and better with equally impressive lead line creating the ideal backing for play-
ing air keyboard. There are elements that reminded me of Fanger & Schonwal-
der. In the sixth minute we return to atmospherics out of which emerges a new 
sequence, though this time more swirling and mystical. It’s all change again a 
couple of minutes later as yet more sequences are urged into action but again 
they are only making a fleeting visit before we enter a lovely, almost early Van-
gelis like section, tron pads mixing with moody lead. What a wonderful track 
this is. The final Path returns us to twittering cosmic effects and solar winds. 
Uplifting pads swell creating a similar mood to the latter stages of the opener. A 
slow thoughtful sequence provides a little structure as things become quite 
moody. These pulsations are very quickly replaced by a new pattern as we mean-
der first one way then another. We now enter a rather percussive section out of 
which float soothing mellotron pads which take us close to the end, finishing 
with yet more metallic percussion. The last track ‘Robotic Missions’ is labeled as 
a ‘bonus’ presumably because it is not one of the ‘Paths’. I suppose the Kraft-
werk feel is intentional- all rather upbeat and body moving. Nothing like any-
thing else on the album but really catchy complete with more vocoded speech 
(which I thought really worked well this time). A superb track and indeed I 
would love to hear more of what Konrad does in this style. (DL)
